Any player under contract or agreement
with a club in the league shall not be per-
mitted to play matches with any club
outside of the league, without the permis-
sion of the club to which he is under con-
tract or agreement, under penalty or ex-

| pulsion from the league, at the discretion

of the league executive.

That no player who has competed in
any other league in Canada during the
season can play in the E.C.H.A. after
Feb. 15.

These motions were drawn up and pass-
ed at the fag end of a meeting which
spent most of the time in discussing the
question of officials for the Ottawa-Vic-
toria game in Ottawa. The first tawo mo-
