‘The family of Count Lamsdorff was or-
iginally German. His father moved to

Russia in 1817 from Westphalia, and was
granted the title by the Russian govern-

ment.

The deceased statesman received his
early education at the Alexander Lyceum
in dt. Petersburg. After twelve years in
the Russian foreign office in minor cap-
acities, he accompanied Prince Gortscha-
koff to the Berlin congress in 1878, and
later took part-in the political conference
at Alexndrove, Danzig, Skernewizy and
Kremsier. He was promoted in the Rus-
sian foreign office until in 1901 he was
made minister of foreign affairs.

During the latter months of 1902 Count
Lamsdorff visited Belgrade, Sofia and
Vienna, and as a result of his diplomatic
efforts at these capitals the understanding
between Austria-Hungary and Russia re-
garding the maintenance of peace in the
Balkans was arranged.

Count Lamsdorff was present at the in-
terview at Muerzsted, Austria in 1903 be-
tween the Emperor of Russia and the Em-
peror of Austria, which brought forth the
famous Muerzsted programme for the con-
trol of southeastern Europe.

Count Lamsdorff left the Russian foreign
office in May, 1906. Previous to that time
hig <hag: been far from good, and
afbim‘\biﬁi' t. Petersburg he devoted
himself entirely to efforts to restore it.
He was reported as suffering from heart
uisease last December, and a despatch
fram.San Remo, March.13, said the Rus-
sian statesman was then ill from a com-
plication of diseases and that little hope
for his recovery was entertained. A drop-
sical condition resulted from his malady.
His death evidenly was unexpected, for
up to the last moment his physicians said
he might live another fortnight.

During the negotiations between the
Washington administration and the gov-
ernments of Russia and Japan that pre-
ceded the holding of the peace conference
at Portsmouth, Count Lamsdorff played
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an important part. He was in constant
communication with George Von Meyer,
who was then American ambassador to
Russia, and who conveyed the views of
President Roosevelt. to ' the Russisgn gov-
ernment. On one occasion Count Lams-
dorff declined . to, convey a certain com-
munication to the emperor for Mr.. Meyer,
whereupon the American ambassador
promptly went -over-the head- of ‘the Rus=
sian foreign minister and communicated
with his majesty himself.

GENOA, March 20—Many telegrams of
condolence are arriving at San Remo, es-
pecially from Russia, regretting the death
of Count Lamsdorff, ex-Russian minister
of forcign affairs. The Italian ministry
has ordered the local authorities to as-
sist in every way the nephew of the de-
ceased statesman, Paul Lamsdorff,who re-
presents the Lamsdorff family, in carry-
ing out the funeral arrangements.

Heavy Snow Storm
Started Last Night

The snow storm which commenced last
evening has developed into one of the
worst storms of the season. From all
over the lower provinces and from the
north c¢ome reports of a heavy fall and
of the railways being affected to a consid-
erable extent.

In the city the street railway people
had great difficulty in maintaining any-
thing like a regular schedule and the Car-
‘leton line was completely demoralized.

The amount of snow falling on the lev-
el was about from four to five inches,
though 1t drifted in some places to three
or four feet in depth.

To increase the unpleasantness a strong
wind increased to a moderate gale from
‘the southeast to east, set in about ten
o’clock laft night, and at noon today a
gale of considerable force had developed
and it seemed to be increasing in volume.

The highest velocity recorded at the
wveather bureau at noon was 36 miles an
hour. The Towest temperature during the
night was 24 degrees, and this morning
32. The barometer fell away rapidly last
mnight, and the reading at 9 o’clock this
morning was 28.56, which is considered
very low. A

At Point Leppeaux the wind between 2
and 8 o'clock this morning was blowing
45 miles an homr from the southeast to

east. At 11 o’cleck it shifted to the north-
west, blowing miles an hour, and still
snowing; aboufy six mches fell on the
level. ¢ ;

About noon an accident happened at
the corner of Main street and Paradise
row that revived memories of a few years
ago when a car ran into M. A. Harding’s
store, and a suit for damages against the
railway resulted.

