MONCTON, March 20 — (Special)—

branches in an endeavor to keep the 
tracks cleared. The sweepers were con­
tinually at work and considering the se­
vere nature of the storm a fairly suc­
cessful schedule was maintained. During 
the morning the big walk-away plows 
were also sent out to dear the snow from 
the rails. The high wind made the work 
very difficult. It was found to be prac­
tically impossible to clear the Oarleton 
line, though a sweeper was put on the 
work there.

About noon an accident happened at 
the corner of Main street and Paradise 
row that revived memories of a few years 
ago when a car ran into M. A. Harding’s 
store, and a suit for dàmages against the 
railway resulted.

It was about 12.30 o’clock today that 
car No. 30, which was going to north end 
along Mill street, left the rails at the cor­
ner of Main street and plunged into a 
telegraph pole in front of Mr. Harding’s 
store. Quite a piece was tom out of the 
pole and it was bent over toward the 
building by the force of the impact. No 
one was hurt, however, and the car was 
practically uninjured. With the assist­
ance of car No. 44 the runaway was haul­
ed back on the rails and resumed its 
work.

bAN REMO, Italy', Mardi 19—Count 
Count Vladimir Nicolaievitch Lamsdorff, 
the former Russian minister of foreign af­
fairs, died here this evening at 11.50.

Paul Lamsdorff, a nephew of the de­
ceased statesman, and representing the 
Lamsdorff family, was present at his 
uncle s death.

Oount Vladimir Nicolaievitch Lams­
dorff had been connected for the past 
forty years with the Russian Diplomatic 
circle. He was bom in 1855, entered the 
ministry of foreign affairs in 1866, and 
i«signed as minister of foreign affairs in 
1906, when he was succeeded by Baron 
Iswoleky, the presen,, incumbent.

The family of Count Lamsdorff was or­
iginally German. His lather moved to 
Russia in 1817 from Westphalia, and was 
granted the title by the Russian govern­
ment.

The deceased statesman received his 
early education at the Alexander Lyceum 
in St. Petersburg. After twelve years in 
the Russian foreign office in minor cap­
acities, he accompanied Prince Gortscha- 
koff to the Berlin congress in 1878, and 
later took part in the political conference 
at Alexndrove, Danzig, Skemewizy and 
Kremsier. He was promoted in the Rus­
sian foreign office until in 1901 he was 
made minister of foreign affairs.

During the latter months of 1902 Count 
f.lamsdorff visited Belgrade,
Vienna, and as a result of his diplomatic 
efforts at these capitals the understanding 
between Austria-Hungary and Russia re­
garding the maintenance of peace in the 
Balkans was arranged.

Count Lamsdorff was present at the in­
terview at Muerzeted, Austria in 1903 be­
tween the Emperor of Russia and the Em­
peror of Austria, which brought forth the 
famous Mue rested programme for the con­
trol of southeastern Europe.

Count Lamsdorff left the Russian foreign 
office in May, 1906. Previous to that time 
his health had been far from good, and 
after leaving St. Petersburg he devoted 
himself entirely to efforts to restore it. 
He was reported as suffering from heart 
disease last December, and a despatch 
from San Remo, March 13, said the Rus­
sian statesman was then ill from a com- 

l plication of diseases and that little hope 
for his recovery was entertained. A drop­
sical condition resulted from his malady. 
His death evidenly was unexpected, for 
up to the last moment his physicians said 
he might live another fortnight.

During the negotiations between the 
Washington administration and the gov­
ernments of Russia and Japan that pre­
ceded the holding of the peace conference 
at Portsmouth, Count Lamsdorff played

NEW YORK, March 20—The Thaw 
trial has dragged over another daj\ When 
court opened yesterday it was the general 
belief that all the evidence would be in 
before adjournment last night and that 
Mr. Delmas would begin his address to 
the jury this morning, but when the hour 
for adjournment came, the defence had 
not finished, and everyone in the court­
room was disappointed.

Again it was the experts who delayed 
matters.

