Paris, July 20 (noon)—French attacks in the Somme region were delivered 
/last night on both sides of the river. On the north bank trenches in the Harde- 
court sector were taken, while south of the river all the German front line 
trenches between Barleux and Soyecourt fell into French hands. Announce­
ment of the French successes is made in this afternoon’s war office bulletin.

The trenches captured on the north bank run from Halecourt-Mamelon to 
the east of Harde court, run along the railway from Combles to Qery. Four 
hundred prisoners were captured in this operation.

In the Verdun region there was a continuous bombardment of the Avo- 
court and Chattancourt sectors on the left bank of the Meuse, with a grenade 
engagement to the northeast of Hill 304.

U On the east coast of the,Meuse the French progressed west of the Thiau- 
mont earthworks, while to the south of Fleury they took a strongly fortified 
German fort together with 100 prisoners. A German aeroplane was brought 
down in th* Somme region east of Perronne.

Boston, July 20—Hospital physicians 
attending Dr. Wilfred N. Harris, presi­
dent of the Massachusetts College of 
Osteopathy, said today that he had a 
fighting chance to recover from the 
three bullet wounds inflicted on Tuesday 
by Dr. Eldridge Atwood, also an osteo­
path. The physicians reported that Dr. 
Harris passed a fairly comfortable night 
and that he probably would live unless 
peritonitis or other complications devel­
oped.

While the physicians were exerting 
every effort to save the life of the patient, 
the police were endeavoring to clear up 
the mystery surrounding the death, by 
poisoning, of Dr. Celia Adams, Dr. At­
wood’s fiancee, which occurred a few 
hours before the shooting of Dr. Harris. 
The autopsy failed to reveal “when, 
where, and under what circumstances 
this poison was received.”

Dr. Atwood is in jail on a charge of 
intent to kill, although the police an­
nounced that, in the event of Dr. Harris’ 
death, the charge would be changed to 
first degree murder.

London, July 20.—Premier Asquith 
yesterday told a deputation from the 
Trades Union Congress, which wanted 
something done to lessen the price of 
food, that he was not disposed to at­
tempt the introduction of maximum 
prices of foodstuffs in this country, and 
doubted whether the experiment had 
been successful in Germany. A com­
mittee was investigating the whole ques­
tion, and he trusted beneficial results 
would follow the completion of the 
committee’s work.

Concerning the suggestion that wealth 
should be conscripted, Premier Asquith 
said that whereas an income of £500 be­
fore the war paid £18 income tax, it 
now paid £51 tax. The tax on an in­
come of £1,000, he said, had risen from 
£88 to £189, and on an income of £5,000 
from £292 to £1,502. He did not think 
any other country was imposing any­
thing comparable to these contributions 
from the well-to-do classes, and I do 
not know that the process has yet come 
to an end.”

aid War

"We are proud of the Canadians and 

of the fact that we share the same con­
tinent with them. It is a splendid thing 
that your men are doing, in leaving their 
homes and crossing the seas to fight for 
the principles in which they believe,” 
said Bishop G. H. Kinsolving of Austin, 
Texas, who arrived in the city today.

“Although I am a Democrat, I am 
quite willing to express mjr belief that 
our own country has made a botch of 
our foreign relations, in both Mexico and 
Europe. We have allowed our citizens 
to be slaughtered and our property to 
be destroyed with nothing more than a 
protest. I recognize the right of every 
man to his own views and I sympathize 
with the president In his desire to avoid 
plunging our country into war, but there 
is a point beyond which war cannot be 
averted, If the national honor is to be 
saved, and that point has passed.

“Canada and the other overseas Do­
minions could do as we have done and 
have found excuses to keep out'bf the 
war, but they did not do so. Their 
Anglo-Saxon blood would not permit 
such a course and the part they have 
played In this war will be their ever­
lasting credit. I love peace as much as 
any man, but I believe in fighting for 
what we believe to be right when there 
is no other way left. And I happen to 
know something about fighting, even if 
I am a clergyman. As a boy of fifteen 
I fought through the Civil War, on the 
Southern side of course, with the rest of 
my folk from Virginia. We believed we 
were in the right and, although we were 
licked, we did not leave any one in doubt 
about our attitude.”

