Not 
only can the scientist tell the presence 
of abnormal conditions but lie can 
actually tell in what precise organ 
of the body the cancer is located or 
may develop.”

PEKING, March 18.—China has 

agreed to comply with the foreign pow­
ers’ ultimatum _ demanding opening of 
the Peiho river to navigation, the 
American Legation announced today.

Nationalist commanders of the Taku 
Forts agreed to the terms and the For­
eign Office sent a note to the powers 
acquiescing to the principle that free 
communication between Peking and the 
sea must be maintained. The crisis it 
was announced at the Legation is past 
and therefore it is not likely that there 
will be a display of foreign naval force.

PANIC AVERTED.PREMIER REPLIES.
Replying to the delegation, Premier 

Baxter said the Government was mov­
ing with respect to better fire protec­
tion for theatre operating booths, hut 
that he personally did not see much 
point in creating a licensed class.

Regarding the special sales tax on 
mail order houses, he told the delega­
tion that sponsors of this resolution 
would appear before the Government 
next Tuesday and they could support 
them if they so desired. Concerning 
the Workmen’s Compensation Board, 
the Preipier declared the Government 
had no amendments under considera­
tion, but if any were proposed labor 
would be given ample time to consider 
such. Regarding free scribblers, he 
said he would take this up with the 
chief superintendent of education. He 
said there would be revision of the 
Factory Act and asked for detailed 
suggestions.

NO HOPE OF REDUCTION.
Respecting the amusement tax, the 

Premier informed the delegates that 
the government could not hold out any 
hope of reduction in this or in any 
other department of the public service. 
The province, he said, had a heavy 
bonded debt and every addition to it 
lessened the revenue available for pub­
lic service. The government was earn­
estly considering every step in the way 
of raising revenue.

Mr. Tighe thanked the Premier for 
the courteous treatment accorded them 
and said he realized the government 
faced heavy financial problems.

Every ten minutes of every 
working day in the year a carload of 
newsprint was exported from Canada 
and the money for it came Into the 
country, while a few years ago there 
was no export of newsprint. In 1924 
the United States paid us $90,000,000 
for newsprint paper, to say nothing of 
pulp, pulpwood, etc.

WASHINGTON, March 18—(Unit­
ed Press)—The Federal Government 
has become skeptical of giant mergers 
born during a wave of unprecedented 
prosperity in the country and nurtured 
by financial genius.

Every agency of the government 
whose business it is to guard the pub­
lic against the activity of trusts, has 
taken a stand recently on the issue of 
huge combinations, which have been 
forming for the last year with little 
Or no interference.

These agencies, including.the Federal 
Trade Commission, the Interstate 
Commerce Commission and the De­
partment of Justice, have awakened .to 
a sudden militancy which has caused 
no little surprise and some considerable 
chagrin in the financial world.

The biggest surprise of the year was 
the action of the Interstate Commerce 
against the proposed Van Sweringen 
railroad consolidation which every 
authority believed would be approved 
with certain conditions.

But 
enthusiasts, in India are cheery and op­
timistic abbut the proposed expedition. 
Funds will be forthcoming in ample 
amounts for the purpose, and General 
Bruce is already preparing to enlist his 
fellow-climbers in this third gallant as­
sault on Everst's heights.

Admiral Billiard Plans to Use 
Fine to Guard Atlantic f 

Seaboard J

WASHINGTON, March 18—(United 
Press)—A fleet of five seaplanes to 
guard the Atlantic seaboard against 
liquor smugglers will be put in opera­
tion this summer by the Coast Guard, 
according to Admiral K. C. Billiard, 
commandant of the service.

An appropriation of $150,000 for the 
machines is requested in the deficienfiy 
appropriation bill pending before Con­
gress, and guard officials said five ath- 
phiblan planes would be purchased as 
soon as the money is available.

Patrolling the coast from the air wHI 
mean saving millions of dollars an­
nually, Billiard said. The small fleet 
of seaplanes will be able to cover twice 
the distance in on» day that it now 
takes the 22 dry navy destroyers to 
navigate in a week.

