Municipal Councils
And Cost of Living

(The Canadian Municipal Journal, June,
1919.)

Canada is mow in the birth pains of|
reconstruction—a - period of industrial!
unrest, social dissatisfaction and high
cost of living—and every municipality
in the dominion is affected. This means
that each municipal council, as the elect-
ed representatives of the citizens, have a
grave responsibility at this moment, and
the question that must be asked by
every mayor and alderman is—what is
our duty in this crisis?

The difficulty is that so far as the
responsibility of the municipal councils
is concerned the issue is somewhat
clouded. The minister of labor, in. a
communication, dated May 6, to the city
council of Montreal, states very clearly
that under order in council, P. C. 3069,
the responsibility of controlling prices
rests largely with the local councils. The
councils have so far ignored this order-
in-council because they refuse to recog-
nize a responsibility that most of them
consider as essentially belonging to the
dominion authorities., In the meantime
the abnormal prices of food, though the
war is over, give no signs -of coming
down, while the preponderance of evid-
ence now being given before the indus-
trial commission shows that the high
cost of commodities of life is the root ot
the industrial unrest of this country.

Whatever authority is legally respon-
sible for the control of food prices there
is no doubt about the moral responsi-
bility of the municipal councils to the
citizens in seeing that everything pos-
sible is being done to ameliorate the
present living conditions of their re-
spective communities. It will not do
merely to give the denial to the minister
of labor. Today the citizens want some-
thing more definite.

If this then is the position the.muni-
cipal councils cannot get together too
quickly and find out exactly where they
stand in this matter of the welfare of
the people, and it is evidently with this
idea in mind that the executive of the
Union of Canadian Municipalities is ar-
ranging the programme for this year’s
convention. 'That is, the meeting will be
a conference of municipal executives to
remedy as far as posisble the present
industrial unrest, so far as it is affected
by high prices in food.

doubt the minister will take advantage
of the opportunity, but if anything of a
really offectual nature is to be the out-
come of the conference the representa-
tives of the municipalities must be
strong in numbers and in knowledge.
There is then a special responsibility
resting with our.councils to send dele-
gates to this year’s conference—men who
know the needs and conditions of each
community. What is more, they should
be instructed to take an active part in

Ap;n(rlphfrom-htterby Mr. R.
Fraser Armstrong in todsy’s Telegraph,
urging that a commission take some evi-
dence conceriing industrial relations,
and that the evidence be published to
give the people a clearer knowledge of

polnts at issue, states the case very
/ clearly from the standpoint of the re-
turned soidier. He says:

“When the soldier returns and looks
for an opportunity of work he finds
that there is little going on; municipal,
government and individual schemes are
not being carried out to the extent nec-
essary to provide employment for the
large number of men returning, and the
onlv information he can obtain is that
prices are too high; that the govern-
ments and municipalities now have to
tax the people generally to the limit «nd
there is little encouragement given.him.
As he looks around for himself he sees
hundreds of individuals vyho have ap-
parently become prospe’ " & during  his
absence and gradually ins to won-
der just where the trouble lies and
through lack of the proper information
may be led into demonstrations that he
would not consider or allow, if he had
been given an opportunity to study the
industrial conditions of the country. The
question is not a political one, for the
Jnajority of the returned men have come
‘back with an open mind; they realize that
'the employer takes the big risk, which
must be allowed in his allowed profits
but they went justice for everybody and
want real definite information, so as to
form their own judgment. They do not
want this information colored so as to
suit the ends of any political party, any
trades union or employers of dabor; but
the clear cold definite facts. If the clear
thinking people of Canada get these
facts, a proper balance must be struck,
the cost of living, wages and profits so
adjusted that instead of ‘having a coum-
iry overflowing with labor demonstra-
tions, we will have a country progress-
ing toward o.great future.” :

