The Canada Conference Missionary Society assembled in our church,
South Cayuga, Ont., April 17, 1895, for the transaction &f its annual
business.

The meeting}was opened by Bro. D. Kreh, president of the society,
with reading of Scripture lesson, song and prayer.

In the absence of the secretary, A. Y. Haist was appointed secretary
pro tem.

Resolved, that the resolution of the minutes of this society in the conference
Journal of 1890, page 34 and paragraph 22: ¢ Resolved, that hereafter in specification
of missionary monies, in addition to the receipts of the auxiliaries, only the follow-
ing shall be considered extras: Bequests, S. School contributions, and any contribu-
tion handed in, of which however the treasurer has no other notice,” shall be entered
in our constitution as a by-law.
