An order has been
issued by the Police board that on and
after May 1 the sale of intoxicating
liquors over bars must be stopped.

This order has been expected for some
time, but it was the hope, not only of the
Police Commissioners, but also of the
saloon keepers, that the law re-
quiring liquors to be sold, with food
would be repealed.

A blll for the repeal of the law was re-
jected in the Senate a few days ago by
two votes and with the idea probably
that there was no farther hope of modi-
fication the police commissioners have
given notice to the saloon keepers tore-
move their bars within 20 days.

THE HARVEY-SALISBURY LINE.

The placing of the report on the Har-
vey-Salisbury line before the House last
week reminds the people of Canada that
this projectis still in existence. The
survey, it will be remembered, was made
by Mr. Vernon Smith and a staff of sur-
veyors last summer after parliament
had declined to pass a bill for the con-
stroction of that road.” The object of the
survey was to ascertain the exact length,
and the cost of the proposed road, as near
a8 could be reached. Mr. Vernon Smith
hag died since making the survey but the
work of compiling the report seems to
have been in a sufficiently advanced
state to enable it to be placed
before parliament. The cost of the Har-
vey-Salisbury line, without rolling stock
or other equipments is estimated at $2,-
297,000, and the distance by Berry’s

. mills is placed at 115, making a sup-
posed saving of 31 miles over the present
route by way of St. John. As we all
know by experience that the engineer’s
estimates with respect to both the length
and the cost of railways are liable to be
exceeded, it may safely be assumed that
the cost of the line will be at least $3,-
000,000 and that the saving in distance
will not be more than 14 or 15 miles.
That the government of Canada should
be called upon to expend so large a sum
of money for 8o small a saving in dis-
tance in a line from Montreal to Halifax
seems to us perfectly preposterous. The
entire business of the Short Line can now
be done at St. John with much
more advantage to the people of Canada
than if it were taken to Halifax, and it
would be nothing less than a deadly
blow aimed at this port and its business
to sanction the construction of a road
which eould have for its object no other
purpose than that of side-tracking this
important and populous city.

‘We are well assured that Sir John A.
Macdonald, when the facts are placed
properly before him, would never enter-
tain such a thought, and if he did, it is
quite certain that the western members,
who view with impatience the expend-
iture of large sums of money on new
railways in the eastern provinces, would
make their voices heard against the con-
struction of this road. Itis well known
that our relations with the United States
are of so delicate a nature that it is im-
possible to tell at what moment the
bonding privilege may be withdrawn
and the Short Line through Maine
rendered useless for freight traffic. While
matters are in this condition, to make a
further extension of this road to Halifax
and to assume that it would be always
left open and unimpeded by our jealous
neighbors, seems to us to be an act of
supreme folly.

The road is not needed nor is it called
for except by a few persons in Frederic-
ton who think that they would like to
view the through trains passing through
theircity and bearing away the freight of
the west as far from St. John as possible.

Itisquite certain thateven the Halifax
people are now greatly diyided in their
opinion on the subject, and the majority
of them would prefer to see the Edmun-
ston-Moncton line constructed, which
line has the advantage of being entirely
through Canadian territory and therefore
cannot be interfered with by any hostile
action of Congress. The same is true in
regard to the people of Moncton, who
would derive much greater advantages
from the construction of  the
Edmunston-Moncton line than they
would from that of the line from Harvey
by way of Fredericton. The people of
Quebec also are almost a unit in opposi-
tion tothe Harvey-Salisbury line |
its tendency is to divert trade from the
eastern end of their province, and es-
pecially from the city of Quebec. For
these reasons we think that the Harvey-

Salisbury line has no chance whatever of
ever being brought forward in parlia-
ment and that its construction, if it is
ever constructed, will be an event in the
very far distant future.

It is quite within the bounds of proba-
bility that a line from Fredericton to the
head of Grand Lake and thence to some
point on the Intercolonial not far from Sal-
isbury will eventually be built, but this
will be a local line and not a part of the
great through highway between Mon-
treal and the sea.

THE SCOTT ACT CASES:

On Saturday the Gazerre published
the decisions in the six Scott Act cases
which had been brought up before the
Supreme Court at Fredericton. These
cases all arose in the city of Fredericton
and were by all odds the most important
of any that have been decided in this
province, because they bring the people
for the first time face to face with a real-
izing sense of what the Scott Act
means when pushed tothe last extremity.
In the six cases referred to the per-
sons charged with  violating the
law by the sale of liquor
bad all been sentenced to two months
imprisonment and to a fine of $100. It
was sought by their counsel, and for the
purpose of the application the cases were
joined together, to obtain a certiorari
for the purpose of having these ¢ases re-
viewed before the Supreme Court. A
rule nisi for a certiorari was obtained,
but when the matter was argued the
court decided that the rule could not be
granted, and that the persons convicted
must undergo the punishment to
which they had been sentenced.

