Lord Salisbury alluded to the threats 
of the Gladstonians that the House of 
Lords would be abolished. He said that 
the lords would not resist the public 
opinion of their countrymen whenever 
that opinion would be clearly expressed, 
but that to abolish the Ho'use of Lords 
without its own consent would be revo­
lution, and he did not believe that 
the people of Great Britain were pre­
pared to agree to a revolutionary 
method of changing their form of gov­
ernment.

As to the proposed abandonment of 
Egypt advocated by Mr. Gladstone, Lord 
Salisbury said that the commercial inter­
ests of Great Britain owed their suprem­
acy largely to the maintenance of Brit­
ish domination in various parts of the 
world.

If the British possessions abroad were 
to be abandoned and, commercial inter­
ests thereby injured, perhaps to the ex­
tent of general disfavor, how are the 
multitudes now supported by those in­
terests to be kept from starvation? This 
was a question which Gladstonians 
would do well to answer.

Lord Salisbury commented severely 
on Mr. Gladstone’s remark that the Irish 
Protestants were capable of self-defence 
should they be dealt with wrongly by 
an Irish parliament Lord Salisbury 
said that an utterance like this was an 
incitement to civil war.

Halifax, Nov. 24—Public interest in 
the Newfoundland fishery troubles is re­
newed by the determination of the New­
foundland Government, just officially 
expressed to continue the restriction 
placed on Canadian vessels. Many Nova 
Scotia vessels have hitherto visited 
Newfoundland in the winter to purchase 
cargoes of frozen herring for sale in the 
Dominion or the United States. Parties 
interested in the business have been 
anxious to know whether it could be 
continued. As no official information 
could be obtained the provincial govern­
ment were applied to in the hope that 
they could ascertain what the attitude 
of the Newfoundland Government was 
on the subject.

We are 
ij also informed that a Newfoundlander 
I named Whitley, a resident of St. John’s 
I and a member of the Newfoundland 
Government, owns or controls all the 
fishing stands for traps and seines at 
Bonne Espérance, one of the best fishing 
harbors on the Canadian Labrador 
coast. He also fits out a large number 
of fishing stands with supplies which 
his vessels bring from Newfoundland 
and on which he pays no duties. He 
owns eighty large fishing boats and 
employs 150 Newfoundlanders fishing in 
Canadian waters.

“His son is Collector of Customs for 
Newfoundland at Blanc Sablon and col- 

1 lected duties for our fishing vessels on 
the salt and barrels they had en board. 
One of onr vessels, the Cymbeline, Cap­
tain Ritcey, paid duty on salt, etc., no 
part of which was used in their waters 
or landed there. The same salt, etc., 
will be taken to that coast again next 
year and will have to pay the same 
amount of duty over again. Newfound­
land takes the larger part of the

and the past 
fourths of her Labrador fish have been 
taken in Canadian waters. Thus a large 
portion of the fish forced on our market 
this season by Newfoundland was caught 
in our waters.

Now what we ask of our Government 
is that they treat Newfoundland as aha 
has treated us. Canada has the weather- 
gauge in this business and must take 
advantage of it Stop Newfoundland fish 
from entering our markets and prohibit 
them from fishing in onr waters. Noth­
ing short of this will bring the Newfound­
lander to his senses.”

NEW BRUNSWICK HISTORY.
The history of New Brunswick is a 

subject to which much less attention 
has been given than it deserves. Our 
provincial governments, one and all,have 
been extremely negligent in collecting 
and preserving those documents which 
are necessary for the elucidation of the 
history of this country. At the time of 
confederation a vast body of official pa­
pers was sent to England, where they 
will probably lie for another century, 
until some enterprising premier orders 
them to be copied for the purpose of 
being preserved in our provincial archiv- 

While the authorities at Ottawa are 
collecting the materials for the history 
of Canada, in great abundance, we in 
New,Brunswick are doing little or noth­
ing in the same line. We do not believe 
that the library of parliament even con­
tains so much as a fair selection of the 
books that have been published in the 
province, and certainly any one who de­
sires to familiarize himself with the his­
tory of this country will require to seek 
other sources for information than those 
which our public archives can supply.
There is at present a call for the history 
of the loyalists settlements in this prov­
ince, but the material for it does not 
exist except in private collections. If 
the government 20 or 30 years ago had 
appropriated a small sum annually for
the purpose of purchasing old family .

?■available for the purpose of the historian.- 
As things stand at present there is no­
thing of the kind to be had, and any one 
who desires to write the history of 
this country from the beginning 
of the loyalists settlements, not only 
has to do the literary work involved in 
this venture, but wi 11 require also to col­
lect the material as best he can.

tains an area of about 1,000,000 square 
miles which as yet is unexplored and un­
settled. This embraces only the vast 
districts in the north and northwest, no 
account being taken of the great wilder­
nesses in this province, Nova 
Scotia and many of the unsettled dis­
tricts in Quebec and Ontario. Of course a 
considerable portion of this territory 
lies in the far north and is unfit for 
agricultural purposes, but no man knows 
how rich it may be in minerals and 
timber, or how easily it'may be reached 
by water or how readily it may be pen­
etrated by railways. A territory of1,000,- 
000, square miles is equal to more than 
thirty provinces the size of New 
Brunswick and if its capabilities are 
equal to the maintainance of half of our 
prêtent population per square mile, it 
might be peopled by about 6,000,000 per­
sons. There is a field here for explor­
ation quite as interesting as any in the 
world, and one which in the interests of

At session of the Royal Labor yester­
day, Commission, Mr. Wilson secretary of 
the Seaman’s and Fireman’s union, testi­
fied that the condition of the men employ­
ed aboard ship was very unsatisfactory, 
and the abuses to which they are sub^ 
jected call for speedy remedy.

Mr. Wilson also denounced the treat­
ment on Atlantic liners. On the City of 
New York the sailors’ quarters were 
wholly without light and almost without 
air. They were so damp that a pair of 
boots left in the berth two days turned 
green. The quarters set apart for the 
men on the liners are getting worse every 
year, as the necessity for economizing 
space and subordinating everything to 
speed increase.
