The benefits awarded under the Ontario Workmen’s Compensa-
tion Act during the half year ending June 30 amounted to $3,092,998,
as compared with $2.956,547 during the corresponding half of the
year 1923. The compensation for the half year amounted to 2,667
959 and the medieal aid to $425,039.

The number of accidents for the past half year was 28204, of
which 171 were fatal, as against 27,745 for the corresponding half of
1923 of which 169 were fatal. -

The daily average of benefits for the half year was $19,827, and
the average number of cheques issued daily was 609,

During the month of June 4465 accidents were reported, of

which 22 were fatal. The benefits for June amounted to $481,793.
