Portland, Ore., Dec. 19.—The Ore­

gon land fraud cases, which were 
prosecuted in tlte federal courts sev­
eral years ago by Francis J. Heney, 
are about to terminate. Heney is' In 
Portland to-day for the purpose Ot 
bringing the famous cases to a final 
ending.

Those In close touch with the situ­
ation hold to the opinion that a mo­
tion for the dismissal of the cases 
against J. N. Williamson and former 
Congressman Blnger Hermann will be 
made. This Is based on Intimation 
from Heney that he does not Intend to 
remain long In the northwest.

In addition, It le asserted that the 
cases have grown so antiquated due to 
the fact that Heney has made no ef­
fort to try them that the witnesses are 
scattered.

F. P. Mays, J. C. Potter and Will 
Jones were convicted and sentenced to 
pay heavy fines and serve short jail 
sentences. They appealed their cases 
to the court of appeals and lost. 
It Is said they have agreed to pay 
the fines if pardoned. Strong re­
commendations for leniency have been 
made to President Taft by friends' of 
the men, and it is understood that the 
pardons will be granted if Heney does 
not too seriously oppose them.

Clinging to the bottom of his upturned 

canoe, with life nearly extinct owing to 
the length of time he had been exposed to 
the chilly waters of the Strait of Juan de 
Fuca, Kuyoquot Jack, a member of the 
Songheea tribe, was rescued on Saturday 
afternoon from a watery grave by an­
other member of his race, Tom James, 
who at the risk of his own life succeeded 
in getting the drowning man into his canoe 
and resuscitating him. Some time during 
Saturday morning Kuyoquot Jack left the 
reserve on a fishing trip. When around 
tirotchle Ledge he threw his hook and 
line overboard, but when commencing to 
paddle he found that It had become 
tangled in the rocks. In attempting to 
free it the Indian in some manner cap­
sized. He tried to right the canoe, but It 
was too difficult a matter for one man 
In such a strong current, 
strength began to wane he realized that 
the only thing to do was to cling to the 
bottom of the craft.

The strong tide was gradually carrying 
him in the direction of Race Rocks, and 
had assistance not arrived when it did 
Jack would certainly have perished. Tom 
James was at the time trolling for salmon 
some distance off when his attention was 
directed towards a strange object. It at 
first appeared to him as a log, but he 
finally noticed the figure on it. James 
proceeded to the help of his fellow-tribes­
man, who was then over two miles from 
shore, and when he reached the upset 
canoe nothing but the face of the Indian 
remained above Water, and life was fast

London, Dec. 17.—Floods are devas­

tating Immense stretches of country In 
England. The deluge practically haa 
been Incessant since the first of De­
cember, only two- days out of the six­
teen,being without rains.

The fabmerg haVe suffered heavy’ 
losses. Large areas of territory are in­
undated, ana the water, in some parts 
of the country, Is twelve feet deep. In 
many villages houses have been flooded 
and the residents are living In the up­
per storeys. The outlook In the Thames 
vailey is grave. The river in the Hen­
ley district has flooded enormous areas. 
Many residents have been ruined.

A severe gale swept the. coast yester­
day, causing havoc at seaside towns, 
like Worthing, Hastings, Cowes and 
Dover, where sea walls were washed 
away and thousands of tons of sand 
deposited In the streets. Yachts have 
been tossed ashore and several minor 
wrecks are reported. Off Sheerness a 
big naval tender occupied by a hundred 
sailors who -were going ashore on lib­
erty, was capsized and five of them 
were drowned. The others were res­
cued. Much damage has been done by 
the heavy sea at Portsmouth.

Last night the gale increased to a 
hurricane. In the English channel the 
wind reached a velocity of 
miles an hour, 
between France and Dover was sus­
pended. At Dover, where the full force 
of the gale was felt, widespread dam­
age was done to shipping and property 
along the coast No serious marine 
disaster or loss of life at sea has been 
reported.

