KING OSCAR SEVERS
_CONNECTION WITH COUNTIY

He' eclines the Offer - of Throne to
Prince of the House of Ber=
nadotte.

Stockholm, Oct. 27.—King Oscar has
definitely and formally declined the offer
of the Norwegian throne to the honse of
Berndrdotte and in a letter to the presi-
dent of the storthing ﬁnally severs his
econnection with Norway. The letter fol-
lows:

“After havinggin the name of Sweden,
recogiized Norway as:.a state'¢omplefely
separated- from Sweden, I beg to inform
you of my decision to relinquish the
crown of Norway which, notwithstand-
ing all my good intentions, has given me
in the course of years s0 maay bifter
cares. Moreover, I could no longer wear
it to the benefit of the country now that
the legal decision of the storthing has
rendered illusory even thé “suspensive
vote of king. But I desire only the wel-
fare of the country and the nation to-
wards which 1 have entertained a sincere
affection ever since my youth and to the
happiness of which it has always been
my earnest desire to contribute so long
as the means to that end could:be recon-
ciled with the duties entailed by my
position as king of both- countries of the
Scandinavian peninsula.

“In view of the turn the mutual rela-
tions between the two countries have
taken, I cannot think it would be con-
ducive to the happiness of either Sweden
or Norway that a prince of my house
should accept in election to be King of
Norway. Assuredly there would not fail
to arise in both countries a feeling of
ditsrust which would operate, as much
against him as me. This distrust might
only too easily become an obstacle to the
improvement -of the mutual sentiments
of the two nations, unfortunately separ-

ated henceforth, whereby I hope to see
pacific relations assured between them
| in a not too distant future. I cannot

therefore accept.the storthing’s offer.

“I then, with all my heart, thank those
| who during my reign of 33 years have
| faithfully served me, and Norway, and
who may even now entertain affection
for their former king. In mow bidding
them farewell, I cherish sincere good
wishes for them.”

Maxrtial Law.

Kharkoff. Russia, Oct. 28.—There was
a great demonstration at the burial to-
day of the 15 victims of the recent riot-
ing, but the students and workmen pre-
served order.

people fundamental civil liberties, includ-
ing free speech.

The welcome  tidings reached St.
Petersburg shortly before 8 o’clock this
evening. Count Witte had spent the day
with the Emperor ‘at Peterhof going
over the final draft of the manifesto to
which he insisted that certain . minor
modifications be made, and before faking
the train for St, Petersburg he tele-
phoned to a friend that the Bmperor had
affixed his signature, and that the Im-
perial mandate comprising the conditions
upon which he agreed to accept the office
was in his pecket. These include free-
dom of gpeech, the right of assembly and
the immunity of the person, including
the right of haveas corpus.

ANTIJAP LEGISLATION,

An Explanation Regarding the Disalidw-
ance of British Columbia Acts.®

Ottawa, Oct, 28.—In regard to the dis-
sllowance of anti-Japanese bills from
British Celumbia twice the government
makes the following explanation:

On April 218t the department of state
recefved two eopies pf the public and pri-
vate acts of British Columbia, 1905.
“These bills were designated as Nos, 61,
81 and 85, and were disaflowed on 28th
April. Aceordingly four menths. later
bound yolumes were received here, and
it was found that the numbers above
mentioned had been changed, and were
cited as chapters 28, 30 and 36. To pre-
vent any quibbiing over the disallowanee
of 28th April, because of the change in
the figures by British Oolumbia, the
Minister of Justice recommended that
they be disallowed, defining the chapters
as numbered in the bound volume.

The British Columbia government is
so much sattached to freak legislation
that it might dx«pute the first disaliow-
ance although it is mot imagined here
that the figares were changed by the
Jocal government for any such purpose.

Smallness of Business Due to Incapacity
of Railways to Handle the
Grain.

Ottawa; QOect: 21.—With the fall there
comes the anpual complaing of the scar-
city of ears for the transport of Can-
ada's wheat' t¢ the seaboard, and this
taken in “eonjunetion with the publiea-
tion in a recent number of the Trade and
(Comamerce Weekly Report. containing a
letier from Mr. McNamara, commerciai
agent at Manchester, England, affords a
very instructive study.

Mr. McNamara quotes the report of the
3ritish Board of Agricultare for 1904,
just published, in which it is stated ofli-
cially that during the.dast two years the
amount of arable land in, the United
Kingdom has decreased from 19,344,000
acres to 18.978,000. a decerase of 366,000.
Of this decrease 259,000 acres was in land
devoted to the growth of corn crops. and
the English. report uses the word ‘“‘corn”
where & Canadian report . would use
“grain.”

In the cultivation of wheat, howevyer,
the report shows a most important de-
erease, saying:

“The decrease of the wheat area of

Great Britain in 1904 compared with
the previous year amounted to as much
as 13 per cent., the acreagze uunder this
cereal falling to 1,375.28% acres. which
is the smallest area ever recorded. The

Lowest Point

to which the cultivation of what has been
previously reduced was in 1895, when
1,417,483 acres were returned.

“The estimated total produce of the
wheat crop of the United Kingdom in
1904, as shown by the board of trade re-
turns. was 4,740,000 imperial quarters,
or '37.920.000 bushels. The total quanti-
ty of wheat imported into the United
Kinkdom from foreign countries during
the same period amounted to 12,924,567
imperial quarters, or 108,396,536 bushels,
of which the amount jmported from
British colonies and possessions was 9-,
981350 imperial quarférs, or 79,130,800
bushels.”

Australia’s‘'Agreement With Eastern Ex-
tension Co. Has Exposed Pacific Cable
to Damaging Competition,

Ottawa, Sept. 25.—Sir Sandford Flem-
ing has ‘proposed, .in a recent issue of
The Empire Review, that the spare time
of ;the Pacific cable, of which it has
every day nearly twenty-four hours,
should be utilized in part by the trans-
mission of press telegrams on a large
scale, This really, is a part of his gen-
eral plan for the girding of the world by
a system of state-owned cables, of which
the Pacific cable is to be the first link.
He adopts the recent suggestion that.an
Imperial “intelligence department” be
devised, to farnish the newspapers of
the Empire with ‘“‘accurate information
and unbiased opinions on al subjects of
general interest.”  Sir Sandford Flem-
ing’s corollary -to this proposal is that
the state cables by working two hours
a day could transmit from 10,000 to 12,-
000 words a week, or from 1,500 to 2,000
words daily. Translated into-newspaper
standards 'of measurement,: this would
mean from a column and a half to two
c¢olumns a day. Apparently Sir Sand-
ford Fleming's idea i that this volume
should be attained when ' the  several
British nations are in a position to ex-
change information, so that Canadian
papers would be in receipt of dispatches
sent by state-owned cables from Great
Britain, Australasia, South Africa and
India. He can hardly mean to send this

But when the Commonwealth agree-
ment came to be scrutinized, two extra-
ordinary facts became evident.

1. The agreement does not automatic-
ally cease and determine at the expiry
of ten years, It must run for ten years;
when that period is ended it will con-
tinue indefinitely unless the Australian
government by a distinct executive act
terminates it; to bring it to an end two
vears’ notice is required.

