Frederciton, N. B., March 31—(Special)
~The government of New Brunswick and
the members of the legislature today met
a latge delegation frpm St. John, Queens,
Sunbury, York and Catleton counties re-
ggrding the constructinon of the St. John
Valley Railway from ‘Westfield to St.
»Le?nnrds. The meeting was held in the
legislative chamber and was presided over
by Hon. Robert Maxwell. . Mayor Chest-
nut read the memorial prepared for sub-
mission to the government. The mem-
orial sets forth the necessity for the rail-
way in the development of the country
through which it runs, and incidentally to
the whole province. About 100,000 of the
population are affected, and it is estimat-
ed that the agricultural products of the
province will be increasd 100 per cent.
This memorial is signed by about 5,000
farmers of the province. These signatures
do not include those obtained in Wood-
stock, Fredericton and St. John.

Mayor Chestnut submitted an additional
statement to show the necessity of the
railway and also its possibilities.

ncing at St. Leonards he gave
the acreage and population of the various
parishes through which the railway will
pass, The acreages of these parishes is
616,298, and the population 112,215, about
one-third of the total populatiom of the
province. . He also submitted a state-
ment showed.the nature of the principal
crops now ‘produced.

ON WALKING AS
AN INVESTMENT

“Every man and woman ought to be an
‘embryo Edward Payson Weston,’”’ de-
clares Thomas Martindale, the Philadel-
phia grocer, in one of his famous .inter-
views in the North Amierican, ‘“‘and cover|
afoot at least four or five miles daily. To
stimulate interest in the exercise, I believe |
walking elubs ought to be formed in differ-
ent neighborhoods of the city. and that
these clubs of men vr woman ought to ar-
range to make daily trips to the central
part of the city by foot.”

“The reason more persons do mot avail
themselves of the exhiliarating privilege
of walking is because they never have sat
down to figure out what henefits accrue
from a consistent amount of it. No one

would be a commendable idea if the wo-|
men of different parts of the city would
ferm clubs of five or six members and.
meet each day for a jaunt of three or
four miles. They could combine pleasure

an altogether enjoyable time of it.

“No form of exercise surpasses walk-
ing—walking with your head : thrown
back, your chest forward and striking
out with a fairly good hip motion, swing-
ing your arms easily, and occasionally tak-
ing by the count ten deep and long
breaths.

“I "have advised four or five miles a day
as a fit distance. If you cannot walk the |
whole stretch at a time, do a portion of
it. - Keep adding steadily to the distance
trayelled each morning and beiore long
the five miles will diminish so- perceptibly
in your mind’s eye that you’ll be able to
cover it without giving the matter of dis-
tance a thought.

“My advice is to encourage the daily
habit of walking; if not all of the distance
to and from your place of business, walk
at least a certain number of squares at
first then gradually increase the distance,
until your muscles are in fine fettle for a,
more ambitious undertaking.

“On Sunday take to the country roads
and fields, anywhere the trees and grass
grow, the birds sing, cattle feed,.insects
hum and butterflies and flowers gladden
the senses.

“Make a point of noting what you see
on your health tours—the birds,, their vari-
ous species as you notice them, the plant
and floral life, the condition of the streams
and roads, thus acquiring a keen mense of
observation. And you'll find the practice
profiable - from an esthetic, as well as a
physical point of view.”

NEW AIRSHIP WilLL

Company Formed in Spokane to
Boom Aerial Transportation—
Will Have Cars to Carrry 200
People

Spokane, Wash., March 3]—One. million
dollars is the stated capitalization of the
Spokane-Chicago = Aerial - Transportation
Company, in process of organizing here,
to manufacture a machine with a carry-
ing capacity of 200 passengers, from de-
signs by L, A. Whyte, inventor of a 10-
passenger airship, with which he will give
a public demonstratiom here early in April,
He claims to have travelled 93 miles in 73
minutes with this model, adding:

“My new machine will be of the heav-
ier-than-air type, and is to ve 75 feet in
length and 16 feet wide. The car and
the frame-work will be mostly of alumi-
num, not weighing more than 4,600 pounds
and it will have a lifting capacity of 8,-
600 pounds. The car will be controlled
and operated with three 50-horse power
engines .and will have Jong, stationary
wings, . which are designed to give equi-
librium and buoyancy at all times.

