ME. BLAKE A8 A RIELITE.

The diversity of opinion on Mr, Blake’s
recent speech is doubtless in part due to the
diversity in the reports furnished. Tar
SuN's report was exaot as far as it went and

“onr deductiors from the language nsed are
fully substantiated by conslderation of the
full and authorized report which appears in
thefToronto Globe.

#r. Blake begins his discussion of the ex-
ecution of Riel by stating that the Quebec
sgﬂation has been ‘‘greatly misrepresented,”
with ‘‘the dellberate design on the part
of the Ontarlo Torles to create and
intensify a war of race and oreed.” Mr,
Blake thus commences by censurisg those
who condemn the Rielite agitation.

Next Mr, Blake explalns that as a rule
there should be no criticlam of the exercise
of the prerogative of mercy. This rule,
however, did not apply to the Government
in this case, It was proper to critlcise the
Government’s course In permitting Riel to
be hanged.

After some general statements capable of
wide interpretation, Mr, Blake comes again
to particulars, He says that' the country
requires an explanation ‘‘as to why if it
waa intended to execute the sentence, Riel
was not put on trial for murder.”
He then refers to General Middleton’s let-
ter o Biel and wants to know If it was on
account of it that the Government tried Riel
for a ‘‘political offence.,” He wants to
know mere of ‘‘the clrcumastances connected
with that letter so far as to judgeof the
weight to be attached to it.” The letter in
question was the one sent to Riel during the
fight at Batoche in reply to a message from
Rlel. General Middleton called on Riel to
surrender and promised in that case to pro-
tect his life until he should be handed over
¥ the court for trial. The significance of
Mr, Blake's allusion to the letter is that the
Rielites have declared that Riel was induced
by this letter to give himself up on the un-
derstanding that he should not be ?ut to
death. Neither the Riclites nor Mr. Blake
think it necessary to say that Middleton
only promised to protect Riel from lynch
1aw, or that Rlel did not surrender but con-
tinued fightlng- and wss gaptured sometime
afterward,

Mr, Blake goes on to speak of the trial
tself. He does nnt censure the counsel en-
gaged but he did not quite approve of the
courf, He held that ‘‘the arrangements for
the administration of justice originally rude
and primitive had become by time less appli_
eable to the circumstances of the country and
w8 noiwel] suited to such a case gs Riel's.”
*Fhese are Mr, Blake’s word”, and we leave
eur readers to judge whether they are not an
endorsement of the Rlelite platform. But
this ienot nll, The judge himself comes in
for am attack at the hande of the Opporition
leader: He says: ;

*“The choice of the juige is another matter,
If I rightly understand, Mr. Richardson, be-
sides being a magistrate and a member of the
North West counci! waa the paid legal adviser,
the political law officer, so to speak of the ex-
ecutive of the North West, and I think ex-
planations are required oF S8UCH A CHOICE for

She trial.”

The insinuation s that Judge Richardson
is not a falr man, which is preclsely what
the Rlelites maintain., As Mr, Blake was a
member of the government which estab-
Bshed the court and which appointed
Judge Richardson to the position he holds,
he might have refrained from casting im-
putations elther on the court or the judge.

The Rielites impugn the tribanal, thé
judge and the jury. Mr. Blake also is noi‘
pleazed with the tribunal or the judge.
Coucerning the jury he remarks that he in-
tended to say something, but that on one
material point he yet lacks knowledge. *‘I
think it better,” he says, “‘nof to suggest in
this respect a hypothetical oriticlsm and
therefore I abstain,” This 1is calcu-
lated to leave the impression that
there was something bad about the
jury which will be brought out as soon as

“gnowledge on a material point” is ob.
tained,

Mr, Blake is reluctant to believe that
Riel was the mercenary character described
in Sir Alexander Campbell’s memorandum.

I now come o some of the most interesting
parts of the case, The question of Riel’s
mental condition is one to which I am at
present duioaed to attach greater importance
than, as judge, does -the gemeral public.
(Hear.) But I think all will agree that we are
clearly entitled to have before us, besides the
papers, the instructions to and reports of the
so-called medical commission, which is referred
to by the Government, You will remember
the coz flicting rumors as to the character and
results of the enquiry, Though there is much
on which we can and ought to reach conclusions
| independent of the medical testimony, yet this
is a part of the case without which we should
not decide, (Hear,)

He also thinks ‘‘that we should have a
statement of the grounds on which Govern-
ment decided against the recommendation to
meray, a course which may have been perfect-
ly correct, but which ought to be explained,”
and considers that “*faller information seems
be required as to the grounds on which
Government thought the execution neoessary
a8 a deterrent.”

We give one more gquotation as showing
the spirit In which Mr. Blake spoke :—

Warm supporters of the Government have
alleged that it shamefully betrayed and deceiv-
ed them. We want the evidencs of this-
(Hear.) . They also allege that Government
acted to gratify the thirat for vengeance, in re-
spect of the Scott murder, of one “section of
the supporters of Government, and on a cold-
blooded calculation of political gains and
losses in.the countiss, rather than on general
coneiderations of public justice, mercy and
policy. Oa this grave charge we want light.

‘What more could the most ardent sym-
pathizer with Riel want than the leader of
the Canadian Grit party bas given him ?
Mr, Blake blames the Oatario Torles for
their denunciation of the Rielite alliance.
He does not approve of the indictment
upon which Riel was tried.
He considers the tribunal which tried Riel
fo be ‘‘unsuitad for sauch a case as Riel’s,”
The choloe of the judge is open to critic-
ism,
He has some fault to find with the jury
when he can get hold of another fact or two.
A quantity of evidence was withheld- by
the prosecution.
The charge that Riel was mercenary is
inconsistent and consequently untrae,
Mr, Blake wante to know why t2e recom-
mendation to meroy was disregarded.
He wonld like to know what grounds the
Government have for supposiog that any
good would come of the execution of Riel.
He wants to know whether the Riel party
are right in olaiming that Riel was hanged
to conciliate the Orangemen who ‘‘thirst for
vengeance in respect of the Scott murder,”
and that the Government were moved
thereto not by the principles of justice,
but by political motives.

THE P. E. I, DELEGATION.

Oar Charlottetown correspondent informs
us that two members of the P, E. Island
government are about to proceed to England
oo business connected with winter communi-
catlon between the province and the main-
Iand, Itis claimed on behalf of the pro-
vince that the agreement entered into by
the Dominion to provide ‘‘continnous steam
communication” has not JMeen carried out.
There is no doubt that communication has
not been continuous, in an absolute sense,
The question before the house is, has the
Dominlon Goveroment carried oub the agree-
ment in the spirit- in which it was made?
Have all reasonable outlays been made and
all proper eare taken to provide such ser-
vice for theisland? The Northern Light is not
a uucc’en, but she cost a good deal of money
more than shonld be expsnded again in any
uncertain undertaking, The Prince Edward
Island delegation will not make much head-
way unless they are able to point out what
they want the Dominion Government to do.
They will pe’rhl[‘:s, prefer the reasonable re-
quest that the Dominlon Government should
examine Senator Howlan’s subway project
and see if it is a prasticable echeme. The pur-
pose sought {s one which commends itself to
every person. In old times isolation did not
mean  pxtinction, now it does.

The fish
which was being_prepared for boxing looked
white and tempting, The higher grades are
wrapped in wax paper before bsing boxed, a
device which ensures perfect protection from
the air and keeps the fish sweet and sound for
& long time, An idea of the extent of the firm’s
operations may be gathered .from the fact that
they ship the fish skins by the carload to a glue
factory in Port Hope, Ontario,

Since the first of August 1885, sald Mr.
Leonard, we have shipped 490,000 1bs. of bone-
less fish to the upper provinces. Of finnen
haddies we have shipped 43 300 1bs., of smoked
herring 11,000 boxes, of bloaters 1100 boxes
and of fresh herring 179,000. The soft weath-
er has been very much against operations so
far this season, and the fresh fish business is
now really only commencing, but without any
doubt there will be more fresh fish shipped in
the next fow months than there has been sent
forward since last Jaly. i

To what points do you send your fish ? asked

the reporter.

All over Canada. We havoe filled three large
orders for Winnipeg. The fresh fish trade
covers a wide field. We send mostly to Mon-
treal, but also do quite a stroke with Toronto
and Hamilton, etc. We expect a vessel in to-
day with about three car loads of fish,

and the effect of the mediation will be lasting,
Prince Bismsrck will not neglect chances to
attest his lively gratitude and highest devotion
and deepest respect for his holiness in future.

Mr. Cameron spent the greater part of his

minister of the interior hae investigated the
subject and polnts out that there were a few
slight mistakes in this statement. Among
the persons aconsed of taking those grants
was Hon. Mr, Costigan, who never had any-
thing to do with timber limits. Of the
other 33 persoes, however, 11 never had
licenses or Gut a foet of timber, In short,
instead of 34 persons in possession of 50 mile
berths there were but 6. Of these the
largest holder is one W. J. McAuley, a
member of Cameron’s political party, who
recelved his grant of 64,000 acres from the
Mackenzle governmeht, Another lot nearly
as large was set aside by the Mackenzle
government and granted to two Gritsin Win-

nipeg. A third was granted to Fuller & Co, |

in 1875, under the Mackenzie government,
Still another man named by Mr., Cameron is
a Grit ringleader. The last officlal act of
the Mackenzie government, says Mr. White,
was to grant to Mr, H, H. Cook 200 square
miles of timber landa to be selected in small
scattered blocks wherever he wanted them,
This grant was madeweeks after the govern.
ment had been defeated at the polls and on
the very last day before the government re-
signed. It might be remembered that Mr,
Cook is the man who at an 'election trial
gave the following evidence :—

“‘Speaking from memory the expense of my
campaigns was as follows. In 1871 they migh$
have amounted to $13,000, but I do not charge
my mind with $2,000 or $3,000 in eleetion mat-
ters, In 1872 my expenses did not exceed $15,-
000. In 1874 they were smaler because I
thought I would have the sympathy of the peo-
ple in consequence of my expenditure in 1872
and that the government would have to carry
the Pacific scandal on its back.”

