The Peconic - Foundered
W During Storm Off Flor-
““ida Goast---Only fwo of
Her Crew Were Saved

and they Had a Terri-
ble Experience.

" FERNANDINA, Fla., - Aug. 28—
Twenty men, constituting all but two

of the officers and crew of the Ameri-
can steamship Peconie, bound  from
«Philadelphia. . to New Orleans with
coal, were drowned by the sinking of
that vessel off the coast of Florida to-
day. The disaster was the result of a
fierce gale which raged along the coast
during she night and early morning.
Lashed by the storm an immense
wave struck the vessel with a terrific
force about 12.30 o’clock this morning.
The impact, coming just ag the vessel
was making a turn, caused a shift of
the cargo and the wvessel heeled over
and sank. The accident occurred so
quickly fhat only two-of those aboard,
an Italian and a Spaniard, were able
to save themselves. They succeeded in
getting into a life hoat and reached
Amelia Beach about noon,

The account of the escape of the two
men out of all the ship’s crew was re-
markable, One of them was at the
wheel, the other on watch. As soon as
the ship began to careen these two
men rushed for one of the small boats,
which they jumped into as the wvessel
began to go down. With their knives
they severed the ropes and the small
boat was thrown into the waves. They
say that they could see through the
storm the figures of the awakened
crew, some of whom managed to
crowd into another of the ship’s boats.
This was, however, caught in  the
trough of the sea, thrown violently
against the ventilators ' and
wedged fast. Pitiful cries for help”
could be heard as the ship went down. -

Alone through the remainder of the
night, with the storm raging and
threatening each moment to swamp
their small boat, the two smen were
gradually borne ashore toward Amelia
Island, landing just at 11 a, m, today.
Their condition was pitiable. The
men, whose .names are respectively
Bagellini Humberti and Antonio Clark,

were unable to speak English, and it |

was some time before the facts of the
disaster were thoroughly ascertained,
They have testified to the correctness,
of the above statement before a notary
publie, .

The only mames that the two men
could give were Captain Jones, Mate
James and Seamen™Dominica Calaeno
and Pasqual 1Indecicato. They say
there were five Spanish firemen, one
French sailor, one Spanish seaman be-
sides himself, and the balance were
Italians. The vessel had been engaged
in the fruit trade from Central Am-
erica to New Orleans, but on account
of the quarantine regulations prohibit-
ing the import of bananas, she: had
been engaged for two yoyages to carry
coal from Philadelphia to New Orleans.

The Peconic was bullt at Liverpool,
Eng., in 1881. She was 270 feet long,
34 feet 6 inches beam and 22 feet 8
inches deep. She formerly sailed un-
der the British flag and ran on the
Phelps Bros & Co. line between New

The Man Who For the Past Two Years Has
Fought the Sandford Holy Ghosters Has

Met With Success,

-and is Now in St’:

John For a Rest.

Si1x years ago Uharles Archer Dun-
lap, up to that “time apparently &
sane, well beloved and -competent busi-
ness man, and his wife renounced this
sin scarred world and joined the host
of immaculate and holy disciples of F.
W. Sandford, who modestly set8 forth
that he is at the one.and same timé
three rzther illustrious and- historical
personages, called respectively Elijah,
David and Melchizedek.

Coincident with their reaunciation of
the world, the flesh and the devil,.the
Dunlap family turned . over to the
founder of Shiloh most of their worldly
goods. All of Sandford’s followers do
this.

‘When they joined the Holy Ghosters
they took with them their twe chil-
dren—a boy and a girl. Little Marjery
died about two years ago of pneu-
monia, without medical attendance.

The boy Erlon, now twelve years of
age,- was, owing to the remarkable
persistency and heroic effort of his
grandfather, Charles F. Dunlap, re-
moved by a decree of the”court from
the clutches of the fanatical Sandford,
but the parents of the boy “still cling
to their delusion, and remain at
Shiloh. :

The grandfather, Charles F. Dunlap,
who is one of the oldest insurance
maragers in the state of Maine, is now
in this city, having arrived here by the
Calvin Austin on Saturday night.

‘I came here,” he said to the Sun,
“to get a little rest. My energies have
been exhausted by the long legal bat-
tle that I have waged to prevent my
little grandson from being murdered,
which 1 firmly  believe would . have
been - the case had he remained at
Shiloh. :

‘They killed my little granddaughter,
& pure, sweet little girl, killed her by
neglect and harsh treatment. and lack
of medical attendance when she fell
ill, just as diabolically as if they had
put a pistol to her head.

‘Beside her coffin, in the presence of
the host of apostles and their deluded
victims, I charged them before heaven
with their crime.”

Bince the death of his little grand-
daughter, Mr. Dunlap has waged war
against the founder of Shiloh, and has
conquered. His first application for
the custody and guardianship of his
grandson was granted in the probate
court of Androscoggin county, This
decision was appealed from by Sand-
ford, but the, decision was upheld. A
third trial before the full bench of the
Supreme ocourt again unpheld this de-
cision® unanimously. The decree was
handed-down on July 7th,, and on July
8th the -boy Erlon was taken from
Shiloh, and is now at his grandfather’s
home in Portland.

‘When taken from Sandford’s charge
the boy weighed just 78 pounds, al-
though twelve years of age. The first
week he was out he gained in weight
dve and a half pounds. At the end of
three ‘weeks he was ten pounds heav=
ler. ‘When weighed four weeks from
the day he was brought again into the
wicked world of material things Erlon
nad increased in weight twelve and a
half pounds,

Mr. Dunlap related t6 the Sun a
pathetic incident of the 1lad’s first
breakfast after being removed from
Shiloh. The boy had been literally
starved and ate so0 much that his
grandmother became alarmed and cau-
tioned him not to “overdo it, as he
would have no appetite for his dinner.

‘“Why,” said the poor little half-
starved lad, “am I going to have any
dinner today, grandma?”’

““This' question,” sald Mr.
“‘spoke volumes.'_’

Mr. Dunlap showed the ' reporter
copies of several letters which he had
sent to his son, pleading with him to
come and see his mother, who was
very ill, that should have moved a
heart of stone. These letters ‘were
ignored, so completely was his son
under the influence of Sandford and
his apostles. A lot of cake and candy
which Mr. Dunlap sent his grandson
for Christmas was returned, as also
was the letter which accompanied it.

Mr. Dunlap’s attitude towards the
Holy Ghosters may be summed up in
the reply which he made to the coun-
sel for Sandford in one of the trials.
The lawyer was endeavoring to show
that Grandfather Dunap was not a
fit and proper person to have the cus-
tody of the boy.

“Are you a Christian 2"
“Do you believe in hell ?**

“If thereis ot a hell,” was the reply,
“one should be' especially created for
the accommodation of people like
Sandford, and 411 other impostors
who under the guise of religion; prac-
tice:  their  deyilish cruelties  and
Tranllslrs W o o e et

At the same time that Mr. Dunlap
made the ‘application for the custody
of his grandsen, he also applied to be
appointed guardian of his son, C.
Archer Dunlap, the boy’'s father. Be-
fore leaving home on Friday, Mr. Dun-
lap was rejoiced to receive notice that
a_decree granting his application had
been handed down by Judge Newell.

