The McKinley Bill is making quite a
ferment, not only among politicians at
home, but also abroad. MF. Blaine has
come out squarely in favor of reciprocity
with the South American States. It is
found that the manufacturers of the
Union are producing more than sufficient
for home consumption, and .that they,
must bave s market for their produce
abroad. At present they are.barred out
of South Americs just as South America
is barred out of the Union—by a prohi-
bitory tariff. §Mr. Blaine wants the walls
taken down on both sides. It is retorted
by some, if it be well to have free. trade
with these States for the good of the
American manufacturer, why not have it
with others ?

She was a tirm friend
of Prof. Christlieb, openly m&nifests her
interest in the Young Men's Christian
Association in Berlin, and in the work of
the deaconesses, and gives a strong sup-
port to the Berlin City Mission.

Maultiplying Potatoes,

A writer in the London Garden gives
an account of the method he adopied to

inorease a high priced potato. The va
riety was the kind known as the Pride of
Amerios, of whioh he gave something
like a dollar for two tubers, one of them
large and sound and the other small and
diseased.
in & pan, covered with fine soil, and seb
on & warm s:aging in his pesch-house.
They woon sprouted, aund when: the
sprouts were- three- inéhes long, they
were carefully pulied off and the tubers
returned to the soil. The sprouts were
potted off singly, in good, loamy soil,
previously warmed, threeand & haif inch
potsbeing used. They were set on the
front staging and watered. They soon
became well established, and were
transplanted.  The tubers gave a second
and larger orop of sprouts than before,
and these were treated like the first. A
third but smaller crop of shoota was ob
tained.
the garden fifty.one feet long, on deeply-
dug thoroughly pulverized ground, eight
inches apart. Inverted flower pots pro
teoted them from any threstenwd frost,
and evergreen branches were used for
the same purpose later on. Two bushels
were obtained from the one pound of
seed. The above iy substantially the
process given in the Garden, greatly re
duced and condensed ; and it may afford
useful suggestions to those not Iamitiar
