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INDOCTRINATION.

The Circdlab Letteb from the Nova Scotia Wes­
tern Baptist Association to the Churches of 
WHICH IT IS (jOMPOSBD, 1871.

Dear Brethren,—
Denominationalism has its root in the mental faculty, or 

in an appetency of the mind for a specific mode of thought, 
and form of belief. But the human mind is governed, in its 
actions by doctrines that impress its consciousness ; hence to 
direct it into any denominational channel, it has only to be 
brought in contact with those doctrines that give„distinctive- 
ness to the particular sect. We should recognise this truth, 
and bind its power to our purposes of progress. For, if, as 
a denomination, ■he expect to make those rapid advances 
that the correctness of our principles give us the right to 
expect, we must give to our people a thorough training in 
the distinctive tenets of our faith. We trace the origin of 
our principles back to a “ Thus saith the Lord therefore 
we stand on firm ground, and have the higheet authority, 
when we urge for them a thorough and intelligent study.

While we recognise the necessity for a denominational 
training, we have to confess that it does not exist so gene­
rally as it should. With very many, there is a lamentable 
amount of ignorance concerning the very doctrines that 
warrant our existence as a denomination. The sad results 
of such inexcusable and even criminal ignorance, is that 
such individuals have no ardent love for our principles, and 
put forth no strenuous efforts to advance them ; nor do they 
seek to impress the minds of those naturally dependent on 
them for religious instruction, vgith those truths that every 
intelligent Baptist holds so dear. Many of our children, 
besides those more advanced in years, are permitted to grow 
up in ignorance of what wé believe, and more or less of 
these every year go to swéll the ranks of other sects. This 
would rarely, if ever occur, if they were acquainted with 
the doctrines of the Bible as we apprehend them. An 
intelligent knowledge of our principles, reveals so clearly 
their harmony with the Inspired Record, that it proves an 
all-sufficient protection against every psedo-beliet. The 
intelligent and established Baptist ever remains true to his 

, faith.
The question may he asked who is responsible for this 

doctrinal training ? It is evident the Preacher has a work to 
perform hero, one which is too generally neglected. Paul’s
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cari three be taught ? We say teach them at home. Let the 
Oatechieih be introduced into every family Circle, anil thorough- 
studied and explained. Could we speak to every parent in 
Our Association, we would say : Instruct yotir children. 
Teach them what you believe, and why you believe it. Shew 
them the “ good old paths ” in which we move. Trust no_t 
their indoclrinutlon to even Sabbath School instruction. 
Sep ter- It personally. Lead them yourselves in the right 
path, and they will grow up strong in the faith.

If there be. in the minds of any, conscientious objections 
to the uSe of the Catechism, instruct your children by some 
other means. It is your imperative duty to gi 
scriptural training, and not permit them to pick up their 
belief from every accidental source. In a system of belief 
So obtained, there could be no harmony, hence it would have 
ho power to build up a ■ stable religious character. For 
many of our people have just such a belief, and they 
injury to us instead of a benefit. Let us strive to purge our 
denomination from these extraneous and weakening elements. 
We can best do this by a thorough indoctrination of our 
youth, who, under the blessing of God, will fill up our de­
nominational ranks.

We are contending for no visionary object, but for ohe 
that will accomplish results of the most satisfactory charac­
ter. This work of indoctrination will have a direct bene­
ficial effect on the mind of the Teacher himself. It will 
give a clear and exact discrimination of doctrine, and the 
power of precise and lucid statement. It will give form to 
those great truths of Christianity/ which, too often, float 
across the mind like mist over the hnountain'S brow,—giving 
the seeming appearance of almost every thing, but the dis­
tinct form of nothing. In a word, it will give positiveness 
and impregnability to his theological character.

