Not only 
has the count made firm friends of 
the Wright avliitors/lmt he has take» 
young Cromwell Dixon, the boy aero­
naut. who lost his dirigible balloon 
on Monday, under his wing. He Is go­
ing to make a Blériot operator out 
of the boy, using the machine owned 
by James Carruthers, of Montreal. 
The count says the boy has nerve, as 
he showed by his management of his 
ill-fatèd dirigible and that he should 
make a good aviator. Dixon, who was 
heartbroken over .the loss of his bal­

Discussing his experience after the 
flight Count DeLesseps remarked that 
it was the first time he hud ever been 
up in a biplane. The Wright form of 
a flying machine certainly gave one 
a safer and more comfortable feeling 
than the monoplane.

American Ice Company Lose 

Heavily In Conflagration At 
Richmond, Me.—Loss Esti­
mated At $120,000,

FIRE STILL RAGING
IN LUMBER LANDS

Richmond, Me., June

Two four 
same num­

ber of Icehouses, owned by the Am­
erican Ice Company, were destroy­
ed by Are here this afternoon, entai­
ling a loss estimated at $120,000. The 
loss on the Icehouses containing about 
$60,000 of Ice is estimated at $60,000, 
while that to the schooners, the Hen­
ry L. Peckham and the Young Broth­
ers, Is about $46,000. As the Ice­
houses were situated on the Kennebec 
river near the tracks of the Maine 
Central Railway, It Is believed that a 
spark ignited the structures. Handi­
capped by havfng no fire fighting ap­
paratus near at hand to combat the 
flames, the Are soon razed the ice­
houses and spreading to the two ves­
sels tied up at the wharf of the Am­
erican Ids Co., where they were load­
ing ice, quickly levelled them to the 
waters edge while the few employes 
of the company were practically pow­
erless to check the blaze.

Two Good Schooners.
The schooner Young Brothers was 

nearly loaded with ice aud was to 
leave port tonight for Virginia. She 
was built at Belfast, Me., In 1890 and 
owned In Boston, Mass. She was 186 
feet long, 37 feet breadth, 18 feet 
depth and had a net tonnage ot 897. 
The Henry L. Peckham which was 
light, was built In East Boston, in 
1891, and wdfe owned In Newport, R. 
I. Her dimensions were, length, 190 
feet; breadth, 37 feet; depth, 18 feet 
and net tonnage of 739.

After destroying a small stable near 
the Icehouses, the Are backed by a 
stiff westerly wind. Jumped the Ken­
nebec river and within the course oi 
an hour had burned over more thro 
□tty acre» of land, the greater 
whfch was well covered with w 
creasing in fury and beyond All con­
trol of the men in the neighborhood, 
the fire was steadily advancing to­
ward several farmhouses nad at half 
past seven tonight it was feared that 
several would be destroyed.

Attracted by the blaze which light­
ed up the surrounding country, a hun­
dred or more farmers from miles 
around, assembled and fought hard to 
save the endangered buildings.

The large cooklug utensil, made 
of aluminum, with a capacity of about 
two quarts, is carried packed on top 
of the knapsack. The latter, fully 
packed, including intrenching tools, 
jyeighs 30.8 pounds.

Besides the knapsack the soldier 
carries a canteen of aluminum and a 
haversack, containing an aluminum 
dish, a ration of hardtack, a tooth 
brush, tooth powder, a napkin, paper, 
a pipe, tobacco, etc., a first aid pack­
age aud two little wicker baskets, 
each containing uue day’s rations. In 
three little pouches on the belt 120 
founds of ammunition are carried.

There is no one-man rule In the 
new Australian scheme of things. In 
the United States the president ap­
points the cabinet and the speaker 
(or a packed committee) selects con­
gressional committees.

The curse of Australia has been 
the ownership of great tracts of land 
by Individual owners. Many of the 
greatest holdings are in the hands of 
men who live in Engalnd and have 
never even seen their land.

Land Is taxed at 
its real value and idle land taxed 
just as land in use Is. Improvements 
are not taxed. The result will be to 
break up the great estates into small 
farms and to free opportunity for la­
bor and industry to unite with nature’s 
bounty In supplying food, clothes and 
luxury for mankind.

The new labor government comes

million dollar deficit, but the land tax 
is expected to make short work of 
that.

No Knapsack Carried.
Since the field equipment is very 

heavy the knapsack, whenever this is 
possible, is left behind, and transport­
ed as opportunity offers on wagons. 
The soldier carries into action only 
the absolutely essential, rolled in a 
khaki colored cotton bag. resembling 
a valise or holdall, called svoisukur. 
This bag or roll is carried from right 
to left, and contains rations, ammuni­
tion. reserve pï 
sary materials, 
large cooking uten 
and the intrenching 
to the belt. The overcoat is carried 
in a roll from left to right, 
slodier carries only a part of his in­
trenching tools, either the spade or 
the pickaxe or hatchet and the saw.

