Arrest Follows Testimony of 
Insurance Agent Who Says 
He Was an Eye-Witness to 
the Shooting.

S Freeport, N. Y., July 8.—Mrs. Flor- 
~ ence Conklin Carman, wife of Dr. Ed­

win Carman, was arrested today, ac­
cused as the mysterious assassin who 
» week ago last night murdered Mrs. 
Louise Bailey, wife of a Hempstead 
manufacturer, by firing a bullet 
through her heart while she was stand­
ing in the physician's office. Tonight 
Mrs. Carman, at whom the finger of 
euspicion has been pointing since the 
discovery was made that she had in­
stalled a telephonic instrument in her 
husband's office so that she might 
hear what went on between him and 
his women patients, is locked up in 
Nassau county Jail art Mineola. There 
she will remain until Monday, when 
she will be taken out and again exam­
ined by the coroner, before whom she 
pleaded not guilty when arraigned to­
day, after her arrest in the room where 
Mrs. Bailey died.

Mrs. Carman's iron nerve is shatter­
ed, for as the steel barred door of the 
Mineola jail closed behind her she pul­
led her heavy veil from hefr face and 
broke down.

Her husband and the sheriff, who 
took her in an automobile from her 
home here to the jail, assisted her to 
the top floor of the building.

The immediate cause of the arrest 
was the testimony given this morning 
by Ell wood T. Bardes, an insurance 
.agent, whom the authorities called the 
single reliable eyewitness to the 
crime. Bardes is under lock and key 
also. He is being detained as a ma- 

d terial witness, for his story is of so 
4 great importance that the authorities 
^said they feared an attempt might be 

made to get him from the jurisdiction 
of the New York courts.

Bardes’ story, briefly told, is this:
“At 7.30 o’clock, on the n'"ht of the 

murder, Bardes said, he de vrmined to 
pay a professional visit to Dr. Carman 
and allow him to dress a minor injury 
to one of his heels. He left his home 
and walked to the physician's house. 
Arriving, he decided he codld dress 
the injury himself and thereby save 
a doctor's fee. So he walked past the 
house and then turned around to be- 

' gin his journey home. At that instant 
* he heard an explosion. He thought it 

was caused by an automobile tire, but 
when he looked for the machine he 
could not find it. He turned his eyes 
toward the lawn at the side of Dr. Car­
man’s home. A woman, tall, well built, 
hatless, wearing a light shirtwaist and 
a dark skirt, was moving away from 
one of the windows at the side of the 
physician’s office toward the rear of 
the house. She was not running, not 
causually strolling around the lawn ; 
she was walking “in a hurry" the wit­
ness swore.

Bardes' story might still remain un­
sold had he not mentioned it, first to 
a woman who promptly telephoned the 
^district attorney and then to a Catho­
lic priest he visited for advice. The 
priest urged Bardes to make his story 

! known. But before an opportunity 
presented itself he was taken in cus­
tody by order of the district attorney.

Bardes testified today after Mrs. 
Carman’s twelve year daughter Eliza­

beth had tried to strengthen her moth- 
•ler's alibi and representatives of the 
^manufacturers of the telephonic in­

strument had told of selling the device 
to the physicain’s wife and of install­
ing it in her home.

Coroner Norton, after spending an 
hour studying the testimony of Bardes 
and other witnesses, wrote out his 
charge and ordered Mrs. Carman's ar-

St Andrews, July 8—The plans for 
the new Algonquin Hotel, as approved 
by the president of the C. P. R., have 
arrived, the contract has been let, and 
all is now in readiness for the con­
struction of the new building, which 
will be pushed forward as rapidly as 
possible.

The contract for the superstructure, 
which it Is estimated wil cost within 
the vicinity of one hundred thousand 
dollars, has been awarded to the Peter 
Lyall & Sons Construction Company 
Limited of Montreal, and they are un­
der contract to have theii part of the 
work finished by the last of October.

