Hr. Oarloa F. McDonald and Prison 
Physician Gerin visited the cell at 6 
o’clock. They found the prisoner suffer­
ing from extreme nervousness that mani­
fested iteelf in dilated eyes and free flow­
ing perspiration- When they finished 
the examination the prisoner turned sul­
lenly from them and retired into the cor­
ner of his cell, refusing to talk. They 
gave him no treatment and were of the 
opinion that while he was very nervous 
he did not show signs of absolute col­
lapse.

Czolgosz had just concluded a lengbhv 
interview with Fathers Fudzinski and 
Hickey and there had been considerable 
bustle in the corridor leading to the death 
chamber and the prison officials were in­
clined to ascribe the disturbance of the 
prisoner to those circumstances.
Turned His Back to Priests

Aside from the break at nightfall, Czol- 
goez spent lus last day of life much as 
ne did all the others since he passed into 
the hands of the law- The approach 01 
death seemed to awaken no greater real­
ization of his position and he apparently 
lacked much of the feeling aroused in 
other men under simL&r circumstances. 
He again turned his back upon the priests 
who came to urge him to confess, recant 
and repent, and was undemonstrative and 
disinterested in the presence of those 01 

his kin, who came to say a last fareweL 
to him.

When alone with his guards he remain 
ed silent and passed the time either lying 
on his bunk or in slowly pacing up and 
down the cell- He talked when addressed 
to those permitted near his cell, but with 
his old de.iberation and slowness.

The prison guards combatted the sug­
gestion that his stolidity was a daze of 
fear and that the hour of execution would 
find hinjt helplessly broken down- The 
assassin suffered no loss of appetite and 
during the day ate heartily the usual al­
lowance of food given to the prisoners. 
Throughout his entire confinement he has 
possessed a good appetite and his phy­
sical condition has been excellent. He 
weighs about 155 pounds, which is thought 
to represent a slight gain since his ar­
rest.

Walter N- Thayer, ex-warden of Dan 
nemora prison, who was requested by 
Supt. Collins to assist and advise Warden 
Mead during the execution, arrived today 
He inspected the death chamber and 
chair- Electrician Davis again lifted the 
switch and sent the electric current 
through it in final test- Davis also placed 
new sponges in the head and leg elec­
trodes. Late in the afternoon the autopsy 
table was wheeled into the room adjoin­
ing the death chamber.
In Shirt, Trousers and Socks.

Czolgosz will be dressed in a very simple 
manner for the execution, a pair of black 
trousers, a loose gray shirt and a pair of 
gray socks completing the outfit- He wil 
wear no undergarments and no shoes. The 
Left leg of the trousers will be slit at the 
bottom to permit the free adjustment of 
the electrodes, and the shirt will be open 
at the neck so the doctors can take the 
heart count with the stethesoope, if any 
l>alpitation occurs after the current has 
been passed through the body.
Family Seem Little Troubled.

Cleveland, O., Oct. 28—The family of 
Leon Czolgosz, whose members are in this 
city, show as little concern over the fate 
of the son and brother as if he bore no 
relation whatever to them. This seeming 
indifference is remarkable. The father ol 
the assassin was down town tonight in 
conference with Chief of Police Corner, 
but the purpose of the conference was 
not learned. That the elder Czolgosz has 
become entirely indifferent as to the fait 
of his son or else does not realize the 
terrible penality that he must undergo, is 
very evident.

He said tonight that he had never re­
ceived a single letter from his son since 
his arrival at Auburn, nor had he evei 
learned anything from him that would 
throw light upon the cause for liis terrible 
crime. The family is respectable and law 
abiding, although poor. The father is a 
quiet, pleasant faced and agreeable man, 
of close to 60 years, probably. The other 
children, boys and girls, are bright and 
good looking, are respectful and answer 
freely all questions concerning Leon.

