Pomeroy is a family name belonging
to that group which originated as des-
criptive of the locality in or near

| which the original bearers of the name

lived. It means “apple yard.”

It is an old name in England, being
traceable back to the days of Norman
dominance, in which, together with
the period following it, most of the
English family names developed into
such from mere descriptive phrases.

The original form of the name, as it
