Manila, May 23—1:20 p.m.—The con­

ference between the civilian members 
of the United States Philippine com­
mission and the representatives of the 
Filipinos continues.

St. Petersburg, May 23.—A large por­
tion of Astrachan, on the northwest 
coast of the Caspian Sea, has been 
submerged by an overflow of the River 
Volga, which divides it into two near­
ly equal parts. In the Zarewsk dis­
trict many villages are flooded. 
FOURTEEN FERSONS DROWNED.

Berlin, May 23.—Fourteen persons 
were drowned today by the capsizing 
of a ferryboat on the Danube, near 
Straubing, Bavaria.

GREAT CHANCE LOST.
In the preface to the new French edi­

tion of "Through the Dark Continent,” 
Henry M. Stanley, the African explor­
er, states that in 1877 two missionaries 
in Uganda and a third at Lake Victo­
ria, in addition to himself, were the 
only Europeans who had traversed 
Equatorial Africa. But although the 
work of evangelization had begun,Eng­
land was skeptical of the future of 
this region. “England," says Stanley, 
“lost the chance of freely choosing its 
field of enterprise. I waited from Jan­
uary to November, 1878, hoping that 
England would not remain deaf to my 
appeals; then I accepted the post of 
principal agent of the commission for 
the study of the Upper Congo, of which 
King Leopold was president.” As an 
example of this indifference Stanley re­
calls the following Incident: "Two 
members of the committee of the Roy- 
al Geographical Society came to visit1 
me, and one of them said: "How long 
will it be before another traveler vis­
its Stanley Falls?’ ‘Two or three 
years?’ ‘Two or three years!’ he 
cried. ‘I expected to hear you say 50 
years.’ ‘I am ready to bet,’ said Stan­
ley, ‘that twenty years hence there 
will no longer be in this continent a 
epace larger than a hundred miles 
which will not have been explored.’ 
The bet—$50—was taken on the spot."

Rome, May 23.—Further details of 
the brigandage in Sardinia have been 
received here. The brigands establish­
ed their headquarters in the Province 
of Nuovo, extending their operations to 
the Province of Oxeri, and gradually 
the inhabitants were compelled to sub­
mit to them. Land owners, profession­
al men and municipal and state ser­
vants were compelled to pay annual or 
monthly taxes, which, in the aggre­
gate, amounted to $1,500,000 lire ($300,- 
ÛÜOJ.

These taxes were gathered by regu­
lar collectors, and resistance to their 
exaction meant death. The lives and 
property of those who paid were pro­
tected by the brigands.

Those learned in the law of 
the land—the trial judge and the Min­
ister of Justice (the latter having the 
reputation of being glad of the slight­
est technical excuse to save a mur­
derer from the gallows)-were of 
opinion that the hanging of Brown 
was quite regular and according to 
la w, and their opinion will be put in 
advance of the opinion of a clergyman 
who is not necessarily qualified to in­
terpret the secular laws of the land. 
The jury thought it right to hang 
Brown, and one man—the preacher- 
stands alone on the other side, and re­
fuses to give reasons why he thus 
stands alone charging judge, jury, 
witnesses, and the Minister of Justice 
with having murdered Brown. That is 
a serious thing to say; but the langu­
age used by the clergyman will bear 
no other construction."

Germany’s imports of meat and meat 
products rose from 48,850,000 marks in 
1897 to 81,120,000 marks in 1898. With 
her growing industrialism, Germany is 
becoming more dependent on outside 
food supplies, and the attempt of the 
German agrarians to shut out foreign 
food products can only end in failure. 
A writer in the Contemporary Review 
gives a dismal picture of agriculture in 
Prussia. The land is in the hands of a 
few great owners, the bulk of the 
rural population being farm hands, 
whose average wage is one shilling and 
two pence per day, without keep. As a 
result, the people are leaving the land 
and crowding into the cities, while the 
landowners, unable to secure regular 
and ample help, are sinking under the 
burden of mortgages.

Johnston took a more lenient view of 
the prisoner’s case than the Govern­
ment may have felt the facts war­
ranted, he has, at all events, erred on 
the side of mercy.

Iron Workers' Scale of Wages-Sub- 
stantial Advance Will Be Demanded 

by the Men.

Buffalo, May 23.—The grain shovel­
ers strike was settled at 2:45 this 
morning. Contractor Connors, in his 
efforts to end the trouble, has conceded 
about everything asked, excepting the 
abrogation of his contract, but includ­
ing the abolition of the so-called saloon 
boss system.

Last night Contractor Connors sign­
ed two additional agreements, which 
were accepted by the committee of 
strikers, which was fully authorized to 
settle the trouble. He agreed to with­
draw all men now employed by him as 
grain shovelers, ana to submit the 
names of his old men, who worked 
prior to April 3, 1899, to a committee 
of five, composed of two members each 
from the old and new locals, with 
President Keefe, of the ‘Longshore- 
men’s Association, as chairman, who 
shall decide upon the eligibility of such 
members to become members of the 
new local. The men are to resume 
work tomorrow morning. In the mean­
time it is expected that the freight 
handlers and other sympathizing strik­
ers will return to work.

Detroit, May 23.—The convention of 
the Amalgamated Association of Iron, 
Steel and Tin Workers labored all day 
yesterday on the different sections of 
the iron scale. Good progress was 
made along these lines, but no decisive 
figures were reached on any of the 
scales under consideration. Each sec­
tion requires a lot of figuring in open 
session after it has left the hands of 

I the committee. Although no figures 
I are obtainable at present, it is author­
itatively stated that in every branch 
there will be a substantial raise over 
last year, ranging from 10 to 25 per 
cent.
