During this time there
nas been no demand, officiz#y or unof-
ficlally, for his extradition or delivery to
the Allies,. nor has , Holland at all
changed' its viewpoint toward him.

This was learned today from sources
that are unquestibAdble. - Holland's
viewpoint as regards William Hohen-
rollern may be stated as follows: ;

The Netherlands, which, far, centuries
has accorded political refuge to all, con-
siders’ the former emperor and crown
prince as refugees—not as rovalty, but

' to Holland during the war. This prin-
siple is so strongly held by the Gov-
srnment, and also by the press of qu-
land that nothing 1s likely to change it,
t#t Is asserged. :
1¢ Duteh Government has madé up
Its mind as to its conduct In the event
the surrender of Willlam Hohenzollern
Is asked for. No offisial statement has
peen made in this connection, but it is
tearned that Holland considers the for-
mer emperor beyond extradition, as
there 1& no possible way to hold. him
legally as a criminal. If they desired to
insist on the privilege, both the Hohen-
zollerns would be free to go where they
liked, as they are In no sense prisoners.
However because they feel that they
would embarrass Holland even further,

they apparently have agreed to remain
where they' now are—thé - ‘father
Amerongen and his son at Wieringen.
If the one-time emperor and crown
prince desired to return to Germany,
they would be permitted to go.
May Return to ‘Gernrany. '

While it is possible that Frederick
William may return to Germany some
day, official circles in The Hague are
Inclined to the belief that Willlam
Hohenzollern is content to settle down
to the life of a country gentlemen at
Doorn, where he has been permitted to
buy a small estate, because his long
stay at Ameronggn seemed unfair to
Count’ Von Bentinck, whose castle he
occupies. A

Although a number of purported inter-
views with the former emperor have
been published the fact is that he never
has spoken for publication since his ar-
rival in Amerongen, and to the request

!of the Associated Press correspondent

for a statement on the occasion of the
anniversary of his taking refuge here,
hé semt a reply saying that he had not
changed his ‘determination not
speak.’

‘‘Holland realizes the unpleasantness
of the situation ecreated by the fact
that the former German ruler sought re-
fuge here a year ago,” a Dutch official
sald, “but for us it is only a question
of sticking to the principles which have
guided us for centuries.”

Washington, Nov. 10.—The American
Federation of Labor stood today before
the country as an unqualified indorser

of the strike of soft coal miners, and
bitterly opposed to the action of the
government in attempting to end the
strike through injunction proceedings,
which action is characterized as ‘'so
autocratic as to stagger the human
mind.”

Indorsement of the strike was an-
nounced last night in a statement issued
by the executive council of the federa-
tion, which pledged to the strikers the
full support of organized labor, and
appealed to the citizenship of the coun-
try to give like “‘indorsement and aid to
the men ongaged in this momentous
struggle.”

After going into the history of events
leading up to the strike and since, the
statement declared the course of the
government in securing a court decision
at Indlanapolis on Saturday directing
officials of the miners’ organization to
call off the strike by tomorrow night,
an invasion of the rights of the miners,
and demanded the withdrawal of the
injunction. Use of the Lever act, under

which the court proceedings were in-
stituted, was severely condemned as “an
injustice to all liberty-loving Ameri-
cans.” After declaring that '‘by all the
facts in the case, the miners’ strike is
justified. Wle indorse it; we are con-
vinced of the justice of the miners’
cause.” The statement concluded with
the appeal to all citizens to support the
strikers, and promised support el
organized labor, i

One of the spokesmen for the min-
ers’ organization said he doubted if
Acting-President Lewis and asso-
ciates had the power, even if they had s
the _inclination, to complw with the
mandate.

NO NEGOTIATIONS PLANNED.
London, Nov. 10.—Great Britain

hag no Intention of opening peace
negotiations with Lenine and
Trotzky until the House of Commons
has had an opportunity to discuss
the subject, Mr. Bonar Law, the
Government leader, declared in the
Commons today.

