Immigration.

Ottawa Citizen : It is satisfactory to

earlier in the season. This is directly 
traceable to the influence of the visit 
of the tenant-farmer's delegates, last 
year, and to the wide distribution of 
the reports made by them, as well aH 
to the effect of the speeches they made 
since they got home. Of course, the 
full benefit of these visits cannot be 
felt this year. The reports have only 
been distributed during the past few 
weeks, and it will take time for them 
to have their effect, but they have 
already been the means of attracting 
a fair gjnount of emigrants this season.

When both 
political parties are agreed that the 
council is of no further use ; and are 
suppoited in this by the people, it seems 
a pity that some way cannot be devised 
whereby wc can get clear of it. 11 the 
money spent on the Legislative Council 

were expended in some other way the 
people of our Province would reap u 
much greater benefit from it. Let us 
have government by our itprcsentatives.

Coming to Manitoba.
The Canadian agents who went to 

Dakota to offer the impoverished 
farmers of that stale land and good 
living in Manitoba ar<k_mobt popular 

with the land speculators and mortgage- 
holders, who wish to keep the unfortu­

nates where they arc. However, quite 
a number have immigrated and others 
wiil follow. In the first place many of 
these settlers starts out to go to the 
Canadian Northwest, but were induced 
by agents to try Dakota. They have 
tried it and all have found it very bad( 
and they are now going to Manitoba 
to begin life over again. Ilad they 

gone thither in the first place they 
would now bo happy and prosperous 
but their experience will have this good 
result, it will deter other Canadians from 
going to desolate Dakota.

In nearly 
every case the gravel or cracked stone 
necessary for the construction of a ser­
viceable, well drained road can bo ob*

streets, and gave some fine music before County, in New York State, a kind of 
opening up the Band Concert in Marge' 8uft> rctl «andstone to be found in great

abundance, which crushes readily under 
the wheels and makes a hard, firm road­
bed, which is never dusty and never 
muddy, which is yielding to the horses’ 
feet and most agreeable to ride over. 
Ordinary gravel can be used with almost 
equally good results. The main thing 
is to secure something like scientific 
knowledge in the Construction of thc road 
and in the mixture of materials. The 
vicious idea that anybody can make a 
road by shovelling dirt into the middle 
of it from the gutter, or, what is tho name 
thing in a wholesale form, hauling it there 
by means of a “scraper,” must be aban­
doned at the outset, and not only nban- 
boned but prohibited. Until that is done 
no reform will be possible.

Experts have examined and 
studied, but without being able to agree 
upon the cause, and though a coroner’s 
jury, made up of holler makers and en­
gineers, called to inquire into the cause 
of an explosion which killed one man and 
frightfully scalded two others, brought 
in a verdict agalust the electrical com­
pany, it was unable to explain wherein 
there had been want of precaution or 
point out lhe safeguards required to pre­
vent a similar occurence.—Beitniijlo 
American.
