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WHAT THE LATE ADMIRALTY HAS
DONE. s

The English papers generally regard
the work accomplished by the late Ad-
miralty very favourably. The Army and
Navy Gazette says :

The late Board have many cla'ms on
our gratitude. They may justly boast
that they left the Navy, both as regards
matericl and personnel, in a fit state to
maintain the henour and dignity of the
cmpire. They have increased the num-
ber of our iron clads, our cruisers have
been diminished in numbers but im-
proved in quality, and the sailors of the
Royal Navy were never more contended
and efficient than at present. The first
thing that strikes us in reviewing the
programme of the late Admiralty is the
fact that they vigourously set about the
building of a large number of ships. Of
this the Government dockyards, even at
the present mement, give ample evidence.
In Chatham dockyard two new ships
have been laid down, almost the whole
force of the establishment having hitherto
been expended upon the two large rivals
which the late Government laid down—
the broadside Hercules and the turretted
Monarch. In Pembroke dockyard, where
the iron-clad twin-screw frigate Penelope
has been completed, and the high-flying
unarmoured but iron-built frigate Incon-
stant, is rapidly approaching completion,
another large iron-clad, the Iron Duke,
has been ordered ; and the building slips
of Woolwich, Sheerness, Portsmouth and
Devonport resound with the din of build-
ing operations. In private establish-
ments, also, many new ships have been
ordered by the late Board, among which
may be named the Invincible and Auda-
cious (sister ships to the Iron Duke),
and the ram Hotspur, which Messrs.
Napier are building on the Clyde ; two
fast iron corvettes, the Volage and Ac-
tive, which the Thames Company are
building ; the Vanguard, a sister ship to
the Iron Duke, building by Messrs.
Laird; and two very similar frigates,
but with single screws and coppered bot-
toms—the Swiftsure and Triumph,

‘building by Messrs, Palmer, of Jarrow.

The turret-ship Captain is fast approach-
ing completion, under Captain Coles’
guidance, at the works of Messrs. Laird,
of Birkenhead.

—The 28th Regiment, which forms
art of the Garrison of Gibraltar, was
Fately resented with a new set of cblours
by Lady Airey. In the ecourse of her
ladyship’s address to the regiment, she
alluded to the circumstance which gave
rise to the ¢ 28th” being called the
“ Slashers.”

The members of the Legislative Coun-
cil being assembled the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor was pleased to command the attend-
ance of the Legislative Assembly, and
that House being present, the Lieutenant-
Governor at once opened the second ses-
sion of the first Parliament of the Province
of Quebec with the following
SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

entlemen of the Legislative Coun-
il ; Gentlemen of the Legislative As-
sembly :

Hon.

Ia happz to see you again assembled :

to consider the interests of this Province,
and to render me your advice, and assist
me in the conduct of its affairs. Since
the first session of our Legislature the
Right Hon, Sir John Young has been
placed by Her Majesty at the head of the
Government of Canada, in sucecession . to
the Right Hon. Viscount Monek, who,
after having long presided over the Gov-
ernment of the late Province of Canada,
had inaugurated our new constitution,
Bound as we are to the Central Govern-
ment, we must earnestly pray that the
work so well begun, under Lord Monck,
may receive its happy development under
the rule of his successor, Among the im-
portant measures which marked the last
session of the Federal Parhament, you
have doubtless noted with interest that
providing for the construction of a rail-
gay from Halifax to Riviere dn Loup,

_which will complete the communication, at

all seasons of the year, between the greal
lakes and the Atlantio, across so large a
portion of the Dominions of \Her Majes-
ty. You will have observed with pleasure
that the line chosen for this railway will
traverse a wide range of the territory of
this Province. My Government, desirous
toprofit by this opening for the settlement
ofour wild lands, at once undertook vig-
ourously the works of survey rc?uisite to
that end. Explorations thus far, made
with that view, indicate that a large area
of cultivable land in this direction will
soon be brought into value to the mate-
rial increase of dur population and re-
sources. The outlay authorized last ses-
sion for colonization roads has been
promptly effected, and, as I trust, with
commensurate advantage to the country,
Regulations as to the cutting of timber
on lands of the Crown have received the
earnest attention of miy Government, and
I have deemed it my duty to sanction
more prident management of our forest
resources and an increase of revenue, with-
out injury to the real interests of this im-
portant branch of trade. I am happy to
see the great progress made by the agri-
cultural and manufacturing industries of
the Province, and when I visited the Pro-

“vincial Exhibition at Montreal, I could

not fail to observe the lively interest
‘taken by all classes of society in the de-
velopment of these two great sources of
The Constitution having
assigned matters of immigration to the
consurrent action of the Federal and
Local Governments, my Government, in
concert with those of Ontario and New
Brunswick, has conferred, concerning it,
with the Federal Government. I have
reason_to hope that the result of our joint
efforts will tend to increase the prosperity
of all the Provinces.

Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly :

The public accounts for 18 months,
covered gy your votes of last session, will
be promptly laid before you. You will
ﬁmr that the expenditure has been kept

.

.community interested in it.

considerably within the limits so set, and
I trust that it has been regulated with
due regard as well to economy as to effi-
ciency of the public seryvice. I regret
that, from circumstances beyond our con-
trol, the arbitration regquired under the
constitutional act for thé division and ad-
Jjustment of the debt and assets between
this Province and that of Ontario has not
yet taken place. The uncertainty hence

_resulting as to our permanent resources un-

happily involves delay in the definite settle-
ment of some important matters depen-
dent necessarily on the ascertained state
of our finances. The position in which
the Province thus finds itself requires at
our hands the utmost prudence and wise
economy, but you will nov hesitate, I
trust, while providing for the seasonable
wants of the various branches of the public
service, to adopt a vigorous policy for the
scttlement of the country, and the devel-
opment of its material resources. Votes
will be asked from you with this view.

Honourable Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council: Gentlemen of the Legisla-
tive Assembly : »

At your last session you devoted a large
share of your attention to our municipal
institutions, and to subjects of agriculture
and colonization. These will be submiitted
for your consideration. The project of
the municipal eode, which, while correct-
ing what may be thought defective in our
legislation on this subject, will aim™ at
placing it in a shape more convenient for
the numerous and important classes of the
Measures
will be proposed to you respecting the
management and sale of Crown Lands,
and for the development of agrieulture
and colonization, ?’ublic opinion is, with
reason, much directed to these important
subjects. You will, no doubt, feel that
they are entitled to your most careful
consideration. Several new railway pro-
jects, such, as it is hoped, may be carried
out at small cost, are ynder discussion,
and the subject is so intimately conncoted
with that of the settlement of our wild
lands as to call for your most favourable
attention. The general revision of the
Railway Act, in reference not only to this
class of railways, but also to all others to
be constructed under provincial charter
may advantageously receive consideration
at your hands. Revision of our Jury
Law and some portions of our School
Laws, as also other matters connected
with the administration of justice and:
better organization of the machinery of
our provincial system, will, no doubt, re-
ceive their share of your attention. In
the discussion of all these matters, and of
whatever other subjects may seem to you
to be worthy of attention, I donot doubt
that you will be animated by that spirit
of loyalty and devotion to your gracious
Sovereign, which has heretofore distin-
guished you, and that you will show your-
selves sincerely attached to our new in-
stitutions, and anxious to maintain har-
mony and good will as between all various
classes of our community. I pray earn-
estly that Divine Providence may bless

our efforts, and that your labours may
¢ crowned with all success.

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THE LEEDS GANG.

From the Brockville Recorder.

On Thursday morning ot last week, the
town was thrown into a state of great excitc-
ment, by a rumour that a portion of the “ Leeds
Giang” ot plunderers had shot MY, §, Halladay
of Farmersville, and severely wounded another
man, in an attempt to capture two of the gang
for the crime of horse stealing.

The notoriety which this gang has earned
for themselves by numerous high-handed acts
of robbery and assault, rendered the rumoured
murder of Mr, Halladay a very probable cir-
cumstance, but no one could tell exactly what
had really taken place, and as the news went

trom mouth to mouth, each relater had a
gomewhsf enlarged and more wonderful tale
to tell. Meantime it was very generally be-
lisved that Mr. Halladay was either killed or
wound-d in suc h a manner a8 to preclude all
hope of recovery . As it wag known that our
worthy Sheriff had been rou-vd from his bed
at a very early hour in the wiorning, and had
departed for the scene of murder with a posse
of constables, but had left no authentic in-
formation in relation to the attack, the public
mind was obliged to feed on any wild story
which the imagination of narrators was pre-,
pared to lay betors the eager and curious crowds
gathered at almost every corner during the
whole forenoon, till comething authentic could
ba obtained.

