CANADIAN ARTISANS,

The members of the large and pros-
perous society of French-Canadian
Artisans celebrated their annual fes-
tival on Sunday last, when over
fifteen hundred took part in the
proceedings.

In the forenoon there was a pro-
cession from the society’s headquar-
ters, at the corner of Notre Dame
and St. Francois Xavier streets, to
the Church of St. Louis de France,
where a religious service was held.
Each section of the society had its
flags and banners, and five bands
marched in the procession. Bishop
Emard, of Valleyfield, officiated at !
the service, and the sermon was
given by the Rev. Abbé Perrier, who
spoke on civil and religious duties of
the citizen.

In the afternoon a banquet was
held in the large hall of the St. Jean
Baptiste College, under the chairman-
ship of Mr. Alfred Lambert, general
president of the organization.

This society, founded in 1876, now
numbers nearly twenty-nine thousand
members in Canada and the United
States. It has a reserve fund of
seven hundred thousand dollars, and
has already paid over two million
dollars to the heirs of deceased mem-
bers.

Archbishop Bruchesi, who is the
chaplain of the Society, paid an of-
ficial visit to the members assembled
in convention on Tuesday afternpon.
The President, Mr. Lambert, thanked
‘His Grace for the interest taken by
him in the work of the society, and
for his presence on this occasion.
The Archbishop congratulated the
members on their past progress and
wished them continued success for
the future. He said that it gave
him much pleasure to support the
proposal that women should be ad-
mitted to sharé in the benefits of
the Society. His Grace also made
a strong appeal on behalf of tem-
berance, expressing the desire that
every member should join the tem-
perance society.
