Last summer a meeting took place in

New York of thoughtful and pious Jews,
who desired to retain their religious ob-
servances, but to adapt them to the
necessities of the present day. The chief
change advocated was the great one of treat-
ing Sunday as the Sabbath. At the present
time the Jews, who have increased enorm-
ously in the larger cities on this continent,
find that it is necessary to modify the ob-
servance of the Sabbath; those men and
women employed in business or offices are,
by force of circumstances, excused, and as
Sunday is a holiday, but not a holy day with
them, the race is gradually casting off all
obedience to the Fourth Commandment,
and worst of all, encouraging by their ex-
ample their Gentile neighbours to do so too.
A similar society, called the Jewish Religi-
ous Union, exists in England and is especi-
ally strong among the cultivated class in
London. For several years past the FEng-
lish Jewish leaders have been discussing
ways and means of strengthening their faith.
