In every household during the night at least 
one of the family keeps fwake, while others 
sleep with their wearing apparel on and with 
every preparation for instant flight. Mrs. 
Uplinger told the leporler that this morning 
while her family were breakfasting the house 
shook to its foundations and tottered, caus­
ing so much of a commotion as to rattle the 
dishes. Of course they made a precipitous 
flight. The damage already sustained is 
great, but at any moment the news may 
come of the settlement being bnried in ruins.
