The initiative for the conference
was taken by Asquith and not by the
King, and according to these Vnion-
ists. the Premier’'s one and only ob-
ject was to gain time to prevent the
Provisional Government of be-
ing constituted until after Parliament
adjourned, thus avoiding the criti-
cism of his followers and a possible
defeat on a division.

“If the Premier can carry out this
plan,” a prominent Unionist said,
probably can safely weather the
political storm until Parliament is
dissolved in its natural course in
1915.

“Ulsterites,” he said, “are running
short of money, the organization of
the volunteers having cost a tremen-
dous sum. Ulster business —men,
whose trade has been badly disor-
ganized by the crisis are unable to
subscribe any more, but he won’t suc-
ceed,” added this Unionist.

No Delay

the Leader of the Op-
position in the Commons, has been
given to understand he must brook
no delay in negotiations.

Carson, the Leader of the Ulster-
ites, took the calling of the conference
calmly, told his colleagues it could
make no difference in his attitude,
and added he had yet to hear an
answer to the challenge to the Cab-
inet to “Give us clean cut or come
fight us.”

He said that under no circum-
stances would he accept less than the
exclusion of Ulster from the provis-
ions of the Home Rule Bill. Sir Ed-
ward added he could do nothing else,
as he had given his promise to the
covenanters and he intended to stand
by that promise.

The Parliamentary Labor Party
strongly disapproved of King George’s
intervention in a political controver-
sy even with the laudable object of
settling the Irish question, and have
asked Asquith to inform the King
what they think of his action.

New York, July 18.—The aeroplane
flight around the world planned as

plies - with the requirements for the
sanction very soon. The bank has
not yet guaranteed to pay the prizes
to the winners of the proposed race
upon the notification of the Contest
Committee of the Aero Club.

The Royal Aero Club of Great Brit-
ain sent the following cable to the
Aero Club of America:

“Have you sanctioned around-the-
world aero race? Is prize money
deposited? Cable to-day. Aerodom.”

MR. COAKER’S LOG.

UR readers, generally, will be
much interested in Mr. Coaker’s
log of his present voyage north

in the Union motor boat “F.P.U.” see-
ing that it gives a careful and de-
tailed account of the season’s codfish-
ery, based on facts as the Union Presi-
dent finds them at the various places
visited.

Mr. Coaker has the advantage of
visiting the scenes and of conversing
with the fishermen themselves so
that his accounts of the fishery along
our eastern coast may be accepted as
absolutely correct.

And what a discouraging tale he
has to tell.

There is scarcely a single bright
rift in the black cloud.

Everywhere he learnt that the catch
of codfish is small; that little as the
traps have done, the hook and line
men have done still less.

Yet this is the time of the caplin
“scull” when our men, in ordinary
seasons, would be reaping their chief
harvest from the sea.

As for the lobster fishery it is about
the worst on record.

“Newfoundland,” asserts Mr. Coaker,
“needed.-a good fishery this year, but it
will prove one of the worst for 50
yvears.” :

These are heavy tidings, indeed, and,
as the President oif the Union re-
marks, the phenomenally small fish-
ery this season will force many of our
men to look for employment in the
fall to give them the wherewithal to
provide for the coming winter.

It is, therefore, incumbent on the
Government to prepare for this con-
tingency. Everything should be ar-
ranged for-a couple of months employ-
ment on the branch railways this
: otherwise there will be much
destitution in the families of the three
or four thousand men whose wages
from this season’s fishery will be very
small indeed.

THE MODERN HOME

UR idea of a home to-day is
that of a boarding house
where people lodge, and sleep

The menace to the nation from the
apartment house, where children are
not desired because of the trouble
they entail, was also referred to, the
preacher characterizing it as “a blot-
ting out of the purpose of holy matri-
mony and a shirking of responsibili-
ties to the State.”

There* is much, too much, truth in
these observations of Dr. Sweeney.

We, unfortunately, have too many
object lessons before our own eyes.
Children in both outports and city
are allowed to remain outdoors ai
their own sweet will, and the result
is conducive to neither good morals
nor to disciplined life and conduect.

Far better were the old days whe!
the evening lamp saw
within doors; when mother was re-
spected and obeved and father was
an absolute autocrat in the family.

We owe very little thanks to the
phase of modern life which sees the
‘emancipation’ even of children
whose minds are untrained
unformed habits are
ted to develop and to
from the love
mother’'s admonitions
disciplinary methods.

If the home be indeed the trainine-
ground of the nation, then, we fear
many of our future citizens will by
and by know but little of their duties
to their neighbors,, to the state and
to themselves.

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NAVAL VYOLUNTEERS
INCE receiving official
tion from the Federal Govern-
ment, the Naval Voluntee:
movement in Canada is rapidly grow-
ing in both popularity and strength.

From both the Eastern and West-
ern Coasts of the Dominion comes
the news that almost any number oi
men can be enrolled, most of them
desirable as members of a naval
force,

Members of the force must
tween 18 and 45 years of age, and
will sign on for a three-year term
with the privilege of renewing for
similar terms. Anvone who finds it
impossible to continue in the servic«
for any reason can obtain his dis
charge by giving 14 days’ notice i«
his commanding officer in
returning all government propert
he may have in good condition and
paying the sum of $15,
amount coming to him for
efficiency allowance.

In time of war naval volunteer:
may be called upon by the Federal
Government to take an active shar:
in the naval defence of the Dominion
to serve on board HM. " or H.M.CC
ships, to take part in mine-sweepineg
at defended ports, supplement th«
operating staffs at wireless stations
man signal stations, supply examin-
ing personnel at port stations, col-
glect naval intelligence, man auxiliar
steamships engaged by the Dominion
act as censors of wireless messages
and countless other duties.

The men will be paid in time o
peace for drills to the number of 40
and afor an annual training of ter
days. The rates of pay correspond
with those paid in the militia, witl
allowances for efficiency and i«
special trades.

Every man must be put in a min-
imum of 20 drills of one hour each i1
the course of the year, and may take
two of them in one day.

CAPITAL

HE United States of America
hold the record for the imposi-
tion of capital punishment on

condemned criminals, there being
more of this class put to death in the
Republic each year than in all the
other countries of the civilised world
together.

For example, in ten months, dur-
ing the year 1912 there were one hun
dred and twenty-eight executions ir
the U.S.A.; in England, during the
same period, there were thirty-seven.

Maybe the number of crimes which
the laws of each country provide
shall be punished with the death pen-
alty, have something to do with the
number of executions.

The lawe of the United States pre-
scribed capital punishment for eleven
crimes. In England only four
crimes are punishable by hanging
and five each in France and Austra.

For years there has been a great
and growing opposition to the in-
fliction of the death penalty for any
breach of the laws and as a result
capital punishment has been abol-
ishd in a number of countries. These
include Ttaly, Portugal, most ol
Switzerland, Holland, Tuscany, - San
Marino, Roumania, Belgium, Ven-
ezuela, Columbia, Ecuador, Costa
