The Handling of .the case 
and the treatment of the pleas of the 
American and Spanish ministers for 
clemency in Miss Edith Cavell’s case 
show the utmost contempt not only 
for these gentlemen and their gov­
ernments, but for the humane senti­
ment of the civilized world.

“The deed explains, as Louvain and 
the Lusitania had explained before it, 
why America condemns and hates 
German militarism. In the light of 
the full and clear statement of Minis­
ter Whitlock and Secretary Gibson 
this shocking affair brings forward 
into the light not only a brutal piece 
of woman-killing but a positive af­
front to the United States in the per­
son of a diplomatic representative Mr 
Whitlock, whose disinterested ser­
vice for humanity has been as the 
shadow of a great rock in a weary 
blood-stained land. Will President 
Wlison have something to say about 
this affront?”

Trade in this coup try of infinite 
possibilities has faltered for many 
yeayp under the oppressive rule of 
the Turk. Revenue to the Govern­
ment was often assessed at half the 
produce of the land, and the only 
saving clause vvas that some of the 
more powerful landowners were ac­
customed to refuse to pay revenue at 

Still, the Turkisn Government 
had their own methods of jogging the 
memories of the îecalcitrant, and 
there are few Sheikhs or large land- 
owners who have not served terms of 
imprisonment in Constantinople, 
varying in length form two to 20 
years, for arrears of revenue, often 
contracted by ztheir predecessors. The 
production of grain, where every es­
sential for its successful production 
exists, was discouraged by strangling 
taxation, and the frequent action of 
the Turkish Government in placing 
an embargo on export did not tend 
to encourage trade in grain or in any 
other commodity.

The export of dates to Europe and 
America is the chief source of wealth 
on the lower stretches of the river. 
Picking and packing the dates oc­
cupies two or three months of the 
year, and the season is in full swing 
during September. Profits are large, 
and as the dates need little care of 
cultivation, and a sufficient liveli­
hood is easily come by,*a more than 
ordinary dislike of work character­
izes the inhabitants of this part of 
the country, and an independence 
which is rare’y to met met with in 
other highly-populated countries of 
the East.

During the first half of the year ex­
cessive floods inundated all the coun­
try in which operations were taking 
place. An amphibious sort of war­
fare was the result, where soldiers of 
the British and Indian Armies 
sailors of the Royal Navy met one 
another halfway in a form of fightifig 
which at least had this merit—-that 
no official text-book has ever been 
published on the subject.

The floods have subsided now, and 
north and west of the marshes which 
surround Kuril a the country opens 
out into a valley of luxuriant pas- 
ture JLand, where herds of cattle and 
horses and flocks of sheep meet the 
eye wherever it turns. To the east, 
faintly outlined in blue, the Perso- 
Bakhtiari Hills are visible, 
intersect the great Tigris valley in 
all directions, while every now and 
then ruins of an ancient work bear 
record of some long past civiliza­
tion. Encampments of wandering 
Beduin are dotted about here and 
there, and hordes of naked children 
play along the hanks of the canals. *

Before the war the Arabs used to 
vary the monotony of their peaceful 
lives by firing on trading steamers 
as they passed up and down the 
great waterways. They have learnt 
to treat with more respect the armed 
boats which ply there now, but 
among the Expeditionary Force it is 
still an axiom of the art of preserv­
ing life that an Arab shall never be 
allowed to approach too close. We 
have lost too many good men from 
Arab treachery to forget the lesson.

They are fight­
ing like fatalists. Women are flght- 
side by side with the men. Boys and 
girls are dying beside their parents. 
The Serbian army has been augment­
ed by practically every 
citizen, male and female, capable of 
bearing arms. Few prisoners 
taken. It is a fight to death.

Inch by inch what ifc gained by 
Teuton and Bulgar is captured at a 
frightful cost—as deadly to the in­
vaders as to the defenders. All of 
the energies of General Mackensen 
are being put to the test. His Galic­
ian campaign was child's play com­
pared with is desperate attempt to 
cross Serbia.

Twice the German commander has 
asked for reinforcements. Three 
army corps, 120,000 men, have al­
ready arrived from Germany, 
they are not really reinforcements— 
they merely suffice to fill up the gaps 
that have been made by the Serbians 

in their desperate defence.
The Germans losses hare been en­

ormous but those of the Serbians are 
probably greatei. The pitiable part 
of it is that among their dead left 
on the battlefields are many women, 
girls and boys.

The fight for possession of the 
town of Vranya was one of the most 
bloody in warfare—ancient or mod­
ern. The Bulgarians finally occupied 
it, but after frightful cost. The Serbs 
defended the place until practically 
the last man died fighting. The de­
fence was completely wiped out. The 
victory cost the Bulgars ten thou­
sand lives. The town was little mere 
than a mine field, and defendants and 
assailants were often blown up to­
gether.

States ml Paris INSIST ON BRITISH SUITS.\m
u ♦pARIS, , Oct. 27.—The experiments 

which resulted in the successful 
transmission this week of the hu­
man voice by vviioie.ss telephone be­
tween Arlington, Virginia, and tin 
Eiffel Tower, here, were begun last 
June at the request of the Naval 
Bureau at Washington.

Lieut. Commander W. R. Sayles, 
îtfaval Attache at the American Em­
bassy to France, conducted the ex­
periments on this side of the ocean 
and he was assisted by H. S. Shrevé 
of the American Telephone and Tele­
graph Company who brought the ap­
paratus from the United States.

Although the Eiffel Tower is con­
stantly in use for military telegra­
phy, the French Government readily 
agreed to suspend all communication 
both from the Eiffel Tower and from 
other French wireless stations at in­
tervals, so as to give the Americans 
every opportunity., The experiments 
even-went on during the battle of 
Champagne. ^

Col. Ferrie, an electrical special­
ist in the French army, has given 
much time personally to- watching 
the experiments and he made a sug­
gestion, which is said to have un­
doubtedly resulted Wednesday in the 
receipy'fram Washington of messages 

of considerable length with the ut­
