“SPANISH INFLUENZA’

(Issued by the Department of the
Public Health, Nova Scotia.)

In the last issue of the “Quarterly
Bulletin” the opinion was expressed
that ' this province: was . unlikely to
escape an invasion by the ‘condition
known as Spanish Influenza, which
at that time had for some months
prevailed in epidemic form through-
out Europe. Unfortunately the pre-
diction has been fulfilled. The dis-
ease has found its way to the North
American Continent, and has become
epedimic in many localities. {Nova
Scotia has not escaped, and from sev-
eral parts of the provinceithas been
reported as quite prevalent.

The condition resembles in many
particulars the old fashioned la grip-
pe, 'but the bacteriological investig-
ations which have been made have
shown the influenza bacillus to be
present in but a smafl percentage of
cases, while the respiratory tract, are
quite common. z

Clinically the disease has been char-
acterized by an acute onset, symptoms
developing with such rapidity that
the victim may have to stop work
within a few minutes. Pains in the
head,back and other parts of the body,
dizziness and' weakness, slight sore-
ness of the throat and sensitiveness
to light are coomimonly 'complained
of. The temperature rises quiek6
to 103 or 104 F. Movements of the

of the whites of the eyes, are not in-
frequently noticed. L

As a rule the attack is of short dur-
ation, but it is important to note that
relapse is not uncommon, so the pa-
tient -should  be warned -against' too
early a return to duty. Odceasion-
ally the course is somewhat erratic,
with an irregular fever which may
be. due to bronchitis, bronchiolitisy
bronchopneumonia or a bacterial in-
vasion of the blood streanf. The
respiratory tract usually bears the
brunt of the attack. Cases of gastro-
intestinal type are unusual, and
the diagnosis of gastro-intestinal

likelihood .of distrubance of the di-

In contrast with previous
experien¢es with influenza, serious
complications and disabling seque-

In treatment, rest in bed is requis-
ite and should not be abandoned too
soon. A preliminary purge is'advise:d.
Aspirin and the salicylates give }-ehef
from the .discomfort, but care is to
be ‘exercised :in the.use of any drug
which “may add- to ‘depression, and
such drugs should be tgken only up-
on_.a physician's advice. )
Crowding and imperfect vergtllat-
ion appear to have a marked influ-
ence in:speading the disease. Free
ventilation is therefore imperatwe.as
a preventive measure. The infective
element is given eff particulgrly in
the discharges from the respiratory
tract. Such discharges should cop-
sequently he promptly destroved, and
every effort should be made to limit
the issuance of the organisms in'?he
spray caused: by coughing, sneezing
and loud speaking. Prophylaxis is
therefore similar to that in any in-
factious respiratory condition. Doubt-
less mahy cases of the disease are so
mild that the victim does not lay up,
but goes about spreading the infect-
ion, Hence the.need for:constantly
wging everyone to pay strict heed
to the small rhyme;

Murdoch MacKinnon, who was heli-
daying at the Coast, received word of
his appointment as a Chaplain with
the Canadian forces, his duties to be-
gin at Calgary. . Dr. MacKinnon,
who had some time ago offered him-
self for this work, at once accepted
the commission and forwarded his re-
signation of the pastorate of Knox
Church, Regina, to the Clerk of Re-
gina Presbytery.

The resignation was dealt with at

THE TORPEDOED MISSANABIE
An Atlantic Port, Sept. 30.
Three Canadian officers, Captain
W. MacKenzie, Lt. W. S. Anderson,
and Lt . A. E. Coapman, wha were
on the Canadian Pacific ‘Liner ‘Miss-
anbie, when she was sunk, by a sub-
marine, on Sept. 9, off the English
coast arrived here today with several
survivors of the crew ons their way
home to Canada. ‘The officers said
that the Migsanabie, was struck_hy
two torpedoes on the starboard side,
one’in the engine roon¥ atwd-one, fur~
ther aft, which blew a big hole in her
side, thru which the sea poured so
rapidly that the vessel went down
stern first, in seven minutes.
The attack was made at eleven o’-
clock in the morning without warning
and there was a hevy sea running,
There were only about sixty. passen-
gers on board, the officers said, and
there was no difficulty in getting the
life boats away from the port side.
Some capzized, after leaving the ship,
and ten passengers and forty of the
crew, were drowned. including  the
two stewardresses and chief officer.

