It also
proves to the child what he can real-
ly do and directs his atention to the
great capabilities wrapped up in his
brain, just waiting to be found and
developed.

The concentration of the mind nec-
cessary in the successful doing of the
work, the overcoming of obstacles
always met with in the work, the
fair and honest preparation of ex-
hibits made by the child’s own efforts

\| all tend to develop character.

The hearty co-operation of parents
is solicited. Give the child a little
plot of ground all his own for his
geeds, also a corner somewhere for a
workshop. Help the little girl to
make a choice of sewing, cooking,
etc., for the exhibition. A little on-
couragement and sympathy from the
parents means so much to the child.
Kindly encourage honesty in the pre-
paration of exhibits or one of the
great aims of the fair will be de-
feated.

Lesson IV. April 27, 1919.

The Holy Spirit Odr Helper.—John
16: 7-15; Acts 2: 1-18.

Commentary.—I. The promised Com-
forter (John 16: 7-15). In the course
of the last extended conversation Jesus
had with his disciples before his be-
trayal, in speaking to them of his
departure from them, he declared that
it was to their advantage that he
should go away, for by his leaving
them he would send to them the, Com-
forter. the Holy Spirit, who would
abide with them. He would reprove
the world of sin, of righteousness af}d
of judgment. He would be faithful in
his work of showing men their truc
condition and their needs. The Holy
Spirit would also be a faithful guide
and would lead the disciples and all
who would follow him into all truth.
Christ in his bodily presence was with
his dizciples only as they were all in
one plice, but the Holy Spirit would
be with all who received him in all
places, at all times. He would glorify
the Father and would call to the re-
menibrance of the disciples all that
Jesus had said to them.

II. The coming of 'the Holp Spirit
(Acts 2: 1-11). 1, Day of Pentecost—
The three principal feasts among the
Jews were the Passover, Pentccost and
the, feast of the Tabernacles. At each
of these feasts all Jewish males be-
tween the ages of twelve and sixty
were expected to present\themselves
at Jerusalem. The women were per-
mitted, but not required, to attend
them. The Passover was celebrated at
the tinie of the eariy barley harvest
and commemorated the deliverance of
the Israelites from Egyptian oppres-
sicn. It also pointed forward to the
cacrifice of Christ, the Lamb of God.
Pentecost means fifty days. The feast
of Pentecost was held fifty days after
the second day of the feast of the
Passover. It was held in celebration
of the first fruits of wheat harvest.
The, Jews considered that it commem-
orated the giving of the law on Sinai.
Fully come--According to Jewish reck-
oning, the day bezan at sunset. It
was carly on the following morning
that the day ‘“was fully come.” All
with one accord in one place—*“All to-
gether in one place.”—R. V. There
were aboui cne hundred twenty (Acts
1: 15) gathered in an upper room
praying for and expecting the coming
of the Holy Ghost.

Personal Christianitvcan
neither commence nor continue apart
from His ministry. He regenerates,
sanctifies, witnesses, instructs, re-
proves, comforts, empowers and ceals;
and imparts ‘“severally as He will”
the gifts necessary for the work of
the kingdom.

DUE T0 ARRIVE
DURING SUMMER

One of Largest Invasions of
the Pest Yet, is the
i .. Prophecy.

WRONGLY NAMED

Young Fruit Trees May Be
in Danger From
Them.

The most snteresting insect in the
world, the periodical cicada, is going
to be seen, perhaps in very large num-
bers, during, the coming spring and
early summer over iarge regions of
North America, where this brood has
not appeared before for  seventeen
years, and over other regions
where another brood appeared thirteen
years ago. This is the insect com-
conly referred to as the ‘‘seventeen-
year locust,” a name that is incorrect
in at least two particulars. I} is not
the locust at all, that name® being
properly applied only to members of
the grass-hopper tamily, and while it
has a seven-year period. it also has a
thirteen-year period. It has been so
long miscalled by ¢he name of locust,
however, that there i8 no hope of di-
vesting it of that incorrect appellation,
and in the regions where there is the
longer period of recurrence it wili con-
tinne to be known as the “seven-year
locust,” end in the areas of the shor-

=
ter recurrence period as the thirteen-
year locust.” The scientifically ac-
cepted name of periodical cicada,
therefore, is the only one that exactly
f1ts.

The life of an adult cicada is noisy
and short; they are indeed the nois-
iest insects in the world, Darwin
recording the fact that he had heard
them when anchored in the Beagle a
quarter of a mile from shore. The
sound-making crgans, which the males
possess fully developed and the fe-
males only partly, are a very compli-
cated apparatus. It has been said
that the sounds were produced by the
insect rubbing its hind legs =zainst
its wings, but this is hardly weil dem-
onstrated, as he scldom  produces
sound when near enough for observa-
tion.

MOST INTERESTING INSECT.

