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An Alberta Farmer’s Crop

The following letter, showing
the result of last years’s grain
orop’s, has been received by Mr,
J. Obed Smith, assistant Super-
intendant of Emigration, from Mr.
L. H. Jeliff, whose farm is situa-
ted at Spring Coulee Alberta:

“I had this year (1907) 214 aores
in orop, 180 acres of wheat, 8 acres
of barley, and 26 acres of oats.
My average yield of oats to the
acre was b5 bushels, wheat 62 bus-
hels, and barley 30 bushels. The
value to me per acre was: Wheat
$44.24; oats, $19.25; barley, $16.50.

The value per acre to me last
year (1906) was: Wheat $18; oats
$13; barley, $11, The highest
price obtained by me this year or
offered me fer my grain was:
Wheat, 67 cents per bushel; eats,
$1.05 perjhundred; barley, perjhun-
dred, $1.10. The above is based on
value of wheat, oats, and barley
offered to me or sold by me at
threshing time for October 1 to
November, not to the high prices
offered me for seed purposes on
grain reserved for that use. I had
a small piece of land on same
farm planoted to “Khankoff”
wheat a Russian variety of hard
winter wheat. which yielded 63.6
bushels per acre, but as I am hold-
it for seed have not quoted its
value per acre.”

Annual Provincial School
Report.

The annual report of the De-
partment of Education for the
Province of Alberta has reached
us, Itis & comprehensive work

of over 200 pages and treats of the
statistios of that department in a

broad and most interesting man-
ner. We take the liberty of quot-
ing a part of the report of the De-
puty Minister of Education, D,
8. Mackenzie as found in Part 1.
The Deputy Minister BAYS;

Sir,—I have the honor to sub-
mit herewith the first Report of

the Department of Education for
the Province of Alberta, Incor-

porated in this report will be
found statistics covering the last
four months of 1905—the portion
of the year subsequent to the es-
tablishment of the province.

For some time The Alberta Act
came into effect oonsiderable at-

all teachers qualified under the
Territorial Goverment were invit-
ed to submit their certificates to
be registered and made valid as
provincial licenses.
During the year preliminary
steps were taken with a view to the
preparation and authorization of
a new set of readers. Provisional
arrangements where made where-
by the provinces of Saskatchewan
and Alberta wouid co-operaie in
this work and it is hoped that a
set of readers, thoroughly wup-to-
date in matter and workmanship
and speocially adapted to our needs,
will soon be submitted for appro-
val to the Departments of Educa-
tion of the twin provinces,
One of the most satisfactory and
hopeful features of the past year
is the progress made and interest
manifested in the organization
and maintenance of schools among
the foreign elements, especially in
the Ruthenian colony east and
north-east of Edmonton. Mr,
Robert Fletcher, with headquar-
ters at Wostok, devotes his whole
time to the work, giving eyery pos-
sible assistance to the non-En-
glish settlers in the establishment
of school districts, the erection of
schools, the employment of teach-
eré as well as rcutine work con-
nected with the levying of taxes
Where desirable he acts as Offi-
cial Trustee, performing all the
duties of a school board and its
officers; in other cases he exercises
an oversight of the work of the re-
spective distriots until such time
a8 the elective boards are able to
administer the affairs of these dis-
tricts in accordance with The
Scbool Ordinance and departmen-
tal regulations,

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COLORS IN MILLINERY.

The union of blues and purples is
a favorite ground for experiment this
season, and since the slightest mistake
In shade means disaster many of these
experiments are distinct failures; bul,
on the other hand, there are combina-
tiofis of purple and soft dull blue which
are lriumphs of color harmony.

Purple, blue and gray are the dom-
inant colors in the new millinery, but
there is infinite varietly in shadings of
these oolors, and the wine shades,
greens and browns are well represent-
ed, while the all-black hat, black and
white hat and all-white hat are popu-
lar, as they always are.

Ostrich plumes and other feather
frimmings show exquisife color com-
binations, the ostrich feathers shading
from stem to tips or from stem 1o end,
not only through shades of one color,
but through conlrasting colors as well.

still soaring.

They are usually left in their natural
coloring of smoke gray, tQuched with
white, and are charming upon an all
gray hal, upon blue, violet and many
another color.

NOTED PIANIST MADE CAPTIVE.
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Mark Hambeurg Is a Prisoner of Revo-
lutionists.

