With a very near approach to trath, the
human family inhabiting the earth has been
estimated at 700,000,000 ; the annual loss by
death is 18,000,000, Now, the weight of
the animal matter of this immense body
rest into the grave is no less than 634,000
tons, and by its decomposition produces
9,000,000,000,000 cubic feet of gaseous mat-
terr The vegetable productions of the earth
clear away from the atmosphere the gasses
thus generated,decomposing and assimilating
them for their own increase. This eycle of
changes has been going on ever since wan
became an oceupier of the earth, He feeds
on the lower animals and on the seeds of
plants, which in due time become a part of
himself. 'The lower animals feed upon the
herbs and grasses, which, in their turn, be-
come the animal, then, by its death, again
pass into the aimosphere and are ready once
more to be assimilated by plants, the earthy
or bény substance alone remaining where it
is lepdsitcd, and not even there unless .~'uf~
ficiently deep in the soil to be out of the in-
sorbent reach of the roots and plants and
trees. It is not all diflicult to prove that
the elements of which the living bodies of
the present generation are composed have
passed through millions of mutations, and
formed parts of all kinds of avimal and
vegetable bodies and consequeutly it may
be said that fractions of the elements of our
ancestors form portions of ourselves.
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A Canadian ofticer, Major H. G. Elliot,
who hails from Lambton County, in this
Province, has gone out to the Cape as one
of Sir Garnet Wolseley's right-hand men,
Major Lilliot first distinguished himself at a
fearful hurricane that wrought great devas-
tation at Balaklava during the Crimean war.
As a result of his early Canadian life, he was
able in one instance to be of great use. The
mud in the Crimea was so deep that it fre-
quently took twenty-four horses to draw a
single caunon. Elliot made some rough
“stone boats " out of planks, and after the
caunons were loaded on, three or four horses
in each instance could easily do the work of
twenty-four. The officer in command and
0ld Country newspapers paid Elliot a high
compliment at the time, after which ln‘e wias
chosen Adjutant of a battalion before Sebas-
topol. Eor the past four years he has travel-
led South Africa, and is thoroughly ac-
quainted with the country where the war is
now raging. e Ims had the honour of the
Order of St. Michael and St. George con-
ferred upon him, and is in possesson of
several medals, In Major Elliot the British
commander will possessan excellent specimen
of a Canadian soldier.
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If Cetewayo should again send to the
British headquarters to inquire as to the
terms on which his surrender would be ac-
cepted, he will receive from Sir Garnet
Wolseley conditions of peace which present
a remarkable contrast to Sir Bartle Frere's
original ultimatum. The terms which Sir
Garnet carries with him to the Cape are as
follows : Unconditional surrender 1s not in-
sisted upon. Instead of the Zulu army being
disarmed or disbanded, no objegtion 1s to be
made to Cetewayo’s maintaining a force
sufficiently large to overawe his native neigh-
bours and to hold back the fierce savage tribes
Amatongas and Swazis. that have long been
pressing down towards Natal from the north.
The Zulu monarch is to be recognized as an
independent potentate, though a resident
must be received to watch his foreign
relations. If Cetewayo has any prisoners
he must give them up, as well as g\ll arms
and trophies taken from the English, and
the faithful performance of this last con-
dition will be accepted in lieu of an in-
denmity. No mention seems to be made of
the territorial question, nor 1s the offensive
and impertinent condition that the King
shall repeal the marriage laws of the Zulu
nation to be insisted upon.
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The Peruvian-Chilian naval battles have
led to a vigorous discassion in England as to
the merits cof ironclads of enormous tonnage
and power such as are now being built for
the British fleet. Hobart Pasha, Admiral of
the Turkish fleet, but withal an English of-
ficer, argues in favor of small, heavily ar-
moured, fast vessels, that can out-manc-vie
an ironclad, meanwhile hitting it at ever)
vuluerable point. Of course a small vessel
will be sunk oceasionally ; but it is held that
for general service they will prove most ef-
fective. Naval authorities have abandoned
the idea of war vessels bombarding masked
batteries. Considerable attention is being
given by the Admiralty authorities to the
question of preparing a general scheme under
which the Government would, in case of
war, be enabled promptly to secure all suit-
able ocean steamers and fit them as armed
cruisers.

