The New Tyranny
That Threatens Us

A New
America.
Lik‘e many an old tyramny, it comes
with the name of righteousness upod
its lips. With upcast eyes it deplores

tyranny has come with

the sinfulness of its victims. |

It professes, as bigotry has always

done, an infinite solicitude for the
welfare of those whom it persecutes.
Its environment is novel, and its pur-
pose is one not dreamed of by the
earlier inquisitors, but in its essen-
tial nature this new tgranny of the
Prhibition laws represents the age-
long spirit of persecution which has
vexed the soul of mankind throughout
the slow centuries of progress. Di-
verted from one channel, it seeks an-
other.
As long as the 'total-abstinence”
movement confined itself to exhorta,
tion and pcrsuasion. to extolling the
merits of lemonade and deploring
the honors of drinking bottled ale,
there was nothing in it that was of-
fensive except its own essential sil-
liness. |

But when it contrives to captur2
the machinery of government and to
enforce its principles by the use of the
public prison, it raises an entirely
different issue.

The question no louger. tucns upon
whether bear does cr does vt lower |
the tone of the digestion &nd l,csen
the motor musd.es of the esophagus;
it may do these things or it may not;
but the question now becomes whether
or not my esophagus is my own and
whether or not I may do as I like with

The prohibitionist may stuff him-
gelf with hot muffins and strong tea
till he bursts, and I shall never stop |
him. Far from it. Let him burst if
he likes. But if I drink bottled ale,
the prohibitionist, on the plea of my
own welfare, sends me to prison.
There is involved here an outrage
Nagainst the first principle of indiv-
idual liberty, which has hitherto been
the corner stone of British and Am-
erican institutions.

For America it is too late to pro-
test. The cloud envelops us. and it
will be at least a generation before
the wholesome breezes of a returning
sanity suffice to dissipate it. But
in England the moment is ripe for
the enlightment of public opinion as
to the nature and operation of the
criminal laws now d irected in
America against the users of beer
and spirits.

The present legal position is as
followe. All of the forty-eight States
of the American Union and the nine
provinces of Canada are now either
"bone dry,” or are drying up. ,

A vast Political Trick

The matter is a little complicated.
In the United States, till 1917, the
question of Prohibition was left to
the separate States. But the war
situation changed everything.

The Federal Government, using its
"war powers,” passed a Statute, in its
powers," in its nature
temporary, prohibiting all further
import and also forbidding all sale of
intoxicating liquor in the United
States frem July 1, 1919, till one
year after the close of the war.

The rapid ending of the war threw
the operation of this Statute into the
time of peace, but it went into force,
none the less. It is in force at the
present moment.

But the law in question is only a
small part of what was don2. On
January 20, 1920, there will descend
upon the country the full force of the
18th Amendment to the Constitition
duly adopted and ratified during tha
war time by two-thirds of the Federal
Congresg and by threcquarters of
the State Legislatures. This pro-
hibits all salé, manufacture, import
and export.

The amendment is supreme. Under
the American system of Government
no power in the land can set it aside,
save only a repeal by a smilar amend
ment.

LEAVE IT T0 "PAL”

Dog’s Owner Relies on Animal’s
Intelligence.

Offspring of Gray Wolf and Highly
Bred Scottish Guardian of Sheep,
Four-Footed Companion Ils
Beyond Value.

While in Alabama I made the ac-
quaintance with the strangest dog I
have ever heard of—the most unique
ereature it has been my province to
get acquainted with, writes George F.
Burba in the Columbus Dispatch. He
belongs to a man living at Tyson-
ville, but is known all over the state,
and his name is “Pal.”

Pal's mother was a shepherd and
lived on the plains out West, where
she looked after a big herd of sheep.
In fact, she was one of the best sheep
dogs In the whole region. Hi§ father
was a gray wolf. So Pal is half wolf
and half dog—a common enough thing
out West.

Pal grew up with the sheep his
mother looked after, and learned all
the tricks of rounding them up and
bringing them in. But he learned a
whole lot more than the average sheep
dog knows. He learned that every
other animal as’ well as sheep can
be directed and guided and taken care
of if you know how to do it. So when
Pal's owner wants any certain animal
on the farm brought in, he simply
tells the dog what he wants and Pal
attends to it. He can tell the dog to
go to the pasture a mile away and
bring In a certain mule and he goes
and brings it in. He can direct him
to bring in a certaln cow or calf or
hog and it is done.

But the strange thing about it is
that Pal also brings in other dogs.
His owner has numerous bird dogs,
which he trains upon the plantation.
Pal helps traln them. If a dog gets
too far away, the tralner says, “Pal,
bring him in,” and Pal does so. He
runs to the dog and crowds him toward
the owecr. He simply will not let
him go in any other direction. He
doesn't fight the other dog, although
at times it may be necessary for him
to take hold of an ear and nip It a
little. But he apnoys the dog until
there is nothing else for it to do but
to be guided by Pal

Then Pal is the high sheriff or po-
liceman of the whole plantation. He
keeps the peace between the other ani-
mals. If two dogs get Imto a fight,
Pal separates them. If he finds a
couple of hogs or chickens fighting,
he does the same thing. He doesn't
bother anything upon the plantation
unless it is doing something & ought
not to do, and then he takes a hand
in the matter and settles it. If he
finds a pig In a field where it doesn’t
belong, he drives it out without being
directed to do so. If a horse slips
its bridle while hitched to the hitch-
ing post and cavorts down the road,
It is only for a few moments, for Pal
is close upon its heels or at its nose
and he brings it back and keeps it
standing where it was left.
