We noticedin a late numner the sery
ious extens in which Newioundland iish
has been displaced from the mwkets of
Spaia by tie competiton ot Norway ;

graph quoted by the Curonicle of 'hurss
day, stitang that lifty Spanish vessels were
this season to take their supplies of fish
from Norway. T'bisannowncement,cons
nected with the fact that hatdly a siray
Spaniard has fouad tis way here this
rear, tolls a tale ofmueh significance to
the Newfoundiand trade.

It is evident thai at least two causes,
and possibly othiers, have concuarred to
transfer in great part to our Norwegiau
rivals the position we used to hold as
fish suppliers to the markets of Spain.
One of these his been the higher price
of our fish as compawred with that of
Nowwuy ; and the other, that we were
negligent in the essential matter of cure,
Our produce 1 its - patural qualities is
admittedly superior to that which has
driven it out of market—we beheve no
question is rai-ed anywhere on this point.
But this advanemge of course tailed to
keep its slace for it, agaiust the eombin-
ed difficulties operating on the other
side, [t might perinps as an intrinsics
ally better article, have commanded an
advance ot price on that of Norway had
the cure been equal ; buf here our own

'recklessuess steepped in, blighting all

chance for us and placing our competis
tor in possession of the ground that we
might have retamed.

The prices of our fish for the last year
or two have been comparatively low, as
low indeed as producers could vell have
botne if they were to have the bLenefit of
the principal of ¢ let live.”” Previously
however, the rates had ruled so high,

that much apprehension was felt of some-

reaction as the ordinary penaity of exe
cess. Yet,it tire Brazil markets or any
othess warran ted such figures as then obs
tamned, this seemed to furnish the best
reason why they should be paid ; but then
came bhe question whether this enhancex
ment was not merely an accident of the
pecaiiar time which mzight result in last-
ing dewiment. And this 13 about the
issue. The Norwegians hive been ima
pelled to a more extensive prosecution
of the fishery than they ever uudertook
before, aud have disposed of their
produce at prices distancing ours 1n
cheapuess ; and though we are now pros
ducing cheaply ourselves, it appears they
can still undersell us, and for the present
at least they have run us off the ground
in Spain,

Whethier we have been at fault past
with regard to p:ices given may be mat-
er of opinion , but it seems fully certain
thit uhless we can extend the area of
consumption, we must endeavor to pro-
duce at cheap rates, We shall otherwise
continue to play the game of the foreign
suppliers, to the ruin of local interests.

As to our faulty cure, the remedy
seews to lie chiefly, it novaltogei®r, witn
A proportionate ditterence
oi price should oe tixed for weli-cured
and 1l cured fish ; and dealers would
thea appreciate their niterest in the pro-
duction of the marketable article, 1i
there be a more etlicacious modde of deals
ing w:th the evii, then let it ve eutorced ;
but there can be no need of argument
to show that some measures must be
adopted to help us to meet 0 cumpetis
