All 
tbe centres of population contributed
to this change.

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Provincial Election.

In the Provincial general 
election, held on Wednesday 
last, the Government had a 
close call. The parties now 
stand sixteen Government 
supporters and fourteen Op 
position. The majorities in 
several cases are small and 
only a few votes more, polled 
for the Opposition, would have 
put the Government out of 
power. In their appeal to 
the electors and all through 
the campaign the Govern­
ment’s position was untenable, 
and their candidates dared 
not hold up the record of the 
administration for the last 
seventeen years. They 
trusted to a policy of conceal­
ment and the ransacking of 
ancient political history for 
success. Their attempts to 
becloud the real issues before 
the people and to divert pub­
lic attention from the un­
worthiness of the Government 
were not as successful as 
they had hoped. The peo­
ple saw through the game 
and the result has been that 
the Government has almost 
been put out of action. It is 
difficult to say just exactly 
what the relative positions of 
the parties may be by the time 
the House meets Seven 
Opposition have been elected 
in King’s County, six in 
Prince County and one in 
Queen’s. The Kennedy 
family have rendered grand 
service to the Conservative 
cause in this fight for good 
Government. Two Kennedy 
brothers have been elected as 
Opposition members, Mur­
dock for the first district of 
Queen’s, the seat he occupied 
during the last two sessions, 
and James for the fourth dis­
trict of Prince, where he de­
feated the Commissioner of 
Agriculture, Hon. S. E. Reid, 
by over one hundred majority. 
It was a bad day for the 
Reids; both of them, running 
in the same district went 
down before the Conserva­
tive candidates. Captain 
Joseph Read was defeated by 
Michael Delaney by a major­
ity of fifteen. In this case 
surely the Government were 
leaning on *'roken reeds ” 
The defeat of Hon. S. E. 
Reid Commissioner of Agri­
culture, will necessitate the 
appointment of a new Com 
missioner, but the Govern 
ment in extremis will likely 
be very cautious in making 
the selection. The people 
see, from what has been ac 
complished, what they could 
have done had they just made 
up their mind. A little extra 
effort would have defeated the 
Government, and placed the 
Conservatives in power. It 
would only have taken a few 
more votes to do this, and it 
is too bad that the job was 
not completed when we came 
so near to it. As it is the 
Government find themselves 
in a pretty tight place, and 
their condition is likely to be 
worse as time passes. It 
must be admitted that an ex 
ce lient day’s work in behalf of 
good Government was done 
and the successful Opposition 
candidates are to be congratu­
lated. The Leader of the 
Opposition, Mr, J. A. Mathie- 
son, deserves much praise for 
propounding a reasonable and 
comprehensive platform, and 
is entitled to the,heartiest con­
gratulations for his own suc­
cess, and for the large meas­
ure of success that has crown­
ed his efforts as Leader of the 
Conservative party. To the 
other successful Opposition 
candidates we also extend our 
congratulations. The writer 
would deem it a pleasure to 
be with them to assist in

tical stables. He came pretty 
close to it We shall see. 
We would advise all friends 
of good Government, and all 
who have been active in pro 
moling the Opposition cause 
not to allow their interest to 
flag or their vigilence to relax.

Six missing miners 
attempted a rescue by No. 2 entry, and it 
is stated that there is not a chance that 
they have escaped, for in that section of 
the mine fire is raging fiercely. The fire 
was started by lights on the caps of the 
miners. Damage will be heavy.

It is believed in New York that twenty- 
five persons lost their lives the other day 
in an explosion. It is definitely known 
that fifteen persons are buried under bun 
dreds of tons of earth, and a number were 
thrown into the air by the explosion and 
ten more persons are reported missing.

Two other children were on 
the opposite side of the street when the 
sidewalk caved iu and they, too, lost their 
lives.

