Wi hin the put few days the So­
ciety for the preservation of the Faith

JR
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Sessional Notes.

During last week the House 
piade good progress with the 
work of the session. Bills 
were advanced from stage to 
stage and legislation was 
pushed well along, without 
any unnecessary talk. Work 
rather than talk, was the 
dodiinant characteristic of the 
week’s proceedings.

After the usual routine 
proceedings on Tuesday, i6th 
Hon. Mr. Stewart moved the 
second reading of the bill he 
was promoting to incorporate 
the Imperial Motor Company 
The bill was read a second 
time and committed to acorn 
mittee of the whole House. 
The final clause of the bill 
provides that the company 
shall have power to run 
and operate motor cars, for 
the purpose of testing or 
demonstrating the same to in 
tending purchasers, in any of 
the streets of Charlottetown.

Considerable discussion 
arose in committee, and wide 
differences of opinion were 
expressed on the question of 
allowing motor vehicles to 
run, even within the city. It 
was contended by those op 
posed, that it would be simply 
the entering of the thin end of 
the wedge, and that this once 
allowed, it would only be a 
question of a short time when 
autos would be running every 
where. Were this permitted 
they submitted, we would 
have the same troubles, which 
were removed by the auto 
prohibition act, renewed. 
Horses would be frightened, 
and people, especially women, 
would be afraid to drive to 
the city, or to the local stores.

Mr. Prowse opposed the 
measure on the ground that 
it was too soon to allow auto­
mobiles to run. It would bt 
too much risk for the Govern 
ment, he contended. The 
people were not yet ready for 
this, and it would be better to 
wait till public opinion was 
ripe for it. Mr, Martin also 
opposed it, on the ground 
that it had not been asked for 
by the people who, for the 
most part, in town and country 
were opposed to it. People 
come to the city every day, 
and thie would keep many of 
them away. Mr. Feehan op 
posed it, because the people 
did not want such vehicles to 
run. It would be soon enough, 
he thought, to move in this 
direction when the people 
called for it.

Mr. Simpson considered 
that, inasmuch as the clause in 
question repealed the auto 
prohibition act, so far as Char­
lottetown is concerned, it 
would not be fair to adopt it 
without some expression of 
such a desire by the citizens. 
He had no intimitation of any 
desire of the people for the 
running of autos; consequently 
iri the interests of the people 
he opposed the clause. Dr. 
DeWar was strongly opposed 
toi granting permission to run 
autos. As a matter of fact he 
did not see how the powers 
asked for could be given 
while the present prohibitory 
act remained in force. He 
thought four-fifth» of the 
people in the country were 
against the running of autos. 
The clause was also opposed 
by Messrs. Bichards and Mc­
Williams, the Opposition mem­
bers.

WEDNESDAY, APRIL 24, 1812
Hon. Mr. McLean strongly 

favored permittingtherunning 
of autos in the city. He urged 
that the people of the city 
should have their own wav 
in this matter, and the country 
members should not interfere 
unduly with the holding up of 
an important local industry. 
Hon. Mr. Stewart favored 
the adoption of the clause. 
He thought the company 
should get the power asked 
for, as otherwise they would 
be under a serious handicap. 
Hon. J. A. McDonald favored 
the adoption of the clause ; as 
he thought the trial of 15 or 20 
machines would not cause 
much inconvenience to any­
body. Mr. Æneas McDonald 
considered the prohibition ol 
motor cars was a mistake ; 
consequently he favored the 
adoption of the clause. Mr. 
T. W. McDonald also fav­
ored the adoption of the 
clause. He thought the pro 
hibition of motor cars a great 
mistake, and thought the 
sooner it was corrected the 
better.

