There appears to have been so 

many blunders in connection with the 
Fire and Water Departments at large 
conflagrations in recent years that it 
is nearly time a Commission was ap-. 
pointed by the Government to investi­
gate matters thoroughly.

NO WATER.
For nearly three-quarters of an 

hour yesterday morning no water 
could be got except a slight, effusion 
—barely more than a dribble—which 
expanded a force of water nearly ten 
feet in the air. Now this is not in­
tended to be satire, or exaggeration, 
but real genuine Jacts. Apparently 
owing to the^peeuliar phases of the 
situation the Water Department men 
are not to blame as no alarm of lire 
was received by them; but surely if 
at the expiration of ten or fifteen min­
utes if a flow of water was not forth­
coming. it was somebody's duty to in­
form them. Another plausible ( ?) 
excuse is offered, viz., that owing to 
the cold spurt people have been let­
ting their taps run, with the result 
that the mains have somewhat dim­
inished. Something of the same na­
ture occurred at the Baird and Vinni- 
combe-Gale fires a few years ago. but 
no investigations were held ; or if 
there were, the results were not made 
public. Oh, dear, no! It might have 
caused some embarrassment. Then 
again one of the beautiful, costly, en­
ormous ‘'merryweathers" would not 
work. In the meantime “someone had

blundered." and Messrs. Beams. Han­
ley and Thompson, together with their 
families and friends, had to gaze as 
complacently as circumstances would

would throw the water at least one 
hnmlred feel in the air instead of ten, 
such as was the case yesterday morn 
ing. I hope the Mayor will take this

allow upon their blazing properties, i matter up at their meeting this after-
xvhile the miserable dribble from five 
host s caused puddles in the snowy 
slaw. I’m sure these gentlemen must 
receive great consolation from the 
fact that the water service was tem­
porarily out of commission.

REMEDY.

Such occurrences can very easily 
be remedied. (1) Some years ago the 
City Council at a great expense built 
a large conduit and reservoir from 
Windsor Lake for the purpose of giv­
ing a greater water supply and pre­
sumably a greater pressure in time 
of fire. Strange to say it has never 
been opened once since it was built 
for the purpose of fire-fighting. Again, 
the West End water supply was shut 
off yesterday from S.50 a.m. till 2 p.m., 
not a drop being available anywhere 
except from those who tfere t'ortu- 
natf enough to have had a quantity 
in for culinary purposes. Now, Mr. 
Editor, ibis is “criminal barbarism,” 
to use an expression of Kiplingg. 
Imagine what distress and inconveni-

noon. What is the good of hoarding 
up these millions of gallons of wate 
(surely the Council do not anticipate 
that Windsor Lake will dry up) if it 
is not used in cases of serious con­
flagrations? It seems ridiculous to 
think that while valuable property 
was being burned for the want of 
water, liiilliens of gallons of it were 
reposing peacefully in the reservoir 
Then the question of a fire boat for 
harbor duty crops up again. It can 
not be gainsaid that if one of these 
were on the harbor yesterday morn­
ing much less damage would have 
been done. Some months ago a cor­
respondent in your paper very wisely 
suggested that the one launch or 
small steamer could very well man­
age to fulfil the duties of both the 
pilot and lire patrol service. The au 
thorities, however, assume pure dis­
interestedness when a suggestion 
comes from outside parties, but let 
he tiniest atom of an idea creep into 

their brains, be it fallacious or oth-

ence was caused to, I may say, thous- J culion and they pat their own chests
ands of the families of our laboring 
classes who were dependent on the

which wo are forced to pay large 
taxis semi-annually. Now, what 1 
propcse should be done is to open the 
reservoir in case of fire and flood the 
main j. This would obviate the neces­

INSURANCE.
Have the authorities ever consider­

ed the deleterious effects à fire like 
yesterday has on the Fire Underwrit­
ers? The rates at present are cer­
tainly excessive, hut an “exhibition' 
or two like this will certainly result 
in increased premiums in order to 
protect their own interests—and just­
ly. so.

FIREMEN.
The firemen, from Inspector Gener­

al Sullivan down to the reserve man, 
deserve every enconium of credit and 
praise. (Despite the inclement weath­
er conditions they worked like tro­
jans; and yet these are the men who 
recive the miserable pittance of one 
dollar per day, or $365 a year (by the 
way. they will get $360. as this is a 
leap year) and make no grumble to 
the public. While the Government 

j can afford their picnics and sit in 
them; cosy offices discussing libels 
these ÿien are doing their utmpst to" 
prevent destruction. Truly, as in the 
words of the song:

“In their hearts there's only one 
dream—

It's to fight with all their might
For the cause they know is right. 

The men who fight the smoke, the 
flame, the fire.” \

Their work is the hardest and most 
dangerous, yet they are the most 
poorly paid of any of the public ser­

vants. Their wages now stand the 
same as they did ten years ago, de­
spite the increased cost of living. 
Surely something can be done to- re­
munerate them fdr their labours.

LADDERS.
Probably the most important item 

of the whole fire service is the 
prompt arrival of ladders. The alarm 
was sent in at 8.50, the ladders ar­
rived at 9.10, or twenty minutes lat­
er, notwithstanding that the distance 
they had to go would occupy five min­
utes at the most, as it was all down 
hill. Now If this had been a place in 
a tenement, say at 2 or 3 o'clock in 
the morning, what would have been 
the result? As It was, their absence 
greatly inconvenienced the firemen, 
who had to use private ladders, which 
are usually anything but safe. Here 
is room for another enquiry.

I am sorry to ask you for so 
much space for this lengthy criti­
cism, but the circumstances of the 
case demand it. A Government inves­
tigation should immediately be held 
and see who is responsible for the 
terrible chapter of blunders of yes­
terday morning.

A Menace
to the City.

If a fire should occur at present on 
the higher levels, say about Fresh­
water or Cookstown Roads. Parade 
Street or ahy other thoroughfare in 
that section, the city would be men- 

■aced with a disaster similar to that 
which occurred in 1892, especially if 
aL the beginning of the outbreak a 
hingh wind prevailed. The streets of 
the upper parts of the city are now- 
covered with snow drifts from 6 to 10 
feet deep, and the firemen, if called up­
on, could not get their heavy appara­
tus along with that despatch which is 
theirs under normal circumstances. 
We think it would be money well 
spent if the Council were to employ 
men at once to open up and level these 
streets to put them in condition to 
admit of vehicular traffic going over 
them. The loss of a few minutes at 
the outbreak of a fire might mean the 
destruction of the city. Many poor 
citiens who are idle at present would 
consider a few days work at snow- 
shovelling a god ^end. and in no bet­
ter way could a portion of the revenue 
be spent than in this way. It might 
mean the saving of much property as 
well as the conservation of human 
life.

Mr. P. Hanley’s 
Heavy Loss.

Besides his own house which was 
destroyed yesterday, Mr. Philip -Han­
ley owned the residence of his son. 
James, and also that of Mr. F. Thomp­
son. His insurances on these pro­
perties were $1.000 on his own and 
$100 oil Thompson’s with the Liver­
pool, London and Globe, and $700 on 
Ills soil’s residence in the Phoenix.
