Dublin, which contains move Irish 
than any city in the world except New 
York, is the capital of Ireland and is 
situated in, the Irish sta, 100 miles 
lengthways and 150 miles up and 
down from England by boat.

Dublin is so old that only half of its 
history can be believed. As early as 
the third century it is said to have 
been fighting with its neighbours, and 
it has kept up this custom with great 
earnestness and fidelity. When there 
has been no enemy to fight. Dublin It- s 
always divided into two factions and 
fcuglit itself. This has bean very 
wearing on the population so that in 
spite of its age and importance, Dt.hln 
only has 300,000 people, most of whom 
live in one-room tenements and take 
boarders.

• Dublin has a beautiful park, as 
large as Fairmont in Philadelphia, and 
a very wide and imposing main street. 
The state and city officials live in 
the park and the Irish children live in 
th ; street. The city has a 200-year- 
old, bank, a 300-year-old college, an 

’ 800-year-old church and several V 0*»0- 
year-old feuds, the latter still being in 
an excellent state of preservation. 
Saekville street is lined with oeautiful 
buildings and impresses the casual 
visitor with its magnificence. The 
Bank of Ireland, the customs house, 
the law courts, the lord lieutenant's 
palace and the poor house * are all 
splendid structures, but the latter is 
the more commodious.

The principal occupations of Drb- 
liu have always been commerce and 
plotting. The city has made noble ef­
forts to manufacture woollen, cotton 
and linen goods in the past, but tie 
English parliaments have always man­
aged to ruin these with import duties, 
which acounts for the fact that all 
Dublin men in America arc democrats. 
At present time the most profitable 
occupation in Dublin is being a rela­
tive of a New York policeman.

Dublin has produced a vast number 
oi great men. many of whom have 
met violent ends. Dublin patriots who 
have stayed at home and have gone 
into politics have generally been hang­
ed. but those who have gone to Ameri­
ca to pursue the same occupation have 
not even been suspended as a rule.

CIVIC IMPROVEMENTS.
After the meeting of citizens last 

night in the Board of Trade Rooms 
there can be no doubt that the inter­
est in municipal matters is growi lg. 
This is a most hopeful sign as it fo re­
shadows the growth of a strong and 
sound public opinion. Another hearty 
sign manifested last night was the 
disposition to move slowly and on sure 
ground. There was little disposit'on 
to advocate panaceas, but there was a 
disposition to study the situation 
thoroughly. Mr. Gosling who o-cu- 
picd the chair advocated that the line 
of action should be one of investiga­
tion, and that the general committee 
formed should be divided up into 
working committee to pursue definite 
lines of enquiry.

Mr. W. McNeily also contributed a 
suggestion on the same lines tnac citi­
zens who did not become membei s of 
committees should be invited to con­
tribute information and suggestions 
and difficulties they had come across, 
in order that the organization might 
become a repository of knowledge of 
civic matters.

These suggestions seem to us to be 
based on scientific lines, for the main 
suggestion in short is to diagnose the 
evil and then seek the remedy. An­
other pleasing feature of the meet­
ing was a general disposition to de­
precate any attacks on Counci's, 
present or past. The line of thought 
was rather to elicit the sympathy of 
those experienced in municipal man­
agement and to enlist their co-opera­
tion. It was therefore a gratifying 
sight to find that the chief motion, 
viz., the resolution to form a Citi­
zens’ Committee was in the -nanus of 
an Ex-Councillor, the Hon. John Mor­
ris. and that the committee to nomin­
ate a working committee of twaniy- 
five included an Ex-Mayor, Mr. George 
Shea, and Mr. Harris.

Another encouraging feature of toe 
meeting was the disposition to find 
money for the improvements that were 
found to be necessary. There was a 
feeling that money has not always 
been spent to advantage and that at 
times city employees do not sufficient­
ly regard their duty to give a good 
day’s work for a good day’s pay, and

As to etna 
taxation, Sir Joseph Outerbridge 
pointed out the losses which the pre­
sent cheese-paring policy entails and 
th? menace it involves to the life of 
the community. Our vital statistics, 
busy medical men and crowdzd hospi­
tals bear out Sir Joseph’s remarks and 
raise the question whether or not the 
present policy is not a very extrava­
gant one after all.

