No Blockade 
of Greece.

iQH, We are not surprised to 
learn that the British 
Foreign Office declares 
that no blockade of Greek 

ports has been instituted or is in 
The messages received up to 

hour yesterday were so per­
sistent in stating that a blockade was 
in force, that they made it appear that 
this was actually so. We, however, 
pointed that no instructions had been 
sent out to Newfoundland for the is­
sue of a proclamation to this effect, 
and we also pointed out that it was 
usual when a blockade was instituted 
against a country with which the 
blockading country remained at peace, 
it was usual to issue a proclamation 
stating that though the blockade was 
being instituted, a state of peace still 
existed, and that from this character­
istic it was called a Pacific Blockade. 
Although there is no blockade in 
force at present, there is an embargo 
prohibiting the export of munitions, 
fish and stores which Greece could 
stock with a view to storing supplies, 
should war ensue between the Entente 
and Greece, and it is not unlikely that 
in Greece this embargo which the En­
tente Powers have laid on tjieir own 
people, is regarded in effect as tant­
amount to a blockade, tor we know 
that one Greek minister has com­
plained of the Entente Powers en­
deavouring to starve them into sub­
mission. As Greek trade is largely 
with the Entente Powers, this embar­
go effects largely the same purpose as 
a blockade, without the difficulties of 
carrying it out against a country with 
such an extensive coast. An inspec­
tion of the map of Greece will show 
the indentations of the country and 
the large number of islands within 
its territorial limits, and will give 
some idea of the difficulties of carry­
ing a blockade out effectively. An ef­
fective blockade, however, would ex­
ert far more pressure than the em­
bargo which is in force, as under that 
embargo there is no attempt to stop 
exports from Greece or imports from 
neutral countries. If an effectual 
blockade was put in force, it would 
put an end to all sea trade with 
Greece, and as the Greeks are the 
sailors of the Mediterranean, it would 
be a serious blow to them.

Infectious Disease
in Outporls.

TWO DEATHS HAVE OCCUKRKIi.

His 
efforts are not only confined to op­
ing with the outbreak of diphtheria 
in the city, but are devoted as wi-ii to 
several outports where infections dis­

ease is prevalent. This morning 
was apprised of an outbreak of ty­
phoid fever atTTSaie Verte and I.aS i ■ 
and that two patients had died with 
it. Four persons are now stricken 
with the malady and are being looked 
after by Dr. Abraham, of Pilley's Is­
land, who is endeavoring to prevent 
the disease from spreading. Dr. 
Brehm also received word that diph­
theria had shown itself at Ganem, 
though there are only a couple of ca­
ses there. The sufferers are being 
attended by Dr. Chisholm.

From a 
person who is in a position to be fully 
informed in the situation, the Associ­
ated Press learns that King Constn- 
tine assured Earl Kitchener, British 
Secretary of War, he had never con­
sidered disarming or interning the 
Entente Allied troops who might take 
refuge on Greek soil though a num­
ber of Austrians including several 
officers are now interned in Greece. 
Respecting the friction which has 
arisen between Greece and Britain 
and the coercive measures which the 
British insist in no sense constitute 
a blockade, it w-as stated the King re­
gards this situation the. result of a 
misunderstanding easily remediable. 
Greece is ready to assure the Entente 
Allies that her only purpose in main­
taining troops in Macedonia is the 
legitimate necessity of self preserva­
tion, especially in the event of the Al­
lies decking to abandon their Balkan 
expedition and leaving Greek Mace­
donia at the mercy of the victorious 
Bulgarians with their army already 
in the field. As statements of the 
French and British, respecting the 
serious continuation of the campaign 
leave Greece in doubt on this point, 
it was said there is no present pos­
sibility of either demobilization or 
withdrawal of Greek troops from 
Saloniki, but the moment the Allied 
forces operating in this field assume 
proportions sufficient to guarantee 
the serious prosecution of the Balkan 
campaign rendering Greece’s own de­
mand in Macedonia superflous, the 
King will not refuse to consider the 
demobilization or at least the with­
drawal of Greek troops from Saloniki. 
Their presence is regarded as embar­
rassing the movement of Allies. A 
likely solution of Greek and British 
differences will be reached along 
these lines, it was said.

GERMAN SHIPPING.

LONDON, To-day.
Of the 5,459,296 tons o*f which Ger­

man Merchant marine consisted at 
the beginning of the war, 230,000 tons 
have' been captured by the British 
navy and 38,000 tons by other allies, 
while 117,000 tons has been sunk, 397,-

Chicago Tribune:—Great Britain is 
secure and stable compared with the 
Great Britain of those dangerous and 
unstable days v hen the news of Wag- 
ram meant the downfall of a govern­
ment in London, when Napoleon’s 
threat from Boulogne carried the real 
possibility of putting French grena­
diers in London.

