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WEDNESDAY, November 7, 1917,

The Two Campaigns.

It was one of the pop-

ular conceptions of war-

fare, before the war, and

it still survives health-

ily, that the ° movementsd
of armies are a good index of their
fortunes, advance standing for vic-
tory, retreat for disaster, that the all
important results of a batt!e are the
miles of territory lost and won, and
that an army which stands its ground
and loses heavily does better than
one which retreats intact. In some
cases, but for other reasons, the be-
lief is correct; accepted as a general
rule it is a great fallacy. The cam-
paigns in Flanders and Italy are a
good illustration and comparison. It
would seem ridiculous, if it were not
true, to say that the few miles of
muddy slopes called Passchendaele
represent a victory as great as that

"won by Mackensen and the armies

which ‘he leads in ‘yet unchecked
flood across the Venetian plains. We
are not sure it is not greater.

There need be no concern in the
mere fact that Cadorna has retreated
from the line of the Tagliamento. The
stream ' afforded him little natural
protection and he had not had *time
to prepare positions of sufficient
strength. He is withdrawing his
troops in good order and.discipline
to a Detter line, that is all, and the
delay of the past two or three days
ought to have been invaluable for its
preparation and for the arrival of
friendly reinforcements. Mackensen
will run his head soon against a stone
wall of tougher substance than the
crumbling. defences he has been ac-
customed to override in. Russia and
Roumania. Italy adjoins France and
so Britain, and' in Britain and France
they have a few good guns.

The taking of Passchendaele—ra-
ther, of the slopes around it, for the
village is"a heap of ruins—is a fine
achievement, perhaps the best feather
vet in Johnny = Canuck’'s' cap. It is
hardly just to praise the feat as if it
were an isolated one, for it is but the
culmination of the long succession of
hammer -blows. that Haig has been
dealing since July. But now, at that
culmination, it is fitting to take a
survey of the situation, to stand, as
it were, upon the captured summits
and gather from the  prospect they
open the tremendous value of their
possession.

If the British do no more than hold
this ground, it will be much to have
Roulers almost at their feet, and to be
able to pound to pieces through the
winter the positions of the enemy
down in the valley. :But they will not
rest here. There are numerous de-
fences on the left of the new position
vet to bé overcome, but their reduc-
tion will follow automatically.
Houthulst Forest will then be at the
mercy of the British guns and should
prove quite untenable. Its abandon-
inent wjll remove one of the worst ob-
stacles-®ur troops have had to face,
a stronghold which they have not at-
tempted to attack fromtally. But it is
already flanked in the west from the
region of Dixmude, so that it is cer-
tain to:go Dbefore long. The Allies
will then have a fine line from which
to move upon Roulers. And on Rou-
lers rest: Ostend and Zeehrugge.

The fact of the victory "§is as .en-
couraging as its effects are likely to.
I:e momentous. - For the Germans did
their’ utmost to prevent it, and it has
simply- c¢onfirmed the lcsson each suc-
cessive thrust.of Haig's has taught,
that the/German utmosﬁws not enough.
1t is taking time to squeeze them out
of Flanders, but there are no back-
slips-in fhe process. It has now at
last reached a stage when it menaces
the enemy’s line in a most acute man-

ner, and-it is. reasonable to hope, that |

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- FIGHTING IN MACEDONIA.
PARIS, To-Day.

A statement issued by the War Of-
fice to-night reads: There was in-
termittent fighting in the region north
of Chemin des Dames. It was very
violent during the afternoon along the
whole front of Chaume Wood, East-
ern Theatre—British artillery vigor-
cusly bombed®the enemy front be-
iween Lake Dorien and Vardar. En-
emy patrols were dispersed in the
neighbourhood of Moglena and Cerna
bend.

CHARGES ALLIES’ AIMS CARRIED
TOO FAR.

LONDON, To-Day.

A. J. Balfour, Secretary for For-
eign Affairs, replying in t'hg% Commons
to a peace motion proposeﬂ by H. B.
Lees Smith, Lib. member jfor North-
ampton, declared that the aims for
which Britain entered the war were
not and are not either imperialistic
or vindictive, but one and all are
noted for the double purpose of the
emancipation and security“of Europe.
Balfour asked the House to show by
an overwhelming majority that we
believe in the cause for which we are
struggling and which we know we can
bring to a successful termination.
Great as are the sacrifices already
made, we are ready to conainue them
and to continue them indefinitely un-
til the great righteous and unselfish
objects we have in view are finally
secured.. Andrew Bonar Law, Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer, amid loud
cheers moved the closure, which was
carried by 282 to 33. Lees Smith’s
motioh, was then negatived without a
divisionn. Lees Smith, in moving his
resolution, - maintained that success-
ive secret agreements between the
Allies had carried their war aims far
beyond their original aims. He de-
clared that the recent rumor that Ger-
many, in addition to losing Alsace-
Lprruine, was to be deprived of ter-
ritories on the left bank of the Rhine
had been: confirmed in a secret ses-
gion ‘of the French Chamber by M.
Ribot, Foreign Secretary. Balfour in-
terjected here that. there never was
such an agreement. Lees Smith re-
iterated:.that. it. was an. agreement
made between France and Russia
while Nicholas was Emperor. If this
was carried ont; said the member,
there would be a new series of causes
of discontent and discordant hatred
whith swould once again drench Eu-
rope in war blood.

