CARDINAL GIBBONS’ JUBILEE.
WASHINGTON, D.C., Feb. 20.

GERMAN INACCURACIES.
PARIS, Feb. 20.

Communications and declarations 
made to the press by the German 
Government, or Mathias Erzberger, 
chairman of the German armistice 
delegation, contain “flagrant inaccu­
racies which require immediate cor­
rection,” declares an official report 
issued late last night The note says, 
“First, the text of Chancellor Scheid- 
mann’s protest communicated to the 
press by the German government, dif­
fers notably from the original text, 
handed to Marshal Foch by Erzeber- 
ger at Treves on Feb. 16 at 6 o’clock 
p.m. The first phrase as communica­
ted to the press is as follows: The 
German Government is conscious of 
the grave consequences that either 
acceptance or refusal of the conven­
tion must entail. In the same way a 
whole new phrase has been inserted 
into the text communicated to the 
press as follows: “It cannot yet be 
said if we are able to follow the in­
structions of the Allied high com­
mand.” This phrase does not figure 
in the text as given to Marshal Foch 
by Erzberger; Second, Herr Erzber­
ger declared at Weimar in reference 
to this protest: “This German note 
was handed to Marshal Foch, before 
the signing of the convention was ac­
cepted by him from our point of 
view. Then it must be considered as 
forming part of the new armistice 
conventions.” Marshal Foch has al­
ready informed the President of the 
German delegation several times that 
the texts duly signed by the Allies 
and enemy plenipotentiary states 
alone formed part of the armistice 
convention. This note does not come 
within that category. It is absolute­
ly Independent of the convention. It 
constitutes a mere manifestation of

At the Llewellyn Club last night 
the subject of address was “Saul,” 
the King of a Democratic People; and 
Is Kingship Consistent with Democ­
racy?

The hall was crowded to Its seat­
ing capacity. Rev. Dr. Jones spoke 
briefly, dwelling on the life of Saul, 
and of Israel as a democratic nation. 
He touched upon Israel’s life, show­
ing how that first the nation was no­
madic, and its occupation shepherd­
ing flocks, and in this stage its gov­
ernment could, be called “A Tribal 
Unit,” the trPoe being the social cen­
tre. Then when the Israelites en­
tered Canaan they became agricultur­
ists and shepherds and adopted "a 
town council fl$)it” as towns grew up. 
Then because ypf anarchic conditions 
and foe-invasions the tribes banded 
together and they chose a King be­
cause they saw that their enemies, 
headed by a King, were very powerful, 
and they saw the value of Kingship 
and also to preserve their religion— 
Judaism.

They elected a King to be a servant 
of the people (Kingship consistent 
with democracy) and it was not un­
til the reign of Solomon that the peo­
ple became the servants of the King, 
and this change of ideas resulted in 
the division of Israel and its ultimate 
destruction as a nation.

“We have the greatest democracy 
in the world,” said Dr. Jones, and 
although some say a King Is useless 
and an ornamental expense, yet ac­
cording to the New Testament king­
ship is the Ideal and the Divine 
thing. He added, however, that her­
editary kingship is eebateable, and an 
elected king preferable, as in such 
selections linflt men would not be 
chosen.

Mr. Morine then spoke. He said 
that the divisions of Israel resembled 
somewhat the sectarian divisions of 
this town, and this sectarianism was 
bred in us, but he was glad to see 
Llewellyn Club was non-sectarian.

led. Some would have it Bolsehvism, 
as in Russia where the middle class 
have no rights at all. Democracy, he 
continuel), in the words of A Lincoln 
is “Government of the -people by the 
people, for the people.” (Bolshevism 
means the welfare of the poorest, and 
as soon as a man owns the least bit 
of property he Is disqualified for a 
Bolshevik). Our system of democ­
racy is the only one practically possi­
ble, hut he differed from Rev. Dr. 
Jones in arguing for an elected king. 
He preferred hereditary kingship be­
cause although an elected man might 
be O.K. at the time of selection he 
might not remain so, and might be­
come a nuisance as exemplified ^by 
Saul. Hereditary kings are govern­
ed by the peoples for at present our 
King reigns but does not rule. The 
speaker said the British Empire is 
the greatest democracy in the world. 
He referred to the Presidents of the 
United States and France, and showed 
that In each case the President Is 
elected by a party, he Is a politician, 
a partisan. Taking the United States, 
the speaker said that President Wil­
son selects his cabinet and they be­
come nominees of his and of course 
partisans of his policy, and whereas 
the people of England can oust her 
political party from power in a few 
hours,, the people of the United States 
must await the termination of the 
President’s term of office. Our King 
does no wrong, continued the speak­
er, if wrong is done the people do it. 
Some say the King Is -no good, and 

j why not have a rubber stamp to affix 
jsignatures; but they are answered by 
! the fact that someone must use the 
! stamp before it becomes effective. The 
! King is necessary also because of hip 
| non-partisanship and because he acts 
for the people at the peoples’ bidding.

