Soper on “The work of the 
Primary Department” Mr. Soper in his 
preliminary remarks referred to the 
difficult task of instructing the 
smaller children in that way which 
would yield the maximum result iii 
the development of his mind and 
character. One type might be best 
appealed to by story, another through 
music, while others though the illus­
trations on the black board. If there 
can be found any justification for the 
establishment of teacher training 
classes it surely is apparent in the 
great problem of training the child,, 
training the child to know God as he 
has revealed himself to man, to know 
Jesus Christ who became a little 
child, to inspire him to live as God’s 
child, to be loving, trustful obedient, 
and to awaken in him a desire to t 
learn to do God’s Will. The speaker 1 
quoted some interesting statistics 
which elicited quite an animated dis­
cussion before the session adjourned.

The second address was delvered 
by Rev. D. B. Hemmeon, B.A., on the 
subject of “Teacher Training Class­
es.” Mr. Hemmeon should have been 
heard in order to be able to fully ap­
preciate his address, and nothing 
short of a verbatim report of the Rev. 
Gentleman’s speech could do justice. 
to his effo'rt. While firmly convinced j 
that the establishment of “Teacher ! 
Training Classes” was a vital neces- | 
sity in the best interest of both the j 
Sunday Schools, teacher and scholar. \ 
Mr. Hemmeon made it clear that he j 
had the most profound respect for 
those Sunday School teachers, who as 
a rule are recruited from that class 
of people who are busily engaged dur­
ing the six days of the seven, and not 
from the leisured class—but have not 
the advantages of the Teacher Train­
ing Institutions. He could think of 
no one who had taken up a more im­
portant and more admirable work 
than that of the Sunday School, and 
said he could think of no greater re­
ward that could come to one in the 
evening time of life than to be taken 
by the hand by a former Sunday 
School scholar of many years back 
and told that he owed his decision to 
live a Christian life, to his beneficent 
influence and help while under his 
charge at the Sunday School. . Ref­
erence was made to the Teacher 
Training Class which he is at present 
conducting on Wednesday nights at 
the Institute Room of the Methodist 
College, and at which about forty 
teachers attend regularly, and all 
those teachers who wish to avail 
themselves of the privileges of that 
class will he cordially welcomed.

The third and last speaker was 
Miss M. Bradbury of the Methodist 
College staff. Miss Bradbury spoke 
on “The Work of the Senior Depart­
ment” and delivered a most excellent 
address. The work of the Senior de­
partment was to promote the syste­
matic rtudy of the Bible which she 
feared was not studied as much as it 
should be either in the home or in 
private, yet it was the Book of Books, 
replete with most interesting history, 
romance, the most beautiful peotry 
in fact all that is worth while can be 
found in the sacred pages of the Scrip­
ture. Another objective of the Senior 
Department was evangelistic work. 
There was a time when ranks of the 
church membership was swelled as a 
result of great revivals. But the 
present age demands personal con­
tact and individual efforts. Christ 
called Peter and James and John and 
those called others. And yet another 
object was directed towards mission- j 
ary effort, and the motto ik, “others”. :
In closing Miss Bradbury made a very j 
earnest and strong plea for help in 
the work of the Sunday School, that 
good citizenship may predominate. !
A country’s greatest asset is not its ! 
area, its resources, but its people, it 
is therefore of the very highest mo­
ment that good, honest, upright men 
—men of character, men of principle, 
should be the aim and object of all 
our ministrations to the rising gene­
ration.

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“Liberal-Reform” 
and the Country's 

Condition.
The people of Hr. Main who 

are to be asked on March 12th to 
elect two members to represent 
them in the Assembly, have 
had, like the rest of the country, 
fifteen months of the rule of the 
Liberal-Reform Party and with 
the sample of Government which 
the Liberal-Reformers have giv­
en them in that time, and the 
people can judge for themselves 
what they are likely to encoun­
ter during the rest of the term 
of the present Legislature. 
Everybody in the country be­
fore the General Elections in

ensure for the people even bet­
ter times than then existed, and 
would also guarantee the people 
the additional advantage that 
an end would be made to the 
carnival of corruption and ex­
travagance, which they said ex­
isted previously, because all of 
their party were true-blue pa­
triots, working solely for the 
public advantage, and not want­
ing anything in the way of 
money or any assistance what­
ever from the public funds.

