His son Dr. Atkinson of Bay
Roberts who had been with him at

‘The late Rev. T. W. Atkinson was
a Yorkshireman, and one of the very
few Ministers of the Newfoundland
Methodist Conference, whose mem-
bership dates from its imeeption. It
was as a probationer in the Eastera
British American Conference that at
the age of 26 Mr, Atkinson entered
the Methodist Ministry, He was for
many years the Conference Precent-
or, and to the last retained his love
for the hymnology of his church and
the ability to interpret it by a voice
of exceptional power and sweetness.

Hig first station was in St. John's
which then included the present four
eity ecircuits, Pouch Cove, Portugal
Cove and Topsail.  To-day seven
ministers cover this territory. Then
there were three. From here - the
youpg minister, fired with Yorkshire
fervour—and what that\means Meth-
odism knows well, the wide world
over—proceeded to Shoal Harbour,
which at that time comprised the
whole of the present district of Ran-
dom. His mext ‘circuit was Fogo,
which then included Change Islands,
Horwood, Carmanville and Musgrave
Harbour. Then followed in sacces-
sion a first term at Twillingate, Wes-
tern Bay, Harbour Grace, Barin,
Heart’s Content, Bonavista, Pouch
Cove, Hant's Harbour, Catalina, a
second term in ‘Twillingate, and
Green's Harbour, Thereafter Mr.
Atkinson retired from the active
work, and for some years was visitor
to the city Hospitals and Asylums. In
1892 the highest honour at the dis-
posal of his brethren was conferred
upon him by his election to the Pre-
sidency.

There are left to mourn his decease
three sons. Dr. Hubert Atkinson, of
Bay Roberts, A. E. Atkinson and
W, H. Atkinson of Alberta, and four
grandchildren; also one gister in this
country Mrs. (Rev.) W. H. on,
of Exploits, ‘one brother and several
sisters in England, also a sister in
the United States, and one in New
Zealand,

The funeral obsequies will take
place to-day. A brief service will be
held at the residence of the Misses
Crocker at 215 pm.

MASTER OF BATTERED VESSEL

THRILLING DIVE FOR -LIFE IN
‘MID-AIR — WONDERFUL ESCAPE
IN CHIMNEY COLLAPSE.

One of the most thrilling escapes
