That some reply will be ventured
upon, that some effort will he made
through the press to- parry this last
blow, that ingenious ready writers
will spin-out some sort of cover for
the guilty ones, is likely emough. The
Mail, evidently staggered, reserves
its defence until Monday, and mean-
while indulges in a long windy tirade
of denunciation against * that shame-
less rascal” McMullen. Sir IPrancis
Hincks' letter, the main points of
which will be feund in another
column, deals only with what per-
sonally affects himself, and will avail
little against the overwhelming weight
of testumony on the other side.

“ DEar Sir,—I have had an opportu-
nity to look over the statement you make
in regard to your connection with the Can-
ada Pac fic Railroad submitted to me for
the purpose mentioned in your let-
ter of the 15th, aud I have this much to
say in regard toit. With the first part
of your history of the matter I am per-
sonally unacquainted, as our intercourse
did not begin until the opening of the
gession of 1872, when we were introduced
by Mr. Abbott.

I was associa-
ted during the session of 1872 with Allan,
Abbott, and yourself, in all the stages of
procuring the charter of the Canada
Pacific Railway Company, and in all the
efiorts made to secure to that Company
the contract to build the Road, and as a
consequence was familiar with many
points naturally arising therefrom.
discussed with you my personal position
under the proposed arrangements, and
with yourself, Allan, and Abbott, all the
main features of the legislation proposed
and such as were deemed necessary for
the object. As you state, there were dif-
ficulties in the way of closing matters,
and I was aware of the agreement with
Mr. Langevin, te which you refer, as it
was frequently discussed between us and
Mr. Abbott. I was also aware from the
first of Sir George Cnrtier’s opposition
to Sir Hugh Allan, and of the means by
which 8Bir George was forced to forgo this
opposition.

How 10 PREVENT SUNSTROKE.—A medi-

cal work says :—** In the first place we

may premise that a man whosa pores are
open and who perspires copiously while
at work, stands less danger than one who
feels his whole system depressed from
the inability to do so. This last olaes
should avoid drinking too much cold
water, but instead simply take a hand-
kerchief, dip it 1n cold water, snd wring
it out. This placed in the crown of the
hat, and its moisture renewed from iime
to time, will be found an effectual pro-
tection. A green leaf or sponge will
answer equally well, and would keep
moist longer. The temptation to drink
large. quantities of ice water while ex-
posed to the sun's rays should be resisted;
