John Connor sworn—To Mr. Bethune
—1Ilive on the 15th concession, Peel.
Voted for McKim at last election. I re-
ceived $4 from Edward Gaines, Senr., &
few days before the election. He told me to
vote for Dr. Orton. I returned the money
to Gaines the next morning. as 1 merely
took it for a joke. Gaines was at Thos.
McManus's when [ returned the money.

To Mr. Drew—Gaines did not say he
wished to hire my team, ox ‘that he
wanted me to drive in voters for the
doctor. I did pot lead him to under-
stand that I would ‘vote for Orton. I
never looked for money for my team in
any election.

Patrick Morris, sworn. To Mr. Guthrie
—1 live in Peel, know Edward Gaine,s Sr.
Voted for McKim at last election. I met
Gaines two days before last election, I
was going to Arthur, he told me to stop
and handed me a $4 bill telling me to drive
my team to the polling and vote for the
Doctor, I said I would drive my team for
it, but should vote for McKim, he then
told me to hand back the money, which
I did.

To Mr.Drew—Gaines offered me the $4
to drive my team ox election day, I had
previously told Dr. Orton I wovld not
vote for him if McKim ran, Imade a
statement to Mr. Guthrie about this
matter last night. !

Jas. Conlin—sworn. To Mr, Bethune—I |
live in Peel ; I voted at the last election
for Dr. Orton ; §I got $1 from Thomas
MeManaus, I also got $1 from Coffee ; he
asked me to be a frivnd on election day.
I think Coflee was on Dr. Orton’s side,
but he did not say so, he afterwards said
that he only lent me the $1; I did not
spend more than 50 cents of my own
money over the election ; I spent the
money which Coffee gave me at the first
tavern I got to; the expenses I might
have on election day would be in case I
should meet a friend at a tavern and so
on ; Coffee said the $1° was to spend on
the road to the poling booth. Idon't;
know whether my son was paid for his
team or not. I have not got a ¢ent since
the election.

To Mr. Drew—At the time of the
election there was nothing |
said about which way I was to vote. I
supposed it was intended to influence me.
Dr. Orton had a meeting near my house
some time before, and I invited him to
my house, and was friendly to him. I
always told Dr. Orton I was going to vote
for him.

To Mr. Bethune—Never told anyone
I intended to vote for MeKim.

Wm. Broughton — Live on the 12th
concession Peel. Did not vote at last
election. Had supported McKim in mu-
nicipal elections, but never voted for Or-
ton. The night before the election, af-
ter dark, Dr, Orton and twd others came
into my house, between 8 and 9 o'clock.

Huamilton for three of these men, and
came up with them the night bafore the
election, .

I went into the house and
asked she father—Patrick Cannon—who
he was guing to vote for. He seid he
didn't think he would vote at all. Itold
him I thought he ought to go out and
vote. There was nothing said about
money in the house. I told the young
man if he wonld get out his team and
get all the votes he could I would pay
his expenses. I had no voters’ list and
didn’t know thet this young man had
a vote. Igave Gavin Burns $25 a few
days before the eleetion. He was working
hard for Orton on the 14th con. Peel,and
it was for expenses. He told me he would
be out of pocket, and I gave him $25. He
said that would §do. He was a voter,
never got an account of this money. Did
not tell him to keep one. I spoke to
him about going to see his brother-in-law
who lived six or exght miles from Burns,
place. In giving him the money I told
him to be eareful and not use it for any-
thing but legitimate expemses.

This arrangement was agreed to, and
about twenty witnesses were retained to
give evidence on the charges of personal

The Court then adjourned till half-
past nine on Wednesday.

He has the repntaticn
of being better acquainted with all sab-
jeets—ahistorie, philosophie, literary, and
scieutidie—than any living Briton. For
years and years he is reputed to have
read on an average five volumes a day,
and to have gkimmed eight or ten more.
Reading hus even been a passion with
him, and he has said that his idea of
heaven would be to be turned into an in-
exhaustible library of good books, where |
he could browee for all eternity. He
estimates, I have heard, that he has
gieaned the contents of fally one hundred
thousand volumes, which, when we con-
sider his voracity, rapidity, trained eyes
and mind, is not at all unlikely, There
is hardly a curious and remarkable book
1 the British Museum that he is not
more or less familiar with. A gentle-
mwan’s ordisary library he could eat up—
all that is worth eating, that is—in a
gingle fortmight.
