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DRITISH N AFRICA.

The Struggle in Rhodesia—A Life
and Death Fight With
Matabele.

Magnificent Displays of Heroism—
Why Did Not the Parties
Come to Canada?

(From the Montreal Gazette.)
Canadians are sometimes inclined to
wonder why British emigrants should in
80 many cases turn . their steps towards

warm welcome from people-of their own
kin, and could work out their destiny
under the British flag just as easily and

as successfully'as in South Africa. The
Canadian winter, whose terrors are so
much exaggerated in England, is more
than counterbalanced by the extreme
heat of South Africa, with its insect
pests and malarial fevers, and in the-
important points of nearness to the Old
Country, advance of social organization
and maintenance of order, Canada is a
long way ahead of our South African
friends and rivalgs

The gold and diamond mines in South
Africa no doubt act-ag'a powerful mag-
net in attracting settléers; and Canada
does not envy South Africa the claim-
jumpers, boomsters, and speculators who
have congregated there, though genuine
prospectors and investors would prob-
ably find as good, if not better openings,
in British Columbia. What Canadians
do find a little irritating is that South
Africa should get settlers who intend to
go in for farming and who would find
very much better opportunities in our
own Northwest. The isolation there is
no doubt the great detriment, but a
newly settled country must always' be
sparsely populated, and even on the
edge of settlement in the Northwest
there is greater security for life and
property than there has been for some
time past in any part of Rhodesia.

The Indians of the Northwest, at their
worst—and there has been no serious
outbreak since 1885 —are as mild as milk
compared with the bloodthirsty Mata-
bele. Evidence is only now accumu-
lating to show how terrible a struggle
has taken place this vear between the
Duteh and English colonists and the
savage tribes they dispossessed. The
cause of the outbreak is hard to discover.
Mr. SBeleus, whose ‘ Sunshine and Storm
in Rhodesia ’’ is ‘the latest authority on

tle, dées rd an‘adequate explana-
tion, a8 the kraals of the Matabele were
found well stored with fond.

‘“ Some 300 lonely graves throughout
Rhodesia testify by their silent elo-
quence to the indomitable courage and
fearless enterprise of our English race.
Boys fresh from echool and college,
young fellows straight from office, store,
or workshop, men of all ranks, volun-
teers—all were ready, from whatever
motive, to give the last supreme witness
of death to their English breeding. In
the contest-between progress and stag-
nation,” which is inevitable, whether
morally or physically waged, they faced
and forced their way through unknown
tracts, under all privations, against all
odds, and, finally, as at Shangani and as
at Mazoe, laid down their lives,

‘With all their wounds in front.’ ”’

Mr. Selous gives many instances of
the ber .ism displayed, but one incident
must suffice. It was in the fight near
the Umguza, when a Kaffir ambush
nearly succeeded in surrounding a party
of Grey’s scouts.

Probably the slayghter of their cattle
to prevent the spread of the plague was
the exciting cause, and they had other
grievances; but the origin of the trouble :
was, no donbt, the discontent of a con-!
quered race’put down by a handful of
white men with perhaps unnecessary
sternness. The withdrawal of the white
police, whether it helped to bring about
the rebellion or not, left the cofonists
almost without protection. Half the
native police went over to the rebels;
the other balf were disarmed as a mat-
ter of precaution. The total number of
Government rifles that could be got to-
‘gether was only 600, and the horses only
mustered 450. Against these there were
at one time 10,000 Matabele under arms.
But it was a life and death struggle,
and the ‘ew hundreds of English settlers
responded nobly to the call. The Bishop
of Mashonaland writes:—

* Trooper Wise wae the - first man hit.
A brave fellow named Baxter at once
dismountedand put Wise on his own
horse, thus saving the latter’s life, but,
as it proved, sacrificing his own. Cap-
tain Grey and Lieutenant Hook at. once
went to Baxter’s assistance. Both were
wounded and Baxter was killed, while
Lieutenant Crewe with some others en-
deavored to keep the Kaffirs in check
and cover the retreat of the wounded
men. Just as Lieuatenant Hook got near
to Crewe his horse was shot, and, rolling
over, threw Hook to the ground, causing
him at the same time to drop his rifle.
Hook got on his legs and was hobbling
forward when Crewe said to him, “Why
don’t you pick up yourrifle?”’ ““Ican’t,”
was the answer, ‘I am too badly wound-
ed.” ‘ Are you wounded, old chap?”’
said Crewe, ‘‘ then -take my horse and
I’ll try and get out of it on foot.”
Crewe then assisted Hook to mount his
horse and fought his way back on foot,
only escaping with his life by a miracle,
keeping several Kaffirs who were very
near him, but who had no guns, at bay
with his revolver whilst he retreated
backwards.” A

But nothing in Mr. Selous’ work gives
80 striking a picture of the horrors of
the rebellion, and the heroism displayed
a8 the simple story of a young English
coloni t conveyed in a private letter to
his tutor at home. He writes:

Jgp&, :Heis a

write-and let you know what sort of a
country this is. Well, so far asIam
concerned, it is pretty rotten. But I
may consider myself lucky that it was
not a lot worse. I only escaped by hav-
ing a bicycle, and using my revolver.
The whole of.the party were killed ex-
cept myseli — Mr. and Mrs. Norton,
nurse,and baby, and two Americans.
It was just horrible,

‘ Norton sent me into Salisbury in the
morning of June 17, He went to a kraal
to get some boys to work for him. One
American was sent over to the other
farm, and Mrs. Norton, nurse, baby and
the other American stopped at the home
farm. Igot back to the farm at six,
sundown, with a note from one of Nor-
ton’s friends begging for the lot to come
into Salisbury, and I saw such a fearful
sight that I never want to see again.
One room had the windows and window

happened.  All the' bed clothes were
soaked in blood, and the floor was
covered with bits of skuil and blood.
There were about thirty empty revolver
cartridges on the floor, but no bodies. I
followed the trail where they had dragged
them, and found them hidden under a
shrub, all ‘dead and fearfully knocked
about. The American, when the last
came, had evidently shot the women and
the baby and then himself.

‘ Istarted to ride into Salisbury again,
seeing I could do no good, and had not
gone a mile when there was a yell and
two niggers jumped up in the grass on
the side of the road, one with a gun and
the other with a Lattleaxe. I was off in
a second and killed the brute with a
gun, and the other came for me, but I
had two shots as fast as I could with my
revolver and he dropped ; and had just
got on again when a regular volley was
fired at me, but about 400 or 500 yards
off, so I went on, knowing that I had
only thrée more cartridges left. Three
or four bullets came objectionably close
to.me, one h.tting the handle bars, but I
got into Salisbury at 10 at night terribly
done up. I had done 60 milesin twelve
hours on bad roads—a lot worse .than
the worst roads in Englahd—and I went
and reported to the judge and police,
and a patrol was sent out, and they
buried the bodies. But Norton’s body
and the second American’s have never
been found.

“I have had plenty of fighting since
then and have only been wounded in
the hand, and that was by a shotgun.
I have once had my horse shot under
me, and that is the funniest feeling I
have ever had. I did not know whether
I was shot or the horse, or both or
neither. "1 fell with the butt of my gun
just in my wind, and landed on my
head.”

This young fellow is now in an ac-

The blood tingles in the
veing and the tears fall as we read of the
300 heroes in their lonely .graves, but
one cannot help a more prosaic feeling
of regret that they did not choose to
cast their lot in the Dominion of Cana-
da, in which case, instead of lying buried
in far off Africa, they might be helping
to build up a great nation and a greater
empire.,

and son. During the voyage Mr. and
Mrs. Castle mingled freely with their
fellow passengers. Both appeared to
be in good bealth and spirits. Mr. Cas-
tle said: *‘I am specially desirous to
thank all who have been concerned in
the matter. When the facts of the case
were fully known all the authorities
treated me with consideration. I
was surprised at the promptness
with which the home office acceded
to the request of the representatives
of the United States embassy and other
friends. My wife’s health has been in a
precarious condition since her re-
lease, and before eailing we were
living in the country, where &ghe
has been entirely removed from all ex-
citement under the .care of physicians
and nurses. I also desire to add
that I have with me the sealed
opinions - of some of the leading
medical authorities of England in which
they state their views and advice con-
cerning my wife’s condition. These I
shall submit to eome leading American
physicians in order that these opinions
may be tantamount to a consultation,
when [ place my wife under a eourse of
treatment as I shall immediately do.”

The earl admit-
ted that he at one time employed
a Chinese boy whom he brought
with him’ from San Francisco, but he
denied all the allegations of impropriety.
When questioned in regard to Professor
Santanay, of Harvard, Earl Russell said
he had never heard of his having an-
other name. Earl Russell’s evidence
was, in the main, an emphatic denial of
the statements made by the male de-
fendants. The case was then adjourned.

King Alex-
ander was quietly greeted by the crowds
in the streets.

An official dispatch received "at Mad-
rid from Havana says that the Spanish
gunboat Baracua has captured three
boats laden with insurgents arms and
ammunition in the Majura river, prov-
ince of Santa Cuba.

The bureau of the French chamber of
deputies to-day appointed a committee
to examine the bill providing for a re-
newal of the privileges of the Bank of
France. The committee, it is under-
stood, are unable to agree to a measure.
There was a iarge attendance on the re-
sumption of the debate on the
gystem, the government
having narrowly escaped defeat
vesterday in resisting the demands
of the Radicals for the immediate in-
stallation of female day teachers in the
8,000 elementary schools which are still
in the hands of the Sisters of Charity,
Sisters of the Poor, etc., instead of wait-
ing until the sisters resign ér die. On
the resumption of the school debate to-
day, M. Jordan demanded that the Gov-
ernment take stepe to secularize all the
girls’ schools within two years, but M.
Krantz opposed the motion,and the pre-
mier declared that the proposition was
impracticable and merely as a manoeuvre
against the government, which he would
ask the chamber to reject. M. Goblet
asked the government to fix a date for
the secularization of the schools, where-
upon M. Meline retorted that when M.
Goblet was & minister he estimated that
the complete secularization of schools
would take twenty years. The discus-
sion was closed with a motion fixing up-
on a term of two years for secularization
of the schools.

