Constitution and Officers of the Associa-
tion for British Columbia.

At Kamloops on September 27th, the
British Columbia Good Roads Associa-
tion, was formed and adopted the fol-
lowing.
CONSTITUTION.
I. Name.

_The name of this assoclation shall be the
British Columbia Good Roads 'Association.
II. Object.

TRINIDID TRADE.

A Sugar Planter Favors Closer R

‘With the Dominion.

From Halifax Chronicle,

Mr. Freig, a sugar planter, of Trinidad,
has been visiting several of the Canadian
cities discussing with prominent business
men in an unofficial way the question of
jmproved trade relations between Can-
ada and that island. ~After spending a
fortnight in this city, he will gail for the
Ol}g Country to visit Glasgow, his native
city.

In a short but interesting inverview
yesterday afternoon Mr. Greig discussed
in a practical way the proposed commer-
cial arrangement between Canada and
the West Indies. In reply to my ques:
tion as to the attitude of the Trinidad
people towards, reciprocity, he said:
“'he sentiment, as far as I know, Is
in favor of closer trade relations with
Canada. That could be seen by the vote
on the American treaty.

A REFORMATORY.

Now that matters relating to a Re-
formatory are so prominently before the
people of this province, it will be of in-
terest to mention some things relating
to the New York State Reformatory at
Elmira. 'We are indebted to the Toronto
Globe for the facts hereafter stated.

At this institution the age limit is
from 16 to 30. It is therefore devoted
to ‘a class of criminals who ordinarily
are dealt with as subjects for -punish-
ment rather than reformation. In this
respect is differs somewhat from the in-
stitution to be established at Vancouver,
which is, we understand, more for
younger people; nevertheless the princi-
ples and experience of the Elmira es-
tablishment are valuable as a guide to
what shall ‘be done here. The¢ Elmira
institution ‘is conducted so completely on
the reformatory principle, that inmates
who do not show signs of improvement
after a reasonable test are seat to
regular prisons. Out.of 1,400 inmates
last year, 40 were sent to  the State
Insane Asylum. The superintendent
says that the criminal class is composed
of deteriorated individuals, and that

instaking search reveals that in many
| cases “¢riminals are incapable of reform.
from the lack of mental power.
clearly a eenseless proceeding to punish
such people for a time and then turn
them at large upon the community. -

Education in the ordinary English
branches and in business methods are
taught at the reformatory, and instruc-
tion is given in 35 trades. Inmates who
have made a good record for from one
to three years are discharged on parole.
They are required to send periodieal re-
ports to the institution until they obtain
their ‘absolute discharge. The books of
the institution abound with instances
where inmates have become excellent
citizens., Here is a recent case:

In March, 1897, an Ttalian, 21 years
of age, was committed to''the prison
under ‘a maximum sentence of twenty
years for Tobbery. , His record showed
that at ten years' of age he had come
to America, fand from that time had
Jed a roving life. He was a petty thicf,
loafed about bar-rooms, drove horses on
the tow path and shipped to and fro
on London cattle steamers.. For several
months after his commitment he was iun-
tractable, his tendency to violation of
the ‘rples evincing iteelf ‘i, fraud,
malicions mischief, profanity and gross
carelessness.

A HEROIC ACT.

Former Victorian Risks His Life to Save
Another.

The Nelson Miner makes the following
reference to a heroic act of Capt. David
Kurtz, son of Mrs. D. Kurtz, and a
nephew of ex-Mayor Redfern, of this
city:

_ “James Steers, of the tug Proctor, nar-
towly escaped drowning in Kootenay
lake, below Pilot Bay, yesterday after-
poon, Only for the heroic action of Capt.
D. George Kurtz he would have lost his
life: The tug was taking a barge of fif-
‘feen to Kootenay. -and ¢
hinoceros e barge
‘struck by a heavy sea and manage-
mient became exceeding difficult. The
‘erew was forced to draw the barge by a
tow line, and while getting the tug into
position, Steers was caught by the cable
and thrown into the water. In a desper-
ate struggle, and although incapable of
swimming, he caught the tow line, which
kept his head above water. Capt. Kurtz
plunged to his rescue. There was only
one man left on the tug, and at the cries
for help from the men in the water, he
lowered the life boat, but in the heavy
waves it was washed away and lost. He
could do nothing to help, as he had to
stear the tug and keep it running full
ahead to keep the cable tight and the
men out of the water. Capt. Kurtz
lashed’ Mr. Steers to the cable and push.
ed him along it until the barge was reach-
od. Several times during their stay in
the water, of over an hour, Steers cried
to. the Captain to let him die. After
the men were freed from their perilous
position, there ‘was only onme man on the
tug to run and steer'it. Other. serious
accidents might have happened had not
the Moyie, which was passing at the
time, gone to' their rescue. . Those who
saw the affair say that Capt. Kurtz did
u ic deed and ehould be presented
with e humane medal.”

