The report states that 1870 
water services were laid during the year, 
and now the full number of houses ooenest­
ed with tbe works is 14,062.

One hundred and nineteen meter* are in 
use by large consumers.

The consumption of water taken from the 
engine records shows a daily average for tbe 
year of 5,778,000 imperial gallons. Tbe 
month of greatest dsily average wee July, 
in which period tbe daily rate was 6,700,000 
gallons. The lowest was April, the daily 
average then being 4,854 000 gallon*. The 
returns show that 03,644 people use the 
city water.