It was about 12.30 o'clock today that
car No. 30, which was going to north end
along Mill street, left the rails at the cor-
ner of Main street and plunged into a
telegraph pole in front of Mr. Harding’s
store. Quite a piece was torn out of the
pole and it was beat over toward the
building by the force of the impact. No
one was hurt, however, and the car was
practically uninjured. With the assist-
ance of car No. 44 the runaway was haul-
ed back on the rails and resumed its
work.

en to Means of Checking
Consumption.

(Ottawa Citizcn)
Nothing coutd be more hopeful than the

increasing attention that ‘is being given
to the organization of means for checking
the ravages of consumption. The Canadi-
an association has been holding its sev-

i

enth annual meeting in Ottawa and it in-
cludes among its officers and memberk
some of the most representative men of
the Dominion, thus showing how thorough
ly the country is waking up to the men-
In the course of an
address delivered at the association meet-
ing Dr. Sheard, chairman of the Ontario
board of health, commented on the lack
of precaution against the spread of the
disease among the more ignorant part of
the population, and advocated the enact-
ment of compulsory legislation to ensure
ordinary precautions being taken. The
Ontario government has already taken a
step in that direction by infroducing a
bill making it compulsory for all cases of
tuberculosis to be reported to the health
department the same as any other conta-
gious disease. This is undoubtedly a step
in the right direction. Every reason ex-
ists why the most stringent regulations
should be enforced in connection with the
disease. The public has been educated to
almost an exaggerated apprehension of
smallpox and kindred diseases. The mere
announcement of the presence of smallpox
to. go to any
length in expense, though as a matter of
fact under modern medical treatment fa-
tal cases are comparatively rare, while the
isolation precautions together with the
eager cooperation of all classes in carry-
jing them out, make the disease no longer
such a danger as formerly.

Tf all classes of the public could be made ‘
far greater danger exists

| to realize that a
!in the case of consumption it would be a
comparatively easy matter to reduce the
death rate from this disease. One of the
strongest factors in bringing about this
! state of public feeling would be a rigid
law to protect the public. Such a law
would also be a blessing to the patients
afflicted with consumption: In too many

would be in a position to cause urban or
rural municipalities to deal with cases
where the patients
themselves. As it is now there is no sys-
tem by which the number and nature of

are unable to help

tha cases of consumption in cach muni-
cipality is known and therefore it is quite

impossible to regulate their treatment.
Destitute consumptives from rural dis-
tricts almost invariably come into the

cities and if their cases have become so
hopeless that they will not be received at
e sanitarium there is great difficulty in
making any provision for them. Dr.
Sheard’s suggestion that every hospital
should have a tuberculosis ward is a good
one, and where hopeless cases are receiv-
ed the expense of maintaining them
should be charged up to the municipality
in which the case originates.

THE STOCK MARKET NOW
DEPENDS ON THE PUBLIC

(New York Herald.)
If Wall street could determine the
points as to the continued attitude of the

market, both European and American, it
would go far in solving the proposition
for itself. 1t has been figured out that
the continued absence of public participa-
tion in the market has been due partly
to high prices, partly to overtaxed credit
and high interest rates. Other features
which have played their part in checking
public participation have been the depres-
sion of sentiment and the disturbance of
confidence caused by disclosures of corpor-
ation aggression and maladministration,
ceaseless agitation and anti-corporation
sentiment manifesting itself in federal in-
vestigations and impending litigation and

' in curbing, restrictive and vexatious state
legislation.