Heavy Snow Storm
Started Last Night

The storm extends from Montreal to 
Sydney and is causing much trouble in 
the movement of trains, 

i The snowfall is very heavy on the east­
ern division, especially, and all freights 
and specials are being taken off the line 
as fast as possible to avoid a blockade.

There will be no interruption to pas­
senger traffic although nearly all the lo­
cal and through trains are running more 
or less behind time. '

The snow is being drifted badly in 
many sections, and plow specials are be­
ing run to keep the track clear.

Newcastle and other points along the 
northern division report by far the worst 
storm of the season.

The suow storm which commenced last 
evening has developed into one of the 
worst storms of the season. From all 
over the lower provinces and from the 
north Come reports of a heavy fall and 
of the railways being affected to a consid­
erable extent.

In the city the street railway people 
had great difficulty in maintaining any­
thing like a regular schedule and the Car- 
Teton line was completely demoralized.

The amount of snow falling on the lev­
el was about from four to five inches, 
though it drifted in some place# To three 
or four feet in depth.

To increase the unpleasantness a strong 
wind increased to a moderate gale from 
■the southeast to east, set in about ten 
o’clock laét night, and at noon today a 
gale of considerable force had developed 
and it seemed to be increasing in volume.

The highest velocity recorded at the 
•weather bureau at noon was 36 miles an 
hour. The lowest temperature during the 
night was 24 degrees, and this morning 
32. The barometer fell away rapidly last 
night, and the reading at 9 o’clock this 
morning was 28.56, which is considered 
very low.

any impairment of capital, but with an 
actual surplus to show as a result of the 

1 seven months business.
The financial statement of the Sovereign 

Fire Assurance Company is worthy of 
some careful scrutiny and a small amount 
of investigation is sufficient to prove that 
its author endeavored in its preparation 
to produce an actual reflex of the Com­
pany’s condition. An instance of this is 
to be found in the. item of $101,588, re­
presenting the company’s investments in 
municipal debentures, two-thirds of which 
amount are represented by the deben­
tures of the City of Toronto. As the 
company’s investments were made in a 
market favorable to the purchase of de­
bentures at a low price, the securities 
were obtained at a cost of $97,322, and 
not at their par value, which represents 
their real worth. This apparent effort to 
estimate every asset of the company at 
a low figure, and to avoid minimizing any 
liability is to be noted throughout the 
statement. In the liability column it is 
refreshing to find the reserve for rein­
surance entered, as this has sometimes 
been omitted as a liability in similar state­
ments or entered both as a liability and 
as an asset.

At the annual peeting Mr; Addison H. 
Hoover, president of tie company, made 
a striking comparison between the Sov­
ereign Fire and a St. Louis Fire Insur­
ance Company, which latter organization 

■commeficed business in April, 1906, à 
month before. the Sovereign entered the 
field. The net premium incomes of the 
two companies have been about the same, 
while the fire losses' of the Canadian com­
pany have been less than one-quarter of 
those of the St. Louis corporation. This 
result was obtained by ‘the Sovereign Fire 
Assurance Company largely through their 
policy of disregarding premium income 
and accepting only the best class of risks. 
The result has been a loss ratio of 4.48 
per cent., a showing which has probably 
never been attained by any other fire in­
surance company in this country operat­
ing under similar conditions.

HAS WALL STKEET DIAGNOSED 
ARIGHT?

Actually the collapse and the recovery 
in prices last week have wrought as yet 
little real change in the faction which 
Wall street for so long a time has regard­
ed as disturbing, and to which it has at­
tributed the unwillingness of the public 
to participate in securities. The adjust­
ment of prices has assuredly been drastic, 
and to persons who look to the far future 
the bond division of the market presents 
many attractive investment bargains. But 
as against more attractive prices contin­
ues, despite prosperous business condi­
tions, the same expended and overex­
tended condition of credit, the continued 
heavy corporation requirements, and those 
features actually or sentimentally disturb- 

Wall street views them—the deter­
mined attitude of the federal administra­
tion and various state governments to­
ward corporations.