Bishop Kinsolving has been a frequent 
visitor to St. John during almost the last 
thirty years, as he has spent many sum­
mers near Digby at the summer home 
of his brother-in-law, the late Bishop 
Jaggar, of Southern Ohio, whose daugh­
ter accompanies the biship on this trip. 
His son, the rector of an Anglican 
church in Summit, Nt'TT., and the latter’s 
wife are expected to join them this even­
ing. It is a family of clergymen', as 
Bishop Kinsolving has two other broth­
ers wearing the cloth, one rector of St. 
Paul’s church in Baltimore, and the 
other the missionary bishop of southern 
Brazil. A younger brother died while 
still a theological student. His father 
and maternal grandfather also were 
clergymen.

The thirty-second annual session of the 
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada 
will convene in the I.abor Temple 
building, Toronto, at ten o’clock on Mon­
day morning, September 25th.

The particular attention of affiliated 
organizations is called to Article III, sec­
tion 2, governing the introduction of re­
solutions, which reads:— ,

“Sec. 2.—That all resolutions for the 
consideration of the congress shall be 
received by the secretary-treasurer not 
later than ten dtps prior to the opening 
of the convention, the same to be print­
ed and issued at the opening session of 
the congress. Resolutions submitted 
contrary to this section can only be in­
troduced and dealt with by the con­
gress on a two-thirds vote of the dele­
gates present. The executive shall ap­
point a committee on resolutions from 
the credentialed delegates and the said 
committee shall meet at least one day 
prior to the opening of the convention 
for the purpose (>f considering all busi­
ness submitted to them.”

MANY MAKING MISTAKES
IN “SEEING SHARKS.”

(Boston Globe.)
Many dogfish, which have floated 

ashore have been mistaken for baby 
sharks. They were clubbed on the head 
by fishermen who caught them in their 
trawls and killed them. A dogfish has 
a fin on its back and is gray above and 
white underneath, but it is not a shark. 
So many of them are found in these 
waters that the government has been 
asked to put a bounty on them.

Besides, porpoises are not at all un­
usual hereabouts in the summer. As 
they go along they raise themselves out 
of the water and dip into it in graceful 
curves, describing an arc. Some have 
mistaken porpoises for big sharks.

Some of the shore residents who claim 
to have a knowledge of fish say that a 
big shark dislikes a sandy shoal beach. 
They say it would have to turn on its 
side to bite, and when its side fin scraped 
the bottom it would turn seaward again.

So much has been read about sharks 
recently that every commotion in the 
water is attributed to them by nervous 
people. At Pemberton some bathers 
scampered inshore when the unraveled 
end of a rope holding the raft was toss­
ed up and down by the waters. An in­
vestigation by a bather dispelled that 
shark scare.

That there are sharks about the coast 
is not disputed, but bathers should re­
member that not all fish swimming in 
these waters are “man-eaters."

But 
as long as brave deeds retain the power 
to fire the blood of anglo-Saxons, the 
stand made by the Canadians in those 
desperate days will be told by fathers 
to their sons; for in the military rec­
ords of Canada this defence will shine 
as brightly as in the records of the 
British army the stubborn valor with 
which Sir James Macdonnel and the 
Guards beat back from Hougomont the 
division of Fay and the army corps of 
Reille. The Canadians wrested from 
the trenches, over the bodies of the dead 
and maimed, the right to stand side by 
side with the superb troops who, in the 
first, battle or Ypres, broke and drove 
before them the flower of the Prussian 
Guards.” *

The expenditures of the year were $8,- 

171.84, and the balance on hand is $2,- 
965.75, an increase of $1,781.10 over the 
amount on hand at the time of the last 
annual meeting. The increase is due to 
the fact that our receipts are $1,084.86 
greater and our expenses $696.24 less. 
Expenditures of one kind and another 
for repairs and improvements added 
$1,529.50 to the general maintenance ac­
count of a year ago, while there were 
no heavy expenditures of that kind dur­
ing the last year.

For wages and maintenance the ex­
penditures of the year were slightly in 
excess of the year ending July, 1915, 
and the balance on hand is more appar­
ent than real, for onr coal bill will take 
upwards of a thousand dollars.

An increase of $686.84 in the income 
of paying patients is most gratifying 
and offsets the decrease in donations 
from $585.09 to $165.