More than 100 coast guard officers ape 
licensed air pilots and available fer 
ftying servie?. With this personnel 
Admiral Billiard plans eventually to 
build up a flying service of about 50 
seaplanes to patrol the Great Lakes, 
the Gulf, Atlantic and Pacific coast.

TWO OFF NEW ENGLANDl
Under present tentative plans two of 

the new machines will be detailed far 
service off the New England Coast to 
prevent re-establishment of “rum row” 
off New York and Massachusetts. One 
plane will operate off New Jersey, one 
off North Carolina, and the fifth off 
Florida, with Miami as its base.

Officials said that the sky-police 
would be able to “spot” a liquor ship 
30 miles away, while the vision from a 
boat is only about five miles. The fly­
ers after locatfng a smuggling ship 
will radio to a patrol boat and the cap­
ture will then be made by a dry navy 
surface vessel.

The new planes will be equipped 
with radio telephones, powerful search­
lights for night operations, and carry 
machine guns.

His honorable friend had referred to 
prohibition. He (Tilley) had been in 
the House in 1917 and would remem­
ber that he (Michaud) had expressed 
his views on prohibition at that time. 
People were at liberty to differ on the 
question as to whether prohibition was 
the best means of promoting temper­
ance. He would say that the one-third 
of the people of this province cbuld 
not subscribe to this law of prohibition.

A very pleasing incident of the 
Board of Trade dinner of last Tuesday 
evening at the Admirai Beatty Hotel 
was a spontaneous greeting accorded to 
John Scott, managing editor of the 
•Montreal Gazette, a Saint John man 
who, from the position of junior re­
porter on one of the dailies here a 
quarter of a century ago, has steadily 
risen to high place in the journalistic 
field in Canada. Mr. Scott and his wife 
came here to enjoy renewal of ac­
quaintances with friends of former 
days in Saint John.

HAPPY RECEPTION.
J. F. B. Livesay of Toronto, general 

manager of the Canadian Press, and 
Mr, Scott were guests at the dinner 
Tuesday night and were heard in im­
promptu Speeches. It was a singularly 
happy reception that Mr. Scott received 
when he arose at the unexpected re­
quest of the chair. Being a Saint John 
bôy, a locally-trained newspaper man 
and having reached one of th»>topmost 
places in newspaper executive work in 
Canada, the business men took occa­
sion to compliment their guest in no 
uncertain manner. Applause and 
shouted greetings caught the quiet- 
mannered visitor somewhat off his 
guard and he not unnaturally began his 
remarks with hesitancy.

The newspaper life gripped John 
Scott early, and as a.lad he made 
many a call at the news room of the 
old .Saint John Gazette with clippings 
bearing on sport, in which he was 
thei keenly interested. He. occasion­
ally volunteered an article on local 
baseball, and it was always accepted, 
for he had the facts and even then 
knew how to present them. He was 
soon attached to the staff and after 
some years there went to the Daily 
Telograph of the period. He went to 
the Montreal Gazette on an opening 
presenting itself there, and his suc­
cess came soon, for .he had the material 
in him and the opportunity was at 
hand for development. He rqse from 
one position to another until the man­
aging editor’s desk was his on one of 
the greatest of the newspapers of the 
continent.

Besides his executive duties within 
the magnificent modern plant, recently 
opened, he travels considerably between 
the Montreal and the Canadian and 
American centres on matters pertain­
ing to news service» etc. and a short 
while ago visited England concerning 
cable news. It is the privilege of Mr. 
Scott to see Canada at close range, to 
live with it in all its essential develop­
ments and to mingle with the men who 
are moulding its destiny.

Therefore when a home-city Board 
of Trade gathering singled him out 
for an especially warm greeting Tues­
day it was but seizing an opportunity 
of doing him an honor of which he 
was quite worthy but which it had 
never before been possible to express 
in a public way in his home city.