AN OPPORTUNITY

On another ‘page of today’s Times is
an article outlining a plan by which a
great impetus may be given to amateur
athletics in St. John this summer. It
chould appeal to all the organizations
nemed and many others. Nothing will
be done, however, unless there is a group
of persons in each organization who
have at heart the real interest of the
boys' and girls.! This is a community
affair, and affords an opportunity to
help in giving the city healthier young
citizens. 'The best way to ward off
temptation from the young is to encour-
age them to take an interest in things
that are healthy and that make for
greater bodily and mental vigor. It is
pathetic to realizé how little many St.
John people appear to care about this
matter. They appear to have fallen into
a selfish groove that is too narrow to
embrace the welfare of the boys and
girls. Where one is interested there
thould be hundreds willing to join in the
effort to give -the young a saner outlook
and an opportunity for development
along right lines. This newspaper and
every newspaper in the city would res
joice to be able to report a genuine
awakening ‘along the lines suggested in
the article on another page of this issue.

THE FORGOTTEN EAST,

Some years ago a gentleman well ac-
quainted with eastern Canada, and
especially with the maritime provinces,
was in Peterboro, England. He found
that there was in the city a Canadian
emigration office, and casually called one
day to learn what the agent had to say
about Canada. The visitor assumed the
role of one seeking a home in Canada,
and desiring to settle on a farm. The
agent grew eloquent about the farms of
Ontario and more eloquent about the
farms of the west. He was full of sta-
tistics and of glowing praise of Ontario
and the west as a farmer’s paradise.
The visitor asked a few questions about
distances from the seaboard, and having
got the information asked why it was
necessary to travel so far. What, for
example, were the conditions nearer the
seaboard? If a man landed at St. John
or Halifax was there no good farming
land or opportunities to settle comfort-
ably without journeying another thous-
and miles? 'The agent could give no in-
formation on that point, further than to
say that there was nothing to compare
with Ontario and the west. When ask-

ed if he did not know of the farms of the |

St. John valley and the orchards of the
Annapolis valley, he admitted a large
and roomy ignorance, When asked
where he came from he replied that his
home was in Ottawa. “T'hen,” said the
irate lower province man, “you should
go back there as quickly as possible.” .
We wonder how much conditions have
changed in regard to Canada East and
Canada West. There lies on the Times
desk at this moment a most attractive
and profusely illustrated book called
Canada West, “issued under direction of
Hon. J. A. Calder, minister of immigra-
tion and colonization, Ottawa, Canada.”
There are handsome illustrations show-
mg great herds of cattle, flocks of sheep,
groups of horses and pigs, grain fields,
elevators, plows and binders and
threshers at work, and everything that
wduld entice the agricultural immigrant.

There are large. colored maps of Mani-
tobas Saskatchewan, Alberta, and British
Columbia, and the fullest information is
given, especlally to American readers, us
to how they can get into the country
without trouble, and bring their eeffcts
with them. After the gemeral descrip-
tion of the advantages of western Can-
ada each province is dealt with separ-
ately in the more than forty pages of
the book. Let us hope the dgnrtmnt
has in mind a similarly attractive book
relating to the maritime provinces, and
that it will be given the widest possibl
distribution.  Perhaps the All-New
Brunswick League will be able to exert
an influence that will be of some bene-
fit in reminding Ottawa that the east-
ern provinces are still on the map, and
that they do not give half as much
trouble -as the Bolshevist centres farther
west.

THE RUSSIAN BOLSHEVISTS

“Bolshevism,” says Mr, Winston Spen-
cer Churchill, “is not a policy but a
disease; not a ‘creed, bat a pestilence.”

The secretary for war has lost nome
of his ability for apt phrasing. In the
speech of which a summary is given in
today’s despatehes, Mr. Churchill takes
a hopeful view of the situation in Rus»
sia, Everywhere the Bolsheviki when
confronted by determined fighting haye
been repulsed or driven back. Mr.
Churchill pays a high tribute to Admiral
Kolchak and his disciplined army. With
regard to the future of Russia he fore-
shadows the complete defeat of Bolshev-
ism,  the summoning of a dcmocratic
constitutient assembly and the formation
of a real democratic state. Russia, he
says, must be saved by the Russians, and
he anticipates that the situation will be
'so favorable by the end of the summer
that Allied troops may safely be with-
drawn, leaving the friends of law and
order strong enough to control the af-
fairs of the country. Until that time

Bolshevik forces in the field.  Not for
many years will Russia recover fully
from the madness of the period since

|Lenine and Trgtzky became dictators

and threw the country into chaos, but
the lesson they have taught the rest of
the world will be of great and perman-
ent value.