Thus six otherwise respectable citizens
of Fredericton will spend the next two
months ef their lives in jail and be sub-
jected toa very heavy fine. It is well
that this matter has been brought up in
its present shape because it enables those
who are in favor of the Scott Act to see
clearly the full extent of the folly, we
might almost say the iniquity,of this law.
The selling of liquor is converted by it
into & crime and as a result the busi-
ness will pass into the hands of
disreputable and lawless men who care

— | person of violating the Scott Act even

nothing for imprisonment, and who have
no regard as to the quality of the article
which they sell, To make the Scott Act
complete the drinking of liquor ought al-
so to be made a crime, and any person,
be he a justice of the Supreme Court, a
minister of the gospel, or any other per-
son, who drinks a glass of wine should be
subjected to imprisonment. There is
just as good a reason for the penalty
which is attached in the one case a&s
there is in the other. But it is well
known that judges and ministers and
other respectable citizens who reside in
cities where the Scott Act is ‘in forces
import their own liquors and drink them,
and ttereby the belief is encouraged that
the law was not made for them but for
people of smaller means who cannot buy
a cask of wine at a time, but who have
to purchase it by the glass.

The Scott Act has been often spoken
of as a law which cannot be enforced,
and no doubt that is true in the sense
that it will not prevent the sale of liquor.
But owing tothe numerous amendments
that have been made in it there is not
the slightest difficulty in convicting any

though the person charged with the
offence had never sold a glass of liquor in
the whole course of his life. All that is
needed is a dishonest magistrate]
and a perjured prosecutor and the
thing is done. A Scott Act
conviction cannot be reviewed before the
court on any ground whatever, and if
those who desire to enforce the Act can
only obtain a magistrate sufficiently
unprincipled to do their work, they can
convict anybody they please of violating
the Scott Act, and have him fined or
imprisoned or both. That is the result
of the recent decision in regard to the
Scott Act cases which have been

brought before the Supreme court
at Fredericton. That is the result
which the people of Canada

should understand has been brought
about by the tinkering to which the
Scott Act has been subjected, and which
makes a Scoit Act conviction different
from any other in this fact, that it can-
not be reviewed or set aside. It isun-
necessary for us to make any comments
on such a state of things, or to anticipate
the dreadful results to which such a con-
dition of the law may lead.

THE SUPREME COURT OF NEW BRUNS-
WICK-

A good deal of fault has been found
with the Supreme Court of New Bruns-
wick %n recent years, because of the
manner in which their judgments had
fallen behind in consequence of the ac-
cumulation of undecided cases. We pre-
sume these censures were in some de-
gree justified, because where there are
so many complaints it is probable
that there is , sufficient cause for
at least some of them. It is only fair
however, to point out the fact that the
state of affairs which has existed for
some time cannot be said to exist now,
or will not exist after the present term of
the court is ended. Judgments are now
being brought up to date with a startling
degree of rapidity, and we believe that
by the end of the Easter term every case
which has been argued prior to the pres-
ent term will be disposed of. A great part
of the credit for this improved condition
of things is due to Mr. Justice Tuck, who
has devoted his attention very largely
for some months to the work of bringing
up the arrears of cases standing over
for adjudication. It is but fair that
Judge Tuck, who has been aspersed by
his political enemies frequently and un-
justly; should receive credit for a matter
which is of such manifest advantage to
suitors and to the public at large; nor
should credit be withheld from
the other members of the
court who no doubt have co-operated
heartily with him in the work which he
has been engaged in. We congratulate
the Supreme Court upon the advanced
state of their judgments, and trust that
this will continue to be the normal con-
dition of our highest judical tribunal;
and that no more complaints will be
heard that judgments have been stand-
ing over for a long time or that suitors
are denied justice.

THE OTTAWA ELECTION

The Ottawa election resulted in the
return of the Liberal-Conservative can-
didate by a majority of 858 over the next
man, the representative of the Equal
Rights movement. The Liberal candidate
only got 1,242 votes against 2,454 for Mr.
Mackintosh. The total vote was as fol-
lows:

Mackintosh, Conservative.
Hay, Equal Rights...
Chrysler, Grit.