Along the coast there have been nu­
merous accidents due to the hurricane 
and many thrilling lifeboat rescues. 
Among the seaside resorts. Ilfracombe, 
on the Devon, coast, ten miles from 
Barnstable, suffered most. A tfemend-, 
ous wave swept over the parade, 
flooding the shops along the front and 
the lower portion of the town. Almost 
every seaport from Bristol channel to 
the Thames has suffered damage.

Oft Arklow, on the Irish coast, six 
fishermen were drowned, and at 
Leicester a man was blown from the 
roof of a building and killed.

The late Theodore Lubbe was born In 
Celle, Hanover, Germany, on April 
24th, 1848, and was therefore In his 
62nd year. He left Germany at the age I 
of 18 and came to America. Lopating I 
in New York he, shortly after his 
rival, formed a connection with the 
great fur-dealing firms of Lampton & 
Co., of London, and Martin Bates, of 
New York.

Some thirty years ago he came to 
Victoria as the agent for those firms 
and he had been here since that time. 
He was a big factor in the upbuilding 
of sealing in the days when that in­
dustry was In Its prime, with this port 
as its headquarters.

In the year 1886 he topk the Initiative 
In the formation of the company now 
known as the Esquimalt Waterworks 
company, with the object of developing 
water resources at Goldstream. Hav­
ing no technical knowledge whatever, 
he nevertheless applied himself with 
such success to a study of the science 
of hydraulics that he came to be re­
cognized as one of the most competent 
hydraulic engineers and experts on 
water supply systems on the continent 
of America. The history of the devel­
opment of the holdings of thé company 
at Goldstream, under Mr. Lubbe's 
guiding hand, Is so well known that It 
is unnecessary to state it here.

Mr. Lubbe Is survived by his widow, 
a native daughter of Victoria, formerly 
Miss Houston, and two children, Theo­
dore, who has long been his personal 
assistant In the office, and Miss Lubbe.

G. T. P. steamer Prince George, Cap­
tain Robertson, grounded on the mud 
flats off the north shore, of the Inlet,' 
opposite the old beacon. The stranded 
steamer Immediately got in touch with 
the Point Grey wireless station, report­
ing that she was fast aground.

The Prince George left Seattle on the 
northbound trip at 2.30 o’clock yester­
day afternoon and cleared from Vic­
toria at midnight for this port, being 
scheduled to arrive at 7 a. m. "Owing 
to the thick weather outside the steam­
ship proceeded very cautiously toward 
the Narrows.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 16.—In his 
maiden speech in the senate yesterday 
La Fayette Young, of Iowa, opposed 
the plan of his colleague.

“I charge that New England is drift­
ing to a strange interpretation of the 
square deal when she demands pro.

and free trade for food products.

"I do not believe that the man lives 
who will see the tariff revised and 
"maintained purely on a scientific basis. 
Protection must help all -of us or none. 
It might as well be understood now 
that when protectionists begin to 
quarrel, each trying to ‘beat the_ game,’ 
eventually there will be free trade.

“The tariff Is not perfect, and It 
ought to be revised, as the president 
suggested, each schedule at a time, 
scientifically.”

(Times Leased Wire.)
Leyden, Colo., Dec. 16.—In a desper­

ate fight to save the lives of ten min­
ers entombed In the Leyden mine of 
the Denver Tramway Company, oxygen 
helmeted rescuers to-day entered shaft 
No. 2 and are endeavoring to explore 
the lower levels. Other rescuers, work­
ing with feverish energy are battrlc- 
ing off shaft No. 1 in the hope that they 
may be able to reach the entombed 
men through a .tunnel cqnnecting the 
two shafts at a point nearer the en­
trance than where the explosion oc­
curred.

Though it is believed the men in the 
mine are still alive, the lower workings 
arc filled with gases and deadly fire 
damp. The rescuers are working under 
great difficulties and relatives arid 
friends of the entombed miners tear 
that when those exploring the tunnels J 
finally come to. the passage in which 
the workers are imprisoned, only their 
dead bodies will be found.