2. 1f the government does abrogate it,
the new South Wales agreement revives.
The explanation put forward by the
Commonwealth government was that it
was buying out perpetual rights in one
state by granting ten year rights in all.
In reality, it has given ten year rights
in all states of the Commonwealth, a
chance of the quiet continuance of these
rights ‘for all time, and a revision of the

ﬁdi‘e{xl b

perpetnal rights in the original state.
The Commonwealth agreemént has r.\ot
eeq -finplly, coucluded. It must receiye
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the sanction of the Australian parlia-
ment. The assent of the House of
Representatives has bheen given, but in
deference to the objections from Canada,
the matter was hung up in the senate,
awaiting the holding of the cable confer-
ence. That took place last August. In
its report, the conference declares that
its members “consider it of the utmost
importance that the date of the termina-
tion of the agreement should be. settled
now, and not be left for decision in
1913.” . The arrangement, the confer-
ence urged, should be amended so as to
read: “This agreement shall remain in
force until the 31st day o<f Oectober,
1913, and no longer.” Further, an ex-
press provision, excluding any revival of
the New South Wales agreement should
be insertetd in the agreement before it
is ratified. It will be interesting to see
what heed is paid to these most reason-
able requests. For the rest, the confer-
ence urged that the Pacific 'Cable board
embark on an active campaign of com-
peting for business. It should commend
itself to Australians, for its advent has
reduced cabling rates enormously. The
threat of it brought them down from
9s. 4d. to a lower figure; its arrival ef-
fected a further reduction to 3s. Thus
it saved the public four or five million
dollars in 1904 ~Toronto News.

ANCIENT DRAW

GS FOUND.

Important Discovery in Album -Belong-
ing to Late Queen Viectoria: -

Paris, Octaber 25.—At the last meet-
l ing of the Academy of Inscriptions and
Literature, M. Leopold Delisle announced
that the drawings which were used for
the frontispieces of the manuscripts of
the “Antiquities” by Flavius Josephus,
the Jewish historian, have been found
at Windsor inan album presented to the
late Queen Victoria by Sir Thomas Phil-
lips.

The manuscripts of the “Antiquities,”
to which the drawings belong, are those
of  which the illumination was done in
the time of Louis XI. The manuseripts
were copied for the Duc de Berry. The
old-time artist who did the illuminated
work was Jean Fouquet, the painter of
Tours. The firsi volume of the “Anmti-
quitites” copied was for “the Duc de
Berry, son of Charles X, and grandson
of Louis XIV., who was assassinated by
Louvel in 1820, may be found in the
rrench National Library.” It is one of
the chief treasures of the manuscript de-
partment.

The second volume was, it is said, sold
in London some years ago.

“The site is approximately 1,500 feet
from the pest office as the c¢row flies, and
may be readily reached by the Allison
road. As the demands of traffic in-
crease a bridge can be throewn across the
Similkameen, which would be the short-
est connection possible. Another plan
already suggested is to have a combined
railway and traffic bridge.

“There are fifteen acres of the land ac-
quired for station purposes. It touches
the river on the north and lies west of
the disused Indian reserve, Being that por-
tion of land forming the second bench
from the river on the east boundary sof
the Vermilien- Forks Company’s townsiteé
property and about ' twenty-five feet
above high water in the river. “The land
is admirably adapted for the purposes
required, and will need little grading.
Considerable down and standing timber
rémains, but fire, dynamite and the
brawny arm of ythe woodman will soon
remove these surface impediments. It is
net definitely known if the land will be
cleared this fall or early next spring.

“Fhe site of the station with its acces-
cories of side tracks, round house and
coal bins, is not far trom the Vermillion
Forks Company’s coal mine, now ' in
operation. If Princeton is made a di-
visional point, which is likely, it being

" abouf the same distanee from Vancouver

as North Bend on the €. P. R., addi-
tiomal spacs Svill be reguired for work-
shops and gerater yard accommodation.
The perament location of the V., F. M.
Companry’s coal workings when finally
determined by a double compartment
shaft, will not be far removed from the
site,

“At a mederate estimate the coal re-
qitired for railwdy purposes alone . will
amount fo two hundred tons daily, be-
sides local demands and probably the
markets of Vancouver and Spokane will
draw from this source also. However
large the demand the supply is adequate.

“It is understood that the right-of-way
from Keremeos to Princeton is about all
bowght, that remaining will be paid for
when title is perfect. No attempt af
holdup has been reported, so that the
letting of eontracts miay be expected at
any tinte. ¥f the winter should prove
favorable and Iaborers plentiful contract-
ots Wwill opénr up new work. A large
force of men will be required in and
about Princeton not only for grading but
for the erection of station buxldmgs and

“Laying of steel to Midway will be
finished this week. In some places west
of Midway the rock cufs are very heavy
and will slightly delay tracklaying.
From Oroville to the inteynational Bound-
ary line the grading, with the exception
of the big tunnel and three heavy cuts,
will be completed about the middle eof
November. On the conservative estimate
of a railroad confractor who has been
over the greater part of the V., V. & E.
route, steel will be laid fo Keremeos by
August Ist next year, and to Princeton
by the end of November. The road as
far east as Hope from Cloverdale will be
graded mext fall. The gap between
Hope and Pirnceton will take a year, as
the mountain werk on the west slope of
the Hope range is exeeptionally heavy.
A grade of eight-tenths ecan be found
this side of the summit of the mountains,
on the other side slightly less than two
per cént. will be found.

“The unmistakable evidence of faith in
the permanency of Princeton and its
prospect of becoming a city in the not
far distant future are the contemplated
enterprisés. On the very day that the
station was located Julius Ehrlich, of
the wealthy P. Burns Co., made choice
of a site for a large and up-to-date brew-
éry, work on which will begin as soon as
a4 wire éan be received. Initial expendi-
tdre on plant., buildings and land will
amount to §20,000. P. Poulier, brew-
adtér from Germany, is here to super-
ftfitend construction of the building and
installation of machinery. A company
i¢ formed to establish waterworks and
provide electric light, while buildings for
business and residential purposes long
held in abeyance will be erected. It is
not Primceton alone that will partake of
this great epoch-making progress—Fair-
view, Ashnola, Keremeos, Tulameen
City, Olalla. Granite, Hedley, Allison,
Centeronimo and Similkameen City, all
will share in the good fortune following
railway construction and the develop-
ment of vast mineral resources.”

“The works of this company will be
located at Swanson Bay, which is on
the Mainland coast, opposite Princess
Royal Island. ILeases are held of 84,-
000 acres of the best kind of wood for
pulp purposes, and censiderable prelim-
inary work has been done. At Swanson
Bay is a water power which has no su-
perior on the coast, and in. the immedi-
ate vicinity of the works 500 acres have
been laid out as a townsite.