“The balloon is to be 500 feet in length
and 75 feet in diameter. The bag is com-
posed of 15 cells controlled by separate
tubes, the inlets and outlets, being oper-
ated by inflation and deflation waves. In
addition, _there is a percolator inside of
the bag and this is filled jpith air by au-
‘tomatic means. :

“I have demonstrated that my ma-
chine is practicable for commercial pur-
poses and the capitalists in gastern Wash-
ington and northern ‘Idaho backing .this
‘enterprige of making flights to Chicago
and return believe it will be a great suc-
cess. I expect to attain a speed of 90
‘miles an hour under favorable conditions.”

Mr. Whyte, announced also that he will
make a demonstration for the United
States government in a short time with

Screened—Road Money Spent to-Aid Tory Candidates

Fredericton, N. B,, March 30—The prov-
ince of New. Brunswick has epent $43,038.40
since the end of the last fiscal year in

‘general road rcpa{m.“
! Since the opeming .of the house every
{effort. has been made to find out how

{ help out the Conservative candidates: in
iOctober last. The government, until this
; afternoon, was successful in  preventing
the information getting out. Today ‘it
was étompelled to make the admission
that fully half of the public works grant
for the roads for the present year had
already been spent.

Almost every dollar was illegally spent
for' the .eole object’ of assisting the Con-
gervative candidates in their election. In
one- distriet in Restigouche county where
the road superintendent is a violent par-
tizan and a Conservative worker, over
$600 was expended on the roads. In this
same district the defeated Hazen candidate
stood at the polls representing Mr. Mott,
the Conservative candidate, watching how
the men his co-worker had ‘employed on
the roads had voted. The bringing out of
these facts was' the sensation of the day
in the house. .

The Hazen changes in the liquor license
law were introduced today.

There were numerous other answers to
enquiries today which brought out im-
‘portant information. It was shown that
in order to force W. C. Hunter out of the
management of the Central Railway the
commissioners had attempted to reduce
his salary, aitd, when he refused to sub-
mit, compromised with him ‘by paying
$500. As a proof of the unfairness of Mr.
Hazen he says, in his reply, that ‘“‘Mr.
A. Sherwood was appointed at a salary of
$000, thereby effecting a saving of $1,200
a year.”

Mr.. Sherwood -is the manager of the
Salisbury & Harvey Railway and his agree-
ment with the Cemtral Railway is only
for three days a week. Mr. Hunter gave
all his time to the Central Railway while
in its employ.

The return gave the .earnings of the
railway from March 31 to Dec. 31, as
$47,887, and the expenses $50,008. The
earnings in January and February 1909
were $0,800 and the expenses $13,195.

For reasons that he may be able to ex-
plain, Sheriff Tompkins, of Carleton coun-
ty, has furnished the attorney general
with an affidavit rather than a statement
in the case of the jail delivery in that
county on Oct. 26 Jast. The affidavit,
which was read by Mr. Hazen in answer
to an inquiry from Mr. Upham, is long.
The” principal fact contained. in the -de-
claration is that Sheriff Tompkins was
not in Woodstock -on October 26, and
consequently everything he says regarding
Armstrong being out of the prison-on that
date is not from his personal knowledge
but from what he has been told. - The
sheriff had gone to Peel to vote and left
Armstrong, who had the freedom of the
jail yard, safe under lock and key. When
he returned: to town on Monday by the
5.83 train he was informed by a member
of his family that the prisoner, Armstrong,
had Jast been seen getting over the fence
around the jail yard. He says nothing of
making an effort to find the man who
escaped, but in his guileless way relates
the following in Section 3 of the aﬂi.davit.

“\ few days beiore the Tederal election
of Oct. 26, A. D., ‘1908, Armstrong, the
said prisoner, said to'me, ‘Sheriff, James
. Gallagher in ‘passing by the jail yard
today called me to the fence and said:
‘Fred, if I can get you out on election
day to vote for us, will you go? and I
replied that I*would.” I made no reply
whatever to this story of the prisoner.”

JLater on he says that Mr. Gallagher is
a prominent Liberal worker but omits to
mention that it was on his complaint that
Armstrong was convicted and sentenced
to six months in jail. _

The affidavit of 'Sherif Tompkins 18
supported by another from Armstrong,
who “states that Mr. Gallagher was pass-
ing ‘one morning while' he was sweeping
the steps of the jail and he said to him
that he would like to get out and vote
and Mr. Gallagher replied: “Is there any
way in which I could get you out?”