DEATH OF BENNETT SMITH.

Windsor's Famous Shipbuilder and Mil-
: lionaire :

PASSES OVER TO THE MAJORITY—SKETOH OF HIS
LIFE AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF SHIPBUILD-
ING IN THR OLASSICAL OLD TOWN,

Bennett Smith was a rather remarkable,
somewhat eccentric, but most successful man,
He did as much, perhaps more, to make Nova
Scotia famous as a shipbuilding and ship own-
ing country as any other man of his generation.
He built a fleet of some 35 vessels of about
80,000 tons, and managed them with marked
sagacity and sugcess, He never took any active
part in public life—with the exception when
he was elected to the assembly; never pro-
minently connected himself with any political
benevolent, philanthropic, or religious move-
ment. He marked out for himself one line in
life—that of a great shipbuilder and owner;
and in that one line he was eminently success-
ful, and notwithstanding that he belonged to
the ““old echool,” for several years past he was
lr:ignrded a8 tihe wefalchieut nma in Nova Stl:;:in,

s aggregation of money and property ng

One hundred and thirteen years ago John
Smith and his family came out from Yorkshire
and settled at Newport, Hants. This man
had been a personal friend of John Wesley’s.
One of this man’s sons & daughter of &
Captain Grant, a united empire loyalist, who
had pitched his tent at Kempt, To this conple
were born four sons—John, William, Bennett
and Levi—and a daughter. These all spent
their childhood upon the little homestead and
worked' hard upon the farm. Windsor was
then a little village, noted onlty for its plaster
quarries and being the seat of Kings college,
1t did quite a thriving business with the sur-
rounding settlements. Small vessels had been
built on the, Avon for many years, and
several ‘“‘shipyards” existed at and near
Windeor, and when in his ’teens Bennett
Smith and his brothers worked in some of
these. They sll grew to be men of fine
physique. Bennett was six feet high, and in
his prime weighed 230 Ibs, Half a century
ago the village of Yarmouth began to show
some little enterprise in building small vessels,
Previous to 1837 (according to J. M, Lawson’s
valuable record of Yarmouth shipping) it had
built several barks and brigs. That year two
barks were added to the registry. One regis.
tered 247 tons, the other 169, The Smith boys
madeup their minds that

They worked together, formed a pattner-
ship, raised every dollar they could among
themselves, obtained loans from friends and
built a brig—the Matchless. She was 800 tons
register, and was the largest vessel ever built
on the Avon, or perhapsin Nova Scotis, up
to that time, That year Yarmouth built
three barks of 202, 218, and 271 tons
respectively, and several brigs, brigantines
and schooners—all less than 180 tons burthen.
There were evil prophets in those days, It
was, they declared, preposterous for Windsor
to become a shipbuilding centre, Yarmouth
might engage in such reckless enterprises as
building a 271 ton bark; but it was the essence
of folly for any one in Wlndlor to do so, and
es 4 lg i:or ?ln’ yon:g'men to .tte;[;:dllc.

The Mnol!:lau was not a success,
They had “‘told you s0,” and their superior
judgment and fereknowledge had been justified
by events.

Bat they did not lose
faith io themselves nor in the future of profit-
able shipbuilding at Windsor. Eight years
elapsed, during which Yarmouth added thir-
teen barks to her flset—one of them register-
ing as high as 628 tons ! The Smith brothers
again determined on a venture and in 1846 they
built the bark Avon, 850 tons,

OOTTON FREIGHTS WERE REMARKABLY HIGH
just then, and the Avon arrived at New Or-
leans just in time to secure a good charter.

The vessel paid for herself on her first trip,
That was the real beginning of the industry in

' Windsor wbich has carried the name and fame

of that town to almost everylpart of the navig-
able world. From that tims forward the Smith
brothers built a vessel every year, or almost
every year, at Windsor. The first ahip built
there was the Siam, of 750 tons, in 1852, The
largest tonnage of any vessel built there pre-
vious to 1861 was 900 tons; but in that yearanew
departure wasinaugurated in the buildingof the
ship British Qaeen, of 1,196 tons. The same
year Yarmouth went one better, and Themas
Killam launched the ship Rssearch, of 1,459
tons. The largest ship Bennett Smith built
at Windsor was the Nile, 1,338 tons, in 1864;
and his last ship there was the Black Watch
in 1877, of 1,319 tons. In that year he had
a disagreement with his men about wages and
declared he would never build another
vessel at Windsor and thereafter had all his
vesgels built in New Brunswick. At the
time of his death he owned or was largely in-
terested in about a dozsn vessels of some

13,000 tons. Some of Mr. Smith’s vessels -

were remarkably successful. Dauring the
Irish famine one of his vessels was chartered
to carry a cargo of

at 1s 41 per bushel, She more than paid for
herself on that one voyage. Now vessels
are glad to carry grain at 8 cents per bushel.
The ships John Mann, Nile, Island Home,
Wellington, British Queen and Larnica
are among the vessels that have the reputation
of having paid for themselves and each one
adding $100,000 to the wealth of their fortu-
nate owners., The ipartnership of the four
brothers, or their interest in one another’s ves-
sels, continned during their lifetime. But of
course Bennett held by far the largest interest
in the firm—probabiy larger than the other
three combined. John died twelve or thirteen
years ago. He was an open hearted, open
handed man and the blesesings of hundreds of

oor people were showered upon him. He left
lgis interest in the firm to his widow, who still
survives, and to his children—Rev, 1. Watson
Smith (now editor of the Wesleyan),
J. Wesley, E. G. and Julia. The
latter died and Rev. T. Watson Smith
sold out his interests in the vessels to
the firm of Smith Bros,, and since then bhas
had nointerest whatever in shipping. The
shipping interests of 8mith Bros., has since re-
mained intimately coonected with that of
Bennett Smith. The second brother, William,
died about 1878,and his estate is still connected
with the business, The fourth brother, Levi,
survives, still lives in Windsor and retains an
interest in the business,

The Logic of the ‘‘Telegraph.”

Sir—Thse editor of the 7Telegraph prides
himself, next after his ability as a critic of
other men’s grammar, upon his- power as a
wielder of logic. A oareful perusal of Satur-
day’s lesue of the Telegraph, however, seems
to leave the impression either that all ao:
cepted principles of logical reasoning are at
fault, or that the wits of the erudite editor
have gone wool-gathering. i

Plunging into his New York exchanges,
one of which sometimes quotes the Telegraph
to prove that ‘‘dyiog Canadians must be
willing to leave the world or at least that
section of it,” the editor quotes from one of
them a paragraph comcerning the large num-
ber of unemployed persons in that city.
He then proceeds to moralize, as follows :—

“The army of tramps came in with the era
of high protective duties, and it is safe to
say that not New York alone, but all the
leadlog cities of the republic now have each
a garrison of like character. They beg and
steal, and in one way or another have to be
supported by those who are trying to earn
their livelihood. They levy taxes, first in
the form of poor rates, and second in the’
way of private charity from door to door. It
is worth considering whether a policy which
brings about such a condition of things is the
best for a country.” ,.

Had the editor stopped here, his readers,
relyiog upon his broader knowledge and ri
judgment, might have been induced to be-
leve with him that high protective duties
are the cause of national poverty. But,
unfortunately for himself he goes on:

‘‘We have too many unemployed in Can.
ada, largely as the result of a faulty fiscal
system, backed up by asssisted passages for
pauper immigrants.,” (The italics are ours.)

The reader pauses to reflect. Pauper
immigrants, Why, the majority, one might
say all of the immigrante arriving in Canada
come from the British Islands. Is there
any army of tramps (paupers) in the British
Ielands ? If so, according to the edlitor, it
maust be the result of a faulty fiscal system.

Sir—I am greatly pleased, as are, indeed,
all the good folks in this out-of-the-way dis-
trict, to observe that the newspapers in St.