This decree is considered to be the
hardest blow that Sandford has yet
received, and may be the means of
breaking up this strange band.

C. Archer Dunlap had turned over
to Shiloh all but about $2,000 of ' his
estate. This amount is tied up in the
unsettlied estate of his grandfather,

Ap appeal will probably be entered,
but Mr: Dunlap will fight to the bitter
end.

“My purpose has been achieved,” he
said last evening, “and I hope that the
revelations which I have made may
prevent any additions to this unholy
band from this -province.”

Mr. Dunlap says the son Archer and
his wife are still' at Shiloh. It is pos-
sible that an effort will be made to
have the young man examined ‘before
a board of physicians for their opin-
ion as to his sanity.

Mr. Dunlap is about sixty years of
age, tall, spare and alert. He Speaks
with great vehemence when discussing
the Holy Ghosters, and there is no
man who has more reason. Hig great
fight has attracted the widest atten-
tion, and elicited numerous letters and
commendatory press comments,

THREE PERISHED
- IN HOTEL FIRE.

Guests at Marancook, Maine,
in a Panic

MARANACOOK, Me., Aug. 26 —
Three persons perished and fiye others
were-burned or injured in'a fire which

destroyed the Hotel Maranacook, in
this town, early today. Over four
Score guests and employes escaped in
night attire after .they had been
awakened by the hotel clerk, many of
them leaping from the windows. That
there had been loss of life was not
known unttl a search of the ruins dur-
ing the'afternoon revealed the charred
bodies. There was. apparently no
means of identifying the dead, the
hotel register had been burned and
other means of identifying were miss-
ing.

The fire, which is supposed to have
been caused by a defective chimney,
Spread rapidly through the two and
one-half stories of the wooden struc-
ture.

MYSTERY- OF
A RAILROAD

(Ganadian Pacific Survby
~ Party Said to be Work-

ing in Eastern Maine.

Line From Debec Junction to Matta-
wamkeag Run—Party Around

Sebec Lake Also.

HOULTON, Me., = Aug. 26—It I8
stated here that a party of men is sur-
veying a railroad from 'Debec Junec-

tion to Mattawamkeag. If this is true,
the common opinion here is that it
must mean that the Canddian Facific
intends to open up a line between
these points.

The motive for doing so is a good
deal of a puzzle. In an air line, it is
49 miles between the two points. The
territory  is one through ‘which rail-
road building would be easy, and only
three or four extra miles would be
needed to put a line across there. Call
it 55 miles and the estimate is a liberal
one.

The Canadian Pacific hag been want-
'ing a line all its own between Matta~
| wamkeag and St. John. From Matta-
' wamkeag to Vanceboro it now takes
{ the travel of the Maine Central, an ar-
'rangement which ig unsatisfactory to
[ the Canadian' Pacific people. It has
"been supposed  that they would, ‘some
"day, dequire the New Brunswick Shore
Line railroad from St. Stephen to St.
John, and build from Mattawamkeagk
to a ‘oonnection at St. Stephen, thus
" getting complete their own line from
'ocean to ocean. No railroad in the
United States or Canada now has such
a lne, but the Southern Pacific reaches
from the Pacific Ocean to the Gulf of
Mexico and the Canadian Pacific lacks
only a link to connect its rails in the
, State ‘of Maine with "hose in the pro-
vince' of New Brunswick. A line from
! Mattawamkeag .to Debee would be
 such a link,

From Mattawamkeag Jo Vanceboro
is 55 miiles, from Vanceboro to Mec-
Adam ' seven miles;, from McAdam to
’Fredericton Junetion is 39 miles and
from Fredericton Junection to St. John
is 45 miles,,;making a total of 146 miles
{from Mattawamkeag to St. John.
~ From Mattawamkeag to St. Stephen
would/ require 65 or 70 miles, and the
Shore Line, legally designated as the
New Brunswick Southern railway,
takeg 82 miles to cover the rest of the
distance to St. John, so it would be
about 150 miles from Mattawamkeag
to St. John if suzh a line were con-
structed. Some 60 miles west from St.
John the New - Brunswick  Southern
crosses the Canadian Pacific branch
to St. Andrews at a point 16 miles from
that seaport town. Such a route would
bring Mattawgmkeag within 100 to 105
miles of St. Andrews, the second in*
importance of the New Brunswick
harbors.

Nobody here knows what the rafl-
road owners think of the matter, but
it is not seriously considered that the
reported survey is for the purpose of
securing . an exclusive through line to
St. John. If not that, then what is
it for ?

cover for a deal with the Canadian
| Pacific; which is to be the actual ‘oc-
i.cupant of ‘the harbor. Those stories
seem 'to have started from ignorance
i of the Aroostoo}: output of freight in
lumber and produce,. People who saw
the wharves building at Stockton har-
bor jumped to the conclusion ‘that they
were too large for the Aroostook bus-
ipess and must, therefore, be destined
for the use of the Canadian Pacific
railway. Wo people familiar with the

! accommodation for the Aroostook bus-
iness and must be enlarged by another

Moore, a negro, 20 years old, was ta.ken
from Craven county jail in this city
early today. and lynched by. a mob of
100 masked men armed with rifies and
revolvers. ; :

Rigid and Exacting—How His 6ifts Compare
With Those of Andrew Carnegie.

John D. Rockefeller, reputéd to be
the richest man in the wotld, réfused
last ' week to econtribute anything to-
ward the establisiinent of & nursery
which the Ridgewood Board of Trade
has undertaken to blild ifi Brooklymn.

In the last dozen yedrs of more Mr,
Rockefeller has given away something
life fifty million dollags., To the cap-
tious and uninformed, therefore, his re-
fusal to aid, even in a small way, a
charitable undértaking, which He frank-
ly admits is commendable,. might seem
inconsistent. On the contrary, it is the
height of consistency and in exact line
with the remarkable system of charit-
able and benevolent work that marks
every move in the vast philanthropic
field which he has entered and which is
as much a part of his lfe as the stu-
pendous business entérprises he has
created. Mr. Rockefeller, perhaps, has
not given away as much by one-half
as Andrew Carregie;, but the methods
of the two men hdve been so different
that they cannot be classed in analog-
ous lines of philanthrophy. Mr., Car-
negie has given away his millions, to
use a provincial platitude, with both
hands. He has ddne this, too, in ‘&
methodical, business-like mafnner, but
he has not turned on the searchlight of
scrutiniy that has been the keyhote of
every charitable moveé rhade by Mr.
Rockefeller since he first conceived the
idea of distributifig his greft donations
where there could be nd guestion that
they would do the most possible good.
“See that every pefiny helps to earn
another penny,” has been his strict in-
juncthen. Self-help, '~ felf-support; In
people and in institutions, is his safe-
guard against poverty—his pailadium
of prosperity. - B i

Mr. Murphy has almost wholly dis-.
pelled this fear, and his report on any |
glven case is accepted as final,

Of late years Mr. Rockefeller has!
méde this business of glving away
great sums of moneéy his personal af-’

i

fair. He distributes his private bene-
factions himself, while he extends a'
general superintendence over the la.rg-}
er gifts, Thius far every one of his
fiftty-million-dollar donations can be au-'
thoritatively traced. One noticeable
trait of his policy has been to conceal
all benéfactions, This, of course, has
been ‘impossible with such donations as
that of the ten millions to the Geheral
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Bducation Beafd and his princely gifis
to the University of Chicago and éther
colleges, but in his private <charities
Mr. Rockefeller has given millions of
dollars of which the public knows no-
thing.