Bût, passing' from the Teacher to the taught, we shall 
find résulte none the less salutary. This scriptural know­
ledge, as we have seen, will be a sure protection against 
infidelity and spurious belief, and a guarantee that our yonng 
people will never wander away beyond the pale of our 
denomination. Other denominations have perceived this 
truth ;—the Church of Rome perhaps most fully. Well do 
We know the results. Rome loses but few of her children, 
Baptists need lose none. Would we consult our denomina­
tional interests we should not hesitate in our mode of action. 
Viewing this subject m its relation to the soul, we find for 
ft still higher advantages. It is an indisputable foot that 
those best acquainted with scripture truths, are, on the 
Whole, most moral. Nothing tempers down the levity of 
youth, like bringing to bear on it the solemn and weighty • 
doctrines of dhnsdanity.

Eev. H. Achilles received an appointment of 6 weeks, to 
New Cornwall and vicinity. Two weeks were spent on the 
field in October. The first visit of the missionary was 
blessed in the reviving of God’s people, and in the awaken­
ing of some to the importance of religion. But a death 
having occurred it became necessary for him to return home. 
In consequence of other engagements, he was not able to 
resume his mission until May. He found the church at New 
Cornwall much revived, through the labors of Eev. W. E. 
Hall. As the church at Mahone Bay and North West, 
without a pastor, he extended his labors in that direction. 
At the Bay there is a growing interest, meetings were well 
attended ; and many were inquiring for the bread of life. 
Our brother sayie, “ Though I cannot report baptisms, yet I 
believe that good was done, and souls saved through the 
word preached.”

Brother Achilles furnishes the following summary of his 
labors : Restored 1, received for baptism 1, sermons preached 
20, conference and prayer meetings 15, family visits 75, 
sabbath schools visited and addressed 3, collected in aid of 
the mission $20.00.

REPORT OF THE FRENCH MISSION BOARD.

In the month of October last, Rev. M. Normondy your 
missionary removed from the French Mission premises of 
Tusktt, to those of Sanlnierville. Here as a centre of oper­
ation lie has since prosecuted his labours with commendable 
zeal. From his report just presented to this Board, we learn 
that he has during the year made 293 family visits, travelled 
2118 miles, preached 106 sermons, baptized 6 converts (2 
French and 4 English), and distributed 36 New Testaments 
and 8576 pages of Tracts. In addition to these labours your 
missionary has made considerable necessary improvements 
on the premises at Sanlnierville, of which he has kept no 
account.

Thus your missionary has gone forth scattering the preci­
ous truths of the gospel, and with grateful hearts your Board 
recognize God’s blessing already vouchsafed. The great day 
of reckoning alone will reveal the full results. “ In the 
morning sow thy seçd, in the evening withhold not thy hand, 
for thou knowest not which shall profit this or that, or wheth­
er both shall be alike good.” Your missionary has rejoiced 
over two hopeful conversions to Christ, of persons who died 
during the past year. He repeatedly visited them during 
their illness, and saw them pass away in the triumphs of 
faith.

9. —The religious sentiments of this Association are those expres­
sed in the " Declaration of Faith and Practice of the Baptist Churches 
in Nova Scotia.”

19.—This Constitution may he altered or amended by a vote of 
two-thirds of the number present at any annual meeting. •

BULBS OF ORDER.

Bulk 1st.—At each annual meeting the Letters from the Churches j 
shall be at once handed in ; from which the clrrks shall immediately 
make out a list of Delegates.

2nd.—Alter religious yorship the officers shall lie chosen. The 
choice of the Moderator shall be made by ballot.

8rd.—■ At every sitting business shall be opened and coucluded with 
prayer. 1

4th.—Brethren invited to a seat with us, may speak on all subject» | 
under consideration, but vote on none.

5th.—No subject shall be discussed without a motion thereon being 
first make and seconded, x |

6th.—Every speaker shall address the chair ; and no person shall | 
speak oftener than twice on the same subject, unless by permission ï 
of the body. |

7th.—When a church is received into the Association the Moderator J 
shall give to one of its delegates the hand of fellowship.

8th.—At the commencement of each sitting the Minutes of the j 
last one shall be read and corrected, and of the last before the final j 
adjournment.

9th.—All resolutions shall be presented in writing.
10th.—Motions made and lost shall not be recorded unless so ordered j

at the time.
11th.—-No delegatee shall be allowed to leave the Association before | 

the business is finished, without permission of the body.
12th.—These rules shall be distinctly read from the chair at the 1 

opening of the Session. 1