The extended use of wire entangle­
ments by the Russians indicated the, 
necessity for carrying wire cutters 
and in every company therefore about 
thirty men are provided with this im­
plement . The importance of intrench­
ing tools has been more and more em­
phasized by every campaign since tlje 
civil war. where our common soldiers 
first introduced the subject of their 
own volition and initiative, but par­
ticularly in the Manchurian campaign.

ago, when she was twenty-four, Mary

As the Empire becomes greater and Imperial or 
gmlzationa more near'y perfect, the place of the Crown 
In the Imperial system will become more Important. In 
Uis admirable work on "The Government of England," 
Mr. Lowell ventured the opinion that the Crown Is de 
tlining In political Importance. That opinion he would 
doubtless revise If ho wore Issuing ;i uew edition of his 
book, for it is now generally admitted that Klug Ed 
wcrcl, though a strictly c«.nsti,i.tioi:al monarch, .‘v.-Wered 
great service to the country by his able and tactful 
statesmanship. In the person of a wise and s rong 
king the Crown Is bound to be a very Important Instru­
mentality In the actual business of national government. 
But however writers on the constitution may differ as 
to the part It plays In the political affairs of the United 
Kingdom, they will probably agree that In the government 
of the Empire It Is a real bond.

If Britain were to become a republic, as men like 
Lloyd-George and Kler Hardie desire, the Empire would 
break up. and the dominions become Independent. 
Socialism and anti-imperialism are, as they would be 
expected to be, associated ideas. It Is known that the 
present King of England takes a very warm Interest, us 
his father before him did, In the building Up of the Em 
pire. In other words, he reciprocates the feeling of 
loyalty the dominions and other outlying parts of the 
Empire freely render to the Crown.

It was intended that he should open the first par 
liaineut of the South African Union, but the death of 
his father called him to the throne before the time for 
inaugurating the new dominion, and his place will be 
taken at the South African capital by his uncle, the Duke 
of Connaught.

In a minute recently published the Cabinet of South 
Africa refers to the pleasure with which the people of 
the Union learned of King Edward's decision that Ills son 
should officiate at the opening of their parliament, and

purchased land and started farming ou their own ac­
count. Many have gone to work with provincial farm 
ers with the express object of getting experience in farm 
log methods lu this country before putting their money 
iuto land. Others have landed here with little money, 
and gone to work on farms in the hope and with the 
determination of eventually attaining to the comfort 
and dlguity of freehold proprietorship.

The department has made special efforts to bring 
oat natives of the Mother Country, possessed of some 
capital and farming experience. But it has not so far 
sought to encourage the Immigration of men who would 
for some years, at auy rate, be obliged to work as farm 
laborers. Such a policy if pursued on an extensive 
scale before the assimilative capacity of the province 
was well determined might lead to results, similar to 
those in Ontario some winters ago. when thousands of 
farm laborers brought out during the summer found there 
was no employment for them In the winter, and deluged 
the Canadian and British papers with complaints 
that tney naa neen Drought out imdor false pretences.

In the past it has been found difficult to Induce 
farm laborers to come to this province, owing to the 
uncertainty of employment in winter, and, though It may 
be desirable to take measures to assure our own farm­
ers an abundant supply of labor in the summer months. 
It is even more desirable that the possibility of having 
a large number of new comers out of employment In 
winter should be avoided. Probably the most creditable 
feature of the work of the new department of ini 
migration, so far is that, though it brought out over 300 
people fast year, it succeeded in distributing them 
about the province iu such a way that there were 
complaints of lack of opportunities of employment during 
the winter on the part of any of them.

Since the organization of the pro­
vincial immigration department 815 
persons, chiefly from the Mother 
Country, have been brought to St- 
John, and placed In positions In dif­
ferent parts of the province. A large 
number of these newcomers, have al­
ready purchased farms; others have 
gone to work with the Intention of 
securing experience before starting 
out on their own account, and others 
coming out without capital have gone 
to work on farms with the intention 
of saving money to buy farms of their 
own.

The office of superintendent of im­
migration was created by order-ln - 
council December 80th, 1908, on re­
commendation of the honorable, the 
commissioner for agriculture, who re­
ported to council :

“That he has had under considéra 
tton the best manner of attracting to 
and settling in the province a desir­
able class of Immigrants, and In or­
der to do so successfully Is of opin­
ion that a person should be appointed 
to have charge of the whole matter, 
whose duty, among other things, it 
would be to gather reliable informa­
tion as to the places where immi­
grants can be favorably settled, the 
nature of the soil, the cost of farms 
that may be for sale, the opportuni­
ties such localities may possess for 
educational, religious, commercial and 
other advantages, the nature and ex­
tent of the employment that such Im­
migrant» may obtain and the manner 
and cost of transportation, and to 
place such Information before intend­
ing settlers, either in the countries 
where they reside or after their arri- ed. 
val -In the province, and generally to 
make as far as possible a personal 
study of modern Immigration methods 
and put them Into practical operation 
in placing desirable settlers in the 
province.

“Immigration was placed under the 
direction and control of the depart­
ment of agriculture.

ing for Immigration was emphasized 
by the report of the agricultural com­
mission, which pointed out that the 
present condition of the province in 
regard to necessary farm labor was 
not favorable to agricultural devehl - 
ment, and that larger employment of 
men In lumbering and milling opera­
tions had taken a great deal of labor 
away from the farms.”

In the first year the immigration 
coming under the direction of the su­
perintendent of Immigration was as 
follows: Scotland, 193; England, 79; 
Ireland. 17; Poland, 7; Sweden. 5; 
Holland and Germany, 4. Total, 305.

All these people who came during 
the first year 
ly successful,