The building will be constructed 
entirely of reinforced concrete, all par­
titions to be of terra cotta, with fire 
proof doors between the wings, thus 
making it as nearly fireproof as possi­
ble. The new hotel, when completed, 
will be a handsome and imposing 
structure of six stories, with accommo­
dation for five hundred and fifty guests 
and three hundred employees.

The Layout
On the ground floor there will be 

two main entrances, one to the large 
rotunda of the hotel, which is ninety 
feet long by twenty feet wide, with a 
fireplace at each end, and a ladies’ en­
trance to the drawing room, which 
room will be “fifty bv forty feet. In 
the centre of the main building, as 
one enters, will be found the general 
office, manager's office, telephone ex­
change, nejrs stand, etc. The large 
and spacUMu dining room, one hun­
dred and nine feet by forty-one feet, 
with seating capacity for five hundred 
guests, is situated on this floor, at the 
west end. Connected with the main 
dining hall are two private dining 
rooms, the officers’ dining room, and 
children’s dining room. There will 
also be a ladies' sitting room, and

writing and reading rooms. The bar­
ber shop, billiard rooms, bar-room and 
cafe, for the use of the guests, will be 
situated directly under the main office. 
The remaining four stories will be 
composed of sleeping apartments. Spa­
cious verandahs and balconies will 
adorn the building.

The men in charge of this tremen­
dous undertaking, and upon whom the 
responsibility rests, are Manager A. A. 
Allerton of the Algonquin, who is keep­
ing a watchful eye on all phases of 
the work : George Archer, superintend­
ent for the Lyall Construction Co. Lim­
ited; Robert A. Clark, local superin­
tendent for the C. P. R., who has 
charge of the work of restoring the 
old wings, which work is being done 
by the C. P. R. Mr. Clark has eighty- 
five men employed, and is making 
splnedid progress with his end of the 
work. Mr. Huch is inspector for the 
C. P. R. on the new building. There 
are about seventy men employed, ex­
cavating for the new building, which 
work, it is expected, will be completed 
early next week. Concrete mixtures 
and other necessary machinery, are 
now being set up to be in readiness 
and with the arrival of two hundred 
and fifty men during the next few days 
the wor kwill be in full swing and will 
be rushed forward with all possible 
speed as the hotel must be completed 
and ready for the reception of guests 
be the first of June next.

It will take at 
least some years to Aupply this de 
mand. I have been frequently asked, 
How long will the business last? How 
long will the present high prices 
tlnue? In answer to this I may state 
that in my humble Judgment I do not 
think there will be a black or silver 
fox of good quality purposely killed In 
Canada during the next five years.

"The London market rules the fur 
market of the world, and as the de­
mand for live foxes is becoming 
er every year, this must necessarily 
lessen the supply sent there arid the 
few skins going there will consequent­
ly be greatly enhanced in value, and 
tills enhanced value will correspond­
ingly increase the demand for breed­
ing foxes. For the succeeding five 
years, we will, perhaps be selling both 
live foxes and fox pelts and thereaf­
ter the business will be pretty much 
confined to the selling of pelts. Even 
then I believe it will be an exceed­
ingly good paying business, for with 
the experience I now have, and my be­
lief in future prospects, I could raise 
foxes and sell their skins at $50 or 
less, and make double the money al­
most any farmer can on his farm, and 
this with the expenditure of much less 
energy. The time usually required is 
about one hour in the morning 'and 
one hour in the evening to feed: the 
rest of the day I have to myself.”

Prospecth e dividends are being 
talked of by different companies, al­
though no definite assurance can be 
given until it is positive that the pups 
can be raised to maturity. Reporta 
from twenty different ranches show 
an average dividend of about sixty 
per cent. This is certainly gratifying. 
What other industry in the world to­
day establish- ! for twenty years will 
give returns v ithin a measurable dis­
tance of thes- ?

Visitors from abroad continue to 
come to the province with a view to 
make enquiries, get information con­
cerning the fur farming business, and 
then invest. This means a consider­
able-increase of new capital, and the 
organization of new companies. A 
large party of wealthy Boston men 
purpose coming here about the middle

of August with a view to gaining first 
hand information, which, if satisfac­
tory. will result In their investing a 
large amount in foxes.