Company Refused to Cremate Body.
Buffalo, Oct- 28.—E. L. Brady, an under­

taker of this city, received a telegram 
from Howard W. Cameron,, an under­
taker of Auburn, requesting him to take 
charge of the body of Leon F- Czolgosz, 
the assassin of President McKinley, on 
its arrival here, and to make arrange­
ments tor its cremation. Today Mr- 
Brady telephoned to the office of the 
cremation company asking it to have the 
crematory reserved for Wednesday for 
the cremation of CzoJgoez’s body. Later 
the cremation company informed him 
that they would not permit the body of 
the assassin to be cremated there. Mr- 
Brady then sent the following telegram 
to Undertaker Cameron :

“Buffalo Cremation Company refuse to 
cremate the remains of the assassin of 
the president.”

request to see the execution, to winch 
Mr. Collins replied:

“Emphatically no. Czolgosz will be kill­
ed at 7 o’clock, and if you apply to the 
warden in the af ternoon you may be able 
to see the body.” The two men were 
then let out of tiie prison.

A few minutes < after they had left, 
Superintendent Collins received a tele­
phone message from the chief of police 
of Cleveland, announcing that the father 
of the convicted man had signed an agree­
ment similar to the one signed by the 
brother here, that the prison authorities 
Should have the disposal of the body.

The prison was absolutely quiet at 10 
o’clock. The euperintendet and the war­
den retired at 10 o’clock, with the an­
nouncement that nothing will be given out 
and that no ond will be permitted either 
to enter or leave the prison until tomor- 

Before the superintendent

Auburn, N- Y-, Oct. 28—By 7.15 o’clock 
tomorrow morning Leon F- Czolgosz will 
nave made reparation with his life to the 
Law for the murder of President William 
McKinley and, unless he undergoes great 
change of heart in the few hours of life 
left to him, he will go to the electric 
chair to be killed, un«hriven and unre­
pentant. He suffered a slight nervous at­
tack late Uxlay but remained sullen and 
stoical up to the time the prison closed 
at 10 o’clock- He refused to heed tne 
words of the priests who came to urge 
spiritual preparation for death and de­
clined either to re-embrace Roman Cath­
olicism or renounce anarchy.

Washington parish tonight. Y-our corres­
pondent has just conversed with a mas 
from Franklmton, and he confirm» the 
above information, but he know nothing 
of what happened since yesterday evening. 
The first news of the race riot was brought 
here today by .Cornelius Mixon, who, 
with his mother, left from near Franklin- 
ton this morning. He stated that white 
men rode into Franklintxm this morning 
at 2 o’clock asking for help, saying that 
the negroes were up in arms, threatening 
to exterminate tee whites.

The scene of tee trouble i» at or near 
Balltown, where a negro was burned last 
week for criminally assaulting a while 
woman. Thie was not the cause, however, 
of the murders yesterday, in which three 
white men and 11 negroes were killed end 
several wounded. Mr. Mixon saw and 
talked with many men from the 
scene and they said that much worn 
trouble was expected today, as armed men 
were flocking to tee scene, and it was 
reported the blacks were equally active 
in preparing for a battle.

This depart­
ment contains but two mixing tanks, which

America here of Adam Harley, who wa* 
arrested last night in Halifax charged 
with embezzlement of $6,000, it is learned 
that on Saturday, the 19th inst., Manager 
Harley received a telegram requesting hitt) 
to report at the -headquarters of the bank 
on the following Tuesday. On Saturday 
evening Mr. Hiazen, of the St. John of­
fice, arrived here to act as manager dur 
ing Mr. Harley's absence, and on Thurs­
day Inspector MacKenzie arrived- On 
Monday afternoon Mr. Harley left for 
Montreal, and the announcement of his 
resignation as manager followed, after 
which Mr- Harley went to Halifax.

Before leaving for Montreal Mr- Harley 
procured a loan of $6,000 from Edward 
Moore, of this city. He is stated to have 
explained to Mr- Moore that he had in­
vested $6,000 of the bank’s funds in stocks 
which had not as yet reached a value 
where they could be disposed of with 
profit; and he gave Mi’. Moore his per­
sonal cheque for $6,000, and accepted by 
himself as manager of the bank, and 
with the understanding that the cheque 

to be - held until such time as the 
stocks might profitably be disposed of.