Mr. Bonar Law made this state-
ment In answering questions with
regard to Premiler Lloyd George's
speech at the Gulldhall on Saturday,
In which he was supposed to have
hinted at an attempt to negotiate
peace with the Boishevikl in Russia,
He declared the premier had sim-
ply expressed the hope that there
would be some method of achieving
peace with Russla.

Londor, Nov. 10.—Premier
George's hint in his Guildhall spee
Saturday night of an attempt to nego-
tiate peace with the Bolsheviki in
Russia has created a stir here, The
anti-Bolshevik press is indignant over
the suggestion.

The Dally Mail scouts the idea of
“shaking hands with a murderer,” and
generally denounces the suggestion,
which, it says, caused great amaze-
ment In political circles.

The Telegraph and the Morning Post
are also hostile to the proposal.

Referring to the passage of ‘the speech
dealing with the possibility of peace
with Russia, the Chronicle, gpecial
champion of the premier, declares: ‘It
Is not free from obscurity.”

‘‘Some may see In it,” the Chronicle
continues, ‘‘a suggestion of returning
to the Prinkipo policy; we do not, how-
ever, read it in quite that sense.”

Labor Demands Peace,

The Dalily News, which is antagon-
istic to the premier, and strongly in
favor of making peace with the Boishe-
viki, accused Mr. Lloyd George of in-
consistency and insincerity in all his
dealings with Russia. The newspaper
contends the terms which the soviet

CANADA WILL BE

FORGED TO PUT

RESTRICTION ON
USE OF COAL

Measures Similar to Those in
Effect Over Line Will Be
Necessary.

SAYS U. S. COMMITTEE

Miners Strike Is Creating a
Serious Situation Through-
out Country.

Washington, Nov. 10. —wIn order
to obtain more American coal than is
needed for emergencies, Canada must
adopt restrictions on the use of coal,
similar to those in effect in the United
states. This statement was made to-
day by the railroad administration’s
central coal committee, after members
had read the complaint in the Canadian
House of Commons by J. D. Reid,
minister of railways, that citizens of
Alberta were suffering from lack of
fuel

Canadian production is small, com-
mittee members said, and consequently
the pinch of the strike was felt in that
country immediately after shipments
ceased.

Replying to Mr. Reld’s statement that
nearly 45,000 Canadian rallway cars
were held on this side of the houndary
against 23,000 American cars in Canada,
railroad administration officials =satd
that the movement of cars was as free
and unrestricted as before the strike
began.

CHARGES UNFAIRNESS
I INVESTIGATION OF
GUELPH NOVITIATE

Rev. Kennedy Palmer Charges
Judges Were Partial to
Catholic Church.

QUESTION NOT DEAD

Claims That Capt. MacCauley
Was Made the Scape-
goat.

That whitewash was used to exoner-
ate everybody connected with the rald
on Jesuit Novitiate in Guelph, by the
military authorities on June 2, 191§,
except the men conducting the raid,
who were made the scapegoats, was
the claim made by Rev. Kennedy S.
Palmer of Ottawa, speaking at a closed
meeting of the Orangemen held in the
Orange Hall Egerton street, on Satur-
day night.

He claimed that the Hon. J, A. Chis-
holm and Hon. W. E. Middleton, two
commissioners appointed by the Ve
ernment to investigate the case, were
both directly responsible to Hon. J. C.
Doherty, minister of justice, who was
directly implicated in the affair through
his son, and that they did not give a
fair and unprejudiced report on the
case. Further, he said, that the Hon.
J. A. Chisholm was a Roman Catholic,
and that Justice W. E. Middleton was
never known to give a decision against
one.

Capt. MacCauley was made the vie-
tim. He was not given a fair chance
to defend himself at the investigation,
nor was any witness of the defence
given a fair hearing. Insulting re-
marks were made to the witnesses of
the defence by the prosecution without
rebukes being given by the commis-
sioners, but as soon as any remark was
passed by one on the defence he was
taken to task. £

The counsel for the plaintiffs was
given every encouragement and as long
a time as he wished to sum up the
case, but Mr. Palmer said that the
attitude taken toward the counsel of
the defence was a discouraging one,
and that the commissioner implied by
his actions that whatever was said
would count little.