At lasta connected story was heralded forth
from the lips of vne of the men who had form-
ed one of the party, who had gone to arrest
the thieves alluded to, and from this gentle-
man we received the outlines of the attack and
cscape of the rogues, after leaving Mr, Halla-
day on the snow for dead. ¥is information is
to the following «ffect:

Information wasreceived on Wednesday by
the Untario Mutual Detective League at Far-
mersville, that proof of horse stealing bad
been found against Milton Wing and Thomas
Chapman. Warrants to arrest these men were
at once issued, and a party, consisting of Mr,
Stephen Halladay, David I'. Booth, Wm, Ro=~
Linson, T. W. H. Leavitt, and Constable Fife,
at once proceeded to Leeds to arrest the parties,
Oun arriving there, Halladay was stationed at .
the front door, and Robinson at the back door,
while Fife and Leavitt entered the house. The
inmates at that time consisted of Carey Chas?,
George Chapman and Miss Chapman, As there
has been a b:nch warrant out for some time
againgt Chase, Fife informed him that he
would have to arrest him, and Chase consent—
ed to go. At this instant Thomas Chapman
entered the Louse, followed by Halladay. Fife
then turned to Chapman and arrested him,
Chapman instantly struck Fife, and Fife sciz-
ed him by the coat collar, when a scuffle en-
sued, in which Halladay stepped forward to

- assist Fife. Cbapman then drew a revolver,
and as it was thought sho! Halladay, while
George Chapman struck Fife with a stick of
viood, Miss Chapman, not to Le outdone by
her male companions, struck Leavitt, who had
Chase covered with a revolver, with a stick of
wood, and the shock discharged his revolver,
which was pointed to (hase to guard him.
The ball missed Chase who immediately
sprang out of doors. Thomas Chapman then
firedat Leavitt, missing him. Leavitt returned
the shot, s‘riking Chbapman in the arm,
Leavitt was again struck by Miss Chapman
across the neck, and fell out of the door,
(hapman jumplng on him, while Miss Chap-
:nan endeavoured to beat his brains out with
% billet of wood. Chapman then drew his
revolver and fired at Levitt, missing him
again, but supposing that he Lad killed
Leavitt, Chapman «ntered the house followed
by Robinson, Robiason saw Halladay ap-
parently dead upon the floor. Robinson then
fired his pistol at the Chapmans, who had
wounded Fite, cutting his head open in sev-
eral places. The 10bbers then rushed at
Robirson, who cscaped by breaking down a
door, leaving the house. Fife escaped by the
back door, and succeeded in reaching the
sleigh justas Robinson also came to it. They
then both drove off, supposing Halladay and
Leavitt dead. In the meantime Leavitt
reached the road and hailed them, when they
took him on beard, and at once proceeded to
Sweet's Corners fur help. As no guns could
ba foand there they pushed on to Lyndhurst,
raiseld a pirty of m n, and rcturnel to the
house, but coull finl no tiace of Hall ay.
A little boy (son of Mi-s Chapman, it is said)
informed the party thst the boys dragged
Halladsy out of d-ors, anl then hid them-
selves in the barn, After procuring a light,
Halladay wus tracked by the blood to a Louse
near by, where he was found in an insensible
state. The little boy haviag informed the
party that the boys were in the barn, the barn
was at once surrounded, and the rogues were
commanded tocome out, but not doing so,
the barn wasfired. Information was at this
juncture received that the guilty parties had
fled tywards the White Fish, and pursuit was
at once made,and they were traced towards
Yriar Hill, whers the clue was lost. Halladay
luy for some time in a precarious state. Fife
is at Lyndhurst, with his head cut in a terrible
mante”,

As we have stated, the Sheriff left the town
at an early hour of the morning toaid in the
arrest of the thieves., On arriving ata proper
locality, he had warrants of arrest made out
in such a way as would cover all {the phases of
the case likely to arise. Bi found, howerer,
that the guilty parties had kept themselves
concealed till th® crowd of pursuers left, and
then made off towards the front. Being sa-
tisfied on this point, scouts were sent off, and
he returned to town on Friday evening in
the belief that had the watchers remained at

their till his arrival, some arrests would
have been made, but owing to their leaving
too soon, the birds were unsnared. Miss

Chapman was, however, secured, and after un-

dergoing an examination at Farmersville, was
gent to Brockville jail tv await her trial for
her bo!d and amazonian conduct in the rescue
of her male friends from the hands of the
constables. In fact, to her in a greatdegree
may be ascribed the rescue of the thieves, as,
armed with a billet of wood, she flew from
one struggling party to another, and wherever
she conld put in a blow she did soin behalf
of her companions.

We are happy to state that Mr. Ilalladay is
again moving round. The most dangerous
wound received by him was on the back part

of the head. - The wound was either made by

the edge of a stick of wood, or deeply grazsd
by a pistol ball. Mr. Fife, though fearfally
battered about the head and tace, is also rapid-
1y recovering. %

We are glad to [earn that the people are be-
coming thoroughly aroused, aud are determin.
ed to scatter the gang, root and branch, As
an evidence of this, three constables arrived
here on Tuesday morning about four o'clock
with the persons of Harman Chase and George
C. Chapman, one of them being charged with
aiding in the robbery of the store cf Sanders
and Ruddick in 1866, and the other in aiding
and abetting in the rescue of the hors: thicves
arrested by constable Fife, for whom the
Deputy Sheriff is still in scarch, they having
been seen to make for the river near Rock-
port. It will bs seen tbat the Detective
League have offered a reward of $209 for their
capture, )

The people of ‘Leeds appear now to have
waked up, andare pushing the gang hard. At
one time members of the gang were not afraid
to present a revolver at a man’s heart and tell
him if he did not mind his eye and keepsilent,
he would get the contents of the revolver,
Now all thisis changed, the people are up and
the magistrates active, and robberies of two
vears ago are brought sgainst the gang, and
parties are arrested, Besides the men men-
tioned above as being now in jail here, another
man belonging to Lansdowne, named Serinias
Palmer, was lodged in jail yesterday morning,
on a charge of stealing a buggy from George
Tompkios, of Bastard, in 1867. The buggy
we believe was afterwards returned to the
owner on his paying one of the Chase family
the sum of §30.

The Dcputy Sheriff returned to town on
Tuesday evening, stter an exciting but unsuc-
cessful huot after Chase and Chapman. These
men had crossed the river opposite the Lans-
downe Station about four o’clock in the morn-
ing, having driven from the scene of the as-
sault as fust as the horse could carry them.
The horse they turncd adrift on the road, and
the cutter was shoved into an air hole in the
ice. The poor horse was 8o tired out that it
was found lying on the snow, It is thought

the reward offered will yet causo the arrest of .

the thieves,

IMMIGRATION.

To the Editor of the Leacer,

Sir,~In reference to the article on thisim-
portant subject, in your paper of Friday, 1 have
no hesitation in declaring from what I have
seen in the English papers, that at no former
period was there as strong and earnest a desire
in influential circles in that country to en-
courage and assist emigration to the Dominion
as there is at present. What we now require
is an ecarnest and intelligent co-operation in
this country, with English action 4&1 the
subject. A late London Standard makes the
following interesting suggestions :

 There is indeed, one other way of benefit-
ting the poor of London. What would Mr,
Peabody say if, in building abodes for
thousands he could at the same time creats
the means which should pay the rent of those
abodes—which should fill them with food aud
plenty ? There 18 a large amount of building
going on in London, which we regret to see.
The poor law authorities are about to put
mote money into bricks and mortar than even
Mr. Peatody. They are safe to have tenants,
and the tepants will pay no rent at all. If
the Peabody fund will save this outlay, or a
tolerable proportion of it, the benefit would
indced be great. The way is open. We would
suggest it to the trustecs, They have £100,-
000—if not much more—at their command,
1fthe poor of London are to be benefitted what
greater benefit could be conferred than placing
them where they might build their own houses,
and become their own landlords? The earth
is the mother ot wealth.. There is land in
(Canada which craves the presence of man,
All that London® can spare ot its population
Canada can take, There might bea ¢ Peabody
Province’ in Canada, where the surplus popu-
lation of London should take root and flourish
in grateful recollection that an American
citizen helped them to leave the scene of want
and misery at home, and to push their for-
tuneg successfully in a transatlantic clime, but
still beneath ihe old flag. The Canadian
Government, now waking up to the true merits
of this question, would probably bs willing to
make a free grant ot land sufficient for the
purpose. London could well spare a large
colony, and though all the emigrants might
not at first be thoroughly adapted to their new
sphere, experience shows that this is a diffi-
culty which can be surmounted. The move-
ment would benefit those who were
left behind, by lessening the crowd
of competitors; while those who crossed
the ocean would find it no longer o strug-
gle to gain the means of bare existence.
The plan has been tried, and it answers. But
a large fund is necessary to make it effective
in reducing London pauperism, and really
benefitting the London poor, A well planned
scheme, such as the Peabody trustees might
readily undertake, would establish in the Ca-
nadian wilderness a trophy even nobler and
more enduring than a model lodging-house.
A thriving community—almost an infant na-
tion—would be & wortby result of a splendid

gift—a grander monument than the most
palatial® pile.”

The London Guardian, also o the 22nd ult,,
recommends that a portion of the enormous
amounts devoted to charity in London
(amounting to the-almost fabulous sum of
seven millions sterling) should bs givenin
aid of a well corcerted schems of emigration,
while the Zelegraph has a very favourable
notice of the new Dominion as a home for
emigrants,

What we especially need now is vigorous
action on the part of our Canadian authori-
ties. Without that the feeling in Kngland
now so favourable to us will die or be changed
into disgust at our listless and inost unac-
countable apathy.

THE TAVERN LICENSK BILL.