WAR LOAN BONDS NON-TAX-
ABLE.
United States Secretary of the Tres-
ury McAdoo is asking Congress fer
legislation to éxempt war bonds fromj
taxation up to $30,000 for the period
of the war and for a limited time there-
after.
Mr. McAdoo finds this neeessary in
attempting to float his Fourth Lib-
erty Loan, as it was said that the war
Loans-'in the United States weuld
hereafter  be ‘tazablé bonds.  This
certainly backs up the position of the
Canadian Finance Minister, when he,
in spite of the most powerful oppes-
ition’ starts his new War Loan with
issues of non-taxable bonds.

Bulgaria were in the
hands of the Allfes, and that Germany
was cut off forever from the East.,
(and the Huns’ pipe-dream of an East-
ern Empire. blown off into thin air)
some of our true blue loyalists could
stand it no longer, and they said this
first favorable break in the War for
four years must be commemorated a
bit.

So Chief Stewart of the Fire and
Brigade and Bandsmaster Elliott were
nterviewd and both were redy to do all
they could to let the Bulgars know that
their “throwing up the sponge in fa-
vor of Britain and her Allies, was du-
ly appreciated in the town of Truro,
N. 8.

At eight o’cl ock BandsmasterElliott
had his men in .line, pretty quick
work too;and they heded a procession
of our Fire Brigade with their full ap-
paratus paraphernalia, and many
automobiles thru Prince- Street to Vie-
toria Square and; return.

It 'was entirely informal and not in

any record -breaking type.. It was
to let the citizens know, that the
Firemen, Bandsmen and others were
right in this War heart and soul and
when anything extra gooll happens,
like a nation with a population of
5,500,000 and with an army of over
800,000 men, leaving the blood-thirs-
ty Old Kaiser, it is not going to go
by unnoticed in this loyal Hub of
Nova Scotia .

It is now history that when the
Bulgarians “threw up the sponge’’ and
cried “Komerade’’ in the Great War
at noon on Sept 30, 1918 the town of
Truro at eight o’clock on the same
evening duly celebrated the event
with a Band and Fire Brigade process-
ion.

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ANTHONY DIMOCK DIED SUD-
DENLY AT - PEEKAMOOSE,
NEW YORK.

-G reat Financler at One Time—Na-
turalist and Writer—Born In
Yarmouth, N. S.

The Daily Journal of Elizabeth,
New Jersey in its issue of Sept. 12 has
the following biografical sketch of a
great Elizabethan, Anthony Weston
Dimock, who was born in"Yarmouth,
N. S.—a son of the late Rev. Anthony
V. Dimock, and a nephew of Rev. D.
W. C. Dimock, M. A. of Truro, N. S.

One of the most noted naturalists
in America, Anthony E. Dimock, for
many years a resident of Elizabeth,
died suddenly last evening at his at-
tractive home in Peekamoose, N. Y.
Mr. Dimock was 76 years of age, and
his life from early boyhood had been a
remarkable one. He was the eldest
of a family of several children, and
his two brothers and sister reside here—
George E. Dimock, of North Board
street; Arthur Dimock, of Cherry
Street, ,nd Mrs. John M. Dudley, of
West Grand Street. Mr. Dimock had
beem a widower for a number of years.
Two of his six children survive him—
Mrs. Archibald Barklie, of Jefferson
avenue, this city, and Julian A. Dim-
ock, of Corinth, Vt.

Peekamoose has been the mecea of

literary folk and lovers of the great|:

outdoors, and scores of people have in
recent years found delight in gathering
about this noted man, to whom the
coming of years seemed to bring only
an enriched vision and a mellowness
of spirit.  Qut of the storehouse of a
remarkable memory cencerning re-
markable experiences he was able to
tell of hunting the buffalo on the plains
of stalking the deer, of ‘all the many
things that go to make up the adven-
turous life of the hunter., Mr. Dim-
ock could also unfold for his hearers
the story of Wall Street in the early
days, for when he was a young man
he was closely identified with the
street and all its operations. When
only 22 years of age he wrote ‘out His
check for a million dollars, and at the
age of 23 was a leading figure in the
life of the great financial center.,
Photographic Achlevements

Mr. Dimock has given much acten-
tion to photography, and the story
of his achievements in this field have
gone afar. Reproductions of some
of his remarkable photographs of wild
animals and the fish of the sea have
called forth much praise and wide
comment. Great as were all of these
pictures, the chief meed of praise has
‘gone to Mr. Dimock’s photograph of
the tarpon in leaping position. So
far as known he is the only man who
has ever taken such a picture, -

A number of books remain to Mr,
Dimock’s credit, and his facility with
the pen was not less pleasing than that
which marked his efforts with the
camera. He leaves an unfinished
volume on which he had been working
for several weeks. His most largely
circulated book has been “Wall Street
and the Wilds,” in which the writer
cleverly linked the life of commerce
and trade and the life of nature and
the woods, recording his experiences
in both fields.