The statement that this is the most
interesting insect in the world  will
hardly be questioned, and it is the
most interesting because it is most an-
omalous, or possibly because it has
always appeared to be so mysterious.
The fact that it appears in countless
numbers one year, then is not seen
again for half the average lifetime of
buman beings, and then suddenly ap-
pears again in countless numbers has
kept the popular mind mystified and
has woven many superstitions about
the cicada. When it is known that
the insect spends the  thirteen or
seventeen years in slow development
beneath the ground and emerges at
almost exactly the same spot where it
entered thirteen or seventeen years be-
fore, then the mystery disappears, but
the interest, if anything, is intensiﬁed,
One of the queerest things in nature 8
that in spite of such extremely slow
growth in their subterranean habitat
all the millions of individuals attain
maturity and burst from the ground
at almost the same moment.

The eggs are ¢-posited in the limbs
of trets or shrubs. The young hateh
out in a few wceks, 1
ground, and begi:
ranean existence. They are suppf
to feed on the sap in the rooff
trees, but as tiney penetrate tO as
great a depth as twenty feet below
the surface, little is knoww cf that
part of their life history and nothing
of the manner of transformation of
the larva to the pupa. The pupa is
incased in a hard shell, and when
about ready to emerge from. Rhe
ground constructs a chimney of earth
several inches in height. The pupa
crawls out of the ground, fastens it-
self to some firm object as a fence or
tree trunk, the skin snlits down the
back, and through this the jadult
winged insect cmerges, ‘The pupa
skin, when dried, still retains the
shape of the pupa and may be fouad
attached to the support éays after the
adult has flown away.

Every “locust year” 1z, in some
sort, a year of fear and dread. It ap-
pears to have been so with the save
ages and has remained so with their
civilized successors, notwithstanding
the fact that the cicada has been un-
der investigation for. weil over 200
years, and the appearances of the
swarms are foretold by entomolo-
gists as aecurately as eclipses of the
moon are foretold by astronomers.
People have fancied that they could
detect in the cry of the cicada a re-
semblance to the name of the mon-
arch Pharaoh, who perseruted the
Jews, and that occult beiief or fear
added to the somewhat dolorous
sound has served to make the cry of
the cicada generally unwelcome. Very
long ago some superstition attached
to the dark bars of the filmy wings.
These bars are always the shape of
the letter W, but few pecple remem-

-ber that through a period of thirteen

or seventeen years, and great signifi-
cance is attached to it at each recur-"|
rence. Some prophet has arisen al-
ways to announce that the W on the
locust’'s wing means “war.” Since
this outbreak will come just at tlee
conclusfon of the creztest war. and

when even the imagination of the rur-
al prophet could bardly conjure up
the likelthood of another one, some
new explanation will have to be
found this time. But no doubt the ci-
cada will, as usual, be greeted as a
harbinger of disaster, and as us
,there will be reports of deaths cause-
ed kv stings of the cicada, a belief
that \1s persisted in spite of positive
proof that the cicada has no sting,
and only by the extremest accident
couldl it ioflict @ wound either with
bill or ovipositor, and that it could
not, in any case, inject poison.
YOUNG TREES IN DANGER.

Upon every appearance of large
broods of the cicaue, fear is aroused
that trees will be destroyed, particular-
iy young trees of the fruiting and or-
namental sorts. There would seem to
be some ground for such a fear. The
number or the insects is so tremendous
tnat one can hardly understand how
they can deposit their eggs in the
young and tender branches of the trees
without killing them. Yet the fact re-
mains that there have been outbreaks
of cicades in some of the years since
this country was discovered and that
no very grave damage ever has been
done. Very young fruit trees some-
times are killed or seriously injured,
but little or no permanent injury is
done to forest trees or mature trees
of any kind, and. measures of protec-
tion can be “employed that will save
the young and tender stock from seri-
ous injury.

Inasmuch as the coming 1919 brood
of locusts may be one of the largest
on record, it is particularly important
to allay excessive fear or destruction
to timber as well as to have people
on their guard, so that the few pre-
ventive measures possible may be ap-
plied. The belief that the 1919 brood
will be exceptionally lage is based
on the fact that the seventeen-year
brood, coming on this year, is brood
No. 10, perhaps the largest of the sev-
enteen-year broods, and that brood No.
18 of the thirteen-year family comes
out at the same time. The year 1868
was the greatest locust year in his-
tory. In that year brood No. 1, the
largest of the thirteen-year broods, ap-
peared in conjunction with brood No.
10, the two combining to make an un-
precedented infestation. The coinci-
dence of the largest seventeen-year
brood this year will not bring about
conditions approaching those of 1868.

The two broods due this year are
bcod 10, which belongs to the seven-
teen-year family, and brood 18, which
belongs to the thirteen-year family.
The former will appear mostly in
northern territory and the latter in
southern territory.