After
playing he was led back, wilh his eyes
handaged, to the first room he had en-
tered, where he was courtéously
thanked. He was informed that he
would not be paid for his services, but
that he might expect a salisfactory se-
quel. He was then released. The fol-
Jowing evening Mr. Hambourg fulfilled
an engagement before the Philharmonic
Saciety, There was such immense en-
thusiasm {hat he deduced there were
many Revolutionists present, who paid
kim by giving him an ovation. He was
recalled 6 limes and played six ¢n-
cores.

RAILWAYS DEATH TOLL

——

ONE PASSENGER KILLED FOR EVERY
459104 CARRIED.

Broken Rails and Level Crossings Chief
Causes for Accidents in
Canada,

During 1907 there were 587 persons
kilied and 1,698 injured on the railways
of Canada., This is the largest number
in the history of Canada. Of the total
number 69 were killed and 69 injured on
level crossings. This also beals the re-
cord. Of the total number killed 70 were
passengers and 249 employes. Of the
total number injured 352 were passen-
gers and 1,126 wenre employes.

With respect to passengers 206
killed and 93 injured in collisions, 21
were killed and 127 injured by derail-
ments and 10 were killed and 38 injured
by jumping on or off trains. Forty-six
employes were killed and 135 injured by
collisions and 12 killed and 56 injured
by derailments.

Of trespassers on the railway tracks,
such as tramps, etc., 185 were killed and
every 459,104 carried, as compared with
one killed for every 1,749,361 carried in
1406. One passenger in every 91,209 was
injured, as compared with one in every
1£1,168 during the preceding year. In
addition to the foregoing, eleven shop-
men and other employes not engaged in
thc actual work of operation were Kkilled
and 454 were injured, bringing the tolal
up to 508 persons killed and 2,152 in-
jured.

In connection with the Kkilling of 34
persons during the year in coupling or
uncoupling cars, and the injuring of 141
emplayes from this cause, the report
nctes that the number of fatalities last
year was more than three times the
average rate for any ten years before
lhe present system of aulomalic coupler
was introduced. ¢

TORONTO'S FATAL RECORD.

Then, {oo, 71 persons were killed and
1,736 injured on the 814 miles of electric
railway in the country. Of the tofal
fotalities twenty-two occurred in Mont-
real and twenty in Toronto. Not a sin-
gla passenger was killed in Montreal,
while nine lost their llves in Toronto.
Of non-fatal accidents, many of which
were of a minor character, 490 occurred
in Montreal, and 696 in Toronlo.

The gross earnings on the electries
were $12,630,430, showing a belterment
cf $1,163,559 over those of the preceding
yéar, The proportion of operating ex-
penses to gross earnings was 61.25. The
tctal number of passengers carried was
273,999,404, a gain of 36,344,330 over
1906.

Twenty-eight railways show an aver-
age passenger charge of 2.232 cents per
mile. Four railways, whose passenger
revenue represents 71 per cent. of the
iotal, for the year return a rate of 2.07
cenls. The flve principal raiflways, re-
presenling 73 per cent. of the lotal
freight earnings, show an average rale
of 7.02 cents per ton per mile,

COMPETITION KILLS.

On the subject of bad rails, the report
says:—“The matlter was taken up quite
ccmprehensively at the meeling of the
Canadian Sociely of Engineers in May
last. The fact was brought out during
the discussion that in the year 1906 on
three railways 537 rails had broken, of
which 439 had b in service for one
year and under. YThe characler of the
Canadian ores wag alluded to as one of
tha difficulties endountered by our own
manufacturers, byt there was a con-
census of judgment-that here, as in the
United States, the fundamental trouble
had grown out of keen competition on
one hand and pressure upon the mills on
the other. These things have led to the
accnomizing of labor to a degree which
lkas meant poor and defective rails.
That, however, is bad economy which
leads to the wasting of human lives and
valuable property. The killing of 35 per-
sons and the injury of 287 by derailments
may in some degree have been the price
which Canadians paid last year for hasty |
and imperfect production of stecl rails.”

TO SAFEGUARD LIFE.

Sleps urged 1o increase the safety of
travel include the introduction of g
thoroughly tested bleck system, closer
inspection of vew rails, roadbed and
equipment, and e stricter holding to ac-
ccunt of thoss responsible for mistakes
resulting in railway accidents. The
money waste Involved in railway acci-
dents during the year reached the high
!nlul of 81,961,970, including $642,248 for
injuries to persons.