A boy seven years of age was seen to fall
from a bulkhead into the Iludson River,
June 2. After considerable delay a youth
named Thomas Berry came to the rescue,
and the spot where the boy sank was pointed
outto him. By a plucky dive and a long
swim under water he succeeded in recover-
ing the boy, who had been in the water
eight minutes, and was apparently lifeless. A
successful effort was made to resuscitate
him, signs of returning conseivusness ap-
pearing at the end of twenty minutes. The
officers of the patrol of the water front pro-
nounced this the most remarkable case of
resuscitation after long submergence that
had come within their knowledge, and it was
put upon record as such. The happy issue
should encourage and persistent effort in all
similar cases.
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Swarms of butterflies are reported from
southern and central France. They first
appeared in Italy. Recently the Marseilles
coast was covered with them. A cloud of
white and yellow butterflies passed the same
day near Montelimor station, the passage
lasting fifty minutes, while stragglers follow-
ed for another half hour. The invasion has
extended as far as Alsace. At Angers there
was a swarm estimated at 20,000, which,
after passing over the public walks, traversed
the Rue de Mail at only a slight distance
above thesground. Near the forest of Fon-
tainbleau they were less compact, consisting
of groups of a dozen or twenty each.
Westerly gales and occasional thunderstorms
have occurred simultaneously with this un-
usual phenomenon.
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A statement has just been published at St.
Petersburg showing something of the present
overcrowded condition of the Russian gaols
It appears that besides the establishment in
connection with the mines in Siberia there
are altogether eleven convict prisons in the
empire. That at Irkutsk, which according
to the regulations should only contain 1,500,
is now occupied by 2,000. Two prisons in
the Charkoff government constructed, one
for 450 and the other for 474 prisoneas, con-
tain respectively 600 and 500 unfortunate
convicte. In spite of this overcrowding it is
stated that H00 miserable beings arve lying in
the ordinary town gaols awaiting vacancies
in the central establishments.

Dominion Day and Canada’s Future.

The coming and passing of Dominion Day,
1st of July have awakened reflections on the
history of the united Provinces in the past.
and prognostications as to their future. In
the twelve years since confederation, Canada
has made wonderful progress, especially in
the way of rolling up debt, and undertaking
onerous engagements. She has carried full
sails, and it is doubtful to what haven or
rocky ‘shoal the breeze which fills them will
carry her. Individually, Canadians in all
the Provinces are neither happier or more
prosperous than they were before Confedera-
tion. A few have had their ambition grati-
tied, have attained title and position, have
arisen above their narrow local surroundings,
but the mass are not a bit better off than
they were before, though they may find some
consolation in a feeling of gratified pride,
that, whereas formerly they were only units
in isolated Provinces, they are now mem-
bers of a young nation, with a great destiny
before it. That feeling may enable them to
bear up against the depression which now
deadens their energies.

The Dominion, it may be said, has a great
future before it, but if it goes on as it has
during the last twelve year, borrowing great
sums of mouey, constructing great and unre-
munerative works, indulging legislative ex-
travagance, there is a great danger that it
will strike on the rock of financial embarrass-
ment.