The full text of Emperor William’s 
proxy interview in the London Daily 
Telegraph is now to hand, and it is 
certainly a remarkable deliverance.
It commences with the gentle asser­
tion that tbe English are 11 mad, mad, 
mad, as March hares,” and completely 
given over to suspicions unworthy of 
a great oatioo. The Kaiser then pro­
ceeds to admit that his patience is 
taxed sevsrly by the jealousy and 
mistrust with which the British people 
regard him. In the next breath he 
states that the prevailing sentiment 
among large sections of the middle 
and lower classes in Germany is not 
friendly to England, and that he is in 
a minority of ihe best element in Ger 
many in extending the hand of friend­
ship to Great Britian. After pointing 
out that he refused to receive the 
Boer delegates when they came to 
Europe and had broken up a coalition 
of the powers which had aimed at 
coercing Great Britian and stopping 
the Boer war, he further says that, 
during the black week in December 
I&99 he .received -a letter from his 
revered grandmother, Queen Victoria 
written in sorrow and affliction, and 
that he at once prepared a sympathe­
tic reply ; in addi ion to this be work­
ed out a plan of campaign and sub­
mitted it to bis general staff for their 
criticism, and despatched it to Eng­
land, where it is among the state papers 
at Windsor castle “ awaiting tbe sere­
nely impartial verdict of history.” By 
a curious coincidence, he declares, 
that plan of campaign was the one 
actually adopted by Lord Roberts, 
and carried by him into successful 
operation.

It is this latter statement which has 
more particularly offended King Ed­
ward and the British people. The 
secretaiy for war has declared that no 
such document ever reached the war 
officet, aod the latest cable reports 
announce that King Edward is so 
much displeased’ especially at this 
portion of the Kaiser’s interview, that 
be has cancelled bis proposed visit to 
Germany.

From all sides come declarations 
tending to prove that the statments 
contained in the Emperor’s interview 
are to use a polite phase, not proven. 
The French press admits that a move­
ment was on foot during the Boer war 
to coerce Great Britian. It is said 
that France declined to be a party to 
it, not so much out of consideration 
for Great Britian, but beesuse an 
essential condition stipulated by Ger­
many was a fresh ratification of the 
treaty of Frankfort which would have 
meant for France the final abandon­
ment of Alsace Lorraine while guaran 
teeing the status quo of Russia, Ger­
many, and France, in Europe, The 
Russian press also denies it. As reg­
ards the claim of tbe Emperor that he 
was the author of the plan of campaign 
which subjugated the Boers, the Ger­
man press is no less indignant than tbe 
British A prominent German news 
paper declares that the soul of the Ger 
man nation is deeply wounded by the 
knowledge that the Kaiser worked 
out a war plan with which to annihi­
late the valiant Boers, and asked whet­
her he was also a party to the destruc­
tion of jo.oocfRoer farms, “ and the 
plundering of wonqen and children 
placed in tbe deadly concentration 
camps.” The British press recalls 
Emperor William's celebrated tele­
gram of congratulations of President 
Kruger," and the London Spectator 
sarcastically expresses its surprise that 
such a war expert eould have resisted 
the temptation to supply a successful 
plan of campaign to General Botha 
Taking the incident as a whole, Em 
peror William seems to have afforded 
the late Mr Whistler g new taxt on 
*' the gentle art of making enemies 
both at home and abroad. —Ottawa 
Citizen.

The lives of five hundred persons 
were imperilled Monday when the 
fruit Steamer Admiral Dewey inward 
bound to New York from Jamaica, 
ran into the ateamer Mount Desert,1 
bound for the fishing banks. The 
Dewey coming suddenly out of a fog 
bank atruck the Mount Desert amid­
ships opening a gap in the fishing ves­
sel which extended from tbe upper 
decks to tbe waters edge, There 
were 450 passengers, including twenty 
women and six children on the Mount 
Desert, A panic ensued but the 
captains kept the vessels together uo 
til calmness was restored and the pas­
sengers from the damaged s'eamer 
were taken aboard the other,

Loss of Life In Tornado.