This divergence of opinion 
continued to be expressed, as 
the debate went on. Mr. 
Buntain was inclined to op 
pose ; but if allowed to run 
at all, the vehicles be confined 
to certain streets. Mr. Myers 
drew a distinction between 
motors run for regular opera­
tions and the mere testing rf 
cars for the purpose of sale. 
He favored amending the 
clause so that the trotting 
park should be used for speed 
ing. Hon. Mr. Dalton favored 
the adoption of the clause. 
His colleague, Mr. Gallant, 
was of the same opinion. 
Hon. Mr. McKinnon thought 
it would be proper to leave 
the matter with the people of 
Charlottetown to do as they 
pleased about it. He had no 
doubt that if allowed to run 
here and the roads were sqit 
able the people would become 
reconciled eventually, and 
benefit would result. Mr. 
Speaker Wyatt considered 
that the city members should 
be the best judges of what 
the citizens wanted, and he 
favored giving them this, if 
they wanted it, as he thought 
it did not materially interfere 
with people outside. If the 
factory was to exist it seemed 
to him reasonable that the 
machines should be tested. 
The speed limit, he thought, 
should be regulated by the 
City Council. Mr. Jenkins 
considered the motor car was 
coming, although the country 
is opposed. He favored al­
lowing Charlottetown to do 
as it thought fit in this matter.

Premier Mathieson thought 
that the whole question of al 
lowing or not allowing motors 
to run is involved. The Pro 
vinee is looking to better 
transportation by the Car 
Ferry, and better roads Bet 
ter roads would give easier 
access to markets. This mat 
ter had been force! upon the 
attention of the public A 
motor engine might be used 
to great advantage in building 
and repairing roads. We must 
give employment if.we are to 
keep our people home, and the 
two questions of transporta­
tion and industry were both 
interlocked with the question 
of motive power to be used. 
He suggested that progress 
be reported, which was done.

The remainder of Tuesday’s 
sitting was taken up with the 
consideration of some resolu­
tions in committee of the 
whole. The resolutions were 
reported and bills founded and 
then were introduced at)d read 
a first time. At six o'clock 
the House adjourned to 11 
o'clock Wednesday forenoon.

On Wednesday, routine 
business, the further consid­
eration of the Road Act in 
committee, and some stages 
of advancement for several 
bills consumed the time of the 
sitting. The House adjourn- 
icd to Thursday afternoon.

Alter the House opened on 
Thursday afternoon, Dr. Jen­
kins presented the petition of 
W. F. Tidmarsh and 42 others 
praying for the repeal of the 
Automobile Act and a régula 
tion Act passed instead.

Replying to Mr. J. A. 
Dewar regarding the enlarge 
ment of the experimental 
farm. Premier Mathieson said 
that the Commissioner of Ag­
riculture had correspondence 
with the Department at Ottawa 
with regard to the enlarge­
ment of the Experimental 
Farm. The Provincial Gov­
ernment would not be called 
upon to pay any thing towards 
the enlargement The cor­
respondence disclosed that 
there was no other case except 
Prince Edward Island in 
which the Province had paid 
for the land used for the Ex 
perimental Farm. He would 
lay the correspondence before 
the House, if moved for 
the proper way.

After several private bill1 
had been advanced a stage, 
Hon. Mr. McKinnon moved 
the House into committee on 
the bill for the encouragement 
of Agriculture. It provides 
that the Commissioner of Ag­
riculture may agree with the 
federal Minister of Agriculture 
as to the terms on which the 
federal grant of $6,500 may 
be expended. The bill was 
briefly explained by Mr. Mo 
Kinnon and agreed to without 
amendment

Premier Mathieson present 
ed a resolution for the repeal 
of the acts relating to the 
Provincial Auditor and to 
make other provisions for 
more efficiently safeguarding 
the expenditure of public 
moneys. It provided for the 
establishment of a Treasury 
Board, formed from members 
of the Executive Council, who 
shall act in all matters relating 
to finance. Provision is made 
for the appointment ef a Pro­
vincial Auditor at a reasonable 
salary who shall hold office 
during good behaviour but 
removable for cause by a two- 
third vote of the Legislative 
Assembly The Provincial 
Auditor to examine all ac­
counts relating to public mon 
eys sqd countersign all 
cheques. But no cheque 
shall be issued for any service 
for which there is no Legis­
lative appropr iation, except 
for ordinary public services 
required between the end of 
the fiscal year and the granting 
of supply and for any urgent 
expeenditqre immediately ic- 
quired through accident or 
any unforseen circumstances 
prising when the Legislature 
is not in session an4 when 
duly authorized. In moving 
the House into committee on 
this resolution, the Premier 
spoke of the utter disregard 
of the appropriation bills jn 
former years. Thousands 
upon thousands of the public 
money had been paid out that 
hat) never been voted, and the 
Auditor had no power tq pre­
vent It, When in opposition 
he had promised to remedy 
this condition at the first op 
portunity. That was the ob­
ject of this resolution and the 
bill to be based upon it, to re­
store to this House the full 
control of the public expendi­
ture, and to make sure that no 
money was paid out except 
by the vote of the people’s 
representatives. He cited 
several cases where rponey 
had been wrongfully expend 
ed, which were not cases of 
emergency. The resolution 
was adopted and a bill found­
ed thçreon was introduced by 
the Premier and rpafi 4 first 
time.