Capt. and Crew of the Schr. 
Frances Arrive Back Home 
by the Allan Liner Sardinian

Captain Erastus Moores. .Mace James 
t rroll. Cook. Albert Harding, and 
a -j,ie seamen William Taylor and Wm 
Corkwood, comprising the crew of 
I'n- schooner Frances, which met dis­
aster in mid-ocean a month ago. ar 
. ived yesterday afternoon from Liver 
pool by the Allan Liner Sardinian.

It will be remembered the crew of 
; v Frances, who are all Newfound­
landers. were given up as lost, and 
tin ir safe return home will meet with 
gt neral and warm welcome. Despite 
the close call from a watery grave 
these five men had. they speak of their 
i xperience as lightly as if nothing had 
l.i ppened. but are glad to be home 
gain with their friends, especially as 

the Christmas season is on.
Immediately on arrival a Telegram 

reporter interviewed Capt. Moores and 
learned an account of his latest sea- 

.faring experience, also of the fate that 
his vessel met.

STORY OF THE VOYAGE.
The schr. Frances, owned uy .Lues 

lb i.r. Ltd., left her on Monday, No­
vember 17th, in ballast for Change 
Islands where she loaded dry codfish.

Sunday, November 23rd. she left 
again for St. John's. At the outset 
ti e weather was moderate but after a 
!'• w hours run the wind died away to 
sveh a degree tin t the craft could not 
get along under sail. The Frances 
was becalmed and Capt. Moores de­
cided to put into Seldom Come By. 
Tl.rt was at noon of the same day 
< Sunday) that the vessel left Change 
Islands. Conditions remained prac­
tice lly the same until the next evening 
at four o’clock when she again set sai’ 
being favoured by a fresh westerly 
breeze at the start. The Frances ap­
peared to make good headway until 
the next day, which was the 2 >th. 
when the wind veered to the north 
east accompanied by a snow storm and 
the craft began to get knocked aaout.
" be next day the elements increased

violence and all on board held the 
pinion that the Frances would not 

survive. The wind veered to the 
X N. E.. thence to various other points 
o. the compass. A fierce blizzard 
raged along with terrific seas. In 
fact a regular hurricane prevailed. 
The decks were constantly inundated, 
besides it was intensely cold, making 
it difficult for the crew to get aaout. 
The numbers of the crew had ta be 
lashed to the wheel when taking their 
turn as the wind and sea continued 
in its wildest fury. The vessel was 
hive to 11 that night She labeled 
htavily in trying to combat the tre­
mendous sers. Eventually she lost 1 
aV her sails and began to urift at. a 
rapid rate. The crew were nearly ex- , 
h: usted. as for two days they had vary 
little time to have anything to eat and 
had practically no sleep, but in spite 
of these adversities they worked like 
trojans to keep their vessel afloat. 
They rigged up an emergency uiuin- 
t: pmast staysail to try and keep the 
v< ssel uprighted and head on to the 
g: le, but this proved ineffective and 
the vessel wrs driven about as bad as 
ever: that was November 2,th. Alt 
that night the wind blew with great, 
violence. The little fore-and-after 
v. as badly buffetted and the crew 
theught that their doom was sealed, 
but such was not to be, however, as 
early the next morning while the 
Francis was drifting about helplessly, 
left to the mercy of the perilous
octan and was not expected to live in 
the sea much longer when the S. S. 
Cairndon, bound to Calais. France, 
from Montreal with a general cUgo,

I providentially hove in sight. capt. 
I Moores hoisted distress signals which 
were seen. The big liner immediate­
ly came along aide: launched a life­
boat and took off the five men. Cart. 
Moores, who was the last to leave, set 
fire to the Francis. The shipwrecked 
men being taken on board the Cairn- 
don were treated kindly and nospl- 
table. Capt. Moores and the ether 
four members of his crew say they 
will never forget the hospitality and 
good treatment accorded them by the 
c ptain and English crew of Lhe S. S. 
Cairdon. On reaching the destination 
—Calais—of the steamer, the New­
foundland distressed stamen crossed 
to Dover, thence to London where 
they proceeded by rail to Liverpool. 
They then joined the Allan Liner Sar­
dinian for St. John’s and arrive 1 as 
mentioned.