Give some definite portion of your 
time to social work in some one of 
the ipany agencies, Church, settle­
ment house, etc., which are always 
glad of such help. -

Get A Hobby.
Take up some hobby, like raising 

Bees or mushrooms or chickens. Na­
ture is always ready to interest and 
instruct you.

Take up some definite form of phy­
sical exercise. It may be that your 
body as well as your mind needs at­
tention. I know of a woman who took 
singing lessons simply to develop her 
chest and gained immensely in streng­
th and health thereby.

The world in this day and genera­
tion is “so full of a number of things, 
I’m sure we should all be as happy 
as kings.”" And I’m sure none of us 
has an excuse for remaining buried 
alive one day after we recognize our 
sad condition.

London Doctors
Suspects

That Bombs from Zeppelins are Im­
pregnated with Germs of one of the
Deadliest Varieties Known, Causing
Fatal Gangrene.
London, ÿov. 19.—The high rate of 

mortality among persons injured by 
bombs thrown from Zeppelins at first 
caused the belief that these bombs 
contained poisons. Now1, according 
to the Daily Mail, surgeons suspect 
that the bombs are impregnated with 
disease germs.

The Daily Mail quotes an unnamed 
surgeon at a hospital where 40 per­
sons seriously injured in the last raid 
were treated, as saying that the death 
rate was at least five times as high as 
would be expected among patients 
wounded equally severely in battle or 
accidentally.

“In practically all the cases,” the 
surgeon continued, “a germ causing 
rapidly fatal gangrene which is very 
rarely met with in ordinary hospital 
practice has been discovered by the 
hospital bacteriologists. Patients who 
have received the best treatment af­
forded by a modern hospital within 
ten minutes after being injured have 
suffered ‘ a much higher death rate 
than soldiers who after receiving 
wounds of the same severity, have 
had to wait 24 hours before being 
treated.

■ Enquiries are being made to deter­
mine whether Italian bacteriologists 
have found the same germs In the 
wounds of those injured in the recent 
raids on Verona. It this rare gan­
grene-causing germ is found there al­
so it will be pretty strong evidence 
that the bombs were deliberately im­
pregnated with one of the deadliest 
varieties of disease germs known.

Snub for the Kaiser. Asked for Prohibition.
The Catholic Herald publishes what 

It describes as “the fullest evidence 
yet available of the German plot to 
enrol Irish prisoners of war in a 
German-Irish brigade.”

A corporal of the Royal Irish Regi­
ment describes visits to the camp at 
Limburg by Sir Roger Casement and 
by an American priest in order to 
induce the Irish prisoners of war 
there to join the proposed brigade. 
The proposal was answered by a let­
ter drafted and signed by the senior 
N.C.O.’s of different Irish battalions 
and sent to the German Emperor.

They said: We fully appreciate the 
kindness extended in (1) grouping us 
together under one roof; (2) assuring 
us of better food; (3) decreasing the 
amount of fatigue work to be done; 
but we must beseech his Imperial 
Majesty to withdraw these conces­
sions unless they are shared by the 
remainder of prisoners, as in addi­
tion to being Irish Catholics we have 
the honour to be British soldiers.

The rules for the proposed brigade 
were that it was to be “formed solely 
for the purpose of fighting for Ireland 
and securing for her national inde­
pendence." It was to be paid by the 
German ' Government, wear a special 
distinctive Irish uniform, and have 
only Irish officers. “In the event of 
Germany gaining a big naval victory” 
the brigade is to be sent to Ireland, 
and if not to help to free Egypt from 
the “British yoke.” When the war 
endèd any member of the brigade who 
so desired it could be sent to Ameri­
ca.

Commenting on these proposals re­
cently, the Manchester Guardian said 
that the Kaiser had not read Mr. Kip­
ling’s “Mutiny of the Mavericks” or 
he might have scented a snub and 
held his hand.

The British Way.
Britain has the reputation of being 

slow to start and slow to stop when 
she has been fully aroused. It is 
sometimes profitable to know what 
our enemy thinks about us. M. Zoltein 
Ambrus, one of the most prominent 
Hungarian Publicists, in an article 
discussing the probabilities of an ear­
ly peace, comes to the conclusion that 
peace, early or late, depends entirely 
on England.

He draws this conclusion from what 
he calls the "stubbornness and bull­
dog persistency of the English char­
acter. “He qays:

“The bulldog typifies the obstipacy 
in which the English have no rival 
and which demands our unwilling re­
spect for them. We see that the Eng­
lishman—unlike the “good business 
man” he is so persistently called—on 
seeing that his esteemed Ally is be­
ing slowly but surely defeated, in­
stead of withdrawing from the strug­
gle and making the best of it, will do 
his utmost to settle down for three or 
four years of war, and will work this 
bulldog obstinacy to crush his enemy 
in the end. When that end may be is 
no concern of his. He began the busi­
ness and will see it through.”