U.S5.-DUTCH AGREEMENT REACHED
WASHINGTON, To-Day.

An early agreement betwen the U. S.
and Holland c¢n the disposal of the
Duteh tonnage in American ports
was seen ‘here to-day in the release
by the war trade board of the Dutch
steamer Nieuw Amsterdam for the re-
turn trip across the Atlantic. -The
vessel will leave the American port
shortly carrying as cargo packages
of freight for Hoiland, ten thousand
tons of corn for Belgian relief and
several hundred Dutch refugees as
passengers. Wire cable, badly need-
ed for the operation of Dutch coal
mines, will make up part of her car-
go. [Licenses for the Nieuw Amster-
dam’s cargo was held up by the Am-
erican authorities when the Dutch
Government refused to give assur-
ances that she would not be interned
for safety as soon as she reached the
other side. In the negotiations that
followed the American Government
refused to recede from its position
and finally the Dutch yielded. A final
agreement as to the operation of
other Dutch vessels held in American
ports was believed to-night to be in
sight. The pringipal clauses of this
agreement, it is reported, will pro-
vide that a large number of the
Dutch ships enter the American coast-
wise' trade to release American ves-
sels for overseas service, that part
of the tonnage be placed in trade to
the Dutch East Indies for the benefit
of Holland and-the Allies, and that a
limited numer of ships be permitted
to ply- ‘between Holland and America,
carrying ‘eargoes to be approved by
the 'War Trade Board. The refugecs
who will sail in the Amsterdam have
gathered in the U. S. from many ends
of the ‘earth.  Some came from the
Dutch HEast Indies and many from

MERRILL RELEASED.

ST. JOHN, N.B., To-day.

Capt. John E. Merrill, formerily of
the Princess Pats, who shot and Kkill-
ed J. F. Rogers, a clerk in the Cana-
dian Government Railway Offices at
Moncton, on October 17, 1916, has
been released from the Provincial
Hospital here. He has gone to Mon-
treal to obtain a position. Merrill was
born in England, but went to New
York when young. He served with
the American Army in the BoxXer
troubles and in the Philippines. While
travelling for a Montreal house, the
present war began and he enlisted in
the medical service in St. John, later
being transferred to the Princess
Pats. He was wounded several times
and gassed. It was his mental con-
dition due to the gassing that caused
the tragedy for which he was acquit-
ted. He has several medals for brav-
ery. Merrill has a sister in Halifax.

WAR REVIEW.

In a great area more than 160 miles
in length the Italian armies are fall-
ing back upon and through the plains
of Venetia to a new and shorter line
of defence. From the Fella Valley to{
the head of the Adriatic Sea the entire |
line of the Tagliamento River has
been given up by General Cadorna,
while from virtually the border of the
Trentino north eastward and eastwarda
through the Dolomites and Carnie
Alps to the Fella the Northern Army
is carrying out a retrograde move-
ment southward through the moun-
tainous country towards the ,plains.
The Germans and Austro-Hungarians
everywhere are following up the Ital-
ians in their retreat, but with' the
Italians offering resistance in rear-
guard actions along the whole front.
Meanwhile the British forces in Bel-
gium have won another notable vie-
tory over the Germans in the region
of Ypres, having captured in one of

their intrepid dashes, following a rain
of shells of all calibres, the town of
Passchendaele, about five miles from
“ Roulers, the fall of which would cut
Germany’s communlcations trom her

submarines bases ‘at Ostend and
Zeebrugge with the south. The indi-
catidns from meagre advices thus far
to ‘hand are that the Canadians, who
bore the brunt of the operation, ex-
tended their line 900 yards beyond
Passchendaele. The decision of the
Italians to evacuate' the Tagliamento
line was taken after the enemy had
intensified his pressure along the up-
per reaches of the river in the high
lands and pushed his forces across
the stream in the centre and to the
south. This movement compelled a
simultaneous withdrawal along the
northern froent from the Fella Valley
to Colbricon. Apparently the main
Austro-German forces are not in close
contact with the retreating Taglia-
mento Army, for the; German official
says that their retreat is indicated by
conflagrations over the route of re-
tirement. On the plains the Italian
cavalry is domg the same effective
work it did in retarding' the enemy
during the first eight days of the re-
treat from the Isonzo, when it held
the Teuton advance |guards and per-
mitted General Caddrna to bring his
forces to the west bank of the stream
virtually intact.