(A little previous to this the speak­
er pointed out that in demonstrating 
the superiority of our governmental 
system In England the Lloyd George 
Ministry came into power without a 
General Election, while in America a 
few days ago the people told Wilson 
they wanted a Republican Govern­
ment, which they have by majority 
vote, and yet they must await Wil­
son’s term of office ere they can get 
it).

Moreover—In favour of hereditary 
kings—they have been trained from 
Infancy for their duties, and although 
they do not rule, their words have an 
effect reflecting as they do impartial­
ity, integrity, and equity. Mr. Morine 
declared it his opinion that King 
George would be elected to-day by 
public vote it put to the test, because 
chiefly the people are satisfied with 
the present governmental system 
which speaks volumes. When people 
Bay ' Kingship is Inconsistent with 
democracy they do not analyse nor 
understand. A King provokes no 
jealousy as does the election of a 
President, and a hereditary king Is 
essential to our government’s ma­
chinery.

Mr. Howley, K.C., spoke briefly, 
saying what a pleasure It was for him 
to be present, and touching on the 
need of a common meeting place 
where sectarianism, the curse of our 
country, could be boried. He believed 
our system of rule the best in exist­
ence, but would not say that it could 
not be improved.

The MercMnf Navy.
While due credit has been given the 

Royal Navy for the wonderful work 
accomplished in the late war, it must 
not he forgotten that the Merchant 
Navy played a no less Important part 
in the successful issue of the world 
conflict, and the daring and courage 
of the sailors under the Red Ensign' 
contributed not a little to the final 
surrender of the Central powers. 
Without the supplementary services 
of the merchant marine the Navy’s 
part would have been inadequate, and 
no one doubts that the Red Ensign 
must equally share with the White 
the credit of victory, which was really 
ensured by the supremacy of Britain 
on the seas, that supremacy being in 
the ships which fight and the ships 
which freight. Never, for one mo­
ment, during the four years and over 
of war, was the “Red duster” absent 
from the sea lanes, am4 neither raider 
nor submarine frightened the cargo 
carriers of the Empire from doing the 
work, upon the carrying out of which 
the safety and well being of the whole 
Imperial fabric depended. That 
safety was completed at a cost of mil­
lions of tons of shipping and fifteen 
thousand precious lives, given that 
Tfingland might be fed, the war carried 
en, and trade routes kept open. These 
men died freely and ungrudgingly for 
country, not in the fierceness of bat­
tle when the blood is hot and death 
tin thought of, but were drowned from 
sinking ships, torn by the explosion 
Ct torpedo or mine, swamped in small 
boats, or else slaughtered by the thell 
flre of a barbarous and brutal foe to 
whom the traditions of the sea were 
unknown, and to whom the sight of 
UMjrioOd red flag flying on a helpless 
ithif1* unarmed vessel was the instant 
Wfgnal for attack. The epic of the 
heroism of the men of the merchant 
marine has yet to be written. The 
story of the war cannot be told in full 
unless. The ships of war, the 
liners which were turned Into auxili­
ary cruisers, transports and hospital 
ships had their day of glory, and a 
glorious day it was, but the cargo 
tramp, with rusted sides and /brine 
coated funnels, threshing her way to 
and fro, between ports up and down 
the ocean tracks, forth and back 
across the seven seas, stopping only 
long enough to discharge or load, 
these and their crejgjforere the back 
boue of the Empird^r the time Dt 
stress. Kipling in one of his bal­
lads says:
“The liner she’s a lady

But if she wasn’t made,
There still would be the cargo boats

For ’ome and foreign trade.
The man-o’-war’s ’er ‘usband,

But it we wasn’t ere 
•E wouldn’t have to fight at all

For ’ome an’ friends so dear.”
Another well merited tribute to the 

usually despised tramp, which in all | 
weather, under all skies, and in all j 
climes keeps the flag allying.

The figures which have recently 
been given out, respecting the work 
of the merchant navy, prove that if it 
wasn’t for the cargo boats things 
would have been different and peace 
ii-ims might have been dictated hy the 
enemy. Taking food supplies for the 
United Kingdom, which was the nerve 
"centre of the Empire throughout the 
war, we find that the ships of Britain 
brought from abroad in the years 
1917-1918, nine million, live hundred 
and fifty thousand tons of wheat and 
flour: two million, two hundred 
thousand tons of meat, including 
hams and bacon: two million, seven 
hundred thousand tons of sugar, and 
other necessities of life in proportion, 
while for Industrial and war pprpoees, 
during the same period twelve million, 
eight hundred thousand tons of iron 
ore: two million, four hundred and 
ninety thousand tons of other metal­
lic ores and nine million, three hun­
dred thousand tuna of oil, including 
fa el oil for the Navy were safely land­
ed in the U. K. ports, notwithstanding 
the menace of submarines, floating 
and Stationary mines and other Ger­
man commerce destroying devices, 
some of which unhappily took a full 
toll of brave lives. Beside the above, 
pitprops and other timber, paper and 
paper making materials, Jute, fruit 
and numerous other necessary com­
modities came Into harbours in a 
steady and constant flow. And all 
this with a sadly depleted carrying 
tonnage, for the Admiralty had taken