Twenty-five years ago, New­

foundland was visited by a fin­
ancial disaster known as the 
“Bank Crash,” the effects of 
which were felt in every settle­
ment great and small around 
our whole seaboard, but the con­
ditions which the Banfc Çjrash 
produced were no worse Than 
those which exist to-day, or 
which still threaten this hapless 
country. The people of the 
country in those times had

nothing like as much to pay for 
every necessary of life as they 
have to 'pay at present, and if 
they got small prices for their 
fish or for their farm produce, 
they came out of the transaction 
every year a great deal better 
than they can with conditions 
as they are to-day. The Liberal- 
Reform Party because of its in­
competence and mismanage­
ment has, in a few short iponths, 
brought this country down from 
the heights of prosperity to the 
very depths of adversity. Go 
where you will, in the city or in 
the outports, you find the same 
conditions existing. The peo­
ple are impoverished and see 
nothing before them except 
misery and discomfort. Friends 
of the Government are rolling in 
riches, taking big salaries and 
getting all sorts of money “on 
the side,” but the taxpayers are 
brought to the very verge of 
beggary. Take the tradesmen 
of St. John’s, for instance. Nev­
er in modern years has there 
been such unemployment and 
hard times as the past fall and 
the present winter. Last week 
deputations from the various 
Unions and Labor organizations 
waited upon the Municipal Coun­
cil in St. John’s asking that 
work be given the needy unem­
ployed in clearing snow from the 
streets, and the people looking 
for this work are men who a few 
months ago were prosperous, 
happy, contented tradesmen, 
mechanics and well-paid workers 
in every line. If the mechanics 
are in this unfortunate position 
the ’Longshoremen and others 
are even worse off ; and, al­
though this is the worst winter 
ii^history, with coal twenty dol­
lars a ton, flour fifteen dlolars a 
barrel, and sugar twenty-five 
cents a pound, the distress and 
hard times in St. John’s help to 
cause distress and hard times in 
the outports. The people of St. 
John’s cannot buy from the peo­
ple of Harbor Main all the arti­
cles that these have to sell, such 
as potatoes, and other veget­
ables, meat, splits, wood, and 
every other requisite out of 
which the men of the different 
settlements of Harbor -Main 
District were able to make their 
living, or, if the people of St. 
John’s manage to buy at all they 
can only buy at a much reduced 
price, and consequently the peo­
ple of Harbor Main District have 
to cut down the amount they ask 
for all of these different arti­
cles. Proof of this has been 
given the past few months in 
the way that the prices of po­
tatoes, meat and other things 
have had to be cut because of the 
hard times in St. John’s which 
hard times have been directly 
brought about by the misman­
agement of the men now in 
power and the extravagance of 
the present Government.

* * * * * *
But, bad as conditions are to­

day, the thing which the people 
of Harbor Main, as well as of 
every other District of the coun­
try have to face, is the fear that 
things will go very much worse 
the next few months as a result 
of the commercial collapse 
brought about by • the blunder­
ing stupidity of the Govern­
ment in relation to our fisheries. 
After attempting to enforce the 
crazy policy now known as the 
“Fishery Regulations” the Gov­
ernment were compelled, at the 
end of the year, to abandon 
these in regard to Italy and 
Greece, and last week the fish 
exporters decided to call upon 
the Government to abandon 
them so • far as Portugal was 
concerned. The Fish Exporters 
only took this step because they 
were convinced, by the utter 
hopelessness of Coaker’s scheme 
that the situation had- gene be­
yond recall, and that the sooner 
they cut loose from all regula­
tions and got back to regular 
methods of business the better, 
if indeed they had not waited 
too long and left the country in 
a condition of commercial par­
alysis. The most direct result 
of the Coaker policy in regard 
to the fisheries has been to leave 
the country to-day with more 
fish of last year’s catch in" St. 
John’s and the outports, unsold 
and .with Tittle or no prospect of

sale, than ever before in its his­
tory. To-day the stores of the 
merchants are filled with fish 
which ought to have been sold 
in the. foreign markets months 
ago. It is doubtful if much of 
this fish can ev sold now, 
because, in ànoth. nth or two
the Norwegian catch of the pre­
sent winter will be ready for 
sale, and after that there will be 
British, French, Icelandic ahd 
other fish offered to our cus­
tomers in Southern Europe. This 
means that conditions will be 
worse in this country during the 
next few months than at any 
time the past twenty years, and 
the people of Harbor Main are 
going to share in the distress 
ffhd depression which that condi­
tion of things will bring with it. 
The people of Harbor Main will 
consequently be showing sound 
judgment if, in the pending bye- 
election they line up as one man 
against the Government and 
administer these corrupt poli­
ticians a well-deserved check by 
voting for the Opposition can­
didates,