In the French senate to-day President
M. Loubet pronounced an eulogium of
the late M. Arago, who was a member
of that body, and the house adjourned
as a sign of mourning.

REDMOND IN NEW YORK

mond, M, P. for Waterford city, Ireland,
arrived on the . White Star liner Teu-

nic. . He was met at guarantine by
rish Independent Parliamentary party,
and John J. Daly, secretary of the Wat-
erford Men’s Association of this city,
who invited Mr. Redmond to a recep-
tion to be held in his honor at the Hoff-
man house.

Mr. Redmond has, since he succeeded
the late Charles Stewart Parnell as

leader of the independent section of the
Irish Natiopalists, become a prominent
figure in J#ish and English poljtics. He
has bécom@somewhat grayer and stouter
than ‘when he last visited New York in
the spring.
. A fellow passenger of Mr. Redmond
was Dr.. Edward Byrne, the editor of the
Irish- Daily Independent, who comes
Here to spend his vacation. He was
curiously ‘enough a companion . of Mr.
edmond when, with William O’Brien
d other members of parliament, that
ntleman attended the National League
convention beld in Chicago immediately
after Gladstone’s introduction of his
home rule bill for Ireland in 1886.
Mr. Redmond in an interview said:
‘¢ My present visit to America is entire-

party in Ireland. I am here on a lecture
tour and will deal with gglitical parties,
for nobody can speak about the British
rliament without dealing in politics.

The com-
mission has unanimously reported that
Ireland has for the last forty vears been
overtaxed about $15,000,000 a year,
judged by her relative capacity to bear
taxation with England. Certain mem-
bers of the committee have believed a
certain proportion of this over-taxation
was offset by the fact that the eruel mil-
itary administrations of Ireland were
very costly.

‘ A majority of two-thirds of the com-
mission has reported that a full allow-
ance being made for every excessive ex-
penditure in Ireland, that country is
still overtayed $12,250,000 a year. This
I regard as the most important event in
the history of Treland since the union.
If the money that we have overpaid be
refunded to us, it will extinguish taxa-
tion in" Ireland altogether for sn indefi-
nite time. Even if restitution be left
out of account, and we get bare justice
for the future, we ought to have the lat-
ter sum each year henceforward to
enable Ireland to develop her industrial
resources and make her the prosperous
country she would have been but for
this intolerable burden.”’

When asked in regard to the arrest of
alleged:dynamiters and the subsequent
appearance of Jones, the American, as
an informer, Mr. Redmond said :

¢ Of Jones’ performance I know noth-
ing. I do not believe in the existence of

ROSSLAND MINES SOLD.
Rossranp, Nov. 27.—(Special)—A syn-
dicate headed by Lieut.-Governor Mc-

day purchased for $40,000 the Spotted
Tail group of three claims adjoining
the Crown Point group and the Sultana
nine, situated on Lookout Mountain.
General G. S. Warren, of Butte, was the
vendor. The claims are all crown
granted, and the new owners will re-
sume development at once. The Slocan
Star has declared another dividend of
$60,000, payable December 3. This
makes total dividends to date, $300,000.

Preliminary steps to organize a board
of trade were taken yesterday, It is
expected to begin with 100 members.

The Le Roi mine is making arrange-
ments to ghip largely over the Red
Mountain Railway as well as to the
Trail smelter.

Quebec Prison Returns.

QuEBEC, Nov. 25,—The prison returns
of the provinee of Quebec, which have
just been issued, are interesting as
showing one result of the general scarcity
of work in Canada during the past two
years. In 1893 the prison population of
the province was 889, which was about
the same in 1892-94, and in 1895 the
hard times drove a very large number
of persons to crime of one sort or an-
‘other, with the result that the prison re-
‘turns for 1894 showed - 4,526 convicts,
'and the returns for 1895, now issued,
show 4,652 convicts.

MoxTrEAL, Nov. 26.—(Special)The
school question will in all likelihood be
the means of defeating the Laurier gov-
ernment. Well informed politicians are
of the belief that the defeat of the gov-
ernment during the next gession of par-
liament can be counted upon as almost
a certainty. It is difficult to tell
what course ~would be pursued.
The chances are, however, that one
of the prominent Liberals from Quebec

will move a vote of want of confidence
in the government on the school ques-
tion. This may not receive the support

RUSSELL’S DIVORCED.

Loxpoxy, Nov, 25.—In the trial of Lady
Scott, John Cockerton, Frederick Kast
and William Aylett, charged by Earl
Russell with criminal libel, was resumed
this morning. Judge Hawkings an-
nounced that a scandalous attempt had
been made to tamper with the jury by
means of an anonymous letter to Free-
man.

Earl Russell, on cross-examination,
admitted his former affection for Lady
Scott, and said on the Sunda¥ prior to
his marriage he wrote her the following:
¢ Parting with you seems hard to bear
as it gets nearer. I don’t see why you
are-not coming to the station. I want to
give you a last hug, my darling, m
angel. Bother! I am beginningto cry.”
The Earl said this was simply an ex-
pression at the time of his feeling for the
mother of the lady whom he was about
to marry.

Replying to further questions the
witness said he presented Lady
Scott in 1889 with Thomas a’Kem-
pis’ Imitation of Christ because he
thought it would be useful. She often
told him she would like it. There was
ingcribed on the fly leaf: * To my_dear
Bo, truest woman, most faithful friend
I have known, from herloving Frank.’’
This language, the Earl added, was sin-
cere then, but somewhat exaggerated.
The following letter to Lady Scott, was
read: ‘‘God likes you,.my dear one.
God keep you safe always. Oh! dearest,
I cannot write any more, 1 cannot see .
the paper. . . , Good night my
darling.”

In another letter, two ‘days after his
marriage, the Earl wrote to Lady Scott:
¢ QOh, darling, will you forgive me; I
was very naughty toyou, you true heart-
ed angel. . I got to bed at three
and have a splitting headache. Come
goon, my lovingone. Ever your loving
Frank.”

Aftergthe reading of these letters a
discuseion ensued relative to the admis-
sion of further similar evidence and
Justice Hawkins said: “‘I have noth-
ing to do with the relations between
Ladyv Scott and Lord Russell.”*

After a reference to the incidents of
Earl Russell’s past life which brought
up the original separation ecase, includ-
ing the fact that his lordship was ex-
pelled from Oxford, the hearing of the
case was again adjourned.

WEsTMINSTER, Nov. 27,—The »Automagic, Spanish forces under Capt.-Gen. Weyler

Captain-Genera! Weyler has issued orders
to the farmers'in the province of Pinar del
Rio, Havana and Matanzas to carry the
crop of corn to the garrisoned towns, and
the railroad officials have been instructed
to provide the farmers with cars and
mules with which to facilitate the trans-
portation. The corn will be sold to the
soldiers of the Spanish column and will be
used for military purposes.

Antonio Lopez golma, formerly leader of
the revolutionists in Matanzas, was shot
this afternoon, having remained for
twenty-four hours previously in a chapel,
according to law.

Col. Zamora, in command of the Carde-
nas district of the province of Matanzas,
has caused the arrest of Dr, P, Edro Hevid,
Benito Jose Maribona, a lawyer, and Laur-
ico Orbek, an employe of the Cardenas rail-
road, as a result of disclosures contained in
letters recently found upon the persons of
some captured insurgents.

SALMON SEASON CLOSED.

The Seattle Canneries Put Up 45,000 Cases
This Year.

SETTLE, Nov. 27.—The salmon season is
over, the canneries have quit fishing for
canning purposes until August or Septem-
ber. The output of the Myers cannery for
the season is 30,000 cases, against 80,000
cases last year. The Ainsworth & Dunn

cannery in this city, which was built last
year, put up about 15,000 cases. This makes
the total output of the Seattle canneries
45,000 cases, against 80,000 cases last year.
The run during the season which has just
closed was not quite as large as it was in
1895, but there were more fishermen, and
almost as many fisu were caught. The mar-
ket for fresh salmon is enlarging. More
fish were sent to interior pvints than in
anK previous year, and consequently fewer
fish were offered to the canneries for can-
ning purposes.

AN IMPORTANT PRECEDENT.

““The New York Court of Appeals
handed down a decision yesterday in the
cagse of Thomas Earle and the Union
Steamship Co. against the United States,
whereby the latter loses nearly $100,000.
The outcome of the suit is particularly
interesting to sealers and shipping men,
because it establishes a precedent for the
loading and unloading of vessels within
the territory controlled by Uncle Sam.
‘It appears that in June, 1892, the
steamer Coquitlam, with a cargo of
6,190 eeal skins, was seized by the re-
venue cutter Corwin, near - Afognac
Island. The vessel was taken to Sitka,
and held subject to the payment of a
fine equaling the value of the cargo. A
suit for the confiscation of the latter was
immediately instituted, the principle
contention being that the skins had
been taken from certain sealers within
the Collection District of Alaska. The
basis of this action was found in section
3,190, Revised Statutes, prohibiting ves-
sels bound for American ports exchang-
ing cargoes within four leagues of any
territory owned or controlled by the
United States.
*“The suit was tried in the district
court of Alaska, and resulted in avictory
for the government. An appeal was
taken to the court of appeals, and that
tribunal now reverses the decision of the
lower court, and orders the action dis-
misséd. Judge Gilbert, in rendering the
opinion of the higher court, reviewed the
caee at length, citing many authorities
1In support of his position. It is held by
thé court of appeals that the government
did ot establish its principal conten-
tion, namely, that the vessels trans-
ferring the alleged dutiable seal sking to
the Coquitlam, were bound for the
United States—hence the whole action
falls to the ground. While it was shown
that the several sealers, all flying the
English flag, had transferred their car-
goe¢ to the Coquitlam within seven
miles of the shore line, there was noth-
ing to indicaté that these cargoes were
intended for American ports.”—S8. F,

The report in London last night and
subsequently denied, that Tom Mann,
the well known labor leader and prime
mover in the proposed universal dock
strike, had been arrested in Germany. is
correct. Mann was taken into custody
at Fimsbrutta, charged with inciting to
createa disturbance and placed aboard a
steamer bound for Grimsby, England,
after being cautioned not to return.