General was called here from Albany to-
night, and there is to be a conference
with the voting machine people to-mor-
row, to see if there is any possibility to
devise the machine eo that it will meet
the requirements of the opinion.

Ragtime music played on the chimes of
St. Michael's, the oldest and most aris-
tocratic church in Charleston, 8. C., was
one of the curious incidents mnoted by
members of the National Educational As-
sociation visiting the South. The chim-
es rang up highly with those of Trinity
church in New York, ‘A few years ago
the master hand at the keyboard was
Professor George Washington McLeon
Gadsen, an honored negro, whose years
were many. Gadsen died recently and
his understudy got the job. Even in the
days of Gadsen the ragtime tunes were
played. Sunday did not matter, and the
congregation did mot object. St. Mich-
ael’s is so old that nothing seems wrong
or imporper when connected with it. On
holidays ‘and state occasions the city of
Charleston pays a sum to have the chim.
es rung, and it is*on these days that the
ragtime is played to a frazzle. It does
soucd rather ‘weird to hear the chimes
pegging off the tune of “I Guess I'll have
to Telegraph My Baby,” and then have
it switch off to *“Oh, Mr. Johnson, Turn
Me Loose.” When anything especially
strong is desired, the man at the key-
board gives a dash of “There’ll be a Hot
Time in the Old Town To-Night;” whick
does not always happen. “I'd Leave My
Happy Home for You,” has been played
time and again on the chimes, and later
the chime man told the city that “I ’Aint
Got No Happy Home to Leaye.” ‘On hot
days, when the temperature is even high-
er than the top notes of the chimes, the
man in the steeple makes one feel like
dropping in the street when he gives the
distinet tune . of “Oh, How Would You
Like to be the Ice.Man?’ When Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan was in Charleston,
not long ago, making a speech, and while
everybody was talking Bryan, the chime
fiend climbed to his high perch and gave
them “Oh, I Don’t Know.” ™There is a
keen sense of humor in the whole busi-
ness. !

The electoral district of Yale-Cariboo-
Kootenay extends through 11 degrees of
latitude from the 49th to the 60th and
through 8 degrees of longitude from the
14th to the 122nd namely, Its southern
frontier bounds nearly the whole state
of Montana, the whole of Idaho, and
four-fifths of Washington. The Nation-
al park which the citizens of Cal-
gary can reach in two hours’ ride is
on its eastern border. 'rhe Harrison Hot

Springs, where the citizens of Vancou-

ver spend their Saturday afternoons, is

close beside its western line. The Co-
lumbia, one of the half dozen great riy:

ers of the continent, rises and rune half

its course in our country. The Fraser,
far famed for its gold fields and its
salmon fishery, has its whole watershied
within our district, and within 90 miles
of the sea when it leaves us. We feed
the Athabasca, the }reace and Liard riv-
ers, which run to the Arctic sea, and the
Saskatchewan, which runs to the Atlan-
tic; we go to the ridge of the Rocky
mountains on one side, to the Cascades
on the other. We accommodate the Sel-
kirks, the Gold and the Parnell range
between. We have 1,000 miles of nav-
igable inland waters. Some of us IIve
beside Kootenay lake, a sheet of fresh
water 70 miles long, two miles wide and
500 feet in average depth, but when we
look at the map we observe that the Co-
lumbia lakes, the Arrow lakes, Okana-
gan, Shuswap, Adams, Quesnel and
some in the northern parts of Cariboo
not yet even named, are least as regards
length and breadth upon a similar scale.
Our area is equal to that of all Nova
Scotia ‘and New Brunswick and all the
settled portions of Ontario and Quebec
thrown in, and five times that of the
ancient kingdom of Scotland. One hun-
dred steamboats, some of them floating
palaces, like the Ruwssland, the Moyie
and the Kaslo, are plying upon our wa-
ters. Twelve lines of railroad are in
operation in our territbry, with an ag-
gregate length of 1,000 miles; three oth-
er branches are under construction. We
have ten incorporated eities and 50 oth-
ers that will soon be candidates for the
same responsibility. . We have Six daily
'‘and 20 weekly or semi-weekly newspa-
pers. At the recent convention of the