If Wall street and commentators on
Wall street were at fault in their as-
signment of the causes for public obdur
scy then from the present lower and much
more attractive investment basis for se-
curities improvement based upon public
buying is likely to be progressive. -The
credit situation is assuredly mot good, nor
is the banking situation strong, but invest-
ment buying would assuredly work as a
leavening force and contribute fluidity, not
constriction to the money market. In-
vestment buyng such as has been report-
ed” from London would assuredly greatly
strengthen the already strong positipn
which New York occupies in the interna-
tiona]l margets. Investment buying at
home would in time render bonds saleable
again and tend to relax the congested
credit condition. In the latter event de-
velopment work will continue, and ‘any
contraction in business which it was
thought would follow the unwi]liug'p(.ess
of the public to buy railway securities
will be greatly minimized.

HAS WALL STREET DIAGNOSED
ARIGHT?

Actually the collapse and the recovery
in prices last week have wrought as yet
little real change in the faction which
Wall street for so long a time has regard-
ed as disturbing, and to which it has at-
tributed the unwillingness of the public
to participate in securities. The adjust-
ment of prices has assuredly been drastie,
and to persons who look to the far future
the bond division of the market presents
many attractive investment bargains. But
as against more attractive prices contin-
ues, despite prosperous business condi-
tions, ' the same expanded and overex-
tended condition of credit, the continued
heavy corporation requirements, and those
features actually or sentimentally disturb-
ing as Wall street views them—the deter-
mined attitude of the federal administra-
tion and various state governments to-
ward corporations.

Perhaps the reapearance of the .public
in the market amounts to an announce-|
ment to Wall street that the community:
in general heartily sympathizes with Pre-
sident Roosevelt and the state aiuthorities
indicating that Wall street has wrongfully
diagnosed its case, and that the public
believes that mo harm will come in the
end from forcing corporations to abide by
statutes, . or in ' laying down broad prin-
ciples of law for the better protection of
the taxpayer and the. shareholder from
corporation aggressiveness, and from stock
watering achievements. Time alone can
\show whether the financiers, who are
having so much difficulty in getting their
representatives to confer with Presideqt
Roosevelt: are right or wrong in their
conclusions on the matter.. The markets
should show this specially, and upon the
outcome depends much of the market’s
future course.

The greatest
interest and curiosity have been aroused
at the capital. The arrival of the delega-
tion will be regarded as an event of pub-
lic interest and importance, since the
members are known to be orators no
Jess than statesmen; and it is conceded
that whatever claims they may present
must be agreed to by the government.”
In publishing the above extract from
an Otta}va Raper of next May, the Times
is perhaps getting ahead of the record;
but it is often well to anticipate. The
new council referred to is made up, it
will be observed, of the gentlemen who
addressed last night’s public meeting.
There were just enough speakers to make
a new city council; and nothing should
be easier, in the present alleged state of
feverish unrest among the taxpayers, than
to nominate and elect tnese sixteen re-
formers. The business-like manner in
which they discussed civie questions and
exchanged compliments last evening was
uven more impressive than a meeting of
the present city council, and is full of hap-
py augury for the time when they shall:
assemble at City Hall instead of at the
humble quarters of the board of trade.

THE PROVINCIAL BUDGET
It was Hon. Dr. Pugsley’s good for-
tune yesterday, in beginning the first
budget speech to be delivered after his
accession ' to the premiership of New
Brunswick, to be able to remind the peo-
ple of the province that during the past
five years, thanks to the efforts of the
& “which he was and is a
member, the financial relations of the
province With the federal government
had been greatly improved. The Eastern
Extension claim had been paid, the sub-
sidy to the proviace increased, the fish-
eries question brought closer to a satis-
fa‘cbory settlement, and the policy of ma-
king branch railways in the province a
part of the I.C.R. system adopted by the
minister of railways. The premier is
most hopeful regarding the complete and
final settlement of the fisheries question
in a manner very advantageous to the
proviace.