Perhaps the reapearance of the public 
in the market amounts to an announce­
ment to Wall street that the community 
in general heartily sympathizes with Pre­
sident Roosevelt and the state authorities 
indicating that Wall street has wrongfully 
diagnosed its case, and that the public 

harm will come in the 
end from forcing corporations to abide by 
statutes,.or in laying down broad prin­
ciples of law for the better protection of 
the taxpayer and the shareholder from 
corporation aggressiveness, and from stock 
watering achievements. Time alone can 
show whether th'e financiers, who are 
having so much difficulty in getting their 
representatives to confer with President 
Roosevelt are right or wrong in their 
conclusions on the matter. The markets 
should show this specially, and upon the 
outcome depends much of the market a 
future course.

The Greet Dominionmarket, both European and American, it 

would go far in solving the proposition 
for itself. It has been figured out that 
the continued absence of public participa­
tion in the market has been due partly 
to high prices, partly to overtaxed credit 
and high interest rates. Other features 
which have played their part in checking 
public participation have been the depres­
sion of sentiment and the disturbance of 
confidence caused by disclosures of corpor­
ation aggression and maladministration, 
ceaseless agitation and anti-corporation 
sentiment manifesting itself in federal in­
vestigations and impending litigation and 
in curbing, restrictive and vexatious state 
legislation.

If Wall street and commentators on 
Wall street were at fault in their as­
signment of the causes for public obdur­
acy tnen from the present lower and much 
more attractive investment basis for se­
curities improvement based upon public 
buying is likely to be progressix-e. The 
credit situation is assuredly not good, nor 
is the banking situation strong, but invest­
ment buying would assuredly work as a 
leavening force and contribute fluidity, not 
constriction to the money market. In­
vestment buyng such as has been report­
ed from London would assuredly greatly 
strengthen the already strong positipn 
which New York occupies in the interna­
tional markets. Investment buying at 
home would in time render bonds saleable 
again and tend to relax the congested 
credit condition. In the latter extent de­
velopment work will continue, and any 
contraction in business which it 
/thought would follow the unwillingness 
of the public to buy railway securities 
will be greatly minimized.

met at 8 o’clock. Hon. Mr. Pugsley then 
began his budget speech. He said:

In rising to discharge a duty which 
docs not ordinarily belong to an attorney- 
general it may not be amiss that I should 
call the attention of the house to some of 
the important facts that have occurred in 
previous years, particularly during the 
time that my predecessor, the Hon. Mr. 
Tweedie, was premier. I regret that the 
duty of discussing the financial affairs of 
the province had not fallen upon him,for 
he could have told better than I can of 
the progress we have made in recent years 
in the betterment of the financial condi­
tion of the province. This progress should 
inspire us all with hope and confidence 
in the future.

For many years past the office of pro­
vincial secretary has been filled by a gen­
tleman, who has now left us, of great 
ability and with much satisfaction to the 
country and it will soon be filled by an­
other gentleman "who now sits beside me 
and who will, I am sure, satisfy the pub­
lic in that regard. It cannot be expected 
that I should go into these accounts in 
great detail.

There arc many important questions for 
us to consider besides the expenditure of 
a few dollars and cents which sometimes 
seem to grate on the ears of the gentle­
men opposite.

I propose first to take up an important 
speech which was made by the lieutenant- 
governor at the opening of the house in 
1902 at a time when our prospects were 
not so bright as they are now. That 
speech held out hopes which I am proud 
to say have since been largely justified, 
ine lieutenant-governor then said: “It 
affords me much pleasure to inform you 
that since you last convened the domin­
ion government has paid to the province 
the amount of the Eastern Extension 
award with the exception of a small por­
tion which has been withhheld, pending 
an arrangement being made between the 
two governments in respect to a claim 
regarding certain land taken as part of 
the right of way for the railway out of 
which the claim arose.

“My government has during the recess 
continued to urge a settlement of the 
various questions in respect to the fish­
eries outstanding between it and the gov­
ernment of Canada and I have reason to 
hope that before long either a iriendly 
arrangement will be arrived at or that 
the questions at issue will be submitted 
to the courts so that the rights of the 
province may be fully determined.