Many citizens might help the good 
work of the home with an occasional 
contribution or by becoming an annual 
membfer. Were it not for the paying 
patients, a very uncertain revenue, the 
home would be compelled to appeal to 
the public for aid to carry on the work. 
Many and deserving as are the patri­
otic appeals the fact that the home 
must be maintained should not be over­
looked by those who in the past have 
stood its friends, and by those who know 
the good it aims to do.

National Economy Stil Very Necessary

The details of Canada’s imports dur­
ing May and June are not yet to hand 
but the volume begins to give rise to 

apprehension. It is no longer 
sary to import costly tools for the manu­
facture of munitions of war, as our 
plants are now well equipped. It has 
been shown that of the material that 
enters into the making of a shell it is not 
necessary to import more than 5 per cent 
and to fill other orders placed hi Canada 
it may be necessary to import raw ma­
terial on a limited scale, but allowing 
generously for all requirements that 
urgency justifies, there still remains a 
large volume of imports that come with­
in the non-essential or undesirable class, 
a fact which indicates that national econ­
omy is not as great as it ought to be.

The viewpoint of holders of Canadian 
securities, and one which we, as Cana­
dians, are in duty bound to respect, is 
thus given in a recent issue of The 
Statist:

more than a quarter of a million men to 
the front, with another hundred thous­
and now in training, Canada has rend­
ered distinguished service to the Empire 
by exporting large quantities of material 
essential for the war. Her exports to 
the United Kingdom for the fiscal year 
ending March last amounted to $463,- 
081,241, as compared with $282,822,766 
for the year ending 81st March, 1914, 
and to. all the countries of the Empire 
were $494,554,197 as compared with 
$246,061,994. Her services to the allies 
in this regard increased proportionately 
greater than to the United Kingdom, 
exports to France being ten times great­
er than before the war, and to Italy fif­
teen times greater. Russia is less de­
pendent upon us for food supplies, but 
our exports of manufactured products 
to that country have increased fivefold 
within two years. The value of our ex­
ports to countries within the Empire, 
to our allies and to other countries, is 
as follows:—

St. John, N. B., July 20, 1916.
To the Editor of the Times:

Sir,—In the course of our appeal be­
fore the Appeals Committee 
county council, at their meeting on Mon­
day last, in the matter of the assessment 
on the sub-division of Fairville Centre, 
conditions were brought to light that, 
we believe, should / be brought to the 
public notice. When certain admissions 
were made by the assessors who were 
present astonishment was expressed that 
under the present system the county 
would be at a loss to know the assess­
ment, extent, values, and location of 
properties in the county should any­
thing happen to the assessors by death 
or otherwise.

In answer to questions, the assesors 
were unable to give the assessed values 
of certain sub-divisions, and when this 
information was obtained from the 
county secretary through the books, the 
extent of certain properties was not 
known, and was merely described as a 
piece of land. As to the method of de­
termining values it was simply guess 
work and based on hypothesis, and had 
absolutely nothing to do with actual 
market values.

In order to better appreciate this 
statement, we would refer briefly to our 
own case, which resulted in bringing to 
light the conditions we have referred 
to. Fairville Centre Is a sub-division 
owned partly in Montreal, and was sold 
by us, it having formerly been known 
as the Coster field. It consists of about 
seven acres and lies directly in back of 
Main street, Fairville, and the Mahog­
any road. During the time that the 
Coster estate owned this property and 
up to and including 1914, it was asses­
sed on $7,000. The present assessment 
which was fixed in 1915 is $26,000. It 
is still the same field though sub-divid­
ed into lots, and because, perchance, 
some few wealthy men in Montreal are 
interested in it, the assessors have ex­
acted a toll, that was not and cannot 
be justified from any standpoint what­
ever. In fact, Mr. Robert Catherwood 
admitted during our meeting with the 
board of assessors, prior to our going to 
the appeals committee, that it would 
still be assessed at $7,000 were it owned 
by the Coster estate. In this particular 
case the value assessed at was arrived 
at from imaginary prices for lots, as we 
have stated. »