Today’s despatches tell of the capture
of Riga by the Letts, and intimate that
the early fall of Petrograd is expected,
in which case supplies will be rushed
there with all speed from Baltic ports
by, the Allies. While Moscow is regard-
ed as the Bolshevist centre the fall of

Petrograd would have a great moral ef-
fect.

The settlement of the Adriatic ques-
tion, which owing to Italy’s attitude
seemed to imperil the peace conference,
is a source of universal satisfaction.
There is also o better feeling between
the Poles and Czecho-Slovaks. On the
whole the peace conference is making
excellent progress in overcoming mutual
Jealousies and the hunger for territory
that holds the seeds of future trouble.

'Woman Suffrage for France
(From the New York Evening Sun)
The report that the French Chamber

of Deputies has adopted the bill grant-
ing women the right to vote in all elec-
tions’ for members of communal and de-
partmental assemblies is of unusual in-
terest and significance, in view of the
fact that the women of France have
never made any very strenuous efforts
to gain the franchise. As in all demo-
cratic countries, they could have had it
long ago had they wanted it badly
enough; but, more than in English
speaking countries, or even in Italy, the
French women have remained indiffer-
ent.

Thus it appears to be a part of the
general movement, a manifestation of a
world-wide tendency rather than a na-
tionzl affair. No clearer sign of the
times could be found. One wonders,
however, - just how the average French
woman feels about it, though we may
be very sure that with her wonderful,
practical common sense she will make
good and full use of the new rights if
she finally has them thrust upon her.

ND CHANGE 10 B MADE IN
PLANS OF REFORM FOR' INDIA

E. S. Montagu, Secretary for India
Announces in House of Commons
That British Programme is to go For
ward Unaltered :

’

Recent events have lent an added in-
terest to the debate on Indian affairs
which opened in the British House of
Commons on Thursday last, and many
eminent Indians occupied the galleries
when the Right Hon. E. S. Montagu rose
to make his statement on the Indian
budget. The speech was fully equal to
the occasion. While frankly =acknowl-
edging all the difficulties and dangers of
the situation which has developed, the
secretary of state for India proclaimed
that the government’s programme of re-
form, including diarchy, the system of
yvhich the Indian civil service is so criti-
¢al, is to go forward unaltered and that
the transference of power from bureau-
mracy to the people of India is to pro-
ceed as the Montagu-Chelmsford report
proposed it should, gradually but actu-
ally and substantially at every stage.
Summarizing his policy at the close of
his speech, Mr. Montagu- defined it, first,
as the maintenance of order; secondly,
as the tireless and searching effort to in-
vestigate, remove and eradicate the
sources of disturbance and disorder, and
thirdly, to go on with detemination and
a courageous, unhesitating zeal to make
of India what might be loosely described
as a union of great self-governing coun-
tries, entrusted with the custody of their
own well-being as partners in the great

The speech opened with the announce-
ment that a rise in the price of silver
and the limited world-supply have ren-
dered the position of Indian currency
serious and that a new currency com-
mission has been appointed to investi-
gate the situation.

India’s International Position,

Turning to India’s international posi-
tion, Mr. Montagu claimed that during
the war she has won for herself a place
equal to that of the British dominions
and of -any power in the world, except
the Big Four and he contended that such
a position was wholly inconsistent with
one of insubordination and was only
justified if India could be raised to the
position of a sister nation in the British
Empire. That position, too, he declared,
was wholly inconsistent with treatment
now accorded the citizens of India in the
British dominions.