It will be seen from this that 5,292
votes were cast, a considerably smaller
number than in 1887 when the lowest
Conservative got 3,207 votes and the
highest Grit 2,391. The total vote cast in
1887 was therefore about 300 more than
in the election of Saturday. Assuming
that the absentees were equally divided
between the two great political parties
we have this result, that the Equal
Rights candidate took just 999 votes
from the Grit candidate, while he took
only 595 votes from the Conservative
candidate. The Equal Rights movement
from which some foolish Grits ex-
pected so great result, is therefore
likely to do them far more harm
than it will do the Liberal Conserva-
tive party. We do not regard the Equal
Rights movement with any degree of
favor, because we view it as entirely un-
necessary and only calculated to kindle
afresh the slumbering fires of bigotry,
but it is satisfactory to know that those
who were responsible for the raising of
this Frankenstein monster are likely to
suffer most for their misplaced zeal.

Itssuccess-
ful doing will call for careful thought,
earnest and honest purpose, wise fore-
thought, sturdy independence of action
and much unselfish labor for which iy
be expected small pay and less thanks.
School committees and supervisors in
carrying out the free text book law are
recommended to study to secure the best
books at the least expense, make the
fewest practicable changes, and utilize,
by purchase or otherwise books, owned
by pupils as far as practicable; to hold
teachers and pupils to sharp accountabil-
ity for careful usage and prompt return
of books owned by the town.”

From the Capital.

Orrawa, April 27.—A lively discussion
may be expected in the senate tomorrow
over the government measure to amend
the acts respecting the Northwest ter-
ritories. Senator Bellerose will move that
it is not 1n the interest of this country to
agitate the question of changing such
provisions of the constitational laws of
the territories which give the" people of
this part of the dominion the free use of
both the English and French- language
in the proceedings of the legislative as-
sembly and in recording and publishing
the same. When this bill finally comes
to the commons Dalton McCarthy and
Charlton are prepared to make long
speeches and move amendments to this
act which will take some days to discuss.
It is extremely improbable, however,
that the government will disallow the
acts passed by the Manitoba legislature
abolishing the dual language and separ-
ate schools, as any person can attack
them through the courts.

It will be remembered that during the
session of 1887 Governor Schultz’s com-
mittee on the resources of the Great Mac-
kenzie basin prepared a report, the in-
formation contained in which was a per-.
fect revelation to the English-speaking
world. Senator Girard has now given
notice that he will move a resolution to
the effect that the time has arrived to or-
ganize that Northwestern part of the
Dominion known as the Great Mackenzie
River Basin district, and will also call at-
tention to the mnecessity for adopting
measures to better protect the people,
mines, fisheries and hunting grounds of
that portion of the Dominion. Senator
Girard is strongly fortified in his desire
to protect the gaw.e of that section by the
report of Surveyor Ogilvie, whourges the
government not to delay action in that
direction until it is too late.

Senator Abbott has introduced a bill
to amend the Indian act, which abso-
lutely prohibits Indian officials or mis-
sionaries trading or bartering with the
Indians unless by special permission of
the superintendent general of Indian af-
fairs.

Officers of the C. P. R. have been here
during the past week to oppose the
Grand Trunk scheme of extending the
Temiscouata road to Moncton, as it is
understood they do not want any action
taken in this matter by the government
until next session at least. On the other

- |hand the Grand Trunk officials state
| that they are prepared to go on at

once as soon as the subsidy is granted
by the government and their financial
arrangements made in England.

During the last meeting of the railway
committee Sir John A. Macdonald made
an important announcement. In speak-
ing of the Nort! est railway bills, which
were afterwards | oth killed, he said that
he was opposed to the granting of either
of these charters upon the ground that
he desired to see railways built in the
Northwest, and if the committee desired
to frustrate that the easiest way was to
grant charters for competing railways
covering the same district of country.
The moment the charters were granted
the promoters had real or prétended
rights. They thought they had so
much property and their first thought
was how much could they get out
of their charter. The parliament of Can-
ada should lay down a rule that no char-
ter'should be granted without clear and
reasonable evidence of capacity as well
as will to build the railway. If he lived
until next session he would try to work
out a scheme to prevent this kind of deal-
ing with charters which were obtained
for the purpose of being sold. Let the
railways already chartered have a fair
chance in the money market. Of the 71
members of parliament present in com-
mittee only 11 were found opposed to Sir
John's idea in regard to this important
matter.