Thousand Interests Calling for 
Closer Commercial 

Relations

Washington, D. C„ Dec. 16.—That the 
worst results of arbitration are incal­
culably better than the best efforts ob­
tained through war, and that a per­
manent court of arbitral Justice, not 
of a diplomatic character, Is the Ideal 
for which humanity should strive In 
abolishing war were prevailing senti­
ments of the opening session last bight 
of an. International conference under 
the auspices of the- American Society 
for Judicial Settlement of Interna­
tional Disputes.

War as well as extensive prepara­
tions for it by immense public ex­
penditure, was generally deplored. An­
drew Carnegie, the principal speaker 
of the evening, declared that 70 per 
cent, of the taxes collected by this 
country was spent on war or pensions.

Andrew Carnegie, developing his sub­
ject: "The moral Issue in war” char­
acterized “the appeal to conscience, not 
to the pocket,” as the paramount ques­
tion. He declared the enormous sums 
nations are now spending upon Instru­
ments for war are “ominously exces­
sive," and added that he did not be­
lieve the mere cost of war or the 
greater cost of armaments meant to 
prevent war would prove the most ef­
fective deterrent to war itself.

Mr. Carnegie referred to the newly 
created foundation only briefly, urging 
the American Society for Judicial Set­
tlement of International Disputes, as 
well as other peace organizations, not 
to fail to co-operate with the founda­
tion In its single aim—the abolition of 
war.

Mr. Carnegie praised the idea of a 
world court for the judicial, as 
against the diplomatic settlement of 
International disputes.

i Washington, D. C.. Dec. 16. — The 
United States is not prepared for 
and the Pacific coast is practically de­
fenceless. That, It is learned, 
the substance of the report sent t o 
congress Wednesday by Secretary of 
War Dickinson, In response to a reso­
lution by Representative Maclachlan, 
of California, and was not read be­
cause the document was marked con­
fidential.

That it shows an alarming state of 
upprepardenees, especially on the Pa­
cific coast, is admitted. The report, it 
is declared, says that the country is 
wholly unprepared for war, that there 
is a lack of the proper kind of men in 
the army, that there is a great need of 
guns and ammunition, and an increase 
in mobile force and improvement and 
extension of fortifications for coast de­
fence should be made.

This is the official report, It Is learn­
ed, which General Leonard Wood pre­
pared for the war department, and 
which Secretary Dickinson passed up- 
rib, replying to a resolution asking 
whether the country could withstand 
an invasion on the Pacific coast by an 
Asiatic power. The report, as made by 
General Wood, is said to have answer­
ed "no" very frankly to the question.

Representative Maclachlan, 
resolution was the cause of the prepar­
ation of the document, intends to force 
the publication Of the report if possi­
ble.

This zone is of variable and 
not clearly defined width, but is in 
places several hundred feet across, and 
runs through an argelllte formation, 
conforming, at least very nearly, to 
both the strike and dip of the ax gel - 
lite. "Within this zone the argelllte has 
been more or less crushed, and pre­
sents, when cemented together by the 
quartz-vein matter, a brecciated mass. 
Within the zone there are a number of 
comparatively sriiall felsitic dykes, run­
ning with the fissure, apparently Injec­
tions after the formation of the fissure, 
add these dykes seem to be present 
wherever important" mineralization has 
taken place. Through this general zone 
of crushing, siliceous infiltration has 
taken place, the solution naturally fol­
lowing certain channels which the 
crushing had rendered more open— 
lines of least resistance to the flow of 
the solution—and these channels of 
silicification now form the quartz veins 
in which the mineral is found.'’

"Mr. Robertson says the Portland 
Canal district cannot as yet be taken as 
proven, for although prospecting has 
been going on for years, the majority of 
claims staked have not, and could not 
have been given sufficient development 
in the last two years to prove their 
value. Only two or three of the older 
claims have done serious development, 
and of these, at least one property has 
shown by such that ore is present In 
quantity and quality sufficient to jus­
tify its being called a mine, and to 
guarantee extraction from present de­
velopment for at least two years. On 
other properties where the actual de­
velopment is slight, the work done by 
Nature has exposed such an amount of 
minera! as to give considerable hope 
for future "development. Other extracts 
from the report read as follows:

“Portland inlet and its inner exten­
sion, known as Portland Canal, form 
a great continuous fiord or arm of the 
sea, extending from the Pacific

The defenceless state of the Pacific 
coast, he said, was a matter of com­
mon knowledge to those "who had stud­
ied conditions there, hut he did not be­
lieve the country at large realized that 
a foreign enemy could be landed which 
could destroy communication with the 
east and hold the states west of the 
Rocky mountains for months before 
the rest of the country could make any 
attempt to dislodge the invaders.