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The Frank (Alberts) paper announces
that the zine smelter of the Cawadian
Metal Company under coustruction there
and now nearing completion—that- is,
as to the original plant—is destined to
be of vastly greater impertance to the
community and to the miming industry
of the west than has hitherto been
dreamed of, highly as that importance
has been estimated. For the reason
that with the plant mot yet quite
ready for operantions, the volume of busi-
ness v gight is so great that the eom-
pany has deeided to enlarge the eapaeity
of the works te more than double that
originally placmed amd in consequence,
when the plant is finally ecompleted,
Frank will not only have the first zime
smelter in Canads, but the most mod-
erg and up to date as well as the largest
institution of the kind on the American
contivent,

The decision of the eompany to in-
crease the capacity of the smelter was
announced by Genergl Manager J. C, C.
Fernaw, who returned a few days ago
from British €Columbia, where he. has
been for some time completing -the ne-
gotiations for the acquisition by his
company of the Pilot Bay smelter and
the Blue Bell mine in addition to the
mines previously acquired at Ainsworth.

While in the Kootenays Mr. Fernau
was joined by Messrs, Edward Riondel
and O. Liegart on their return from
Goldfields, and a conference was held.
It was recognized that with the ore the
company would produce from its own
mines and the large volume of custom
business Mr. Fernau had received as-
surances of from other Kootenay mines
thte capacity of the initial plant would
be entirely inadequate. The decision to
enlarge was made and Mr. Fernan and
his associates eame to Frank, orders
for the propesed emlargement were is-
sued to works marager Jomes the day
of their arrival here and Monday morn-
ing the work was started. The clear-
ing of the ground for the added plant
i now in progress amd within a few
days the Iaying of the foundations will
be under way.

The plans for the enlargement of the
stelter contemplate the exrension of
the main building 200 feet on the west
end and 120 feet on thewseast end which
will give the main building a total
length of 670 feet. This will give room
for seven more furnaces or a total espac-
ity ‘of 3,000 retorts and six more roast-
ers or a total of ten. It will consider-
ably more than double the eapacity of
the present plant and, as stated, when
completed the contbined works will con-
stitute the largest zin¢ smelting works
on the continent.

The enlargement will involve the con-
struction of another great flue like the
one already built which runs nearly 3,000
feet up the mountain and the mountain
top will be crowned by two gigantic
steel stacks instead of one. The con-
struction of the addition to the plant will
be in all respects similar to that now
built, being entirely of stone, bfick and
steel.

The Pilot Bay smelter is to be- reno-
vated and refitted for coneentrating and
will have a magnetic separator for en-
larging zine ores 'containing foo much
iron. It will also operate a lead stack
and roasting furnaces and the bulk of
the lead ores will be treated there, only
enough being brought here to supply
the amount required to mix with the
zine ashes.

With the final completion of the works
mow provided for and the ultimate ma-
terialization of its plans the ensemble
of the Canadian Smelting Company’s
equipment will probably be the most
complete of any concern of the kind in
existence. It will operate mines of its
own which will supply a large portion
of the ore for its smelter; with the ac-
quisition of the Pilot Bay smelter it will
ave & plant with a water haul for
all crude ore, for shipment to the smelfer
here for final treatment, thus reducing
to & minimum the freight charge; it
| will have its own smelter, and, finally,
will operate its own colliery, by reason
of which eoal will be delivered immedi-
ately from the coal mine into the works
at a price no other zinc works can en-
joy and at a cost no greater than if it
had natural gas for fuel,

While the mines of the company will
furnish a considerable portion of the ore
treated by the smelter, the plant was
built in the first instance for the treat-
ment of custom: ores and that intention
will be adhered to and the plant will be
so complete that the company will buy
ores of any description exeept copper.

The importance to Frank, of the metal
company’s decision to enlarge the smel-
ter will be very great, as, whereas the
original plans contemplated the employ-
ment of about 75 men when the plant
should be in operation, the institution
will now afford employment to some-
thing like 200 mew when it shall be in
full operation and the volume of busi-
ness that will be done through Frank
by reason of the location of the smelter
here, will be very greatly increased.

VANCOUVER ASSIZES.

Number of Cases Disposed of at Fall
Sitting.

The fall assizes at Vancouver opened
on Tuesday, Mr. Justice Morrison pre-
siding. The grand jury brought in a true
bill against Joseph Demar charged with
shooting with intent to kill W. Dunbar
at Shoal Bay. R. L. Reid, who was
present to defemd the prisoner, entered a
plea of guilty, but at the same time
made a strong argument for elemency on
the ground that the man was erazed with
drink. He showed that it was admitted
that there was no malice between Demar
and anyone else, and when he came to
his semnses he had willingly given himself
up to the police. Deputy Attorney-Gen-
eral Maclean concurred in Mr. Reid’s
plea. His Lonrdsnip said he would eon-
i sider what Mr. Reid had said. and in the
meantime would reserve sentence. At
the opening of the afternoon session the
grand jury returned with true bills in the
cases of Rex vs. Godden, and in the Neil-
son case on the second and third counts,
but with no bill on the first count. This
discharged Neilson for wounding with in-
tent to kill and left him to face the
charges of shooting to kill and theft. The
prisouner pleaded not guilty. After hear-
ing the evidence the jury returned a ver-
dict of not guilty on the charge of shoot-
ing with intent to kill, but guilty on the
charge of theft. His Lordship reserved
sentence.

The case of forgery against Joe Gol-
den was the first to be taken up in the
Assize court on Wednesday, The jury
returned a verdict of not guilty, and Gol-
den syas at once liberated. The case of
Dan Bowser, charged with shooting a
Japanese, T. Oura, with intent to do
grievous -bodily harm on August 12th
last at Steveston, was then taken up.
In this ecase the jury also returned a
verdict of not guilty. Frank Thompsen,
alias ““Spot” Thompson, was arraigned
on three separate charges.
theft of a fishing boat and nets from A.
Fitts in Vancouver in October, 1904;
second, for being found in Steveston in
July last with skeleton keys and other
burglar tools in his possession; third, for
attempting to break out of gaol in
Steveston on the same day. He- plead
not -guilty of the theft of a beat, but
pleaded guilty of having burglar’s tools
in his possession, and of breaking gaol.

A largely attended meeting of the rate-
payers of Hsquimalt district was held
last evening in Lampson street school
house for the!purpose of discussing the
question of the formation of the district
into a municipality.

Mr. Harry Pooley was appointed to the
¢hair,

C. Bx Pooley strongly advised the meet-
ing against the fofmation into a muni-
cipality. and related the experience of
some other districts which had organized
themselves into municipalities, but in a
few:.years. had become so hopelessly in-
volved in debt that they had come back
to the government and asked to be re-
lieved of their letters patent and their
responsibilities

Joha Bryden also spoke to the same
effect, and said that so far as he knew
there is no great dissatisfaction with the
present system of government.

Beaumont Boggs. although not a rate-
payer in the distriet, was asked to give
his opinion, He said that while there
might be disadvantages in the district
becoming a municipality, such as in-
creased taxation, ete., there were also
great advantages to be derived, amongst
which might be mentioned the equalizing
of the assessment, so that the wealthy
corporations would be obliged to pay their
share of the taxes, which they do not do
at present. He advised the appointment
of a committee to consider the question
and get information bearing on the mat-
| ter from all available sources.

J. Jardine spoke against any immediate
action towards organization, and espe-
cially until the settlement of the dispute
between the city of Victoria and the
Esquimalt Waterworks Company.

It was finally moved by Mr. Pell that
a committee be appointed to inquire into
the question and obtain information.