‘Armstrong did not think there was, but
evidently to make sure that there would
not be, he told the sheriff of the conversa-
tion. Later he took leg bail, crossed the
river in a boat alone, voted in No;thamp-
ton and returned immediately to jail. This
is the answer to the query of what hap-
pened in this notable case. Mr. (Gallagh-
er is vet to be heard from and in all prob-
ability will clear up the mystery of how
the sheriff and prisoner managed to go
electioneering on the same day. ;

Jas. W. Gallagher,. who is mentl(med in
the Armstrong affidavit, is councillor of
Woodstock. He was communicated with
by telephone this evening and emphatical-
ly denied that he had made any overtures
to Armstrong whatever. He_had caught
Armstrong stealing from his _stables: had
prosecuted him and secured his conviction
and confinement in jail. When paesing
the jail about a month’ before election,
Armetrong had stopped him and askefl if
he would assist him to get.out, and if he
did he would vote as he (Gallagher) wieh-
ed him in the coming election. Hannz
no confidence in Armstrong, and not wish-
ing to have anything to do with him, 1’\«'\
gave an evasive answer and passed alomg.
The {following day a strong Conservative
worker came to Gallagher's stable and
asked (o have his asesistance in securing
the release of Armstrong as he wanted
to use him. Gallagher replied  that 'he
would have nothing to do. with securing
the release of Armstrong.

MARITIME COAL CO.
TO ISSUE NEW BONDS

(Montreal Herald)

The annual meeting of the Maritime
Coal, Railway & Power Company, Ltd..
was held on Saturday, when Sen. William
Mitchell, President of the Company, occu-
pied the chair.

The report submitted by the general
manager shows that during the past year
a great amount of development work has
been done on the property.

ready purchased sufficient land along the
water front.

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WOMAN REFORMER SUICIDES
Mrs. Eiton Was Advocate of
* Special Education for Wives

Mrs. Bertha Wildes Elton, reformer,
clubwoman and advocate of ‘special educa-
tion for wives, killed herself the other
morning at her home in Dorchester,
Mass. . That it was a case of suicide the
police did not learn, for a day or so. About
two o'clock in the morning Mrs. Elton
was found lying on a bed in her room by
a maid. She was unconscious, and Dr.
David C. Widredge who was summoned,
said that she had taken carbolic acid.
Death followed in a short time.

Mus. Elton was 42 years of age and a
successful worker and lecturer for do-
mestic reforms, as well as.an author. Uns
of her most ‘celebrated views was the prop-
er feeding of Phsbands. She said wives
ghould give their husbands dishes ap-
proved by science as wholesome, whether
they liked them or not.

“@Give husbands not what they like to
eat, but what science says is good for
them,” she taught in her lectures. “Edu-
cation as to proper food should begin with
one’s childhood. Wives follow their likes
and dislikes in matters of food fuly as
much as their husbands. Favorite dishes
served only because they prove a means
of pampering the husbands arve usualy
disastrous to health in the long run.”

About two weeks previous to her death
Mrs. Elton appeared before a legislative
committee to advocate her bill for the es-
tablishment of a commission to investi-
gate the conditions of home life in Mas-
sachysetts, with power to correct exist-
ing evils.

OF MARINE
ARE DISMISSED

F. J. Harding and Co!. Gourdeau Retired on Superannuation
Allowance—Commander Spain, J. F. Fraser, Thompson
Schmidt and Others Dismissed—John Kelly and J. L.
Richards Exonerated—Result of Judge Cassels’ lnquiry

Ottawa, March 30—The action of the
government in the case of the employes
and officials of the marine department, as
a result of the investigation of the de-
partment by Judge Cassels, was indicated
to parliament today in a report which was
presented by the Hon. L. P. Brodeur.

The Teport shows that nine omcials and
twelve employes of the marine depart-
ment, found to have accepted gratuities,
have been dismiseed.

In the case of the latter there is the
qualification that the minister may decide
in any case whether the offence was grave
enough to warrant the refusal of re-em-
ployment after four months. There is the
suspension of one employe for four
months, the retirement on superannuation
of two officials, and the reinstatement of
two officials without loss of salary for
the time that they were suspended.

The first case dealt with is that of Col-
onel: Gourdeau, the deputy minister. It
is stated that he has been in the civil
service for over forty-seven years; that
Judge Cassels did not declare that he had
been guilty of wrong-doing or any corrupt
act, though he had made rather severe
comments on the connection of Colonel
Gourdeau with transactions developed dur-
ing the investigation. The comment of
Mr. Brodeur is that in some cases Col.
Gourdeau has shown a lack of discretion,
but that nothing has been adduced to
ehow that he has profited directly or in-
directly by any action that he may have
taken. On the recommendation of the
minister of marine the government has
retired Colonel Gourdeau on superannua-
tion based on his salary before the recent
salary increase occurred.