John take 80 lively an interest in the colonial
exhibition, which ia tobe held in the mother
country pext spring. All our provinoial
products, I hope, will be well represented in
that important collection. Baut I fully agree
with you that our schools and schoolmasters
ought to have had an earlier notice and some
more stimulating incentives given them, if
it is expected that they shall contribute any-
thing which will afford an adequate illus-
tration of the work regularly done in them,
or any correct idea of their class and char-
acter. What our saplent and self-sufficlent
chief superintendent proposes to collect and
forward to England as specimens of oufr
schools’ work will be at least not only an
inadequate representation, but a simply
ridiculous one. Probably the poorman does
not know at all how to do anything better.
Everybody ought to understand by this time
that' his original genius finds its principal,
if not, its only occupation in discover-
ing ‘‘the underlying principles” upon which
some worn-out theory or some profoundly
empty platitude is bated. It 1s to me a
matter of utter indifference that mnobody
cares a straw for the stale and flat proposi-
tion he #o laboriously endeavors to explain,
and that the system he describes, as if no
one had ever heard of it before, is as dead as
ite author, and has been for half a century
safely burfed. He is apt to go on and on,
all the same, wherever he gets a chance to
spread the valuable information he has re-
cently acquired from an antiquated hand-
book before an assembly of ‘teachers whose
sole duty, for the time, is te listen with
whatever amount-of patience and courtesy
they may be able to command. And then
he will serenely congratulate himself upon
the great things he has done. That self-
complacent mood, doubtless, came upon him
when he saw in print bis lucid. communica.
tion which you published on Friday last.
The whole business of the representation of
our schools and their ‘‘work” was thoroughly
settled by that wonderful letter.

If you will allow me to offer a suggestion
anent this great exhibition, I would respect-
fully advise his honor the lieutenant gov-
ernor and the more literate of his present
constitutional advisers to send to England,
along with the specimens of our school chil-
dren’s manual and other ‘“‘work,” a copy of
that wondrous letter and copies of those
marvellous circulars which, during the past
two years, have lssued from the office of the
chief superintendent of education in New
Brunswick.

BOSTON COOKING SCHOOL.

Toothsome Demonstations in the Culinary
Art.

HOW TO MAKE ROMAN PUNCH, GATEAU DE
BANANA AND WHITE MOUNTAIN CREAM—
MRS, DANIELLS’ INTERESTING AND INSTRUC-
TIVE LECTURE,

ROMAN PUNCH,

“This must have time to freeze, so we
must get it under way at once,” said the
instructress, her usually quiet face quite
clouded. ‘‘Take two quarts of water, two

pounds of sugar, one-half pint of rum, the
julce of two oranges and of six lemons (two
tablespoonfuls jnice should be allowed to
each lemon as they vary so in julciness—I
think I told you this before), one half
cupful of green tea; all well mixed and
frosen.

“‘Sinoe this recipe came from one of the
first public houses of the oity, it is supposed
to be good of its kind, Use Santa Cruz for
the rum called for, and naving put the in-
.gredients together, strain the liquid ocare.
tolly into the freezer that the materials
may be theroughly incorporated before con-
gealing.”

GATHAU DE BANANA,

The bare formula is : One cup butter, two
of sugar, three and a half of flour, one of
milk, yolks of five eggs, white of three
eggs, three teaspoorfuls baking powder (even
spoonfuls), one teaspoenful of orange ex-
tract, This rule is one of the best I know
fora variety of uses in making desserts of
fresh fruit and for ‘Washington ple.’ “Use
orange essence, unless you very much prefer
something else; I did not make this, but
usually prepare my own extract. In pre-
paring my Washiogton pie tins, in which to
break the layers, I always spread smooth
with thin ‘manilla’ paper, carefully buttered,
Manilla paper is better because it is very
strong; and I prefer to let the paper come
up to the edge of the pan and lift 1t out by
the edges when baked. Itis a bad plan to
turn hot or warm cake upside down to get
it out of the tins, being liable to break in the
middle.”
= Some discussion ensued in regard to the
relative advantages of using or doing with-
out paper, as thick paper caused the cake to
adhere, and when removed peeled the deli-
cate brown from the bottom of the loaf,
Upon the suggestion of another intelligent
pupil the tins were greased with butter and
dredged with flour and the tin then inverted
to permit the loose flour to fall off. This
was to be a substitute for paper, and to canse
a richer brown on the cake. The experi-
ment proved delightfully successful, and the
class echoed Mrs. Daniell’s thanks for & new
and iavaluable hint, as many an anxious
housewife can testify,

A question arlsing as to the value of per-
forated pie tins, Mrs. Daunlells expressed her
approval, adding that pies, if juioy, should
not atand in them as they were apt to act
like a sort of porous plaster in their tend-
ency to draw ; the junice seeming to run
through.

‘¢ The last thing, wash your hands before
mixing the cake, as it is hard on the shonld-
ers to use a spoon, though the wooden per-
forated or open cake spoon, if used with the
bowl turned out, {s easier than anything ex-
cept the hands,”

‘It is 8o essential to cream well the butter
and sugar, that in winter I am accustomed
to put butter to be unsed for cake-baking,
one night in the warm air of the kitchen,
when it is nsually just softened enough,
When these two Ingredients are beaten
light add the milk, If at last the mixture
eeems inclined to separate, add a trifie more
flour, Beat very rapidly after adding the
milk,

*“It is not a good plan to do much cooking
on top of a stove while baking cake, An
excellent assistant to regular heat is to have
a small indicator like a clock attached to
your range or stove over the oven door, such
as {8 used In the cooking school kitchen, A
small hand points to marks upon the dial
face, this hand belng moved by the heat, It
is Inexpensive, can be attached to any stove
and.prevents that bane of good cake, inop.
portune opening of the oven doors,

“Invert each layer on a plate when baked;
spread it with thinly sliced banana, and
pour over the banana a thick covering of
‘White mountain cream.” Over this place
another cake, repeating the layer of banana
and cream. Slice the banana as the cake is
ready, and cover at once, as the frostin
alone preventa the slices turning black, The
Inyers of cake should not be too thick, may
be added in number according to individual
fancy, nor should the frult and oream be
used sparingly.

WHITE MOUNTAIN CREAM,

This is for the above, *“Take ose cupful of
sugar, one-third cupful of water, white of
one egg, one teaspoonful vanilla extract, half
ocupful of grated cocoanut, ' Boil the water
and sugar rapldly for fifteen minutes, or
until napon puttiog a knife into it and thea
holding up the knife, the syrup falls from it
ina thread, Beat the white of the egg so
stiff that 16 will not fall from the inverted
dish, and continue beating while some one
slowly pours the bolling syrup upon it. Beat
well, and on removing the beater, add the
vanilla and cocoanut, beating for a minute
with a spoon,

VEGETABLES A LA JARDINIERE,

Oae can of Fremch peas or one pint of
frésh peas; one pint each of carrot and turnip
cubes about one-third of an inch in size;
three gills of any kind of stock, three table-
spoonfuls butter, three teaspoonfals of sugar,
three teaspoenfuls of salt.

Pat the carrots and turnips in separate
saucepans, with two quarte of boiling water
in each, cooking 40 minutes. If fresh peas
are used cook 30 minutes; if French peas,
open the can and pour the peas into a strain-
er, pouring over them ome quart of cold
water, then place the peas In a stewpan.
When the turnips and carrots have cooked
40 minutes, drain off all the water, add to
each gaucepan of vegetables one-third of the
sugar, salt, butter and stock; set where the
contents will ceok rapidly. Shake oc-
caslonally, cooking until all the stock has
been absorbed, taklog great care to remove
before the least suspicion of dryness ap-
pears,

Spread the turnip cubes on & warm plat-
fer, making the border rather thick; heap
the yellow oarrots on the turnip, leaviog a
boarder about one inch in width; flatten the
centre of the mound of carrot and heap the
peas upon it to complete the pyramid. This
was declared by all to be the most artistic
arrangement of vegetables, and varlous
prophecies were breathed as_to the flavor
falling te equal its beauty. But it was
even more deliclous than it looked, and
for once the prosaic turmip and coarse-

hned carrot made one of the daintiest of

es,
OYSTER A LA POULETTE.

Pat one quart of oyaters on to boil in their
own liqguor, When they commence boiling,
skim carefully and pour into a strainer.
Draln well and set aside. Pat one-half pint
of the oyster liquor into a sance-pan, and
when it begins to beil stir Into it one heap-
ing teaspoonfnl of flour mixed with three
tablespoonfuls of cold water, Boll gently
five minutes, Pat one pint of cream into a

double boiler; when hot, add the thickened

oyster liquor, Season with salt and pepper,
a little nutmeg and a graln of cayenne, Beat
well four egg yolks, and add half-cap of cold
cream. Now add to the cooking mixture:
The oysters, one tablespoonful of butter and
finally the egg liquid prepared. Simmer for
three minutes, stirring constantly, Remove
from the fire immediately and serve with a
border of puff-paste cakes, er in' any fantas-
tic shapes to form an attractive border,

Eating Ants for Pickles.