Up to 1892 Mr. Rockeféller had given
away $7,000,000, exclusivé of his gifts
to the University of Chitédgo. He has
since declared that at that timé hot
more than b per cent, of this $7,000,000
had accomplished any really gosd re-
silts. Heré, then; was $6,060,000 gone
astray-—perhaps doing more harm than
good. This was not in accord with that
chief article in the Rockefeller creed
that every dellar invested in anything
—whéther - business or philanthropy—
must_show a satisfactory retyrn. And
so he began t6 study philanthrepy as
he had studied business, In trying to
solve the problem of giving away
money . wisély he offectéed = tentative
organization by placing & méan in
charge of & eharity bureau. This men
wag - Frederiek T: Gates; a former
minister of the gospel who dropped
his title of reverend when he eritéred
Mr. Rockeféller's: empioy. It was Mr,
Gates’ duty to record ull applications
for aid and make an investigation into
each case, separating the worthy from
the unworthy, repofting all the details
to) Mr. Rookeéfellér. This wes 4 great
improvement on- the methed, bor;

Mr. Roekefeller's main
idea. in the edtablishment of his bureau
is-to demonstrate that the best philan:
thropie work can be aceomplished by
concentration; just es he believes the
best business results are demonstra-
ted by  concentration. With this
thought in view his policy, therefore,
to have every one of his gifts equaled

¥ a similar ‘gift is a most rational
one, and leads up to the gnerai prin-
ciple of self support and individuai ef-
fort. In this connection he believes
that education 18 the prime factor in
producing the best men and the best
women, and this belle? aceounts for
the large donatioh® he has made to
educational institutes. Thus far he has
given - $15,000,000 to the University of
Chicago and it 18 belleved that he con-
templates bestowing upon it $10,000,-
000 more in the near future, making it
one of the best equipped universities
in the world,

Mr. Rockefeller has a horror of pube
licty. The large sums that have been
civeh by him have made it impossible
to keep them wsecret, but in no insthnce
has he approved taking the public into
his confidence in connection with them.
He is a deep student of the Bible, which
he has read through many times, and
believes most implicitiy in the Serip-
tural injunction of not letting his right
hand know what his left hand doéth.
He gave a part of the first Afty oents
he ever earned to the Bunday. school
toward the support of a Baptist mis-
sion in China, and he believes that his
prosperity in worldly affairs is due to

: his generosity to the church, If, in fol-

lowing out the precepts of the Bible, he
has given away one-tenth of all his
earthly possessions he has a fortune of
$500,000,000. - If his gifts continue on the

{same scale in the future that they

have of recent years it is believed that
before he dies he will have given away
$100,000,000—perhaps more.

There has been much harsh eriticism

of Mr. Rockefeller and his business me-
thods. Of late this criticism has taken
on the nature of personal attacks.
These attacks apparently have made no
impression on him. He has continued
in the lines in a business and a philan-
trophic way that have marked the
course of < his fife for years.

There are more people in Turkey
than in Scotland but no one would say
that Turkey was the greater country.
In tropical Africa, Great Britain has
more subjects than in South Africa,
Australia and Canada taken together.
‘Who would be such a fool as to classi-
fy these territories in the scale of im-
portance on the basis of population?
Undoubtedly there are more people
in.the west than there wguld have
been if the government land had been
held for sale. Beyond doubt more peo-
ple will go in during the next ten
years than would ceme and buy land.
It is true that  the lands ip the west
owned by railway and land companies
have increased in value by the settie-
ment on government lands. But we do
not find the company owners giving
away their farma. It i certain that the
offer of free lands in the west has pre-
vented many desirable settlers from
ocoming to Hastern Canada, and at-
tracted from the farms of the Mari-
time Provinces many young men who
were greatly needed here. It has re-
duced the price of lands in Ontarie,
Quebee, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia
and Prinece Edward Island. But it has
peopled and is peopling the west, not
with good provineialists only but with
settlers from all parta of the European
continent, some of whom are no source
of nationael etrength. We are not con-
demning the homestead policy but
merely pointing out that it requires
some bhetter defence than the mere
statement that it had been successful
In peopling the country.—Star.

DIGBY JUSTICE AND OTHER JUS-
TICE.

Boston papers print interviews iith
Blmer Young, who figured not too cre-
ditably in jthe family affairs revealed
in the Hope Young trial 4t Dighby.
Judiclal methods in Nova Scotia do not
rise to Mr. Young’s standard. e
wants to know what the people of the
United States think of a court which
impanels a jury in less than &n hour,
and a jury which finds a verdict in
less than half an hour after hearing
the charge of a judge. :

On the day after this high authority
gave his views on justice and pro
priety, readers of the Boston papers
read of a lynching which took place

‘& few hundred miles away in their

own republic. This wag a case wheve
the accused person had not heen tried
at all. Consequently ‘there was no
Jury, no judge, and no evidence. The
prisoner was taken out of jail in dbroad
daylight, after slight epposition by the
o@cer sworn to keep him In safety. He
Wwas hanged from a nelghboring bridge,
and for greater certainty was after-
Wward shot by various members of the
party, . i

To say that lynching before trial is
th?\ardtnary method of capital punish-
ment in the United States would, per-
haps, be unfair. But it is certain that
a larger number of executions take
place Zu this lawless way than by the
regular process of law. It would
therefore not be likely that the con-
viction of Hope Young, after a decent,
orderly and thorough two days’ trial,
in view of the evidénce presented and
of her own statement, would shock Mr.
Young's fellow citizens. i

The truth is that swift, rough and
btutglv Justice—and sometimes injus-
tice—is meted out in many cases in
the United States because the courts
of that country are so slow and uncer-
tain. Some recent long and theatrical
trials, which ended without a verdiet,
have made the eriminal courts an ob-
ject of satire and a theme for bur-
lesque. The wish is often expressed
that the courts in other states would
deal with criminal matters ag expedi-
diously as those of New Jersey. In
Great Britain the trials are uswally
much - shorter and more satisfactory

than in the United States. If murder

is proved, ‘and there is no commutas
tion, the sentence is carried out before
the first trial would be fairly begun in
New York or Illinois or  Californis.

SUBSIDIZED DUPLICATION.

It ig mot mecegsary for the people of
Canada to get excited on behalf of the
Canadian Pacific rallway because the
Grand Trunk Paecific runs parallel and
close to that line and its branches all
the way through Manitoba. As a mat-
ter of fact the lines are frequently so
close that they seem to be on the same
right of way, and for long distances
they are not a mile apart. ILét us sup-
pose that the older company is able to
take care of itself.