The ranches, with few exceptions, 
are still closed to visitors. They should 
shortly be opened up, and ranches are 
expected to extend every possible cour­
tesy towards those who desire to be­
come acquainted with the possibilities 
of fox raising here. Last year quite 
a number of people were ready to put 
money in foxes, but they claimed that 
Jhey did not receive any encourage­
ment from the ranches, who in many 
cases were so indifferent that they 
would not take the trouble to give 
visitors a view of their premises, this 
is a mistake which is not expected to 
be repeated by those whose interest 
it is to gain the good will of the in­
vesting public.

sold out. The investment history of 
these companies will be repeated by 
others which have a reasonably good 
proposition to offer. Good companies 
with good men at their back, and with 
an effective selling organization should 
experience no great difficulty in pro­
curing capital.

The option demand this week has 
been somewhat keener than last week, 
although prices have not risen. The 
leading fox men say that they do not 
expect to see prices go any higher but 
feel sure that there will be a consid­
erable absorption of the 1914 crop at 
good healthy prices. The frantic spec­
ulation in options which prevailed dur­
ing July and the early part of August 
1913, caused by the extreme scarcity 
of forces will not be repeated this year 
and it is well that it will not bq, as 
the months of September and October 
of last year witnessed a decline in 
prices, whilst November and Decem­
ber brought forces back' to an even 
higher plane than August. This sea­
son will see prices maintained on a 
level basis which will ensure splendid 
dividends to the shareholders and pre­
vent over-capitalization by the new 
companies which are being formed.

Last year the prices for females 
were considerably higher than for 
males, in some instances the difference 
being several thousand dollars. This 
year, reports collected from authentic 
sources, indicate that the prices of 
males will be about the same ns fe­
males, except for double mating.

There has been a steady demand 
for good cross foxes from Ontario's 
stock and silver blacks from Island 
stock. Some companies which are be­
ing formed intend to have a few pairs 
of these added to their ranches, with 
the object of crossing them with 
Prince Edward Island stock should it 
be necessary to prevent in-breeding. 
Several excellent litters have been se­
cured from Ontario's crosses sold here 
last year—litters in which there 
silver blacks.

There seems to be an excellent de­
mand for cross foxes and there Is no 
doubt that the next few months will 
witness the organization of a large 
number of companies.

Rural Sections Too Have Their Slums.

^ “There are country districts in 
Canada where tuberculosis is more 
prevalent among the farming popula­
tion than among the poorer classes 
in cities. Talk about city slums! You 
can find the conditions which consti­
tute the menace of a slum in our farm­
ing communities. There are farm 
houses where the windows are never 
opened, where fresh air and sunlight 
are not allowed to enter. You may 
live in a mansion, but if the fresh air 
and sunlight are excluded by trees or 
vines, your mansion may be the home 
of tuberculosis. I would sooner live 
in a tenement in a Toronto slum into 
which fresh air can enter than in 
some of the mansions of Rockdale, 
the fashionable suburb," Dr. George 
D. Porter, secretary of the public 
health section of the Canadian Medi­
cal Association.

"Many farmers undoubtedly live in 
an unsanitary way. Some farmers' 
wives never go out of the house. I 
have travelled a great deal in the 
country districts of Canada, and I 
hardly see a liealthy-looklng woman 
in the country over 35 years of age. A 
surprising number of county girls look 
pale and anemic. The greatest curse 
from a hygienic point of view ever 
introduced into the rural districts was 
the free rural mail delivery. Former­
ly the farmer's wife or daughters took 
a long walk or drive to get the mail ; 
now they only have to' go to the gate 
I believe there is a great deal of hook 
worm among the farming population 
But no effort is being made to deal 
with this disease."—Col. Carleton- 
Jones, of Ottawa, head of the Army 
Medical Corps.