After Mr. xxariey went to Halifax it 
is understood that he was under police 
surveillance, followed by his arrest; and 
the arrest, so it is said, was at the in­
stigation of Mr. Moore, and in conse­
quence of instructions wired from Fred­
ericton to Detective Power. A warrant 
was sworn out this morning before Police 
Magistrate Marsh for Mr. Harley and 
Deputy Sheriff Hawthorn left for Halifax 
on the 10 a- m. train to bring him here. 
It is expected that the matter will be 
settled and that further proceedings wu 
not be taken-

Among the various rumors is one to the 
effect that the losses sustained by Mr. 
Harley in stock speculation were made 
laregly before he came to Fredericton, six 
months ago; while another report says 
that the whole amount involved was lost 
in a recent speculation, and the latter re­
port seems to be generally accepted 
the more likely explanation of Mr. Har­
ley’s shortage.

It ds understood that on Saturday last 
Mr- Moore presented Mr. Harley’s cheque 
for the $6.000 and that the bank refused 
to pay it; today Mr. Moore again ten­
dered the cheque and it was again. dis­
honored. There is a difference of opinion 
among legal men as to whether or not 
Mr. Moo-re can compel the bank to pay 
this cheque accented hv its manager. Thev 
state that under ordinary circumstances 
he could do so: but that in this ease if 
is a question of how far Mr. Moore was 
informed of Mr. Harley’s shortages when 
he made the loan and accepted the 
cheque.

Sewing Women Became Confused.

Mr. Wilkinson said the smoke came up 
the stairway and the elevator shaft in such 
great volume that he and Mr. Hunt had 
much difficulty in reaching the street.

A lad­
der reached from this floor to the roof Which 
would have enabled thoee upon that floor to 
reach the roof of an a joining eight story 
building, but in the excitement this means 
of escape was forgotten. Several made the * 
terrible leap to the sidewalk and were crush­
ed while the others ran the gauntlet of 
smoke and fire down .the rear fire escapes.

Three Jumped to Death,
Among those on the eighth floor who 

jumped and wore killed were H. 6. Spar­
row, an expert elecrical conmotor, and 
Charles E. Sparrow, his nephew and assist­
ant. A colored scrub woman also jumped 
from this floor and was crushed In the 
etreet.

The firemen devoted their whole attention 
to the work of rescue. As some of them 
\Stood within the scorching heat with nets 
outspread to receive thoee who leaped from 
the burning building their comrades played 
•lines of hose upon them. When this work 
was ended many of them were completely ex­
hausted. Most of the fatalities occurred at 
the rear of the building. As if by common 
impulse the majority of the employes at- 
' tempted to reach places of safety by means 
of the fire escape on the Commerce street 
-end of the structure. Many of them ren­
dered practically insane by fright, leaped to 
the ground and others, becoming unconscious 
from the smoke and intense heat, fell to the 
pavement. When the firemen arrived Com­
merce street was filled with these unfortun­
ates, and for an hour the police and hos­
pital service was taxed to its utmost ca­
pacity.

It looked for a time as if the entire block 
would become prey to the flames but the 
falling of the walls of the burning building 
prevented spread. By noon the fire was 
■under control, and at 2 o’clock a force of 
men began the work of clearing away the 
debris to recover the bodies of victims.

Small buildings in the rear of the furni­
ture building and also to the west of the 
burned area were crushed by falling walls. 
The fronts of the stores on the south side of 
■Market street, opposite the fire, were all 
more or less damaged by the heat.

Most of the loss will fall on Hunt, Wilkin­
son Co., whose loss is estimated at $250,000. 
Henry C. Lea’s loss on the building is about 
$160,000. Wm. F. Potts & Son suffered a 
loss of $60,000, while other occupants of the 
Potts’ building and of surrounding property 
owners suffered losses aggregating $25,000.