At one time an insinuation was made
by one of the prosecution, who had
no right to speak, that Capt. Mac-
Cauley would readily commit himself
to perjury, and someone else added that
he was liable to do worse, and no
rebuke was given, but when Capt.
MacCauley protested to the commis-
sioner against the insult he was told
that they wished no remarks from him.

Doherty Had No Right.

The minister of justice had no right
to interfere with the investigation. He
was not asked to make any ruling by
the military authorities. If he had
been requested to do so his gxttitude
perhaps would have been justified, but
his interest in the case was a Der-
sonal one, because his son, Marcus was
an inmate of the institution, and was
in the raid. In the rep®
Hon. J. C. Doherty was spoken of as
the minister of justice, rather than the
father of Marcus Doherty. ¢

An effort was made during the in-
vestigation to disprove the statement
of Capt. MacCauley that he had asked
that certificates of exemption' l?e shown
for the inmates of the novitiate, and
that only two could be product_e_d at th@t
time, by the showing of certificates ‘or
every inmate in the institution. This
attempt was frustrated by the defence
by showing that every certificate was
dated six monthg prior to the time
when it was necessary for men to carry
certificates proving that they had been
faked for the occasion. E

The representative of the military (:le-
partment, Mr. Westerby, when being
subpoenaed a®s a witness, said to Rev.
Mr. Palmer, “I did not think that the!
investigation was going to be made, and |
so I destroyed the correspondence I had
on file because I thought that it would
be harmful to the Government.”

Rev. Mr. Palmer denied the report
that was circulated throughout the
country that the Hon. C. J. Doherty
had a son killed in the war. He
claimed that Marcus, who was involved
in thig affair, is the only son that the
Hon. J. C. Doherty ever had.

Lee Hee stated, through Interpreter
Charles Cheu, that he had been kicked |
in the side after being knocked down,
but could not swear which man did it.
Friends of the accused men sitting at
the back end of the room saw fit to
laugh loudly at some of the unfortunate
cook’s evidence, and the magistrate
threatened to clear the court if there
was any more disturbance. Mr. Cheu'
testified that there was blood all over
the floor when the fracas had subsided.

COURT ORDERS UNION-
HEADS TO CALL OFF
STRIKE BY TUESDAY

Failure of Coal Strike Leaders
to Obey Will Mean Prose-
cution

FOR COURT CONTEMPT

Indianapolis Judge Supports
Contention of U. 8. Gov-
ernment Officials.

INDLANAPOLIS, Nov. §.—Officials of
the United Mine Workers of America
must recall their order for a nation-
wide strike of bituminous coal miners.
This was ordered here today by Judge
Albert B. Anderson in federal court
when he granted the plea of the Gov-
ernment for an injunction directeq
agninst executives of the mine workers
organmization in an effort to break the
strike of 400,000 coal miners.

Given Till Tuesday. !
Judge Anderson gave the miners of-
ficials until 6 p.m. next Tuesday to re-
call the strike order, which was sent to
some 4,000 local organizations.
Judge Anderson further ordered
that the strike recall be submitted to
him for approval bytlo a.m. Tuesday
before being sent out.
Call for 3. meeting here Monday of
the executive board, district presidents
and central competitive scale commit-
tee of the United Mine Workers was
issued by union headquarters this af-
ternoon, in conformity with the orders
of Judge Anderson, regarding the time
in which the order canceling the strike
must be submitted and issued. i
Oontempt of court proceedings will
follow if the injunction is not obeyed,
according to word from the darpa.xjtment
of justice neadquarters at ‘Washington
is afternoon. :

today. The temporary injunction
names each and every official named
in the restraining order issued last
week, and it was on the plea of the
miners’ attorneys that these men could
not be summoned to Indianapolis head-
quarters before Monday that the court
set Tuesday at 6 p.m. as the hour the
strike recall must be on its way to
every local.
Judge Anderson in granting the in-
junction held that the Lever food and
fuel control act, under which the Gov-
ernment brought the proceedings, was
valid, and would continue in force un-
til such time as the president of the
United States issues a proclamation de-
claring peace.