[From the Leader. ]

In revicwing the first session of our Local
Legislature, we commented upon the many
cases in which members of the Government
were found tuking opporite sides in the House
upon their own bilis, We are glad to say that
there has been agreat improvementin this
respect this session, Still the unseemly sight
has not been altogether wanting. There was
an exhibition of the kind in the discussion
last week upon the Treasurer's License Bill,
which was very unparlismentary, and led to
the utter demoralization of the House. It is
immaterial now who was responsible for this,
But the members of the Government ought to
endeavour to avoid the recurrencs of events
which lecad to the expression of different
views in the House upon bills regarling which
they ought to stand as an uwit.

Yesterday the Bill came upagain,and we
were pleased to ses that the improper proceed-
ings of the previous week were not repeated.
The Government came down with a resolu-
tion fixing the prices of licenses. The mem-
bers of the Government all agreed upon tit,
and the result was itsadoption by a very large
majority., The prices agreedto were these :
For tavern liccnses—in citics, $30, instead of
$100 ;> in towns, $60, instead of $80 ; in vil-
lages and townships, $30, instead of $50 ; shop
licenses in alljthe municipalities, $50 ; saloons,
that is to say, drinking places solely, incities,
$120; in towns, $100; and in incorporated
villages and townships the prévincial license
is fixed at $10, instead of $12. There was a
very general agreement in the reduction pro-
posed, the apprehension being strong, and, no
doubt, pretty well founded, that if the prices
were fixed too high, thers would be a greater
inducement held out for illicit traffic in spir-
ituous liquors,

As to the time of closing drinking places
the Government proposed to make the hour
nine on Saturday nights instead of seven,
This proposition raised a strong feeling of op-
position, to which the Government finally
yielded, allowing the hour of closing on Satur-
day to remain as at present.

We cer-
tainly see no good reason, so long as taverns
exist, why they should be compelled to close
at an carlier hour on Saturday night than 9
o'clock, even if the law were enforced. But
when the members know that they are simply
giving countenance to a sham—that Jhey are
playing the hypocrite to please some Prox-
sNiF¥s in their constituencies, it would be
more creditable to them to manifest a little
more manliness. Even without this prevision
the bill would be a very stringent one, and
there is no good ground for the accusation
which has been made that it is conceived
friendliness to the Licensed Victua'ler’s Asso-
ciation, We only hope that the heavy pen-
altics which it imposes will have the good
effects anticipated.

The ¢ Alabama’’ Claims Treaty.

New York, January 21.—The World pub-
lishes the full text of the .dlabama claims
treaty, which differs from the summary pub-
lished a few days since:

Article 1 provides for the settling of all
claims since February 8 1853, by two com-
missioners on each sid:, and an arbitrator to
be chosen by the commissioners,

Article 2—All disagrecements are to be
referred to an arbitrator, and a rovereign
of a friendly Stat: may be made arbitrator,
who shall be reported to and agreed upon by
the respective governments. Each govern-
ment may have an agentto support its claims,
and to answer to the claims made upon it.
The decision of the commissioners or arbitra-
tor is to be final.

Article 3 requires all claims to be presented
within six months from the day of meeting,
unless good reasons are given for delay, when
three months more will be giveu. Allclaims
are to be decided within two years. The mect-
ing is to take place in Wasington.

Article 4 makes the payment of the claims
in coin, within 18 months after the decision.

Article 5 makes the result of the proceed-
ings a final settlement of all claims, and a bar
against all others,

Article 6 provides for the keeping of a
record of the proceedings, and employment of
clerks, the expenses to be equally shared by
the Governments,

Article 7 provides for the ratification of the
convention by the United States Scnate, and
Her Brittanic Majesty as soon as possible, and
within 12 months from January 14th, 1869,

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EUROPEAN MAIL NEWS.

The German mail steamer New York,
from Southampton 5th, and the Inman
steamer City of Antwerp, from Liveﬁool
6th instant, arrived at New York Mon-
day. Uonfirmatory intelligence has been
received in Liverpool of a terrible col-
lision between two Turkish steamers, and
the loss of 220 lives, The news comes
from Constantinople by way of Havre,
and is dated from the latter port Decem-
ber 31. The following are the main
facts, so far as at present can be learned
of this eatastrophe : About midnight, on
the 17th of
from Smyrna, at a place called Cara-
boumon, two steamers belonging to the
Azizie Company—viz., the Gallioup and
Charleich—came into collisiog. ~ The
force of the contact was dreadful, and the
Gallioup foundered almost immediate-
ly, only thirty passengers out of 250
being saved. The Charkeich was 80
greatly damaged by the collision that she
had to be run ashore at Chesme, ten
miles from Smyrna, to prevent her from
sinking. The Gallioup had a very val-
uable cargo, and a large quantity of specie
on board, when she foundered.

At Leeds, on the 4th inst., three men
who had been convicted of garotte rob-
beries, reccived twenty-five lashes each,
with the cat-o’-nine tails, in the central
hall of the borough jail. A new triangle,
much stronger than the one hitherto in
use, was ‘employed, and the prisoners
were secured to it so firmly that the
struggles of two of them scarcely caused
the least vibration in the. solid timbers.
The first man flogged was John Edwards,
aged thirty-six, who took the first two or
three strokes of the eat very coolly, but
the fourth elicited a seveam of “ Oh!”
and dreadful groans and howling pro-
eceded from him until he had received
seventeen of the whole twenty-five lashes.
At the end of twelve strokes a second
jailor handled the cat. For the last half
dozen lashes he was perfeetly quict, and
when free walked firmly back to his eell.

Dearn or MR James CHALMERS,
(. E., FORMERLY OF MoNTREAL.—This
gentleman, the well known inventor of
“The Chalmers Target,” and the pro-
jector of several other highly important
schemes of an engineering kind, died in
London, on the morning of Saturday, at
the age of fifty-four. He wasa native
of Perthshire, and possessed a vigorous

“and highly inventive mind, with a decid-
ed bias towards mechanical contrivances
of a very bold and vigorous kind. His
gystem of war-ship defences tried at Shoe!
bury in 1863 is now making the tour of
maritime Europe as decidedly the best
yet devised. It has been with some
slight modifications adopted in our navy;

in which he had sojourned for periods.
His remarks were always weighed with
good sense and a penetrating intelligence,
arising from the independent use of his
singulurly close powers of observation.
Ifin early life he had possessed the
tacilities of a good literary and scientific
education, there could have been little
doubt of his rising to great eminence in
his chosen calling of engineer, Notwith-
standing the disadvantages under which
he laboured in this respect, he contribu-
ted a number of excellent papers to the
scientific journals of the country, and
wrote several pamphlets on the engineer-
ing matters in which he was interested,
all in a lucid and vigorous style of ex-
position. Tosolvehis  Indiun Froblem”
in chesg, which has baffled some of the
« keenest adepts in that scientific game,
to acquire for hisown use the art of
mechanieal drawing, so as to be on a par
with people who have devoted their lives
{o that study ; or to master for his occa-
cionaluse a colloquial knowledge of the
French language, were matters of easy
accomplishment to this remarkable man.
He was a person of equable and _ genial
temper, a kind and faithful friend, and
in his domesticlife 2 loving husband and
father.

—A writer from the Daily News gives
some details of theatrical managementin
England. He estimates the expenses of
alarge West Knd Theatre at from £420
to £180 sterling a week. Asa rule, the
receipts are below the expenses; the loss
is made np by some lucky hit, when they
are largely in excess,  Christmas is the
best theatrical season in  the year; sum-
mer is the worst, except when itis wet.
Above £500 a year is spent on colours
and canvas. The gas bill comes to £30
a week ; but at ClLristmas the moon gen-
erally costs the manager £20 a weck on
its own account.  One of the difficulties
of 2 manager 18 getting actresses to play
the parts of women—they all want to be
fairy princes and so on. Ballet girls get
about 25s a week, and the writer vouches
for their morality. The tariff of drama-
tic authorship varies very much. Three
or five act plays, when not paid for by
percentage on " profits, usually cost from
£200 to £300, or from £3 to £H every
night they are acted.  The price ofa
good burlesque varies from £50 to £120.
Tarces are seldom worth more than £10.

—The Kingston (N.Y.) Argus says
that a post office official, whileon a tour
of inspection among the post oftices in
that county, recently came to a settle-
ment, and on inquiring for the postmas-
ter at his house, was informed by his
wife that he was at work in the field.
He wasshortly found, and upon inquiring
for the post office, the farmer took from
his hat several letters, This office is loa
eated at Turnwood, in that county, and
was the only portable office the official
gaw in his travels. Thesame paper says
that at one of the county offices the post-
master, not being able to sell the requi-
site number of postage stamps to increase
his salary by the use of ordinary rficans,
resorted to strategy to aecomplish that
result. He bought a number of new books

“and paid for them in postage stamps,
thus selling enough of them to raise Eﬂ

sulary to the extraordinary sum of $25.

~—Another accident happened on

Christmas Day, on one of the Welsh
lines, presenting nearly all the elements
which caused the disastrous catastrophe
at Abergele. Thirteen coal-laden trucks
appear to have been on a siding without
sufficient break power, where there was an
incline of one in forty, and the conse-
quence was that the waggons begar:
moving and continued with increased
velocity a journey of seven or eight miles.
Perceiving that something was wrong,
one of the officers at a station the carriages
were approaching had the presence of
mind to direct the runaways into a goods
shed, through which they dashed, destroy-
ing considerab'e propesty, but, no doubt,
saving many lives. Had the progress of
the waggons not been thus interrupted,
they would probably have run on until
they had come into collision with a train
due from Cardiff. A shocking accident
occurred at the Shrewsbury railway sta-
tion. A passenger was standing on the
edge of the platform atching a passing
train, when his foot slipped, and he fell
on the rails, Eight carriages passed over
him, and he died in a few minutes. The
name of the unfortunate man is not men-
tioned.