Having travelled extensively in
Florida, Mr. Dimock was able to
write of the beauties of the Southland
and he brought out a number of years
ago, “Florida Enchantments.” A
series of books popular with boys and
which have had wide distribution tell
of Mr. Dimock’s own adventures
among the Semionles, ‘in the Ever-
glades, in the North and at other
points, and “The Dick Boys” series
will doubtless continue to hold the in-
terest and enthusiasm of boys for many
years to come.

Close Friend of Burroughs.

Mr. Dimock numbered among his
friends many men of wide reputation
and ‘ marked  usefdlness. He and
John Burroughs, the well known natur-
alist, were congenial spirits, and they
spent many hours together. . He was
a devoted member of the Camp-Fire
organization and did much for its ad-
vancement. As far back as 1872,
the confidences and .esteem of other
writers in the work and life of Mr

bf a handsome bronze. Among the
donors were William ‘Cullen Bryant
the eminent poet; Rev. Henry W.
Beecher, the great pulpiteer, and John
Hay, later Secretary of State. | Mr.
Dimock has always highly prized this
gift. ' He enjoyed also the friendship
of a number of prominent statesmen,
among them General Grant and sev-
eral of the Presidents of the United
States. To the last he retained his
warm interest in all the diversified
currents of the Nation’s life and litera-
ture, and he'was physically and men-
tally alert.

The death of Mr. Dimock has re-
called to the minds of the older Eliza-
beth people his sonnection with the de-
velopment of the city. Through his
influence and active financial aid
many miles of streets were laid out
and scores of houses erected, - Mr.
Dimock’s own house being what was
for many years called the Dimock
mansion, the large brownstone dwell-
ing that later was sold to Joseph Bat-
tin and’ by blm presented to the city

for high schpol purposes. "When the
present highischool building was to be
erected the house was razed. There
are, however, many houses still stand-
ing that were built during the Dimock
boom, notably the French roof dwell-
ings in the South Broad street section,
which was then dubbed “Quality Hill”
Mr. Dimock was born in Yarmouth
Nova Scot ia,August 27, 1842. He
was graduated from Philips Academy
Andover, Mass., in 1859, and in 1872
received the A. M. degree from Col-
umbia University, now Georgetown
University. Mr. Dimock married Miss
Helen Weston in 1865.° Her death
occurred in 1901, and in 1909 Mr.
Dimock married Miss Leila B. Allen
then of 840 North Broad street, this
city. Mrs. Dimock was deeply in-
terested in her husband’s literary ef-
forts. She also has considerable
ability along thisline. She wasfor a
time the editor of a Presbyterian mis-
sionary publication, “Over Sea and
JLang ',"m,u:l recently wns_the__guthor of
'a study’book’op missions,”* 7" |
, Mr, Dimock's Elizabeth friends
have followed with pleasure 'his re-
cord along the many lines of endeavour
in which he was interested, and they
have rejoiced in his successes, read his
books ‘and enjoyed the hospitality of
the host and hostess at Peekamoose.

Mine is only one of, them, but I det
sire to express my feelings, becausa he
was, in a sense my father in the faith.
He received me into the Church; it
was under his ministry that I decided

In his preaching, Dr. Archibald was
strong and fearless—every discourse
was instructive and inspiring. Some-
times didactic preaching becomes dry
and heavy, but his thoughts were ex-
pressed with such glowing fervor, and
couched in such choice language, that
it was a delight and privilege to listen
tohim. He had a strong and pleasant
voice, he spoRe without manuscript
notes, or previous writing, but never
showed disorder in his plan, or turned
back in the middle of a sentence. His
distinguishing characteristics as a
speaker were his moral earnestness,
and missionary zeal. He was no
strong believer in all the ‘special’ ef-
forts of our day, although he always
supported every honest attempt for the
good of the kingdom. He believed,
and the results vindicated him that if
a minister were faithful in the regular
and ‘ordinary,duties of his office there
would: be little need for extraordinary
budget campaigns, and such like.