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The 8trange Rumani.

Among the Albanians lives a frag-
ment of a etrange peogpleé who call
themselves Rumani, said to be de-\
scendants of the Romans—of that
fifth Roman legion wiaich dispersed
and was scattered along the old high-
way gtretching from Durazzo to Con-
stantinople. This great road of an-
cient Rome (via Egnattia), called at
its beginning the appian Waoy, passes
southeast thrcough Italy to Brindisi;
’,begms again at Durazzo, runs ii*ence
throngk Llbasan by Lake Ochrida
to Krusha, and on to Monastir and
Vodena; thence to Saloniki and be-
yond to Constantinonle.

The Rumani are very proud of
their origin, and answer the question
of race by saying, ‘I am a descendant
of the Remans.” They arc a simple,
pastoral people, not given to robbery
or brigandage. “ Their primitive lit-
tle villages of stone are frequently
seen in the mountains, often perched
near high summits, A large colony
of them, known as Vlachs, live on
the slope of the Pindus Mountains in
sight of Liascoviki, but fal away
across valley.and gorge.

From the heights where they graze
their flocks in summer, the Rumani
descend into the valleys in winter,
and on the rcad men, women and
children, surrounded by tkeir ‘hun-
dreds of sheep and goats in search of
grazing lands, from a picture of no-
mad life that reminds us of the days
of Abraham.

There s said toWe some
of these Rumani, but who really
knows their number, scattered as
they are over hundreds of mountain
peaks, in inaccessible villages or
caves and moving from place to
place?

Cozing’ Fountain Pens.

An application of heavy oil to the joints
of a fountain pen will effectively over-
come the oozing out of ink at these
places, says Popular Mechanics Maga-
zine.

Dangerous Cargoes.

At first thought it would seem that
dynapite was a cargo to be carefully
avoided. But from a sailor’s point
of view there are far more dangerous
cargoes. He dreads, for instance, a
cargo of sugar! Put hundreds of tgns
of canc sugar in casks in the hold of
a vessel and let the ship steam through
a epell of hot weather. The odor is
sickening. The sallors cannot get the
sweet taste out of their moutbs and
crave vinegar or lemon juice—any-
thing sour. They lose their appetites
and are always glad when a voyage
on which the cargo was sugar is over.
Coffee is ag diragreeable as sugar, in
addition being very dangerous.

Cotton is a really dangerous cargo.
if a little oil happens to touch raw cot-
ton the result is spontaneous combus-
tion. A single bale of cotton saturat-
ed with such an oil as bolled linseed
and lying at the Yottom of a hold can
be constantly given off if the product
is exposed to alr.

Shipmasters distike to carry drums
of acid where they can be reached eas-
ily, A Chilean shjp recently put in
at\he Falkland Islands leaking badly.
Her cargo was made up of drums of
acid and chalk. The acid bad leaked
from the drums and mixed with the
chalk, forming carbonic acid gas in
the hold. This gas is deadly and the
crew could not make repairs. Mean-
while, the acid had gathered in the
bottom of the bold and eaten away the

jron frames of the ship.

CIVIL WAR FEARED.

Oonditions In Ireland _Are Rapidly
Bl Growing Worse,
LONDON, April 22.—The possibil-
ity that all Ireland will be idle soon
is becomingy greater hourly as the
result of what may be called a dead-
lock in the . strike in Limerick
against the British Government. Be-
sieged Limerick has now become the
battle area for organized workers,
whose leaders assert that unless the
siege of Limerick is rafsed and her
people are permitted to come and go
without military permits, there will
be a complete paralysis of industry
in the south and most of Ireland.
Limerick has been proclaimed a
military area for a week, and for
that week it has also lived under
Ivish rule. Behind the governing So-
viet is seen the inspiration of the
Sinn Fein and this renders the de-
velopments in Limerick of even
greater importance.

PARIS, April 22, — Germany has
notified the Allies that she accepts
all the Allied conditions respecting
the Versailles conference. This offi-
cial announcement was 1nade on
Monday.

The German_ delegation to - Ver-
sailles will comprise six high person-
ages, at the head of whick wiil be
Count von Brockdorfi-Rantzau, the
Foreign Minister.

Marshal Foch was so informed late
Monday cvening, according to ofiicial
announcement. The delegates can-
l;gt arrvive ot Versailles before April

Germany will send the following
delegates to the congress with full
powers to mnegotiate:—Count ~von
Brockdorff-Rantzau, Foreign DMinis-
ter; Herr Lansberg, Secretary for
Publicity, Art and Literature; Dr.
Theodor Melchior, general manager
of the Warburg Bank; Herr Leinert,
president of -the Prussian Asscmbly
and of the National Soviet Congress;

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THE FRYATT MURDER
(Philadeiphla Record.)