HIGHEST MILEAGE,

The total railway mileage of the
counlry, including double tracks, sid-
ings, etc., is placed at 27,611 miles. The
addition during the year was 1,099 miles,
rot including 324 miles of new double-
track. Of the total mileage Ontario has
7.637 miles, Quebec 3,515, and Manitoba
2,0v4. Canada has one mile of railway
for every 289 inhabitants, and every 161
square miles of area—the highest mile-
age measured against population and
ti:e lowest measured against territory of
nearly all countries of the world.

OVER A BILLION INVESTED.

The tolal capilal invested in Canadian
railways is placed at $1,171,937808.
The total net earnings were $42,989,537,
rcpresenting a rate of 3.66 per cent. on
the total investment. The capitalization
averages $56,905 per mile,

Traflic during 1907 showed substantial
gains over the preceding year. In freight
there was an increase of 5,809,422 tons,
and passcngers carried increased by
4147537, The total number of passen-
ceprs carried was 23,137,319, and the {o-
tal number of tons of freight was 63,-
&060,135.

The total earnings of the year were
$146.,738.214, represenling an increase of
&21.415.349, or 17.09 per cent. over 1906,
Operaling -expenses amounted to $103,-
748,672, an increase of 19.07 per cent.
The proportion of cperaling expenses to
earnings was 70.70 per cent.

ONE-TWENTIETH.

The number of persons in the employ
of Canadian railways during the year
1907 was 124,012, and the total amount
paid during the year in salaries and
wages was $68,719,493. 1L is eslimaled

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INFLUENZA.

P

Influenza is an acute infectigus dis-
ease of peculiar character. Its original
home is believed to have been in that
myslerious region called Eastern (en-
(ral Asia, where also the plague is
thought to have ils nalural habitat.
FFrom this region it was wont to issue
a. irregular intervals of from four or
five years to sevenly or eighly, and in-
vade first Russia and then weslern
Europe,

It was for long not known how it
spread from one counfry to another,
affecling large districts almost at once.
Its appearance in a city, for example,
was hardly noted before the entire city
was in ils grip. It was thought due
to some myslerious atmospheric “in-
fluence,” whene its name from the Ilali-
an form of the word. The French call
it la grippe, whence our “grippe,” be-
cause of the way it seems o seize upon
its victims.

The last greal irruption of the dis-
case was in  1889-90, when it spread
over the entire civilized world with such
cxtreme rapidity that the belief in an
atmospheric influenco was for a time
revived. A study of the epidemic, how-
ever, proved that it followed the wand-
erings of human beings along the lines
of travel, at first in a definite direction,
because the {ravel in Siberia and ecast-
crn Russia was along narrow caravan
routes and in a jweslward direction,
Once it reached populous weslern Eu-
rope, with ils radiating lines of rail-
ways, il burst forth in every direction
like the explosion of a rocket which
has journeyed for a time in a straight
line up through the air.

This explosion and almost simultane-
ous diffusion throughout Europe was
simply the result of human intercourse.
As soon as the carller carriers of the
infection reached a populous cily they
scaltered in various directions to their
homes or to lodging-houses and hotels;
and each one who was suffering al the
lime from the discase became a focus
of infection, and from each of these cen-
lres the discase spread, and the grippe
seized upon grcat numkbers in all parts
of the city at the same time, as soon
as the incubalive period of from one
{c four days had passed. Europe for a
time had the epidemic to ilself, but in
ten days or lwo weeks, just long enough
for tho steamers to bring their infected
human carge, it appeared here on the
EFastern coast, and as fast as steam
could carry it spread over the entire
country,

The epidemics in former times lasted
from one to three or four yecars and
then cecased, bul since 1830 influenza
has been epidemic in Europe and Ameri-
ca every winter.

This is an exceedingly infeclious dis-
ease, often confounded with a common
cold, but really an entirely different al-
fair. It attackzyounyg e e fre-
quently than the very old or children.
bul no age is exempl, especially during
scvero and wide-spread epidemics.