A phamphlet has been lately published in
Montreal by *“ a British emigrant to Canada of
tifty-six years standing.” The w riter fears
that reckless expenditures on unremunerative
public werks will be the means of destroying
her independent life, and pushing her towards
annexation. The writer is a man well ad-
vanced in years, and he possibly takes too
sombre a view of the situation, but there is a
real warning in what he says. The follow-
ing passage gives a good idea of the matter
and manner of this phamplet :—

“OQur Finance Minister new informs us
that our obligations to the amount of $40,-
041,214 will mature and must be provided
for at different periods within the ensuing
six years, and -when he goes on a borrowing
mission for this and the sums required for the
public works under way (which he will soon
be required to do), what answer can he give
the London money-lenders when asked for a
statement of liabilities and assets * Will he
tell them that our imports exceeded our ex-
ports $220,000,000 in the last six yeuars, and
that we have nothing whatever to show for
it ?  Will he tell them that we are indebted
to British capitalists $140,000,000, and all
we have to show for it is the Intercolonial
Railway, which falls short half a million of
dollars a year to pay its working expenses,
and a few other worthless railways for local
traflic in the Eastern provinces which don't
average the cost of ruuning them > Will he
tell them that we had the most magnificent
canals to be found in the world, and that, not-
withstanding, they were never used to a
tenth of their capacity, we are now in the
market borrowing $30,000,000 to enlarge
them for the sole advantage of the Western
States of the American Union, and that at a
certain loss to Canada of over two millions
dollars a year 7 Will he tell them that we
bave already expended some twenty millions
of dollars of their money in building a rail-
way—which is to cost $150,000,000, and
which for generations will not pay running
expenses—to secure the traflic of some fif-
teen thousand settlers on the Puacific coast
and colonizing the North-West Territory for
the United States - Will he tell them that
we support a Dominion Government with a
viceregal court and seven provincial legisla-
tures to.manage the affairs of a population
equal 1n numbers to that of their civy of Lon-
don? Will he tell them ‘that we have
reached the situation when bankruptc; is
doing its frightful work all over the land,
when values of all descriptions have fallen
50 to 75 per cent., when millions of the peo-
ple’s money have been swept out of existence,
and no prospect of better times is in sight ¥’
Wiil he tell them that this is the true state
of our affairs ? If not, he will be deceiving
them in such a way as an individual would
be liable to a criminal prosecution for—ob-
taining credit under false pretences.

The Rival Kent Lines.

Last week we mentioned that Walter M.
Buck and Edward Jack, Fsquires, had been
commissioned by the lLocal Government to
male a survey and exploration of the line of
the Kent Northern Railway, and that the
Hon. Mgssrs. Landry and Haunington would
accompany them. There is a good deal of
feeling in the country over the railway, and
a great number object to the “ Northern
route,” as located by Brown & Co., inasmuch
as it strikes the Intercolonial Railway nine
miles above Welford. The Northern route
starts from Richibucto, runs at first, for a
~hort distance south, towards the right bank
of the Richibucto river, then strikes west,
crossing Grand Brook, and some hranches of
the Moutis river, till it strikes the I. C. I2.

This route is 27 miles in length. The peo~

ple living in the lower part of the county,
and particularly those of Welford object to
it. A new line is proposed by Jas. G, Me-
Donald & Co. Starting from Richibucto, it
takes a direct southern course, north of the
“northern route,” until it cuts Grand Brook,
then running sonth, it crosses Moutis river,
Bass river, and the Richibucto, and strikes
Welford., The line is 24 miles in length,
The engineers of the northern route have
graded some parts, but, we hear that the
(tovernment do not feel themselves bound to
recognize their work, as they have failed to
submit the surveys of location according to
agreement. They are free to approve of the
proposed shorter southern line if found suit-
able, which if chosen will save the province
$15,000, besides being acceptable to a large
number of the inhabitants of the county.
The object of the Government is, we pre-
sume, to secure for the county the hest pos~

sible route,

A Stirring Week.