A tornado struck Berryville Arkan- 
killing 3 persons and demolishing 
about a dozen houses and stores. A 
message to St. Louis says there was a 
tornado just North of London apd 
that tetf persons were reported killed 
but reports has not been verified. 
Dispatches report tbe town of Water- 
ville aod Jethro were almost demol­
ished by a tornado and several per­
sons killed in each place. A tornado 
passed near Ozark, Mulberry and 
Berryzille, Ark, killing thn persons. 
No details are obtainable.

Mr. Dan. McGillicuddy has been 
condemned to pay a fine of $100 or 
spend a hundred days at hasd labor 
for having printed in his papea’ the 
Calgary News, a voilent attack on the 
editor of tbe Eye Opener, a publicat­
ion that figured somewhat in the dis­
ent sion of the late parliamentary cam 
aige. What Mr. McGillicuddy was 
ound guilty of printing was about the 
most violent attack on a man that has 
appeared in a Canadian newspaper for 
many years and he may think he got 
value for tbe money he will 
have to pay. The interest in the 
case however, is in the fact that it 
shows that the law of libel is opet 
•live at Calgary. Perhaps some one 
will now have courage to apply it to 
the case of the Eye Opener and check 
an outflow of exeediogly bad reading 
matter.

Mr. Asquith has informed the Bti- 
ish Parliament that bis Government’s 

idea is that Great Britian should have 
preponderance of 10 per cent, over 

the combined naval strength in capital 
ships of the two next strongest naval 
powers. This means a heavy burden 
on the taxpayer* ; but it also seems to 
be considered unavoidable. The 
Campbell-Banner mao Government, of 
which Mr. Asquith’s is the successor, 
was earnestly desirous of reducing the 
army and navy outlay, and so lessen 
ing the burdens laid on the people. 
Circumstances have been too strong 
for it however. It will be some time 
before a people that only desires to 
mind its own beuinesa can reduce its 
armaments to its police needs.

In connection with tbe movement 
on the part of the government to re­
duce the length of parliamentary deb 
ater, the cabinet might consider the 
the advisability of adopting the Wash 
ingtoo system, under which a member 
who wants to make a speech simply in 
order to have it printed for circulation 
among his constituents, can hand in 
the manuscript to Hansard without 
actually delivering the 1 peach in the 
bouse. This, it is said, tends to save 
a great deal of time, and would un 
doubiedly cut out a considerable num 
her of speeches during the session 
which are delivered by members in 
order that they may have the printed 
copies to distribute in their constitue­
ncies —Ottawa Citizen.

The Revival of Trade.

Tne prompt and pronounced re­
vival trade immediately following 
the elections in Canada and the 
United tiprUa ia a matter for general 
congratulation. At the aeme time 
it indicates the immense influence of 
the quadrennial political excitement 
upon industrial conditions, more es­
pecially in the United States. In 
Omada the influence is much less 
noticeable, and it is a question 
whether the reflex of industrial con­
ditions across the line is not a more 
potent factor than anticipated 
changes in our domestic politics. 
For some years poet it became ous. 
ternary for the Canadian general 
elections to be held within a week 
of the contest in tbe United S alee. 
Regarded from the standpoint of 
their effect upon industriel conditions 
this is rather a good arrangement. 
Both countries settle down at the 
eame time to four years more of 
progress, uninterrupted at least by 
political evolutions.

Tbe Immediate effect of getting 
the elections ever has been possibly 
m re noticeable this year than 
formerly.

In 1896 he was offs 
red a poiiisoo in 'he Laurier Admin 
istraiion which he accepted and held 
till 190e, when be was named lieuten 
an'-governor of British Columbia 
In 1888 by sanction of the Legislature 
be added to bis own name that of hi 
mother, and, being knighted in 1895 
has since, been known to tbe country 
as Sir Henri Joly de Lotbiniere.

It 
would seem therefore, to be prong (or 
economic writers to continue to pro­
mise tbe uoatteioadle, ioateed of turn.