After some other bill? had 
been advanced a stage the 
Premier moved the House 
into committee on the Lands 
Assessment Act, 1912. The 
bjll is a long one of 17 type­
written pages. ft ppqvjdes 
among other things ffiar ex­

cept as exempted, all real 
property is liable to assess­
ment and taxation at its full 
value. The exemptions are 
practically the same as under 
the old act including church 
and school properties, co­
operative cheese and butter 
factories, etc. A number of 
clauses were agreed to with 
minor amendments before 6 
o’clock, when progress was 
reported and the House ad­
journed.

After routine on Friday 
afternoon Mr. Buntain pre 
sentêd the petition of A. Horne 
& Co. and others of Charlotte­
town and Royalty, also from 
Jonathan McWilliams and 
others praying that the Auto 
mobile Act be not repealed.

During the afternoon 
ing, after some private bifls 
had been advanced a stage. 
Hon. Mr. McKinnon moved 
the necond reading uf the bill 
for the encouragment of hors*- 
breeding. The b ll was then 
committed to committee of 
the whole. Mr. McKinnon 
explained the bill, referring 
also to the importance of the 
subject. The bill provides 
for registration of all stallions 
at service within the Province, 
the registration fee being one 
dollar each, to bç renewed 
annually. The certificate to 
be issued will show whether 
the horse is pure bred or of a 
lower grade, the certificate to 
be conspicuously posted both 
within and on the outside of 
the stable where the horse is 
kept, and any poster advertis­
ing snch horse for service 
must contain a copy of the 
certificate, and also in bold 
type “ pure pred, “grade,’’or 
“ cross bred,” as the case may 
be. Penalties for not comply­
ing with the act will not ex­
ceed $100 nor be less than 
$25 recoverable by summary 
conviction. The Act will not 
come into effect until 1st Jan 
uary, 1913, Considerable

The Worst In History.

As briefly announced iy.-.our 
last iskus, the : White ‘ÎBta^/^ine 
Steamer Titanic, sank stj^|rf|ol 
liaion with an ice berg, An at be 
banks of Newfoundland on Mon­
day 15th, inst, at 2.20 in. the 
morning. She struck the ice 
mountain at 11,40 and sank at 
2.20, so that she went down in 
leas than three hours alter coming 
in contact with the berg. The 
reports as to the number on board 
vary somewhat, as the passenger 
list went down with her ; but it 
is now estimated from all the 
evidence accumulated that the 
saved number 735, and the lost 
1605. That would make 2,340 in 
all.

Everything considered it was 
the worst marine disaster record­
ed in history. The ship was the 
largest and finest ever built ; she 
was bran new, on her maiden 
trip ; the latest and greatest tri­
umph of marine architecture. She 
was luxuriously" furnished and 
appointed and in every way equip­
ped with up to date products of 
modern invention and mechanical 
and engineering skill. She cost 
over a million pounds sterling and 
was insured at Llyods for $5, 
000,000. It is estimated the ship’s 
cost and the wealth in diamonds 
and other matters of value on 
board combined totalled something 
like $20,000,000. All this is now 
at the bottom of the Atlantic 
where the water is two miles 
deep.