The shipwrecked men are load in 
their praise of the kindly way they 
were treated by the English and 
French people on the other side of thr 
water.

THREE TIMES SHIPWRECKED.
Capt. Moores, of the ill-faled Fran­

ces. was shipwrecked three times dur­
ing his seafaring career. Twelve 
years ago he was in the schr. Devon 
which was lest in mid-ocean and the 
crew were rescued by a passing 
steamer, and twelve months later he 
was a member of the crew of the schr 
Penguin when she was abandoned.

Last Night's Meeting
of Citizens’ Committee.

Healthy and
Unheal hy Lighting.

Gas, It may be said, vitiates the at 
moephere. True. But it also helps b 
purify it. Its purifying power ii 
greater than its vitiating power, 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what three eminent 
men have said: —

Much evidence has lately been ad 
duced to show that gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef 
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec 
trie light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers oi 
Health, which has recently installée 
gas on its premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the Improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and tht 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.

I have in my mind’s eye, at the mo­
ment, a hall which, in the old days 
was lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort 
nit through an hour’s lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner, but which with the march ol 
civilization, had its illumination 
changed from gas to electricity, the 
latter been employed with all the 
latest reflnemehts to effect the light­
ing under the best conditions, with the 
result that any Urge gathering within 
Its walls leads to a state little short of 
asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes, Pro­
fessor of Chemistry at the Royal Na­
val College, Greenwich.—nov8.tr

Another enthusiastic and represen­
tative meeting took place in the 
Board of Trade Rooms last night to 
discuss matters municipal and to de­
termine the best way to improve our 
city. The meeting opened at eight 
o’clock and among those present were 
Sir E. P. Morris. Sir Joseph Outer- 
bridge, Hon. M. P. Cashin, Hon. John 
Harris, Hon. P. T. McGrath, C. O’N. 
Conroy, J. M. Kent, G. C. Fcarn, E. M. 
Jackman, C. P. Ayre, J. Dwyer, Capt. 
Eli Dawe, W. A. Munn, W. G. Gos­
ling, T. J. Duley. K. Prowse, N. A. 
Outerbridge. J. W. Withers, Dr. J. S. 
Tait, H. Gear, J. P. Blackwood, W. 
McNeily and Press representatives.

Mr. Gosling was the first speaker. 
In opening he explained the object of 
the conference which was not called 
to criticize, either the past or pres­
ent City Fathers, but to deal with the 
problem of civic improvement as it 
stands at present. The prevailing 
conditions in our city, lie continued, 
are very discreditable, and while the 
Council was slightly to blame, yet 
our citizens, who appeared to be un- 

,concerned, were chiefly responsible 
The present system of street clean­
ing, repairing, etc., was ancient while 
the scattering of clay on broken 
•oads entailed useless expenditure 
Vith such methods in vogue the cit 
votild never be improved. Unde 
the Small Home Sewerage Act the 
Council had done something by in 
tailing sewerage and water servicer 
>ut more was necessary. There ar, 
hree classes of citizens to deal with 

said Mr. Gosling, the man who own- 
house and refuses to pay for the in 

stallation ; the one who cannot affori 
o pay and the man with the hous. 
mfit for human habitation. This is i 

^reat problem that should be grap 
lied with at once and one that re 

quired a great deal of time and at 
tention. The best way to properlj 
llustrate to indifferent citizens the 
rtisery and inconvenience in unsew 
cred houses would be to send the soil 
cars aroud for about a week at nooi 
(mid-day). There are hundreds o 
louses in the city unfit for habita 
ion, the speaker continued. ant 
n those houses diseases were preva- 
ent, notably tuberculosis, with the 
result that the deaths among infante 
>.nd others are far too great. Ill fact 
the death rate was higher here thaï 
in larger cities. An act was intro 
iueed by ex-May or Gibbs, which gave 
the Council the power to tear down 
all hovels in the city. At the time h 
.vas intended that the city should re­
build but Legislative power was not 
btained. The work of re-building 