“Those people,” M. Ambruse con­
cludes, “who look forward for an ear­
ly peace in the world with longing 
hearts must turn their eyes towards 
England hopelessly, for as long as the 
rays of peace are not originating from 
the two great islands in the west 
there is no hope for peace.”

The Rome in Japan.
The Japanese home is an excellent 

training ground for discipline. All 
must obey the Head, but he is bound 
also by custom and many religious 
regulations. The atmosphere is al­
most always one of kindliness, gen­
tleness, and good manners. Children 
are not allowed, in Japan, to go to 
school until the March of September 
after they are six, but when that im­
portant event .takes place they are 
already disciplined little human be­
ings, with great respect for learning 
and some thirst for knowledge. They 
have already done some small share 
of the work of the home, they have 
been taught something of the history 
and literature and religion of their 
country, they are expert in manners, 
and are keen little patriots. All this 
education has been given them in 
.their home. A true conception of a 
Japanese home is necessary for any 
clear knowledge of the Japanese na­
tion, and explains many things, e.g., 
the fact that workhouses, old age 
pensions, school attendance officers, a 
cane in the schoolroom, and a truant 
school are unnecessary and inexplic­
able to the Japanese people.—E. P. 
Hughes, in ‘The Highway.’

Premier Murray promised a delega­
tion of clergymen and laymen last 
night that his Government would 
give serious consideration to their 
request that the Nova Scotia Temper­
ance Act be amended to provide pro­
hibition for Halifax City. He agreed 
with the petitioners that the war pre­
sented a new phase of the question of 
licensed bars versus prohibition. Pre­
mier Murray was given an enthusias­
tic reception by the large number of 
delegates present. The members of 
the Government present were Premiéf 
Murray, Hon. O. T. Daniels, Hon. E. 
H. Armstrong, Hon. Geo. E. Faulkner, 
Hon. Jason M. Mack, and Hon. Rob­
ert M. MacGregor.

Those who spoke in favor of pro­
hibition included the Rev. Mamilton 
Wigle, Rev. L. J. Donaldson, Mrs. 
Frank Powers, J. T. Wilson, Rev. 
Clarence MacKinnon, Rév. H. R. 
Grant, Rev. W. I. Croft, Rev. Mr. 
Freeman, W. O. Creighton and Rev. 
Dr. Moore of Toronto.

City Solicitor F. H. Bell spoke of 
the difficulties of enforcing prohibi­
tion.

Mr. Bell stated that the temperance 
workers did not want a plebescite, so 
he would ask them to seriously con­
sider how a Prohibition act could be 
enforced if it did not have the support 
of the people. The temperance advo­
cates must bear in mind that many of 
them were not in favor of prohibition. 
He referred to Sydney, and stated that 
because of public opinion there liquor 
was almost openly sold, and the traf­
fic was not as well regulated there as 
it was in Halifax. During the course 
of his remarks he was frequently in­
terrupted and told to sit down.— 
Halifax Recorder, Nov. 17th.

Women’s Wages 
On War Services.

A ledger clerk earning £2 a week 
joined the Army and was replaced by 
a girl at 17s. 6d., who did all the 
work. Another clerk at the same 
salary left two months later "and was 
replaced by another girl at 17s. 6d., 
net result being that the firm, instead 
of paying £4 a week, paid 35s. Only 
one male ledger clerk is left, but he 
is very uneasy! but, characteristically 
not because the women are shamefully 
underpaid for doing identical work, 
but because he feels his tenure and 
the taking back of the other men as 
very insecure—the firm may wish to 
pursue these economical tactics. 
These girls were supplied to the firm 
by a well-known cramming estab­
lishment, and presumably advised to 
accept these conditions. But it is the 
same in the Civil Service—e.g., Post 
Office.—The Educational Times.

WITH SPIES OF GERMANY.

Providence, R.I., Nov. 12.—The Pro­
vidence Journal says to-day: “Dr. 
Joseph Goricar, who has been a prom­
inent official in the Austro-Hungari­
an consular service for fifteen years, 
and who resigned his office on Decem­
ber 20th of last year, made a state­
ment to the Providence Journal in 
which he declares that the United 
States is honeycombed with German 
and Austrian spies working directly 
for Count von Bernstorff and Consul- 
General Vori Nuber, and that every 
Austro-Hungarian consul in the coun­
try is the centre of a hot-bed of pro­
paganda for the destruction of muni­
tion factories, for the creation of 
strikes among labor men working in 
such factories, and for every act of 
violence that is being committed here 
to-day, having these objects in view.’