THE CAPTURE (F PASSCHEN.-
DAELE,

LONDON, To-day.
(Official)~--Operations were under-
taken this morning | by the Canadian
troops with complete success against
the enemy’s defence in and around
Passchendaele and on the spur north
northwest of village, says the text of
the statement. The assembly of our
troops for the attack was carried out
successfully. At 7 a.m. the assault
was launched as arranged. The en-
emy had been-ordéred to hold this
important position ¢n the-main ridge
at any cost. Hard . fighting took place
at a number of peints, particularly
on the high ground north of the vil-
lage and for tite collection of Tortified
buildings and strong poifnts on the
Goeberg spur. Nevertheless our
troops mniade’ steady! progress and at
an early hour the village of Passchen-
daele was captured, together with the
hamlets of Mosselmarket and Goe-
berg. Before noon lall our objectives
had been gained and a number of pri-
soners taken. During the day the wea-
ther was unsettled.| The rain which
ell at intervals improved the visi-
bility, however, and assisted the work
of our aircraft anfl, combined with
the valuable observation gained by
our advance, has enabled our guns
' to deal effectively with enemy’s bat-
teries and with the concentrations of
hostile infantry.

MOST IMPORTANT.

MONTREAL, To-day.
Charges that Capt. Gonzague Sav-
ard, in charge of Montreal’'s mobile
squad, was in a home for inebriates
were investigated by Controller Ross,
the Executive head of the City Police
Department. To-day he announced
that they were untrue and that Sav-
ard was sick at his sister’s home.

PACIFISTS IN PARLIAMENT.

LONDON, To-day.

The Commons to-day discussed a
peace motion proposed by Hastings
B. Lees-Smith, ‘one of the founders
Ruskin Colege, Oxford. The motion
which is suported | by the Pacifist
group, declared this House is of the
opinion that providing satisfactory
guarantees can be obtained with re-
gard to the independence and restora-
tion of Belgium and the evacuation of
the occupied territory, no obstacles
should be placed in the way or pre-
liminaries towards negotiations for
peace and a settlement which ought
to embody an equitable solution of
the problem of Alsace-Lorraine and
of devising the enforcement of ef-
fective international machinery for
the avoidance of future wars. A. J.
Balfour, British Foreign Secretary is
expected to reply to the motion.

BALFOUR HITS FROM THE
SHOULDER.

LONDON, To-day.

In the course of his remarks, Bal-
four expressed the opinion that dis-
cussions of this kind did little to as-
sist the object that those who started
them had in view, the attainment of
an honourable peace at the earliest
possible date. He! ridiculed the. idea
that secret treaties existed, as sug-
gested by Mr.. Lees-Smith. He de-
clared that Britain/was not a party to
any such treaty; he did not believe
any such treaty existed. He regretted
that members had used such an argu-
ment, which of course would be re-
peated in Germany without contradic-
tion, and which 'had for  6its basis
that the Allies’ aims were not those
they had loudly proclaimed of freeing
small nations and making the con-
stitution of states in Europe as far
as possible harmonious with the
wishes of their inhahjtants. It never
was and is not the olject of the Al-
lies to take from Lhe%erman empire
admittedly German territory, said
Balfour. But of course the Allies de-
sire the restitution of Alsace-Lorraine
to France. The Allies, continued the
Secretary, were not fighting for that
alone or as an isolated object of their
war aims. We are fighting in the
first place, said he, that Europe might
be freed from the perpetual menace of
the military party in Germany.He ask-
ed whether*the movers of the amend-
ment and their party had no cure for
the mis-government and most brutal
and barbarous cruelty in Armenia
and Arabia. The Pacifist members
seemed to think that all these matters
could be satisfactorily settled if they
could only bring the European pow-
ers to talk together around a table.
Is that common sénse? he asked. Is
it supposed that Germany would ever
consent to restore, as has been pub-
L{dcly suggested, the ancient kingdom
of Poland? Of course she would not.

the pictures of the Regiment were
shown and patriotic addresses de-
livered by Hon. R. A. Squires, Hon.
W. F. Coaker and Mr. W. J. Higgins.
Included in those present were His
* Excellency the Administrator, Sir W.
lH. Horwood, accompanied by Hon. R.
Watson, Hon. J. R. Bennett, Minister
of Militia, Majors Rendell, Mont-
gomerie and Carty, and others prom-
inent in military and civil life. There
was also quite a number of returned
heroes, many of whom had the pri-
vilege of seeing themselves shown on
the screen.