the largest ships of the merchant 
fleet into its service for naval and 
military requirements, and this na­
turally left more to he done in the 
supply carrying trade by the smaller 
craft But unhesitatingly and man­
fully the seamen accepted the task 
and through storm and stress kept 
their ships constantly at it and by 
sheer pluck were Instrumental In de­
feating the aim of Germany to starve 
England (the Empire) into submis­
sion. e< "
“Coastwise—cross seas—round the 

world and back again,
Whither flaw shall fail us, or the 

Trades drive down;
Plain sail—storm sail—lay your board 

and tack again—
And all to bring a cargo up to Lon­

don town.”

Seals at Pouch Cove.
Wednesday and Thursday, the ice 

being close in shore, two brothers, 
John 8. and Robert Noseworthy see­
ing some seals on the floe took their 
guns and hauling ropes and started 
in quest of a tow, along with some 
other men, from the same place. The 
result of the two;days’ hunt totalled 
thirteen first year harps with young, 
and the two brothers named, being 
experienced seal killers, having made 
many trips to the ice, say, that from 
their knowledge of the seal, the harps 
killed were due to whelp within a few 
days. This seems to be unusual, as 
whelping time is generally supposed 
to be about the early j>art of March, 
and may mean an earlier production 
than formerly. Numerous other seals 
were seen, but were too far off to risk 
an attempt to get them. Our sealing 
captains and others versed x in the 
knowledge of the seal, may be able to 
explain what appears to he an alto­
gether new phase in the life of this 
mammal.

Substitutes and Sugar.
Arrangements have been completed 

for the shipment of all the flour 
“substltutee” by the “Graciana” due 
from Halifax next week and the en­
tire cargo, about twenty thousand 
barrels, will be sent to England by 
her. She will also have on board 
nearly ten thousand barrels of the 
same material shipped at Halifax 
which was forwarded from Canadian 
points, not having reached this 
Colony.

Tho Food Control Board was noti­
fied yesterday morning that the sebr.
Mctamora” which left Kingston, 

Jamaica, on January 26th with eight 
hundred sacks sugar, and was due 
here any day, had put into Bermuda 
with a broken main-boom, having evi­
dently met stormy weather on the 
way. A meeting of the sugar distrib­
utors was immediately called by the 
Board and the new situation discuss­
ed, the result being that it was agreed 
to open negotiations with the Inter­
national Sugar Committee at New 
York with a view to the purchase of 
the sugar by them delivered at Hali­
fax; and if this arrangement becomes 
effective the vessel will be ordered 
there and her cargo landed and not 
brought >hero at all. If, however, this 
plan falls through the Board la still 
hopeful of being able to sell the sugar 
to the Imperial authorities, negotia­
tions to that effect having been in 
progress the past ten days.

Haynes, MiV Cowan, well kflown at 
that time; Mr. Webber, H. J. Stobb,
B. Mooney, J. Melvin, considered as 
possessing the fineit voice in Nfld., 
being alto singer in the choir l G. 
Udle, painter; A. Hiscock, J. French,
C. Udle, Mr. Birkett, Judge Seymour,
R. L. Mare, S. Collier, J. Jackman, 
rescued from the ship Anglo-Saxon, 
educated by Bishop Feild, and after­
wards became a-missionary to India; 
E. Haynes. Of the group only four 
are alive to-day, Messrs. A. Hiscock,
S. Collier, John Withers and Rev. 
Mr. Phelps, now 91 years of age. This 
picture was lost at the time of the 
fire, 1882, and afterwards recovered 
at the police barracks, and to the 
present holder it is a graphic illustra­
tion of earlier association, and the 
"tailor" styles of that age.

Covered With Dead Fish, Relics From
H. M. S. Vanguard,

M.C.L. 1The Fighting Ships
of England A Sea Mystery No One Has Solved.

It will be forty years next May 
since the first “tile fish” was caught. 
Captain Kirby, of the schooner Hut­
chings, sailed from Gloucester, Mas­
sachusetts, vas trawling for cod off 
Nantucket when suddenly he began to 
catch not cod but a quite new fish, a 
large handsome creature covered with 
yellow spots, which none of his crew 
had ever seen before.

He caught over two tons, brought 
them back, and found them to be

Led by Mr. Geo. F. A. Grimes,