The Bell Island Tragedy.
MISSING MAN NOT YET FOUND.
No sign has yet been seen of the 

man Squires who was reported miss­
ing from his home at Bell Island since 
the 19th inst. According to the re­
port received by the Inspector Gen­
eral, Squires left his home at 1.30 p.m. 
on the day in question, in company 
with Kenneth Butler and J. Hodnott, 
and went off on the ice at No. 6 slope. 
After,; getting out on the ice he 'left 
the others and went east. When he 
was about a mile away from them he 
returned to land for a piece of rope, 
and having got it, be went out again 
to pick up a bird he had killed. The 
others were near the shore at the 
time and hearing the ice crack, they 
landed at once. Squires was at this 
time about two miles below the east 
end of the Island. He started for the 
shore and when he got in he shouted 
to the others to catch the rope. There 
was about 100 yards of shore ice, and 
between it and the moving ice there 
was a channel of nearly five feet. 
Hodnott started towards Squires, but 
when he had covered half the distance 
Squires left the place where he had 
been and started off in a westerly di­
rection. Hodnott shouted to him but 
he paid no heed and went on his way. 
Hodnott followed as far as he could 
and then returned. He got up on the 
bank below Freshwater and followed 
as far as No. 1 slope. He did not see 
Squires after getting on higher ground 
but heard him shouting and firing, the 
sounds appearing to come from the 
direction of No. 6 slope. Hodnott sub­
sequently went home and reported 
Squires as missing. Search parties 
immediately set out, lining jthe cliffs 
and places where they could get to 
thp shore. Ihey watched all night but 
could see no sign of the missing man, 
the ice having moved off considerably 
in the meantime. On the following 
day a search party in a boat went 
over near the ice but not a trace of 
him could be seen.

Squires was in the survey office of 
the D. I. S. Co. and was also a mem­
ber of the C. L B. Band of Bell Is­
land. He was 25 years of age and 
married.

Huge Revenue
From Liquor.

Mr. H. B. Thomson Estimates Anneal 
Profits Under Government Control.

(Daily Colonist, Victoria, B.C.)

That Government control and sale 
of liquor, if properly managed, should 
result in substantial tax relief in 
British Columbia, amounting to pos­
sibly as much as $6,000,000 yearly, is 
the belief of Mr. H. B. Thomson, for­
mer Food Controller.

Mr. Thomson, In stating his views to 
The Colonist, predicted that the job 
of effectively administering the liquor 
business would soon-be recognized as 
the heaviest confronting the Govern­
ment, and declared that the ap­
pointment of a Cabinet Minister whose 
sole duty would be the administra­
tion of liquor control affairs, would 
be essential to the efficient handling 
of the problem.

Mr. Thomson made these state­
ments when asked for his opinion of 
the proposal of some British Colum­
bia salmon packers that the Govern­
ment assist them in the sale of 750,- 
000 cases of salmon by psng the pur­
chasing power afforded by the sales 
Of liquor.

“I have not gone into the present 
season's situation as regards the dis­
posal of the British Columbia sal­
mon canners’ pack, but quite appre­
ciate the difficulties in which they 
find themselves,” said Mr. Thomson. 
“Any way the Government could as­
sist them to dispose of their product, 
which circulates so much money 
every year in the country, would 
strongly appeal to everyone, because 
if we cannot get the money back into 
the Province for our products, there 
will be very little to circulate and i 
pay out in wages.”

Mr, Thomson was asked what he 
considered would be the purchasing 
power in money that the control and 
handling of the liquor trade would 
give the Government.

“That is a difficult question,” he 
replied. “The control of liquor will 
be a monopoly, and prices and profits 
may be fixed to yield almost any 
revenue. The Government. while 
taking care to make a good round 
profit, would have to guard against 
class legislation which would have 
the effect of allowing the rich to en­
joy what the poor could not buy.