The Duke and Duchess of Orleans re-
ceived additional French deputations at
Brusesels to-day. In the evening they
dined with King Leopold and Queen
Marie. The Duke and Duchess will start
for England Sunday.

Seventy persons have been drowned by
the floods at Athens and an enormous
tract of land is submerged.

The members of the Dumas family,
Mme. Victorien Sardou, Jules Claretie,
Ludovic, Halevh and others were present
vesterday at the transfer of the remains
of Alexandre Dumas from the temporary
vault to the permanent grave at Mont-
martre cemetery, Paris. The grave is
surmounted by a statue of Saint Mareau.

Louise Michel, the well known French
anarchist advocate, has started for Lon-
don for a brief stay, previous to a lecture
tour in the United States.

The tariff committee of -the French
chamber will consider on Tuesday how
to raise money to provide for an in-
crease in the sugar bounties. During
vesterday’s discussion it was contended
that the beet root culture as jeopardized,
and even if there was any prospect of an
internationai conference, it would not
benefit France to enter it with bounties
equal to those of Germany,

JAt theimbnual meeting of the Cobden
Club Lord Farrar reviewed at length the
relations of Great Britain with the
other powers in regard to free trade, and
said: ‘‘The most important event of
the year is McKinley’selection. He was,
the Cobdenites thought, the worst that
could be selected, until Bryan was nomin-
ated, and we do not disguise ourdelight
at McKinley’s election. We shall await
his action regarding protection.”” Lord
Playfair explained at length the issues
of the campaign in the United States,
saying free trade had no part in it, and
showing the club men present a dollar,
which he said contained 100 cents’ worth
of silver, and contrasting it with another
dollar which he produced containing
50 cents worth of silver. In the
course of his remarks, Lord Playfair
said: ‘“When I arrived in America
August last, the mills were all closed,
and when I left they were all runging,
and every man emploved. I talked
with many manufacturers, who claimed
that the Wilson tariff bill is good en-
ough. They said they did not desire a
change and thought that the return to
high protection was not likely, as Mc-
Kinlev was elected by all parties.”’

There was beautiful weather at Blen-
heim to-day with capital pheasant shoot-
ing, 2,000 birds being bagged. Lord
Randolph Churchill joined the royal
party, at lunch at which were 60 guests.
The musical reception to-night was a
brilliant affair. The Duchess was attired
in a white velvet gown trimmed with
sable, black velvet and lace.

The report published here that Presi-
dent Faure will visit St. Petersburg in
the middle of April is discredited, espe-
cially as the Baltic will not be navigable
then. In official quarters nothing is
known of the President’s intention to
visit Russia.

Two battalions of troops and a quan-
tity of war supplies have been despatch-
ed from Barcelona for the Phillippire
islands.

CHINA AND JAPAW,

Li Hung Chang to Reorganize the
Entire Chinese
Navy:,.,
£

Provisions of the Commercial Treaty
. —Material Concessions to
Russia.

Sax Fraxcisco, Nov. 25.—(By steamer
from Pekin)—The North China News
announces that it is the intention of the
Emperor to appoint Li Hung Chang to
the post of reorganizer of the whole im-
perial navy, and that the programme is
to build within five years’ time
gix large Dbattleships, twelve first
class armored cruigers and twenty second
and third class cruisers. It farther
says that Li was greatly struck with the
torpedo destroyers he saw in England,
and the result will be that the govern-
ment will be advised to buy a regular

flotilla of these fast boats for the new
Chinese navy. It is further asserted
that Li has promises from bankers in
England to provide this money in re-
turn for railway concessions.

The new commercial treaty between
Japan and China embodies all the
privileges hitherto enjoyed by subjects
or citizens of the western powers in
China, under whatsoever treaty or con-
vention obtained. It also secures to
Japan the customs tariff now in force,
so that China cannot by special arrange-
ments with western states make any
change to which Japan is not a consent-
ing party. Itis positively stated that
immediately before the departure of the
Russian representative from China on
September 17 he succeeded in conclud-
ing with the Chinese government a con-
vention of great importance. It gives
Russia the right to carry the Trans-
Siberian railway to Kirin from two
points—namely, Westward from some
station in Siberia, and - Eastward
from Vladivostock. It provides that
the Chinese system of railroads
isto be Dbrought into connection
with that of Russia, to which end,
should China find it inconvenient to
construct her contemplated lines frow
Kirin to Shanichuran and Port Arthur,
she may delegate the task to Russia.
It commissions Russia to provide for the
security of any lines built,- by sta-
tioning troops along their route.
It provides that lines forming part of
Russian system but running through
Chinese territory shall be purchaseable
by China after a period of thirty years,
and that lines forming part of the Chi-
nese syvstem, but built by Russia at
China’s request, shall be purchaseable
by China after a period of ten years. It
leases to Russia a portion of Kirin Chow
and provides that in an emergency she
shall have the use of Port Arthur and
Tallien, and engages that every facility
shall be given to Russian trade and
travel.

THE BARD OF ASSINIBOIA,

WinnipeG, Nov. 27.—(Special)<N. F./
Davin, M.P., for West Aseiniboia, who
is here, has entered a suit against Walter
Scott, editor of the Regina Leader, for
$10,000'damages for breach of contract
in that paper not having supported Mr.
Davin in the last election and for per-
sistent libels and malicious prosecution.
Mr. Cnas. Meikel, M.P. for Birtle, is
Manitoba’s new provincial secretary,
succeeding Hon. J. D. Cameron, who has
been appointed attorney-general instead
of Hon. Clifford Sifton. Mr. Meikel’s
appointment was made to-night and will
probably be gazetted to-morrow. The
new minister has represented Birtle for
three terms in the legislature, He is
the most popular member in the house
and his appointment will be well re-
ceived by both political parties.

As anticipated Hon Clifford Sifton was
this afternoon declared elected by ac-
clamation as member in the House of
Commons for the electoral district of
Brandon. The Minister of the Interior
leaves immediately for Winnipeg to close
some matters here. He will then re-
turn to Brandon and arrange for the re-
moval of his family to Ottawa. He ex-
pects to be in the Capital in about two
week’s time.

Hon. Messrs. Davies and Blair and
Mr. Domville, M.P., are expected to ar-
rive here to-morrow. It is probable
that they will be met here by ‘Hon.
Messrs. Tarte and Sifton. It is under-
stood Messrs. Blair and Davies go direct
to the coast, stopping at Winnipeg on
the return journey. .

Mr. Mackay, the defeated candidate
in Saskatchewan, is being urged by the
Conservatives to contest the seat with
Mr. Davies, the Liberal candidate, in
the forthcoming bye-election..

The Canadian Pacific pulled
through the Western express to-day
from Rat Portage with four engines, and
yesterday’s branch line trains are only
arriving to-day. The expresses on the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
have been cancelled. The wind and
snow are now subsiding,/but the mer-
cury is sinking very rapidly.

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ALBERNIS GOLD FIELD.

Stamp Mill for the Alberni—Work
on the Regina in Good
Shape.

Good Strike North of Uchuchleset
Harbor—Other Developments
in the North.

ALBERNI, Nov. 28.—(Special) — The
Consolidated Alberni Gold Mining Co.’s
new road from the mouth of Mineral
creek to the Alberni mine is now com-
pleted, as is also the ore chute from the
tunnel, and it is expected that in a very
short time the stamp mill will be in full
swing. The new find on the Victoria,
one of the Consolidated Alberni Gold
Company’s group, has turned out good.
It carries free gold like the Alberni, and
the quartz in both is so much alike that

one can hardly tell them apart; there
are also two other ledges cut by the new
road which promises to prove valuable.

William Campbell, who has the con-
tract on the Mountain Rose, reports that
he will have his work finished in the
course of a few days.

Robert Hudband has lately found
something that looks very fine on Doug-
las Mountain below the Regina group.
Work on the Regina is going ahead in
good shape. No. 2 tunnel is now in
over thirty feet, and No. 3 is in over
forty-five feet. On this property they
have the advantage of driving the tun-
nels in the solid quartz as the leads run
up the hill.

Messrs. Jones and Bledsoe returned
from the canal last night and report
having made a good strike about one
mile north of the Uchuchleset har-
bor and about a quarter of a mile
back from the canal.

WEYLER INTERVIEWED.

Havaxa, Nov. 27.—During the course
of an interview in this city the Spanish
Captain-General Weyler said: ‘Do you
believe President McKinley will follow
the policy of President Cleveland in re-
gard to Cuba?’” A. ¢ Mr. McKinley re-

presents the republican wealth and pro-
ducing elements of that country, and I
éaninot believe that & man who so re-
presents the work, virtue and prosperity
of his country can ecarry out a policy
which would compromise the interests
enirusted to his talents and discretion
as a public man. I think Mr. McKinley
will be guided by a just and equitable
policy without pasgion "~ and with
prudence, such as is counselled by the
American people, and to continue the
friendly relations existing between the
United States and Spain.”’

 Is it true,” asked the correspondent,
‘‘ that you propose to publish a decree
confiscating the property of the Cuban
insurgents?’’ With a motion of sur-
prise General Weyler answered, “It is
not possible-since the rebels have noth-
ing to conficate; they do not represent
anything of the wealth of the country.”
‘“Is it a'fact that you will not allow
the sugar crop to be made?’” A.—“I
do not feel inclined to permit the crop
being commenced before February or
March, as it is well known that the only
resources the rebels can count on will
have to be exacted from the planters by
threats of violence, and the means thus
obtained would only go to acquiring
arms and material to carry on war
against Spain. Iam supported in this
stand by many of the planters, who
agree not to gather their crops rather
than be the,victims of such exigencies
on the part of the rebels and see the
fruit of their labor emploved against
their country.”