The whole tenor of the speech, as far
as it had proceeded before adjourmixent,
was optimistic. The premier has no
doubt that the Central Railway will ere
long be taken over by the G. T. P., in
which case, as Lt. Gov. Tweedie remark-
ed at Chatham the other day, the prov-

ince would be recouped for its expendi-

ture on that line.

With regard to immigrants, the pre-
mier insists that those brought to the
province must be of the proper kind, and
in this resolve he is supported by public
sentiment, although many people  would
be glad to see more vigorous effort to
get more of the right kind than are at
present heading this way.

The addition of $20,000 to the fund for
{eachers’ salaries, and the encourage-
ment promised for the development of
cold storage facilities in the province
*ill be approved by the people.

M. BERTHELOT

Berthelot, ex-foreign minister and
one of the greatest of French scientists,
diel on Monday, at the age of 80 years.
His death followed that of his wife by
oaly a few minutes. On being told that
she had ‘just passed away he too
collapsed, and they will be laid at rest
together.

M. Berthelot was one of the greatest
chemists of his time, and his researches
enriched the literature of science. As
long ago as 1861 the Academy of Science
awarded him 3,500 francs for his work,
and in 1865 a new chair of organic chem-
istry was created for him at the College
Je France. In 1870 he was president of
{ha scientific committee of defence, and
during the siege of Paris was engaged in
the manufacture of guns and ammuni-
tion, and especially of nitro-glycerine and
Jdynamite. His labors as a scientist had
chiefly for their object the reproduction
of the substances which enter into the
composition of organised beings, and he
opened up a mew field for research. The

dyeing trade benefited largely from his

discoveries in extracting dyes from coal-

{ar. ' He was a prolific writer on scien-
tific and philosophical subjects and was

{hrice decorated with the Legion of Hon-
or, being made a Commander in 1879.

The death of Thomas Bajley Aldrich
removes one of the most graceful of mod-
Only a week
since the Timeés published what was per-
haps his latest poem, read at the Long-
fellow centenary celebration at Harvard
on February 27th, and of which President
Eliot said: “That poem alone justifies this
celebration.” Mr. Aldrich was then ill,
and another read the poem, which indeed
was read twice, and has been characteriz-
ed as one that “will live among the im-
mortal verse written by American poets,”
In view of the poet’s death, which occur-
red yesterday, we reproduce the poem:—

“PROGRESS OF PROVINCE
SHOULD INSPIRE HOPE”
SAYS PREMIER PUGSLEY

New Premier’s First Budgét Contains Strong Optimistic Tone
---Is Confident Central Railway Will Be Bought by
G. T. Pt---Better Salaries for School Teachers.

Fredericton, March 19—The legislature
met at 8 o'clock. Homn. Mr. Pugsley then
began his budget speech. He said:

In rising to discharge a duty which
does not ordinarily belong to an attorney-
general it may not be amiss that I should
call the attention of the house to some of
the important facts that have occurred in
previous years, particularly during the
time that my predecessor, the Hon. Mr.
Tweedie, was premier. 1 regret that the

duty of discussing the financial affairs of |

the province had not fallen upon him,for
he could have- told better than I can of

the progress we have made in recent years

in the betterment of the financial condi-
tion of the province. This progress should
inspire us all with hope and confidence
in the future.

For many yecars past the office of pro-
vincial secretary has been filled by a gen-
tleman, who has now left us, of great
ability and with much satisfaction to the
country and it will soon be filled by an-
other gentleman who now sits beside me
and who will, I am sure, satisfy the pub-
lic in that regard. It cannot be expected
that I should go into these accounts in
great detail. .

There are many important questions for
us to consider besides the expenditure of
a few dollars and cents which sometimes
seem to grate on the ears of the gentle-
men opposite.