“By the recent judgment of the judicial 
committee of the privy council it has 
been decided that the fisheries within the 
territorial limits of the province belong to 
the provinces and in the opinion of my 
advisers it follows that the amount of the 
Halifax award should have been paid to 
the provinces and not to the dominion. 
My government will press for payment to 
this province of the portion of the award 
to which it is properly entitled.

“The legislature at its session in the 
year A. D. 1888 approved of certain reso­
lutions which in the month of October 
of the previous year had been agreed to 
at Quebec at a conference of delegates 
and members representing the executive 
government of five of the provinces of 
Canada called for the purpose of confer­
ring upon questions of interprovincial in­
terest. It seems proper that effective 
steps should be taken to press earnestly 
upon the dominion government the de­
sirability of having the British North 
America Act so amended as to carry out 
the views embodied in the Quebec reso­
lutions, at least in so far as relates to the 
readjustment of the allowances by the 
dominion to the provinces. Your attention 
will be invited to this important subject.

“The unsatisfactory condition of the 
branch railways in the province connect­
ing with the Intercolonial is such as to 
call for serious consideration. These rail­
ways have been constructed largely by 

of dominion and provincial sub­
sidies and are not giving that accommoda­
tion to the public which was anticipated 
when their construction was provided for. 
If such arrangement could be made by 
which these roads could be worked as* a 
part of the Intercolonial system it would 
be greatly to the public advantage and 
there is reason to believe that they would 
become valuable feeders of the trunk 
line. You will be invited to consider 
whether the dominion authorities might 
not properly be urged to make arrange-

,agree
sidies unless the Halifax award was set­
tled also. I challenge my honorable friend 
for proof of this statement, 
cherished such an absurd idea as to refuse 
this subsidy because another claim we had 
was not, settled.

Let it be understood by the people of 
this country, by the school teachers, who 
want more salary, by those who are ask­
ing for more money for roads and bridges, 
by thtfse who are asking money for the 
technical education, that the leader of the 
opposition thinks we should not take this 
addition of $130,000 to our revenue. We 
were glad to get that sum and the people 
of this Country will be glad to get it, for 
it means an addition to our capital at 4 
per cent of $3,250,000 which is almost 
equal to the total amount of our net debt.

Having said this much it will now be 
my duty to take up the accounts of the 
past year and compare the receipts and 
expenditures with the estimates.

The honorable gentleman here read over 
the figures of receipts and expenditures.

plus over expenditure of $96,945.

We estimated the receipts from the do­
minion government on account of the cost 
of wharves at $7,500, but we did not re­
ceive so large a sum. We have an ar­
rangement with them that they are to pay 
half the cost of the wharves on the tidal 
waters of the St. John and its tributaries. 
During the present year we expect to re­
ceive the amount due us in full.

Another item which we did not get was 
$13,189 for refund of fishing leases. This 
claim arises from the dominion govern­
ment having taken possession of a river 
which we had leased to private parties. 
We claim that they should indemnify u* 
for the rental. The claim is a fair one and 
we will continue to press it. In this con­
nection I am glad to inform the house 
that the dominion government is fully 
impressed with the desirability of getting 
all fishery questions adjusted as soon as 
possible. The government is in a better 
position to take care of the fisheries than 
we are and the day is not far distant 
when all these fishery questions will be 
settled. Not only has the provincial gov­
ernment claims on the dominion, but pri­
vate riparian proprietors, whose rights 
were interfered with, have claims which 
wp will urge upon the government.

With regard to the question of immi­
gration the government is fully alive to 
the desirability of securing emigrants but 
they must be of the right kind. The best 
would be those who have some knowledge 
of woodcraft. We have made an arrange­
ment with the Salvation Army to pay 
them $3 a head for each person they ac­
tually settle in the province and we have 
a similar arrangement with a gentleman 
in St. John who has also brought out a 
number of emigrants.

While paying tribute to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and Mr. Fielding for the manner 
in which they met our wishes and also 
Mr. Emmerson, who pressed our claims 
most vigorously, I desire to acknowledge 
the generous conduct of the Hon. Mr.