During the meeting of the appeals 
committee it was brought out that the 
Wood farm which adjoins Fairville Cen­
tre, and consists of about thirty acres 
is assessed at $3,000, while these same 
people refused an offer of $30,000 we 
made to them during the boom time. 
This is no secret and is known by many 
of the people of Fairville. Warden Mc- 
Lellan at the meeting asked for the as­
sessed value of the Hatheway property, 
but the assessors sat dumb, and they 
confessed that they had not the slight­
est idea. On the secretary giving the in­
formation from the records, it was found 
that the answer to Com. McLellan’s en­
quiry was $16,000, and the latter com­
mented on the known fact that it re­
cently sold for in the vicinity of $80,000 
and characterized the assessors’ action 
in this matter as a steal. A further 
enquiry from Com. McLellan with ref­
erence to the Davidson farm brought the 
information that it was assessed on $10,- 
000, while any real estate man or prop­
erty owner in St. John knows that it sold 
for in the vicinity of $75,000. These are 
just a few instances of the manner in 
which the board of assessors do their 
work in this county. As we have said

Industrial Activity.

The activity in the manufacture of 
ammunition, which has been reported for 

months, is fully maintained in vol- 
by orders now being placed. The 

result is shown in the increase of ex­
ports under the head of iron and steel 
manufactures. In the fiscal wear ending 
31st March last these exports aggregated 
$49,718,309, as compared with $11,874,981 
in 1914. Of last year’s product the Unit­
ed Kingdom took 67 per cent, the United 
States 10 per cent, and all other coun­
tries 23 per cent.

In the textile industries generally, 
wherever there is reasonable hope of ob­
taining a supply of labor, expansion is 
taking place in the form of additional 
buildings and plant and on the ^fart of 
manufacturers unable to obtain labor 
for existing factories there is a disposi­
tion to erect mills in districts where op­
erators can be obtained. The immedi­
ate future promises to affoiti the textile 
and related industries, all the business 
that can be handled at a satisfactory 
margin of profit.

The additions and improvements now 
being made to the plants of many manu­
facturers in the steel and textile indus­
tries are designed to serve not only im­
mediate demands but also those of the

coupled with their increased production, 
has not only brought about a wonder­
ful change in the foreign-trade situation, 
but also in the banking situation. When 

broke out bankers were heavily 
loaned, but the Canadian people, out 
of their greatly increased income and 
their relatively still greater surplus, have 
redeemed a substantial amount of loan.

before the assessors had no knowledge 
of the extent of either the Davidson 
farm, Hatheway property, and Wood 
property, or In fact any other property; 
the assessment books simply referring to 
them as a piece of land.

As to how the values were arrived at 
no one could say, except as we have stat­
ed,* by guess work or otherwise. Fur­
thermore, thdre was no answer to the 
question as to why another man should 
be assessed but $2,500 on a property for 
which he paid about $5,500 to our cer­
tain knowledge. It would seem to us 
to put it mildly that some one has a pull, 
but of one thing there would seem no 
uncertainty that we have not. It must 
be borne in mind that we are not ask­
ing that the assessment remain at $7,- 
000, but have expressed the willingness 
to be assessed at $16,000. The strongest 
argument and the only one made by the 
assessors to the appeals committee as 
against our appeal was that it would 
result in numerous other appeals, and 
when Conn. O’Brien, who is one of the 
assessors was asked why not do away 
with the appeals committee, his answer 
had about as much reason as his appeal 
when he said “might just as well.”

We regret only that Warden McLel­
lan and Com. Wigmore both of whom 
supported strongly our 'appeal and ex­
pressed surprise at the information 
brought forth, did not remain at the 
meeting until the vote was taken, as 
the vote was a close one of but four to 
three.

In conclusion, we might say that we 
propose carrying our case further in 
this matter, as we are unable to believe 
that the decision of the appeals com­
mittee will stand. The vote was the re­
sult of a personal canvass by a council­
lor among the members, and we rather 
fear that county politics had much to do 
with the result.