Proceeding to analyze the causes why
the internal situation was not so satis-
factory, Mr. Montagu briefly accounted
for the Afghan trouble as due to the
unrest existing throughout the Moham-
madan world, to the attempt by the
new Ameer to consolidate his throne and
to bolshevism and its emissaries. In In-
dia itself, he continued, the danger ex-
ists, it is not past, and referring at this
point to the recent riots, he paid a trib-
ute to the loyalty of the population gen-
erally, to the manner in which the In-
dian army and police have to a man re-
mained without a single stain upon their
reputation and to the way in which the
British army has agreed to remain in-
stead of being demobilized.

Causes of Unrest.

The causes -of unrest, he continued,
were economic and political. For one
thing the food supplies had greatly di-
minished and prices had risen owing to
drought and recruitment and then in the
political sphere there was perturbation
consequent upon the problems created
by the defeat of Turkey, opposition to
the Rowlatt act and the existence of a
handful of men who are enemies of the
government.

Dry Dock, Last Year's Business
and Other Matters Referred to
—Says Dream of Years is to be
Realized Under Nationalization

The New York Sun of May 27, under
heading, “St, John soon to.be another

Liverpool,”. published the following Ot-
tawa despatch:

Ottawa, May 26—The dream of. St.
John, N. B., to become the “Liverpool
of America” is at last about to be real-
ized. It was officially announced -here
today that the dominion government has
definitely decided to take over and na-
tionalize the port, and legislation: to.this
effect, now under preparation by the
cabinet, will be introduced in parliament
immediately upon the return of Sir Rob-
ert Borden. :

The exact amount to be paid by the
government to the city for the acquire-
ment of the port has not yet been deter-
mined. The government has made an
offer of $2,000,000, but the city authori-
ties are holding out for $2,250,000, which,
in point of fact, is $250,000 less than the
city has expended in developing and'!
maintaining the harbor. It is altogether
likely that a compromise will be reached
and that the price fixed upon will be
$2,125,000. i

With the nationalization of this port
by the government, St. John bids fair to
become one of the great harbors of the
North American continent. At the pres-
ent time the port is undergoing vast de-
velopment.. Shipping facilities are being
constructed on a large scale, including
the-dredging of what is known/as Cour-
tenay Bay, and d/nmew dry dock'is being
built at a cost of:$5,500,000.: This dry
dock, which, under the contract, will be
completed in the-summer of 1922, will-
be able to accgmmggdate.the largest ship
afloat today.

According to W& Hon. F. B, Caryell
—who, as minister of public works, has
the project under his personal super-
vision—it will be in fact one of. the larg-
est dry docks in existence, It will be

.. The British policy, said the secretary,

‘liwas that Russia must be saved by the
Russians and that new Russia must be
a democratic state. The five great pow-
ers had decided to make it a condition
of their further support and formal re-
cognition of the anti-Bolshevik govern-
ments in Russia that these gov;ernments
must give a clear understanding of their
victory would be immediately followed
by the summoning of a constitutent as-
sembly on a democratic franchise.

Detailing the situation in Russia, Mr.
Churchill said that, despite deplorable
events in Ukraine and Crimea, throw-
ing the whole of the resources of, these
fertile regions into Bolshevik hands, the
military weakness of Bolshevism was
becoming apparent.. Wherever the Bol-
shevik had been faced with determina-
tion, they had been repulsed .and driven
back. it

Anxiety with regard to Roumania,
‘¢ontinued the secretary, was greatly les-
sened. The Roumanian army appeared
tapable of defending the Roumanian
rontier, while on the Esthonian' front
heavy blows had been inflicted, carrying
the Esthonian and Russian troops with-
dn measurable distance of Petrograe: .+
" Along the whole west front from Fin-
iland to Roumania, the wall of the weak,
newly formed states, which a few
months ago was about to totter, was
standing firm, and the fact that this wall
was able to keep the front, and, in
many cases, to be advanced, was the
most tell-tale measure of Bolshevik
weakness,

Mr. Churchill dilated on the effective
work of Admiral Kolchak’s army, main-
ly equipped with British rifles and mun-
itions. Kolchak’s advance, he said, al-
ready had drawn 20,000 Bolshevik off
the Allied front at Archangel, thus rend-
ering a real service.