Other congressmen, Including Rich­
mond P. Hobson, of Alabama, who is 
an exponent of naval expansion, agree 
that further concealment of the facts 
in the case would be criminal.

It is to correct this condition that he 
hopes «ngress will provide ways and 
means, and it is to call the matter to 
the attention of congress officially that 
the report was asked for.

BuHtin State of 

1 Oregon

(Times Leased Wire.) New York, Dec. 16.—A unique exhibi­
tion, devoted to inventions to prevent the 
loss of life, is being held in the rooms of 
the Engineers’ Club.

The exhibition is called the “American 
Museum of Safety,” and represents the 
nucleus of a plan to make the scheme per­
manent. Many other countries have al­
ready adopted the plan, the primary ob­
ject of which is to stimulate manufactur­
ers into adopting devices that will prevent 
accidents in many lines of trade.

The exhibition is under the supervision 
of William H. Tolman, who has declared 
that fifty per cent, of the accidents that 
cause loss of life could have been avoided.

One of the principal exhibits, and one 
which excites great interest, is a complete 
milk pasteurization plant in miniature, 
built along the lines advocated by Nathan 
Straus, whose charitable endeavors have 
saved the lives of thousands of infants. A 
feature of this exhibit is a working model 
of a machine that will wash 10,000 milk 
bottles in two hours.

The large room given over to the ex­
hibit is crowded with all sorts of devices 
to be used In saving lives. A self-releas­
ing door latch, whereby a child by press­
ing a brass rod can let itself out of a flat 
In case of fire, is another feature.

The many fatalities recorded In fires, 
whereby men have been killed by enter­
ing gas filled cellars, have caused the in­
venting of a gas-proof suit and helmet, 
Which is provided with a compressed air 
tank. There is another device, not quite 
so elaborate as the former, to be used by 
men forced to enter sewers or cçnduits 
which may contain deadly gases.

An arrangement whereby a man clean­
ing the inside of a boiler can work with­
out having to fear that he may be penned 
up and scalded to death, is also shown.

Various appliances are also shown for 
the prevention of mine and powder ex­
plosions.

“Seldom in British Columbia has the 
truth been so clearly demonstrated as 
at Stewart, that the value of an ore- 
body is dependent upon the facility of 
getting its contents to market, and 
still more seldom have the facilities 
■beep so quickly obtained.' It is as yet 
too early in the development to say 
whether the ore occurs in chutes, 
chimneys, or some other form, but the 
tunnel workings of the Portland Canal 
Mining Company have demonstrated 
that the 'Jrqty-ore,’ first proved on the 
surface, extends downward along a de­
fined pitch’ which would seem to 
mark the northern end of an ore-chute, 
whjle the tunnels have not. as yet at 
their faces reached the limit of the 
body of ’pay-ore’ to the south. By the 
terms ‘ore-chute’ it is not Intended to 
imply a body of solid ore, but a por­
tion of the length of the vein suffici­
ently heavily mineralized tp be profit­
ably workable."

(From Saturday’s Dally.)
The Lampson street school house 

was crowded yesterday afternoon when 
the annual breaking-up for the Christ­
mas holidays was held with a long and 
much enjoyed programme of events by 
the scholars, and speeches by Principal 
B. MacDlarmld, A. Coles, secretary of 
the Esqulmalt school board ; H. D. 
Helmcken, K. C ; John Jardine, M.P.P.,1 
and Dr. Alex. Robinson, superintendent 
of education.