It was moved in amendment by Mr.
Bryder and seconded by W. F. Bullen
that thir weeting is of the opinion that
this is n. an opportune time for the
formation o, the district into a muni-
cipality. The amendment was carried.

The meeting then adjourned.

OUTPUT WILL MEET
THE HOME DEMAND

Amounts Paid ia Bounties on Steel—
Lower Duty on Rails
Improbable.

The Montreal correspondent of the
Toronto News is prebably correct when
he says there is no foundation for the
report circulated .in the United States,
that the Dominion government intends
to modify the tariff respecting the im-
portation of steel rails thus giving the
manufacturers of the republic a better
opportunity For reaping a portion of the
rich harvest which is expected in this
country, owing to the . construction of
the Grand Trunk Pacific, extensions to
the Canadian Northern, the Canadian
Pacific and other projects . under way.
The only contingency whereby such a
reduction would be considered, would be
a vast demand, out of all proportien to
the output of the mills of the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company, and-the works
of the Lake Superior Consolidated at
Sault Ste. Marie,

The bounties on iron and steel are
now getting down fo ‘the ~disappearing
point, running out entirely in July 1907,
so that they cannot be taken account of
seriously in any future legislation which
might be enacted.

Tha chedule of bounties in force, and
those which go into effect in the future,
are as follows:

July, 1905, to July, 1906, on pig iron
from native ore $1.05 per ton; from for-
eign ore 70c.; on steel, $1.05.

July, 1906, the July 190%, on pig iron
from native ore, 60c. per ton: on pig iron
from foreign ore, 40c.; and on steel, 60c.
Thereafter no bounties shall be paid.

How much of a factor these bounties
have been in the general iron and steel
business of Canada is indicated by the
fact that the total payments by the Dom-
inion government for the past seven
years, 1898 and 1905, have amounted to
$5,204,000, of which sum the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company has received
$2,250,000, the remainder, or $2.954,000,
being divided between thirteen other con-
cerns, all of much smaller magnitude.
Not a cent of this bounty has been paid
for the produaction of steel rails, having
been calculated before the rail mills of

| Canada were turning out their product,
iand not a cent went to the credit of the
| Comsolidated Lake Superior 'Company,

which has only-been in operatiou now a
few. months.

According to Messna, Drummond, Me-
Call & Co., the annual consumption of
iron and steel and their products in Can-
ada amount to somethinglike 900,000
tons per annum, whereas-the aggregate
possible output of the mills and furnaces
now operating in “Cangda amounts to
something like two million tons per an-
num.

These estimates were made while the
Dominion Iron & Steel Company and the
Consolidated  Lake Superior were still
in'an embryo state, and, therefore, would
be greatly exceeded at the present time.
However, these figures deal with the iron
and steel husiness generally, and not
with the manufacture of steel rails.

According to the latest official figures
the consumption of steel rails in Canada
amounted during the year 1904 to 202,-
0CO0 tons, which was a great deal in
excess of the previous 12 months.

Basing the output of ‘steel rails from
the plants at Sydney and Sault Ste,
Marie upon what is considered safe fig-
ures, and the Dominion will have a
yearly output of 420,000 tons of rails per
annum. Mr, Graham Fraser, the retir-
ing director of works of the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company, stated at the an-
nual meeting of that corporation that
the rail mill at Sydney - would turn out
between 800 and 1,000 tons every
twenty-four hours, Calculating the out-
put at 900 tons for 300 days per year,
gives a total of 270,000 tons per annum,
The works of the Consolidated Lake
Superior are now turning out 500 tons
per day, or a total of 150,000 tons for
300 working days, a grard total of 420,-
000 tons per annum for'the two mills.

Therefore, doubling up the consump-
tion of 1904, and there would from these
two plants be still 20,000 tons to the
good over and above the demand. This
is deemed a liberal estimate of what
will be used in Canada within the next
two years, and by that fime there eam
be no question but that: the present
plants will have their capacity doubled.
It would, therefore, appear that there
is little nced for the Canadian railway
men to urge that the duty be abrogated.

Referring to the extension of the rail
mills at Saunlt Ste. Marie and at Sydney,
it was. stated by these in authority at
both points that extensions to the plans
could be made the moment there was
need for an increased output, and that at
a nominal cost. For < instance, # is
stated by the officials of the Consolidated
Lake Superior Company that an ex-
penditurs of $150,000° will double their
cutput, and the company would be only
too glad of an opportunity to provide
customers’ a thousand tons per day in
place of 500, as at present.

In respect to supplying rails for the
Grand Trunk Pacific’s exrteme westerly
section, the Canadian rTail makers have
iittle hope of capturing the trade. Tak-
ing into account the British preferential
the Emnglish rail maker has only $5.23
per ton to pay in the way of duty, as
against $7 per ton for the United States
manufacturer. The all-ocean freight
rate from British ports to the Pacific
coast are merely nominal owing to the
number of vessels, sailing craft and
tramp steamers anxious for cargo to
this portion of the world. It is, there-
fore, thought thdt a rate from say Liver-
pool to the Pacific could be obtained
under favorable circamstances at from
$4 to $5 per ton, Under these conditions
it would be quite unlikely that the Cana-
dian rail maker with an expensive rail
haul of three thousand miles, would at-
tempt te compete for the difference of
$5.23 per tom in his favor; therefore, the
Pacific station of the Grand Trunk and
extensions to the C. P, R. are hardly to
be calculated in the general output of the
Canadian mills.

JUDGMENT GIVEN.

Decision _in 'Coury ootn igainst
Restitution of Goods Obtained
by Helder,

Judge Lampman on Saturday gave
judgment in the case of Rex vs. Helder.
Application was made to Judge Lamp-
man som¢ days ago by A. L. Belyes,
K. Q., representing the crown, in which
he asked for an order for the return of
the jewellery to W. B. Shakespeare by
John Helder who several weeks ago was
convicted of obtaining the_goods under
false pretences.

The judgment has been handed down
and it is to the effect that the order could
not be made. The judgment is as fol-
lows;

In August, John F. S. Heler was
convicted before me of obtaining by
false pretences from W, B, Shakespeare
certain articles of jewellery to the value
of about $500, and an application for-an
order for the restoration by Helder of the
goods is now made to me under section
838 of the code, which provides: “If any
person who is guilty of any indictable
offence in stealing or knowingly receiv-
ing any property, is .indicted for such
offence, by or on behalf of the owner of
the property or his executor or adminis-
trator, and convicted thereof, or is tried
before a judge or justice for such offence
under any of the foregoing provisions and
convicted thereof, the property shall be
restored to the owner or his representa-
tive.” And power is given to the court
before which the trial takes place to
award a writ of restitution for the pro-
perty.

There was not, prior to 7 and 8,
George IV., Cap. 29, Sec. 57, any pro-
vision for the restitution of goods ob-
tained by false pretences, but the inten-
tion of section 57 and of section 100
(substantially a re-enactment of section
57) of 24 and 25 Viet., Cap. 96, was evi-
dently to put the case of property ob-
tained by false pretences on the same
footing as that obtained by larceny. See
Bentley v. Vitmont (1887), 12 App. Cas.
471; Reg. v. Stancliffe (1869), 11 Cox]
C. C. 318; and Reg. v. Goldsmith (1873),
12 Cox, C. C. 594.