Commander Spain and J. F. Fraser,
commissioner of lights, have been definite-
ly dismissed. Commander Spain’s dismiss-
al is based on wrongly charged traveling
expenses. Fraser is dismissed for- disre-
garding the orders of the mipister in mak-
ing departmental purchases and for other
irregularities. 1

Agent Gregory, of Quebec, is dismissed,

with George D. O. Farrel, inspector of
lights at Quebec.

Mr. Brodeur states that although it was
clear that Mr. Harding had financial
transactions in the nature of loans with
contractors and other persons dealing with
the marine department, these loans were
merely of the natire of temporary obli-
gations from friends. There is, he says,
no proof that there have been overcharges
as the result of these loans by the con-
tractors and others who had dealings with
the department through Mr. Harding.

The minister says that in the case of
Mr. Harding he is convinced that there
was no corrupt act committed, and he re-
fers to the fact that Mr. Harding has
recently been afflicted with a stroke of
paralysis.

12. Courses ‘of lectures on civil govern-
ment, health, - business, etc.

13. Increase of branches of public library
with book circulation in shops, factories,
schools, ete. !

14. Circulation of pictures

HAZEN HAS INTRODUCED
THE NEW LICENSE ACT

Hon, Mr. Flemming, in reply to Mr.
Robinson's enquiry gave a detailed state-
ment of the provincial accounts at the
banks and of the monthly balances for the
last year. He also gave a full statement of
the cost of schoel books; the quantity of
each kind purchased and the names ot the
vendors throughout the province.

Hon. Mr. Hazen introduced a bill to
amend the liquor license act, stating the;
principal alterations proposed.

Scetion one provides that the quantity
of spirituous liquors to be sold at one time
shall not exceed one quart and malt liquors
one gallon, also that where a wholesale
license authorizes the sale of not less than
one quart, such quart shall mean 25 ounces,
and also every person importing liquor into
the province and bottling it for sale shall
pay the same license fee as a brewer who
brews in the province. . At the present
time the provincial brewers pay $800, while
an importer competing with him only pays

G 1 *
Another provision is in respect to the
grantimg of licenses. At present the license
takes effect on first of May and notice of
application must be given by the 25th of
March. As the decision of the commission-
ers for granting licenses is not arrived at
till towards the end of April and arrange-
ments for tenancy of prémises must be
made not later than the lst of February
the licensee in case a license should not
be granted has his premises on his hands.
The new hill provides that notice of appli-
cation in future shall be eent .in by the
28th of December and ‘the  commissioners
are required to fix: the date of applications
before the 25th of. January, so in case a
man’s license should bé tefused him he
would have time to give netice to his land-
lord before Feh. 1.

Special provision is made for holding an
immediate election poll in certain wards
in the eity of St. John and in the parish
of Harcourt in Kent county.

Mr. Tweeddale asked if county council
elections were held in October and peti-
tion asking for a poll to be taken
on the license question should be received
the following month could such poll not
be taken until the next municipal elec-
tion, two years hence.

SAYS “JOKER” COST
TOBACCO CONSUMERS
NEARLY $45,000,000

I

Washington, D. C.; March 30.—What 18

designated as a ‘“joker” that cost the
consumers of tobacco in this ~ountry
nearly $45,000,000, was found today in the
existing revenue laws of the United States
by Representative Dawson of Iowa who
at once introduced a bill to correct. the
error. -
Under the Dingley tariff law the two
ounce packages of tobacco sell to the con-
sumer at five cents each and the four
ounce packages for ten cents. In 1898 a
war revenue tax of six cents a pound ad-
ditional was leviel on' tobacco. At the
same time in order to serve the conveni-
ence of the trade authorization was given
for the reduction of the size of the pack-
ages from two, three and four ounces to
one and two-thirds, and two and a half
and three and a half ounces, thus enabling
the smoker to procure a five cent and a
ten cent package of tobacco ‘at the
stores.”

In due time, the war revenue tax was
repealed. Somebody forgot, Mr. Dawseon
believes, to restore the packages of tobac-
co to the original sizes and hence ever
gince 1902 the consumer of tobacco has
been paying the equivalent of the war
revenue tax to the manufacturers of to-
bacco.

According to figures obtained from the
commissioner of internal revenue, over
three billion one and two-third ounce
package have been sold during the past
qi;g -years_and over, 12,000%0,000, packages
of the three and one-third ounce size.
Representative Dawson figures out that
the purchaser of each small package has
been mulced out of one cent and the pur-
chaser of the larger of two cents and
hence the joker has cost the consumer al-
most $45,000,000. Mr. Dawson’s bill pro-
poses to restore the packages to the or-
iginal sizes.

LECTURE ON CYPRUS