THE CRAVING OF WOODSMEN IN MAINE AND
CANADA FOR SOMETHING SOUR,

(¥rom the American Rural Home,)

Itis curlous what an appetite for some-
thing sour men have who eat & great deal o
fat food. Generally in the lnmber region, &
]arge quantity of raspberries or blueberries
are picked and put down Into tubs to sour
for winter use. But that year had been a
poor berry year, scarcely any had been
gathered. ¢‘Pickles ! Pickles I” was the cry,
morning, noon and night. There were
twenty-six choppers of the camp, all calling
for **pickles.” *‘An’ ef yer can’t git us roz.
briz git ants!”- So the cook sent Al
Churchill and I—the youngest two members
in the camp—off Into the woods after great
ants—for plokles, It may seem rather odd,
to say the least, that anybody could have
the stomach to eat 8o ugly an insect ss a big,
black ant. But it is nos unfrequently done
n the lumberlnlg camps of Northern Maine
and Canada. did muster courage to chew
one up once. It had a fine, acid flavor, by
no means unpleasant, if 'one could keep his
eyes shut. Rough fellows, like the lumber-
men, are not very fastidious. The oook
gave us a aix quart tin pail and cover te get
the ants In, Al took an old gun which was
kept at the camp to shoot partridges and
other game, and I took an axe to cut opea the
old logs aud stumps with, We set off for a
tract where the fire had run years before,
and where old pine trunks lay scattered in
decay on the ground as they fell. Many of
these had colonles of large antslivingin tun.
nels and gallerles which they had cut in-
side. In September it is easy to find out
which stumps or logs have the nests of ants,
for by rlp?lng smartly on the side an army
of black fellows will pour out of their holes;
and ifiyou present your hand they will attack
it with remarkable fierceness. Bat so late
as December the ants are too torpid from
the cold to sally forth. Buat we were guided
by the holes which they had cut for gates,
and the heaps of fresh chips, like sawdust,
which they bad thrown out. - A few strokes
of the axe sufficed to split or knock to
the old stumps, and expose the long tunnels
and net-work of cross passages inside. Many
of these we found packed with dormant ants,
and had only to scoop them into our pall.
In one log I remember that we scraped out
not less than a quart; and a quart of ants
must contain at least 10,000, even of these
large ones,

And here I wish very much to advise some
reader who has a taste for such study to
spend a year or more cbserving the habits of
American ants, Mr, Darwin and other na-
turalists have told us a great deal about the
European and African ants; how they march
in armies, invade the cities of their meigh-
bors and make slaves of a smaller species.
Bat I do not know that any one has yet
made an attentive study of American ants.

SERMON.
Some Thoughts for the New Year,

‘BY THE REV. JAMES BENNET, D. D.

Preached in Calvin Presbyterian Church,
St. John.

This month shall te unto yon‘ the beginring of
months.— Exodus 2ii. 2.

The origin of customs and observances
may sometimes be of importance. Some-
times they are hid in the mystery of the
past, and. sometimes they seem to have
grown up without any pecullar reason. The
first day of the Jewish year had significance
above all other days. The month Abib was
of pre-eminent importance, In it Israel
was liberated from Egypt, rose from the de-
gradation of bondage to the dignity of free-
dom. Nothiog could henceforth canse its
return to a level with the other months of

the year, except forgetfulness of history.
Like Joseph’s sheaf, the other sheaves must
bow down to it. Hence we find that to that
month belonged the most solemn religlons
observanoes. In it were the days of un.
leavened bread, concluded by the passover—
that rite which told of mercy and of judg-
ment, the salvation of the Israelites and the
destruction of the Egyptians, Other days
might gather round them great observance,
but while Israel remained as a natiom the
days which preceded and ushered in this
feast could mot be esteemed like other days.
‘We can sympathize with the Jews when at
the breaking down ef the partition wall of
natlonalities they still cling fondly to their
feast of unleavened bread and paschal rites,
and we can well understand the wisdom of
the council of Jernsalem and of the Apostle
Paul, who while standing out against the
imposition of the yoke of observance of such
days en the Gentile converts, to whom they
had no rich old associations, yet allowed the
Jew though a Christian still to keep up the
time honored customs and renew the hal-
lowed memories of their redemption from the
slavery which their forefathers had endured.
The month Abib was to them a joyful
month—the begloning of months.

Most nations have their political days—
days of some great deliverance or some great
victory. . On this continent our peighbors
celebrate the landing of the Pilgrim Fathers
on the rock of Plymouth, from the May-
flower—oelebrate, too, the fourth of July,
the day of the declaration of independence,
And in our‘own province show is made of
ocelebrating the day of the landing of the
Loyalists. These days are of great tradition-
ary importance in various places, and preb-
ably were it not that Christendom has " al-
ready fixed the day of the beginning of the
year, we should in each of these nations
have these various days as respectively the
initial peint from which each would calcu-
late’ the beginning of the year to the
nation,

The fixiog of the beginning of the year
dates back to the time of Julius Cmsar,
There was only a slight change made by
Pope Gregory in the sixteenth century and
which was adopted in Eogland at a later
perlod, o that the same day might indicate
the same period of the earth’s orbitas it did
a% the time of the Council of Nice. In thus

fixing the beginning of the year we have re-
ferrefl solely to convenience, We have
Hothing  particulsr to commemorate
on the firsk day of the year,
The want of any particular event
to fix our minds upon is rather beneficial
than otherwise, Each nation, each family,
eaoh. Individusl, can on that day all the more
forcibly recall the events which are of im-
portance to each from the freedom of mind
from any great event which the day cele-
brates. Thus while Good Friday, Christmas
and Easter turn the attention to the most ex-
traordinary Christian facts and beliefs oo-
eupying the mind to the exclusion of all else,

oalls each one to a review of slns and judg-
ments_ and mercles past, and to serious plain
resolve and prayer for the future, that we
may be made better, wiser, nobler, more
prepared for all life’s vicissitudes, and make
& more prudent use of all its privileges and
advantages, .

1, One of the dutles which seems o de-
volve upon us at this season of the year is to
rejoloe and to wish our friends joy—to re-
jolce, mot that we are a year older, but that
we have been spared in health, peace and
oontent during the past; and to pray for one
another for the future that we may be
happy—for is not every wish a prayer, at
least on the lips and coming from the heart
of a Christlan? And is nos the joy which
we manifest when we meet one another, the
offering of thankfulness that God has spared
each fr%and whose hand we clasp during all
the season ? ’

Of course our rejoicing may take either a
worldly or a religious oast, Perhaps there

is too much of the heathenish about the out-

side shew and style of expression, and pro-

decidedly Christian aspeot; though there
might be some Httle danger of them degen-
erating intoa cant, It wounld not do to set
down any form of salutation which we might
think more decidedly Christian., Each one
should follow spontaneously the expression
of his own feelings, but these feelings should,
with all Christians, be those which while
are human yet look towards the divine, The
phrase “Happy New Year” in the Christian
mind should mean *‘May God be your guide,
your guardian, your provider, your stay dur-
ing the year we now enter upon.” This per-
haps is in many oases felt—I hope it will be
even more 20, And though it ia rather late
to give any directions or instructioas on this
point for the year, I would just here for a
little to occupy your minds in aralyzing the

of a Happy New Year. A happy year will
of course be one in which we shall have
euough for subsiateace, health, activity, use-
fulness, peace—peace with our neighbors,
peace with our families—a geveral glow of
kindly feeling animating us towards every
one—penace with our God, being under his
idance, submitting ourselves to his known
ws, and in all things bringing ourselves un-
der obedience to his good spirit; giviog up
to God in all things and so preparing for
either this world or the world to come. If
at the end of it we can say we have emerged
and done all this we might affirm “‘God has
fulfilled for us the wishes of our dear friends
—he has given us a happy New Year.”
When we wish a happy New Year to any-
ons, or seek 1t for ourselves, we should think
of the wish as a prayer. These are not the
only prayers that are offered up in the
church, or at the family or secret altar. I
hope we are all religious enough to see and
admit this, although some may think it a
desecration of the name of praye: to call our
wishes by that name. Yet are our wishes
the only real prayers we offer—not the ex-
pression, nor the saying ‘‘I wish,” but the
real aspiration of the heart. Every prayer
or wish, however, is not a prayer to God.
It may be a prayer to the devil—the only
delty some men acknowledge—a prayer to a
nonentity, the good will of an atheistic heart,
Behind all our general forms of kindly senti-
ment should ever stand forth the, image of
the invisible whom we worship.as the giver
of all good, the fulfiller of all right desires.
Strange curtailments have both curses
and prayers suffered. Minced eaths are
quite common; 80 are minced prayers. ¢‘Good
bye” was at one time *‘God be with you,”
““Adien” once meant *‘To God,” but we now
utter it without any religious sentiment.
True Christian feeling will bring back the
original meaning of these expreasions,
snd will rather iInfuse into the com-
mon form of salutation, a religious
sentiment which they have not. A happy
new yesr will mean ‘‘May the giver of all
good grant those blessings which make us
happy—all goodness and nobleness and vir.
tue and spirituality.” 3
It is curious to think what an almos}
infinite varlety of meaning there may be
attached to this one expression, because
each one puts into it his idea of - happiness,
Oae man’s idea of happiness is like that of
the boa conesrictor, gorging itself on its
prey and then sleeping off its gluttony.
Aunother loves a roving prairie life with
plenty of pasture and springs to quench the
thirst, El,l look into the tuture is bovine,
The happiness of a third lies, like that ef the
beaver and bee, in constructing all sorts of
things. Others take a higher range, and
collect and heap up useful things, as squir-
rels and ants do, making provision against
the future, In that their happiness lies,
Some delight in pleasure, some in pictures
and statues, other have mo happinees but in
books. This one thinks life unenjoyable
without music, aod theatres, and
games; that other is pleased only
when money accumulates and house is added
to house, Some take delight in home,others
are never at home save when away from
home. Oae class cherishes hatreds as dear
things and revenge as & luxury. The heart
of another is given to benevolen§ actions,
Succeesful ventures are happiness to the
merchant, rich ripe grain to the farmer,brisk
trade to the manufacturer, plan to the poli-
tician, the triumph of sect to the partizanp,
the onward march of truth and righteous-
ness fo the Christian, Aund all these to
some extent infuse into their desires of a
happy new year their own feelings and
views, so that the phrase means a great
maultiplicity of things. Trune each one is not
so silly as to suppose that all his friends love
what he loves and wishes what he wishes.
Oar good wishes in general are*in rega:d to
others for what each one finds to be enjoy-
able, This will not lessen the manifold
signification of a happy new year. We
ought however to consider whether in desir-
iog from God for another what he finds de-
lightful the thing delighted in be really good.
e should not always wish a man
happy  according to his own stsndard
of happiness. We should first form a right
ideal of happiness and then pray for that for
ourselves and for all men as far as varying
circamstances will allow. Of course these
circumetances take a wide range. Youth
and age cannof delight in the same things,
Thejsphere of womanu intersects only,but does
not coincide with that of man. The minister
and the merchant meet only casually in the
course of life, Each man’s business modifies
what to him will be happiness, But above
and beyond all these varieties of age and sex
and calling there is a certain generic unity
of our race and virtue of which the same
streams will quench each one’s thirst,

enjoy the same sun, drink up the same rains
of heaven and breathe the same atmosphere,
The rush may love the river bank, the reed
the morass, the rose the rich cultivated gar-
den, but over all spreads the same heaven,
and into all are breathed the same genial in.