But where is the justification for the
enormous subsidies and guarantees to
the new transcontinental when it is
merely a duplication of a pioneer rail-
way already subsidized?: It will be re-
memberad thdt the plea for the large
bonus to the Grand Trunk Pacific was
largely based on the need of opening
up new territory. There was no state-
ment then that Canada was to pay
millions to enable the Grand Trunk
Pacific to follow the Canadian Pacific
Qover territory already well served by
railways., There is also the Canadian
Northern running through this part of
Manitoba, not so close to these other
two rallways as they will be to each
other, yet not many miles away. This
part of the country is well settled and
needs no railway subsidies. Existing
companies were glad to push their sys-
tems into every part ef the territory

which needed more ralls, But the
duplication of trunk lines which is now

' to take place is an extravagance which

private concerns would perhaps not
undertake, unless they were paid for
it out of the Canadian treasury, It is
a little too kind of the Canadian pee-
ple to pay for such waste.

FOREST FIRES.

Forest fires have been destroying
property at a rapid rate in the Mari-
time Provinces during the past few
days. A valuable mill at "Newville,
near Parrshoro, with a quantity of lum-
ber, wag destroyed on Sunday, causing
8 loss estimated at $§0,000. The loss
by the destruction of mills on the Me-
duxnekig, in Carleton county, is
placed at $30,000. It is pessible to value
these properties. But from various
parts of the province ceme reports of
fires in the woods whieh are destroy-
ing live timber ready for the axe, and

all the small trees which would become
timber. within the lifetime of the pres-

ent generation. In many places these

fires are destroying the land as well.
‘Where the soil is a thin caevering over
the rock, though sufficlent for the pro-
duction  and maintenance 8  forest,
and always growing deeper while the
faorest remains, the fire turns te ashes
all that is combustible, leaving the re-
mainder crumbled to fine dust. Then
the wind-blows it away, the rains and
the floods wash it down to the hoHows
and into the streams, and there ig left
the bare rock or.piles of boulglers.

6ood Progress Being Made
on Plant of St. Croix
Paper Co.

Many Men Find Employment There—
Gomplaints Made About Whiskey
Sold on Canadian Side.

&

CALAIS, Aug. 26.—All who have vis-
ited Sprague’s Falls recently are sur-
prised at the 'changes which have
taken place during the past three
months, since the contractors began in
earnest construction work on the plant
of the 8t. Croix Paper Company, ané
the place today presents one of  the
busiest seenes to be found in the state.
Piles of brick and mortar are fast be-
ing raised on the spot where less than
a'year ago trees of varying sizes and
kinds reared their head, and a good
sized. town, boasting a population,
transient ‘and permanent, of nearly
1,000, is already . an established ‘faet,
with its church services, court and
police officials,

The inhabitants are mostly employed
or connected in some way with the
building-company, and at least 700 are
actively engaged in the operations now
being carried on at that point. Al
nationalities mingle freely together on
the most amicable terms, :and, except

‘for .an ooccasional disturbance resuilt-

ing frem an over-indulgence on pay
day in the vile liquor sold on the Can-
adian side of the river on the part of
some workmen, remarkably good order
is maintained at the Falls, and save
Yor the occasional' dressing” of an in-
jury accidentally received, thé physi-
cian and surgeon recently located there

 has little occasion to exercise his skill

.. Work on the buildings is well under
way, and is being rushed as fast as
possible. The digester building, which
when completed will reach a height of
127 feet, is more than twesthirds com-
pletd so far as the brick. work is con-
cerned, while the walls of the finishing
room, paper room and machine shop
are all up and part of the buildings
roofed in. The big concrete dam, work
upon which will soon be again in full
blast, is about one-third completed,
and promises to be a most substantial
structure. It was expected at the out-
set that the plant would be In opera-
tion early in the winter of 1908, but a
revised opinion soon became necessary,
and conservative reports indicate that
the plant will not be in.readiness be-
fore June of that year, the severe wea-
ther of the past winter delaying m»-
erations considerably,

While work is booming on the Am-
eriean side, there is also something
doing en the opposite bank of.the
river, wheré a large force of men and@d
teams are actively engaged in the
construction of the new route for
the Washington County railway, the
change being made neeessary on ac-
count of the overflowing of the present
roadbed, resulting from the construc-
tion of the Paper. Company's dam.
The big steel bridge, which now spans
the river opposite the paper mill,
will be taken dewn and rebuilt some
distance ahave the -¥Falls, where the
raijroad’ again enters Maine and the
tracks will be extended down to the
mille. The expenditure of mioney in
this work will be large, an estimate of
the coat of the change in location be-
ing placed at $80,000.

Calais and other border towns are
being considerably = benefited by . the
operations at the Falls and on the New
Brunswick . side, as the moneys dis-
bursed there for labor naturally reach
the tradesmen of these places, where
many of the workmen reeide, and no
small amount of supplies are purchas-
ed in this ecity. Men who found plenty
of work in the shoe factory while op-
erations were carried on there went up
to the Falls when .the shoe . company
went out of busineds, thus saving the
city from a econsiderable exodus of its
population, which would = eurely have

resuited had not the eoppertunity for|

employment - developed at the right
time. Whether 6r not thig benefit will
cofitinue after the work of construc-

tion is completed and the plant in op-~!

eration remaing to He seen. But we
are satisfied to take things .as they
are and make the most of them; the
future will take care of itself,

For the Washington County railway,
however, the benefit derived from the
location of the paper mill at the Falls
is direct and permanent, the Princeton
branch being already one of the busi-
est sections of the rallway system. Im-

Bora Creator—The Water

=, Cracker Plant,

(The Country Gentleman.)

For some years I have been working
quietly at my experiments without any
thought of publicity, Only recently
have I begun to consider the propriety
of bringing out in book form some
account of my wonderful results. I
have been patiently accumulating ma-
terial for many years, and have pro-
mised myself that I would not be
drawn out into a permanent publica-
tion by the various canards always
appearing in the papers. The maga-
zines are getting to be too much for
me, howeyver. When I see such stories
passing round as have overrun all the
monthlies this past year, with author-
ized photographs of Mr. Burbank's
pipe dreams and smaller men's night-
mares, it has made me itch to give
the public a few of the real facts. Now
the U. 8. department of agriculture
has come out with a picture-and-word
story about its tangelos, lmages,
kumgquicks, shadons, etc, and I find
it impossible longer to withheld my-
self.. The following statements, how-
ever,’ are “merely a asmall earnest of
what I propose to give the world in
my complet publication within a few
years: :

In the first place, this creation busi-
ness is not new. Neither is it difficult.
There is nothing mysterious about it.
Anybody can do it: in fact, creation

which I take to be the reason why 8o
few people take any stock in the ere-
ator. Anybody ean go out and do a
little creating on his own acceynt ﬁ:
time. Seme create disturbances, others
create mountaing out of mole-hills,
others create a raging thirst, and some
men Seem able to create the impres-
sion that they hold a full hquse.when
in fact it is only 3 four flush. SRyl