These statements, along with oth­
ers to the effect that a man ought to 
be entitled to get a divorce from a 
wife who is afraid to let the sunlight 
or fresh air into a house lest the car­
pet be faded or dust be disturbed by a 
current air, were made at the meet­
ing of the Public Health section of the 
Canadian Medical Association yester­
day following the report of the com­
mittee of applied sociology by Dr. P. 
H. Bryce of Ottawa.

Dr. Bryce s paper was somewhat 
along the lines of that of Dr. Hill in 
that it urged the importance of giv­
ing more attention to the general eco­
nomic and social conditions under 
which people lived than to the super­
ficial hygenic and aesthetic conditions, 
and It evidently made an impression 
upon the medical men present.

A generation ago, said Dr. Bryce, 
opinion prevailed that progress was 
only possible along the lines of indi­
vidualism suggested by Mill’s essay on 
Liberty, but latterly there had evolv­
ed a social conscience which recogniz­
ed that a man owed certain duties 
to his fellows. This applied to the 
medical as well as other professions 
and callings. With the growing knowl­
edge of disease grew also the recogni­
tion of the public aspects of the prob­
lem of coping with disease, and the 
doctor instead of being content to deal 
with the effects was working nearer 
to the essential causes of disease.

Guarding the Professional Secret.

Turning to the question of alco­
holism, with which venereal diseases 
are closely associated, Dr. Bryce said 
medical men today questioned the in­
telligence or good faith of those who 
said that a few drinks did not do a 
man any harm, because statistics 
flowed that alcoholism had a close 
bearing upon degeneracy, and that a 
majority of the feebleminded .and 
those sent to reformatories were chil­
dren of those addicted to the use of 
alcohol.

In conclusion the doctor said that 
ihe growth of the social conscience, 
the extension of social activities, was 
due to the growing knowledge of in­
terrelations of disease, and social 
conditions, and the fact that the wel­
fare of the Individual could not be sep­
arated from the interests of the com­
munity.

Dr. Bryce's report was adopted after 
an interesting discussion, during which 
the statements quoted above werfe
made.

"No remedy for the Increasing, cost 
of living will be found until we or­
ganize from the city end a movement 
to .place unemployed men on the land 
and enable them to increase the pro­
duction of food products under coudi, 
lions which will enable them to main­
tain families, and supply the industrial 
worker with healthy food,"

The statement of Col. Carletoi* 
Jones, formerly of Halifax, aud now 
head of the Army Medical Corps, Ot­
tawa, at the medical congress yester­
day that he believed there was a great 
deal of hook-worm in Canada will 
cause a great deal of surprise to Cana­
dians present at yesterday afternoon's 
session of the Medical Convention.

This is a disease which makes for 
degeneracy and in some places such 
as Georgia, U. S. A., it causes a higher 
death rate than tuberculosis. The dis­
ease is otherwise known as "miners' 
anaemia." "bricklayers’
"mountain or tunnel anaemia," or 
"Egyptian chlorosis." It has been 
known in some foreign countries for 
many years, and its occurrence in the 
United States was announced in 1896 
by Dr. (’has. Wardell Stiles, chief of 
the Division of Zoology of the United 
States Public Health and Marine Hos­
pital service.

In 1902 before the Pan-American

Sanitary Congress, Dr. Wardell dem­
onstrated the prevalence of this dis 
ease over large areas, and claimed 
that the shiftlessness, worthiness and 
laziness of the "poor whites” and 
many southern negroes were due to 
the grave anaemia caused by this 
parasite. The hook-worm is about Vi 
of an inch long, and the diameter of a 
pin. The worm gains access to the 
body through the skin of the feet giv­
ing rise at first to ground itch or dew 
itch, or foot itch as it Is variously 
called, whence they pass into the in­
testines and attach themselves to the 
mucuous membrane. They are provid­
ed with biting and sucking apparatus. 
From the direct abstraction of blood 
by the worm and from the hemorr 
hage from bleeding points attacked, 
grave anaemia results, with <ynse­
quent derangement of the functions 
of the heart and digestive organs, as­
thenia, perverted taste, emaciation 
and dwarfing. Many affected children 
die early.