For a time the fire looked so threaten­
ing that fully a dozen families whose 
houses were not burned moved out and 
a large amount of furniture was thus 
broken and destroyed.

■benefit- trill ‘be realized from such 
cultivation as can be fairly gM&f.

But there is much pasture land 
that it would be about impossible 
and would not pay to undertake to, _ 
improve in this way, still something 
may be done to make it better.

If covered w-ith bushes or brakes 
frequent cutting will tend to subdue 
them, but the work must be persist­
ently followed up 
benefit.

There is some pasture land that it 
would be better to allow to grow up 
to wood again, not being of much 
value for anything else.

It is possible ip some cases jto 
benefit pastures by putting on a 
sharp-toothed harrow, either, in 
spring or fall, when the soil is suf­
ficiently moist and tear the sp.d tp 
pieces as much as possible. . Grass, 
seed and some kind of fertilizer 
should be put on and Lightly cov­
ered.

I have often 
pasture that was long ago plowed., 
cropped with buckwheat and seeded 
to grass along with an application 
of superphosphate. This made a de­
cided improvement and the effects 
are still visible. »

Rough, burly pastures have been 
greatly helped by the keeping of 
sheep. There may be the necessity; 
of adding some special feed to keep 
the sheep in fair condition while 
subsisting on the rather scanty and 
not very nutritious fodder.

There have been cases where 
bushes and tough sod ground have 
been brought into a productive con­
dition by fencing igto suitable lots 
and putting in a good number of 
swine.

The result was that the bushes, 
sods or most any other obstruction 
were uprooted, the ground scarified, 
pulverized and fertilized by the in­
dustrious workers, getting it in con­
dition with a little extra work for 
a profitable use.

Some of these methods should 
prove effective on most - farms, by 
which the -land can be greatly bene­
fited and much better pasturage se­
cured.

Why Anthrax Is So Dangerous.

Anthrax is one of the most rapid­
ly fatal
which farm stock are subject, 
disease acts so quickly that the sub­
ject generally succumbs before the 
owner knows that it is ill. Unless 
a post mortem examination is re­
quired, the carcass should be-got rid 
of at once, and the place where it 
has been lying literally plastered 
With chloride of lime, while the car­
case itself should be buried six feet 
below the surface of the ground and 
covered with lime. Pasteur has 
shown that earth worms may bring 
up the pores of the disease from the 

; buried carcase to the surface. The 
reason why stockowners should be 
careful in disinfecting the pastures 
of other places where an infected an­
imal had lain, is that hemorrhages 
usually take place from the super­
ficial membranes towards time of 
death, and the blood contains ba­
cilli. These bacilli, when free, form 
spores, and the spores may retain 
their virulence for years. The dis­
eased animal in this case has very 
little to do with the spread of the 
disease owing to the short time 
elapsing from its being attacked till 
its death. Food stuffs will, how­
ever, carry the germs. There is a 
method of inoculation against the 
disease.—Prof. Stockman.

The Poultry Ho.nee Floor#

A poultry raiser advises building 
the poultry house floor of dirt. He 
says that cement floors cause bum­
ble-foot and that board floors are lit­
tle better. We think that the gen­
tleman has p^id too little attention 
to the height of his roosts. There 
is no need of having the roosts so 
high that every time a fowl flics 
down it will result in bruising the 
feet. Board floors and cement floors 
are certainly advisable in many cases 

* and if the rodsts are low there need 
be no damage from bumble-foot. The 
writer of this has used a board floor 
for years, with roosts only 18 inches 
above it. No case -of bumble-foot 
ever materialized. Moreover, it is 
entirely feasible to keep the floor 
covered with dirt, dust or chaff. — 
Farmers' Review.