The court held that the strike was
causing a loss of millions of dollars to
the Government alone, and that the
Government would have no way to get
this money back except by taxation.

When asked by Henry Warrum, at-
torney for the miners, if the operators
were not gullty of violation of the
Lever act inasmuch as they had re-
fused to negotiate a wage scale under
which coal could be mined, Judge An-
derson replied that he wag taking ‘‘one
case at a time,” but indicated that he
would enjoin operators if that was

necessary to prevent violation of the
Lever act.

Judge Ames cited the provisions of
the law forbidding restriction of fuel
output and concluded: “Any arrange-
men't.' which has that effect violates the
law.” He said the Government's posi-
tion in court in this case was settled
by the Debs decision, and when Judge
Anderson said he knew of that deci-
sion, the point was not elaborated.

War Still On.

Replying to the defence contention
that 't'he war had ‘‘ceased progres-
sively,” Judge Ames quoted the Lever
act provision that it would remain in
force until peace was officially pro-
::llmmed. which, he said, had not been
one.

He also argued that President Wil-
son’s statement as to war conditions
of the strike, the declaration of Con-
gress last week that the Lever act was
still in effect and court decisions that
war still existed, showed executive,
legislative and judicial opinion united
against the union’s contention.

“We feel,” sald Judge Ames, in con-
cluding ‘“‘that there is nothing com-
parable with the importance of ascer-
taining whether the law of this country
is supreme. When we reach the point
where the supremacy of the law is
challenged by any man or body of men,
we have reached the point where the
decay of the republic has set in.”

The mine workers, through their
attorney, Henry Warrum, asked at the
opening of the session that the pro-
ceedings be postponed a week or ten
days, in the hope that the strike might
ba settled.

The Government objected and Judge
Anderson took up the motion to dis-
solve the injunction.

The Government pesition was that
the case was too important to admit
of delay.

ORDER REVISED.

WASHINGTON, D.C., Nov. 8.—Under
a revised order announced tonight by
the railroad administration foreign-
owned ships may receive permits for
bunkering in American ports if their
cargoes do not nclude coal. The per-
mits, however, wili be only for suffl-
clent coal to carry the vessel to its
next bunkering station.

Probable Fate
of Temperance

British Piavy Chief Lands At
Victoria, B. C., Sunday.

VICTORIA, B.C., Nov. 9.—With uni-
formed marines drawn up at attention
and with the band playing stirring
march mausic, the battle cruiser New
Zealand glided into Esquimalt harbor
at 2:30 o'clock Saturday afternoon,
beginning Admiral Viscount Jellicoe’'s

. Canadian lap of his empire tour. Capt.
'E. H. Martin, head of the navy yard,

went to the vessel in a launch. Ad-
miral Jellicoe stood on the deck and
received the various official callers. At
5:30 o'clock Lord and Lady Jellicoe
went ashor= and met Lieut.-Governor
and Lady Barnard, with whom they
drove to Government House for tea.

Admiral Jellicoe was the guest in the
evening at aa official dinner given him
on behalf of the Dominion Government
at the Empress Hotel. Vice-Admiral
Kingsmill, director of federal naval
affairs, was the host. :

Viscount Jellicoe paid a high tribute
to the part which Canada had played
in the great war and spoke of the
admiration of the navy for the Can-
adian corps, with whose name he
coupled that of Sir Arthur Currle,
whose qualities of leadership, he said,
had been so ably proved.

Was Mis-Reported.

In an interview Vigcount Jellicoe took
exception to cabled dispatches from
Australia which intimated that he had
mapped out a plan for naval co-oper-
ation between Great Britain and the
dominions in the far east. He had been
invited by several dominions to consult
with them on the question of naval
defence, but it was far from his pur-
pose to lay down any hard and fast
rule whereby that would be accom-
plished. He pointed out that he had
only just arrived in Canada and under
any circumstances it would be im-
pertinent on his part to say what should
be the measure of naval aid to be
given to the British Empire. He had
been invited to go to Ottawa and, if
asked for advice, would give it to the
best of his ability.