—-The official stamp of the Goldsmith’s
Company, London, by which English
jewellery buyers are supposed to b2 pro-
tected against imposition, has been
graded during the past few years undor
a new law allowing it to be placed on ar-
ticles of 9, 12, and 15-carat gold. The
stamp was formerly confined to 18 carat,
and shovld be so still. Gold of nine carats
is, in reality, copper alloyed with gold.
Even 12 carat is only half gold, and hali’
alloy. The “hall mark,” as it is cailed,
has become entirely worthless, therefore,
as a security against fraud. Gold chain
makers have a way of cheating which
could hardly be avoided even under a
good system. They send a chain to
receive the mark on every link. These
are then separated, zmckiach is placed on
a chain of inferior quality.

CrowN LanDs,—At the sale in Strat-
ford of Crown Lands in Elma, there were
28 lots of pine lands sold, consisting of 2.650
zeres. They fotched from $3 to §7.50
per acre, realizing altogether $13,347.15.
800 acres of marsh lands were disposed of,
at from 81 to $3 per acre, the sum realized
being $1,501.40, Eight swamp lots, of
750 acres, sold from $2 to $4 per acre,,
realizing $1,951.50. Altogether 44 lots

were disposed of for $16,800.05. The .

pine lands were put up at $3 per acre, the
marsh lands at 81, and the swamp lands
at 82. The attendance of purchasers was
pretfy good, and the sale on the whole
satisfactory to the department, the lands
bringing an average of $3 per acre.

—Rast India papers publish the con-
fession of a Hindoo, named Ramadheen,
not quite 21 years of age, who for the
last twenty months has followed the call-
ing of poiscner. He does not pretend to
seruples or remorse of any kind. He
calls his vietims ¢ shikar” (gami), and
alleges no other excuse for his practices
than that it was very dull at home in his
village. The persons he poisoned in the
year and a half are about twenty-seven ;
but he is very careless in figures, and
talks of a family whom he may murder
with a lordly negligence as to the number
of its members. Most of his vietims were
cither Brahmins or fakirs, and his fa-
vourite hunting-grounds were what he
calls “ holy places.”

—The municipal elections in Spain
have been favourable to the chub{icun
party. They lost Madrid, but they haye
obtained large majorities in the Councils
of twenty cities, including Barcelona, Se-
ville, Malaga, Toledo, Valladolid, Valen-
cia, Saragosea, and Cordova ; small ma-
jorities in twelve other capitals ; and had
minorities in only nine. Their victory,
however, was sccured mainly by small
pumbers of voters, and it 1s doubtful
whether those who stayed away agree
with their opinions. The result of the na-
tional election is therefore still doubtful.

THE RESERVE FORCE.

Matters have so far progressed in the
preparations for enrollment of this branch
of the Militia Force of the Dominion,
that we believe we are justified in say-
ing that it will be completed by the 28th
of February, the time required by law.
The appointment of the regimental staff
officers of this force will be one .of the
most important proceedings connected
with the carrying out of the new militia
act, and particularly of the commanders of
regimental districts, inasmuch as on them

\ .will depend the prompt filling up of the

active force, and the procuring of men
in case of invasion, or should the Goyern-
ment require them. Where military,
combined with other qualifications, can
be found, it will, doubtless, be the desire
and the policy of the Goyernment to em-
ploy it ; but where these elements to-
cether do not exist, the law provides a
mcans by which those appointed to
responsible positions may acquire a know-
ledge of theirduties, and it should be
the determifiution of all gentlemen who
accept command to exert themselves in
\such a way, that on any occasion where
the Reserve force may be called out;
‘whether for inspection or active service,
they may be able to acquit themselves in
a soldierly manner. The appointment of
some six thousand officers to this force
i3 of itself a matter of magnitude ; hut
the establishment of 'our admirable mili-
tary school system will greatly facilitate
the authorities in making proper selec-
tions, as where a sufficient number of
Passed Candidates exist, the Govern-
ment, having an exact knowledge of their
qualifications, certified to by regular
officers, will have no difficulty in making
proper appointments. Where these qual-
ifications are not known to exist, the
~>mpliance with a regulation for the ac-

quisition of a certain amount of military
knowledge, within a fixed period, ought
to be rigidly insisted upon, as 2 consider-
ation without which no officer should be
allowed to retain his position; and
wherever 1t is possible such knowledge
hould be had before appointments take
place. This much is due to those who
have already gone to the trouble and
expense of attaining a military education,
as well as to the efficiency and discipline
of the force, and Lieutenant Colonels
placed in command should be impressed
with its justice and importance in select-
ing their officers for recommendation to
His Excellency, the Commander-in-Chief.

It was such moderation that
had returned Mr, Walsh and re-elected him,
and that had gained foP’him his present high
honours, just as it was similar moderation
that had won their stations for 8ir John A.
and Hon. J. S, Macdonald, and had brought
Reformers there to epeak a3 they had heard,
knowing Mr. Walsh to be hon=st and straight-
forward and worthy—a consistent supporter
of consistent principles which he (the chair-
man) urged men of ail stripes to stand by as
calculated best to promote the advancement
of the country. Reformers and Gonservatives
and all would admit that in the whole coun-
try there could be found no man more capable
t fill such office, and acknowledge, too, that
his triends were always r ady and willing to
re-elect Lim, and, what was more to the pur-
pose, were able also,
further preface he would then give them the
heglth of their representative, Mr. Aquila
Walsh, the chairman of the Intercolonial Rail-
way Commission. (Loud and prolonged
cheering.)

Mr, Walsh, who rose amid turmaultuous ap-
plause, said: Mr. Chairman and gentlemen,
it has been my good fortune, during the past
cight years, to be entertained on many simi-
lar occasions, and it has been my duty to

“respond to the expression of the kindly
s:ntiments of my friends in such language
as I could then find, or the occasion seemed
to demand; but to-day the kind and the
hearty manner in which you, eir, have been
pleased to propose, and you, gentlemen, to re-
ceive, this toast of my name, has made me,
standing here b fore so Jarge a gathering of
my constitnents, quite unable to respond as I
should now desire. On all such occasions I
have never found anytning but the utmost

kindness fvhenever I have mingled with you.

Permit i here, on the first opportunity of

this natur@which has occurred, since then, to
return publicly to the electors of Norfolk my
¢prdial thanks for theirsupport through the

‘ectiuu of 1867. (Cheers.) Mr. Walsh then
went on to express his thanks to the electors
off the South Riding for their invitation to him
to represent them at the time of thg division
of theircounty, but having previously sat for
the wliole county he had then thought it pro-
per, be might say found it neceesary, to go
into that portion of it where his friends were
weakest. [Cheers.] He thanked them foe the
double coupliment to his past career and to
Lis fitness for his present office, and supposed
that in anything he had to say regarding his
csurse in the House he did not need to refer
to his actions previous to the last Parliament,
but could plead the statute of limitations
against any claim for earlier explanation, hav-
ing been since then endorsed by the approval
of the county expressed in his return, The
condition of affairs had been gravely altered
by Confederation, and, as a public ma:, he
was ready to take his share of the responsi-
bility of having brought such an alteration
about, when he believed, and which all who
assisted in it believed, would be for the profit
of the country. In ths present Parliament,
they hadto deal with the new elementintro-
duced from the Maritime Provinces, which had
perhaps been accustomed to deal with smaller
matters, and it was to be regretted that Nova
Scotia had sent an almost unanimous repﬁ-
sentation, pledged to hostility against the
Union. Her representation was, however, it
gratified him tobzar witness, composed of men
of the highest character, and who reflected
every honour on their Province, But these
new and hostile elements had made it a mat-
ter of great difliculty to get through the busi-
ness of the last session. It was the first duty
of Parliameut to assimilate the laws of the
different Provinces, and in doing this, espe-
cially in matters relating to the tariff, great
difficulty had occurred arising out of the dif-
ferent local customs duties, and the apparently
diverse intcrests of the various Provinces,
These difficulties had, he feared, for the mo-
ment somewhat aggravated the fecling of dis-
satisfaction among the Repealers in the
Maritime Provinces. But a better feeling he
was glad to say wasspringing up ; and he had
the strongest confidence in the tuture of the
Dominion and 1n,the removal of all dissatis-
ficiion inany part of it. [Cheers.] Afcer re-
ferring at considerable length to the measuresd,
of the last session, and his own course/
thereon, as well.as several local rail-
way enterprises, Mr. Walsh siid the next
point apon which he desired to address them
was with regard to the more immcdiat: object
of the gathering which had mct to pgy him
80 higha compliment. And he kad pride i
assuring them that this appointment of whiclp
they bad beén pleased to approve, had been
not only unsought, but even wholly unex-
pected by himself, [hear, hear,] and that the
firet intimation he had received regaiding it
was in the official intimation from the head of
the Government, proposing it for his accept-
ance, This fact made in his estimation the
distinction of the office far higher than if he
had obtained it by cutside influence, such ss
might be used through his friend on the right