Nothing could so comprehensively
disclose the sinuosities of German
peychology .as the proceedings in re-
gard to Captain Fryatt. The captain
was shot by order of a court-martial
on the ground that he had tried to
ram a submarine. He got away at
the time, but after more than a year
the Germans got him and killed him.

This was only of a piece with most
of Germany’s conduct during the war,
and there was no obvious reason why
it should have lain more heavily than
many other things on the German con-
science. The Provisional Government
might have disclaimed all responsibili-
ty for what the Imperial Government
did. But the Fryatt murder seems o
have disquieted Germany more than
Miss Cavell’'s murder, or the deporta-
tion of 125,000 Belgians, 6,000 of whom
perished, or the sinking of the Lusi-
tania.

Germany seems to have been affright-
ed by Captain Fryatt’s ghost, and in
an effort to lay it a national court-
martial was created to review the pro-
ceedings. On that court was Profes-

sor Schuechking, repulted to be a great §

authority on international law, who
explained to his associates that it was
a principle of the law of nations that
a civilian committing an dct of war
made himself liable to the death pen-
alty.
This is true enough, but if only a
small part of the truth involved in the
Fryatt case. The German pundit pro-
duces as much international law as
will windicate Germuny, and ignores
the rest, and his countrymen stand
awe-struck at the vastness of his era-
dition. The law of nations provides
that a reval vessel in war may sum-
mon & merchant vessel to stop and
submit to search and sefzure. If he
refuses it is at his own peril. If he
tries flight it is lawful to sink him.
If he fights he is outside of the law of
mnations, and in the event of capture
may be shot.

But the essential fact in such a case
is that he refused a lawful command
to stop and be searched. The worst
that could happen to him if he were an
enemy would be capture. But the
German submarines did not summon
vessels to surrender. They did not
call on them to submit to search and
sefeure. The captain of the Lusitania
had no opportunity to save the lives
of his passengers and crew by surren-
dering; the vessel was simply blown
up without warning. In nearly all
cases the submarines proceeded in this
manner. Every merchant captain
knew when he saw a submarine what
was in store for him. ‘The submar-
fne would only sink him 1f it could,
and it might or might not affordany
opportunity for the persons on board
to escape. In most cases no opportani-
ty was given; the vessel was sunk with
all on board unless the crew managed
to fleo while their vessel was going
down, and they might be hundréds of
miles from shore and the weather be
stormy.

Professor Schuecking and the na-
tional court-martial justify the killing
of Captain Fryatt by an appeal to that
ifnternational law which the German
pubmarines treated with contempt from
the beginning of the war to the erd.
The law is made for foreigners; Ger-
mans are always above law.

Aside from warlike considerations,
ple have b it to being
safe that it is something of a shock to
learn that only a few hundred miles from
the centres of American culture there is
an almost savage country, the islands of
6 West Inmies are, as a rule, the abodes
of enlightenment where any one, man or
woman, may travel without fear of mo-
lestation. ‘‘But such is not the case in
Haliti,”” says A. Hyatt Verrill, in ‘the
ook of the West Indies.” ‘‘Here the
ortcomings, the failures, the savage in-
stincts of the blacks have been fed and
fostered for centuries. From untamed
Jungles they were brought in reeking,
pest-ridden slave ships to starve beneatn
the lash. Debased, untaught, they rose,
and in a resistless wave of black swept
the dominating whites from the land.
Then were loosened up the pent-up hat-
red, the und- ug lust for revenge, the
supressed s. _ery of the African races,
and slaughter, rapine, incendiarism, tor-
ture and debauchery stalked naked

through the stricken land. i
Haiti has improved considerably since
then, but there is yet much room for im-
provement. The only wonder is that any
vestige of civilization remains, that there
is the semblance of rule, of industry, of
order in the republic.” Among the bar-
barisms now prevalent in Haiti are voo-
dooism and obeah, the former a kind of
devil worship, and the latter a form of
witchcraft. ‘‘In its most fanatical form
doi. uires human sacrifices,

the timbers and strqwed the waves
with corpses. This bleak water was
one of the highways down which
passed the great migrations which
peopled northern France and founded
the Norman dynasty.

It was a people compounded of the
races who long ago made a highway
of this savage sea-track that guarded
the British Isles during the war. It
is no idle figure of speech to describe
the modern Briton as a descendant of
the sea-rovers. That, precisely, is
what a great many Britons are, and
that makes them the wardens of the
North Atlantic to-day just as their
pirate fathers were its wardens cen-
turies ago, they in their swan-prowed
longboats, and the modern Briton in
his destroyer.

Battleships are easy of construction,
brave men are common to all races,
but the spirit that can thrive on the
waters which the blockading fleets
had to guard is the spirit on which
British sea-power rests, It is not the

fights, the winning or losing of
battles, that will determine the control
of the sea. It s the actual ruling of the
waves themselves. A chance shot may
gsink a dreadnought, but the power to
dominate by seamanship the wastes
of water stretching from the outer
Hebrides to the Arctie Ooean—this
goes to the foundation of mnaval
supremacy.