An atlack confers immunity for a
variable period, from a few months to
a year, but after that there appears lo
be an increased susceplibility. Many
persons suffer from the disease every
year,

Influenza prevails chlefly in late au-
tumn and winter, although epidemics
may occur in the summer, ¢specially if
the scason is cold and wet., The discase
assumes one of three special forms,
called from the parts chiefly affected
th¢ respirabory, the digeslive and the
nervous. In each case the ansel is sud-
den, with a chill, headache and mental
depression, muscular pains, dizziness
and high fever. Sometimes there are
premonitory symptoms for a day or
two, such as lassitude, mentlal torpor,
dull headache and pains in the arms
and legs. Soon afler the onsel catar-
rhal symptoms—sneezing, running at
the nose and walering of the eyes—
make their appearance. In the respira-
tory form these increase in severily,
and there are also cough and shoriness
«f breath. It is not uncommon for this
ferm to develop into pneumonia.

In the digestive form the most prom-

inent symptoms are nausea and vom-
iling, or diarrhoea and severe adbom-
inal pains, the first two indicaling in-
volvement «f the stomach, the second
two ' that the Intestines are involved;
sometimes all are present at once, in-
dicaling a very severe altack,
- In the nervous form the headache is
usually intense, and the muscular and
neuralgic pains are very severe. De-
pression, both physical and mental, is
a prominent symptom, the despond-
ency often passing into real melancho-
lia and sometimes leading o suicide.
Insomnia is a eommon symptom, both
during the atlack and following it.

Convalescence is tedious, the body re-
gaining ils strength very slowly and
the mind throwing off its depression
only alter weeks or months.

The most imporlant part of the lreat-
ment is absolute rest in bed. The sick-
rcom is to be, if possible, on the sun-
ny side of the house, with windows
kept open both day and night. . The
patient should be protected by light
but warm bedclothes, and by a silk
nightcap. The diet should be greatly

restricted, especially while the fever
lasts., but water should be drunk in
abundance. The medicinal treatment

naturally varies with the form which
the discase assumes and the parls which
it attacks.-~Ycuth’s Companion.

ON THE FARY.

THE PLAGUE OF POOR COWS.

It grieves us to think as we wrile of
the very large per cenl, of the dairy
farmer's feed and time being wasled
every day, every weock and every
month of this 1908 because he is un-
derlaking to make money from cows
which on the average are giving onl
about one hundred and forly pou

ing no real profil to the farmers.
There is no necessily for a continu-
ance of this state of affairs, but it seems
almost impossible t¢ induce the firmer
i« take measures to protect himself
from th's constant loss. All that is
necessary is to use the scales and the
Babcock lest to ascertain the actual
yield of the cows during the year. it
is not necessary for him to\weigh and

fest every day. Professor Krf, of the
Ikansas station, who has iven the
matter especial study, is ouk author-
ity for the statement thatl weighing and

lesling the milk three days in {he week
will be accurale fo the extent of\06 per
cent. of the amount of milk prdaduced
and 94 per cent. of the bulter fyL as
compared with the record taken every
day during the period of laclation.
There is scarcely an cighleen-y
old boy on a farm who could no
induced 1o weigh und lest the milk |
days in the weck, in casc his father
will not do it, and thus delermine what
cows are dead beat boarders, mere ma-

nure factories and hence unfit to uso
in a dairy herd.
This, however, does not =olve tha

whole problem, for it does not lell us
how we can breed cows of dairy qua-
lity. By buying the best cows that are
available and testing them the farmer
can in time develop a herd that will
produce lwo hundred and fifty pounds
of butler fat a year. He might safely
lake {two hundred pounds as the mini-
mum, and he can reach this in the
course of two or three ycars. If one
hundred and forly pounds will pay the
cost of labor and feed then the sixly
extra pounds will be profit and surely
this is sufficient to induce the farmer
to ascerlain the facls with reference
t¢ his herd, now that means have been
furnished him in the shape of the B
cock test.

This having been done, and a N
of itwo hundred pound wcows being se-
cured, a more diflicult problem remains,
namely, how to secure bulls of belfer
potency that will enable him to breed
up h's herd. Under present conditions,
this is an exceedingly difficult maltter,
The farmer buys a bull, uses him for
lwo or three years, and then to avoid
inbreeding ho sells him and buys an-
other. He Jdoes not know and he can-
not know at that date the value of that
bull for dairy cows. Another year must
pass until the first of the heifers comes
in and he cannot delermine the value
<[ these for still another year .really
not for two years. Hence in the mal-
ler of breeding he is simply going 1t
blind.