Foreian Mission MEETING,

On Monday evening the fifth Annual Mis-
sionary Meeting of the Board of Foreign
Missions for the Diocese of Fredericton, met
in the Temperance Hall, at which the Lord
Bishop presided. The report was submitted
by Mr. W. M. Jarvis, which showed that
$5,400 have been sent from the Diocese to
Foreign Missions, at an expence of $86. In-
teresting speeches were made on “ Mission
work in British Columbia.” “ Womens work
for Missions,” and “ Neglected Churches and
Forgotten Parishes,” by the Rev. Messrs.
Brigstock, Pentreath, and Love respectively.
The pointed appeals which had a humorous
season and Hibernian flavor, made by Mr.
Love, for help for the people of Harvey,
opened the hearts and purse strings of some
of his auditors, He received a more liberal
contribution than he asked or ventured to an-
ticipate. The meeting gave great pleasure
to all who attended, and it was closed with
the Bishops Eenediction.

In
the afternoon the cricket match between the
old and young elevens, took place in the
Officer’'s Square. The weather was delight-
ful ; a cool breeze tempered the ardent rays
of the sun, and the many onlookers found
comfert in the shadows cast by the old wil-
lows, and cheered and applauded  every clean
stump, clever hit, and vigorous swipe.”

There was
evidently in the Synod a strong division of
opinion in respect to the canon, and had the
session of the Syrod been prolonged, there
would have been a very warm discussion, as
it was, considerable heat was struck out. But
the session was brought to a close in the most
unexpected manner. Mr. E. B Chandler Jy,
at the close of the Bishop's address, question-
ed the legality of the session, as the month's
notice of the meeting had not, as the constj-
tution required, been given. The question
was referred to a committee consisting of the
Chief Justice, Hon. M. Wedderburn, and
Messrs. Chandler and G. D. Street, who re-
ported, after full consideration, that were
reluctantly compelled to state that in their
opinion the meeting of the Synod had not
been legally called. A motion, at a meeting
on Wednesday morning, by Rev. Uen.]mul;
Shaw, requesting the Bishop to call a special
meeting of the Synod on the 8th of October
was carried.

Diocesan CHURcH Socigry,

The meeting of the Diocesan Church
Society was opened in the Madras School
room on Tuesday morning at ten. The
reports of the clergy, which showed success-
ful work for the year were read, also the
reports of the Executive Committee and
Auditor, The meeting then adjourned to
mset 1 the Oddfellow’s Hall in the after-
noon. A committee on the Board of Foreign
Missions, comsisting of the Rey. Messrs. S,
M. Armstrong, T. E. Dowling, F. Patridge,
Messrs. G. A. Schefield, B. L., Peters. W
M. Jarvis, G. R. Parkin, and E. B, Chandler,
Jr., was appointed. There was a discussion
on the feasibility of the Society holding its
sessions in other places, as St. Andrews,
Sussex, Chatham, and Woodstock, as well as
St. John and Fredericton, and the question
was afterwards referred to a committee,

A resolution moved by Mr. M. W. Jaryis
at the evening session, was carried after a
spirited discussion and opposition, increasing
the pensions paid to widows and orphans,

from 8100 to $200 per annum. At the
meeting on Wednexday evening, om the

motion of Mr. Parkin, who made a vigorous
speech, and after considerable opposition a
graut of $200 annually towards the snpport
of the Divinity Schaol was carried. After
the appointment of officers and committees,
the thanks of the meeting were tendered to
the Bishop, who had presided, and the meet-
ing adjourned.

On Wednesday night the anniversary ex-
ercises of the D. C. S. were held in the Cathe-
dral, and were fully attended by the clergy
and laity, members of the St. John CLurch
Choirs took part in the choral services.

The Zlﬂn War.