with her human fraighfc, had 
plunged to the bottom some time 
before, and nothing could be seen 
but wreckage. Moving about she 
came in touch with the Titanic's 
boats and took on board all who 
are known to have left the doom­
ed ship. The other steamers did 
not pick up anyone. All kind.s of 
reports regarding the disaster were, 
going the rounds of the press- em 
Tuesday, the 17th. Among others 
was the following : Two hundred 
and two out of three hundred and 
twenty-five of the first cabin 
passengers accounted for. Nob 
known yet if Charles M. Haye is 
saved. Carpathia supposed to 
have been only 70 miles from 
Titanic at time of accident. Rea­
ched scene of tragedy two hours 
later. Got into wireless commu­
nication with Sable Island late 
at night, and more detailed 
news may bo now forthcoming. 
In view of the loss of the Titanic 
trans Atlantic companies have 
agreed to abandon the Northern 
course hereafter in favor of the 
Southern route so long as icebergs 
are reported in the path of the 
Northern route. The White Star 
Company at Liverpool issues 
statement that Titanic carried 20 
boats, which is in excess of the 
official requirements. Alexander 
Carlisle, who designed both the 
Titanic and the Olympic, con 
eiders that the large ships of the 
present type do not carry a suffi­
cient number of boats, although 
the Titanic carried over 50 per 
cent, more than required by law. 
Disaster will lead to strict in­
quiry into the matter.

and children, being given the 
preference in ,the lifeboats. At 
first the evidences of panic were 
well suppressed, though there was 
many a painful scene as wives 
and ’waters, sweethearts and mo- 
khd<Wparted from their dear ones 
wham they were leaving to an 
unknown fete as -they took their 
plotted:places in the boats. Sev­
eral times as the apartments filled 
the vessel tossed heavily. Then 
the cry went up that the ship was 
sinking, and there was a rush for 
the small boats that for the first 
time threatened to transform a 
brave and orderly scene into one 
of frenzied panic. As the Titanic 
settled lower under the weight of 
the rapidly gaining water in her 
hold it was said some of her boats 
were stove in before they could 
be freed from the davits, and that 
a few were swamped in the effort 
to launch them.

The first intellegence of the di­
saster was contained in the follow­
ing messages received by w 
less:

New York, April 15—The 
White Star liner Titantic sank at 
2,20 o’clock this morning after all 
passengers and crew had been 
taken off and transferred to the 
steamer Virginian. This statement 
was given out at the White star 
office at 7,15 o’clock to night.

The following statement was 
given out at the White Star offices.

“Captain Haddock of the Olym 
pic sends a wireless message to the 
White Star offices here that the 
steamer Titantic sank at 2,20 a. m. 
after all pessengers and crew had 
been lowered to life boats and 
transferred to the Virginian. The 
steamship Carpathia with several 
hundred passengers of the Titantic 
is now en route to New York.”

Cape Race, Nfld., April 15—The 
steamer Olympic reports that 
steamer Carpathia reached the 
Titantic’s position at daybreak to­
day but found boats and wreckage 
only. She reported that the Ti­
tantic had foundered at about 2,20 
a. m. in latitude 41,16 north and 
longitude 50,14 west. The message

In answer to the wireless mess­
ages of relief sent out over the 
ocean, by the operator on board 
the sinking ship, several steamers 
hastened to the scene of the dis­
aster. The three which seem to 
have earliest arrived on the sepne 
were the Carpathia of the Canard 
Line ; the Virginian and the 
Parisian of the ^.ll^n Line. The 
Carpathia was the 6ret to arrive. 
She reached the place about 4 