should be taken up by the Council 01 

building societies, as one of the chie 
essentials for good civic government 

as proper housing.
Speaking of the question of taxation 

Mr. Gosling thought the present sys­
tem of taxation too ■ heavy a burden 
for the poor man to shoulder, witiiou, 
returns, as in many cases he was tax­
ed for sewerage and water he did not 
get adequate use of. The incidence of 
taxation at present is that the more 
valuable the houses the less taxation 
levied on the owner. To make re­
forms increased taxation was neces­
sary. To make improvements, said 
tte speaker, the root of the evil would 
have to be located and then good re­
sults would follow. He, Mr. G.. be­
lieved that a loan of a half million 
dollars could be borne without much 
difficulty and he also believed that, the 
interest-on the amount could be add­
ed to the present expenditure, if the 
sum of money referred to was bon ow­
ed great care should be taknn as to 
how it was expended. Our civic debt 
was not large comparatively, while 
our taxation was only one-half of the 
majority of other cities. Another 
great drawback we have, said the 
speaker, was the discreditable system

of disposing of garbage. The othei 
problems he said were water, sewer­
age, street repairs, housing, heiltk 
fire protection, street lighting, educa­
tion, parks and recreation. The best
idea he thought was to form a sub­
committee of twenty-five members to 
investigate the entire matter of civic 
reform and the sub-committee to re­
port often to the general committee. 
In other countries committees had 
taken up similar work and accom­
plished a great, deal. In three hund­
red cities in America civic govern­
ment was conducted by Commission­
ers, while Boards of Control were ap 
pointed in Canada to act In con junc­
tion with the civic boards. In ho in­
stance was there any attempt made to 
go back to the old methods. Some­
thing should be done, he said, to get 
capable and expert men to deal with our 
civic affairs to be well remunerated.
He regretted the pessimistic fS3liug
that existed at present among ce,-.am 
sections but was confident great work 
could be achieved by the Citizens’ 
Committee to rid. the city of dirt, dis­
ease and high mortality.

Dr. J. S. Tail then arose and after 
congratulating the previous speaker, 
entered into a sharp criticism of the 
present system. He contended that 
much of the revenue was wasted. Some

city labourers, he said, were loafers 
of the worst type and the work done 
by them was not at all*in accord with 
the pay received. He did not attri­
bute this to the Council, but to the 
system; He agreed with the chair­
man that taxation was not equitable 
as the present coal tax bears heavily 
on the poor man. He then showed 
that the Council had only $100,000 net 
at their disposal to carry on the gov 
ernment of the city, and with the most 
judicious expenditure could not hope 
to make nyich improvement. He ob­
jected strongly to the proposal of bor­
rowing money to pave New Gower and 
Duckworth Streets, on the grounds 
that many of the houses on those 
streets were uninhabitable. He re­
ferred to New Gower Street partira 
larly, where filth prevails in man/ of 
the back yards and hovels, making 
these places a source of menace to the 
public health. It did not matter if 
the streets were paved with gold these 
would stand out as disseminators of 
disease, and reform along the lines of 
sanitation were far more necessary 
than street paving. He went on to 
show that the vacant lots in the city 
were the receptacles for all kinds of 
refuse, and in the back streets many 
if the houses were totally unfit for 
habitation. Many of them were built 
ince the fire, without supervision and 
•re now hotbeds of disease. The doc- 
or then read from a list the num­
bers of about 20 houses owned by one 
nan, and for which rents were being 
icllected, notwithstanding the fact 
‘hat these houses were detrimental to 
he public health. Inefficiency and 
teglect were apparent on all sides, 
nd though the revenue has so largely 
ncreased the condition of the city is 

worse now than fifty years ago. While 
nuch in the way of improvement 
tculd be done with more money, the 
present Council seemed unable to 
leal with the problem, and ne thought 
hat the time was ripe for the citizens 

to awaken to their duty. The doctor 
then intimated that to effect civic lm- 
i rove ment, the citizens should do 

away with the present system, and 
suggested as an alternative that the 
city be divided into four wards, which 
would elect four Councillors, and that 
.’our other Councillors and a Mayor 
he elected by the whole city and that 
me of each retire each year, to be 
ollowed by an election. In this way 

a full Board would be ensured, with 
the majority experienced.