The Volunteers and Foresters head-
ed by the C. L. B. and C. C. C. bands
held a parade through the city and
afterwards assembled at the hall
where the Minister of Militia in a
brief address explained the object of
the gathering, which was to give the
outport citizens an opportunity to see
the pictures of “Ours” and to hear
‘ expert addresses on the war.

‘ Hon. Dr. Lloyd, Acting Prime Min-
ister, presided and in opening the
meeting gave a brief sketch of the
history of the Regiment. Perhaps no
Regiment had won so many distinc-
tions as “Ours” and it was a pleasure
to all to see pictures of those who had

their country.

The performance opened with a
selection by the C. L. B. Band, follow-
ing which the pictures were shown.

Hon. R. A. Squires was the first
speaker and after expressing his
pleasure at being associated with the
Minister of Militia in his efforts to
help on voluntary enlistment he said
it was the duty of every eligible man
to offer his services, so that he may
relieve those who deserve a rest from
duty on the firing line and to fill up
the gaps made vacant by the men who
had paiid the supreme sacrifice. He
pointed out where the voluntary sys-
tem failed in England and conscrip-
tion had to be put in force. The same
had to be done in Canada where all
were placed on an equality and called
to serve through legislation embody-
ing considerable force in certain sec-
tions. Here, however, no section
should need pressure to bring them to
a realization of their duty, as all are
the same English, Irish, Scotch and
Welsh blood which made Britain
mistress of the seas. Our ancestors
were men of great courage and fought
and conquered wherever they went, as
is shown by the fact of their settling
in this country, and the response to
the call of the blood alone should be
able to account for more than the
number of recruits required. Three
years ago Newfoundland was a little
red triangle on the map, a land en-
shrouded with fog, whose people liv-

noble deeds of our soldiers and sail-
ors, it is a shining light of patriot-
ism stained with the blood of our best
manhood. The message that our
Regiment must be kept at full force
should be carried to the homes of all
present. Britain is in the struggle for
freedom and fair play and if all would
realize this they would at once come
forward and put a stop to the evil do-
ings of German militarism. Sacrifice
is the essence of victory and the hon-
or of the future will be measured by
what we do for the Empire to-day. In
conclusion Mr. Squires said “Let us
show the blood of our ancestors and
help the God of Peace conquer the
despotism of harm and might.”

Hon. W. F. Coaker followed in a
stirring speech, pointing out that the
call to -arms was more serious to-day
than it was three years ago. He em-
phasized the fact that at least 400 re-
cruits were wanted before January
1918 was was ushered in. He hoped
the voluntary response would be lib-
eral. He did not want to see con-
scription enforced, but more men were
needed. Some 5,700 had gone already
forward to fight in the Army and Navy
but more than that number had not

done so and had a duty to do so. He
appealed to the outport visitors to
come forward and enlist. He then re-
ferred to our different conditions in
Newfoundland from those of any other
part of the Empire, as he said women,
who elsewhere did the work of vol-
unteers, could not replace fishermen.
He then spoke of the liberty and the
freedom enjoyed under the Union Jack
and compared it with that of Hun

‘rule. In conclusion he asked every

young man present, who had not al-
ready done so, to come forward.
After a selection was given by the
C.C.C. band, Mr. W. J. Higgins ,M.H,
A., rose and made a most convincing
appeal. He said it was very difficult
for some to make a recruiting speech,
as although eligible they were unable
to enlist, but through no fault of
theirs. Spetking of his brother and
others who had made the supreme
sacrifice, he said they had left a les-
son of citizenship which in effect was
“What have you done?”’ Continuing,
he said, that the time was when the
Flag was much honoured and revered.
The very existence of the Empire was
at stake and it behoved Newfoundland
as part of that Great Empire to do
her share in the struggle. Every
young' man, who can, should go and
do his bit if our homes and liberties
were to be preserved. It was his duty

he owed to God as well as to the King.
He spoke optimistically of the tri-
umphant canclusion of the war for
the Allies, Italian and Russian re-
verses notwithstanding. It was an
opportunity now for young men who
could say they took part in that viec-
tory. He dealt with the honour and
fame won by the Newfoundland Regi-
ment and ezhorted all eligible young
men to help and keep the regiment
from disbanding, so that it may be said
after the war is over that there were
no conscripts amongst the Newfound-
land Regiment.

Patriotic solos were rendered dur-
ing the evening by Messrs. C. Hut-
ton and C. Trapnell, Mr. G. Christian
presiding at the piano. The concert
lcosed \yith the rendition of the New-
foundland and National Anthems by
the C. C. C, and C. L. B. bands.