Turnover of $30,000.000.
“Taking into consideration the re­

quirements and the vast possibilities 
of expansion, it would be fair to es­
timate a turnover of about 530.000,- 
000 a year, and this should yield a 
net profit to the treasury of between 
$5.000,000 and $6,000.000 annually.

"If the business were economically

only taking into account the indivi­
dual taxpayer’s contribution.”

Asked if taxes were likely to in­
crease, Mr. Thomson pointed out that 
the world was now passing through 
an era of reconstruction, accompan­
ied by conditions entirely different 
from the old order of things, and he 
quoted some figures to show some of 
the vast fiscal changes that have 
taken place within the past few years.

Demands are Greater.
“The demands on our govern­

ments,” he said, "are far greater than 
they were before the war, and the 
money must be found somewhere. 
Few people know that the burden of 
Canada, as far as the Dominion is 
concerned, exclusive of all Provin­
cial and municipal indebtedness, is 
now more than twice the burden 
borne by the 105,000,000 people of 
the United States in the late war per­
iod. The exact figures are most ip- 
teresting. Canada's federal debt in 
1914 totalled $544,391,000. In 1920 it 
had climbed as high as $2,276.000,000. 
The United States debt in 1914 was 
only $1,028,564,000. Last year it was 
$24.062,510,000.

"The people as a whole must rea­
lize the stupendous responsibility of 
burdens of this kind and must think 
of where the money has got to come 
from. The loss in revenue to the 
United States during last year on ac­
count of prohibition is stated at $1,- 
000,000,000, made up of lost revenue 
and cost of enforcement. The boot­
leggers and moonshiners are now get­
ting the money which should go to 
aid the taxpayers. From January 16

It may seem incredible, but it is 
the fact nevertheless that we are 
about three million miles nearer to 
the sun early in January than we 
are at midsummer. The respective 
distances, to be exact, are 91,345,000 
miles in January, and 94,450,000 
miles at the end of June or the be­
ginning of July. ' f

Why. then, is it not warmer in 
winter than in summer? Simply be­
cause our iSart of the earth is tilted 
away from the sun in winter, thus 
giving us long, dark nights Another 
strong reason is that during the 
winter ^ays the sunlight falls on our 
region of the globe at such a sloping 
angle As to give very little heat.

To the casual observer the sun al­
ways looks the same size when it 
has risen well above the haze which 
clings about the horizon. The in­
struments of the astronomers, how­
ever, clearly show how much bigger 
it is in winter than in summer.

If the earth's annual path were a 
perfectly circular one we would be, 
of course, always at the same distance 
from our luminary, but as it is not 
circular we are either constantly 
getting farther away from or nearer 
to the sun.

Another interesting fact is that the 
nearer we are the faster we move. 
Our average speed round the sun is 
18% miles per second, and in that 

! brief time the earth departs from a 
; straight line by only the one-ninth 
part of an inch.

This year over nine thousand In­
dian troops, provided with free pas­
sages by the British Government, 
have visited Mecca as pilgrims.

It is the life desire of every Mo­
hammedan to journey to the holy city 
of Mecca. And in preparation fos 
this pilgrimage he spends many years 
making his own praying carpet. This 
carpet he eventually leaves behind In 
Mecca, which now contains millions 
of carpets left by pilgrims.

Green is the sacred color of the 
Mohammedan; therefore, his mission 
over, he wears a green turban, to 
show the world he has been to Mercs.

The world's riches could not buy 
one carpet which is borne to Mecca 
every year with much pomp and 
ceremony. It Is the sacred carpet 
of the Mohammedans, a thick, black 
pile carefully woven by the most ex­
pert weavers, and large enough to 
cover any of Our public buildings. .

A fresh sacred carpet is woven 
every year, and the one it replaces Is 
carefully put away and preserved.

Once a year the sacred carpet trav­
els by train from Cairo to Suez with 
a strong retinue of soldiers, pil­
grims and priests. It crosses the 
Red Sea to a boat, and an imposing 
camel caravan escorts it over the 
Arabian desert to Mecca. At the 
tail Of the great procession wait 
seven priests, five playing fifes and 
two beating drums.