¢“ It is reported that the Spanish min-
ister for war intends to send another
large contingent of troops to Cuba in
January?”’ ‘““Ido not know,” replied
General Weyley, * I only cap assure you
that the nation is prepared to make all
kinds of sacrifices, both in mopey and
men, as has lately been proven, to con-
quer this undertaking and make Spain’s
sovereignty respected before and above
everything. All the money epent and to
be spent will be Spanish money. Cuba
has been asked for nothing, neither for
men nor money.”’

‘““Do you think, Geneéral, that the
recognition of belligerency of the insur-
gents by the United States would be
taken as an offence by Spain?” A. “It
would be strange if any act directly
aimed at a recognition of any challenge
of Spain’s right of sovereignty here,
which our people look upon as being be-
yond question, did not evoke an explo-
sion of popular feeling which it would be
impossible to check, excited and ardent
as public sentiment is now on the Cuban
question in Spain.”

Finally the correspondent asked Gen-
eral Weyler if he would agree to a truce,
in order to bring about an exchange of
views between himself and the Cuban
leaders. He answered: *‘Non possu-
mus, since such a step would give them
an importance I cannot concede to
them.”

At one o’clock this afternoon Captain-
General Weyler left Havana on board
the Spanish cruiser La Gaspi for Mariel,
province of Pinar del Rio, where he will
again assume personal command.

Last night shortly before leaving here
Captain General Weyler signed a decree
ordering the redemption of the present
gold bills by the issue of twenty million
of silver bills. The gold bills will beex-
changed by the Spanish bank for the
new bills from December 1 until Decem-
ber 31. After that date the gold bills
still in circulation will be declared equi-
valent to silver. The new bills are to be
redeemable from and after Jan. 1, 1897,
at the Spanish bank with coin. The

bank will make a deposit with the bank
of one third of the twenty millions in
coin. It will also levy a duty of five per
cent. on the official values of merchan-
dise imported into the island from all
countries, the valuation to be fixed in
accordance with article 1382 of the estab-
lished custom house law. The duties
are to be payable in silver beginning
with products deposited in the cuetom
house on Jan. 1.

STUDY OF PSYCHOLOGY.

A Paper Read by Rev. W. D. Barber
Before the Teachers’
Association.

An Interesting and Studied Expo-
gition of Some Features
of the Science.

The following paper was presented at
a recent meeting of the Teachers’ Asso-
ciation of Victoria, by Rev. W. D. Bar-
ber, of St. Saviour’s church, and was re-
ceived with great satisfaction by the
members: ° .

Ladies and gentlemen, the subject on
which I have undertaken to say a few
words is a very vast one—one upon
which much diversity of opinion exists,
and yet on which every intelligent being
has a right to hold an opinion, because
in each of us the bulk of the facts upon
whigh the science is based can be ob-
served. .

Generally speaking, what we call
Philesophy is the science of human
nature considered in observed faets.
Facts which concern our intel'ligence.
our reasoning powers, our mind, are
commonly called metaphysical, that is
they are above the plana of physical
manifestations. These facts, so far as
they have been observed, are reduced to
certain intellectual principles.

Intellectual principles present them-
selves under two aspects: (1.) Either
as relative to the intelligence in which
they exist; (2.) to the subject which
possesses them—the subjective as rela-
tive to the objects external and the
mind—the conscious ego. At the same
time there is no strict line of separa-
tion between the two classes of
principles —hence each one is subjective
or objective or objective and subjective
in varying proportions at the same time.

To sum up: The human mind or un-
derstanding is displayed in certain in-
tellectual principles classified as subjec-
tive and objective which co-exists in
varying relations to each other.

We take first the science of the sub-
jective, the ‘‘ye,”” ‘‘me,’”” as dis-
tinguished from the ‘‘non-ego’’ the
‘““not me.”” This is no fanciful romance
of the imagination concerning the na-
ture of the human soul, the mens, its
origin and end. It is the true history of
the soul written by reflection at the dic-
tation of consciougness and memory.

It is the mind mirrored in itself, con-
templating the spectacle presented by
itself as the human face sees its counter-
feit presentment in the placid depths of
an unrulled pool. It isoccupied entire-
ly with internal facts, phenomena per-
ceptible and ascertainable by conscious-
ness, in short—Psychology. /

Now, psychology gives the most per-
fect certainty to those who have suffi-
cient, penetration and perseverance to
plumb its depthe. . It only demands
(what very few can eatisfy) a complete
abstraction from disturbing thoughts
and images, such as the world of color
and form, which is most familiar to us

because it is ever present with .us. We.

must for the time-being shut out all
apriori -conceptions and notions of
being and  proceed without re-
gard to those conventional logical

forms which repress and restrain pure |’

consciousness. And then we must pass
in review all the isolated facts of observ-
ation, of memory, of recollection, mak-
ing sure that no element is omitted lest
the result be incomplete. Nothing must
be taken upon supposition.

Just as the child gathering his bricks of
wood gradually fits each selected block
in its place, 8o must the human mind in
constructing a complete theory of its
own mode of working be careful to in-
clude all the elements and place them in
their proper relations to each other.

"When we possess all the elements we
must classify them just as the geologist
or botanist arranges the objects of his
researches under certain divisions which
comprehend them all.

But more remains to be done. It is
not enough to know the nature of the
result of consciousness—our cognitions.

- We mustseek out the solution of higher
problems—their origin, not forgetting to
trace the relation between a primitive
manifestation and its present develop-
ment.

Hence the science of the subject is
essentially self-study conditioned by
contact with the thought of the highest
manifestations of intellect in man.

We take now the intellectual princi-
ples with regard to their external rela-
tions.

The objective—the greatest problem
in life as_yet unsolved on psycological
grounds is the ability of the mind to per-
ceive and know things outside of itself.
We are nothing but ourselves and yet
we are able to know that which is ‘not
ourselves, At first the child has only
self-consciousness; but trom the first
shimmer of consciousness it begins to
exercise every faculty and develop every
capacity in attaining the possession of a
world not itself. And to do this it de-
pends upon physical properties which
philosophically are inexplicable. Des-
cartes’ formuld cogito ergo sum—I
think therefore I exist—proves individ-
ual existence. But how do we know
that objects really exist outside our-
selves? Thisis the objective problem.

Everything which lies outside our
consciousness is objective; all real or
essential existences (by hypothesis) are
outside our consciousness, which can
only be exercised on internal phenome-
na. Hence everything which lies out-
side the soul is problematic.

This problem has given rise to two ex-
treme positions, between which there
ranges any number of schools veering
towards one and the other.

On the one side there is the purely
materialistic school, which solves all
peychological problems by attributing
the phenomena to purely physical
causes. Every function of the mind is
80 closely associated with the brain that
it can only be considered a secretion—
elusive, perhaps, in the present condi-
tion of physical research. The inflnence
of this school is seen in the substitution
of modern terms in everyday language.

Insomequartersa man formerly called
‘“ intellectual ”’ is now called *‘ brainy,’’
forcing the materialistic idea into an
unpleasant prominence.

t the other extreme is the school

who accept the reality of the existence
of the “Ego” and the “Non Ego
alike; the problem—uviz., of the relation
which they occupy to each other.

I have thus far dealt with the general
aspects of the study of psychology.
Doubtless, you are all familiar with the
classification of the mental powers which
is set forth in the text books on the sub-
ject. But text books are not infallible, |
and every student of psychology feels at
liberty to modify accepted modes of
classification according to his knowledge
of his own inner consciousness.

I shall not be so bold this afternoon as
to give you my own ideas of classifica-
tion. Some of you may not, perhaps,
have studied carefully any mode; others
may have rejected some of the details of
the one which I am about to present to
you—that of Sir William Hamilton, the
greatest Scotch metaphysician of the
century.

Cognitive Faculties—there are fix of
these: 1, presentative; 2, conservative;
3, reproductive; 4, representative; 5,
elaborative; 6, regulative. I will brietiy
comment on these.

1. Presentative—Others call this ac-
quisitive or receptive. It is the recep-
tion of a new object in the sphere of our
cognitions. It may be of external orin-
terpgl things. If the former itis called
exteérnal perception, if the latter, reflex
perce;‘)tion oreelf-consciousness.

2. Conservative faculty—This stands
for the power of mental retention out of
consciousness, the storing away of know-
ledge so that it is not in sight—in short,
memory. =
3. Reproductive faculty—The work of
this faculty is to draw on the stores of |
memory. It is governed by laws of men-
tal association and operates in two ways.
Without the will by suggestion, such as,
for instance, the many thoughts which
flash into the mind through the power
of association as the odor of a flower re-
calls vividly scenes long since stored
away; or with the will—reminiscence.
The art of reproducing processes com-
mitted to memory is an instance.

4. The Representative ~faculty—Im-
magination—keeping before the mind
the knowledge acquired, retained .and
reproduced. The power of meditating
comes under this head—the power of
the mind to dwell on 'scenes
in past experience, so that they are as
natural and vivid as when the optic
nerve first transmitted the visual im-
pression to the brain.

5. The Elaborative Faculty—The fac-
ulties just enumerated, while absolutely
necessary to the existence of the higher
faculties, are subsidiary to them. They
simply acquire, preserve, call out and
hold up the materials for the use of the
higher faculty, which acts on them.
The first four are largely dependent on
physical properties—the senses and the
brain cells. The elaborative faculty is
one of comparison—the ability to anal-
vse, to build up, to compare, to system-
ise. An act of judgment is involved
in these operations. We affirm or deny,
and finally produce an act of conception
or thought.

6. The Regulating Faculty, or Com-
mon Sense—This is by no means the
product of experience—it is a natural
power of the moment. No amount of
study or experience will make a person
of sense. The faculty is innate. The
ancient GGreeks called it nous, and the
same word is used hy uneducated people
in the West of England. I frequently
heard the expression of an unwise per-
son—*‘ 8o and 8o has no nous.”
Tabulated we have the cognitive
faculties :

1. Presentative—External perception;
internal self-consciousness.

2. Conservative—Memory.

3. Reproductive—Suggestion ;reminis-
cence.

4. Representative—Imangination.

5. Elaborative—Comparison.

6. Regulative—Reason.

Nearly every writer on psychotogy has
his own terminology, and it is difficult
sometimes to reconcile the various
theories. The above, in the main, is
accepted.