I propose first to take up an important
speech which was made by the lieutenant-
governor at the opening of the house in
1902 at a time when our prospects were
not so bright as they are now. That
speech held out hopes which I am proud
to say have since been largely justified.
1ne lieutenant-governor 'then said: “It
affords me much pleasure to inform you
that since you last convened the domin-
ion government has paid to the province
the amount of the Eastern Extension
award with the exception of a small por
tion which has been withbheld, pending
an arrangement being made between the
two governments in respect to a claim
regarding certain land taken as part of
the right of way for the railway out of
which the claim arose.

“My government has during the recess
continued to urge a settlement of the
various questions in respect to the fish-
eries outstanding between it and the gov-
ernment of Canada and I have reason to
hope that before long either a friendly
arrangement will be arrived at or that

 the questions at issue will be submitted

to the courts so that the rights of the
province may be fully determined.

“By the recent judgment of the judiciil
committee of the privy council’ it has
been decided that the fisheries within the
territorial limits of the province belong to
the provinces and in the opinion of my
advisers it follows that the amount of the
Halifax award should have been paid to
the provinces and not to the dominion.
My government will press for payment to
this province of the portion of the award
to which it is properly entitled.

“The legislature at its session in the
year A. D. 1888 approved of certain reso-
lutions which in the month of October
of the previous year had been agreed to
at Quebec at a conference of delegates
and members representing the executive
government of five of the provinces of
Canada called for the purpose of confer-
ring upon questions of interprovincial in-
terest. It seems proper that effective
steps should be taken to press earnestly
upon the dominion government the de-
sirability of having the British North
America Act so amended as to carry ouf
the views embodied in the Quebec ‘reso-
lutions, at least in so far as relates to the
readjustment of the allowantes by the
dominion to the provinces. Your attention
will be invited to this important subject.

“The unsatisfactory condition of the
branch railways in the province connect-
ing with the Intercolonial is such as to
call for serious consideration. These rail-
ways have been constructed largely by
means of dominion and provincial sub-
sidies and are not giving that accommoda-
tion to the public which was anticipated
when their construction was provided for.
1f such arrangement could be made by
which these ‘roads could be worked as'a
part of the Intercolonial system it would
be greatly to the public advantage and
there is reason to believe that they would
become valuable feeders of the trunk
You will be invited to consider
whether the dominion authorifies might
not properly be urged to make arrange-

ments for their operation upon a fair and
equitable basis.”

In that speech a number of matters of
great importance were referred to, one o(f
these was the Eastern Extension claim.
This claim arose at a time when the Con-
servative goverm'ne'nt was ia power at
Ottawa. It was pressed without success
for many years and during part of that
time the leader of the opposition sat in
the house of commons. While the Conser-
vatives remained in power we were un-
.able to make any progress. Our claim
was turned down but a change took place
in the administration of dominion affairs
and in that speech we werz able to an-
nounce that the handsome sum of $275,-
000 had been paid in settlement of this
claim. We also announced that we were
pressing our fishery claim and our claims
to a share of the Halifax fishery award.
We have pressed these claims and they
have not been turned down but are still
under the consideration of the dominion
government. We have confidence in the
new minister of justice, Mr. Aylesworth,

agree to no settlement on account of sub-
sidies unless the Halifax award was set-
tled also. I challenge my honorable friend
for proof of this statement. @ We never
cherished such an absurd idea as to refuse
this subgidy becaus: another claim we had
was not, settled.

Let it be understood by the people of
this country, by the school teachers, who
want more salary, by those who are ask-
ing for mors money for roads and bridges,
by thése who are asking money for the
technical education, that the leader of the
opposition thinks we should not take this
addition of $130,000 to our revenue. We
wera glad to get that sum and the people
of this zountry will:be glad to get it, for
it means an addition to our capital at 4
per cent of $3,250,000 which is almost
equal to the total amount of our net debt.

Having said this much it will now be
my duty to take up the accounts of the
past year and compare the receipts and
expenditures with the estimates.