Defence.L (Winnipeg Free Press.)
Mayor Ashdown has been waited upon 

by a deputation regarding the enforce­
ment of the act passed at the last ses­
sion of the Manitoba legislature, regard­
ing the operation of billiard and pool 
rooms. In addition to this act an amend­
ment to the Winnipeg city charter was 
passed giving the city council power to 
fix the area within which pool and billiard 
rooms may be operated in the city. A 
by-law will be prepared in the near fu­
ture defining the area Which, it is rum­
ored, will be made the same as the seg­

regated liquor license area in Winnipeg.
The provisions of the act respecting pool 

and billiard rooms, which applies to all 
such rooms in the province, are as fol­
lows:

‘Every keeper of a licensed billiard, 
pool or bagatelle room who admits a 
minor under the age of eighteen years 
thereto, or allows him to remain therein, 
without tiie consent of his parent or 
guardian, shall be subject to a fine not 
exceeding twenty-five dollars for the first, 
and not exceeding fifty dollars for each 
subsequent offence, to be imposed by a 
justice of the peace, one-half of which 
shall go to the informant; provided al­
ways that this act shall not apply to a 
minor who is a member ot the family of 
the keeper, or his servant, or who docs 
not go to the billiard, pool or bagatelle 
room for the purpose of loitering or to 
play billiards, pool or bagatelle therein; 
nor shall the act apply to any case where 
the keeper, in the opinion of the justice 
of the peace, had reasonable cause to be­
lieve that such consent had been given, 
by the parent or guardian, or that such 
minor was not under the ago of eighteen, 
the onus of proving which, however, shall 
be upon such keeper.

“if a keeper of a licensed billiard, pool 
or bagatelle room knowingly permits 
gambling, drunkenness or any violent, 
quarrelsome, riotous or disorderly con­
duct to take place on his premises, or per­
mits or suffers persons of notoriously bad 
character to assemble or meet on his 
premises, he shall, in addition to other 
punishment provided by law, be liable, on 
conviction before a justice of the peace, 
to a penalty of not less than twenty-five 
dollars, or more than fifty dollars, and, in 
default of payment, to not less than one 

than two months’ imprisonment, 
and in addition, to the forfeiture of his 
license.

“Any keeper of any such billiard, pool 
or bagatelle room who is guilty of any 
breach of the last preceding section of this 
act, and any person found in any such 
room committing any of the offenses 
mentioned in said section, snail be liable 
to be arrested on view and brought be­
fore any justice of tne peace and prose­
cuted according to law.

“It shall be the duty of all police of­
ficers and provincial constables to aid in 
enforcing the provisions of this act, and 
in detecting and preventing any viola­
tion of the provisions of this act, and 
every police officer and provincial 
stable shall, for any such purpose as afore­
said, have the right to enter any and 
every part of the building in which there 
is a licensed billiard, pool or bagatelle 
room and the premises connected there­
with, and to make searches in every part 
thereof.”

A committee from the police commis­
sion wHl probably confer with the attor­
ney general in the near future on the 
question of the enforcement of the pool 
room act as well as the now Lord’s Day 
act.

A motion was made on 
behalf of the defendant Nason to have an 
injunction order obtained by1 the plain­
tiffs against the defendants, dissolved, on 
the ground that material facts were not 
presented to the court and the bill and 
aifidavit upon which the order had been 
issued were insufficient 
The matter is one of considerable import­

ance, involving a nice question of ihterna- 
tional law as yet untried in this country. 
The pont at issue is, will the New Bruns­
wick courts recqgnize the action of Maine 
courts in trusteeing wages earned in this 
province and due and payable here to a 
resident of the province who is also a 
British subject, the trustee writ having 
been issued at the instance of British sub­
jects doing business in New Brunswick 
and to whom the individual who earned 
the wages in question had contracted a 
debt here considerably less than the am­
ount of wages due, the wage earner hav­
ing been served in this province and not 
having appeared in the Maine court nor 
consented to appear?

The affidavit of the defendant >iason 
was read; also an affidavit from his sol­
icitor L. P. D. Tilley and court adjourned 
till this morning. Weldon & McLean ^rep­
resented the C. P. R-J M. G. Teed, K. C. 
and Tilley & Mclnemey represented the