Thanking you for your valuable 
space, we trust only that what we have 
said may result in some move -being 
made to place assessment matters in St. 
John county under a better fcaeis,

ADVISORY COUNCIL
■ ft;,

Ottawa, July 19—Owing to the im­
portance and number of the subjects 
under consideration by the National Lib­
eral Advisory Council the agenda was 
not finished today as expected and the 
council will meet again tomorrow. The 
resolutions agreed upon by the council 
acting upon the reports of the various 
committees will then be finally reviewed 
before being made public, as embodying 
some’ of the principles of constructive 
legislation which Liberalism advocates. 
Today the subjects under discussion in­
cluded agriculture-social legislation,rural 
crédits, education*|etc. Tomorrow the 
main subjects to be considered willibe 
railway, seal and taxation problems, na­
tional finances and land settlement con­
ditions following the conclusion of the 
war. The committee on social reform 
and health legislation which reported 
through J. E. Atkinson, of Toronto, 
recommended immediate legislative ac­
tion for old age pensions and mother’s 
pensions and that national systems of 
health insurance and unemployment in­
surance should be established as soon as 
possible after a thorough investigation 
so as to effect as wide an insurance as 
possible against the suffering poverty 
and economic loss which is consequent 
upon sickness and unemployment. The 
committee of rural credits which report­
ed through John Bain, of Ottawa, strong­
ly urged the adoption of a comprehen­
sive system of rural credits to assist 
agricultural development. Hon. Edward 
Brown, of Manitoba, and Hon. J. C. Cal- 
der, of Saskatchewan, gave some illu­
minative data showing the benefits of 
such a system and the council endorsed 
the committee’s recommendations.

The establishment of a federal bank­
ruptcy law and more adequate control 
of limited liability companies was recom­
mended by a committee under the chair­
manship of S. W. Jacobs, K. C., of Mont­
real. Hon. Sydney Fisher presented the 
report on agricultural questions and sev­
eral legislative proposals were adopted 
by the council looking to the encourage­
ment of land settlement and more equit­
able conditions for the agriculturalist.

This evening the members of the coun­
cil were entertained at dinner by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier.

that have caused no end of controversy 
and trouble In this country, have been 
worked out successfully in the Antip­
odes, says an Australian named Robert­
son, until the' public has no complaint 
to register. Australian tracks have the 
starting gate, the same as in this coun­
try, but the barrier Is stretched right 
across the starting point instead of 
twelve to fifteen yards back, as is our 
practice. Horses are schooled to stand­
ing starts. No assistants with bull 
whips to frighten and abuse the horses 
are permitted.

The biggest improvement, however, is 
the timing. A large clock, with a dial 
three feet across and six feet high, is on 
the judges’ stand, in full view of the 
spectators. On the same motion that the 
starter releases the barrier, the clock is 
automatically started. When the horses 
finish there is a man stationed to stop 
the clock. In this manner there is no 
chance of missing the time. The system 
is used both for the runners and trot­
ters.

News of Maritime 
Men In The WarToronto, July 17—That the Ontario 

government has procured, through the 
Nickel Commission, what is believes to 
be an economical process of refining 
nickel within the province, was admit­
ted by Premier Hearst this week. While 
the premier would not say so, it has 
become known that the process is an 
elaborate treatment of the nickel ore, and 
it is calculated that it is a much cheap­
er method than the one used by the In­
ternational Nickel Company at their 
New Jersey plant.

The Hon. Mr. Hearst said that so 
many people had thought they had dis­
covered processes to refine nickel on a 
commercial basis, only to fail to realise 
their anticipations, that the government 
did not wish to say too much for the 
present. The process, the rights for 
which have been acquired for the gov­
ernment by the Nickel Commission, had 
all the appearances of solving the nickel 
problem in the province, and in actual 
tests it had met the full expectations 
of the experts. Until the Nickel Com­
mission made a formal report on the 
process the government did not wish to 
discuss it.

The contention of the nickel com­
panies has always been that they could 
not economically refine nickel in On­
tario because they would have to carry 
about six or seven tons of material 
here to refine one ton of nickel. Under 
tlie process acquired by the government, 
Hydro power would be used instead of 
coal, etc. Another advantage of the 
new process is that the discharge from 
the refining process is not of a polsonaus 
naturÀ

Premier Hearst was asked if there was 
any thought of compelling the nickel 
companies doing business In Ontario to 
adopt the Ontario process and refine 
here, but lie answered that the govern­
ment would await more information 
from the nickel commission before de­
ciding on any steps. The premier re­
iterated his statement that the govern­
ment was advised that no Ontario nickel 
was getting to the enemy.