Speaking generally, Mr. Churchill de-
scribed Bolshevism as being not a pol-|
icy but a disease; not a creed but a
pestilence. “There must be an eventual
recovery,” said Mr. Churchill, “and we
are endeavoring to aid in this recovery
by supporting all the anti-Bolshevik
forces in the field.,”

ELECTRICAL ENGINEERS
WITRESS EXPERIMENTS

The meetmg of the Engineers Institute
of Canada was held last evening at the
hgme of one of the, members, Fragk P.
Vaughan, who gave a very intevesting
talk and demonstration of high potential
and high frequency electrical currents in
his laboratory.

Mr. Vaughan, who is a pioneer of this
district in wireless telegraphy and tele-
phony experiments, hds a very complete
apparatus with which he can step up an
ordinary 110 volt current to a maximum
of 500,000 volts, and a frequency of 20
volts up to over ‘1,000,000, which is
vibrations per second. Among the num~
ber of interesting experiments shown was
thie burning of a 32-candle power lamp
while passing a current through the |yapoy
body. Also the passing of a current of
electrical sparks from six inches to eight
inches, requiring a current of 250 to 300,-
000 volts with an ampere of three-
quarters. The dissipation of energy that
took place in some experiments equaled
1,200 horsepower. They also showed
various types of spark discharge from
different terminals and brush discharges
similar to the northern lights,

In the United States the amount of
enérgy needed for the execution of a
man in the electric chair iz 2,300 volts
and one-tenth of an ampere, so that the
tremendous power which ean be _passed
through the body at high frequency can
be at least imagined by this comparison,

Reports of committees, in particulay
the report of the employment burean
commyittee, were read.

MAYOR HANSON

Right to Existence of All Present
Governments to Be Put to Test
in the Next Few Years, Declares
Seattle Executive

:“The Golden Rule is my message to
the manufacturers and workers of this
nation; there never has been a success-

ful man, successful business or suceess--
ful nation which did not, in a large
measure, obey this rule’ ’declared Ole
Hanson, mayor of Seattle, Washington,
in discussing “Bolshevism and Readjust-
ment” before the National Association
of Manufacturers, in convention in New
“Mayor Hanson’s address was a. vigor-
ous denunciation of bolshevism and all:
elements opposed to the best interests of |
the nation. ‘'He called upon both em-
ployers and employes to co-operate for
their mutual benefit, and demanded de-
portation of all those aliens “who would
. destroy. our government.” .
Mayor Hanson predicted the next few
years would put to the test the right to
existence of all present governments,
“The attacks now being made, the
changes now taking place, are not only
changes in governmental form, but are,
when stripped to the bone, simply mass
attacks against civilization and all that
we mean by civilization.
American Plan is Evolution, .
Declaring that the United States came
into being as the place where the prob-
lem of working out a perfect freedom
and liberty for all mankind would be
solved through orderly evolution and de-
velopment, Mr. Hanson continued
“l cannot believe that this country,
with a past so full of splendid achieve-
ments, with its soil drenched with the
blood of its heroic dead, with its ideals
living, breathing, pulsing in the hearts
of millions, has at last reached a peint

“And yet, the great events of the past
four years must give the student of life
and of history pause, if he is to even!
approximately form a just estimate of
what is, or what may be.

Example of Russia,

“You are all more or less familiar with
the revolution in Russia, a revolution
that economic need decreed must come,
One hundred and eighty million people
could not and would not live forever un-
der the petty tyranny of the Romanoffs.
They revolted. Kerensky became the
leader, and if in his veins had run the
red blood of Roosevelt, Russia  today
would be a free republic, and labor, un-
armed, but unafraid, would be wresting
from the wonderful resources of that
vast domain all that its great populatio;
needs, :

“But when the critical time came
Kerensky tried honeyed words and sent
to other lands for the very men that
overthrew his government. Trotzky was
at that time in the United States. He
had applied for passports and our gov-
ernment had refused, but the gove
ment of Kerensky and Kerensky himseit
pleaded with our government that
Trotzky be given his passports and al-
lowed to return to Russia. This our
government finally did and he returned
to ‘assist in the overthrow of the men
who thought they could compromise
with anarchists.