Owing to the lengthy programme the 
speeches were short, the principal 
speaking after the classes had opened 
the afternoon With ‘The Maple Leaf." 
Mr. MacDlarmld shortly referred to 
the^ new school building and the site 
on which It is built, saying they were 
both equal to the best In the province, 
with the exception of a commodious 
assembly hall, the need for which was 
shown by the attendance crowding into 
the main hall, on the stairways and 
other points of vantage. The principal 
welcomed the visitors, said he was 
pleased at having In his care such a 
fine body of children, and then Intro­
duced A. Coles, the secretary of the 
Esquimau board.

Mr. Coles said:
Ladies and Gentlemen, both young 

and old, as secretary of the school 
board It is with both pleasure and 
pride that I rise to endorse most sin­
cerely the hearty welcome just extend­
ed by the principal. upon an occasion 
so notable as the present.

I use "notable" advisedly, for the 
ceremony in which we are taking part 
tOcday marks a distinct step forward 
In the history of the district of Esqui­
mau, and is moreover a most gratify­
ing proof of the wonderful development 
which has taken place In this beautiful 
section during the past few years. The 
children of to-day are the citizens of 
to-morrow and, when one considers 
that the growth of the Juvenile popu­
lation of this district has been such as 
to Imperatively demand the erection 
of the commodious and well-equipped 
building which we are to-day opening 
In the noble cause of education, I 
think I am doing no more than voicing 
the sentiments of every resident here 
present when I express the pride which 
I feel.

There are a couple of points upon 
which I will briefly touch. The first Is 
In reference to this splendid building- 
itself. Both designer and contractor 
are to be congratulated upon the way 
In which they, have carried out the 
work of erection of what I may fairly 
claim to - be by ho means "the least 
among those temples of education 
which adorn our fair province. One 
th'.ng only appears to have been over­
looked, and it Is of sufficient Import­
ance to deserve mention here. I refer 
to the absence of lavatory conveni­
ences. These should be provided, 
equipped and appointed upon a scale 
commensurate with the generally ex­
cellent plan of the bunding. I am sure 
that no more Is needed than that the 
attention of the authorities should be 
drawn to It, to ensure a prompt remedy 
for what was doubtless an accidental 
oversight In a very important matter.

My second and concluding Item is to 
remind you that the provincial govern­
ment, while providing this magnificent 
building for the education of the youth 
of this district, has not overlooked 
adequate provision of that human ele­
ment without which the main purpose 
of its construction could not be worth­
ily fulfilled. I refer to the staff of 
teachers, those In whose hands lies the 
grand and responsible duty of mould­
ing the minds of the growing genera­
tion In such wise that they shall arrive 
at years of maturity well equipped for 
the battle of life and in every way 
fitted to be worthy and useful citi­
zens.

It Is with much gratification that I 
feel, as do we all. that In the staff of 
ladles and gentlemen who will carry 
out the great work of education with­
in these walls, we have a teaching 
force which, for capability, efficiency 
and whole-hearted devotion to Its noble 
work, is second to none In this prov­
ince.

H Dallas Helmcken, K.C., who was 
called on to speak In place of Dr 
Young, who Had written his apologies 
for not attending, gave the principal 
five books for presentation In the 
school. Thé 'principal promised that 
these would be put up for competition, 
one In each room Of the school, during 
the coming term. •

Mr. Helmcken took the children Into 
his confldehce and told them an inter­
esting Christmas and Santa Claus 
story, which was greatly enjoyed'and 
heartily applauded.

The superintendent of education said 
he had always taken great Interest In 
the Eequlmalt school. He had been 
connected with education for about 11 
years but he had not before beén pres­
ent at an Eequlmalt school breaking 
up. Therefore the principal might take 
his presence perhaps as a complement. 
He referred to the time the school was 
built and made reference to the neces­
sity for rebuilding portion of It. There 
are three and one-half acres of ground 
and six class-rooms. He thought It 
advisable to- vary the school work with 
afternoons such as all present were 
then enjoying, and In closing said the 
frosted windows of the school should 
be altered. The frosting should be 
taken off.