Section 250 of the Canadian Criminal
Procedure Act, R. 8. Can., 1886, Cav.
174, was substantially the same as seec-
tion 100, Cap. 96, of 24 and 25 Viet,
{Imp.), but in the present code the power
to award the restoration of property ob-
tained by false pretences has not been
included in section 838.

Mr. Belyea argues that stealing in the
section includes obtaining by false pre-
tences, and refers to section 803, which
provides that a magistrate before whom
any person has been convicted may order
restitution of property stolen or obtained
by false pretences “in any case by whiech
the eourt before whom the person con-
vieted would have been tried, but for the
provisions of this part, might by law
order restitution,”” Section 803 is a re-
enactment of section- 27, R, S. Can.,
Cap. 176, and at the time that statute
was passed section 250 of the Criminal
Procedure Act to which I have referred
was in foree.

In England section 100 of Cap. 96,
24 ang 25, Vict., so far as it applied to
goods obtained by false pretences, has
been virtually repealed by section 24 of
the Sale of Goods Act, 1883, which pro-
vided that where goods have bheen ob-
tained by fraud, not amounting to felopy
(obtaining goods by false pretences dees
not come under the category of felony),
the property in such goods shall not re-
vest in the owner of the goods by reason
only of the conviction of the offender
and restored the law as laid down in
Moyce v, Newington (1S8), 4 Q. B. D.,
32 (which has been overruled by Bentley
v. Vilmont, supra), in which 'a divisional
court held that section 100 applied only
to cases in which possession had been
obtained, without the property passing.

Section 36 of our Sale of Goods Act,
R. 8. B. C., 1897, Cap. 169, is-similar
to ‘setion 24 of the Imperial Act, and I

| think it is elear that on the sale of the
| woods in question to Helder, the property

in them passed to him.

The case of in re Eastgate, ex parte
Ward (1905), 74 L. J., K. B., 324, was
referred to on argument, but the decision
in that case only deals with the right of
An unpaid vendor, who has parted with
hig goods to a fraudulent purchaser whe
never intended to pay for them, to dis-
affirm. the sale,

In my opinion Mr. Robertson’s objec-
tion to the jurisdiction to make the order
applied for is well taken, and the appli-
cation must be dismissed.

A, L. Belyea, K.C., appeared for the
crown, and Harold B. Robertson for the
accused.

FREIGHT RATES.

Shippers Present Memoria! to C. P. R.—
Ask For Better Treatment,

“In pursvance of the action taken by
the board of trade to obtain equai rates
from Vancouver to Calgary, Edmonton
and Macleod, to those from Winnipeg,
the large special committee which was
appointed, met B. W, Greer, freight
traffic manager of the €. P. R, in his
office Friday and discussed the whole
matter,’”’ says the Vancouver News-Ad-
vertiser. “The committee was given to
understand that the gquestion would be
submitted to the freight authorities of
the company, and that an answer would
be given next Friday.

“Nearly all the members of the com-
mittee, which was a vpry large one, were
present, and the memorial, which was
presented by the chairmamn, R. P, Mec-
Lennan, vice-president of the board, was
signed by all the wholesale houses in
the city, with the exception of ome.

‘“The memorial presented to Mr, (;reer
read as follows:

The discrimination in freight rates al-
ready obtaining to Calgary, Edmonton and
Macleod in favor ef Winnipeg as against
Vancouver having been so much augment-
ed by the recently established reduction in
rates to Edmonton from Eastern Cana-
dian points; we, the undersigned mer-
chants and manufacturers of the city of
Vancouver are compelled to respectfully
request that Pacific Coast shippers be at
least placed on the same basis as Winnipeg
shippers to the above-named dlstricts, and
futther, that in the event of any future
reductions being made to Winnipeg ship-
pers the same shall immediately be granted
té Pacific Ceast shippers.

In urging this concession we consider
that Vancouver, as an Important Pacific
seaport and as an importing and distribut-
ing centré, ls altogether too restricted in
ite territory and that she should have equal
consideration in this regard with Montreal
or other ports on the Atlantic seaboard,
We would also point out that the territory
contributory to Winnipeg practically cov-
ers three provimces and portions 6f two
others, while Vancouver is by existing con-

Some properties near Van-
couver wére examined and then Mr. Keele
went East.

In the Slocan couatry another party is
ecarrying on ite investigations. It is made
up of Messrs. Ingalls, Argall and Garde.

In addition to the fleld work which nas
been done it is the intention to make some
shipments of British Columbia ore to the
smelter at Denver, where experiments may
be carried out looking to the best methols
to be employed in the treatment of the
provincial ores. The Dom'nion department
of mines will also make a study of the
ores for the same purpose in order to as-
sist in every way what is looked upon as a
most important branch of mining in the
pro¥ince.

VANCOUVER ASSIZES.

Two - Indian Boye, Makamla
Gordon Acquitted.

and 'Caspar

When the Vancouver Assize court ad-
journed on Saturday there were only three
cases left on the docket. At Thursday’s
sitting Malcolm Campbell was found
guilty of unlawful wounding and sentence
was reserved. In the case of Walter Angus,
charged with "stealing a pocketbook and
cheque for $25, a verdict of not guilty was
returned.

Two Indian boys were acquitted on Fri-
day. The first was Makamla, the twelve-
year-old lad who wae charged with having
killed a little girl of eight years at the
village of Memkomis, on Village Island.
He was acguitted late in the afternoon.
Then there was takem up the case of
Caspar Gordon or Caspar Scot, who was
charged with shooting near Kitkatla on
May 8th last an Indian medicine man
named Danlel Watebo, and also wounding
the sajd Daniel Watebo with intent to do
grievous bedily harm. Without leaving
the box the jury brought in a verdict of
not gullty.

The grand jury completed their findings
on Friday with a true bill in the case of
Sterling, who has just been sent up from
the police court for the theft of tools, but
found mno biill against J. G. Woods and
other members of the Kmployérs’ Associa-
tlon, charged with criminal conspiracy to
prevent a man named Mitchell from ob-
taining employment. With the latter find-
ing probably dies away the last echo of
the famous cases arising out of the Van-
couver Engineering Works sirike of two
years ago.

On Saturday the jury returned a verdict
of guilty in the case of Charles Sterling,
charged with the theft of a box of car-
penters’ tools. The case of Mrs, Esther
Jones, charged with the theft of a receipt
for $65 from W. W. Sprague at her house
on Melville street, in September last, was
the next on the docket. The jury retired
at 10 minutes past 5 o'cloeck.  After being
absent an hour and a quartér, the juty re-
turned, and the foreman announced that
they were unable to agrée on a verdict,
The judge asked them whether there would
be any chance of their arriving at an
agreement that evening. The foreman re-
plied that he did not think they would be
able to agree if they sat all night. The
judge then formally dismissed the jury till
Monddy morning. At the request of her
counsel, Mr. Livipgston, bail for Mrs.
Jones was renewed, and was reduced from
two sureties at $200 each to one surety at
$200. It Is not thought likely tRat the case
will be tried again at the present assize.