life are required health, peace, a regenerate
nature, a soul reconclled to God, a' life ac-
tive in all good aspirings and doings, and
such goods our wish would iunstill into the
hrase as addressed to you all—‘‘A Happy
&ew Year.” t

been always esteemed a good time to balance
our books, see how we have progressed and
open new accounts, This eommercially—
but is it not also a good tima to do some-
thing like this, as to conduct and character?

Still
there is a physiclan and balm in the Gilead
of the gospel and means of divine grace.
God has not left the simner without reme-
dies. He who is an enemy to God by wick-
ed works may be reconciled to him through
the divine Saviour, He wko has sinned is
yet capable of saintship. The chief of ain-
ners may be aun apostle, ‘“‘Come now and
let us reason together, Though your sins
be as scarlet they shall be as wool,” ete.

It would be a happy year this for you if
you were only brought to the only effectual

INAUGURAL ADDRESS

0f Rev. 0. G. Dobbs, President of St. John’s
Church Y. M, A,

Gentlemen and fellow-members of St.
John’s church—It affords me, I assure you,
sincere pleasure to be the one to Introduce,
for the first time to a public assembly such
as this, the ‘“Young Men’s Assoclation of
St. John’s church, in the parish of S.
Mark.” It is, I say, a pleasure to *me, be-
cause, in the first place, I have the honor to
appear before you as the first president of a
society that will, as I earnestly and hope-
fully trust, live long enough to elect many
future presidents, chosen, as I have been,

by the free and unanimons, unpurchased and
unpurchasable voice of the electorate.

Buat while thanking yon now for the
honor you have conferred upon me and the
measure of confidence you have in me, I ask
your indulgence if in my official capacity
any of my aocts or 'words should fail to meet
with your approval. Not that I look for or
in any way expect or even desire to have
any mistakes 1 may fall into remain un-
noticed and allowed to pass; on the.contrary,
I think by 0 acting you would be commit-
ting a greater mistake, I ask only that
whatever mistakes or fanlts of any kind youn
may notiee throughout my term of office,
you will set down as faults of the head
rather than of the heart, for my earnest aim
shall be to promote the best interests of this
society to the utmost of my ability and to
act impartially between man and man.

Although I have had a good deal to do
with socleties of this kind it has chiefly been
rather in a private capacity, but I shall en-
deavor as soon as possible to make myself
master of the new duties and responsibilities
which are now lald apon me.

But what gives me ever more pleasure in
being thus called upon to Introduce the
soclety to you, s’ the conviction that has
been forcing itself upon my mind more and
more strongly, of the importance of the step
that has been already taken by the forma-
tion of this soclety and the benefits that are
likely to flow from it (with the divine
blessing), not ouly to ourselves, but to the
church to which we belong.

Fhese points I shall dwell upon in a
moment, but just here I would say, what I
am sure must be obvious to you all, that

the very importance of the work to be done

by our soclety makes it all but ocertain
before hand, that we shall meet with diffi-
oulties and discouragements, and it may be,
even serious o in oyr way, for who
ever heard of a work of any importance
being carried on without having opposition
of some kind to contend against, or at least,

—¢‘Eogland expeots that every man this day
will do his duty.”

‘What ardent fisherman has never been ex-
posed, at least toa temptation to prevaricate
when questioned as to his success, or rather
want of success, in his last day’s fishing ?

' Or what cricketer knows not what is to
have his stump sent flying by a shooter just
after he has gone to the wicket with a par-
tionlar desire to distinguish himself, But
such things do not discourage those who
really desire to smcceed in any particular
physical amusement.
. Orientals may wonder as they see Mug-
Hshmen engaged in their national game, and
undergoing much fatigue in the pursult of
i, and may ask them *‘why do you not get
our servants to play for you?’ Butitis
because they are naturally indolent them-
selves and cannot understand the pleasure
the others find in it. ;
. Baut if we can thus undergo discomforts in
the pursuit of physical pleasures, should we
not be ready to show ourselves equally man-
ly In our determination to carry out to
successful issue anything we undertake,
even in the face of some fallures-and dis-
couragementa ? The true spirit of a Briton
is shown when we throw all our energies
into whatever we begin, and refuse to own
ourselves beaten, even when there is seem-
ing defeat.

Napoleon sald of British troops: ‘“They do
not know when they are beaten;” and not to
know when we are beaten s
oftes to bring victory over to
our side. Perseverance, then, is what
we need in carrying on the work of our so-
clety. It is easier to begin well than to per-
severe in well dolog, That the formation of
spoh a soclety as this has commended itself
to all of you, Is clear from your presence at
its meetings; and that which Is worth be-
ginoing at all is surely worth some little
sglf-denial, it may be, on your part, uatil
perchance we may be gratified by seeing or-
der and beauty and usefulness brought out
of comparative chaos. Let us then, to begin
with, conslder it henceforth our duty as
members of this association to do what in us
lies to sustain and strengthen the hands of
the committee—to give them, as politiclans
say, & fair trial, rememberiog also that in
every newly formed society it takes a little
time to get into proper working order,

You have a committee now of your own
choosing, it is at all events the choice of the
majority. If perchance it should not meet
with  the hearty approval of some of the

members, I have sufficlent confidence in the |

good sense of such, to believe that they will
bow cheerfully to the will of the majority
and work as energetically in the interest of
the society, as though they were in perfect
sympathy with its cholce of officers,
Nothing so soon brings trouble and diffi-
oulty and even disaster to any cause as the
refusal of individual workers in that cause
to sink their own private opinions when op-
posed by the volce of the majority, or to re-
fuse to work at all becaunse their particular
views are not adopted. Where consclentious
seruples exist it may be necessary to with-
draw our supporf, but even then the manly
and right way is publicly to state such
goruples. In our society such a case
is not likely to arise. I do not
mean thereby to ineinuate that we have
no consciences, though it is commonly re.
ported that lawyers have none; but I am in-
olined to think there are some exceptions
to that rule, which opinion is shared, I be-
lieve, by my colleague in the vice-presiden-
tial chair, but what I-mean is that there
will hardly be any oceasion in our soclety for
any consclentioues scruples $o arise, :

And we ought fo be tolerant enough, with
regard to every other kind of objeciion, in
which others may not see eye to eye with
us, to admit that possibly the decision of
the majority may be right, even when it
condemns our cherished convictions, Some
of us, for example, may think at times the
work of the society is not carried on rightly,
according to our ideas. If so, let us at-all
times be honest in our convictions. Let us
not allow any difference of opinion on our
part to lead us into indifference with regard
to the society, either by neglecting its meet-
ings or by taking no pars in its delibera-
tions or ite general exercises, Butlet every
member feel himeelf free at any time to ad-
vance and defend his opinions in a constitu-
tional manner, to critioise the opinions and
aotions of others, and to use every legiti-
mate means $o have his ideas understood and
carried out. But now, it may be asked by
some, what are the objeets of this soclety ?
Its objects are stated in our constitution.
Yet I think it not nofitting that I shounld say
a word upon the subject, especially as I am,
in all probability, addressing some who were
not present when the const:tugion was dis-
cussed, and who, consequently, may desire
some information., I shall, however, en-
deavor to be brief. 1 may say, In the first
place, that such a soclety as this which
‘has now been formed, has long oc-
cupled a place in my:thoughts; I having
been led to think of it, partly from my
knowledge of the good that such socleties
has accomplished in other parts of Canada;
but partly also from the difficulty I have ex-
perienced in getting to know, even by sight,
many of the young men belonging $o our
church.

This, thep, Is wisely stated as one of the
objects of our sosiety, and by no means the
least important, namely, that thereby the
yourg men of the church should be drawn
together, and get to know one another bet-
ter, And so far as my own experience goes,
the society has already been beneficial to me
io this respect, and I gladly recognizs the
fact that my closer acquaintance with the
members of our society bas been a source of
real pleasure to me. Some of the members
I know now in a way that perhaps I never
should have been privileged to know them
otherwise. I say this as the honest testi-
niony of my hears.