But to come to my real experiments.
The onés I mention now are In the
same line as those exploited by the
New York and departmért of Agtcul-
ture magazines. I choose these mere-
ly because the public seems to be hun-
gry for this kind, and willing to take
any sort of story. ;

The firse creation I -will mention is
my rotato, produced by crossing the
radish on the Early Rose potato. My
scheme was to get a very early potato
for market-garden work. With us,
early potatoes are always particular-
1y profitable—the earlier the more 8o,
Now I réasoned that the radish is one
of the quickest vegetables in.the gar-}
den to mature, and it also makes a
good roet. 'The only trouble is that
the root is watery and tasteless. If
it could be stuffed with good dry starch
it would be worth something. The po-
tato cross very naturally suggested it-
self at this point. The result is reslly
wonderful. The commeon radish, which |
will mature in 28 days, has been com-
bined with the Early Rose potato,
which normally requires 110 days to
produce edible tubers, and the ratato
which T ereated has all the good quali-
ties of beth. Readers will remmber
that the horticultural papers. (not the
monthly magazines) have recently had
reports of a new radish which bears
considerable quantities of starch, and
which may be cooked and eaten like
the starch-bearing tubers. I am com-
vinged that the creator of thig novelty
hit on the same combinatien whiech I
used in my creation business several
yeara ago; but I judge from the ac-
counts that his- success was mare
qualified than mine.

Just to show that the ereation busi-
ness does not always work as desired,
1 am going to mentlon next a case
which was something of a disappeint-
ment to me. One time When I had a
specially creative spell, I thought I
would cross the watermelon with the
fire-cracker plant, with a view te the
production of water-crackers; but the
water in the watermelons ouly put out
the fire in the firescrackers and made a
mess of the' whele business. It will
thus be seen that what looks like a
very fine combination in print, seund-
ing well on the tongue, and being
otherwise highly attractive for pur
poses of gemeral prevarication, may
turn out véry badly when the creator
is hardest pressed for a practicable
creation. In this way I have frequent-
ly seen enthusiastic magazine editors
woefully disappeinted by seme of the
most expert creators in the profession.

My work became so heavy in  this
line that figally I was obliged to hire
an assistant creator. This was one of
the worst moves ever made. He was
not up to the creating business, and
he used to mess things up terribly, He
never knew which story to tell about
which creation when eompany was
present and wanted to be edified, I
had to dismiss him, I would like now
to find 8 young creator—a real born
greator, as one might say, who oould:
understand when to create Jhow to
credte, what to'create. Such a young-
ster, properly trained, ought to be ahble
at maturity to create the whole world
in six days, as history says it was
done, "

Much
the most important is the thumb, for
without it prehension would be very
imperhect, The hand is no longer pin-
cers, but merely a claw when depriv-
ed of the thumb.

WINNIPEG, Man, Aug, 20.—AMuch
hag been told and writtéen of this city
from many, and each account has
been given from the peculiar view-
point of the writan, Of course pessim-
ism in thig atmosphere is not to be
looked for, and such views, if ever ex-
pressed, have escaped my attention. A
personal contact, therefo ‘e, iIn my case
has gerved only to confirm even the
most glowing sccounts of this wonder-
ful clearing house of the Canadian
“middle west.”

From a hamlet of 200 peaple thirty-
five years ago Winnipeg has grown toa
city of two hundred thousand, which,
with its substantial brick and iron
bulldings, unsurpassed if equalied in
any city many times its size, wide
boulevards, parks, open squares and
miles of finely paved streets, leaves one
in wonder if she has not coyly mis-
stated her age. Even a short stay here
prepares one not only to believe the
most enthusiastic utterances of her
citizsens, but as well to pass the good
words along.

I am perhaps too much inclined to
make comparisons, but ‘all my ques-
tiong—and few have been  left un-
answered—have been with such an end
in view. What is the secret of this
growth and prosperity, and how can
sueh growth and experience be turned
te ‘account in advancing the interests
of eastern Canada? Each section has
a part to play in the building of this

great country, and each has its pe- !

culiar natural advantages which must

determine this part, !

Now while this 1s a country of large '
things, where nothing seems for a mo- |
ment to be allowed to interfere with

turned to good account in her upbuild-
ing.

Winnipeg wants citizens, and every- |

Now in this respect Winnipeg only

season, for passing west of Winnipeg
one sees a boundless stretch of flat,
unbroken country only as yet dotted
here and there with farm buildings,
and this land requires only the plow
to cause it to produce like its neighbor
twenty to forty bushels of ‘number one
hard” to the acre. In Manitoba the
farmers do not removs the manure
from the stables, When they get
where the horses cannot enter the door
without scraping their backs the farm-
#rs move the barn,

Time will of tourse exhaust this
wonderful soil, but twenty consecutive
¢10ps have made in it no seeming dif-
ference. ;

Canada can feed the world, and not
only is this 'what this part of the coun-
try has already got busy with, but it Is
what will keep it busy for the next
twenty vears,

~The C. P. R. is already "carrying
wWheat to China, Japan and Liverpool,
and not only this but Minneapolis,
Buffalo and’ Rochester are grinding
Canadian wheat into flour, which costs
a dollar a bushel, and they alsoc pay
twenty-five cents a bushel duty. The
Grand Trunk Pacific also will open up
a vast terrifory of equal possibilities,
Winnlpeg is apd will continue to be

Of course there are many American

ing the United States, and all talk in
the  opposite direction comes either
from the desires of @& few or the gross
ignorance of this country by those who
advocate such a measure—but this will
come and is coming about by the es-
tablishment in Canada of branch
Plants “by American manufacturers,
who could be as easily induced to lo-
cate in the maritime proyvinces as else-
Where. Hubbard says, in speaking of
Winnipeg: “In New England oppor-
tunity knocks once at each man’s door,
but in Manitoba opportunity gets after
you with a club, and you give in or
get out.”

I believe St. John is getting her op-
portunity and it will he somewhat of
a pity if she does not wake up to hear
the ' knocking. She {8 lacking in
neither wealth nor ability to command
her just share of prospective advance-
ment. But the opportunity will have
to be taken while it is passing and
views must be broadened to grasp the
present situation.

"YEAR EXTENSION
OF MAIL GONTRAGT.

Cartwrlaht Opposes This Becausé He
Wants a Fast Service From London
to Hong Kong,

OTTAWA, Aug. 28.—~It ¢ nnderstood
that the government has practically
consented to renew for a period of five
years, from August next, its agree-
ment with the Messrs. Allan for the
carrying of mail matter between Can-
ada and the United Kingdom.  The
Allans wanted ten years' contract,
but this proposition the minjsters have
declined to entertain.

The Canadian Pacific Rallway have
also been applicants for this contract,
‘and there is said to have been-a warm
contest between the rival companies.
The premier and the minister of Jus-
tiee favored a continuance of the ar-
rangement with the Allans, but Sir
Richard Cartwright believed the pub-
lic interests would be much better
served by handing the service over to
the Canadian Pacific when the existing
bargain with the Allans runs out next
August.