A Good Harness Oil.
To two quarts of fish oil add two 

pounds of mutton tallow, one pint 
of castor oil, one-fourth pound of 
ivory black, one-half pound beeswax, 
four ounces pf rosin, one ounce of 
Burgundy pitch. Tut all together in 
an iron kettle over a slow lire. Boil 
and stir half an hour. Then set off 
and let settle fifteen minutes. Then 
pour into another vessel, leaving all 
sediment in the bottom. When cold 
it is ready to use. If you cannot ob­
tain fish oil, get ncatsfoot oil. The 
fish oil will keep mice from gnawing 
the harness. This recipe beats coal 
oil and tallow, says a correspondent 
of National Stockman. After har­
ness has been oiled and rubbed in, 
wipe off with a clean dry rag. It 
only needs to be applied once a year 
and makes the harness soft and glos­
sy black.

New Way of Ka.pinjr Effl.
A new method of preserving eggs 

is being tried. Fresh laid eggs are 
carefully opened and the contents of 
the shell put into glass jars which , 
are closed after the air has been 
drawn out. The jars are put into 
cold storage and sold to the bakers 
in large cities, who are glad to £e 
rid of the shells; at the same t)tue 
this enables both seller and buyer to 
tell at a glance whether the package 
is good or not.

That cattle without horns are a 
great improvement over cattle with 
floras is now a well settled fact, 
says Farm and Ranch, 
reason, everything else being equal, 
natural bora mulleys will, in future, 
be in great favor. Everybody can’t 
at least for the present, have mul­
leys, but those who desire it and be­
gin in time can have hornless cattle. 
Those who are prepared to feed and 
properly care for their cattle in win­
ter should by all means dehorn them. 
Hornless catle feed better, are more 
docile. Losing their horns seems to 
change the habits of the animal. It 
pays to remove the horns and it 
pays still better to breed hornless 
cattle.

The Time to Sell Crops.

It is just as well, and a little bet­
ter, on the whole, to sell the crops 
that are raised for sale right from 
the field. It is to run no small risk 
to hold them over with the hope of 
getting a higher price. There is the 
extra cost of handling and storing, 
and not a little shrinkage to boot. 
If potatoes will bring 50 cents a 
bushel in the fall, it is safe to say 
that is better than 75, next spring. 
The same holds good with most oth­
er crops. Apples will shrink still 
more, for you are sure to find that 
no small percentage of them will rot, 
and so quick sales will pay the best 
in the long run.—Agricultural Epito-

At his father’s death 
the bought the farm and continued farm­
ing until 1867, when he started general 
business. He had only been in business 
four years when he was appointed post­
master, which position he held until his 
death. He married in October, 1855, Mar­
tha Grey Wilson, a native of Halifax. 
The widow, tiiree daughters and one son 
are left to mourn their loss, one daughter, 
Mrs. McGee, having died. The surviving 
children are Charles A. McOuIly, New

Less in Value by 49 Millions Than 
in 1899 — South African War 
Affected It. THE ILLUSTRATED LONDON NEWS,

Washington, Oct. 28—Director Roberts, 
of the mint, has prepared a statement 
showing that the production of gold in 
the world for 1900 was 12,457,287 ounces, 
of the value of $257,514,700, a loss in value 
of $49,070,200 from 1899. The loss was 
mainly in the Transvaal fields, South Af­
rica, and due to the war. lne production 
of South Africa in 1899 was of the value 
of $73,277,100, and in 1900, $9,671,000. The 
principal gains were $8,118,000 in the 
United States and $6,606,000 in Canada. 
The United States again heads the list. 
In the United States the principal gains 
were by Alaska, Arizona, Colorado and 
Utah. The silver output of the world 
amounted to 178,796,796 fine ounces, the 
largest ever known. It exceeds the pro­
duct of 1899 by 11,572,513 ounces.

The United States again leads all other 
producers with a slight excess over Mexi­
co. There was an important advance in 
the price of silver during the year, the 
price ranging from 51.1c. per ounce in 
January to 66.3c. in the last month of the 
year. The chief factor in the rise was the 
purchases for the account of the govern­
ment of India. Silver rupees still consti­
tute the common currency of India and 
to supply the demand the government 
gives rupees in exchange for gold sover­
eigns at the rate of 15 rupees to the 
sovereign. Under this policy the govern­
ment reports an outlay for its fiscal year 
ended March 31, 1901, of 6,033,000 pounds 
sterling, which at the average value of 
the year would make the purchase amount 
to nearly 30,000,000 ounces. This would 
seem to restore India to somewhere 
her old position as a customer for silver.