MAY MANUFACTURE

Bill Does Not Affect Right of
Manufacture for
Export.

OTTAWA, Nov. $.—Parliament wiped
precedent aside at midnight on Satur-

day and decided to continue the sitting
into Sunday in order to give third read-
ing to the prohibition bill and have 1t
ready for the consideration of the Sen-
ate on Monday morning. This course
was taken on the suggestion of Sir
George Foster, the acting prime minis-

the members of the House. Sir George
said it was not an unusual thing for
legislatures to continue Saturday sit-
tings into the hours of Sunday.

During the 45 minutes the House sat
after midnight, two protests against the
pProceeding were voiced by French-
Canadian members, but they were not
heeded. Ernest Lapointe declared that
in the fifteen or sixteen years he had
been in the House nothing of this kind
had previously occurred.

L. A. LaFortune a little later on pro-
duced the Lord’s Day Act to prove that
it was Sunday, and declared the action
of the House to be unchristian. Ob-
Jectors to the proceedings were met by
the reply from the Government side of
the House: ‘‘We are doing good work.”

Importation Only.

The bill to amend the Canada tem-
perance act, as finally adopted at 12:45
Sunday morning, is a somewhat differ-
ent measure from the printed bill in the
hands of the members. As amended,
the bill contains no reference to the
manufacture of liquor, which means
that manufacture for export will be al-
lowable and that any plebiscite which 1s
taken at the request of a province will
delal with the matter of importation
only,

Manufacture of liquor was dealt with
in the bill passed early in the day to
amend the act in aid of provincial leg-
islation prohibiting the sale or use of
intoxicating liquors. This bill prohibits
the manuiacture of liquor when it is
known that it will be used in violation
of the law of the province in which it
is manufactured.

An amendment to the bill providing
that a plebiscite will be taken only in
such provinces as have prohibited the
sale of liquor; another declares that
three years must elapse between peti-
tiors from any one province for a pleb-
iscite.

Amendment Defeated.

Gus Porter, who spoke at length
against the bill. on the ground that it
was unconstitutional and that the Do-
minion was delegating its powers to the
provinces. moved an amendment pro-
viding for d three-fifths vote instead of
a bare majority to make a plebiscite
effective. This was defeated on a
standing vote of 14 to 3.

Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King observed
that the bill was neither provincial nor
Dominion temperance legislation, but
merely enabling legislation. He char-
acterized it as ‘humbug.”

Mr. Doherty re-
plied that the onus of proof was only
in regard to the man knowing the pur-
pose for which the liquor was to be
used. The bill was reported and given
third reading.

Third reading was also given to Mr.
Jacobs’ bill to amend the elections act,
and to Mr. Sutherland’s bill, respecting
the adulteration of bran and shorts.
The House then went into committee
of supply on the supplementary
estimates.

An item of $25,000 to defray the ex-
penses of the director of coal opera-
tions in Alberta raised much comment.
Sir George Foster pointed out that the
work of director of coal operations in
past years had resulted in averting
strikes and keeping up supplies of coal,

E. T Myers, Kindersley, asked if the
director was at wark now, as many
people were suffering from lack of coal
and schools and public buildings were
being closed.

Cars Lacking.

Hon. J. D. Reid stated that several
telegrams to this effect had been re-
ceived by the Government, and he had
taken the matter up. It was found to
be due to lack of cars. Most of the
Canadian cars were held across the
line in the United States. There were
1,830 Canadian stock cars in the United
States and only 158 American stock
cars in Canada now. Forty-three thou-
sand Canadian box cars were tied up
on the United States railways, while
only 21;240 American cars were in
Canada. Appeal after appeal had been
sent to W. D. Hines, director of Amer-
ican railways, urging that Canadians
were suffering for want of this rolling
stock, but relief could not be secured.

Dr. Reid said he thought it was a
disgrace for the United States railways
to keep these cars, but Mr. Hines ap-
peared to have ignored the appeals
made to him. The item carried.