from Braot, [Dr. Bown,] or on the left from

Essex, [Mr. O’Connor.] He would refer to

the statement which had been made by a sec-
tion of his opponents—that it had only been
after it was found that he could not be re-
elected that & loop-hole had been found for
him to get throvgh, [Laughter.] He had
“ himself, ut first, been of the opinion that re-

t

(Cheers.) Without any

election would be necessary, judging from the
general parliamentary principle, and without
baving very closely studied the law. He bad
consequently consulted his friends from the
riding upon his prospects, and, from their
cheerful assurances, was able to signify his
willingness to accept the office, adding that
he had every certainty that there would be no
dificulty in securing his re-election, [loud
cheers,] for be had yet to learn where there
was to be found one man who had voted for
him hitherto, who was not prepared to record
the same vote again [prolonged checrs.] He
took this first opportunity of making this per-
sonal statement publicly, and went on to ex-
press his approval of the principle which en-
acted that a Commission holding such
extended power should be directly represented
in the people’s Council. Since their appoint-
ment the Commissioners had not been idle,
and he thought they might fairly take credit
for haviog, in the mouth immediately suc-
ceeding their having been gazetted, carefully
examined 90 mils of the ronte, and travelled
over the whole 500 miles of- its distance. It
might be said thatsuch a flying visit was of
no practical value, but they should know that
the line of route ran within sight of the trav-
elled road alinost all the way from Riviere du
Loup to Truro, and that a journey aloog the
latter gave a very good idea ot the nature and
difficulties of the former, They had examined
all.the localities of the heaviest works which
were cLiefly on the Restigouche and Metape-
dia, and Lad, he thought, exonerated them-
selves yrom any impvtation of attending only
to their own interests) which might be brought
against them, bad they sat down ‘inactively in
their office at Ottawa, He could venture to
say for his brother commissioners as for him-
self that their only object was to build the
cheapest and the best road (applause), and he
would mention one item in which the dcter-
mination they bad come to would effect a
large saving of expense, viz.: by building
their bridges of wood in place of iron. It
might be said that it was but false economy

' to construct such works to last only twelve or

fifteen years instead of forever, but consider.
ing the peculiar nature of the line which was

not likely to prove of commercial profiy for
some time, he thought their determlnation /

would genevally be accepted as the corre:t
one, especially when they reflected that its
end would be to supply the material and the
labour, and kecp the cost of these in the
country in place ot paying England for Eng-
lish produce to the loss of the advantages they
had thus agrced upon retaining. (Hear, hear.)
These bridges would only cost half the price
of iron, aud could, therefore, be renewed at
the same total cost for many years to come.
The principle of employing such material
was as he held, of sound economy, and had
been largely practised in America,as well as
very recently upon oune of the Grand Trunk
lines, in the case of tbe Paris viaduct.
He added that the Commissiogers, had,
as the Chawrman. thoagh not perhaps
the meeting was aware, made an al-
teration in the system of carrying on the
works, which they considercd of high practical
importance. They had reversed the judgment
of the Chief Engineer, who had proposed that
their contracts should be let out on a fixed
schedule of prices and measurements, whils
they held it was preferable to let all contracts
at a specific fixed sum, whereby they could
know all their responsibility at first, and would
throw on the contractor the burthen of mak-
ing all his calculations respecting the char-
acter of his cuttings or embankments, while
the country would have the satisfaction of
learning at once what each 25 or 30 mile sec-
tion was to cost. This new eystem they had
adopted in the cass of the four sections which
had already been advertised, and though their
course had been said to have been adopted in
thé interest of contractors, none of them had
expressed any satisfaction at it, which he (Mr.
Walsh) held as a strong proof of its merit. It
was possible that the surveys were not as yet
sufficiently complete to enable contractors to
send in accurate tenders, but they would
know their estimates degisively on the 8th
February, and how far their system would re-
sult in economical efficiency. He would take
that occasion of saying for Mr. Flcming, that
the difficulties of the Chicf Engineer were
very great, of running his lines over a vast
extent of country, in making experimental
surveys, and being able to concentrate his
forces only where the Government had defi-
nitely located the route. He would also say
most emphatically, whence his words would
go out to the country, that from the Commis-
sion every contractor should have faif play,that
there should be no such thing as favouritism,
but that each and every tender should be
judged wpen its'own merits solely. . Referring
to the subject of the route he said three dis-
tinct lines had beenat various times proposed,
The Central, Frontier, and North Shore. Re-
viewing their differing recommendations he
said that he had never been inclined to view the
road as one-of great commercial promise, and
had been even lesa so since be had traversed
the country. But it was a political and mili-
tary necessity, and no line which could be
chosen was commercially desirable, The
froutier route had been advocated on account
of its shortness, and because it led directly to
the city of St. John, N.B. But it would be
utterly uscless for military purposes, and the
British authorities would never have consent-
ed to sanction it, whileas a commercial under-
taking it would bave to compete with the road
now being constructed from St. John to Ban-
gor, in Maine, and these joint considerations
he could not but regard as sufficient reasons
for its rejection. As to the Central route, he
bad the very best grouads for stating that its
cost, per mile orin the aggregate, would con-
siderably exceed that of the.line selected, be-
sides which it would cross a country perfectly
sterile and uncultivated, in the heart of the

1
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Province. The Intercolonial line, as deter-
mined upon, would, on the contrary, supply
the want ot railway communication where
New Brunswick most needed it. He believed
therefore that, in their selection, the Govein-
ment had taken the course likely to eff.ct
the greatest good to the greatest number. As
the Commiseion had not been long ¢nough in
office to work as yet a great deal of either good
or evil, he might perhaps be excused from
saying anything further upon such a topic, Lut
Le still desired to reiterate his sense of the
military and political necessity of the line,
and of the absolute exigency of its construc—
tion for the maintenance of the Union of the
Provinces. But upon thig point Le was glad
to be able to say that, from his own observa-
tion and enquiries, and from recently obtained
information, he was satisfied that the darkest
hour of Nova Scotian disaffection Lad passed
away, and that if the great question of Con-
federation were to be shortly - submitted to
the people, the Union would be ratified by
a decisive majority, He was alle to go
farther, and to tell them without hesitation
that, at the next session of Parliament the
Government would be prepared to submit to
the House propesitions to make the basis of
an agreement which should include New-
foundland. [Cheers.] Mr. Walsh then went
on to enlarge upon the capacities of ihe great
British Confederation which was te~$tretch
from sea to sea, and to yield its productions of
gold, silver, copper, lead, iron, coal, salt, coal
oil, fish and forest, to be madeavailable by its
splendid climat » soil and water communica-
tion in connection wich its vast agricultural
resources aud manufactnring enterprise. To
" enhance those glorious gifts of nature was the
influence of their grand old British institutions
pervading cvery relation of life, and working
that happiness among us bere which it had
never failed to do in the parent land, and
which gave the highest promise of the great
future of our beloved territory. in conclusion
he again sincerely thanked them for their
friendship and gracefully acknowledged the
presence of so large a number of clergymen of
the town in which he had lived so long, and
who, of thee different denominations waich he
saw represented around him, came here, as he
believed, not as politicians, but as his personal
friends, and whose prcsence he grat-tuliy ac-
cepted as having been given to express con-
fidence in and esteem for himself; and he
hoped and trusted that whether his commis-
signership should prove of short or long dura-
tioh, he should be able to return to them at
its close with a faithful account of his steward-
ship. He would only further detain them to
express his deep sense of Major Maybee’s kind-
nees, as of a- consistent opponent who had so
generously expressed such liberal gentiments
regarding his re-election, and of his regard ot
his presence, and that of others whom he
gimilaily saw there as an evidence ot the

general confidence with which the county
honoured himi, and the general belief that he
would do the best he could for the interests
of the country. [Loud and prolonged
cheers. ]

Mr. Wallace, Acconufaut of the Railway
Commission, \was then presented with an
address and a\valuable watch, which, with
the tcast of his\bealth he suitably acknowl-
egrd. ‘

“The legislature of Ontario” was then
proposed, which whas received with cheers,

Dr. Bown, M.P,, being called upon to reply,
gaid that he had muych pleasure in coming
there to witness the elkt‘l:lusiastic reception of
their member on his réturn heme. No man
could possibly receive higher satistaction from
any expression of regard than it was Mr,
Walsh’s to experience that evening. This
regard was manifestly that of no particular
_p rty, but of the whole general community,
(Applause.) He (Dr., Bown) had been sur—
prised to find such an important gathering at
Simcee, and heartily congratulated Mr,Walsh
on the compliment thus paid him. Hé con-
fessed to a difficulty in speaking to the toast,
arising from nervousness, baving but once
attempted to address the House, and then
broke down. (Laughter.) Still, he could
tell them Bow he remem:bered having entered
Parlismeut at the same time as Mr, Walsh had
been returned for Norfolk. Things were
greatly changed since then, and members
were able to speak to their opponents, and to
regard them as gentlemen without necessarily
falling under the ban of their leaders., He
bad, himself, gone into Parliament' as a sup-
porter of party, not faction, and could not con-
seat to be subj:cted to the orders of Mr. Mc—
Kellar, Mr. McKenzie, or even Mr, David
Christie, (Loud laughter.) And, for his in-