Dealing With the Occult.

TIMELY RECIPES.

PASTE FOR PIE.

To make paste for one ple take one
and one-half cups pastry flour, one-
htlf teaspoonful salt, four and one-
haif tabiespoonfuls lard and cold wa-
ter. Mix flour and salt together and
sift once. And the shortening and
chop with a case knife until humps
disappear and the mixture is crumbied.
Add water a few drops at a time, stir-
ring with a case knife until the paste
barely sticks togsther. Use the fin-
gers to squeeze Into shape. Divide
into two parts, toss on a floured board
end roll with light upward strokes of
the rolling pin, moving the crust of-
ten to prevemt sticking. Warm in-
gredients, too much water and much
bandling are cauvses for a tough crust.
carefully, being sure
thag there no air bubbles under-
neath. D(knot trim off’ under crust,
Put in fillMg, moisten edges with
cold water water and lay on per for-
ated upper crust. Cut off edges of
crust with the palm of the hand rath-
er than a knife in order to seal more
securely. A ple should be baked abouit
45 minutes i a moderately hot oven.

Take three or four pounds of cheaper
cut of mutton, remove the fat and try
out, cut the meat into one-inch cubes
and brown in the fat. Put in a ket-
tle, add one medium-sized onion, chap-
ped fine, and cover with bolling water.
Bimmer for two hours and then add
one-half cup of rice and two teaspoon-
fuls of curry powder and salt and pep-
per to taste. One-half hour before
serving add two cups of diced -raw
potato. Serve on a platter surround-
ed with a border of toast points.

BARLEY COOKIES.

Two tablespoonfuls fat, two table-
spoonfuls sugar, one-half cupful mo-
lasses, one-half cupful water, one-
quarter teaspoonful ginger, one heap-
ing teaspoonful soda, one cupful white
flour, and one and one quarter cupfuls
barley flour. Drop from spcon.

QUICK RYE BREAD.

One tablespoonful vegetable fat, one
tablespoonful sugar, one egg, three-
quarters cupful milk, one teaspoonful
salt, one-half cupful chopped dates,
two cupfuls pye flour, one teaspoonful
soda. Bake in a moderate over about
40 minutes. Makes one large loaf.

HONEY CAKE.

Three-quarters cup of honey, half
cup eugar, 2, cups ilour, 1 egg, Y%
teaspoon ginger, 1 teaspoon cinnamon,
1, teaspoom ground cardamon see, %
teaspoon cloves, epeck white pepper,
speck of ealt, 14, teaspoon eode, 1
tablespoon water, 2 ounces blanched
almonds cut into small pieces or chop-
ped. 8ift together the flour and spices,
dissolve the soda in the water, beat
the egg ,and combine all the ingredi-
ents. Beat or knehd the mixture thor-
oughly. Cook a small eample. If it
does not riee sufficiently, add a little
more eoda and honey; if it falls, add
a little more flour. Roll out the dough
to the thickness of about three-fourths
of an inch and bake in a hot oven.
When the cake is done, glaze it with
a thick sirup of eugar and water, and
allow it to dry in a slow oven or in
some other warm place. While it is
still warm cut it into long strips, or
it may be left in one large cake to be
cut into thin slices when eerved. This

THRIFT FLITTERS.

Two cups cold mashed potatoes, 15 cup
left-over corn, 1 onion, minced fine, 1
beaten egg. Salt and pepper.

Mix well and saute in a frying pan in
which is & teaspoon of cooking oil. Brown
well on one side, then carefully turn and
brown on the other side. Peas or sal-
mon can be substituted for the corn with
equal results.

STUFFED DATES SUPREME.

Two pounds dates, one-third cup black
walnuts, ene-third cup pimento cheese, g
teaspoon salt.

Wash the dates in warm water, dry
them. Cut a slit in the sides and care-
fully remove the stones. il the cavity
with the cheese and chopped walnut
paste, weil blended with the salt. Firmiy
press the filled dates together and pack
closely in a waxed paper lined box.

STUFFED PRUNES.

One pound sweet prunes, one-third cup
black walnuts, 12 cup raisins, 1 tablespoon
lemon juice.

Select large, well-shaped prunes. Soak
over night, dry open carefully and re
move the stones. JMix chopped raisins,
black walnuts and lemon juice. When
thoroughly blended, refill the prunes with
the mixture.

PORK CHOPS AND ESCALLOPED

. POTATOIS.

Fill a baking aish witn siiced raw pota-
toes. Almost cover with water or milk.
Lay pork chops on top of ihese. Season
with salt, pepper, drcdge with flour.
Bake in oven, turning the chops once.
The fat from the meat will flavor the
botatoes nicely.