What is the remdey? We know of
nono cxcept an  organization among
farmers in the neightorhood, or a
patrons of a creamery who use
same breed of cattle by which
will be enabled to keep frack of cows
that are heavy bulter producers, say
three hundred to three hundred and
fifty pounds, and buy from each other,
calves from these cows and when their
merits as dairy sires are ascertained
sell them to each other or exchange
with each other. This involves co-op-
eration, for which farmers, as a rule,
are not yet prepared, but for which
they will have to prepare {hemselves
if they are to get the real valumof the
feed that they are now wasling on in-
ferior dairy cows.

Creamery companies c¢ould be very
helpful in this, {f they wwould, and to
their own great benefit. Many of them
are passing out of existence for the
simple reason that the supplv of milk
's running short, partly due to the cen-
(ralized creamery and partly to the fact
that (he cows that are producing their
cream are not yielding more than half
their capacity.

These creameries could afford to gm-
ploy by the year some bright y
fellow who understands how to hé g
the Babcock test and good practicaf
judgment in tht way of preparing bal-
anced ralions, to ascertain for the
farmers just what their cows :é» do-
ing and to suggest better melhods of
feeding. This in time would lead 1o an
organization of the patrons among
themselves by which they would be able
lo select sires worthy of a place at the
head of their dairy herds. This is the
method followed in Denmark, the mogt
up-lo-date butter producing country in
the world. We know of no other way
which will enable the farmer to get
the value of the feed that he now
wasles upon his dairy cows.—Canadian
Thresherman.,

MUSIC

Some Instruments Useful in Some Cases,
Ifarmfu! in Others.

The effects of music on bolh the sane
and insane depend more on the kind of
instrument or instruments employed
than on the variety of the musical pro-
dvetion, writes a physician in the Medi-
c¢nl Journal.

Strings and horns have a sdvthing
efiect; more stirring effecls are obtain-
able from wocoden wind instruments ;
mcre enlivening yet from brass; and the
most agitating and thrilling of all from
drums and the upper octave instru-
ments, such as the piccolo.

A string orchestra when playing lively
dance music caused some increase in
pulse and blood pressure and an awak-
ening of atlention among the depressed,
and increased motility among the. excit-
able. Such instruments as strings and
horns, especially playing soft or plain-
tive music, would be positively harmful
ia depressed conditions, but are useful
in some mania cases, etc.

It has been noted lately in experiments
on the effects of music on breathing that
in the normal individual, listening to
organ music, major or minor, loud or
soft, shortens the respiratory pause and
makes the breathing faster and shal-
lower.
In hospital practice I found it useful to
subdivide the concert orchestra for ward
purposes, using certain combinations for
cerlain cases, depending on effects de-
sired, as previously described. Pa-

In another column will be found
the report of the Cardston Board
of Trade. There is one item
which we would like to call the
attention of the readers of THE
STAR and the people of Cardston
to. It is that which refers to the
printing of a certain booklet at
Lethbridge. On Thursday, April
31st, we were invited by the Sec-
retary, Mr. D. E. Harris, to attend
a meeting of the Executive of the
Board of Trade. We did so and
found the Committee on Booklet
for the fair present with the exe-
cutive, Mr. Weeks representing
that Commitee had received fig-
ures for the printing of this book-
let from the Lethbridge offices
and had also corresponded with
some firms in Chicago. Mind
you, THE STAR had never been
asked to give a figure on the
same. At the meeting we were
casually asked what we-weuld do
the work for and stated our
price. Upon motion it was de-
cided to allow the Committe
$100.00 for the publishing of the
book with the expressed condi-
tion that “The local printer was
to be given the preference.”
From that time until the holding
of the meeting, we were not giv-
en the slightest intimation of the
Commlittee’s action until we dis-
covered that the contract had
been placed with the Lethbridge
House and the work was being
performed. We did receive a letter
from ome of the Lethbridge
Houses which we presented to a
member of the Executive of the
Board of Trade. In this letter
tne publishers stated that Dr.
Weeks had called upon them

and that they had asked hm|_ _

why - the matter was not left
with IHii STAR and he gave
them no reason. The Leth-
bridge publishers also stated
that they advised him to give
the work to the local printer.
We don't know how the people
will feel towards this or how the
Municipal Government will ac-
cept the payment of part of their
$200.00 to an outside publishing
firm when the local firm was not
given a fair or square deal in the
matter. 5

FAMOUS HOPE DIAMOND ¢

IS IT RESPONSIBLE FOR DISASTER
TO ITS OWNER?