News of the date of May 21st, has come
from the Cape. The correspondent of the
| London tandard writes :—

A strong impression
satisfactory terms might be made with the
Zulus, were the authorities so inclined. The
manner, however, in which Cetewayo's mes-
sengers have been seized and imprisoned
seems to point out that it is resolved to enter
into no negotiations whatever until a decisive
blow has been struck at Cetewayo's power.
The policy of imprisoning messengers is
generally condemned, as, even is the men
who have come in are not of sufficiently
high rank for us to entertain their proposals,
we might at least send them back with a
message to the King to that effuct,

The Basutos still hold out. A party of a
hundred surrendered the other day, after
an attack was made upon them. They were
attacked by shot and shell, and, taking
refuge in caves, were smoked out. Troubles
are spreading with the natives. A force
bas been raised in Umaqualand to operate
on and beyond the Orange River. The area
of disaffection and bloodshed has increased
since the departure of the last mail. The
same journal’s correcpondent at Conference
Hill says ;—Lord Chelmsford is at Utrecht.
No plan of the campaign has yet been settled
upen, far less arranged. The geueral appears
to be waiting for some happy inspiration
from Providence to help him out of his
difficulties. Supplies continue to arrive at
the frout, but the cavalry consume them as
fast as they come in, the two regiments eat-
ing the contents of sixteen out of twenty-two
waggons that daily arrive. At this rate it
will be months before any great supply of
forage can accumulate, The roads are good,
but the colonists, who are making money
hand over hand by the war, give no efficient
aid to hurry matters forward.

On Sunday, 3lst, as at present arranged,
Lord Chelmsford will move forward from
Utrecht as far as Conference Ilill. Gireat
pressure is being put upon him from the
base, and indeed from all sides, to advance,
and it possible that he may yet be goaded un
to making up his mind to go forward. As,
however, he insists upon being accompanied
by a waggon train which will be eleven miles
in length, and the grass is now dried or
burned up, it is probable that if he makes an
advance he will speedily have to fall back
again. There is sufficient food for the
troops for two months at the front, but
Lord Chelmsford continues to ask for more,
simply, as far as can be seen, because if he
admitted he had enough he would have no
further excuse for delay. The exasperation
of officers and men at the present state of
things is intense, and no one can understand
why Lord Chelmsford is retained in com-
there was nothing in the world to have pre-
vented our marching straight from (iingele-
lova to Ulundi. Why we have been brought
round to Conference Hill is a mystery to
everyone, and all feel a deep sensation of
shame and anger that 27,000 men under the
British tlag cannot master the resistance of
35,000 naked savages.

News up to the Gth of June tell of peace
negotiations pending with Cetewayo, and of
strong expectations that they will be success-
ful. Never was the close of any war in
which British troops were engaged more ar-
dently wished for than the end of the Zulu
butcheries. Still the terms of peace, as report-
ed show that the British commander is deter-
mined to yield nothing to disgust or difficulty.
As the condition of granting an armistice, he
demanded the giving back of the two cannon
taken at [sandula, and the surrender of cer-
tain hostages as tokens of Cetewayo's sin-

grevnils here that

cerity.  Unconditional surrender, payment
of the expenses of the war, and return of the
spoils taken at Isandula are terms more easy
to demand than to obtain.and enforce. It
geems at first sight impossible that ten to
twenty millions could be wrung out of the
Zulu King, or that the spoils scattered about
in a thousand different hands perhaps could be
regathered and given up. The terms of peace
are, it may be supposed, made purpossly
hard in order to impress the Zalus, who
would think mildness and moderation signs
of weakness ; but, if unconditional surrender
was obtained the other terms would not per-
haps be too harshly insisted upou. Tt will
be fortunate, if, when Sir Garnet Wolseley
lands in Capetown, he finds peace. He would,
we daresay, prefer to gather further laurels
in other fivlds than those of South. Africa,
and against other foes than the black truccu-
lent, assegai nssassins, the Zulus.
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The Khedives Abdication.