■o’clock ; but the great steamer

The following relative to thedis 
aster appeared in the New York 
Herald onTusday 17th. While the 
greatest of all ships was driving 
steadily westward in the night 
toward a country that was await 
ing her with all of that country’s 
interest in a fine new thing Capt. 
Smith was on the lofty bridge. 
There can hardly be a doubt of 
that for ship masters in dangerous 
seas—and few stretches of ocean 
are more trying at this season of 
the year to navigators than the 
waters that ran between Cape 
Race and Cape Sable—remain on 
watch night and day, foregoing 
rest for many hours at a stretch. It 
seems to be clear that the Titanic 
was running at a great speed, or 
else the shock ot the collision cou 
Id hardly have crushed a vessel 
that was regarded as unainkable 
by her builders and by the Capt 
ain himself. Perhaps indeed prob 
ably, the fog played its greatest 
devil's trick, lifting now clearing 
now, always intangible treacher­
ous, the blanket of invisible evil’ 
Seme such shroud must have des­
cended with little warning upon 
the Titanic and blinded her to 
fate just ahead. Perhaps a whim 
of the Polar currents, whose pulse 
has never been gauged by seafar­
ers with absolute accuracy, drifted 
the great bergs squarely in the Ti 
taoic’s path. The wireless has told 
of the bitter cold in the air, the 
accompaniment always of the ice 
packs that tear loose from Arctic 
glaciers and sag southward with 
the currents. But no warning chili 
served to deflect the ship from her 
course. She strove ahead as destiny 
pointed her and no invention of 
man or interference of Providence 
swerved her from a fatal course. 
Her ears, the submerged telephon 
es placed on either side of the 
vessel just below the water line to 
tattle of the proximity of solid 
objects near or distant, gave no 
warning in time. And it happened 
swiftly that she went headlong 
into icy derelicts that were more 
substantial than the work of man’s 
hands—vast bulks of ice—there 
tp make a mockery of human in­
genuity. As a result her compart­
ments from amidships forward 
were speedily flooded. She took 
water at a rate that defied efforts 
of the pumps and soon began to 
settle by the head, listing heavily 
to port and rolling in the trough 
of the sea as she became gradually 
disengaged from the ice, many 
tons of which had fallen upon her 
decks, contributing to the demoli­
tion and inextricable confusion 
The force of the blow had been so 
tremendous that the vast ship was 
started in every joint, and every 
thing movable throughout her 
superb equipment of luxurious 
cabins and saloons were tossed 
into heaps like discarded junk 
British seamanship and discipline 
prevailed, and it did what little 
might be done as dauntless men 
could do it. Every officer and 
man leaped to his post, while 
Captain Smith, megaphone in 
hand, bellowed his orders over the 
rolling hulk that an hour before 
had been the proudest ship iq 
Christendom. Order was main­
tained to launch safely most of 
the boats, the greater number of 
which had rpnpqiqed I seaworthy 
despite the ordeal through which 
they had passed This work was 
progressing in a way, the women

The Canard liner Oarpatbla bearing 
the enrvivore from the wreck of the Ti- 
tiplc, crept into New York Thursday 
night 18th like a fanerai ship. With her 
came all that wae left of that gallsnt com­
pany which happy and hopeful embark­
ed on the giant Titanic expectant of a 
quick and enjoyable voyage from Liver­
pool to that port, hot who were fated to 
be participants in the grimmest, mo-tt 
ghasflv tragedy which baa ever been 
written on toe page of the western ocean 
since the earliest days of trana-Atlantic 
navigation. The Carpathia warped up to 
her deck at 9,30 o’clock and fivo minâtes 
later an nndersiaed man with a banted 
look in hie eyes shambled down the 
gangway and wae qnickly recognized by 
waiting friends and harried into a taxi­
cab, borne from t^e wharf, He was 
the first bat others followed qnickly and 
as they landed there was brief salutation 
a wosjl of prayerful gratitude for those 
^ho had been saved, the trembling lip 
tnd choking sob of bitter angnish f6r 
tl»tse wjÿo went down to their death 
kben the giant masterpiece of man’s in­
genuity fought the midnight doe) with 
the nmmmoth of Ice fought and lost with 
1,600 lives the stake. From the stories 
of the enrvivore on the Carpathia several 
facta stand ont with prominence. The 
Titanic went down with lights flashing 
a: d band playing, one minute of joy 
and gaiety followed by the clonded night 
of death. There was to be a party on 
the big steamer the night after ahe 
•track in honor of one of the yoang 
Lady gneste whose birthady it was and 
preparations for a joyful time had been 
in the making. Consequently when the 
vessel ran on the submerged ice there 
wae not one aboard who expected any­
thing more serions than the sodden stop, 
page of the engines from some trivial 
and commonplace cease. Some of the 
more carions who bad gone to their state 
rooms when the shock came looked ont 
the portholes and saw close to them a 
mountain of deadly g teaming, glittering 
ior bearing as it was soon to prove the 
grim summons of death as its greeting. 
Even in that sonl-racking moment there 
wae no confusion. The captain was on 
the bridge, every officer and man were 
in the stations which they should have 
occupied, the passengers etnnned by the 
awfol enddeneee of the disaster did not 
have time to realise the imminence of 
their peril. Then cane the enmmona for 
all passengers to comeon deck This wae 
eta1 idly obeyed by the dsxed men and 
women, millionaire and immigrant, 
heiress, society favorite and shawlcover 
ed wooden‘sboed, heavy-featured wo­
men stood in the darkness shoulder to 
shoulder awating the decision that 
would mean life or death. The men 
were stationed on A deck and the women 
on B deck. Boats swung ont from the 
deck where the women and children 
were gathered and swiftly the huddled 
flgoreai filled- them. When the women 
knd children Were in the boats there was 
some space left, bnt there was no choos­
ing oftboee who should fill it. The men 
nearest the boats were thrown in as 
they stood. It was the great doctrine of 
the equality of man carried out to the 
letter throngb the neoeisity of the situat­
ion and the unwritten law of the sea. 
Through it all Captian Smith and his 
officers were at their poets and as the 
boats were swiftly palled away into the 
gloom the intrepid men were where they 
were left—at their poets, and there they 
died,