Hon. John Harris agreed with the 
remarks pf the chairman, and conjid- 
ered the movement a worthy one. Hr 
felt that the formation of the Commit­
tee would induce citizens to take more 
interest in municipal affairs. After 
making a brief reference to Dr. 1 ait’s 
remarks, he moved the following. — 

RESOLVED—“That a Committee tc 
‘be known as the Citizens’ Commit 

"tee for civic improvement be now 
formed to enquire into all the de­
rails of municipal government, and 
“to formulate plans for the improve • 
“ment of the condition of the city."

Mr. C. P. Ayre seconded the motion 
endorsing the remarks of the previous 
speakers, and expressed the ’ opinion 
that the present condition of affairs 
was due to the inactivity of the citi­
zens rather than neglect on the part 
of the Council.

Mr. IV. A. Munn said he was one of 
a committee on the Absentee Landlotd 
question. They had made many en­
quiries. Two solutions had been dis­
cussed. (1) the enactment of a law

making it compulsory to insert 
clause in leases, giving tenant 
twenty years option to purchase, the 
price being fixed by Arbitration, md 
(2) to tax the vacant lands on the 
same scale as if buildings were c ed­
ed thereon.

Hon. P. T. 'McGrath thought com 
mon sense should be applied to the 
movement with which he was in sym- 
path. He thought it doubtful if citi­
zens were prepared to go into any city 
housing scheme. As to the condition 
of the city at this time of the year, he 
had seen cities of the same size abroad 
as dirty as our own. There was too 
much stress laid on new systems, 
such as Commission government and 
Boards of Control. As to the former 
here was no guarantee that even if 
re paid '.$10.000 a year for Commis­

sioners we should get better results 
than we do from the present system. 
As to Boards of Contrai, it was l>ke 
dating the trappings of an elephant 

on a cat. These schemes were dt ■ 
vised to cure graft, which was r.b- 
ent in St. John’s. What was needed 

was the strengthening of the hands of 
the Council. Increased taxation 
should be entered on cautiously. Even 
with the present system almost $100,- 
000 arrears had accumulated. Bor­
rowing half a million would lesuit in 
a carnival of extravagance.

SIR JOSEPH OI’TERBIllDGE 
thought the size of the gathering and 
its spirit refuted the idea that pessim­
ism was abroad in regard to civic 
matters. It showed citizens realized 
that something must be done. Nature 
had done much for the city, and by 
care the city could be made and kept 
healthy and beautiful. Filthy streets 
and houses were a menace to the 
health of everybody. HeaitUy sur­
roundings meant better wovlt, less 
sickness and less loss to the com­
munity. The death of a child or youag 
nan or woman was a distinct finan­
cial loss to the community, and many 
deaths could be avoided. He suggest­
ed the adding of a perentage to the 
present taxation, which could be col­
lected by the present machinery and 
earmarked for special improvement 
recommended by the Committee.

MR. W. McXElLY' suggested that 
the Committee should be a teposito-y 
for the suggestions, grievances and 
complaints of citizens. By the ac 
cumulation of such information, issues 
could be raised that would give 
prospective Councillors a platform. 
He advocated also the employment of
oivio pxnprfti

MR. T. J. DULY thought we should 
obtain a charter of incorporation with 
sufficient power to govern ours jives 
and to raise money to improve ■ the 
present condition of affairs which ore 
a disgrace.

On motion of Messrs. Withers and 
Divine. Messrs. Gosling. Harris, Shea, 
C. P. Ayre and C. O’N. Conroy were 
appointed a sub-committee to select a 
working committee of it. Mr. Gosling 
was then, on motion of Mr. Feam, 
elected Chairman of the Citizens 
Committee, which had been resolved 
on by the passage of Hon. J. Hairir’s 
motion.

THE PRIME MINISTER then ad­
dressed the meeting and outlined the 
work of Councils in the past and the 
problems which faced them to-day.

The meeting adjourned at 10.45 
those present enrolling themselves as 
members of the general committee.

Stetaonsou’s Ships 
At Coilinson Point.

Deputy Minister of Naval Affairs Re­
ceives Word That Vessels Are in 
Comfortable Winter Quarters — 
Commander’s Ship in Ice Pack.
Ottawa, Ont.. Dec. 24.—All of the 

party of scientists and members of 
ihe crews of the Alaska and Mary 
Sachs, the two vessels that sailed 
from Victoria, B.C.. last June with the 
Karluk on the Stefannson Arctic ex­
pedition for the Dominion Govern­
ment. are safe and well in comfortable 
winter quarters at Coilinson Point, 
50 miles from Flaxman Island, within 
the Arctic circle, and neither of the 
two vessels in question is seriously 
damaged as was reported in despatch­
es from Seattle a few weeks ago.