There are many controversies raging
round the faculty of perception, and the
question is this: Is our perception or
consciousness of external objects im-
mediate or mediate? Those who %ecept
the former believe the testimony of con-
sciousness to be infallible. Every fact
presented by it is an ultimate fact; and
otherg conceiving it to be impossible to
bring the external reality within the
sphere of consciousness, hold that it is
represented by a vicarious image—which
is situated in the mjnd. Others again,
like Berkeley, hold that there is noexter-
nal reality at all, and that what the mind
mistakes for an external object is only
a modification of itself. Such ideas vio-
late the testimony of consciousness and
the safest plan is to accept the doctrine
that every external fact presented to us
by our faculty of perception is an ulti-
mate fact. :

The old philosphers tried to solve the
difficulty by suggesting a third some-
thing a tertium quid—neither mind nor
matter propagated from an external ob-
ject and produced in the soul.

We must be content tolet the problem
of the connecting link between mind and
matter go unsolved. *‘ There are more
tbings in heaven and earth than are
dreamt of ip. any philosophy.”’

I have sketched as clearly and briefly
as I can some of the phases of the study
of psychology. Time does not admit of
any practical application to our work as
teachers. The most important part of a
teacher’s education is a careful and
reverent study of the . human mind so
far as its operations have been observed
and classified. -

Every child possesses this wonderful
instrument, possessing in each varying
potencies, and every teacher is bound to
develop its highest possibilities. What
aim can be nobler? With what searchings
of part must one take up such a calling,
and with what diligent study and pro-
dent zeal must we pursue it !

Iam afraid that my paper has been
dull and perhaps hard to follow, but if
it has aroused 1n only a few a desire to
study some of the great thinkers on

Delivers a Sensible and Interesting
Address to the Local Council
of Women.

Some ot the Aims and Objects Which
She Advised the Members
to Remember.

As on the two former occasions that
the Countess of Aberdeen gave public
addresses to thelocal Council of Women,
a branch of the widespread association
of which she is founder, people turned
out in goodly numbers last night at the
meeting at the city hall. The platform
was backed by Canadian flags, and on
the wall hung the banner of the society
with the motto, *‘Charity; the Federa-
tion of the World.” It was noticeable,
too, that women formed a very large
proportion of the assemblage, showing
how evidently great an interest the
ladies take in the grand work which the
Council of Women are carrying on with
such enthusiasm and success.

The Countess arrived promptly on
time and took her seat, on the plat-
form; Lieut. - Governor Dewdney,
Mayor and Mrs. Beaven, Bishop Perrin,
Senator Macdonald, Hon. Colonel and
Mrs. Baker, Miss Perrin and Rev. Dr.
Camppell also occupied seats on the
platform.

Lieut.-Governor Dewdney by request
took the chair, and in a very few words
introduced the Countess.

Lady Aberdeen when she rose was
greeted with prolonged applause and
stood smiling her thauks, evidently very
much pleased with the warmth of her
reception. As soon as the applause sub-
eided she expressed the very great
pleasure she felt at again being in Viec-
toria, and at receiving such a warm
welcome,  Victorians had always
been so kind' to her, she said,
that it mdde it very much like
home to come here. (Applause.)
The Govervor-General had desired her,
she remarked, to explain how sorry he
was that he could not come with her,?
but the reason he was not here was be-
cause he was a British Columbia farmer
and his interests were keeping him at
his ranch. The Victoria branch of the
Women’s Council had pyt her is a posi-
tion of some difficulty, for she had so
often to hold them up as a model that
she was afraid that she would make the
Victoria Council somewbat unpopular
elsewhere. (Laughter.) She congratu-

reading circles had acted
well elsewhere the circle reading upon
certain subjects and meeting once a
week or 8o to discuss them. In connec-
tion with this she was glad to know they
would soon welcome to their midst
a branch of the Aberdeen Society.

Correspondence,
too, had been opened up with settlers,
and it wag mosf cheering to learn of the
results that had been attained. She un-
derstood that Mrs. Turner had consented
to be president, and she predicted for
the society a great successand hoped the
public'would liberally support it.

People sometimes asked what was the
good of the Woman’s Council? The il-
lustrations she had mentioned were, she
was sure, a very good answer to such a
question. The -National Council being
in touch with other organizations
throughout the courtry had brought out
certain ideas, the need, for example, of
giving charity so that 1t would do real
good and relieve distress without pau- |
perizing. This could not have been done
without some such organization ~to
do the work systematically and
be in touch with "all philanthropic
societies and so carry on charity without
overlapping. She predicted that the
time would come when the men would
not only co-operate with the council,
but that there would be a federation of
all philanthropic associations.

Unpleasant Experiences of Two Men
at the City Isolation
Hospital.

The Disinfection Process Claimed to |
Be a Farce in Their
Case.

The City Isolation hospital is undoubt-
edly a most valuable and necessary in-
gtitution for the prevention of the spread
of disease and the protection of the
health of the people, but the story of the
treatment of two men there last week
seems to show that some radical im-
provement is needed in dealing with
people who are unfortunate enough to
be obliged to temporarily submit to 1so-
lation and disinfection.

On Saturday last Mr. John Jenkins
and Mr. C. Moody, who had, as a matter

of accommodation, assisted at the
funeral of a person who had died of
diphtheria were, in  accordance
with the health regulations, sent
to the isolation hospital for diginfection,
and according to Mr. Moody’s story, re-
ceived during their short stay in quaran-
tine, treatment decidedly worse than if
they had been prisoners 1n jail.

It was 1 o’clock on Saturday after-
noon, Mr. Moody explained, when, he
and his companion reached the isolation
hospital. They were then put intoa
room and informed that they would be
obliged to remain in quarantine twelve
hours, and that they and their clothes
would have to go through a disinfecting

ard structure, was well warmed by a
stove, but there were no toilet conveni-
ences such as a basin and water for
washing.

Had the men been in jail they would
have had their meals regularly, but all
they got was bread and butter and jam
and one cup of tea at 4 o’clock, then no-
thing more till next morning, when they
were served with breakfast, The care-
taker, Mr. Shaw, came round, it is true,
during the afternoon and asked if they
wished for anything.

‘““We told him we wanted something
to eat,”’ says Mr. Moody, ‘‘and he re-
plied that the grocer would soon come
with provisions; but for all that we had
nothing to eat from the time we were
gerved with the bread and butter and
jam at 4 o’clock, until next morning.

That meal was given to us through the
kindness of a professional nurse who'
was herself in quarantine, but consented
to give us our meals as a matter of ac-
commodation.”’

The most extraordinary part of . the
complaint is that in regard to the disin-
fecting process.

ENTERPRISING JAPAN. -

K. Imaizumi, constructing engineer of
the Imperial .steel working of Japan,
spent yesterday in this city en route to
his home by the N.P.R. liner Olympia.
He is now returning from a three years’

inspection and study of the great steel
vlants of Europe and the United States,
and speaks very interestingly of his im-
portant mission and the results that are
expected to accrue from it.

‘T have made a careful examination
of the various methods of producing and
working steel at ninety different works,”’
he says, ““devoting special study to the
machinery in the different establish-
ments, as I am to plan and supervise the
construction of the machinery in the
new Japanese government steel works,
now being built in south Japan. In
fact, I have made selections from what I
have seen and drawn plans and designs
in detail and submitted them to Amer-
ican and German manufacturers for bids
on the machinery.

*“Our Imperial Japanese steel works
have now been in" construction two
years, and it is expected to have them
in operation by the close of 1898. They
will have a capacity of 60,000 tons a
years, and can be increased to 200,000
tons capacity of finished product. The
demand for finished steel in Japan is
now 300,000 tons a year. The works
will employ 4,500 men at the opening,
and the capital of the concern is $2,000,-
000. Eighty engineers will be employed.

“ Armor, ship and boiler plates and
house, bridge and other industrial steel
will be turned out. We shall probably
import our raw materjal from England,
as the east coast of America is too far
away for competition with the Britishers.
The iron ore in the vicinity of Lake

_Buperior is the best in the world. We
will need much Bessemer ore, free from
phosphorus. We algo use much pig
iron. Not a small amount of the cheaper
grade of iron ore will come from
China and from Japanese islands.
If any Pacific coast state can produce
good iron ore, either Bessemer or any
other kind, it can find a good market
for the product in opr country. We wish
to see the resources of this coast develop-
ed, because it is much nearer to us than
countries with which we now do most of
our trading.”

Mr. Imaizumi is & graduate of the
technical department of the Japanese
Imperial university of Tokio. He, spent
three years in Germany, at Berlin and
Freiburg, studying in his line and for
nine months he served in steel works in
Weastphalia, Heorde, as a volunteer
workman, to become familiar with the
business,

A RAPID FIRING GTUN.

(From the Broad Arrow.)

According to shooting and Fishing of
New York, some very interesting experi-
ments with quick-firing guns have been
made by the United States navy, and
resulted in the ordering of the Colt
automatic gun. The journal in ques
tion says: This arm isa very ingenious

piece of mechanism. It seems to be be-
tween a shoulder-gun and a field-piece,
and we think it will claim the attention
of a rifleman wherever he sees it. It be-
longs to the class of ordnance known as
rapid-firing guns; the trigger is pressed
and the firing begins, and continues un-
til the pressure on the trigger is released
or the ammunition exhausted. The
Colt authomatic gun was among the
number submitted for trial at the gov-
ernment proving grounds at Indian
Head, in response to a call from the
bureuu of ordnance, United States navy

for guns of this type taking the new '236
Navy cartridge.