We also called attentidn in that speech
to another important matter, the condi-
tion of the branch railways. It has been
the policy of the C. P. R. to acquire
branch lines and use them as feeders of
their great trunk lines. I am happy to be
able to say at the convention recently held
in St. John the Hon." Mr. Emuwerson, a

est in the progress of this province, an-
nounced it to be part of his policy to take
over branch roads and make them a part
of the Iatercolonial.

We also referred to the readjustment
of provincial subsidies. I do not wish to
make any great boast on behalf of this
government or to ignore the efforts of the
other provincial governments in this mat-
ter but I want to call attention to the
fact that the Quebec resolutions which
were gent to Ottawa in 1887 were not even
acknowledged to have been received by
the dominion government then in power,
and I will ask the leader of the opposi
tion,y who sat in the house of commons
for flve years, if he can ever remember of
the government” having moved a hand to
carry them out. Until 1902 no steps had
been taken but this government communi-
cated with the government of Quebzc and
at a .convention held in the city of Quebec
in 1902 the resolutions were reaffirmed. As
a result Sir Wilfrid Laurier has intro-
duced a resolution for an address by both
houses for such a change in the B. N. A.
act as will enable the subsidies of the
provinces to be increased.

Our meeting at Ottawa with the repre-
sentatives of the dominion government
was the first time in the history of Can+
ada that representatives of the provinces
were called together for consultation with
the cabinet. .

New Brunswick will now receive an ad-
dition of $130,000 to the amount of its
subsidy. The leader of the opposition in
a speech made at the beginning of the

e premier continued: The magnificent
sum which we received from the territori-
al revenue shows the great value of our
province. The lumbermen are not, as some
would have it, the enemies of the people,
but their best friends for they are inter-
ested in preserving the forests and con-
serving this great source of revenue. You
will notice on page 10 of the auditor gen-
eral’s report a table showing how the re-
ceipts from game profection and fisheries
protection have increased during-the past
ten years.

In 1896 the receipts from game were
$352; and in 1906 they were $27,970. In
eleven years they made a total of $120,970,
while the expenditures on that account
were $96,733, leaving a handsome surplus
of $24,270.

The receipts from the fisheries in eleven
years amounted to $115,988, leaving a sur-
plus over expenditure of $96,945.

We estimated 'the receipts from the do-
minion government on account of the cost
of wharves at $7,500, but we did not re-
ceive so large a sum. We have an ar-
rangement with them that they are to pay
half the cost of the wharves on the tidal
waters of the St. John and its tributaries.
During the present year we expect to re-
ceive the amount due us in full.

Another item which we did not get was
$13,189 for refund of fishing leases. This
claim arises from the dominion govern-
ment having taken possession of a river
which we had leased to private parties.
We claim that they should indemnify us
for the rental. The claim is a fair one and
we will continue to press it. In this con-
nection I am glad to inform the house
that the dominion government is fully
impressed with the desirability of getting
all fishery questions adjusted as soon as
possible. The governmeut is in a better
position to take care of the fisheries than
we are and the day 1is not far distant
when. all these fishery questions will be
settled. Not only has the provincial gov-
ernment claims on the dominion, but pri-
vate riparian proprietors, whose rights

cepted this readjustment. He has charg-
ed us with sacrificing the interests of the
people. Before I get through I intend
to invite him to move a resolution that
we should refuse to accept this sum of
$130,000. That is the course he should
take, if he is really sincere in his state-
mentg.

While paying tribute to Sir Wilfrid
Taurier and Mr. Fielding for the manner
in which they met our wishes and also
Mr. Emmerson, who pressed our claims
most vigorously, I desire to acknowledge
the generous conduct of the. Hon. Mr.
Whitney, the premier of the great prov-
ince of Ontario, who, although he is not
in sympathy with the dominion govern-
ment and did not altogether approve of
the Quebec resolution, said that he would
not stand in the way of a settlement. The
new arrangement instead of confiniag the
subsidy of Quebec and Ontario to the
population as it was in 1861, will give
them eighty cents a head until their popu-
lation reaches 2,500,000. That is certain-
ly not an unfair arrangemeat. When the
population of these provinees .xvea.ches 2,
500,000, sixty cents a head will be paid
for the excess.