Kerensky Faltered.

“Kerensky faltered when the time
came to be firm. He pleaded when he
should have ordered; he talked when he
should have acted; he compromised with
lawlessness and anarchy, instead of en-
forcing the law and defending his gov-
ernment with firmness and decision. He
tried to wheedle the color out of the
‘Reds’ and make them a pale pink; he
held conversations instead of trials; he
started conferences instead of cemetries
and orderly government was soon at an
end and a reign of assassination and
theft took its place,

“Under the doctrine of common
erty, a few fanatics, thieves and an-
archists in. Russia have destroyed all:
property, Crying the division of all
wealth, all wealth at hand has been con-
fiscated and wasted, thus exhausting the
savings of generations, and the whole
nation now faces starvation.

“Forgetting that all governments are
paupers and only get their sustenance
from the governed, they have tried once
more to put into practice that age-old
fallacy of creating wealth by law, For-
getting that without labor and toil there
can be no wealth production, they have
seated themselves upon the raft of idle-
ness and even now we watch it slowly
sink into the depths,

Need of Sacrifice. ; ’

“A man who will not leave his party
for the good of his country should. be
forced to leave his country for the good
of all parties. An American who, will
not sacrifice all else on the altar of pat-
riotism is no American. Three hundred
million people’ today are living in a
condition of disorder, civil war and an-
archy. This condition was brought about
partly by military life, principally by
famine. ; “ i

“I'he rulers of Europe cast on the
blood-red table of war-their millions of
citizens as, cheerfully ‘as the dicer, throws
cubes on the' gambling table. -Defeated,
demoralized' armies were turned loose to
find their way back to countries 'de-
stroyed and stripped of all wealth.
Hungry wives and starving children
greeted the warriors on their- return.
Food there was none, nor work, and it
was there thé Bolsheviki sowed the seed
which resulted in such -widespread de-
struction and conflagration. Hungry peo-
ple know no moral law. The first war
cry in the world was, ‘We must eat,
and from ‘the homes of famine sprang
creatures  who unwittingly would de-
stroy civilization.

“Turning the government over to a
worse autocracy than ever before exist-
ed in the world, the leaders found they
could only maintain their position. by
murder and rapine. Realizing full well
that one or two nations could not be-
come Bolshevist -and the other nations
of the world remain free, “self-preserva-
tion compelled them to go out through-
out the world and preach their damnable
doctrines, The effect is now seen in
Hungary and Germany, Italy, maphay;
Spain, perhaps; even Great Britain her-
self, as well as our own land, may feel
the effects of this destroying curse.

Soviets ‘Denounced,

“They advocated a free press, and the
press has never been free. since they
camé¢ into power. Lenine admits it and
states it repeatedly in his speeches, and
also in his The Soviets at Work, a sedi-
tious paper for propaganda purposes.

“They advocated free speech. All re-
ports and the admissions of their leader
prove that death is the portion-of all
enemies of Lenine. They pose as a gov-
.ernment of the people, but they are
afraid to go before the people with their
murderous regime, knowing full well and
admitting that not more than 10 per
cent of Russia is for them, Under the
Tzar's rule of oppression, life was rea-
sonably safe. Undér the soviet rule, life,
property, and decency, health, morality,
and woman’s virtue have been destroyed
and made light of. The Soviet govern-
ment is a government of murder, of au-
tocratic rule, of incompetence, of ineffic-
ients, of half-baked anarchists, and it
will soon fall.

“In the meantime some of these alien
scoundrels have invaded our land with
their propaganda. Think of anyone
coming from a country that even now
begs for food from us to keep them
alive, because of the fact that they tried
to establish wealth by law instead of
by work; with its millions of starving;
with its hundreds of thousands of mur-
dered, and having the nerve to try to in-
terest the decent workmen of America.”