After the programme of Christmas 
songs had been gone through the pro­
ceedings terminated with the National 
Anthem.

company ordered to pay a fine of 6300, 
by Superior Judge Mitchell Gilliam, 
late yesterday.

The sentences were the result of ci­
tations for contempt of court issued by 
Judge Gilliam.

The case grew out of a traction 
company fight waged between the 
people of Duwamlsh Valiev. Just out­
side of Seattle, and the Stone-Webster 
Interests, street railway 
known locally as the Jacob Furth con­
cern. The Duwamalsh residents are 
all working people, most of them em­
ployed in Seattle. They refused to pay 
a higher fare, claiming that the raised 
rates, In most cases, made It Impossible 
for them to work in the city and live in 
their suburb, where the majority of 
them own homes.

The state railroad commission de­
clared tfie rates excessive.

Cars were stalled nightly, and people 
were ejected by the company's bounc­
ers. The company finally procured 
temporary 
Judge Gilliam’s court, the people being 
restrained from refusing to leave cars 
on non-payment of fares.

The Seattle Star criticised the court 
for this action, stating that whenever 
"men clashed with dollars" the usual 
practice was for courts to- aid "dollars” 
with the Injunction. The citations for 
contempt of court followed, the court 
holding that Inasmuch as the Injunc­
tions had not been made permanent, 
the Duwamlsh cases were pending and 
were not, under the law, permitted to 
be criticised until closed.

During the Interval between the ci­
tation of the editors and their trial 
yesterday the Star continued daily Its 
attacks on the use of the injunction. 
Regarding the contempt of 
charge the Star argued that only con­
tempt shown in open court should be 
punished, that no court should punish 
a newspaper for publication of the 
truth, and that if the articles were not 
true, the court already had a remedy 
In the libel and criminal laws.

After passing sentence Judge Gilliam 
released Managing Editor Allen on his 
own recognizance, but remanded his 
superior, Editor Sanders, 
tody of the sheriff. = *

Owing to technical delays in arrang­
ing his bond, Sanders is occupying 
quarters In Jail.

The cases against the editors and 
the Star were all appealed, 
editors say the cases will be carried to 
the highest court possible in an 
deavor to bring the use of the injunc­
tion and contempt of court Into Judi­
cial disrepute, and declare that the 
Star will not cease its criticisms of the 
measures.

The Duawamish people are .holding 
meetings and Have offered support to 
the Star.

CONDEMNED MAN TESTIFIES.

Gives Evidence at Trial of Woman
Accused of Complicity-In Murder.

Portland, Ore., Dec. 17.—Jessie P. 

Webb, under sentence of death for the 
murder of William Johnson; took the 
stand Iff Judge Morrow’s court yester­
day in an effort to clear Mrs. Carrie 
Kersh, on trial for complicity In the 
Grand Central hotel murder.

As in the woman’s previous trial, 
Webb said that he killed Johnson with 
a slug shot which he alleged Johnson 
had attempted to "slug” him with a 
few seconds previous to the commis­
sion of the crime.

"Tawney has fought every movement 
for developing the national defence 
since I have been in congress and is 
now preparing to fight trie recommen­
dation of the administration to fortify 
the Panama canal

"Tawney is responsible for the pres­
ent utter lack of preparedness and 
naturally he will go to extremes to pre­
vent the fact from becoming known.”

Congressman Humphreys of Wash­
ington, disagrees with Tawney’s 
view that the effort to get better coast 
defence and an Increased army Is 
"jingoism."

“A foreign foe—for Instance. Japan— 
could land an Invading force at Bel­
lingham, on Puget Sound, without 
coming within 15 miles of a gun,” said 
Humphreys.