NEW RAILWAY LINE,

C. P. R. is Reported to Have Already
Begun Work From Midway,

It is reported that the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway has also started construc-
tion from Midway westward. Work is
said to have begun on Wednesday of last
week, the company intending to rush
work with all speed. The intention is to
c¢onneet with the Nicola branch, which
is  being constructed from Spence’s
Bridge eastward.

The V., V. & E. and the Midway &
Vernon are likewise building out of Mid-
way, so that in consequence the town is
an extremely busy one at present.
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~IN QUEST OF THE TRUTH.

The heart of Sir William Mulock, we
are toid, was filled with despair, ‘so.he
resigned his seat in the Laurier govern-
ment. Why should hope deferred have
made the ex-Postmaster-General's heart
gick? He had gone from success to
greater success in the administration of
his department. All his predecessors had
scored abject failures in the position Sir
William filled with such brilliancy. They
had announced repeatedly that, - al-
thopgh they had pared the wages of the
employees down to the limit, but slight-
ly above, if not actually below, the star-
vation point, they had no hope of mak-
ing the Post Office Department pay the
expenses of operation. These deficits
‘ranged on the average from a half to
;three-quarters of a million dollars an-
nually. They laughed in scorn when the

reduction of postage rates was suggested.
But Sir William pursued the tenor of his
reforming way. He wiped out all de-
ficits; he increased the renumeration of
a very deserving and industrious class of
workers; he reduced the rates on Imperial
and domestic mail matter; for the last
year of his administration he produced
a surplus of nearly half a million dol-
lars. The newly-created labor debart-
ment, which was the product of Sir Wil-
liam Mulock’s broad sympathy with the
working classes and his intense
desire to work for the industrial
peace of the Dominion, had achiev-
ed as distinet a success as his
administration of the Post Office
Department. The old, pernicious system
of “sweating” on government contracts—
a system which was for years in high
favor with Tory contractors and by
means of which they waxed exceeding
fat—was also abolished under the fair-
wage system. In fact Sir Wililam
Mulock had ‘the greatest opportunity of
any of his colleagues to work reforms.
He took the fullest advantage of them.
He had the supreme satisfaction of be-
holling all his labors crowned with
abundant success. Furthermore, the
government of which Sir William was a
minister had just gained a remarkable
success at the polls. It is in high favor
with the people of Canada. It is estab-
lished in power for the term of the pres-
ent Parliament. There is no indication
of a change in the tone of public opin-
ion. The whole light of opposition
criticism has been playing upon the acts
of the Laurier government now for sev-
eral years. The scrutiny has revealed
nothing that will destroy the faith of the
public in the administration under which
the country has enjoyed such remarkable
prosperity—the only really expansive
period in the history of the country.
There is no indication whatever that in
the immediate future that confidence
will be withdrawn. Again we ask, why
should his heart be filled with bitterness?
Why should he at the particular time
when his hard work had achieved so re-
markable a victory over all obstacles,
when he had succeeded so unmistak-
ably where all his political opponents had
so confidently predicted disastrous fail-
ure, retire in despair from the govern-
ment?

Sir William Mulock says himself that
he ‘was obliged to give up the work in
which he was so greatly interested, in
which his heart was bound up, and in
which he had succeeded beyond anticipa-
tion, because his health would not per-
mit of his devoting that attention to it
in the future which he had given it in the
past. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir William’s
close friend, sympatkietic colleague, and
old-time political leader, corroborates his
statement. The Premier says the ex-
Postmaster-General desired to retire four
years ago, and it was only at his per-
sonal solicitation that he remained in
office up to a couple of weeks ago. But
Mr. Tarte knows better. He knows from
experience that dissension in the cabinet
always precedes the retirement of a mem-
ber of the cabinet. The opposition in
whose breast hope deferred has made
the heart sick, rejects the statements of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir William
Mulock and receives that of Mr. Tarte.
That is perhaps natural. The hope of
political success is dependent upon
divisions in the Liberal party. But, even
if it were true that Sir William Mulock
retired because of disagreement with his
colleagues, how is that going to improve
the prospects of the Conservative party
when a strong man like Mr. Aylesworth
steps into the shoes of the retiring min-
ister, and the ex-minister takes up duties
which close the door of politics to him
forever? Therefore what is to be gained
by branding Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir
Wililam Mulock as “suppressors of the
truth” and holding up the once untrust-
worthy Mr. Tarte as the one man in
which truth has her pure abode? What

political point is to be made by that?

FOUNDATIONS OF PROSPERITY.

“Leaving all other points of diver-
gence aside, there is one essential differ-
ence”’ between the policis of the Lib-
eral -and Conservative parties of Can-
ada. “The Conservative party laid the
foundation of the prosperity of Can-
ada.” That is the opinion of the Toronto
Mail and Empire. What a pity it is
that the Conservative party took such a
long time to lay
prosperity.

the foundations of
It was working like a Can-
adian beaver for eighteen years, all the
time telling the people of the bountiful
things that were in store for the country
once work could be commenced upon the
super-structure that was to adorn the
wonderful foundations. A catastrophe
came before the task of laying the pro-
mising foundations was completed. The
wholoe of the works were torn up by the
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successors- of the” foundation-builders.
The dismay of the new opposition as
they watched the vandals in operation
was a wonderfui and pathetic thing to
see. The leader of the party vowed in
the course of the sessfon during which
the revolutionaries announced their inten-
tions that already he heard “the wail, the
miserable wail of ruined industries” in
all parts of the country. However, the
situation .did not develop according to
anticipations. The miserable wail must
have diel in the throats of the ruined
industries, beeause the face of the coun-
try assumed a new aspect once the essen-
tial difference between Liberal and Con-
servative policies became apparent.
Under the former regime Canada wase
always going to be, but never was,
blessed by the benign operations of the
great Conservative party—the party
which governed by instinct and not by
reason., Under the present regime the
blessings began to descend within & year
of the inauguration of the government.
So it is not reasonable to contend, as it
seems a good many Conservatives have
been doing in justification of their in-
telligent support of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
that there is no essential difference be-
tween the policies of the Liberal and the
Conservative parties of Canada. There
is just as much difference as there is be-
tween following the blind promptings of
instinet and steering a course by the
light of intelligent reason. The people
know and appreciate the difference, and
therefore they are not disposed to deny
the alleged foundation builders whatever
consolation they can extract from the
claim that they are responsible for the
present prosperity of Canada. As the
Colonist truly says: “Prosperity is gen-
eral. . Industries of all kinds are flourish-
ing, crops have been unusually bounte-
ous, prices are above the average of
previous years, wages are high and the
demand for labor good, population is
pouring into the West, capital is flowing
freely in our direction, new industries
are being inaugurated.” There is not a
“wail” of any kiud to be heard in the
land save the doleful note of a dismal-
minded opposition seeking a reason to
impress upon the people why there should
be a change of government—and finding
none that an intelligent man will bestow
a moment’s attention upon.

TAXES ON COMMERCIAL MEN.

The manufacturing and commercial

centres of the Bast, for reasons that may
have been principally material and sel-
fish, have not been backward about ex-
pressing their opinions upon the subject
of the taxes imposed upon commercial
travellers by the provinces of Prince
Edward Island, Quebec and British
Columbia. Certain newspapers of the
West, for reasons that are obviously
political, have quite as bluntly asserted
that but for the fact that Quebec had
joined in the movement for the restraint
of trade between the provinces of the
Dominion, all the acts of the provincial
legislatures imposing taxes upon travel-
lers would have been unhesitatingly dis-
allowed. Brushing ajl selfish and par-
tizan opinions tq one side, one fact re-
mains clear and prominent: That such
measures do not tend to the unity of the
Dominion or the solidarity of a people
with national aspirations.