Again we all know that union is strength,
and so whenever a number of persons com-
bine together for the protection of a good
object they’ can effect that which, as in-
dividuals working disconnectedly, they
never could have accomplished. There are
many good purposes that we might take in
hand with a probability, or even a certainty
of success, simply through the strength im-
parted by union; but this, at all events, we
onght to aim at acquiring by our union,
namely, moral strength, Let us seek to keep
our society free from those who would be a
source of moral weakness, Let us seek to
secure for those who joln us, freedom from
moral talnt in the ocompanionship here
found. Not that I would urge the exclusion
of those whom it nllgh help and benefit,
but at the same time let us care leat we in.
troduce among us amy who would
be evil u-oodh for those whe have
jolned our wmoglely in good falth,

But as I have already exceeded limit I
had marked out for myself, I shall pass
rapidly over the remaining points jects
of our association. It is intended to be an
edacator; drawing out the powers of its
members,as deba readers, essay-writers,
eto.; placing questions of interest before
their minds, to be 1doked into and discussed,
and teaching them $o stand oriticisms passed
ina !rlndldzd-plm. without loasing temper.
It is intended to create and foster an inter-
est in our church, and to bind the members
er as one man in order to promote the
welfare of our church and parish- in every
way possible. I firmly believe that if all
the young men of our charch would deter-
mine to do all they possibly could unitedly,
by example and effort for the upbuilding of
the church, that a new era of presperity
would dawn upon it. Senlor workers would
be encouraged and some, perhaps, of them
who take no interest would be put to shame
and strive into activity,

Every true man should endeavor to roo$
out that selfishness which seems to be innate
in all of us, and set himself to labor for the
good of others,

I cannot close this paper without congra.
tulating with all my heart, those members of
thespecial committee ondonationsonthe very
suocessful way in which they performed
their really arduous duties. To my mind
it was far more tastefully done than last
year, and several members of the congrega-
tion have told me that in their opinion it
surpassed anything that had been done in
the church for many years.

Be that as it may, this at least is clear,
that the soclety did not fail to do, and to do
well, the first work in connection with the
church, which lay within its power. I trust
and believe, that thisis but a small indl.
catlon of the beginning of a time in our
church, when the young men will feel more
than ever they did before, that they area
real part of the church, with a real and im-
portant work to do therein, and that the
church may sqe that she cannot afford to
allow her young mea to be idle onlookers,
but must be prepared to use greater efforts
to enconrage them to work for her.

SCIENTIFIC MISCELLANY.

A Sarz LieBT ForR MINERs.—An electric
safety lamp was exhibited by J. W. Swan af
a late meeting of mining and mechanical engi-
neers at New2asile, Eng. The lamp is port-
able, being fed by a secondary battery and the
whole weighing about six pounds, and is said
to be capable of giving twoor three times as

much light as the ordinary safety-lamp during
ten or twelve hours, The supply of electric
energy is readily renewed, and the batteries of
several hundred lamps may be recharged in -a
few hours by connection with a suitable electric
main, Mr. Swan hopes to give miners still
further security by the addition of a foul-air
detector to the lamp,

RECENT surveys shows that Russian forests
generally reach their northern limit at 71 de-.
grees of latitude, but near the Lena they ex-
tend nearly to 72 degrees.

A MoxsTrous PROGENY.—Perhaps no more
striking illustration of the wonderful repro-
ductive powers of certain insects could be given
than that contained in a new work by Theo.
dore Wood, an English entomologist. It is
assumed, first,{that 1,000 aphides weigh mno
more collectively than a single grain; and,
secondly, that on% very stout man can weigh
a8 much as 2,000,000 grains, Then it is found
that,if multiplication were entirely unchecked,
the tenth brood alone of the descendents of a
single aphis would be equivalent in point of
actual matter to more than 500,000,000 of very
stout men—or one-third of the human popula-
tion of the globe, supposing each person to
weigh 280 pounds !

Some remarkable and very successful experi-
ments have been mads at Portsmouth, Eng.,
on the use of creosote as a steam-generator in
shipsof war, The creasote is contained in a
tank, and kept at a uniform temperature and
consistency by steam coils running through it,
‘nnd steam injectors furce the vapor into the

urnace.

SoiL.-FiLTeRIRG —Recent experiments con.
firm the opinion.of sanitary authorities that,
though natural soil is an excellent filter for
impure air that may pass through it, it
is a poor filter for iuflected water. Raphael
Pumpelly of the National board of health,finds
that sand interposes absolutely no barrier be-
tween wells and ioflection with germs from
cesspools, cemeteries, etc., lying even at great
distances in the lower wet stratum of sand;
and that it is probable that a dry gravel or
g:lbly a dry coarse sand is no obstacle to the

entrznce into hounses abeve of these
organisms, which swarm in ‘the ground air
around leaky drains,

DerErMiNING TREE Ages,—After a careful
study of the subject, Prof. P. D. Penhallow
concludes that the formation of the so-called
‘‘annusl rings” of growth in trees is chiefly de-
termined by whatever operates to produce
altermating periods of phpsiological rest and
activity. In cold . climates the rings are an
approximately correct, but not always certain,
index of age. In warm climates, however, the
rings are of mo value in this respect, as the
growth is more likely to mark a period of rain-
fall than the yearly hot season of summer.

Living MusoLes 1N Deap Bopies.—Dr.
Brownsequard, the French physiologist, has
demonstrated that for several weeks after
death, or during the persistence of the rigid
condition [which immediately follows the ces-
sation of life, the muscles of an animal undergo
slow alternate contractions and elongations;
and he reaches the startling conclusion that
the muvcles in rigor mortis are not dead, but
are still endowed with vital powers, being,
however, in a certsin chemical condition which
is antecedent and preparal to final death.

IT 18 suggested that the'Patagonians may
have lost as much as two inches in stature
since the adoption of constant horseback riding,
a little over two centuries ago, They were
formerly reputed giants, and their bodies are
still huge, while their legs are disproportion-
ately short and slender.

ARizoNa’s WonDER.—The silicified forest of
Arizona, known as Chalcedony Park, is un-
doubtedly one of the greatest of American
wonders, remarks Geo. F. Kuvz., . This
marvelous depoeit, eight miles south of Corrizs,
covered a thousand acres, and consists of fallen
trees which have become buried and silicified
into probably a million tons of agate and
jasper. Some of the trunks are 150 feet long
in diameter, and others are broken into every
conceivable shape. Silicified wood is obtained
from many parts of the world, but -nowhere
else is it so beautifully colored as here, every
imaginable shade of red, brown and green
being presented. The most remarkable feature
of the park, and a phemomesron perhaps un-
paralleled, is the natural bridge, of agatized
wood, spanning 'a canon 55 feet wide, The
tree is from three to four feet in diameter, and
more than a hundred feet in length are in
sight, both ends being imbedded in the sand.
stone at sides of the canon.

is Import and purpose. Mr, Blake has not
met Mr, Lsurler for nothing,

* Mr. Blake began his remarks on the ques-
tlon of the day by pointing out that gen-
erally it is improper to criticise the minis-
try for the way in which they exercise the
pardoning power, His judiclous remarks
on this side of the subject may be passed

over, as he followed them by the statement
that the case of the exesution of Riel was
exceptional, and was one im which criticism
was proper. The reasons given by Mr,
Blake for the exceptional sreatment are
these : (s) Because the trial was for an ex-
traordinary political offence; (b) because
an agitation on the subject has sprung up;
{c) because certain of the agitators declare
that the Government allowed the law to be
carrled out, not on prineiple, but to gratify
the hatred of a section of their supporters;
(d) because the Government have rested
thelr 6wn defence against Blake's charges
on_ the conviction of the ' prisoners,
and have made themselves private parties to
$he cause,

To most minds it would appear that
the fact that an agitation has sprung
up, that [inflammatory speeches had been
made which Archbishop Fabre, Father
Dowd and scores, of other clergymen have
denounced, was rather a reagon that the
subject should not be taken up and the
agltation revived by s man holding the high
position occupled by, Edward Blake, It may
suit Mr, Blake to call the offence for - which
Riel was hanged a political offence, and to
argue from this alleged fact that he has the
moral right to endorse in -his negative way
the ocourse taken by the Champ de Mars
orators. But Mr, Blake knows that the
offence which Riel committed last winter is
Bo more political than was the killing of
Scott, fifteen years ago—for which offence
Blake demanded Rlel’s blood, The leader
of the Opposition does not conceal under
these excuses the true reason why he de-
clares that the question 6f the execation of
Riel is one which ought to be discusted in
parliament and, of course,falso out of parlia.
ment, The parpose is to win over to Blake's
ranks all the sympathizers with Riel,
In Montreal Rielite circles they look at the
thing in another light. They propose to en-
list as recruits to the ranks led by Mercier
and Laurier and the revolting Bleus, Ed ward
Blake and his Eoglish speaking followers,
the Quebec combination being the principals
and the Blake party only secondary char-
acters,

Having explained that the question is open
for discussion Mr, Blake proceeded to dis-
cues it, He did not begin by denouncing
the agitators but by complaining that ad.
vantage had been taken of certain ‘‘hot and
Intemperate phrases” to create prejudice
against the French speaking people, Thus
his first word of condemnation was for those
who opposed the clalms set up by the
Rielites, What does Mr, Blake mean by
“‘hot and Intemperate phrases?” Does he
not know that at the Riel meetings resolu.
tlons, not hastily written but carefully pre-
pared were -passed, and that these resolu-
tlons characterized the execution of Riel as
a judicial murder, that day. after day the
press of the party spoke of the admin-
istration as the hangman’s government,
that manifestoes have been drawn up and
kept before the people which demand
special privileges and immunities to French
speaking people, and that thebasis of the
whole carefully planned agitation is that the
Government should be condemned because
they have allowed the law to be carried out
against a man with French blood in his veins,
Mr, Blake must havefeltashamed,remember-
ing his own past record, when he excnsed the
outrageous conduct and more outrageous
demands of these agitators, the whole being
deliberately concocted and carried on for
weeks and passed them over as simply ‘‘hot
and intemperate phrases,” to which no ex-
ceptlon should be taken,

Oan the question of the insanity of Riel,
Mr, Blake hda his doubts. He attached a
good deal of importance to this part of the
case, but would not now express his opinion,
He would seek for information on the ques.
tion and bring In his accusation when par-
liament met. So also with regard to the
character of the trial. I think,” Mr,
Blake says, ‘‘ explanations are needed with
regard to this trial.” And agaln he says,
‘‘ We want to know why, if it was intended
to execute the sentence, Riel was not put on
his trial for murder?” Also, there is a quan.