The object of the minister of trade

and commerce was not merely to ob-
tain a fast service on the Atlantic side,
but to conjoin. therewith, if possible,
a comewhat improved service across
the continent from Montreal to Van-
couver and thence by the C. P. R. Em-
press lines to Yokohama. He wanted
to hear what the C. P, R. had to offer
before giving any other contract. It
is computed that with 18 knot boats
on the Atlantic and a four days’ ser-
vice across the continent from Mont-
real to Vancouver, mails could easily
be .delivered between London, Liver-
peol and Hong Kong in twenty, or, at
the outside, twenty-one days. The con-
tract which the Canadian Pacific now
holds for tie carriage of the British
government official mail between the
United Kingdom and Hong Kong calls
for its delivery during the. summer
season in twenty-eight and a hailf days.
and during the winter in thirty and a
helf days. The twenty or twenty-one
days’ passage from Liverpool to Yoko-
hama would be a. considerable ' im-
brovement on this time and would in
fact establish the quickest means of
eommunication belween England and
Japan. It is obvious this would be a
ereat achievemsnt, for, besides making
Canada the main line of travel - be-
tween ‘England and the far east, it
might greatly facilitate the extension
of our own trade and commerece with
Japan and China, -both of 'which coun-
tries are likely to become in the near
future large purchasers of our pro-
ducts,

8T. PETERSBURG, Aug. 29, 815 a.
m.—The Associated Press despateh
from Portsmiouth declaring that Presi-
dent Roosevelt was authorized several
days ago-on behalf of Japan to waive
&ll claim for indemnity or reimburse-
ment for the cost of the war, and to
cede back to Russia the northern half
of the island of Sakhalin, leaving the
“redemption” price of it to the arbi-
tration’ of a mixed commission, was
received too late here tonight to reach
the general publie, but its eignificance
Wwas instantly recognized in the few
Qyarters . where it became known,
There is every reason to believe, judg-
ing from the official expressions per-
Bistently given out by the foreign of-
fice since the beginning of the nego-
tiations at Portsmouth that this pro-
Posal by Japan te waive the question
of indemnity goes far toward vemov-
Ing the last and, according to official
explanations, the only stumbiing blogk
in the way of peace. The foreign of-
fice has said that every disputed point
between Russia: and Japan with the
eéxception of the payment of the in-
demnity had been practically arranged
on a basis satisfactory to both sides,
but that Russia would never pay an
indemnity. If the latest proposals of
Japan mean.that '#he waives all claims
to_'inde'mnlty of any kind or descrip-
tion, giving up afl idea of reimburse-
ment for the expenses of the war in
any guise whatsoever ond in place
thereof is prepared to accept for the
restoration to Russia of the northern
half of Sakhalin a redemption price to
be fixed by an unbiased commission,
this price te be determined upen -the
actual value of the island and not te
take into agcount Japan’s war. ex-
Penses or to carry a concealed indem-
nity to Japan, there is reason for the
aseertion that in aln probability

ALBERT GHILDREN
DIED FROM POISON

Three Sons of arren Reid
Ate Some Herb

< >

And Now Two Are Dead, While the
, Third Is in a Critical Condition.

>

MONCTON, Aug. 25.—With two sons
dead and the third and only remain-
ing child dying, one of the saddest and
most patheti¢ cases in the annalg of
New Brunswick has been recorded
within the past twenty-four hours at
Middle Coverdale, Albert Co., in'the
home of Mr. and Mrs. Warren Reid.
One week ago on Monday little Her-
sey, the four year old son of Mr. and
Mrs. Reid, was seized with violent ill-
ness and on the Thursday following
Warren, aged two, and Joseph, aged
&ix, both became afflicted in some
mysterious manner. A physician had
been summoned and the case diagnosea
as poisoning and the usual treatment
given. Drs. McNaughton, Smith and
Darling were called into consultation,
but their efforts were-of no avail. Yes-
terday (Thursday) morning, one week
after he had been seized with the
mysterious malady, ‘Warren, the
younger of the two, paesged away. Her-
sey ,the second son, lingered until this
morning, then the death messenger
came. Joséph, the eldest son, still
lingers, but little or no hope for his
recovery is held out., The cause of the
deadly disease is a source of mystery,
and the parents are dazed by the ter-
rible affiiction which has so suddenly
came upon them. They c¢an form no
opinion on the cause. It is believed
that the boys had eaten some deadly
plant poison, laurel or something of
that nature, which caused the disease.
Mr. and Mrs. Warren Reid had lived
in Middle Coverdale up to three years
8go, when they went to Boston, In
May last the family returned to Mid-
dle Coverdale and have since resided
‘at the latter place. The sons comprised
all their children, and the parents’
hearts are broken at the terrible blow.
The deceased lads were bright little
fellows, and in their bereavement the
stricken parents have the genuine and
heartfelt sympathy of the entire com-
munity.

While at work in the I. C. R. yard
yesterday Brakeman Edward Harvey
had his foot painfully crushed and
will be laid off for some time. The
accident occurred while Harvey was
shunting cars, his foot catching be-
tween the cars.

WAR AGAINST
AL FISHERMEN

For-Using Dynamite in Kilk
‘ ing Fish.

> -

Pleaded Not Gullty But Were Held
and Fined $100 and Sixty
Days.

> -

(Special to the Sun.)
EASTPORT, Aug. 25.—It now look#
like war against all fishermen, both
Yankees and Canadians, who use dyna-
mite for killing off pollock, cod and
the other kinds of fish so common in
Passamaquoddy Bay and the Bay of
Fundy, for there was something doing
at the city rooms Wednesday before
Judge John H. McFaul.

Fish Warden Peter M. Kane of this
¢ity has been hot on the trail of re-
ported violators of the fisheries in the
section of the coast, and in company’
with Captain John H. Pratt of the
Canadian fishery protective cruiser
Curlew early in the week made an un-
announced visit to a party of boatmen
in the harbor who were making use of
explosives for killing as many fish as
they could in quick time.

On the approach of the boat contain-
ing the above American and dominion
officials, who are giving their attention
to this kind of illegal fishing at the
present time, the boatmen got out of
the way in quick time, but on a later
visit of the officials they succeeded in
catching Charles Lank and Jameés Mc-
Callum of this eity gathering up fish
from the top of the water where they
had been killed or stunned by the use
of the dynamite used earlier in the
morning, 5

The men were held by Warden Kane
and had their hearing Wednesday, and
both pleaded not guilty; in fact, latér
stated that they had not used any kind
of an explosive or taken part in the
extermination of the schools of fish on
Monday, but were on hand to catch all
that came to the surface. Judge Mc-
Faul found ‘enough evidence to hold
them, and fined them each $100 and 60
days in the county jail. The prisoners
appealed to the October term of court
at Machias and their bonds were placed
at $300, which were later in the day
seoured, when they were released.

The warden has evidence against
other illegal fishermen of Quoddy, it is
stated, and other arrests are looked
for later in the week on the same
charge of using dynamite or other
kinds of explosives.

‘While the Canadian law for the same
offense is a fine of $100 and the con-
fiscation of the boat and fittings, on
this side we go them one better and
the 60 days’ sentence is added, sa it
comes higher to be caught on the
American side of the boundary engag-
ed in this practice.