She was 
fitted with a gasoline engine and had on 
board in tanks a large quantity of gaso­
line. Her crew deserted her as soon as 
the fire started, fearing an explosion. The 
cause of the fire is unknown.

The schooner was at anchor in the har­
bor when the fire broke out- She now 
lies a charred smouldering hulk on the 
beach. The fire started in the engine 
room from a leak in the gasolene appar­

Interesting Statements of Animal Characteristics from 

Real Life—The Carrier Pigeon.

standpoint they would do good work 
among their kinsfolk, and with their 
sharpened intelligence educate them to a

New York, Oct. 24—Prof. Ernest Seton- 
Thompaon, the well known naturalist, 
lectured before the Brooklyn Institute to 
a large audience on Saturday evening, on 
Wild Animals in Captivity. Has man a 
right to hold animals in captivity? What­
ever may be the answer it is an assured 
fact tliat an animal will thrive under kind 
treatment and thus amply repay his own­
er. The wonderful instinct of the carrier 
pigeon is well known. Suppose a pigeon 
is taken on a railway journey north to 
Albany, thence westward to Buffalo, 
southward to Pittsburg, east to Phila­
delphia and northward to some point 
within easy distance of New York—say 
Trenton, X. J. Would not the bird, when 
released, complete the circuit by flying 
direct to his home on the Hudson ? No. 
He would return by the same route by 
Philadelphia, Pittsburg, Buffalo, Albany 
and so back to New York. Supposing he 
failed to strike Ills home or some familiar 
point to guide him tliere, he would return 
the way he came and begin all over again. 
Even if lie had been chloroformed, he 
would still find his way. This interesting 
habit of the carrier pigeon was related 
to the lecturer by the officer who has 
charge <xf the carrier pigeon service of 
the French army.

Once while out riding through some wild 
country in the western states he reached 
a river which was flowing the wrong way. 
This meant that he was lost, so he de­
cided to leave it to the horse’s instinct 
to take him home. He placed the reins, 
evenly balanced, on the horse’s neek and 
sat straight in the saddle without the 
slightest leaning either way. Presently 
the horse turned around and made for 
& clump of pine trees. He turned the 
horse’s head- and reached the former posi­
tion. Still again the horse headed for the 
pine Muff. After a third trial the mu­
tiny was unanimous and one hour later he 
arrived in camp. The phenomenon of 
the river which flowed uphill was then 
explained. lit was another river.

Cause Imputed to the Uncleanliness 
and Grotesque Carelessness of 
the People.

Washington, Oct. 27—United States 
Consul Victor E. Nelson, at Bergen, Nor­
way, has sent a report to the Marine 
Hospital service, in which he * says the 
prevalence of leprosy in Iceland, must 
be imputed to the undfeanliness and the 
grotesque carelessness of the people on 
that island.

Iceland leprosy does not belong to 
those few diseases which are subjected 
to public treatment. Iceland has its own 
leprosy laws. At the Laugoonoes Hospital 
in Iceland, established by the Oddfellows’ 
order, tliere were 81 patients received 
during 1899, and of these 18 are now dead 
and only two have 'been discharged as 
fully recovered. Relapses are usual in 
leprosy cases. The death rate has been 
fearfully high, which is somewhat offset 
by the fact that that was the first year 
of the hospital’s work and the worst of 
Iceland’s population first were admitted. 
The report says that Dr. Arthur Hansen, 
of Bergen, has found the leprosy bacillus, 
but its antagonist is not yet discovered. 
The Icelanders are declared to be incon­
siderably imprudent, the sick people using 
the same beds, eating and drinking uten­
sils as the healthy.