On a vote of $20,000.000 for soldiers’
land settlement the minister informed
the House that up to October 18, 29,-
474 loans aggregating $45,120,233 had
been approved. .

For Gratuities,

On the vote of $40.000,000 to ecarry
out the recommendations of the report
of the committee on soldiers’ civil re-
establishment Hon. J. A. Calder stated
that the committee estimated the sum
of $9.000,000 would be required for in-
creased payments of gratuities to sol-
diers who served in the Imperial army.
Another million would be required to
pay the fares of soldiers’ dependents,
who returned to Canada prior to the
armistice. Tt was stated that there
were 17,000 such persons.

The committee had not arrived at
the amount which would be needed to
pay for clothing, which should be sup-
plied men who were undergoing medical
treatment, nor for the pay and allow-
ances Qf those men who were given
courses in mistake. Some times, he ex-
plained, men were given courses, and
later it was found that they were un-
suited to the work. They felt that they
should be paid for the time spent.

Unfair Investigation.

Mr. McKenzie declared that while he
had not wished to say anything while
the bill was in committee he did not
regard the investigation by the com-
mittee as a fair one. The Government
had made up its mind not to further
assist the soldiers long before the com-
mittee met and the committee had en-
deavored by every means to dig up
evidence which would support the
Government in its position.

H. B. Morphy said that it ill became
the House leader of the Opposition to
cast aspersions on the membhers of the
committee when seven of them were
Liberals named by himself. Mr, Me-
Kenzie, he said, was playing for cheap
popularity,

Mr. McKenzie replied that he had not
done Mr. Morphy the injury or the
honor of thinking that he was in any
way responsible for the report of the
committee. The report was the work
of the chairman, a shrewd politician
who had been picked to bring in the
findings the Government wanted.

Mr. Calder rose to say that the Lib-
eral members of the committes were
not the men to have him pull wool
over their eyes. As for the findings of
the committee in regard to gratuities,
it was in line with the policy deter-
mined on by the Government before
the committee was named, a policy
founded on a knowledge of the flnan-
cial position of the country.

Amendments Likely.

J. H. Maharg said that many mem-
bers of the House would not be satis-
fled unless the Government kept its
promise and saw that no soldier was
in need. Members not favorable to the
report had voted for it because the
amendment moved by Mr. King did not

Another plebis-
cite in that province would not be de-
signed to encourage prohibition.

Burnham, while declaring that
he would support the bill, said that he
Wwas not a prohibitionist. He asked
the Government to consider the verdict
of the Dominion Alliance that the
legislation would please no one.

Gus Porter, in opposition to the bill.
said that the minister of justice had re-
moved some of the greatest objections
to the bill as originally introduced, par-
ticularly when he explained that it was
proposed that it would not be ap-
plicable to the manufacture of liquor
for export, and that plebiscites could
only be taken by provinces which had
already deciared a desire for prohibi-
tion by prohibiting the sale of liquor.

How fear
fully vital is the application of those words to
the present world situation! What a work
there is before us! The whole world must be
reconstructed politically, economically, morally,

Protector with the thunder that made tyrants tremble
the world over; and, by and by, when the occasion
called for it, he wrote the famous ‘“Areopagitica,’” the
noblest plea that man ever made for the freedom of
writing, printing and speaking.

The liberty of speech and press, which, in spite of

the ways in which it is occasionally abused, is the
crowning glory of the age in which we live, and the
one sure guarantee for the future progress of the
race, owes more to John Milton—with the possible
exception of Voltaire—than to any other man within
the range of our knowledge.
1 The “Areopagitica’” made England think as she
had never thought before, with the result that she
threw off the shackles that had for so long bound her
and resolved that henceforth Englishmen should bé
free to express their thoughts in speech or print with-
out let or hindrance. Contending that man was made
for freedom, and that to be contented with less than
his birthright was the lowest root of cowardice,
Milton swore that he would deal the death-blow to
intellectual oppression in England. And he kept
his word.