Now, his real and only malady was that of a
stiff neck. (Laughter.) He went on to urge
the necessity of a modification of opinion in
the light of experience, and disclaimed any

iad bccome convineed, asserting that those
who Kuew him best knew that when he wrong-
ed anybody Le was always ready to make ro-
paration, and to acknowledge his mistaks
Of such a course he could never be ashamed,
. baving shared in scieutific discussions in
which the ablest men were willing to amend
. and correct their former opinions in the
search of truth. He would, however, be
ashamed if it were possible that he could per-
sist that Wrong, which hesknew to be arong,
was the Right he had once fancied it. He had
been long ago told by'a leading statesman that
politics were a matter of expediency, but he
had lived to see the party which held such a
theory dwindle surely to decay. Goingon to
contrast the British and American forms of
Government, he said that the latter placed
the sovereignty in the popular, the fotmer

unwillingness to contess ercors of which he

in the divine will. Severely censuring the
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&c., us well as prescribed all sorts of remedies, ™
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attitude towards Confederation taken by the
Hou. George Brown, he stigmatized tha+
gentleman as having attempted as an sbor-
tion to destroy the life of his own offspring.

popular recognition, declaring that, if ever
any one deserved honour of his country, &
was the murdered martyr Thomas BDtdrcy
McGee. [Loud cheers.] This was the mau
who had, day after day and night afier night
come down, with the knowledge that murder
was on bis heels, to do his duty to the country
that be loved to serve. There was, it scomed to
bim, a valuable public lesson to be learned
from the contrast of these two lives—of the
one, who was now rolling in wealth, and of th~
one, who was now rolling in wealth, and the °
other who had died wanting provision for the
future of his family, which the gratitude o’ -
the country had provided for, although. h.-
feared but insufficiently.

rUE NEW  MINISTER OF WAR—
DEFENCE OF CANADA.

The London Morning Telegraph states
editorially that Mr. Cardwell will find
that the two most important matters
which await his peremptory action at the’
War Office have reference, first, to the
distribution of our army, and, secondly,
to that vast and reckless expenditure re-
presented by the moncy wasted on our
permanent fortifications.  When he
takes up the long list which indicates the
stations ogeupicd 103 British regi-
ments scattered all over the globe, we
hazard little in saying that many startling
doubts will suggest themselves to his
mind. He will observe that at this mo-
ment we haveseven regiments ‘of infantry
and one of cavalry in Canada; that two
regiments of infantry hold Nova Sootia;

~|. while New Brunswick is garrisoned by
S the first battalion of the

22nd Foot, and
the fourth battalion of the 60th Rifles.
We shail be greatly disap})ointed if 1t
should prove, towards the close of Feb-
ruavy, that Mr. Cardwell deems it neces-
sary that British North America should
be Permanemly held by twelve British
regiments. Lf there should beany serious
attempt on the part of the States to
aunex half a continent, the twelve Brit-
ish regiments scottered over it would
bear the same proportion 10 the army
arrayed against them a8 Falstaff’s bread
bore to his sack. Ititis pretended that
twelve regiments are required to over-
awe the American Fenians, we answer
that the hrave and well-organized Cana-
dian wmilitia, aided by a couple of British
regiments and two or three batteries of
artillery, will give an excellent account
of all the Fenians ever likely to issuo
from Buffalo or Detroit.  The next sta—
tion likely to arrest Mr. Cardwell's at-
tention will probubly be (fibralter, gar-
risoned at present by the %3rd, the T4th,
and 75th regiments of foot, and also by
the 2nd battalion of the 15th and 1st bat-
talion of the 13th. Upon what possible
pretext ean it be necessary that Gibral-
tar should be so strongly held ? Is this
a moment when Spain is likely to regain
possession of it by a coup de main?
How, again, are the overtasked operatives

« of England benefitted by maintaining
one battalion of infantry at prosperous
Barbadoes, or by tethering down two
regiments of their countrymen to become
food for yellow fever among the coral
reefs of Bermuda ?  If'it is argued that
Imperial interests demand that Halifax
and Bermuda should always be held as
coaling and refitting stations for British
war vessels, in the event of our coming
to blowys with our transatlantic cousins,
we answer that the main defences of un-
healthy Bermuda should be entrusted to
the navy, and that it will be time enough
to oceupy it strongly with soldiers when

(]
war is actually threatened.

—Our Vermont friends are agitating
the question of abolishing their peculiar
institution called the ¢ Council of Cen-
sors ' ‘The constitution of Vermont
provides for the election, once in seven
years, of thirteen persons, to be cailed thoe
“Council of Censors,” whose duty it is 1o
cee if the constitution has been preserved
inviolate during the preceding seven
years ; if the taxes have been properly
fevied and collected ; and if the public ser-
vants have been faithful and honest. So
far they exercise a sort of retrospective
supervision ; and, in that respect, are of
very httle practical benefit. But, farther
than this, they me required to examine
the constitution and suggest any amend-
ments that seem proper, and, if considered
expedient, to call a constitutioal conven-
tion. The pposed amendments must
first be submitted to the people, who are
to instruct their delegates to the oconven-
tion in the premises. This system of
amending the constitution is awkward and
rcomplieated, and there is an earnest move-
ment in the State for abolishing the whole
thing. Of the twenty-three amendments
tothe State Constitution one was adopted
in 1828, twelve in 1836, and ten fn 1850.
Amendments have been suggested by the
-~ council at other times, but failed to secure
the approval of the people. The last two
or three councils have been costly failures
The ablest journals and men throughout
he State desire to dispense with the

About one o'clock yeeterday merning a fire
wasg observed in the rear of the Queen's
printing office block. Efforts were made to
extinguish it, and the cry of fire was raised
in the vicinity, and as soon as possible after
the fire engines and apparatus were on the
ground, and did the best they could under
the circamstances, but enough could not be
done to get the fire under. The fire speedily
Lroke out in the main building, and continued
in epite of all that, uutil the whole magnifi-
cent block was enveloped in flames, and
finally destroyed.  Fortunately a shght
breeze from the east prevailed, but for which
many other buildings, perhaps the whole of
the north side of Sparks et., from O'Connor-
st. to Bishop’s buildings would have been
burned also. The only building to the west
of Desbarats’ block, was the Carleton House,
which being of wood, and very dry, became
iguited and totally destroyed. This Luilding
was owned by Mis. Wright, and was rented
by Mr. John Graham.

THE QUEEN 8 PRINTING OFFICE.

“The building known as the Queen’s Print-
ing Office, or Desbarats’ block, was the finest
and largest building in the city, erected about
four years ago, for the express purpose for
which it was used. It was a handsome and
extensive stone building four stories in height.
In the western end of the block was the
printing establishment. The basement was
used as a press and engme-room, and for
wetting paper. There were six large steam
presses, three Hoe's, one of them of very
large size, and three Adams’, an addressing
machine, and a lathe used for repairing
machinery which might get out of order.
The engine and Loiler were situated in a
room just offthe press room, and connected
by belts with the entire machinery of the
establishment, presses, lathe, hoisting ap-
paratus, and binding machinery, up to the
third storey. '

On the first floor were the countiog-room,
clerk’s cifices, and paper-rooms, in which
was stored a large quantity of fancy paper.

The third flat was occupied as the compos-
ing-room, in which were employed a large
number of compositors. In this flat was an
immense quantity of type, and other mate-
rial—probably the largest amount of material
used in any printing officein Canada. Just
off this flat, 1n a new building erected last
summer, was the stereotyper’s room. This
branch of work was used largely in connec-
tion with the establishment. In this room
was also a Deginer liberiy press, run by a
Lelt leading from (he engiue-room.

On the fourth flat was eitnated the

bindery, in which some of the finest
specimens  of  bockbinding in Can-
ada were executed. The work turned

out here was of a very fine quality, some
specimens of which took a gold medal at the

Paris Exposition, aod others received hon- -

ourable mention.
twenty or thirty hands,

~ also rtored a large amount of paper,

A portion of the fourth flat was occupied
by Mr. Joseph Bureau, foreman of the print-
ing department, as a residence. Mr, Bureau
happily succeeded in removing his family in
safety ; but loct almost the whole of his
furniture and effects, on which, we believe,
there was no insurance. :

The openings in the floors through which
material was conveyed up and down to the
several flats of the establishment no doubt
accelerated the destruction of this part of the
building, as the forked tongues of flame played
up and down with fearful violence.

The loss to Mr. Desbarats could not be
correctly ascertained atthe time, but there
is no doubt but it1s very great; and therg is no
one who knows that gentleman but will be
heartily sorry on his account.

East of the above was the office of the Royal
Canadian Bank from which the books, papers
and money were removed, Over this was
the Ottawa & St. Lawrence Railroad Com-
pany’s office, and, we believe, the residence
of 'Ihoo. Guerin, Esq., portions of whose
property were saved, more or less damaged.

The next portion of the building was occu-
pied Ly Miss Maguire as a millinery and
residence, whose property was also partly
suved. The next poruon of the building was
occupied as a store by Messrs. Craig and
McKenzie, merchant tailors. The east end
was occupied by Mrs, Trotter, and known
as the Toronto House, the upper portion
extending overthe adjoining store to the west,
Mrs. Trotter succeeded in saving part of her
effects, but in a damaged condition. On the
sidewalk of the opposite side of the street
lay large quantities of valuable furniture,
pianos, &c. ; and some of the persons who had
escaped from the fire were but partly clothed.
So fur as we have heard, there has been no
accident causing personal injury.