STEAMED FRUIT PUDDING.

One quarter pound secded raisins, one-
eight pound fat, ht pound citron,
one egg, 3 cup su one-guarier tea-
Spoon nutmeg, one-qu i
namon, one-eighth
quarter cup milk (generous mc
cup breadcrumbs, wround ne: one-half
cup flour, one and one-quar cups chop-
ped apples. ‘Rind and juice of three slices
of lemon, medium size.

Wash and dry raisins. Cut into pieces.
Slice citron very fine. Cream fat and
sugar, add beaten egg and seasonings,
elso lemon juice and grated rind. Add
milk and flour alternately. Dredge raisins
with flour and add to mixture. Fold in
breadcrumbs and then the chopped ap-
ples. Turn Into a well-greased mold and
steam five hours. Serve with maple

May Solve Fate of Score of
Missing Widows

-

Who Entered His Villa and
Disappeared.

Paris Cable — The disappearance
of a number of women from a suburb
of Paris has led to the arrest of Henri
Laudru, who, the Paris detectives as-
sert, may be able to solve the mys-
tery of their continued absence from
home. i

The missing women were acquain-
tances of Laudru, who is declared to
have made a specialty of becoming
engaged to widows. - The police of-
ficials says that from papers found
in Laudru’s possession they believe
that he had at least ten fiancees who
cannot be found.

Under the name of George Dupont,
Laudru hired in 1915 a lonely villa in
the outskirts of the village of Gam-
bass, on the border of the Rambouil-
let Forest. The villa is almost sur-
rounded by walls and is 550 yards
from the necarest house. The allega-
tion is made that Laudru oniy paid
brief visits to the villa, accompanieil
by women, none of whom were seen
to leave The place.

One woman visited the house with
her two small dogs, the bodies of
which were found Sunday under a
heap of leaves. They had been stran-
gled by a cord. Women’s dresses, a
revolver, a rifle, a bloodstained mat-
tress and a cord similar to that with
which the dogs werc strangled are al-
leged to have been found in the villa.

Laudru, according to statements
made by the detectives, admitted hav-
ing used various names, because he
had been imprisoned several times.
He denied, the authorities say, that he”
did away with any of the women, but
said he killed the dogs at the request
of the woman bhecause it was too ex-
pensive to feed them.

CONDITIONS IN

KOREA SERIOUS

Demonstrations in Thirty
Towns, at Least.

Sixty Killed and Seventy
Woundzd, in Seoul Crowd

Peking Cable — Little news is
permitted o come out ol Seoul since
April 1, but despatches indicate that
conditions in Korea are still serious.
The Korean Dafly News of April 1 to
April 4 has not been permiited dis-
tribution, though the 1ssues of April
§ and 6 have arrived. This paper
reports that on April 1 an assemblage
of from 4.000 to 5,000 persons gathered
in one of the main streets in Seoul;
troops were called out, and fired, kill-
ing about sixty and wounding seventy
others. Numerous arresis were made.

The paper gives reports from about
thirty towns, where demonstrations
eontinue. At one place five hundred
pers were ari d, while at Plng
vang all the Christiad schools were
closad, the teachers and scholars hav-
ing disappeared, and their fate being
unknoewn. Additional fires have oc-
curred in Seoul.

The Seoul Press. the semi-official
Japanese organ, while declaring that
that city is quiet, "reperts . that at
several interior plaees crder has not
been restored.

FALL WHEAT IN
FINE CONDITION

Clover More: - Promising
Than Recently.

Fodder Sufficient Till Grass
Comes.

Toronto Report — Reports regard-
ing the condition of fall wheat made
by Agriculiural Representatives to
the Gntario-Department of Agriculture
are most favorable. Winter injury
has been unusually light. The Kent
Representative states, indeed, that
some farmers in that county are of
opinion that fields are too thick.

It is rather too early to determine
the extent of winter-killing of clover
and alfalfa, but the injury does not
seem to be as great as was feared a
month ago, and fair yields of hay are
now expected should no further harm
occur. [Recent rains have put new
vigor into all the wintering crops.

No serious injury to fruit trees has
peen done by the winter that has just
ended, but the great damage to or-

ebards by the severvst weather of the
previous winter is only now being
fully realized, as & number of the trees
have been very slow in dying. At
present fruit buds are most promis-
ing in wellkept orchards.

Heavy rains during the labt week or
8o have hindered field operations, and
consequently seeding generally will
not/be much, if any, earlier than us-
ulf The roads also have been put
in bad condition.

The marketing of live stock is fair-
ly active for the season. Finished
cattle are scarce. A strong demand
for fresh milkers is reported, prices
running from $126 to $200. The price
of butter continues high, but varies
considerably according to locality.

Horses are not in general demand.

Brood sows and small pigs are again
at a premium.