Tragedy Enough Surrounds Iis History
to Almost Warrant Such

Conclusicn,

Ridicule the fancy that would endow
a crystal of carbon with senlient qua-
lities, or believe in the occull power
of jewels 1o curse or bless, one must
own that in the careers of those who
have been so fortunate or unfortunate
as to possess the great blue stone lhey
call the Hope diamond there have been
death and disaster enough, and more
than enough, to make a peg on which
10 hang a tale of imprisoned evil reach-
ing out t» blight whom ils baneful
Trays may reach.

Hid in the lost lore of the oldest East
li: the earliest chapters in the great
gem’s story, Imaginalion might run
riot in {ales of lust and blood with the
blue stone for their motif, Fancy might
imbed it in the ephod of Prester John
or galher it into the treasure hoard of

Genghis Khan, but behind a modern,
tungible date, the day when Andre Ta-

vernier toiled overland back
Orient with jewels enough,
a king's ransom, at least for the price
o' a barony, in his wallet, any attempt
W frace its history lies in the realm of
pure speculalion.

Cunning in traflic was Tavernier,
“the King's jeweller.” More than once
he went out from Paris to the East and,
matching” the clever Orientals at their
cwn game, returned wilh spoil of gems
and gold to grace a crown or garnish
a mitre, King and Cardinal, bourgeols
and B'sNMop; Rickelieu, Colbert or Mme,
de Maintenon—these were the custom-
ers of Tavernier, the jeweller, He
knew the goods he could sell,

So when Tavernier came to the gale
of Paris on that day in 1688 he knew
that he had with him what, in spite of
the outpouring of royal treasure in the
invasion' of the Palatinate, would cap-
ture the royal fancy and win him not
only gold but that which he~had long
coveted—the title that would place him

JEWELLER MADE BARON.

It must have been an interesting spec-
lacle, the bargaining and dickering be-
fween the jeweller and Louis XIV. over
the handful of stones. The end of it
was that the royal lreasury was enrich-
ed by the addition of lhe enlire collec-
tion and impoverished to the extent of
2.500,00f. in gold coin, and in addition
Tavernier left the royal presence no
longer plain Andre Tavernier, jeweller
and fraveller, but Baron d'Aubonne,
with the right to hold his head as high
a&s any nobleman in Paris,

Rough and unshaped as it came into
the possession of the French King, the
Tavernier diamond weighed 112} car-
als. It was badly formed, and when it
went to Amsterdam, where then as now
the diamond cutters held sway, they
had to chip and trim it into shape until
only 67} carats were left. But what
a gem it was when they finished their
work! Of a deep sapphire blue, it
sparkled and gleamed resplendent from

—

every facet, wkile a great (riangular
projeclion .they had left in ils cenlre
seemed to mulliply the flashes. No
diamond so blue and so . large had ever
tcen seen before,

In the quarter century and more that
remained of the reign of the Grand
Monarque the great blué diamond flash-
ed over many a gliltering scene.. On
state occasions Louis wore it suspended
from a blue ribbon about his neck, and
ambassadors and princes saw it and
envied, Louis died and another Louis
reigned, and the chronicles of eigh-
tcenth ctentury France tell here and
thera of the royal gem, monarch of all
the jewels of the crown. Then came
another Louis, sixteenth of his ndme,
and with him and his tragedy it would
scem the evil power of the blue dia-
mond began (o be effe clive,

Nothing but tragedy cam be fold of
Louis XVI. and his reign, and when at
lost he went to the guillotine in 1793
and the sansculottes sacked the royal
treasure house they look the blue dia-
mond with the rest, Who was the man
and what his fate into whose hand\
this most precious gem of all fell

NO LIVING MAN KNOWS,

and it is not likely any written record
wlill ever tell. The rest of the crown
jewels were deposited in the Garde
Meuble. Not so the Tavernier dia-
mond. Where it went, through what
vicissitudes it passed, no one knows.
It had brought a royal head to the H\n
and one might almost fancy it hid

in ambush, waiting for ancther oppox
tunity to sirike. &
Men were born and married and

founded families and died before {he
great blue diamond was heard of again,
Then in 1880, one day in Haton Garden
the jewel mart of England as it is now
of the world, appeared Daniel Illason,
a thrifty dealer in precious stones and
such like, and in his hand he held a
blue diamond. His fellow dealers gasp-
ed, then -asked questions. The slone
was not so big as the missing crown
jowel of France, but it was {he biggest
diamond that had been seen in - that
market, and the biggest blue diamond
any of them had ever seen. It weighed
44Y carats, and except for the absence
of the f{riangular projection or horn
that the cutlers had left-on the Taver-
nier stone, it was almost of the same
shape and size as the famous gem.