The Khedive of Egypt who has been for a
long time struggling to withstand the pres-
sure of England and France, backed by Ger-
many, Austria, and Italy, brought upon him,
has at length consented to be deposed, and
his second son Prince Mahomed Tewpik is
proclaimed Viceroy in his stead. The Khe-
dive has secured a yearly pension of £50,000
for himself, and £12,000 a year apiece for
his sons of whom he has ten. Le has also
great private resources. lle intends taking
up his residence in Paris, along with his
favorite wife. No doubt be will be able to
endure existence under the circumstances.
If his deposition leads to better state of
things in the ancient lands of the Pharoabs,
to the lifting the yoke of grinding tyranny
from the necks of the poor fellahs, his un-
fortunate whilome subjects, it will be a happy
circumstunce indeed. Under a new
tractable Viceroy, the tinances of Egypt will
be brought into a better state, and the Eng-
lish and French creditors will be able to see a
hope of realizing some dividends from their in-
vestments.

According to a late report, Egypt isin a
very unprosperous condition at present.

The exports of Egypt, which in 1377 were
£15,5600,000 and in 1876 £16,000.000, fell
last year 1o £8,304,000. These ftigures are
worthy of study by every one who holds
Igypt a rich country and able to pay her
debt. But the reason of the diminution is
not far to seek. Kgypt is a purely agricul-
tural country ; her crops constitute the whole
of her wealth. Under every Lead Messrs.
Moss’ returns show a serious falling off of
produce. Cotton, the most lucrative crop of
the country, cottou-seed and sugar were all
short of the average, while the export of
wheat fell from 850,000 ardeb in 1877 to 67,-
000 in 1878, and of beans from 930,000 to
220,000. Lven elephants’ teeth, from
some mysterivus sympathy with the linancial
crisis, only amounted in value to £23,000, as
against £062,000 iu the previous year. This
diminution of exports naturally produced a
greatly lessened return of the number of the
vessels cleared from Alexandria. The British
vessels in 1378 were in number 170, as
against 300 in 1877, while the tonnage was
194,000, as against 390,000. The imports,

Horrible Murder.
Last Saturday, we copied from the Toronto |
Mail some remarks on the homicidal wave
that has been sweaping over this continent
and giving particulars of some murders which
have taken place lntely in Canada. On the
following day, to cap the climax of these
tragedies, a murder took place, most herrible
in its mode of execution, and more sickening
in its details than any of which there is
recent record. If the murder had taken
place in some den of infamy in & narrow
pestilential lane or crowded court in the
low quarter of some densely populated city
of the old world, people might have said that
it was a result of a rotten civilization, which
fair outwardly is corrupt at the core, but
what will they say when they know that it
took place in Montreal, the first city in our
young, vigorous nationality, the New Domi-
non.
Mr. and Mrs. Meyers lived in 242 William
Street, Montreal. Meyers was a Tipperary
man, and an idle loafing, lying fellow of most
contemptible character. His wife whose
maiden name was Susan Kennedy had lead a
terrible life. A woman of naturally fierce
passions she has kept them inflamed by con-
tinual drink. She has been tried before for
attempted murder, and has been familiar with
prisen and penitentiary in the course of her
career.
Mrs. Connolly, nee of Mary Gallagher was
a friend of Mrs. Meyers, and frequented her
house and together, and with their palls they
consumed very much whiskey, Connolly had
been seperated from her husband over two
years, and had lived the worst of lives. She
was 33 yearf of age, and had been a woman
of fine appearance.
On Sunday afternoon, people in William
Street heard noises coming from No. 202,
but as rows were frequent there they paid
no attention. About 7 o'clock in the even-
ing Mrs. Meyers put her head out of the
window ahd shouted “ murder.”
The cry was a startling one, but even that
did not appal any one present, as the neigh-
bors are in the habit of hearing such noises.
But there seemed no false alarm in the
woman's tone, and a young man at once as-
cended the stairs. He had not gone far be-
fore the evidence of a severe conflict met his
gaze. Passing from the passage at the top
of the stairs into the room he was startled
with a sight sufficient to terrify the stontest
man. There, stretched out upon the floor,
was a headless corpse, the ghastly wound,
showing jagged edges about the shoulders,
and shreds of tlesh on the bosom, indicating
how rudely and terribly the deed had been
done. Stretched out was one arm, while the
other lay upon the ground close to the body,
and the young man noticed that the hand
was completely cut away. Further inspec-
tion of the premises shewed the head to have
been placed in a large bucket, and the life-
blood of the woman besmeared the floor in
large streams, while in the centre, and near
the headless shoulders of the victim, was a
pool of clotted blood. Little time was wast-
ed, however, in marking the sickening details,
wnd the alarm was at one given to the police.
This is sufficiently horrible without going
into further detail.
Mr. Meyrs tried to put off the murder on
a man named Michael Flannigan, a laborer,
who had culled to see Mrs. Connolly that
afternoon. But all appearances pointed to
Mrs. Meyers being the principal perpetrator
of the diabolical deed. One account says : —
That, the police, upon entering the house
they found Meyers in bed, either drunk or
pretending to be asleep. She was told 10
get up, and was then searched. The officers
found three dresses upon her person. The
outside one had little or no blood upon it,
but upor removing it another dress and an
apron was found. These were covered and
besmeared with blood. Still pursuing their
search, they removed the second dress, and
then discovered a third one which was com-
pletely saturated with blood. They found
also a pocket-book containing one cent and a
25 cent piece concealed under her arm. The
woman resisted violently, and objected to
being searched. Upon going to the station-
house one of the constables asked her if she
knew the man that committed the murder.
Mrs. Meyers replied that she would know
him if she saw him, but that she did not
know his name. “ Why I did not tell the
police about the affair? Well, you don’t
suppose that I would run in and inform on
him do you? Why, I am very glad that the
man got away before ne was arrested.” Be-
fore the woman was taken from the house
she said that she was hungry, and the officers
allowed her to go to the cupboard, where she
got some bread and butter, and sat down and
quietly commenced to eat beside the corpse.
The dreadful deed was committed in a fit
of rage and drunkenness, culminating in a
paroxysm of insane violence,
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As Others See Us.