" We feel it onr dnty to call the atten­
tion of the public to what we consider 
the inadequate supply of life saving 
appliances provided for on modern pas­
senger eteemahipe and recommend that 
immediate steps be taken to compel pas­
senger steamers to carry infficent boats 
to accommodate the maximum number 
of people carried on board. The follow­
ing facts were observed and should be 
considered in this connection :

‘The insufficiency of life boats, rafts 
etc., lack of trained seamen to man 
same (stokers, stewards, etc., are not 
efficient boat handlers), not enough 
officers to carry out emergency orders on 
the bridge and aopertntend the launch­
ing and control of life boa ta; absence of 
searchlight^.

'The Board of Trade roles allow for 
entirely too many people In each boat 
to permit the seme to be properly 
handled. Ou the Titanic the host deck 
was about 75 feet above water and con­
sequently the passengers were required 
to embark before lowering boats, thus 
endangering the operation and prevent 
ing taking on the maximum number 
the boats woold bold. Boats at all times 
should be properly equipped with provi­
sions, water lamps, compasses, lights, 
etc. Life eiving boat drills should be 
more frequent and thoroughly carried 
ont; drills. Greater repaction in speed, 
in fog end ice, as damage if collision act­
ually occurs is liable to be lees. In con 
clnsion we eoggeet that an international 
conference be called to recommend the 
passage of identical laws providing 
for the safety of all at eea and we nrge 
the United States government to take 
the initiative as soon as possible.’

“ We, the ondereigned enrviving pas­
sengers from the S. 8. Titanic, in order 
to forestall any sensational or exagger*
• ted story, deem it onr doty to give to 
the preee a statement of facts which 
have eome to onr knowledge, and which 
we believe to be true 

uOn Sunday, April 14, 1912, at about 
1140 a. m., on a cold, starlit night, in 

smooth sea and with no moon, the 
ship struck an iceberg which had been 
reported to the bridge by lookouts, bat 
not early enough to avoid collision. 
Steps were tafren to ascertain the dam­
age and save the passengers and ship. 
Orders were given to pqb on lifebelts, 
the boats were lowered from the steamer 
and the usual distress signals were sent 
oat by wireless and rockets fired at 
intervale. The ship sank at about 2.20 
a. m. Monday.

“ Fortunately the wirelees message 
was received by the Canard S. 8. Gar- 
patbia at ahont 12 o'clock midnight, 
and she arrived on the scene of the dis­
aster about 4 a m. Monday. The 
officers and qrew of the 8. 9. Carpathia 
Had beeh preparing all night for the 
rescue and the comfort of the survivors, 
and jibe last mentioned were received 
on board with the most touching care 
and kindness, every attention being 
given to all, irrespective of class The 
passengers, officers and crew gave np 
gladly their staterooms, clothing and 
comforts for our benefit, all honor to 
them.

“ The English Board of Trade passen 
ger’s certificate on board the Titaniç 
allowed for a total of approximately 
3,608. The fame certificate called for 
life boat accommodation for approxw 
mately 960 in tbe following boats