The Mary Sachs did get slightly 
damaged in the ice pack off Coilinson 
Point last September, but she can 
easily be repaired by the crew next 
spring. The Alaska is as sound as 
the day she sailed away from Vic­
toria.

This information came to-day by 
mail from Dr. R. M. Anderson, Chief 
Anthropologist with the expedition, 
and head of the party now at Coilin­
son Point, and was given out last 
night by Geo. J. Desha rats. Deputy 
Minister of Naval Affairs. No men­
tion is made in the reports received 
here of Stefannson or his vessel, the 
Karluk, beyond that she was last seen 
by Dr. Anderson in an ice pack near 
Point Narrow on August 10th. The 
mail, which Mr. Desbarats received 
yesterday, was despatched from Coi­
linson Point on October 13th by run­
ner to Circle City, Alaska, from where 
it was sent south by steamer.

Looks for Easy Money.
Mr. G. W. Farrell, Back From London, 

Thinks Tnrn Is At Hand.
Montreal, Dec. 24.—Mr. G. W, 

Farrell, stock broker, who returned 
from London yesterday, stated last 
evening that there was a general ex­
pectation of money in abundance af­
ter the turn of the year, and further 
that rates would be a good deal low­
er than at the present time.

The provincial banks of Great Brit- - 
ain, Mr. Farrell says, have.twice the 
amount of deposits they had some time
ago, and he believes that as soon as 
confidence begins to be restored, and 
hat should be in a comparatively 

short time, the funds will come roll­
ing out. There was a disappointment,
he added, in France, when the gov­
ernment loan was not put out on Dec. 
15th as was at first intended but was 
delayed because of the change of min­
istry. This loan would have put a 
great deal of money in circulation, as 
many millions hoarded up would come 
out in the way of subscriptions. 
There is a general belief in London, 
says Mr. Farrell, that the French loan 
when it comes out will be subscribed 
four times over, and once in the 
hands of the state the money will be' j 
put into circulation.

Living in a Hurry
70 Years

Ago.
"Here is a remarkable passage from 

Chamebr's Journal, dated Saturday. 
April 6th. 1844, entitled ‘Living in a 
Hurry.’ Not a single syllable of it 
has been altered, added, or omitted,” 
says the World, which republishes it.

“ 'Perhaps the most characteristic 
peculiarity of the social condition of 
England at present is the unhealthy 
want of repose. Travelling by rail­
road is merely typical of the head­
long hurry with which all the affairs 
of life are transacted. In business, 
men are in a hurry to get rich ; they 
cannot submit to the tedious process 
cf adding one year’s patient and legi­
timate gains to those of its predeces­
sor, but seek by bold speculative 
combinations, by anticipations of in­
telligence received through the ordin­
ary channels, to make or mar them­
selves by one bold stroke.

“ ‘The devotees of pleasure seek, 
as it were, to multiply their .personal 
presence—not only by rattling to a 
dozen assemblies a night as has been 
the worshipful practice in London 
during the gay season for some hun­
dred years, but by shooing in the 
North of Scotland and yachting in the 
Channel during the same week, visit­
ing Palestine and the Pyramids dur­
ing the Parliamentary recess, and 
other feats of celerity. .

“ ‘In the young societies of our 
colonial empire land this is not their 
least recommendation ) men might 
live more leisurely if they chose; but 
the gigantic bankruptcy ' of New 
South Wales shows too clearly that 
even in our antipodean provinces 
this foolish effort to accomplish ev­
erything at once is epidemic.’

MONTREAL. To-day.