The trial was a very severe one. There
was a rapidity test; firing with dummy
cartridges in belt at intervals, showing
the shortest possible time these could be
removed from gun and firing continued ;
accuracy test at 500 and 1,000 yards ; dis-
mounting and asgembling, showing the
shortest possible time in which this
could be done; and finally, the endur-

firing for eight consecutive minutes. The
Colt gun was the only one that was not
disabled and as soon as the trial was
concluded an order for fifty of these guns
was given for the navy. At the same
time other competitors were told that
sixty days would be given them to pro-
duce a gun superior to the Colt gun. The
time elapsed without such a resnlt be-
ing attained.

On the 28th September, nine months
after the conclysion of the first trial,
instead of sixty\days, two competitive
companies presented their guns for trial.
This lapse of time was of great advantage
to them, as the naval *236 carfridge was
much better understood and improved ;
but with thege advantages one gun, after
repeated trials, was only able to fire 100
shots in 1 minute 37 seconds, and in the
endurance test of 8 minutes was dis-
abled after firing 241 shots. The second
gun only fired 400 shots in 54 seconds,
but in the endurance test broke down
after firing 20 shots. During the trial of
these two guns ghe Colt Company pre-
gented a gun for acceptance. With this
arm 400 shote were fired in 528 seconds,
being 7'2 seconds less time than allowed.
This gun was then fired for endurance,
and with the exception of three stop-
pages caused by defective ammunition,
fired 2,111 shots, '

CLAIMS COMMISSION.

United States Counsel Move to Strike
Out Two of the Sealers’
Claims.

These Are the ‘‘ Black Diamond’s”
for 1886 and Capt. Gaudiu’s
Personal Claim.

At the sitting of the Behring Sea
Claims Commission yesterday, counsel
for the United States moved to strike
out two of the claims filed by the British
side. One of these claims was that on
behalf of the schooner Black Diamond
for $7,500 for loss arising out of her being
ordered out of Behring sea in 1886; the
other was the personal claim of Captain
James Gaudin for $3,000 in connection
with the seizure of the schooner Ada.

Hon. Mr. Dickingon said in making

the motion to strike out the 1886 claim
of the Black Diamond that on the ques-
tion raised might depend a precedent
which might come before the commis-
sion in various forms as they went
to the fundamental laws which
the Paris tribunal had laid down, and
if the United States were correct in their
contention, the two claims he referred
to, did not come within the terms of the
convention which had resulted in the
formation of the present commission. It
would be noticed that two claims had
been filed on behalf of the schooner
Black Diamond. One of these was a
claim for $7,500 by reason of the schooner
leaving Behring Sea in 1886 as the result
of verbal orders of the United States
collector of customs at Ounalaska; the
gecond claim was for $23,000 by reason
of the seizure of the schooner Ada by
the Rush in 1889. The case of the Black
Diamond as far as the claim for 1886 was
concerned was not in |, the list
of claime that came before the
Paris tribunal, and in the summary of
claims referred to in article 1 of the
convention only the 1889 case of that
schooner was mantioned. He main-
tained that unless claims were in the
schedule referred to in article 1 of the
eonvention they could not be consid-
ered by the commission. It needed no
argument, he claimed, to show that the
case of the schooner in 1886 was inde-
pendent of the claim made for 1889, but
aside from that, the convention had
takem extra pains to say just what
should come before the commission. For
instance, where there were two casee for
compensation in respect of some vessel
before the tribunal they were specified as
two separate and distinct cases, as, for ex-
ample, the Trinmph and the Pathfinder.
By the terms of the convention he argu-
ed only claims submitted to the Paris
tribunal were to be dealt with by this
commission, with the exception of addi-
tional claims of vessels in the list of
which the Black Diamond did not ap-
pear; therefore, her claim for 1886 could
not be considered.

Hon. Mr. Peters, for the British side,
in his reply said his understanding of
Hon. Mr. Dickinson’s argument was that
the objection taken to the claim of the

In order to fish you must go to' the Black Diamond for 1886 was that the

vessel’s name did not appear twice on
the list of claims, and that therefore the
date wasamaterial point to be considered.
The British side on the contrary main-
tained that the date was merely stated
in the schedule for information and con-
venience, and was not a vital point.
The claim of the Black Diamond was
really an extra to the other claim of the
same schooner, and was so mentioned
by Sir Julian Paunceforte in his cor-
respondence with Mr. Gresham in 1894.
This letter from the British Ambassador
distinctly showed that it was contem-
plated to include the 1886 claim of the
Black Diamond among those to be dealt
with, and furthermore there never was
any objection 1aised by the United States
as far as the correspondence
went, to include that claim.
It was a matter of history that
prior to the convention a lump sum
for cqmpensation had been agreed upon
in the o®rrespondence between the two
governments, and this claim of the Black
Diamond was included in the claims for
which the lump sum would have been
paid as compensation. The reason this
particular claim did not appear in the
schedule was, as explained in a memor-
andum by Sir Julian Pauncefote—that
it was left off at the suggestion of the
Canadian delegates as the name already
appeared in the original claims and the
1886 claim was only a supplementary
one referring to the amount of compensa-
tion. Asfar as the Triumph was con-
cerned, Hon. Mr. Dickenson was'in error
when he supposed that the name of
Triumph appearing twice referred to the
same vessel. There happened to have
been two vessels of that name.

Hon. Mr. Dickinson replying to the

British argament said that what the
commission had before it was to decide
in accordance with the findings of fact
of the Paris tribunal and as the Black
Diamond had not been before the Paris
tribunal it was not within the powers of
this commission to deal with the case.
The findings of the Paris tribunal re-
ferred to claims for compensation for
vessels seized or warned out of Behring
ea by armed vessels of the United
States; whereas the Black Diamond was
not 8o warned in 1886, but by a customs
officer. The claim also could not be put
in a8 an additional one, for it was not
mentioned in the schedule of such addi-
tional claima.
Hon. Mr. Dickinson next proceeded
to shortly state the reason why the Unit-
ed States counsel wished the personal
claim of James Gaudin struck out. This
was a case of seizure and the Paris
Tribunal had limited the personal dam-
ages to the several arrests mentioned in
the British case, pages 1 to 60. No such
reference was made to James Gaudin, so
that there was no finding of fact in the
Paris Tribunal on his case and it was,
th'o:;]efore, not eent here to be dealth
with,

. Mr. F. L. Beique, Q. C., for the Brit-
ish side, answered this last argument by
saying that the convention did not limit
the powers of the Commission to only
the findings of the fact of the Paris
Tribunal. Of course the Commission
would not allow the conditions of fact
then found, but they were at liberty to
find additional facts, so that full com-
pensation might be made by the United
States. Capt. Gaudin’s claim was ad-
ded by Great Britain, and when sub-
mitted to the United States no objection

was offered in settlement, it was intend-
ed to cover this claim as well as the oth-
ers.

The commissioners reserved their de-

cision on their. points raised, and the
sitting was adjourned until Monday at
10:30 a.m. )
Daring yesterday’s sitting the Coun-
tess of Aberdeen was present for a short
time accompanied by Capt. Sinclair,
Lieut. Governor Dewdney, Premier
Turner and Hon. Col. Baker, and the
commission adjourned- for a few mo-
ments to permit of the American com-
missioner being introduced to the Coun*
tess.

THE BY-LAW DEFEATED

When the permission of the Minister
of Public Works was obtained for the
erection of the temporary pile bridge
now spanning Victoria Arm at Point
Ellice, it was on the distinct understand-

ing that the emergency structure should
be replaced within two years by a sub-
stantial bridge of steel and stone, meet-
ing all the requirements of the depart-
ment over which he presides. The Coun-
cil replied that they would submit a by-
law to the people immediately, and the
pile bridge was completed on the under-
standing that it must either be removed
or replaced by a more substantial struc-
ture within the stipulated two years.
At the same time a bylaw was intro-
duced and passed through the city coun-
cil having for its object the raising of a
special loan of $125,000 to build a per-
manent bridge, Saturday, the 28th of
November, being fixed for the taking of
the vote of the property owners upon it.

Then the subject of the permanent
structure was for the time being dis-
missed from the attention of the couneil,
and when the voting day came only a
very small percentage of the citizens re-
membered the fact, and there being no
systematic work either for or againstthe

ing majority of the 555 votes polled.

Frem the expreesions of opinion heard
at the polling stations during the day,
the opposition appeared to be not so
much to the bridge, generally conceded
to be a necessity, but to its location at
Point Ellice without thorough investiga-
tion being first made as to another site
offering the advantage of a more direct
route between the city proper and Vic-
toria West and Esquimalt. This impor-
tant point must be taken into consider-
ation by the council of 1897 in dealing
with the bridge question, and it doubt-
less will be before another by-law to the
same purpose is presented to the quali-
fied electors at the polls.

As showing the general lack of inter-
est in the by-law voted upon yesterday,
the following comparison of the available
vote with the vote polled in the several
wards, is of almost as much interest as
the vote itself. Both are appended:

His Worship the Mayor had very little
to say in regard to the result of the vote
when spoken to on the subject last even-
ing. e had not expected the by-law
to carry at present, he said, and was in
congequence not disappointed. The
defeat of the by-law he interpreted as
meaning simply that the people were
satisfied with the pile bridge for the pre-
sent, and looked to the council of 1897 to
take some definite action in regard to
the establishment of communication be-
tween the two sections of the city. Of
course nothing more could be done this
year; nor could a by-law be presented in
1897 without a certain proportion of the
property owners petitioning for it., As
to whether or not the pile bridge would
have to be removed in the event of a by-
law being defeated next year he did not
care to express a definite opinion. He
did not, however, think that the city
would be cut' off from  the western
suburb.

Vessels Go Out Early to Meet the
Seal in Southern
Waters.

The Dominion steamer Quadra re-

turned from her Northern cruise vester-

day afternoon. Whilst in Northern

waters all the buoys there were duly re-
lieved and where missing replaced. Capt.