The new arrangement with regard to
the provincial subsidy for civil govern-
ment and legislation is very generous to
the smaller provinces. Ontario receives
$240,000, or about eleven cents a head on
its population at the census of 1901; Que-
bec receives the same sum, equal to
fourteen cents a head; Nova Scotia. $190,-
000 or forty-one cents a head, and New
Brunswick $180,000, or fifty-four cents a
head. Thus this province receives nearly
five times as much per capita as Ontario,
and four times as much as Quebec.

The leader of the opposition said in his

It will be observed that the interest
paid last year amounted to $161,304. This
does not include the interest of the guar-
anteed bonds of the N. B. Coal & Railway
Company. These are kept in a separate
account and the interest added to the
capital because I confidently expect that
before many months that road will be
placed with the G. T. P. and this interest
will be properly part of the capital ac-
count.

The dominion subsidy is the same as
last year but it is just possible that legis-
lation may be had by the imperial parlia-
ment in time to increase the amount pay-
able on the first of July by $65,000. We
anticipate a large territorial revenue, for
this has been a good geason for the lum-
bermen and sales have been made at a
higher rate than were ever known before.

1 am not without hope that we will be
able to devise some plan to reduce the
taxes of our incorporated companies by
making it to the interest of loan and in-
surance companies to invest in provincial
debentures at 3 per cent. This would give
insurance companies a better standing in
the province.

Succession duties are an item which it
is difficult to estimate but we have put
them down at $25,000. During the eight
years before I began to collect them the
amount received was $84,404. During the

riod of a' little over six years since 1
began with them the amount was $153,990
or about double. The percentage on suc-
cession duties is only paid on the amount
actually collected.

We have now a case pending in connec-
tion with the Lovitt estate which involves
a difference between the governments of
Nova Scotia arl this province. When

r. Lovitt, a residnet of Nova Scotia,died,
he had a large deposit in- the Bank of
New Brunswick. Our supreme court has
decided that the succession duty on that
sum shoflld be paid to us but the govern-
ment of Nova Scotia has appealed to the
Supreme Court of Canada.

We have put down the sum of $750 for
cold storage. At Sussex they have a cold
storage warehouse in which perishable
products can be stored to the great ad-
vantage of the farmers. Lamb has been
sent from it as far west as Manitoba. A
great deal of butter is stored there by the
farmers in summer who are thus able to
take advantage of the market and com-
mand a better price for their products. |
am glad to know that there is a demand
for assistance to cold storage plants.
Woodstock wante one and its central posi-
tion gives it great advantages. We will
grant aid to that vory desirable industry
but we will require plans and also a tarift
to be approved by the government.

There is nothing in the estimates for an
increase of the salaries of teachers. That
will be dealt with in a separate bill which
will be brought into force by an qrder—
in-council, ' The additional amount will be
payable when the increased subsidy is ob-
tained. The amount will be about $20,000.

The hon. gentleman said he would con-
tinue his budget speech tomorrow.

Premier Pugsley speaking in reference
to the cost of Collins’ trial said that while
under the law the county of Albert is li-
able for the expenses of the trial the gov-
ernment would do what it could and
would pay Bhe expenses of the arrest as
well as for the expert testimony of Dr.

Before the bills committee the premier
introduced a bill to give effect to a resolu-
tion of the legislature with regard to plac-
ing sowage in the St. John river. He said
he did not wish the bill to be argued on
party lines but that every member of the
house in discussing the bill should have
perfect liberty of action.

The bill amending chapter 170 of the
Consolidated Statutes 1803 respecting rates
and taxes was considered and reported.

The bills to amend the city of Frederic-
ton civil debt court and to amend chap-
ter 87 of the Consolidated Statutes relat-
ing to the cemeteries were considered and
agreed to.