WIRELESS AT PORT STANLEY. SEES HALCYON DAYS 
AGAIN FOR ROSSLAND

POSIT! OF DESTRUCTIVE BLAZE. CAMPAIGN AGAINST 
COAST MOONSHINERS

Port Stanley, in the Falkland Islands, 
often serves as a port of refuge for 
sailing ships which have suffered mis­
hap in the South Atlantic. The need of 
telegraphic communication between 
the Falklands and Punta Arenas 
(Straits of Magellan), has long been 
felt by a certain section of the ship­
ping community. W. R. Allardyce, the 
governor of the Falkland Islands, Is 
at present in England, and was re­
cently waited upon by a representa­
tive deputation of shipping men who 
are anxious that a wireless telegraph 
station shall be erected at the Falk­
lands. The governor of the Falkland 
Islands Intimated to the deputation 
that It would entail considerable ex­
pense to erect a wireless station at the 
islands. What support would the ship­
owners be willing to give to the pro­
ject? The deputation thereupon unan- 
lmôuly agreed to a resolution urging 
upon his Majesty's government the ad­
visability forthwith of installing a 
wireless telegraphy station at the Falk­
land Islands.

Department Store at Tacoma Wiped Out— 
Lose Estimated at More Than 

$100,000.

Tacoma, Wash., Dec. 17.—McCormack 
Bros’, big department store at Fifteenth 
and Pacific avenue was wiped out by fire 
about midnight. The lose Is practically 
complete, and except for a few thousand 
dollars’ worth of stock in the warehouse 
the business of the firm was completely 
wiped out.

Manager Burke said to-day that It is 
impossible to estimate the loss either on 
stock or in Christmas business.

A Supreme court action to prevent 
the defendant using a similar name to 
that of the plaintiff, General Appraisal 
Company, is being tried by Mr. Justice 
Gregory, in Which the plaintiff claims 
that a former employee named Bush, 
after being four years emplyed by the 
firm at Seattle, went into business on 
his own account in June, 1910, com­
mencing business in Washington state, 
and Seattle particularly, as the 
Standard Appraisal Company, and later 
incorporated in British Columbia as 
the General Appraisal Company, Ltd.

Pekin, Dec. 16.—The offer of the 

United States to provide a financial 
expert to advise the Chinese govern­
ment regarding the handling of the 
$50,000,000 railroad Joan now being ne­
gotiated by China from American 
bankers, and to assist in other work 
of the greatest importance to the com­
mercial interests of both countries, was 
flatly rejected by China to-day. It is 
understood that a suspicion that Presi­
dent Taft’s real motive in arranging 
for tile loan and the appointment of a 
financial mentor is a selfish one, was 
responsible for the rejection.

The action came as a great surprise, 
as President Taft In his message to 
congress a week ago stated that the 
loan negotiations practically were com­
pleted, and the appointment of an ad­
visor to China an assured fact.

What effect the action of the Chinese 
government will have on the many 
financial deals between this country 
and China, now pending, is not known.

The $50,006,000 loan, known as the 
Chian-Chow' loan, which was to be used 
in the construction of the proposed 
Chian-Chow-Aigun railway, is about 
ready for some sort of a definite move 
by the parties involved. Other Chinese 
railroads, it has been planned, are to 
be built with American money, and it 
Is feared that the attitude of the Pekin 
government may bring negotiations to 
a stop.

The loan was to be used also by 
China. In reforming the Chinese cur­
rency system. A preliminary agreement 
already had been reached, and it was 
a disagreement over the final ratifica­
tion of the terms of the loan that 
brought about to-day’s action.

The deceased gentleman was widely 
known, not only as the head of one of 
the foremost engineering firms in Can­
ada, but as an expert in his profession, 
and his services were frequently re­
quisitioned where some momentous de­
cision had to be arrived at. During a 
visit to Victoria a year ago, Mr. Galt 
Inspected the Smith’s Hill reservoir 
with the idea of solving the problem of 
what caused the leakage in the big 
basin, and he expressed the opinion 
that with time the defencts would pass 
away of their own accord. Recent ex­
periments on the part of the city en­
gineer have rather tended to support 
that theory.

The late Mr. Galt leaves but one 
child, a daughter, aged 12 years. His 
wife predeceased him one year ago.

The Adelaide ’met splendid weather 
nearing the cape and Capt. Lindgren 
sent the crew to work to- remove all 
the woodwork with which she was bar­
ricaded to withstand the hardships of 
the passage, so that when she docked