We do not think it will be claimed, we
do not believe it has been proved by ex-
perience, that the provincial tax on com-
mercial travellers has come up to the ex-
pectations of its authors as a revenue-
producing measure. It has not accom-
plished the object for which it was
designed, nor would there - have been
much vehement objection if it had been
disallowed on the ground of its being
inimical to the true interests of the Can-
adian confederation.

But the point we wish to emphasize
is one made by the Toronto Star. Our
contemporary argues that the tax im-
posed by the province of Quebec upon
commercial travellers is different from
that imposed by Prince Edward Island
and British Columbia, and from the Can-
adian standpoint it is the least objec-
tionable of the three, Prince Edward
Island puts a tax on all salesmen not
permanently resident in the province.
British Columbia taxes salesmen, not
resident in the province taking orders for
goods to be brought inte the province.
The Quebec Act draws the line differ-
ently. It taxes non-resident salesmen
taking orders for persons, firms, or cor-
porations that do not do their producing
in Canada.

The provincial treasurer of Quebec
defends the tax as a necessary producer
of revenue, yet it seems to be less clearly
bent on this object than the tax imposed
by the two other provinces. The travel-
ler representing an Ontario manufac-
turer is not taxed in Quebec, but is taxed
in Prince Edward Island and Britigh
Columbia. A Toroute traveller rep-
resenting an English firm is taxed in all
threa provinces, but in all three provinces
the resident representative of an Eng-
lish firm is not taxed. In a word, the
Quebec tax differs from those of the two
other provinces in this respect, that it
exempts those salesmen who are selling
goods made in Canada. From the Can-
adian view-point the Quebec law is the
least objectionable of the three, although
from the volume of business done it
causes a greater annoyance to trade than
the acts of the two other provinces.

But .the whole business is regrettable.
It makes our provincial boundary lines
stand up and show spikes, where former-
ly these lines were purely imaginary in so
far as trade was concerned. If such re-
straits on trade are not beyond the power
of the various provinces, and if such
methods are mecessary for securing
revenue for the provinces, any rearrange-
ment of the provincial subsides should be
accompanied by stipulations guarding
against the placing of tax-men on the
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| ULTIMATE GOAL OF
RECIPROCITY.

“In an interview at which Senator

Lodge was present, President Roosevelt
assured me that he was in favor of con-
tinental free trade. He declared that he
would do all he could in favor of it. Sen-
ator Lodge, as I say, was present, and I
challenge him to deny that he heard the
president make substantially this state-
ment.” These are the words of Henry
M. Whitney, Democratic nominee for
Lieut.-Governor of the state of Massa-
chussetts, speaking on the subject of reci-
procity with Canada, which is always
the state. Mr.

Whitney said¢ further: “I tell you Re-
publicang of Pittsfield and Massachus-
etts that the Demoeratic platform touch-
ing reciprocity with Canada is the plat-
form of President Roosevelt. I have it
from President Roosevelt’s own lips.”
All of which indicates that our neighbors
in certain of the states are deeply inter-
ested in the subject. of trade relations
with this country. But the matter has
become one of merely academic interest
in Canada. We realize fully that what-
ever may be the opinion of presidents’ or
minor politicians in the United States,
the great body of the people of the Unit-
ed States cannot be aroused to an intelli-
gent interest in reciprocity. Even if it
could be demonstrated that the United
States was eager to enter upon negotia-
tions for the consummation of a treaty
that would be fair to both parties con-
cerned, it is doubtful whether Canadians
| would evince a great deal of interest.
They have “iong since abandoned the sub-
ject as a hopeless one. Their thoughts
have been turned in other directions.
Men who have given a great deal of at-
tention to the relations of the republic
with sister states of rapidly expanding
commercial importance realize that the
time has gone by for taking occasion by
the hand and profiting by present oppor-
tunities and keeping a wide-open eye
upon future possibilities. One remarks
that’ “Republican statesmen who prefer
retaliation to reciprocity are learnming
that, while it takes two to make a tariff
bargain a single nation may pursue such

a stiff-necked course as alone to pro@uce
a customs quarrel.” The New York Times

says, “He who will not when he may,
when he will shall have a may,” is &
“couplet especially applicable to our
northern relations. Nothing could have
been more friendly than Canada’s almost
suppliant attitude through long and un-
bending extortion on this side the border,
until finally Canada adopted preference
for British commerce, and is now on the
verga of adopting a more stringent tariff.
For seventeen years Newfoundland gave
our fishermen exceptional privileges in
hopes of securing commercial advantages
to both countries, and now, too, New-
foundland is estranged and reducing her
concessiong in bitterness of spirit.”” But
our contemporary lets the cat out of the
bag in its subsequent remarks. It re-
gards the question of present profit as a
matter of considerable moment. But the
vital point is the one of ultimate destiny.
There is still a lurking hope that in pro-
cess of time all the northern portion of
the American continent may become one
in spirit even as it is‘now one in physi-
que. The Republican policy is mischiev-
ous and short-sighted chiefly because it
tends to the postponement, possibly to
the ultimate annihilation, of that fond
hope.  “It is not a question of codfish
except upon the surface. It is not in-
trinsically evew a question of the entire
commercial relations between ourselves
and our northern neighbors. Under the
surface there are political questions of
larger importance. €loser commercial
relations across our border could but
ripen the Canadian pium. For this we
have substituted the development of Can-
adian resourceg with American capital
and by American emigrants whom we
might have retained. And, instead of de-
taching Newfoundland from the Dom-
inion, we have thrown it into the con-
federation.” We are sorty to be forced
to tell our contemporary that the union
of Canada and Newfoundland has not
been consummated: yet, but we have
lively hopes for the future—more lively
than are the anticipations of the New
York Times for the ultimate ripening of
the Canadian plum.

NATURAL ATTRACTIONS.

Speaking of attractions for tourists
and comparing the situation of Nelson
with Victoria, the Tribune says: “Our
natural scenery. surpasses that of Vic-
toria, sport of every kind is mearer to
our doors and of greater extent.” We

have often been impressed with the
boundless extent and the infinite variety
of our contemporary’s knowledge of the
world and its affairs, but with respect
to the statements as printed above we
fear the Tribune speaks in ignorance.
The natural scenery amidst which the
inland city is situated may be beautiful
to the point of sublimity, the enchant-
ments of lake and river may appeal with
impassioned eloquence to the imagina-
tion of the poetic editor, but has he ever
in the sunset viewed the Olympic moun-
tains with the majestic waters of the
great, restless ocean laving their rugged
loins? Has he ever made the trip
amidst the countless islands of the Gulf?
Has he ever sojourned in Victoria at all,
taking in at his leisure from some of
the mountain tops in the neighborhood
of the city the bewitching loveliness of
landscape and lake and ribbon-like
streams stretching forth in every direec-
tion? If he has not had the opportunity
to feast his eyes upon any of these great
natural sources of poetic inspiration, he
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is not qualifieq to dogmatize upon the\
subject of ‘scenic attractions for tourists.