WOMEN WILLJVOTE.

The Montreal oounmu granted the right
of suffrage to the female taxpayers in that
clty, subject of course to the approval of the
legislature, The measure passed the council
almost unanimously and has the approval of
the Montreal public. Doubtless the ex-
ample of Ontarlo and Manitoba will be fol-
lowed by Qaebec and the maritime pro-
vinces,

The Montreal Gazette, while conceding to
woman the right of suffrage in munioipal
matters, 1s disposed to draw the line there,
taking the ground that in municipal affairs
it is the property which votes and not the
person, The only basis for this distinction
i found in the clrcumstance that the city
and gcounty revenues are made up by direct

Saxation, and that this falls upon all owners
of taxable property irrespective of sex, But
the taxes imposed by the Dominion and
local :legislature fall on. both sexes
with equal impartfality and It s
hard to -see auny logical distinction,
In faot everybody knmows that in olvic elec-
tlons it is - not the  property, but the person
who votes, If it were otherwise large eatates
would have a greater voting power than
small ones,

Lord Randolph Churchill is wiser than
most persons in his discuesion of the woman
suffrage question. He says that s woman
should not be admitted to the polls because
she is & woman, ‘‘ and that is all there is
about it.” Churchill merely puts into words
what s In the minds of all who try to argue
themselves into the bellef that there is some
sound reason why womeén .should not be
allowed to vote. Lord Randolph himself has
no delicate notions against women taking
part in political campaigns. Lady Church-
ill's career as a political canvasser ia Wood-
stock and Birmingham makes this plain.
The right he concedes to his wife he
will ultimately concede to other women,

Belore ton years two changes will be made

in the franchise law of Canada, if not in,

Eogland as well. The property qualifications
will be abolished, and women will receive
the right of suffrage.

SUSSEX,

“Vidi” Writes About Culbert and Theal's
Apple Tree Industry.

Before subsiding into my habitual, per-
haps too rural seclusion, I wish to call atten,
tion in your columns to another of the in-
dustrial enterprises of our village.

nursery establishments in Canada, he very
soon established an enterprise of his own,
which subsequently grew into the extensive
nursery business conducted for a few years
by the firm of White & Calbert. In 1884
C. T, White =old his interest in the business
to his partmer and retired from the firm in
order to give his undivided attention to his
large lumbering and milling operations
at Apple River, N. 8. Mr, Calbert subse-
quently assoclated with him a Mr, Theal,
thenceforward prosecuting the business un-
der the firm name of Culbert & Theal, This
important industry,besides giving employ-
ment to a retinue of canvassing agents scat-
tered all over the: maritime provinces, also,
at certaln seasons employs a large amount of
local muscle, in planting, grafting and culti-
vating, box-making, packing and shipping
an amount of nursery stock representing an-
nually many thousands of dollars, Not con-
tent with the maritime field, the original
firm at one time exported to Manitobs a
large shipment of their wares, which trans.
planted in prairle soil grew so rapidly that
Mr, Calbert, who personally accompanied
the shipment, was for a time, sanguine of
lucrative results. A large percentage of the
stock however eventually succumbed to the
severity of the north western winters,
and that branch of the enterprise was
dropped, after footlng up a considerable loss
to the firm., Oatside of the firm’s business,
Mr, Cualbert, in 1884 erected a number of
neat and substantlal cottages, on lots
adjacent to his own more elaborate home-
stead, which besides adding materlally to the
appearance of the most picturesque and ele-
gant street in the village, must also be the
source of a considerable revenue, in remun-
eration for his commendable enterprize. He
also—in the same year—erected a commod-
lous warehouse opposite Sassex station on
rallway ground, in which he carries on an
extensive wholesale business in the grain
trade. Thus it will be seen, that the quon.
dam harnees-maker, who ten years ago was
tottering on the brink of more than physical
failure, has by well directed effort and
promptitude in all his transactions, not
only developed inte one of the solid business
men of Sassex, but has also contributed in
no small degree to Its commercial im.
portance. ~ Vipr,

Indian Names in New Brunswick.

The letter of F. in the Telegraph of Tuerday
touches a matter of much interest to all who
take pride in matters relating to our province,

There is a tendency of late years, much to
be deplored, to drop the old Indian pames and
substitute the nauseating combinations which

sre so abundant throughout the province,
‘Chas. G. Leland, who has written an interest-
ing book on the folk-lore of ‘our Indians, re-
marks that ‘‘the absolute mﬂrﬁthy which the
majority of Americans manifest for the ab-
original names is really remarkable.” The
remark holds good in New Brunswick. The
people of Quaco were not satisfied till they
made the village commonplace by calling it St.
Martins, - 8t, George is still cailed Magagua-
davic' by the old folks, and I remember on
one occasion being perplexed by an ancient
settler, who assked me how things were in
Schoodic, meaning St, Btephen. Such names
as Jomes’ Creek, Smithtown, etc., provoke &
tony face, and make us wonder at the taste
that suggested such names. The old Indian
names mean something, and when the Indian
has passed away they will be so many monu-
ments to his ' memory. Below is a list of names
whose meaning is known to me, They are from
several sources and on different authorities : —

Alleguash — bark camp — hemlock bark,

Aukpaque—A beautiful expaunse of the river
caused by numerous islands. Those who have
seen 'the place from the top of Clark’s moun-
tain well understand the appropriateness of the
name,

Pokiok or Pequiok—The dreadful place,
also, “’place where water rushes through a deep
gorge,” ‘The gorge below the falls of this name
renders the latter meaning very probable.

Passamaquoddy—The great-pollock-water,
and also *“Is goes up into the open field,”

Masagaguadavic—The river of hille.

Madawaska —The porcupine place.

Meduxnekeag—*“When the people go out”
(of the woods to the main river ?)

Manan—The island—Grand Manan, the
large island. Champlaia visited Grand Manan
and called it Menthane, %

Maguacha—Always red (Maguacha Point.)

Mirtmichi—Happy retreat.

i Nepisiguit—Ths foaming water,

O:omocto—The deep water.

Qaaco—This is a contraction for Gulwa-
hgahgee, which means “‘the home of the sea-
cow.” - The *‘sea-cow” may refer to the walrus,
once abundant on the North Shore or perhaps
to the common geal,

Richibacto—The river of fire,

Restigouche—The five fingered river,

Schoodic—Placa where water rushes,

Temiscaaata —The winding water.

Woolostook—Stream where yon get green
boughs; also, beautifal river, big river and
long river,

Wapskegan—Stream with rogk at the mouth,

Waasis—The baby.

Anything to Worry the
Government.

THE RIEL QUESTION A CASE FOR
PARLIAMENT.

(Special to THE SUN.

Loxpow, Ont., Jan, 14, —The banquet to
Hon. Edward Blake was attended by over
eight hundred gueats, and mapy ladies and
gentlemen were in the galleries as spectators,
G. C. Gibbons occupied the chair and had on
bis right Blake, Mowat and Pardee, and on hi®
left 8ir Richard Cartwright, David Mills and
Senator Leonard. After the usual loyal and
patriotic toasts and those of the senate and
house of commons, the chairman proposed the
toast of thy evening, Hon. Edward Blake,

. MB, BLAKE,
on rising, was loudly cheered. He said he was
anxious to retire from the leadership and heped

his friends would soon relieve him from that
post, but till then he would do his utmost for
the party. After launching into a general at-
tack upon the fiscal policy of the Government
and charging it with all sorts of thinge, he said,
88 in 1869 the Conservative Government mark.
ed its closing years of office with a rebellion,
80 in 1885 it had marked the close of its term
with a rebellion. He had already pointed to
the causes of rebellion. They were the delay
and neglect of the government to reply to the
sppeals of the half-breeds and to heed the
warnings of those who knew the danger to be
imminent.

THE FATZ OF BIEL.