Captain Pratt has been in the harbor
for several days looking after any
dominion - fishermen who might be
caught with the explosives in their
possession, which would be good evi-
dence that they were to use it, and
just at the present time line fishing is
being more extensively practiced than
for some time past, and the pollock and
cod may get a chance to live out their
allotted term of life in the surrounding
waters, unless they wander around
where the fishermen have their lines
out with a baited hook on the end.

According to Walter Winans

of England.

He Says the Whole System Is- at
Fault and Marksmem There are No

Good for Active Service.

(London Standard.)

Walter Winans of Surrenden Park,
Pluckley, Kent, who is the “Celebrity
at Home’ in the current number of
the World, makes some interesting
suggestions on the subject of improved
rifle shooting. His wide experience as
& hunter of blg game, his reputation
as one of the crack pistol shots of

Bisley ,itself, both as the winner and
donor of cups, all entitle him to speak
with authority upon hig favorite topic.
“The system of shooting,” he says, ‘is
all wrong. It is absolutely contrary to
the conditions of warfare, and the Bis-
ley champion is almost more useless
at the front than the man who has
pever handled a rifle. The shooting at
a big stationary target at long range
is the worst possible training. In the
first place, the men fire with a black
sight upon a white object. It is just
the reverse in warfare. A soldier never
has to fire at a white object. It is al-
ways black or dark. ' The Boers in
South Africa always shoot with white
ivory sights, and no doubt part of their
good shooting in the late war was due
to that fact. ;

“Then the Bisley man fires under the
most.  artificial conditions. He les
down on his stomach and rests his el-
bow on the ‘ground. Any baby could
do that. Little flags wave at him to
tell him the direction of the wind. He
can take as long as he likes over each
shot.. All that hopelessly unfits him
for ‘the real thing.’ Some time ago a
prize was offered for quick shooting.
I never saw anything like the flurry
of one man who went in for it. He
lost his nerve completely, and, diving
into his pocket with a trembling hand,
tried to load his rifle with his pencil,
penknife, cigarette-holder, and any-
thing he could catch hold of. I never
laughed 8o much in my life, Of course,
anybody used to quick shooting would
have stuck cartridges between the fin-
gers of his left hand, another between
hig ‘teeth, and others between the but-
tons of his waistcoat, so that he could
have fired at least six shots in about
twice as many seconds.

‘“Then, again, what is the use of a
statlonary target at a fixed range? Do
you: ever get a stationary target in
time of war? It is almost invariably
a moving object th*t the soldier is
called upon to hit 'at afi unknown
range—a. line of horsemen riding over
a hill or galloping down a valley, a
head suddenly bobbing up behing a
rock, a number of men in open order
scuttling over a plain. The Bisley
marksmen would never get a look-in
under such conditions. I have long
advocated some kind of movable tar-
get at Bisley, and I have offered prizes
for quick firing 4t moving objects, but
few people will ‘'compete for them. I
am told that in the German army a
little while ago they adopted the prac-
tice ‘of floating toy balloons down &
stream, and getting the men to shoot
at them as they passed. That séems
to me a very good plan; another would
be to roll footballs down a slope and
to post your men on some rising ground
within easy range.

“Of course the difficulty is, as regards
Bisley, that the National Rifle Asso-
ciation have to make their competl-
tions pay, and as there are gcarcely
any men who would compete for a
prize given for this kind of firing, and
80 few who would score if they diq,
the stationary target at long range is
a necessity. I quite see this difffculty,
and you cannot expect the National
Rifle Assoclation to invite failure by
unpopular competitions, But the fact
remains thai the Bisley style of shoot-
ing is absolutely useless as a training
for warfare. If we are going to estab-

training the youth of the nation, it is
absolutely - essential that lads should
be taught to fire at moving objects, un-
less all the money is to be practically
thrown sway. It is extraoréinary to
me that military men should be so at-
tached to old traditions and bound up
with red tape. Some time ago a num-
ber of sporting men and myself com-
peted for the running deer at Bisley.
The rule was that we were to fire in
volleys. Secarcely one of us failed to
hit the object, but, to our astonish-
ment, an officer came up and began to
bully us. ' ‘I have never heard such bad
volley firing in my life,’ he said. ‘It
was- positively ridiculous.’ He was
quite’ shocked at our straggling fire,
and I am sure that he would have
been much better pleased if we had
all missed our object, but had fired to-
gether with one big bang.

“I am ‘convinced,” said Mr., Winans,
in conclusion, “that every citizen of
the state should be required to pass
a shooting test. This is done in Swit-
zerland, and if a man fails to pass the
necessary standard he has to pay a
fine." I have an idea which I believe
would be an improvement on that sys«
tem. I would not fine the man who
fails, but reward the man who shows
hig skill. With any citizen who passed
a good standard of ghooting I would
knock a penny or more off his income
tax, and there should be an annual ex=
amination for this purpose. That
would appeal to his pocket, and .the
state would not lose by such a plan,
for a good shot is worth more to a na-
tion than the penny in the pound on
his income. Deon’t 'you think that
there is something in that idea?”

IS KIND TO HIS HORSES.

“It is hardly necessary to speak of
the remarkable performance given by
Prof, Crocker’s horses, any show that
has travele® through Britain for eigh-
teen years, that has visited the same
places over and over again, and always
warmly welcome, has made a reputa-
tion which speaks for itself, and when
the large audience present last night
had witnessed the first performance of
the horses in America,, they were of but
one opinion, that they had seen a re-
markable show, and were s.o.ply as-
tonished with the marvellous wotk of
the animals. They hardly knew which
to praise the most—the wonderful . in-
telligence of the horses, or the results
of the care, patience and kindness of
Prof. Crocker. - The whole perforn\-
ance showed that some horses possesm
more intelligence than many human
beings, and how much they appreciats
a kind master was evidenced by the
high grade of efficiency they have
attained and with what pleasure they,
go through their work under the train-
ing and kindnes of such a man as the
professor,”—Acadian Recorder, Hali-
fax, June 20, 1905.

SAMOA’S WEALTH OF RUBBER.
(Chicago Tribune.)

Samoa’s get-rich-quick scheme is the
rubber plant. One species, when plant-
ed 20 fet apart, attains a height of 10
or 12 féet in a couple of years, and is
expected to yield good"' sap in eight
years. It thrives in high and low lati-
tudes, in sun and shade. At the end of
the sixth year the rubber tree can be
tapped, and it can be safely reckoned
that half a pound of rubber per t~
will result. .

Two hundred trees are planted per

. acre and five per cent. mortality is al-

lowed, bringing the total number on
200 acres to 38,000 trees, which in the
seventh year yield 19,000 pounds of
rubber. <

A rubber plantation of 200 acres will
cost on the-average about $20,000 to
bring it to the end of the sixth year
and guaranteeing its suitability, proper
soil and climate and efficient superin-
tendence will in the seventh and eighth
year return the total of the capital in-
vested, and every year thereafter yield
an income of between $15,000 and $25,-
000.