If Milton had done nothing but write the
“Areopagitica’” he would have thereby achieved
everlasting fame and earned the gratitude of all the
ages to come.

for intellectual freedom; he sat down in his blind-
ness anpd loneliness and wrote the imanortal epic
with which every educated person is more or less
acquainted—the “Paradise Lost.”

In English literature—let us say in all lMterature
—there is no peer of this wonderful poem.

“0Of “Paradise Lost” it may be truthfully said
that nothing that was written by Homer, or
Aeschylus, or Dante, is fuller of what may be called
the “moral sublime.”

The poem has had its critics by the score, but
no one of them, of even respectable literary stand-
ing, has ever dared to question its unparalleled
grandeur of conception and faultlessness of execu-
tion. “Paradise Lost” stands all alone in its un-
approachable sublimity and grandeur, like some
monarch mountain in the midst of the surrounding
ranges.

To be sure, Milton’s great poem is of no par-
ticular value. It has never helped any man to *“put
money In his purse.”” It has never assisted mankind

and we need the assistance of all the good
people we can find.

It is no time for wrangling over the narrow
creeds of an ignorant and narrow-minded past.:
Let the dead past bury its dead, and, acting inl
the “living present”—may we not say the awful!
present?—Let us act in unison, all good peoplﬁ
of every creed and of no creed, pulling together'
for the victorv of hmmnanity over the fues thnt{
would degrade and destroy it,

But this it has done: it has been of incalculable
benefit to mankind in quickening his sense of the
largeness and maljesty of life.

Union. An. just lately the Women's
Labor League has drawn up a schedule
of wages and presented it to the union,
urging them to become members of the
Independent Labor party and help elect

members to Parliament who will legis- |

late in their favor.

The Dofnestic Workers’ Union were at
first inclined to fear a rush of domestic
workers into Canada from the old coun-
try, but are now persuaded that such
will not take place, as the wages being
offered over there are very much higher
than those possible in Canada.

The wage schedule of the weekly

workers asks for an eight-hour day, &

six-day week, a minimum wage of $12
a week 1If the worker is living in, a
minimum of $15 a week if thre worker
is living out, and fifty cents an hour
for overtime. And the wage schedule
for the day worker calls for an eight-
hour day, $3 a day and the rate of
time and a half, for any time over the
eight-hour schedule, as well as a hot
meal in «the middle of the day. The
domestic weorkers wiu try o enforce
these demands immediately.

DELEGATIONS FROM
COUNCIL OF WOMEN
WILL ATTEND HOUSE

Other Matters To Come Before
National Executive in
Hamilton.

The Local Council of Women met for
the first time this season on Saturday
afternoon in the Y. W. C. A. residence
King street. The reason for meeting
was largely to Imstruct Mrs. E,_B.
Smith, the local delegate to the Na-
tional Council executive, which is be-
ing held in Hamilton on Wednesday
and Thursday of this week, as to the
wishes of the local council members
regarding certain questions which will
come up at that meeting. However, the
general opinion of the meeting was to
the effect that Mrs. Smith be left free
to act upon questions as they appeared
in the light of discussion at the Ham-
ilton meeting.

Will Send Delegates.

One resolution, which will come be-
fore that meeting, is to the effect that
in future the National Council of
Women instead of sending resolutions
into the House of Parliament by letter,
which are promised every considera-
tion and then dropped, the council
should sen@ a deputation of women ac-
companying the resolution to insure its
being considered. The local members
were very much in favor of this being
done. Mrs. David Williams making a
motion to that effect.

Another matter which is to be con-
sidered is the proposition that the
railways provide a special coach on
each train for mothers with children,
this being considered more essential
than a smoking-car for the men. The
question of voting by proxy in the
council will be another question to
come before the national executive.

Children’'s Hospital.

The matter of the Sick Children’s
Hospital, the erection of which the L
O, D. E. has undertaken as a war
memorial, was also brought before the
meeting, and all the affiliated societies
were urged to heip this scheme along.
The Council of {omen took the first
steps in the city along the lines of hos-
pital accommeodation for children, w!x_en
they built the children's wing of Vic-
toria Hospital some years ago.