The Mayor and Chief of Police with the
whole force, and a number of the Rifle
Brigade, were on the ground, and did good
service in preserving order. Notwithstand
ing the utmost efforts of the firemen and al
the assistance which was freely rendered, it
became evident in less than an hour from
the time the fire was first seen that the
building must be destroyed.

One after another, the floors gave way
throughout nearly the whole extent, aad the
bare walls; lighted up by the intense fire with-
1n presented a grand but ghastly spectacle.
Hundreds of eyes were directed to these, as
in some places they were seen to warp, and
it was expected from one moment to another
thatthey would fall.  Presently there was a
cry, ‘“the western wall is going,” and in
another nstant 1t toppled, then there was a
cloud of dust, and that end of the building
was & mass of debris ; the north wall towards
the west end was expected to follow, but did
not, and will continue to be dangerous until
removed.

) THE INSURANCE,

The cost of the building was about £48,000.
During the hurry and excitemnent of the fire
it was almost impossible to obtain correct
information as to the insurance; but v.e give
the following items as we recelved them:
Insurance on the bulding $16,000; on Mr.
Desbarats’ stock $24,000, in the Hartford,
Ztna, and Hoeme. Craig & McKenzie,
$2,000 in the Home. Mes: Trotter, $3,000.
Carleton House furniture, $1,000 in the
Imperial of London.

THE ORIGIN OF THE FIRE

is involyed 1n mystery, but sufficient is
known to point at least possibly to its being
the work of an incendiary. Mr. Alfred
Brown, the grocer, adjoining the eastern end
of the block, retired to rest about eleven
o'cleck, and shortly afterwards, perhaps an
hour’s time, he heard a noise as of some one
chopping with an axe in the rear of Desbar-
ats’ block, and the noise aroused his watch
dog which barked loudly, as at some intru-
der. Mr. Brown did not then think the
matter sufficiently serious to arouse him tb
get up; but about an hour afterwards the
glare of the flames aroused him.

Mr. Guerin, who lived with his family in
the building, was awoke by the glare of the
flames on the gallery, in rear of his rooms,
but then the fire had obtained too much
headway to be got under.

The watchman employed by Mr. Desbarats
first observed the fire on the stairway in rear
of Miss Maguire’s millinery establishment,
He immediately gave the alarm, and set to
work to put the engine attached to thesprinte
ing office in running order. A:tache%to the
engine were two hose pipes to be used In case
offire. These were used, but from the great
rapidity with which the flames spread, owing
partly to the outbuildings in rear of
the whole block being of light wooden
structure, and the large stock of
paper in the establishment at the time,
which ignited through the rear windows, but
very little, if any, good was effected at all.
A slight idea of the astonishing rapidity
with which the flames spread may be ob-
tained, when we state that in about two
hours’ time from the alarm of fire the whole
structure was reduced to one tottering mass
of ruins, part of the walls fallen “in, and
almost the whole stock destroyed.

FURTHER PARTICULARS,

In addition to the necessarily hurried ac-
count we gave yesterday morning of the fire
which laid Desbarats’ block in ashes, we add
the following particulars :

INSURANCE.

On the building, valued at forty-eight
or fifty thousand dollars, there were
insurances effected to {he amount
of twenty-five thousand dollars, dis-
tributed among the following companies :
Provincial, Royal, Lancashire, and Queen,
The Lancashire will be the largest loger, the
risk in it being eight thousand dollars.

On the stock the total amount of insurance
was about forty thousand dollars, divided
mainly between the Provincial and three
Hartford companies, the Jitna, Home and
Hartford. -

After deducting sixty-five thousand dollars,
covered by insurance, Mr. Desbarats net loss
will be abouf $100,000.

Mrs, Trotter, of the Toronto House, had
effected an insurance on her furniture and

household effects, valued at $5,300, in the
Ztna, of Dublin, for §3,000; but it is doubt-
ful if her policy 18 worth a penny. If this be
the case, and we fear it is, her loss will be
1uinous,

Craig & McKenzie's stock was ncarly all
saved, and whatever loss they may have sus-
tained is fully covered by insurance in the
Home, of Hartford, for $2,000.

The Montreal Millinery establishment, kept
by Miss McGuire, together with the stock
and furniture, as well as the furniture and
clothing of Mr. Thos. Guerin, whese residence
was over the store, were almost entirely des-
troyed. The estimated value was $1,200, on
which there was no iusurance,

The Carleton House was insured in the
Home, of Hartford, for $1,200, and, we believe,
there was also an insurance on the stables of
$200.

The furniture, effectr, and stock, owned by
Mr. John Grabam, were insured in the Im-
perial for $1,000 which would, perhaps, have
covered his loss so far as the goods insured
arc coacerned, but the improvements made
by him, on and about the building, make
him, by his calculation, a loser of about
$1,200.

We regret tolearn that, in the excitement
and hurry occasioned by the fire, Mrs, Trotter
bad the mistortune to fall outside the door by
which she sustained a fracture of her left arm,
near the wrist. Under the care of Dr. McGil-
livray, however, she is progressing favourably,
and bears her double misfortune with com-
mendale fortitude.

Thomas Reynolds, Ezq, Manager of the St.
Lawrence and Ottawa Railway, was, we regret
to learn, a heavy loser. flis valuable furni-
ture and hous:hold effects, to the amount of
about three thousand dollars’ worth, was
destroyed.

The Hon. Mr. Rose, I'inance Minister,
residing with Mr. Reynolds, was disturbed
while engaged in writing a letter by the cry

" offire; and so suddenly did 1t approach Ex:t

he was unable to save some papers, letters,
and articles of minor value gcattered about
his room.

" Col. “Bernard, who ‘was also temporarily
sojourning with or, Keynolds, had to make a
hurried exit; but we believe his loss is com-
paratively trifling. 3

Lord Russell and severa! of the officers, and
the Lifle Br)ga e, were present at the fire, and
exerted themselves to the utmost in preserv-

\Sg order aad rendering assistince to the
sufferers.

The portion of the wall which we mentioned
as being dangerous while it stood, was thrown
down yesterday afternoon by means of gun-
powder, under the direction of Mr, Perry, City
Engineer, who called in the services
of Capt. Forgyth, and some of the men of his
battery. This was effectively accomplished
without accident. All of the frout wall now
remaining is that of the portion lately occupi-
ed by Mrs. Trotter, including the stone con-
taining the inscription commemorative of the
assassination of the late IMr. McGee. The
ruin of the once splendid building is complete,
and seldom, perhaps, has._the devouring ele-
ment made 50 great a wredk in so short a
time,

Yesterday morning Mr. Desbarats com-
menced arrangements for continuing his busi-
ness, in which, we understand, he was freely
assisted by the other establishments in the
city, so that as little public incoavenience as
possible, under the circumstances, may be ex-
pected to result from the calamity.

Tae Halifax Expr-e.s-'s: which hias ever been

a strong champion of the Union cause in
Nova Scotia, has in its issue of the 13th, an
article on “ accepting the situation,” in
which we rejoice to see that sound views are
enunciated as to the course the Union party
proper ought o pursue at the present junc-
ture of affairs.

tew of us could entertain much doubt that
such is the case,

Public attention at present is more particu-
larly directed to the action of what, for the
want ot a better term, we may call the Howe
party, or the party disposed to accept the
situation, provided some modification of the
terngs ot the Union can be obtained in favour
of Nova Scotia. We stated in a former article
that the continued existence of three political
perties in Nova Scotia was eimply an impos-
sibility, Che midtle party must eventually
make common cause either with the Repealers
or the supporters of Union, Looking at the,
present aspect of affairs, we think there can
be little doubt as to the Jirection in which the
amalgamation will take place, Every day is
making it more and more evident that the
prospect of Niepeal is a foregone conclusion.
The Local Executive have received an answer
to their 1nsolent and insulting minute of
council, just euch as might have been exe
pected. This answer sets at rest all hope of
any couutenance being extended to them by
the British Government ; ter though the Duke
of Buckingbam is no lenger Colonial Minister,
his successor, Lord Granville, has spoken out
not less decisively in favour of Union of these
colonies than any member of the former
Administration. Indeed the whole of the pree
£ent Cabiuet, with the single exception of Mr.
Brlght,_ 18 a8 strorgly committed to the
upholding of the policy of Confederation, as
were their predecessors who carcied it, The
idea of another Delegation, therefore, is simply
preposterous.  Nor do we think it likely that
even the present Local Go‘yemment will ven-
ture te throw away any more money on such a
fool’s errand, :

But the blow which has really struck them
down, which has left them without cohesion
or fixed policy, is the defection of Mr. Howe.
His remarkable ability, indomitable energy
and wonderful tact, gave the cause of Repeal |
both in this Province and in England,a position
and character it would never otherwise have
possesscd, Mr. Howe fought long and mantul-
ly, but was not presumptuous enough to be-
lieve that he could, by his unaided efforte,
overturn the fixed policy of the British Em-
pire. Accordingly on his return from the last
delegation he informed his friends that in his
opinion further efforts were hopeless; that
there were three courses open to them to as-
sert their independence, to seek annexation to
the States, or to endcavour to obtain better
terms for the Province if they were to remain
in the Union. The first proposal was out of
the question, the second he was not prepared
to support, so that it may be concluded that
Mr. Howe will bend his whole energies to the
sccuring of the best possible terms for the
Province, and upon this condition that he -
accepts the situation. In other words he be-
comes practically a Union man, prepared to
work out the great problem of Uuion, in such
a-maunner as will likely be most conducive to
the interests of the United.Colony,

The Repealers boast that they are etill a
unit, knowing and fesling at the same time
how hollow and baseless that boast is.