Grains are in good supply, but have
so high a selling value that,they are
being very caretully fed. Hay is
rather scarce, but can cover the need
with most farmers until good grass
comes. There is a sufficiency of other
coarse fodders.

Rural labor is said to be scarce, es-
pecially in the Western half of the
Province. Several Representatives
report many applications for help from
farmers which cannot be filled at pres-
ent.

- presentatives in Paris have arrived

at complete understanding on the
great fundamental questions that
would affect pcace with Germany/(

the end of next week they would be
presented.

Europe than President Wilson. The
Premier deprecated attempts to
create dissensions among the dele-
frates.

America is the home of many mis-
sing peers of the British realm. Ina
few instances they are men who, hav-
ing succeeded to the honors of their
family, have been led, for one reason
or another to expatriate themselves
and seek refuge under an assumed
pame in the Western Hemisphere.

An instance in point wag the late
Lord Petre, fifteenth of his line.  But
by far the greater number of them are
men who have never received the sum-
mons from the Crown needed to enable
them to take their seats in the House
of Lords at Westminster either becauss
they have not the means to establ'sh
their rights as the lawful heir to some
peerage that is either dormant or
wrongly held—the procedure before
the tribunal known as the Committee
of Privileges of the House of Lords Is
a terribly costly affair—or else it is be-
cause tbe‘)tr‘;:ave been lost sight of by
their relatives and have remained in
ignorance that they were entitled to
hereditary dignities in the old conacry.
Thus it was not until'three years aftar
the death of the fifth Earl of Shannon
that his legal representatives were able
to run to earth in New Mexico his eXd-
est son, who had been leading for lose
upon a decade a most adventurous life
in the Western States as a ranchman,
a miner, a train hand and a jack of all
trades, and who had remained in com-
plete ignorance of his father's demise,
and of the fact that he had become an
Earl and the owner of extensive en-
tailed estates in Ireland. He used to
go by the name of “the Covboy Earl.”

EARL, EARL, WHO'S GOT THE

EARL?

That there is somewhere in the
United States the missing heir -f the
dormant Earldom of Militown, and to
the equal dormant Viscounty and Bar-
ony of Russborough was recalled by
the death the other day in London of
Lady Barbara Chetwynd-Stapyiton,
only surviving daughter of the fourth
Earl of Milltown, and sister of the
fifth, sixth and seventh Earls.

The romance connected with this
Earldom is worthy to be the theune of
any author or playwright. Indeed, :Le
fourth Earl of Milltown has figured in
the pages of a well known and pop1-
lar novel. He was the original of
Lucas Malet’'s “Sir Richard Calmady,”
like whom, although in other respects
a fine and powerful man, he had mer-
ely rudimeats of legs. This did not
prevent him from enjoying life, from
moving, freely in London and Dublin
soclety, from sitting in the House of
Lords at Westminster as a represena-
tive peer of Ireland, or even from “hunt-
ing, riding on a epeclally constructed
saddle.

“CALMADY” AS A STERN
PARENT.

He left a family of three sons, re-
spectively the fifth, sixth and seventh
Earls, and twe daughters, Lady Cecilia
Turton, whose son, Fdmund ‘Russbor-
ough Turten, Member of Parliament
for Thirsk, is the present owner of the
family estates by virtue of the will of
his uncle, the sixth Earl, while the oth-
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er daughter of the legless fourth Earl
was Lady Barbara Chetwynd-Stapyl-
ton of the Royal Artillery, the proper-
ty which had been left to her by the
widow of the sixth Earl of Milltown on
her death in January, 1914..

The fourth and legless Ear!l of Mill-
town was very sirict with his child-
ren, and therefore when his eldest son,
Joseph, Viscount Russborough, fell in
love with a very pretty girl, daughter
of a farmer on the Russborough est-
tates in Ireland, and wanted to marry
her the Earl drove him from his pres-
ence. The young Viscount fled with
the girl to Scotland, where they lived
together as man and wife, this being
according to Scottish law sufficient to
constitute a valid marriage,

A boy was born to the union. But
when the child was about 2 years old
it disappeared mysteriously with its
mother during a fortnight’s absence of
the father in Ireland, and he was naver
able to obtain any trace of what had
become of ther:, although firmly con-
vinced that thsey had been spirited
away somewhere or other at the in-
stance of his parent.

In the course of time his father died,
in 1866, and he succeeded to the honors
and estates as fifth Farl of Milltown.
But he never married again. Indeed,
he did not feel himself free to do so,
and six years later he in turn was
gathered to his fathers, and in the ab-
sence of his missing son and heir his
brother Edward because the sixth Earl,
This peer married Lady Geraldine
Stanhope, daughter of the fifth Earl of
Harrington.