To the question, “Where did you get
it?"  Mr. Eliason -told one and all the
same story—he had bought the stone
from a stranger and had asked no ques-
tions. - There was ‘the slone; its price
was so much; did they want to-buy?
Curiosily was effiectually baffled by this
busihesslike rebufl. It neede¢d no slrelch
of the imagination, however to identify
this mysterious gem wilh the Taver-
rier diamond, and ils fame was speed-
ily noised abroad.

To the cars of Henry Thomas Hope,
e banker who had amassed weallh un-
ti: he was tired of saving, came the
rews that there was in the market a
diamond the like of which was never
scen before in England, and to this
gossip added it was once a crown jewel
of France. The banker saw the dia-
mond, bargained wilth Mr., Eliason
and finally. bought the stone. Neither
buyer nor seller told the price paid,
but the busy tongiue of rumor placed
it at £13,000—$65,000 it would be to-day.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10 per acre for soft coaland $20for
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres
can be acquired by one individual or
company. Royalty at the rate of ten
cents per ton of 2000 pounds shall be
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certiticate is
granted upon payment in advance of $5
er annum for an individual, and from
$50to $100 per annum for 1company,
accordingto capital.

A free miner having discovered miner-
eralin place may locatea claim 500 x
500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must ba expended ona
claim each year or paid to the mining
recorder in lieu thereof. When £500
has been expended or paid, the locator
may upon having a survey made, and
upon complying with other requirements
purchase the land at $1 per acre.

The patent prov ides for the payment
of a royalty of 2 1-2 per cent on the
sales.

PLACER mining claims generally
are 100 feet square; entry fee $5, re-
newable yearly.

A free miner may obtain two leases to
dredge for gold of five miles each for a
term of twenty years, renewable at the
discretion of the Minister of the Inter-
ior

The lessee shall have a dredge in oper-
ation within one season from the date of
the lease for each five miles. Rental
$10 per annum for each mile of river
leased. Royalty at the rate of 2 1-2 per
cent collected onthe output after it ex-
ceeds $10,000.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

ANY even numbered eection of Dominion
Lands in Manitoba or the North-west
Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserved, may
be homesteaded Ly any person who is the sole
head of a family, o1 any male over 183 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter section of 160
acres, moreor less.

Application for homestead entry or ihepection
must be made in person by the applicant at the
office of the local Agent or Bub-Agent.

The homesteader is required to perform the
conditions connected therewith under one of
the following plans:

1 Aty least six month's residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each year for three
years,

2 If the father (or mother, if the father ie
deceased) of the hometeader resides upon a farm
in the vicinity of the land entered tor the re-
quirements as to residence may be eatisfied by
such person residing with the father or mother,

3 If the settler has his permanent resideance
upon farming land owned by him in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requirements as to resi-
dence may be satisfied by residence upon the
sald land.

SYNOPSIS OF
Coal Mining Regulations

Coal mining rights of the Dom-

inion, in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta, the Yuzon Territory, the
North-West Territory and British
Columbia, may be leased fora
term of twenty-one years nt an an-
ual rental of $1 an acre. not
more than 2,660 acres will be leas-
to one spplicant,

Application for a lease must be
made tc the Agent or Sub-Agent
of the district in which the rights
applied for are situated.

In surveyed territory jthe land
must be described by sections, or
legal sub-divisions of sections, and
in unsurveyed territory the tract
applied for shall be staked out.

Each application must be ac-
companied by a fee of $5, which
will be refunded if the rights ap-
plied for are not available but not
otherwise. A royalty shall be paid
on the merchantable output of the
mine at the rate of five cents per
ton. :

Every lessee of coal mining
rights which are not being oper-
ated shall furnish the district a-
gent of Dominion Lands with a
sworn statement to that effect at
least once in each year.

The lease will include the coal
mining rights only, but the lessee
may be permitted to purchase
whatever available surface righis
may be considered necessary for
the working of the mine at the rate
of $10 an acre.