The reaction in Canadian politics since last
fall, when Sir John A. Macdonald swept the
country, is quite as notable and surprising as
Sir John's “cataclysm.” The Province of
Ontario, which last year declared overwhelm-

“guillotine” and the “machine” set up as
firmly in the Dominion as in the United
States, and quinquennial revolutions in the
civil service upsetting the peace and pros-
perity of a country hitherto blessed with a
very eflicient, economical, and honest staff
of public servants,

The Potato Bug.

The potatoe bug has made its appearance
in several localities in the Province. In this
vicinity we hear of it at Spring Hill and
Rusagornis, on the upper St. Jobn and
other parts of the County. Unless active
measures are promptly adopted the loss may
be very serious. The breadth «&4gad planted
with potatoes this year is greater than ever
before, and the prospect is that the demand
for shipment to the West will be active.
We bave heard tha: parties are willing to
contract for Early Rose at two dollars per
barrel, on the Americaa side; this prospective
demand should stimalate our farmers to
make extra exertions to save their crops.
Paris green is the easiest means to adopt, bug
much can be done by hand picking, or by
holding & flat dish or basket under the vines
and shaking or beating them with a wisp : the
bugs will fall into the dish, when they can be
destroyed. Children become ety expert at
thig work, and will clear a figld in a short
time. \

are looking well. Although they were late in
consequence of the cold weather, they have’
improved very fast with the warm change of
the past fortnight. Grass promises to be
about an average; oats are on the whole
good. Wheat is generally good, and an extra
quantity has been sown, Potatoes are fair,
as the bug has appeared in some places, it is
too soon, howaver, to express an opinion as
to the result of their visitation on the crops.
A fair extent of turnips has been sown. Mr.
Spear has showrr us a sample of wool from a
yearling, bred from the imported stock from
Oatasio, it is fine in quality, and about
twelve inches in length. The fleece weighed
10 lbs. as shorn, The sheep in Stanley are
as usual, good. Those imported last year
have done well and will help to keep the
reputation of Stanley up to its well earned
high standard.