The fears that had been expressed 
of danger to property in the city dur­
ing the water famine were realized 
yesterday when a big block cf stares 
st the corner of St. Hubert and On­
tario streets caught fire and made ra­
pid progress because tiie firemen could 
only pour feeble streams of water up­
on it. In half an hour twenty-two 3- 
storey buildings were gutted, sixty au­
tos destroyed and the damage estim­
ated done is $285.000. The firemen 
with only one stream of water since 
the famine on Christmas night fought 
for an hour and a half, in which time 
the buildings were in ruins. During 
the course of the blaze one fireman 
was injured. The brigade laid sev»u 
thousand feet of hose with two en­
gines relaying to bring the pressure ol 
the single stream up to efficient 
strength. With the longest hose laid 
in the. department's history, the live- 
men succeeded in preventing the 
flames from getting down to a tank 
containing, two thousand gollons of 
gasoline, six feet under the easement 
of the doomed structures. There was 
an adequate supply of dynamite on 
hand to rase the adjacent buildings 
if the fire got beyond control. When 

1 the fire broke out the firemen and 
police saved twenty automobiles, but 
sixty were destroyed. As a result of 
the blaze and the absence of adequate 
water supply for the firemen some

Johnson Narrowly 
Escapes Knock­

out in Paris.
Paris. Dec. 19.—Jack Johnson is to­

day still heavyweight champion of the 
world, but he came very near losing 
his title in a ten-round bout with bat­
tling Jim Johnson, another negro 
boxer who hails from Memph's, Teitn.. 
here last night. It was the champion’s 
first appearance in a ring in eighteen 
months." Battling Jim" battered John­
son all over the ring, and if the bout 
had gone a few rounds more there is 
little doubt but that the championship 
would have changed hands.

The bout was a sad disappointment’ 
i > the crowd which ’ packed the c'ub

mse to the doors. Many women held 
seats near the ringside. When John­
son left the ring he was greeted 
.with a storm of hisses and cat calls. 
A great many of the spectators de­
manded their money back when the 
judges declared the bout a draw, a 
l uling which met with great dis­
favor.

The champion was plainlv groggy 
when the bell put an end to the bom. 
Tottering to the ropes, he announced 
that he had a broken arm. An ex­
amination by the club physician was 
I hen ordered, and the report bore out 
the contention of the cuampion, 
though it failed to satisfy the crowd. 
The doctor announced that Johnson 
had broken the radius bone in his 
left forearm.

"When does he say he broke it?’’ 
shouted some one "in the crowd, a.id 
the reply was sent back that the in­
jury was sustained in the third round. 
This announcement was followed oy 
more jeering and hissing, âs i'ne spec­
tators had failed to notice any sign
oi an injured arm at that stage or
later.

His .Skill Sined Him.
Johnson feinted with his left con­

tinually, and showed much of his old- 
time skill in this part of his boxing. 
!t was science alone that saved h!m 
from being knocked out within ten 
minds. It was, the general impres­

sion among the spectators that the 
injury had been sustained in the last 
minute of the light, when Jim Johnson 
rushed Jack to the ropes and the two 
went to the floor with Jack’s arm 
dosed about Jim’s waist.

Both men jumped up quickly, but 
Jack was plainly exhausted, and he 
fell against the ropes as the gcag

sounded. Then he tottered to his cor­
ner, holding his left arm and declar­
ing it was broken.

At the start the crowd was decided­
ly in favor of Jack Johnson. It was 
his first appearance in Paris and also 
his reappearance in the ring after a 
lay-off of eighteen months. Jihn John­
son failed to interest the crowd in any 
way. the sole desire being to see the 
champion in action.

Jack In Good Shape.
Jack Johnson can hardly blame nisi 

poor showing to lack of condition. If 
he was overweight at all it tvas only 
a question of a few pounds. He had 
been training for some time to con­
dition himself for his bout with Frank 
Moran, the American heaveyweignt. 
on January lflv and had also been 
promised a match with the winner of 
the coming bout between .ire .jean­
nette. He regarded Jim Johnson 
merely as a tryout for his coming 
limits. It was the general impres­
sion among the spectators that if 
Moran had been in the ring to-night 
he would now be the heavyweight 
champion of the world.

Blows Lacked Force.
Jack Johnson landed a couple o' 

smashing body blows with his left 
hand in the second round, but they 
caused his opponent no concern. He 
tried to use the same blow several 
times in the later rounds but the "ef­
forts were all blocked. Jim Johnson, 
crouching after the style of JeflTi.s, 
but lower than the former champion, 
forced the fighting all the way, mak­

ing his attack on Jack’s stomach, Iiy
the seventh round he broke down th|
champion’s guard three times, and

each' time he followed with terrific
uppercuts which grazed Jack's jaw. 
Only the champion’s cleverness on 
denfence saved him from a knockout

Jack showed plenty of confidence at 
the start, but his smile soon wore off 
when the going became hard. At one 
time he called over the ringside to 
Frank Moran and asked the latter if 
ht did not wish to come into the ring 
and hold Jim. .