Walbran made due - inquiries at various
points in’regard to the Northern flshing
industry and was successful in obtaining
some valuable information in regard to
it. The Quadra was at Kitkatla on the
22nd November, and here Capt. Wal-
bran was informed that the year before
last the Kitkatla Indians were successful
in obtaining 42 sea otters. Three of

theae valuable furs were given by two

Indians to the Church Missionary So-

ciety, and with the proceeds of their sale

a handsome village church has been

erected at Kitkatla. The whole of the

building and the fittings of the interior

is the work of the Indians, and they are
justly proud of this acquisition to their

village home. The Sunday evening ser-

vice, held by Rev. Robert W. Gurd, on

the day the Quadra was there, was a
very hearty one; the singing was bright
and cheerful and in the whole of the
service the congregation joined with evi-
dent pleasure. When it is remembered
what the Indians on this Coast
were, not so many years ago,
and the quiet, peaceable, law-abiding
people they are now, the change must
indeed be a source of much congratula-
tion to all concerned in' this good work
of Christianity. Before leaving the vil-
lage, Captain Walbran was shown by
Mr. William Ewart Gladstone Sheuksh
(pronounced Shakes), great chief of the
Kitkatlah’s (so reads his own monu-
ment, erected by himself), the very
handeome present sent him by Her Ma-
jesty Queen Victoria. This consists of
a large steel engraving. of Her Majesty,
with her autograph underneath, most
handsomely framed and surmounted by
an Imperial crown; also two rich Scotch
rugs for himself and his wife. Chief
Sheuksh was surrounded by all his
‘““tillicams”” when the picture was
brought ot from an inner room by two
men and held up for inspection, the old
man gazing at it with admiration and
saying ‘‘Kloosh! kloosh!’”’ (Good!
good!) In explanation of the Christian
name of Chief Sheuksh, it will be inter-
esting to kmow that some years ago the
chief, without divulging his reasons,
made many inquiries amongst the set-
tlers and others he met on the boat, as
to who was the greatest and best known
man in England. From the result of
these inquiries Mr. Sheuksh adopted
and has algo been baptised with the
name he now bears. The weather
throughout the cruise was clear and fine
but unusually cold, the thermometer
ranging about ten degrees above zero.

NEW SEALING VENTURE,,

Experimental hunting will be a feature
of the sealing industry which will be
closely watchd during the coming year
and it i¢ also a feature that' gives promise
at present of being largely prosecuted.
Sealers are beginning to realize that for
some reason their annual visits to the
eld hunting grounds are becoming less
remunerative each year. This, of
course, is largely due to legal
restrictions—rules that were made
to govern a particular practise—
but a little reflection on the matter has
also raised a doubt in the minds of some,
as to whether the cause is not in a
measure assignable to adhering too
closely to old customs. Now that all
have entered into a pool whereby the
interests of each will be collectively re-
spected, there will be no advantages
gained in vessels securing Indian crews
at an early date. 'This accounted for the
early departures of schoonersintending to
follow up coast sealing in former years.
Either to-morrow or Tuesday the first of
the fleet this season sets sail. She will
be the Mary Taylor, Capt. Peter Carlson.
She was fitted out at Spratt’s wharf and
anticipated leaving on her cruise yester-
day. She carries provisions for a five
months’ expedition, and will have an all
white crew of 19 men. Her plans are to
sail down off the coast of Oregon and
meet the seal herds as they move north-
ward. The C. D. Rand and Mary Ellen
will also follow, leaving probably the
same day.

A Comference at Bishop'’s Close—The Duty
of Women to Vote at Civic
Elections.

The hospitable doors of Bishop’s close
opened yesterday afternoon to receive
the first provincial conference in connec-
tion with the Women’s Council, that be-
ing the reason of the Countess of Aber:
deen’s present visit to Victoria. The
visiting delegates present were Mrs. J.
C., McLagan from the Vancouver local
council, and Mrs. Cochrane from
Vernon, and Lady Aberdeen on behalf
of Mrs. Wilson Spragge, of Donald, ex-
vressed the regrets of that lady for her
inability to be present.

Upon her arrival the Countess of
Aberdeen was presented with an address
read by Mrs. Scaife, and in reply ex-
pressed her thanks for the very cordial
reception given her, referring to the
progress made by the Women’s Council
inthe past two years, thankfully ac-
knowledging that the blessing of God
had been with them and that the same
Power would enable the workers to faith-
fuily serve their day and generation. In
connection with this, Lady Aberdeen re-
gretted not having spoken at the public
meeting on the Confraternity of the
Lord’s Tenth, the principles of which
were being so,well spread.

Mrs. Gordon Graut having been ap-
pointed secretary, the conference pro-
ceeded to business. Resolutions were
passed on the necessity of provision fcr
the suitable accommodation of the in-
sane while waiting medical attendance;

BRITISH POLITIES

Government’s Programme for the
Approaching Session—The Army
to Be Strengthened.

Expedition Against Khartoum—Ger-
man Commercial Competition—
Pan-Anglican Conference.

Lonpon, Nov> 24.—It was announced
that the Queen yesterday signed a pro-
clamation re-assembling parliament on
January 19, and this has brought the
public mind back to political matters.
The date announced is a week earlier
than was expected, and only upon two
previous otcasions since 1880 has parlia-
ment met so early in the year. The
government apparently is resolved to
make a great effort to get through with
its programme, which, however, will be
dlstinctly modest. The only noteworthy
proposal likely to be made is an increase
of several million pounds in the war
budeet. Military men have taken ad-
vantage of the recent war scares to advo-
cate strengthening the army and naval
men have not been slow in adopting the
same course in order ‘to bring about
naval improvements, The army needs
three specific reforms the re-arming ot
the artillery, the establishment of addi-
tional battalions of infantry and the re-
organization of the transport sgervice.
This programme has been laid before
the cabinet National Defence committee
and it is understood that this committee
has resolved to recommend an additional
outlay in order to bring the army up to
the same state of efficiency as the navy,s
for which no large vote will be asked, as
the programme for the yearis fairly well
provided for. In connection with the
proposed increase of the strength of the
army it is suggested that an Irish regi-
ment of foot guards be formed and re-
cruited at Dublin.

There were two cabinet meetings dur-
ing the week which practically settled
upon the main points of the Queen’s
speech at the reassembling of parlia-
ment, which will include references to
elementary education, employer’s liabil-
ity end the beneficiaries bill." The gov-
ernment has been very silent on thesub-
ject of old age pensions, and it is be-
lieved = that this matter will be
dropped for the ®resent at least.

THE TARIFF COMMISSION.

The. fariff commisdlbners have been
now for some little time pursuing their
inquiries. They were for some days in
Toronto, and we venture to say that the
Commissioners, who are all free traders,
are already beginning to find that pro-
tection has a stronger hold on the people
of this Dominion of all parties and all
occupations than they had any idea of.
The men whom they examined in
Toronto were of many occupations, yet
they were protectionists almost to a
man, and what is more, they were pro-
tectionists who are ready and able to
give a reason for their economic faith,

Every manufacturer examined want-
ed, not dnly the protection he now en-
joys, but still more protection in the
shape of lower duties, or no duties at
all, on the raw material of his manufac-
ture. On the 17th and 18th there ap-
peared before the Commissioners, bak-
ing powder and yeast manufacturers,
manufacturers of enamel, tin and cop-
per ware, bicyele makers, gentlemen en-
gaged in the manufacture of shirts, col-
lars and cuffs, dry goods men, vinegar
makers, compositors, crockery ware
manufacturers, the makers of cheap
bags, fancy goods manufacturers, jewel-
ers, watchmakers, a manufacturer of
sapolio, piano action manufacturers,
coach makers, pork packers, proprietors
of rolling mills, marble workers, foun-
dry men, gold-leaf makers, paper and
envelope makers, and coopers.

The range of industries represented

was wide and, as the reader sees, some
of them were very important. The evi-
dence given by most of the manufactur-
ers was important. That presented by
the pork packers was particularly so.
The gentlemen interested in that in-
_@ustry showed very clearly that it was
ereated by protection, and that its ex-
istence depends on the continuation of
that protection. They also showed that
the farnfers of the Dominion are deeply
interested -in the prosperity of the pork
phcking industry, forit is they who raise
the hogs and grow the food that fattens
them. "Here is an extract from a state-
ment made by Mr. Fearman :

‘‘ Gentlemen, twenty vyears ago I
started in this business in Canada, when
we had free trade in these lines, and I
am sorry to say thatIstarted just twenty
years too soon. I managed to conduct
my business (and I had built an estab-
lishment and put in expensive machin-
ery) for two years, and at the end of
that time I was a much poorer man than
ever I was before. The Americans were
flooding the Canadian market with hog
products of all kinds, and so undersold
me that I had to finally abandon
the entire business. I disposed of
my buildings, tore out my plant
and machinery, and sold "it. At
that time the Chicago packers were
sending in carloads of dressed hogs
to this market by rail. They would be
unloaded from the cars and stretched
out on the snow, where the farmers
would come along and buy them. Then
there came a change. The protection
tariff was placed on all pork packing
products, and business thrived. The
farmer who used to purchase his hogs
from the United States markets began
to produce them, and to-day we have
drovers out all over the country picking
up the hogs from the farmers. so that it
has become a most productive business
to them.” He then enumerated the
growth of the export trade, and in reply
to the ministers stated that the Danes,
who were active competitors in the Eng-
lish market with Canadians, had a co-
operative, or protective tariff of some
kind, he could not definitely state what,
but knew it existed.

Before the pork-packers retired they
wanted to know from the Commission-
ers whether there is any probability of
the duty on hogs and meats being chang-
ed within the next twelve months.
Their reason for asking this question
was explained to the Ministers. It is,
that this is the season of the year for
buying hogs from the farmers to be cur-

Donnell went to Pittsburg to see about
getting a plant for the manufacture of
soft steel. He intended to form a com-
piwny for that purpose in conneetion
with the rolling mills, but, on account
of the impending elections and the sub-
sequent change of Government, the
matter had been postponed for the pree-
eit. Mr. Paterson asked the rolling
mill proprietor:

‘ What object had you in holding off
to see what the [Government would do?
What difference would that make?”’