The bill to constitute the parishes of

POOLROOMS
IN WINNIPEG

Minors Under Eighteen Are Not
Allowed to Loaf In Them,
and All Gambling is Cut Out.

(Winnipeg Free Press.)

Mayor Ashdown has been waited upon
by a deputation regarding the enforce-
ment of the act passed at the last ses-
sion of the Manitoba legislature, regard-
ing the operation of billiard and pool
rooms. In addition to this act an amend-
ment to the Winnipeg city ‘charter was
passed giving the city council power to
fix the area within which pool and billiard
rooms may be operated in the city. A

by-law will be prepared in the near fu-{~

ture defining the area which, it is rum-
ored, will be made the same as’the seg-|

\regated liquor license area in Winnipeg. |

't'he provisions of the act respecting pool :
and billiard rooms, which applies to all|
such rooms in the province, are as fol-|
lows:

‘Bvery keeper of a licensed bil]iard,]
pool or bagatelie room who admits a;
minor under the age of eighteen years!
thereto, or aliows him to remain therein, |
without the consent of his parent or|
guardian, shall be subject to a fine not|
exceeding twenty-five dollars for the first,
and not exceeding fifty dollars for each
subsequent offence, to be imposed by a
justice of the peace, one-half of which
shall go to the informant; provided al-
ways that this act shall not apply to a
minor who is a member ot the family of
the keeper, or his servant, or who does
not go to the billiard, pool or bagatelle
room for the purpose of loitering or to
play billiards, pool or bagatelle therein;
nor shall the act apply to any case where
the keeper, in the opinion of the justice
of the peace, had reasomable cause to be-
lieve that such consent had been given,
by the parent or guardian, or that such
minor was not under the age of eighteen,
the onus of proving which, however, shall
be upon such keeper.

“1f a keeper of a licensed billiard, pool
or bagatelle room knowingly permits
gambling, drunkenness or any violent,
quarrelsome, riotous or disorderly con-
duct to take place on his premises, or per-
mits or suffers persons of notoriously bad
character to assemble or meet on his
premises, he shall, in addition to other
punishment provided by law, be liable, on
conviction before a justice of the peace,
to a penalty of not less than twenty-five
dollars, or more than fifty dollars, and, in
default of payment, to not less than one
or more than -two months’ imprisonment,
and in addition, to the forfeiture of his
license.

“Any keeper of any such billiard, pool
or bagatelle room who is guilty of any
breach of the last preceding section of this
act, and any person found in any such
room committing any of the offenses
mentioned in said section, shall be liable
to be arrested on view and brought be-
fore any justice of tne peace and prose-
cuted according to law.

“Tt shall be the duty of all police of-
ficers and provincial constables to aid in
enforcing the provisions of this act, and
in detecting and preventing any viola-
tion of the provisions of this act, and
cvery police officer and provincial con-
stable shall, for any such purpose as afore-
said, have the right fo enter any and
every part of the building in which there
is a licensed billiard, pool or bagatelle
room and the premises connected ‘there-
with, and to make searches in every part
thereof.”

A committee from the police commis-
sion will probably confer with the attor-
ney general in the near future on the
question of the enforcement of the pool
room act as well as the new Lord’s Day
act.

About 30 proprietors of billiard and
pool rooms will be unable to secure lic-
enses for their present premises at the
end of the civic license year on May 3l.
This is to come as a result of the action
of the legislature, which, at the last ses-
sion, passed, an act giving the city the
power to vrestrict the area within
which, pool and billiard tables may be
licensed. The act sets forth that the
billiard and pool room area in Wini-
peg is to be identical with the segregated
liquor license area. At present about 30
of the 50 billiard and pocl rooms in Win-
nipeg are outside that segregated district.
Licenses taken out last year for those out-
side rooms expire on May 31 of this year,
and will not be renewed.