As for opportunities for the enjoyment
of sport being nearer the portals of Nel-
son than- of, Victoria, has the Tribune
not read the newspapers? At the risk
of bringing about our heads the jibes
and jeers of the humorists who delight
to harp upon the quiet restfulness and
peace which encircles this city as with
a garment, we may point out that al-
ready this year a goodly mnumber of
pheasants—the king of ‘game birds—
have been captured within the environs
of the municipality. Within the spacious
grounds of one resident as many as fifty
of these birds of gay plumage and more
attractive qualities from the point of
view of the epicurean, have been counted
in one covey. The unmusical call of the
valley quail may be heard in the even-
ing and in the morning by the ears of
all whose ears are attuned to the recep-
tion of such sounds. A sportsman with
a keen eye may go forth in the morning
and come back in the evening, making
use only of the means of locomotion with
which he has been endowed by nature,
with his bag stuffed with a choice col-
lection of pheasant, grouse, quail, duck
and snipe, proclaiming in unmistakable
terms the infinite variety of the ‘sport
that is to be had in the vicinity of Vie-
toria. If the said sportsman chooses to
go further afield and to scale the ever-
lasting hills, he may add elk, and black-
tail deer and mountain quail to his mis-
cellaneous collection. All' this he may
do without encountering the chilly blasts,
the biting frosts and the chilly snows
which in less favored regions are the in-
evitable concomitants of field sports. If
our Nelson contemporary were well-in-
formed upon the subject matter of its
discourse it wonld not make such a
reckless statement as that. “sport of
every kind is nearer to our doors and of
greater extent” tham it is in the neigh-
borhood of Victoria, and draw the con-
clusion that the inland city should be a
place of greater attractions for tourists
than the capital of British Columbia,
There is no place in the wide world
where the opportunities for enjoyment in
the field are so manifold as they are here.
The one matter which gives concern is
the problem of the effective preservation
of wild game. That problem has mnot
been solved, and it seems to be an ex-
ceedingly difficult matter to impress the
legislature of the province with the im-
portance of the subject.

PRICE OF RAILS AND
G. T. P. CONSTRUCTION.

Reference is made in an article on the
production of in Canada,
printed in this issue, and copied from the
Toronto News, to the improbability of
the western end of the G. T. P. being
ironed with Canadian rails, for the rea-
son that the low freight rate from Liver-
pool to the Pucific Coast ($4 to $5 per
ton) as against the long haul from the
Canadian mills would more than - offset
the duty to be paid on English made
rails—35.23 per ton. The fact seems to
be overlooked that vessels eould load at

steel’ rails

Sidney, N. 8., "'as easily as at Liverpool,
the ocean route being open to Canadian
rail-makers on the Atlantic as well as to
the English makers. $Still the admission
by the Canadian rail-makers that they
have little hope of capturing the trade
for the western end of the transcontinent-
al line is interesting in view of the con-
tention that the railway can be built
more economically from the east, and
that therefore construction should finish
and not commence at the Pacific Coast.
At half a cent per ton per mile, it would
cost $15 per ton to land rails at Vancou-
ver from Montreal, while from Liverpool
or Sidney by water the charge would be
$5 per ton. Supposing the cost to the
railway was only a quarter of a cent
per ton per mile, it would stil} be higher
by $2.50 per ton than the water freight,
But of course if the. C. P. R. could haul
for a quarter of a cent per ton per mile,
its present tariff could not be maintain-
ed. It would seem, therefore, that the
cost of the tramsportation of rails and
other supplies should by itself alone settle
the question as to the ‘point at which the
last rail on the G. T. P. will be laid.
That point will not be on the Pacific
Coast.

RUSSIA’S EXTREMITY.

The crown sit§ heavily upon the brow
of His Majesty Emperor Nicholas, Czar
of all the Russias. With the people
practically unanimous in demanding con-
stitutional government and accompany-
ing reforms, with what is left of the
navy in a condition of revolt, with-the
army (which hitherto could always be
depended upon to stand by the ruling

classes and to shoot down those who de-
manded liberty according to modern
standards) in open sympathy with the
cause of the people, the Russian ruler
is confronted by a situation which would
test the mettle of a stronger character.
Whether the Cossacks, who alone are
reported faithful to traditions and to
training, will be sufficient unto the evil
day which seems to be approaching re-
mains to be seen. Whether M. de Witte
will succeed in econvincing his master
against the counsel of those whose craft
is involved that the day of reform in
Russia has dawned is a matter that
must soon be disposed of. The notori-
ously procrastinating disposition of
Nicholas is again ‘manifesting itself in a
situation which should be handled with
promptitude and energy. While the Em-
peror halts between twe opinions, sway-
ed by the counsel of the reactionaries on
the one hand and by the sage counsels
of men of modern views on the other, the
crisis grows more acute. The determin-

ation to secure reforms has evidently
taken firm hold upon the minds of sll
the intelligent classes of the empire.
The ministrations of the schoolmaster
were denied the people for long years
after education had made its influence
felt upon the political thought of neigh-
boring nations. The Grand Dukes had
long maintained that the but lately eman-
cipated serfs, whose comprehension of
the grave affairs of state was but a de-
gree above that of children, had not at-
tained the mental equipoise necessary to
those who should have a voice in the
government of the country. But it was
evidently the purpose of the Grand
Dukes and of the hereditary rulers, in
their own interests, to keep the people
in their condition of infantile incapacity
as long as possible. Evidently the bound-
ary has at last been reached. Russia
is no longer content to remain a country
of medieval forms of government.
Whether the great change is to be effect-
ed in a comparatively peaceful manner
or whether the infant of reform is to be
baptized in blood must to a great extent
depend upon the will of Nicholas. It
bodes ill for Russia that Nicholas is such
a vacillating character, weak of will and
yet stubborn enough in spite of his weak-
ness to attempt to stem at the dictation
of his interested advisers the strong tide
of public opinion that is now sweeping
over the country.

Previous fo the resignation of his port-
folio in the Dominion government, one
of the last acts of Sir William Mulock
was to make provision for the employ-
ment of deaf mutes in the post offices of
Canada. By reason of their affliction and
notwithstanding the comparative advan-
tages of modern systems of education,
as applied to this class, oceupations open
to those who cannot hear are limited in

Canada as well as in other countries. It

Sir William Mulock, whose ' sympathy
with the afflicted has been exemplified in
many ways, to consider whether some-
thing could not be done to provide gov-
ernment employment for young men whd
cannot hear and whose powers of conver-
sation with their fellows being circum-
scribed, their opportunities for work
are none too numerous. THe rep-
resentatives of this constituency in
Parliament have been informed that
there is one position in the
Victoria Post Office open to young men
of this class. Government positions, for
reasons that are not apparent to persons
of talent, industry -and application, do
not usually remain vacant long by rea-
son of dearth of applicants.

Dr. Oronhyatekha, of Toronto, su-
preme chief ranger of the Indlependent
Order of Foresters, is in Vancouver.

Skeleton of Miner Identified By Clothing

~—Letter Addressed to Joseph
H. Lewis of Victorla,