An attempt bas been made for obvious politi-
cal purposes to color the character, and ex-
aggerate the import offagitation on this subject.
Some Q ekec supporters of the Government
have, in comnon with its Qaebec oppponents,
denounced its action in very strong
langnage and words have been used, sugges-
tions made and things done which do not com-
mend themselves to my jodgment, (Cheers.)
On the other hand most violent language hss
been used in the Oatario ministerial organ,
The movement as a whole has in my view been
misrepresented, and a deliberate desizn is ap-
parent on the part of tbe Ontario Tories to
create and intensify & war of races and creeds,
and to obscure by this means sll real issues be-
tween the parties in order to raise an issue false
in itself, and which if handled as proposed by the
ministerial press would impezil the future cf
our country, ~ (Cheers.) It is quite true that
this question must be, and most desirable it
should be, debated in parliament and that
those who challenge the conduct of the Gov-
ernment should tender a definite issue, This,
I hold, and though I entertain very strong
opinions as to the reserve which should attend
criticisms on the exercise on ordinary occasions
of the prerogative of mercy, as Minister of
Justice I bad to advice in many capital cases,
and I do not forget tha responsibility which
rests on those in whose hands are the issnes of
life and death and whose task is rendered all
the more difficalt by reason of the
large measure of  discretion  vested
in them and expressed by the word
clemency. I kuow how much these difficulties
are enhanced by heated partisan and popular
discussion, until distorted views and an imper-
fect appreciation of faith are likely to prevail,
I have been more than once falsely and want-
only accused of using the frerogatlvo for per-
sonal and political gains, deprecated this as
I would now deprecate such attacks on miunis-
ters unless made with good and sufficient rea-
son, So delicate in my opinion is the exercize
of this prerogative that while I have sometimes
been unable to agree with the jadgment of the
present ministers, I have felt it on
the whole & Jesser evil to be silent
than to raise a debate and I can -easily
conceive, in fact I have known of cases in
which, though I may differ from the con-
clusions of the ministers, I should yet refuse
to ocensure them for honestly taking a courte
which I could not follow. Bat we must be
guided in each case by its own circumstances,
The right of discussion, of advice, of censure
has been denied by leading ministerial organs,
yet it is unquestionable the ministers are re-
sponeible in this, as in all other cases. Cheers,)

I WAS THE INSTRUMENT

in procuring reform which made this sure, and
the rights which I helped to promote for my
country, I will help to maintain, (Cheers.)
Bat I declare.that the occasion must be rare
which renders discussion opportune and the
case ear which renders censure expediant.
(Cheers,) Why, then, do I hold that this is a
casge for parliamentary discussion ? For several
reasons. Because the trial was for an extra-
ordinary political offence. Because a great
agitation has sprung up, and various questions
have been raised which can be settied in no
other manner, save after {ull debate in parlia-
ment, Because some prominent supporters of
the Government declare that thsy have been
misled, deceived and betrayed by the Govern-
ment, and this charge must be investigated.
Becausze these men also declare that the Goy-
ernment acted not on principle but on
party considerations to punish an old
offence and to gratify the hatred of a
section of their supporters, a statement which
demands enquiry. Becaunse before the trials the
Government declining the high pesition of
of neutrality and indifference, which, as repré-
sentatives of public justice, public mercy and
public policy they should have maintained, de-
clared that the charge I preferred of neglect,
delay and mismanagement in the North West
affairs was a defence of their prisoners, that
this made themselves substantially private

on their prisoners’ convictions, Ihave always
held that both parties might  be guilty,
the government for  meglect, delay
and mismanagement, and the iusurgents
for ricing in rebellion against the state, always
a grave offence, and in this case made worse
by inciting the Indians to rebel. For these
and other reasons I deprecate any attempt to
delay parliamentary discassion, and am raady
to facilitate, as far as I can, the ventilation of
the whole question, including the sentence and
imprisonment, a8 to which I may be allowed
to exprees the hope that the Government will,
without delay, deal with these sentences in a
large and merciful spirit. (Cheers.) But
while I am of this opinion, I hold strong views
as to the character of the discussion. Much
has been said of the conduct of the French
Canadians in raising these questions and a
wicked attempt has been made, taking advan-
tage of some too hot and intemperate phrases,
to rouse prejudices of race and cr_eed sgainst
them, because they have warm feelings in th_is
matter. It is true that we Canadians are in
one sense—a political sense—one people and I
could wish that without obliterating race pre-
dilections there was among us greater love and
unity as follow Canadians.

stone’s wild talk about home rule, which has
inflated the Irish with hopes that have made
them ungovernable, The empire is in danger,
and the only alternative is total separation, or
the application of a coercion policy of extra-
ary rigon
THE “'TRIBUNE'S” LONDON CABLE

says: Both parties agree that the condition of
Ireland was never more alarming than at pre-
sent. Earl Cowper’s warning that the coun-
try was on the eve of the most formidable
strike againat rent yet seen is already justified,
The league has organizad combinations among
the tenants over a large part of the country.
It undertakes to fix an arbitrary percentage of
refuctions of rent and prohibits ali payments
to landlords who refuse to sccept the league
scale. Judicial rents held, accordicg to Mr.
Parnell’s dictom, to be no more binding than
othsr attempts of landlords te enforce payment
by legal means, are to be resisted by organized
force. The landlords, on their side, are organ.
izing also. The Duke of Devonshire, Lord

the government attempt to enforce the law,
The Archbishep of Dublin, in yesterday’s
speech, eechoes these threats, Lord Salisbury
seema neverthelees inclined to try, The
Standard declares that a crieis is near sud a
final struggle for supremacy between league
and law imminent; that there is no humanity
in half measuees; that a vigorous policy is the
only_successful one; that the trusst mercy to
the Irish people is to save them from the
organized persecution they have set up.

says: With one accord, judges in the west and
south ¢f Ireland sre siguing writs of eviction
by the hundred. There is apparently more
destitution thdn since the awful winter of
1879, tenents having spent most of their little
store of ready money in going into the de-
lusive land courts and laborers having had no
work whatever., Already the famine and
ecenes cf violence are beginning to be repested,
Mobs of starving men are breaking up meet-
ings of poor law guardians with demands for
food, and dead bodies being found at the
roadside wasted to the bome, It is at
such times as this that a single jaodge
in Kilkenny {issues over two- hundred
writa of eviction -in ene day, imvolving the
tearing of roofs from over the heads of at least
a thousand human beings; and this is a sample
of what is going on in fifteen counties, Of
course, this means disorder and excitement,
and killing of landlords and bailiffs. In logi-
cal sequence this will also mean an eruption of
virtuous wrath from the well fed Xnglish mem-

Russia Preparing for Anether Struggle.

Nzw Yogk, Jan. 17.—The ZTimes’ cable says
the collapse of Gen, Prendergast’s reputation
in the matter of the Burmese invasion is dis-
gracefol. Details of it are ncw coming in by
mail. They greatly annoy Englishmen by de-
stroying the only possible exception, save Lord
Wolseley and Gen. Roberts, to the rule of
deadly mediocrity of the generals of England.
Warren will be sent to Suakin to get rid of
him as a liberal candidate in the next election
and it is possible that he may make a hit there
by contrast with Graham and McNeill, British
belief in an Eaatern war gains dsily, despite the
professed optimism of tbe Vienna press.
The situation is in a precise state of confusion
and - complication which any overt act may
clarify. Ruoseia has accomplished her great
end, which was to restore her influence over
Bulgaria. The prince tried his best to stand
out, and if Englich and Austrian backing had
been steadfast he wonld have succeeded, but
Anustria’s crazy diplomacy led her to support
King Milan to lengths which forced Prince
Alexander back into the Muscovite arme. Fle
is there now, and there to stay. Russian offi-
cers are swarming into Bulgaria again, picked
privates from every crack Russian regiment
being drafted to serve as Bulgarian ser--
geants. The Czar keeps up a pretence of
personal piqus at the prince, but this is be-
lieved to be meaningless. It is certain that
the Czar has repented of his quarrel with his
uncle Michael and has persuaded the latter
to return and resume his offices. It is certain,
too, that Russia is making extraordinary war
preparations by land and sea, and ehe has put
heavy import duty on coal so as to compel the-
home mines to wsecure independence eof the
English supply, which heretofore has been a
terrible embarrassment in time of war.

WHO OWNS THEM ?

A Group of Islands _v.vlTich England, United
States and Germany Claim.

Sax Francisco, Jan. 12.—W. R. Branch of
this city, who has jast returned from Somosans,
says that nothing was known up to the time of
his leaving of the seizure of the Samoan islands
by Germany. The German imperial flag has
been flying there for a long time, together with
the flags of England and the United States.
Reprezentatives of the latter countries have
always recognized King Malietoa as the lawful
ruler of the islande. While Germany has been
insisting on her claims of Tomassie, the king's
cousin, the consuls of the United States and
England have counselled the natives to main-
tain peace. There are 35,000 natives on the
island, who are partial to the missions estab-
lished by the London miesionary and French
societies,

$500 upon the aristocratic poodle.

For the last day or two this remarkable
case has been on trial in the munloipal
court, before Judge Parmenter. The evi-
dence of Clarence W. Smith was given in
the case as a witness for the prosecution,
and Mrs. Tenney-Lorenzen teld the soul-
harrowing tale of the loss of the beloved
beast, and its subsequent recovery. Lady
Pilkington herself was In court, in all the
glory of a new harness with silver bells, but
was not subpceenaed as a witness,

S. D. Patnam, a herdic driver, told of
picking up a pug dog on the evening of
Dec, 15, who was running beside his cab
and whimpering. He took the dog to his
home aud cared for her. Some days after-
sward he heard of the loss of Lady Pilking-
ten and restored her to the arms of her mis-
trees. He knew nothing of the parties
accused. Another herdic driver told of be-
ing engaged by Smith, who had a pug dog
with him, Officer Abbott of station three
gave testimony tending to convict Barrett.