The following is & the last of a series
of sketches of iife in the great city of
London, written by a member of the
Star staff, who while engaged in
newspaper Wwork in that city was
brought . info intimate acquaintance
with the types described.

PGSR
No. 12.-THE WAITER,

It is provocative of much thought to
the careful observer to notice how many
of the callings open to those in the
lower walks of life are almost entirely
filled by people (chiefly men) of foreign
extraction.

The most striking instance, to my
mind, of this is the occupation of the
waiter. With the . exception of the
servitors in the very best clubs and
some few high-class, old-fashioned ho-
tels, it will be found that the position
of waiter is filled by a sort of polyglot
worm who, from the average man of
the world’s point of view, is a most ob-
Jectionable creature.-

The reagon for this can only be at-
tributed to the Briton’s objection to a
post where a continual servility is ne-
cessary, and where he is exposed to
the danger of losing his temper (and
under
the ‘contemptuous treatment too often
meted out to him: by thoughtless indi:

viduals. These people are generally of :

that class in which they, being them:
selves always in a position of depend-
anecy, cannot resist the temptation and
opportunity of trying to bully the wait-
er on the smallest provoeation,

This sort of thing does not, of course,
take place amorg the uppeér ten thou-
sand, who fully appreciate the sérvices

of the genuine old-fashioned English

waiter, and are always considerate and
kindly in thelr theatment of him,; and
rather than lose his services for, say,
their . favorite club; will give him. (to
use the words of that prince of writers,
the late George Augustus Sala) the
“wages of an ambassador and the
treatment of a prince.”

Of course a subject like the one un-
der review can hardly but be treated
in.a general way, as I cannot flatter
mywelf that the reader has not been in
& position to noticé and always deplore
the manner in which the wailter per-
forms his duties, beé he cook shop, Soho
restaurant, suburban and seaside town
Italian cafe, or higher class hotel wait-
er. I say, advisedly,. “deplore,” as in
the course of a life which 6f necessity
has ‘been almost entirely spent in ho-
tels, hydros and travelling cars, I have
only met one specimen of the genus
who has, to my mind, fulfilled his mis-
sion in an entirely satistactory man-
ner. I may say this rarely hid his light
in the hotel of a smal ltown on the bor-
ders of Dartmoor.

The practice of some proprietors of
restaurants, hotels, etc., engaging their

servants without fixed payments, thus.

making them dependént for their liv-
ing on gratuities, is a most pernicious
one, more so the plan in vogue at lots
of the best known London eating-
houses, where I am assured the men
employed in waiting actually have to
pay for that privilege to the tune—in
some cases—of several pouriag e-r
week. In the first place the proprietor
expects- the customer to pay his ser-
vants for him, and, in the second, the
frregularity ‘ of the payment and the
natural desire of the servitor to do the
best he can for himself cannot but lead
to petty dishonesties. Some of the
tricks which have come under my no-
tice have been extremely amusing, were
they not so pitifuli One which was
continually: taking place in the card-
room of a certain place, was the bring-
ing in of a tray with glasses and set-
ting it down on the table covered with
money. ‘“You are mistaken, Alphonse.”
the players would say; “we ordered no
drinks.” ‘With profuse apologies, back
Alphonse goes with the tray, and, in-
cidentally, two or three Sovereigns
sticking to the pats of buttér previ-

ously placed on the bottom of the tray. |

Another of the numerous instances
of the ‘dishonest means employed by
these gentlemen is the ingenious meth-
od they have of adding up the bill, es-
becially in the case of the gentleman
who, perhaps, has dined “not wisely,
but too well,”

‘‘Lemmeseesir, chop, fourteen pence,
18. 4d. ; ~no bread, a penny, 1s. 6d. ;
tuppence the waiter, 1s. 8d.; 1s. 10d.,
if you please,  sir.’’ It fs absolutely
necessary for-“them to practise this
sort of thing, through the short-sight-
ed policy of their employers, who
place them on their wits by which to
earn their living. Of course it is im-
bossible to give & tenth of these trieks
in- detall, for the reasons that the
Space at my disposal is limited, and

the inventive geniue of man in this

direction knows no bounds,

The humorous side in the life of a
Wwaiter—not from the gervitor's point
of view, perhaps, but from that of the
beople who happen to be within ear-
shot—is a subject of much diversion,
a8 the following conversation, sup-
posed to have taken place in a restau-
rant of second-class pretensions, will
show. The waiter is for, once an Eng-
lishman, and the customer a swell
young clerk who has just drawn his
month’s wages,

“Garcon!” (Waiter, sotto voee:

Moncton Races—Tennis Championships.

WHE HISTORY OF SADIE MAC.

A Canadian owned, If not Canadian
bred horse is the queen of the Grand
Circuit trotters for 19056. The unbeaten
five-year-old Sadie Mac, with a record
of 2.061-4, has as her owner Miss
Katherine L. Wilks of Galt, Ont., and
the story of her career, and the bon-
anza she and her dam, the Arion mare
Fanella, proved to the lucky owner, is
one that will be read with interest by
breeders and farmers who, if wide-
awake -and hustling, might develop
colts with just as much speed.

Sadie Mac, along with her brother,
Todd, and Fanella, was exhibited here
in the 1901 exhlbmon, and when at
Moosepath Todd gave an exhibition
mile while Sadie Mae, then a one year
old, trotted by the side of her mother.

The story of Sadie Mac and her fam-
ﬂy is thus told by A. J. Welch in the
New York Herald:

«When J. Malcolm Forbes bought
Arion, 2.073-4, for $125,000, to place at
the head of his stud, he announced
that ten outside mares would be .bred
to the colt in the following year. The
stud fee was to be $2,500 for each mare,
yet there was a rush to breed to him.
i booked four mares and handed Mr.
Forbes a check for $10,000 to pay the
bill. When I did so he asked me whe-
ther I would rather return the mares
the next year or have my money back
if any of them failed to get in foal. I
figured that I could always be sure of
breeding to the horse for $2,600, and
maybe for less, so I told him I would
take the money.

“Well, of the four mares only one
produced a foal. Mr. Forbes sympa-
thizged with me when he paid the money
back, saying it was too bad to have
fost the use of the mares for a year.
1 didn’t think so, however, for the
panic of 1893 had come along in the
meantime and knocked the bottom out
including trotters in
general, and high stud fees in pn.rtlc-
Wlar. Of course, I didn’t say 50 to Mr.
Forbes, but I wouldn’t have had those
three mares produce foals for $1,000
apiec¢s, because you could buy an Arion
colt for about $800.

“«Two or three years later, when I
bought all of Major Dickinson’s trot-
ters privately and sold them off at
auction, I put my one Arion foal—a
filly out of Directress, by Director—in
the sale. She brought $800 and Mr.
Forbes bought her. . He bred her to
Bingen, - 2.06%, and when she foaled &
nice colt in the . following s$pring he
bred her to Peter the Great, 2.08%.
Then, for some reason or other, he put
her in a sale. I went up to Boston
to buy her, but the interest of a ;rlend
prevented me from doing. 8o, and she
went to George Leavitt's bid of $526
for mare and oolt. Leavitt really did
not want her, and he let her go at 2