Mrs. H. A. Boomer, president of the
council, gave an eéxcellent outline of
the matters which were to come before
the meeting, and Mrs. Gordon Wright
the council’s delegate to the Regina
National meeting gave a splendid re-
port of the happenings there. She men-
tioned their proposal for a woman as-
| sistant to the overscas commlssione:
on immigration, and also the proposal
that excess profits should be consider-
ed a crime, as this was largely the
cause of class unrest; that there should
be further censorship of vaudeville

ARMISTIGE DAY IS
FISH DAY AS WELL

Nation Urged to Use More of
This Food.

Keeping in view the great asset Can-
ada has in her fisheries, the action of
the Canadian IFisheries’ Association in
setting apart one day in the year to be
known as “National Fish Day” is an
appropriate one,

This year, Tuesday, November 11—
Armistice Day—has been so set apart,
and efforts are beimg made to have fish
used and especially featured in every
home, hotel, dining car, etc., that day,
with the object of drawing special at-
tention to the desirability of the general
use of fish as feod in this country.

One of Canada’s greatest natural re-
sources are her fisheries. They are now
worth to this country over fifty million
dollars annually, and they give employ-
ment to about one hundred thousand
people; but keeping in view that Can-
ada has flsheries that are second to
none anywhere, not only in their ex\en-
slveness, but in their quality, variety
and abundance, there is every reason
why fisheries productions should be
rapidly expanded.

Good as Meat.

From a food standpoint fish is equally
as nourishing as meat; when it is prop-
erly cooked it is quite as palatable, and
it is much cheaper. There is, there-
fore, virtue in the slogan of the asso-
ciation, ‘‘Eat Fish and Reduce the Cost
of Living.”

Fish and particularly seafish should
always be plentiful and cheap. At the
point of production it is very cheap to-
| day; but as the demad for it in the in-
| terior parts of the country is not vet
large enough to enable it, as a general
thing, to be shipped in carload lots, the
cost of transportation is now at the
maximum. Also the retailers as a usual
thing do not hendie fish in great volunte
and so require a larger margin of profit
than would otherwise be the case.
Therefore, unlike most other foods, the
greater the demand for fish the more
cheaply it can be supplied, as fish costs
nothing to produce bevond the value of
the equipment and the labor employed
in catching it.

Lots of Variety,

Another piece of gound publiec advice
is not to confine the use of fish to a few
well-known varieties such as cod, had-
dock, halibut, etc. "There are several
other species such as flounders—Ilocally
| known as plaice, soles, dabs, etc.—Skate,
{ the wings of which are excellent food;
pollock, hake, cusk, etc., which are
| plentiful and cheap, because they are
| not yet In much demand. Such fish find
{a ready market in the older countries,
and shopld in Canada.

It is perfectly feasible to have fish in
one form or another continually avail-
able in all parts of Canada. Where
fresh fish on ice cannot always be de-
livered in perfect condition, frozen fresh
{ fish, or canned fresh fish, can be, in ad.
i dition to all kinds of the cured article.

Freezing Keeps Them.

There is an unwarranted prejudice
against frozen fish. Investigation has
shown beyond question that a fish firm
and fresh from the water, that is prop-
| erly frozen forthwith, that is shipped
| frozen in refrigerator cars and never
| thawed out until it is defrosted slowly
i in cold water in the kitchen of the con-
| sumer is the very next best thing to
| the same fish when it leaves the fisher-
man’'s boat. The general use of frozen
fish in this country at all times of the
yvear would, in a large measure, solve
transportation problems and would en-
able fish to reach the consumer always
in perfect condition and at lower prices.

Also attention should be given to the
| excellence of canned fish. The firm,.
fresh fish direct from the cold water.
after .being thoroughly cleaned and
washed, are placed in the cans and are
hermetically sealed and cooked with ab-
solute thoroughness. In this form they
will keep for practically an unlimited
period without any deterioration regard-
less of weather conditions, and in using
them there is no avaste but the can,

The fisheries branch of the depart-
ment of the naval service, which is do-
ing much to promote the general use
Bl fish, strongly indorses “National Iish

ay."”