Weare convinced that at this moment four
fifths at lcast of what was the Anti-Union
party, are as one with Mr. Howe as to the only
policy which ought now to be pursued. There
are still many who refuse to avow what they
believe, but there can be no question that
every day the strength of the party who are
prepared to accept the situation is increasing.
The friends of Union are just as anxious to
secure improved terms if they can be obtained
as the most zealous of the Howe party; They
did the best they could at the time the origi=
nal terms of Union were settled, but that is no
reason why, with the experience of a year and
ahalf, they should not be as z:alous as any}
body clse to get “ better terms,

The interest and the object of these two
paities are, therefore, really identical; and in
order to command success they must sooner
or later, é,:d the soouer the better, work to-
gether as‘one. We trust, therefore, that Mr,
Howe's reporied mission to Portland, for the
purpose of entering into negotiations with the
Hon. Mr. Rose, will be a satisfactory and suc-
cessful one,

The interests of this Province and of the
Dominion require the services of Mr, Howe,
end it is to be hoped that the issue will be his
acceptance of office under the present Goveru-
ment. There is no reason we can see, when
we look at the conclusions at which he hasar-
rived, why such men as Sic John A. Macdonald,
Sir Geo. E, Cartier, 8, L. Tilly, Edward Kenny,
Adam G. Archiblfd, and Dr. Tupper, should
not work in harmony with the former cham-
pion of Repeal. All have, or ought to have,
one common object in view,—what will be
most conducive to the best interests of their
native country.

—The hundredth anniversary - of the
introduction ¢f vaccination in Kussia by
the Empress Catherine II. is to be cele-
brated in a few days s St. Petersburg:
A prize of 3,000 roubles (£400) is offered
by the Government on this occasion for
the best history of vaccination. The com-
petition is to be open to all Europe, and
the history may be written in any modern

European language.
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OUR EASTERN POLICY.

The Timcs believes the policy which
Great Britain has followed on the Eastern
question to be in the main wise and pru-
dent, and, though it may no doubt
require modifications from time to
time, its general tenor need ot
be departed from. In a few words,
it is to support the independence
of the Sultan’s empire, at the same
time to insist, in common with the other
oreat Powers, and particularly with
France, on the absolute equality of the
Sultan’s subjects before the law. It is not
our duty to enter into the religious or
national animosities of the Greeks. No
doubt they have had plenty of provoca.
tion in times past, and the Turks must
not be surprised if the sins of fathers are
visited upon them in the form of an irre-
nressible hatred on the part of men of
the Greek race. Every old man can, re-
member the massacre of Sgio and the
campaign of Ibrahim Pasha in the Mo-
vea ; and, of course, the atrocities of the
time are not palliated in the narratives
current among the Greeks. But the fe-
rocious old Turks of those days are in
sheir graves or near them, and the policy
of the empire is so completely changed
that the Musselman ruler is now much
more of King Log than King Stork.
There is nothing that one can see to pre-
vent the various races and religions from
living in harmony together, if the
areat Powers which desire the peace of
the East do their duty in urging the re-
forms which remain to be accomplished.
Our true policy is to bring men of all
religions under the influence of civiliza-
tion, and this will be hopeless if we ac-

quiesce in the principle that any hostili-
ties, under any conditions of treachery
and duplicity, are permissable against a
sovereign or a population which is with-
out the Christian pale.

THE MACKONOCHIE CASE.

The Daily News points out the cffect
of the judgment in Martio vs. Mackono-
chie as at once more restricted and more
oxtensive than some people have supposed.
In prohibiting the particular practices
instanced, it Eaavcs the substance of rit-
ualistic worship untouched. The ¢ high
celebration” at St. Albans will be shorn
of some of its splendour, but in its gen-
cral character 1t will be identical with
what it has hitherto been. It will convey
the same doctrine to the minds of the
worshippers, and symbolize the same act
on the part of the clergy. And further,
the judgment has on one point made the
course of the evangelical clergy one of
some dificulty. The long disuse of
vestments would probably be accepted by
any court as a sufficient reason for non-
compliance with the rubric which pre-
scribes them. But the direction to the
priest to stand ¢ before the table” has
now for the first time been ruled to dpply
w0 the whole Prayer of Consecration.
Now that this interpretation has been
unexpectedly put upon the rubric, at the
instanee of the evangelical clergy, they
will have to consider whether they intend
to obey the judgment themselves, or to
be content with making the ritualists
obey it,

The Standard admits that there is no
apparent reason, if this judgment is in-
voked, why the Archbishop of York and
Dean MeNeile, for instance, should not
he compelled by foree of law henceforth
to celobrate Holy Communion “stand-
mg before the table.” On the other
hand, there are very strong arguments of
expediency which should restrain  the
sitanlists from any violent action of this
kind. Tt is for them, and even more
for non-ritualistic High Churchmen, to
consider whether it is desirable that a
particular form of ceremonial implying
the acceptance of a specific doctrme
should not be imposed by sheer foree of
law upon clergymen who wholly reject
that doetrine. There is another and
more practical reason why the ritualists
<hould refrain from pressing to the utter-
most such power of reprisals as the
judgment gives them. They are in a
minority, and the bare attempt to convert
the decision into an engine of torture
against their opponents will bring about
a ery for legislation in a sense hostile to
themsclves.  The ritualists must give
way. They must comply with the terms
of the judgment, aad at the same time,
asa matter of prudence, they must refrain
from pressing its corollaries against their
opponents. On the other hand, equally
.as a matter of pradence, those who have

-

provoked a judgment so disastrous to their
own position must enjoy their triumph
without provocative ostentation.

The Telegraph remarks that while
some of the itualistic clergy have de-
clared that they will respect the law,
others with equal honesty admit that they
must either obey it or leave the ckurch,
and they prefer to depart. One can
honour géth these classes, though one
may doubt the wisdom of the men who
would quit the church without making
an effort to change its decrees. But an
offence alike against honour and againsi
law is committed by the ecclesiastics who
declare in one and the same breath that
‘they will ncither surrender their office
as anglican clergymen, nor obey the dic-
tates of the legal courts. It cannot be
said that the church does not recognize
“the authority of the judicial committee.
The church as established by law—the
church as a temporal institution—is the
creation of Parliament, and the Par-
liament which secured the temporalities
of the chureh also instituted the judicial
committce. It is utterly illogical to re-
cognize the binding force of articles and
formularics which rest on act of Par-
liament, and yet to dispute the authority
of a tribunal which has precisely the same
origin, Nor even on their own grounds
can the ritualists deny the authority of
the judicial committee. To it they ap-
pealed in the Gorham case ; to it they
appealed in the case of “Essays and
Reviews ;” to it they appealed in the
case of Dr. Colenso; and to it, through
Mr. Mackonochie, they appealed in‘the
present instance.

The Daily News doubts whether in a
new suit the Privy Council would press
the law more hardly against the ritualists
than they have done. Indeed the evan-
gelical party might find the tables some-
what turned upon them. Again, if Par-
liament could be persuaded to legislate
on the subject, which is very question-
able, the inevitable consequence of such
legislation would be the formation of a
free church. In the eyes of the high
church party the rubrics are invested
with a twotold claim on their obedience.
The book which contains them is the
creation of the church, and has the sanction
of the state, An attempt on the part of
the latter to substitute'a creation of its
own for this double product would at once
drive high churchmen to make their
choice between the two authorities, and
in that case the majority would decide,
with little or no hesitation, to obey the
church rather than the state. A free
church movement could not possibly be
started with more favourable chances.
The question to be determined would no
no longer relate to the dress of the clergy,
it would involve the far wider issue, shall

~a purely ecclesiastical ~matter be-

settled by the Legislature of a mixed
state-? Unless one greatly overrates the
consistency of the high church party, for
Parliament to say yes to the inquiry
would be tantamount to a disruption of
the Church of England.

OUR KELATIONS WITH CHINA.

The Standard observes that any for-
mal engagemént not to undertake hostile
measures in China, till the difficulty,
whatever it might be, had been referred
to the Home Government in England,
would have a very disastrous -effect.
According to that arrangement the
Chinese Government would be certain
of three or four months’ impunity, no
matter what outrages it might commit.
If half the members of the British lega-
tion at Pelin cven were seized by the
native authorities and thrown into prison
or put to the torture, the British Minister
would have to refer the ¢ difficulty” to
London, and wait from Christmas to May
before he could lift a finger to compel
the liberation of his colleagues. Such a
mad promise &s that which is talked ot
wouhr be tantamount to the withdrawal
ot every British man-of-war from Chinese
waters.  What would be the use of an ad-
miral and fleet ou the coast of China if
they were never, under any circumstances,
to act on their own responsibility, but in
all cases were to remain torpid till news ot
any outrage could be sent home to this
country, and orders on the subject re-
ceived from the Home Government ?

The Unlon Pacific Rallroad.

OmAnA, January 25.—One thousand miles of
the Union Pacific railroad is now finished and
in operation. The Central Pacific Railroad
Company huving built 500 miles, but 260
miles remain to be built. There is now no
doubt that the entire line to tho Pacific will
be opened early this spring.