The union remained childless, and
the Earl having by virtue of an ar-
rangement with his younger brother
Henry, an invalid bachelor, disentailed
all the family property, bequeathed it
to his widow, on the understanding
that the actual estates should go at
her death to his nephew, Edmund
Russborough Turton, M. P., while she
should have the free disposal of all the
money, art treasures, and in fact of
the personal property. She died, as
stated above, in 1914, and her
husband’s  yvounger - brother and
successor only held the honors for
ten months” and died in 1894, zince
which time the Earldom has been (or-
mant for want of the lawful heir.

It was not uniil about the time of
the American war with Spain, that is,
some seven years after the dem of’
the seventh Earl, that a railro: cer=”

dent in India brought to light a clue ;

to the mysterious disappear~nce of the
two-year-old son of Lord Russborough
—afterward sixth Earl of Milltown—
from his home in Scotland.

It seems that within a day after the
departure of Lord Russborough for
Ireland in response to a summons
from his legless father, agents of the
latter managed by means of cruel
stories to hurry the woman and her
child—she was known as Mrs. Joseph
Leeson—off to Australia, furnishipg
her with a handsome sum of money
and promising that generous provision
would be made for herself and the
youngster as long as she remained in

On his way to
Ensland to establish his rights before
the Committee of Privileges of the
House of Lords as sixth Earl of Mill-
town he stopped off in India to visit
its kinsman John Leegon, and while
there was killed in a railroad acci-
ert,

STILL ANOTHER CLAIMANT DIES.

John Leeson thereupon proclaimed
himself the next heir to the family
honors and assumed the title of Lord
Milltown as seevnth Earl, while the
two daughters by his dead wife, who
had been a Eurasian, that is to say a
half caste, prefixed the title of “lary”
to their respective Christian names.

This was frowned upon by his super-
fors in the railroad administration
and he lost his job. He was in a state
of considerable destitution when Mrs.
Howgill, the widow of a well known
politician  of Simla, took pity on
him, married him and at once invested
herself with the title of Countess of
Milltown.

Some vears after her marriage to
John Leeson, the de jure Earl of Mill-
town, her onticlan shop on the Mall
at Simla was totally destroyed by
fire, her husband sustaining such
injuries that he succumbed a few
weeks afterward. His widow survives
at Jubbulpore, in India.

BOSHEVII
~ KILLED 2,000

Without Provocation, U. 8.
Mission Reports.

Unthinkable Atrocities Are
Revealed.

y 3
Omsk, Saturday, Cable — Indisput-
-able evidence of the massacre by the
Bolsheviki of more than 2,000.civilians
in the near the town of Osa, has beem
obtained by Messrs. Simmonds and Em-
erson and Dr. Rudolphe Teusler, of the
American Red Cross, who have just
returned from Perm, Osa and. other re-
occupied Russian territory.. Approx-
imately 500 per cent. were killed at Osa
ond 1,600 in the surrounding district.

Osa, which had a poulation of 10,000,
was 80 denuded of males by the Bol-
sheviki, that General Casagrande, upon
the occupation of the town, was
obliged to telegraph to Yekateringburg
for men to administer civic affairs.

In addition to securing verbal and-
documentary evidence the Red CrosS
officials witnessed the exhuming of
scores of victims from trenches, where
they were buried sometimes several
deep in graves revealed by the dig-
ging of dogs. The murders were with-
out provocation, and the victims were
largely of thirfty and intelligent class-
es or servants of the Church, which
later it was announced intention of the
Bolsheviki to exterminate.

The evidence discloses glmost un-
thinkable atrocitles. A man Wwas
shot because he lived in a brick house.
Al attorneys and jurists ‘were killed,
and doctors, whose services were not
required for the moment, were dispos-
ed of in a similar manner.

A woman whose husband and two
sons had been seized, applied to the
Commissar for information as to their
fate. She was told they had been
taken to Perm. After repeating her
visit several times she was informed
that if she bothered the <Commisar
again she would be shot, as they had
been.

The body of a woman was exhumed
and identified in the presence of the
Americans as the wife of a general
through jewels sewed in.the lining of
her clothing, of which relatives were
aware. Another woman was com-
pelled to fetch a lamp and gaze upon
her murdered sons for the amuse-
ment of the slayers.

A wife, required to pay a thousand
rubles for the release of her husband,
borrowed eight hundred and paid it
over; later she returned with the re-
mainder and was then informed that
her husband had been shot. There
were scores of similar cases. All
were killed without form of a trial.

The Soviet called a meeting, pre-
pared lists of those to die. The
houses prescribed were visited by
squads, the doors were smashed in and
the victims dragged to the edge of the
town and forced to dig their own
graves. Those resisting- were shot in
the streets.

A survivor testified that he had
seen men thrown into a pit and buried
alive. This testimony has been con-
tirmed by bodies exhumed, the clench-
ed hands of which were clinging to
the mud at the bottom of the pit.