The result of the fight is a big dis­
appointment to the backers of tne 
coming bout between Moran and Jack 
Johnson, as the latter has lost most 
of his power as a drawing card.

Towering 218 feet in the air and 
weighing eleven tons, largest one- 
piece flagstaff in the British Empire 
is to be seen in front of the mag­
nificent court house at Vancouver. 
Thexbig stick is a product of the Brit­
ish Columbian forests, and is a flaw­
less example of British Columbia tim­
ber. At its base the flagstaff is three 
feet square, and at the top it is a foot 
in diameter. The big gilt ball at the 
top measures twelve feet in circum­
ference, While the hig arrow which 
shows plaintiffs and defendants alike 
which way the wind is blowing at the 
court house measures fifteen feet from 
end to end.

The giant flagstaff is held in place 
by guy cables set in concrete beds at 
each corner of the court house lawn, 
and will stand for many decades as 
an example of what the forests of 
British Columbia can produce in the 
way of tall timber.

It has ' 
just become .known that this settle- 1 
ment was not obtained without sori- ! 
ouç friction with the Khedive. The ! 
presence of a strong British fleet in 
the mediterranean, too, may have 
been a strong influence in inducing 
the Khedive to withdraw his opposi­
tion. On Nov. ‘6th the Khedive re­
turned from a journey to Cairo. On 
the following day Kitchener opened 
negotiations with him, inviting his 
assent to a thorough reform of Vattk- 
ttfs. These are estates left for the 
maintenance of the Moslem faith in 
Egypt. The Egyptians thought they 
ought to be placed under a responsi­
ble minister. Lord Kitchener sup­
ported this proposal, but the Khed­
ive showed hostility. A crisis ap­
peared imminent. Finally a com­
promise was arranged, the Khedive 
agreeing to refer the question to the 
Sultan, who. in theory, controls all 
the Moslem endowments, and to abide 
by his decision. Before allowing the 
question to be so referred. Kitchener 
had, however, taken special precau- 
ti ms to ensure a favorable reply from 
the Sultan. This arrived within 24 
hours. The Khedive instantly con­
curred. and the affair ended.

LONDON, Dec. 29.
The Daily Citizen claims to have 

substantial grounds for the statement 
that the Naval Estimates will be 
swollen by, more than $6,000.000 for 
an airship fleer of numbers S and 10 
dirigibles. One airship is now build­
ing, prior to a grant, but others may 
be of foreign design. The year's 
contemplated expenditure on dirig­
ibles alone will be $750,000. The 
Citizen points out that the current 
year's expenditure on aviation alone 
has been $5,100,000. against $1,610,- 
000 last year. The War Office will 
also make substantial provision for 
an air service, but this will be sep­
arately from' the Navy.

SAN SEBASTIAN. Spain. Dec. 29.
Fire and tempest raged in a great 

part of this city throughout the past 
night. An immense block of build­
ings. Including a theatre, variety hall, 
and many tenements, were destroyed. 
Several thousands of the inhabitants 
of the surrounding districts were 
seized with panic and passed the 
night in the streets. The fire is still 
spreading, and it is feared the flames 
may attack thé military barracks, 
which treops have been ordered to 
evacuate. The efforts of the fire bri­
gade and several companies of sol­
diers have had no effect in checking 
the conflagration.

Baroness Pezzana, who has presented 
to the court the late Prelate’s testa­
ment, dated 1889, according to which 
she is the only heir, her brothers 
having died in the meantime. If no 
opposition be raised by interested 
parties the rjqnova! of the seals will 
probably occur to-morrow.

TOKIO, Dec. 29.
The Japanese provinces of Almori 

and Hokkard are suffering from the 
worst famine since 1869, owing to the 
failure of the rice crops. There 
have been runs on many local banks. 
The government intends to appropri­
ate $3,000,000 for the relief of the 
hanks and the starving peasantry.