Mr. McDonnell’s reply was: ‘I went
to form & company here. Of course we
would have to have big capital—nearly
a quarter of a millionof dollars—and the
g>ntleman I spoke to said: ‘Well, we
don’t know what the present Govern-
m-nt is going to do.” We could not go
on with our scheme if the duty were
lowered.”

From this it appears that Canada
has one industry the less because men
who had money to invest and were will-
inz to invest it, if things remained as
they were then, would ndt undertake to
e3stablish a new industry while matters
as regards the tariff were in a state of
uncertainty. -

The Commissioners will, before the in-
quiry is ended, or we are greatly mis-
taken, bave their eyes opened as to the
state of public opinion in the Dominion
with respect to the tariff. They will
find that the practical free traders are
very few indeed, and that to eliminate
the principle of protection from the
tariff will be for them a very risky opera-
tion.

AN UNFAIR COMPARISON.

‘We see that some of the supporters of
the present Government when commend-
ing the terms of the Manitoba settle-
ment compare them with the provisions
of the remedial bill. This is hardly fair
for it should be remembered that the
Dominion Government offered terms of
settlement which differed very material-
ly from the system that the remedial
bill, if it had become law, would have
established. The terme which Sir Don-
ald Smith was sent to Winnipeg to offer
the Manitoba Government and which
that Government rejected would have
made the Manitoba school system almost
identical with those that are ‘now
in operation in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia. The wajority in those
provinces are as gtrongly in favor of the
undenominational system of schools as
the inhabitants of Manitoba can possibly
be, yet they voluntarily and without
pressure of any kind made an arrange-
ment with the Roman Cathelic minori-
ties that was eatisfactory to both Pro-
testants and Catholics, and which has
worked well for near]y,.if not quite,
twenty years. There is no school ques-
tion now in either of those provinces or
in Prince Edward Island, which was
similarly situated as regards education,
and in which an arrangement almost
identical with that effected in Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick was made.

When the course pursued by the Con-
servative Government is considered, Sir
Donald Smith’s _offer should not be lost
sight of. That offer having been made
by the Dominion and rejected by the
Manitoba Government, makes a com-
parison between the terms of the late
settlement and the provisions of the
remedial bill manifestly dishonest.

A SINGULAR MISTAKE.

GOVERNMENT AND BUSINESS.

A good deal too much is generally said
of the connection between good times
and bad times and the Government of
the day. Government generally has
very little to do with the state of busi-
ness in the country. Good times’ come
without any help from Government, and
bad times overtake a nation in' spite of
every effort that Government may make’
to prevent the visitation. Consequentily
Government generally does not deserve
credit when a country is prosperous,
neither does it deserve blame when busi-
ness is depressed. The prosperity of a
country depends almost entirely upon
the industry, the intelligence, the energy
and the thrift of its inhabitants. When
the people work hard and are
careful how they spend what they
earn, they will thrive even under bad
and unwise rulers; when they are lazy
and unenterprising, when they depend
upon Government or anything else ex-
cept their own honest ezertions, they
will remain stationary or retrogade, no
matter what Government may do to help
them.

But there are, we freely admit, times
when -Governments can do a great deal
to retard the progress of a country and
to counteract what its industrious and
enterprising citizens may - do to advance
its interests. The position in which the
United States was a few months agoshows
what a Government can do, by inaction
and wrongheadness to retar(} the pros-
perity of a nation. The United States
had what all intelligent men admit to be
a vicious system of currency. Its Gov-
ernment issued a vast amount of paper
obligations without taking proper
measures toredeem that paper when re-
demption was demanded. Every one
knows in what condition an individual
would be who acted in this way. He
would, to say the least, be in difficulties,
no matter how much property he might
own. His affairs, for" the want of neces-
sary ready cash would get into a muddle
and his credit would suffer. This is pre-
cisely what happened to the United
States. When its affairs were in this
condition a party arose and became very
influential, which advocated the pay-
ment of the nation’s obligations in silver,
which had depreciated as much as 50 per
cent. It was known, too, that there was
very little gold in the treasury, and that
that little was disappearingat a rapid rate
It is no wonder that, under such circum-
stances, business men and men who had
saved money became alarmed. People
generally know pretty well by this time
what happens when alarm “in business
circles becomes general, Men who have
money are afraid to part with it.
The consequence is money becomes
‘“ tight.” Those who are doing
businesses that require a constant
expenditure of money can only get
it at a very high rate of interest, or can-
not get it at all, and then comes
a series of business crashes which un-
settles the minds of all who are in busi-
ness. When businessin the United States
came to this very bad pass the Presi-
dent of the United - States came to the
rescue. He told the peoplein effect that
they need not be afraid, that the Gov-
ernment of the United Stafes would con-
tinue to redeem its obligations in gold,
He used the credit of the nation to bor-
row gold to keep the redemption fund in
the Treasury from being exhausted. He
did this, time and again, and was bitterly
vilified by the silver party for resorting
to such a measure to keep up the
credit of the nation and - to
restore confidence among business men.

The Treasury gold reserve, which was
$114,000,000 on November 3, is now up
to $127,000,000. Gold importation has
stopped for the time, after an inflow of
over $75,000,000, and possibly it has
ended for the year.

This great change has taken place not
on account of what the Government has
done, for it has not had time to do any~
thing, but simply because the people be-
lievein it. They know that it is safe
for them to rely upon it. "They know
that there will be no more ta#mpering
with the currency, and they believe that
whatever change is made will be in the
direction of security and stability. But
there has been no mystery in all this.
The change is in accordance with laws—
unwritten laws—that are everywhere in
operation and are as plainly seen in the
course of ordinary business as in the
conduct of the affairs of the State.

PROVINCIAL DEVELOPMENT.

To THE EpITOR:—To0 develop British
Columbia’s great resources a vast
amount of capital will be needed. It is
impossible to form any estimate of the
millions that will be required to openup
and operate the gold and silver mines,
to convert the copper and iron ores into
metal, to manufacture the millions up-
on millions of feet of merchantable
timber, to clear the farm lands, to con-
struct the railways, highways, and build
the cities and towns, with all the appli-
auces of high civilization. We saw how,
following the constructiorr of the North-
ern ‘Pacific railway, 400,000 people and
an immense amount of capital flowed in-
to the State ofi Washington in
a decade. We saw, in our own
province, how men and money
followed quickly upon the construction
of the Canadian Pacific. We are wit-
nessing to-day a great influx of popula-
tion and capital into the Kootenay dis-
trict because of the success attending
two or three gold mines. We require no
proof, except what is afforded by obser-
vation and experience, to convince us
that if we could once set on foot the
general development of the province we
would inaugurate a period of prosperity,
the like of which we have never wit-
nessed. Le* us suppose that while the
riches of the southeastern corner of the
province are being exploited, another
stream of capital could be directed
into that wonderful auriferous region
of which Lillooet is dn outiver and
Cariboo the threshold. Let us suppose
that with this there could be started a
stream of immigration to occupy the fer-
tile valleys ot the interior and the bound-
less cattle ranges by which they are
flanked. Let us contemplate another
transcontinental railway, backed with
abundant capital and reaching out for
the growing commerce of the Orient.
Let us think of what the full develop-
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anent of Vaucouver Island alone would
mean. Every town in the province
would feel its businees pulse quickened
by these things; every farmer would
find the price of his produce advanced;
every laborer would be able to secure
abundant employment.

I wish to avoid the language of exag-
geration in these letters, but I state the
simple truth when I say that imagin-
ation can hardly picture the full result
of the development of the resources of
our province.

In respect to its area of arable and
pasture land, it would probably surprise

that there is a wider area of this in Brit-
ish Colnmbia than in the three Mari-
time provinces, but there is no doubt
whatever that this is true.

As to its wealth of gold and silver, no
one can pretend to set a limit. It is
known that its auriferous area is at least
three times as great as the total area. of
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island. If you join the south-
east corner and the north-west corner of
the province by a line drawn upon the
map, the line will represent a distance
of 1,200 miles, and it will not cross a
river valley whose eands do not carry
gold, or a mountain range in which a
prospector may not reasonably hope to
find paying mineral, and for fully half
its length it will traverse a region des-
tined to be the scene of unprecedented
hydraulic mining. -

We admit all these things to each
other and yet when some one suggests
that the provincial government should
adopt a boldly aggressive policy in order
that the people who live in the province
now, and who have their all invested
here, should get the benefit of the open-
ing of these matchless resources to set-
tlement and capital, the cry is raised
that we cannot afford it; the truth is
that we cannot afford not to.

The province stands in the position of
a man, who has discovered a gold mine,
sunk a shaft on it, cross-cut the vein and
found that there is plenty of ore, had the
ore assayed and found it runs
high and keeps getting better all
the time. What would we think of
such a man, who having learned
these things about his property, would
be afraid of putting in a plant to get out
the ore? On every principle of states-
manship, good politice and sound busi-
ness, it will pay the province *‘ to put in
the plant ’’ needed to realize the riches
abounding within its borders.

These riches will be tully developed
one of these days. But why wait?
There is no particular satisfaction in
knowing that we have a province of such
boundless possibilities if we do not get
some good out of them ourselves. Some
day arailway will cross the prevince
through the rich grazing lands
and along the rich valleys of
the central vplateau, thence through
the gold fields of Cariboo and out on to
the great prairies, and so on across the
continent. Everyone knows tha' such
aroad would mean the settlement of
millions of acres of land, the investment
of millions in gold mining, the building
of new towns, the establishment of many
new industries. Everyone knows that
that would mean much to Victoria
Vancouuer, New Westminster, Nantimo
and all the coast. Everyone knows that
without it the interior cannot be devel-
oped. I take this as one. illustration,
Railway extension on Vancouver Island
18 another. Competing railway connec-
tion with the Kootenay country 1s an-
other. The opening of trails across
the northern part of the province, from
the head of navigation on the Skeena
river is another. Others might be men-
